Uniform state legislation, in the 
opinion of President Tâft, Is essential 
to the successful adoption of this 
plan, and he has Invited the govern­
ors of all the states to a conference 
upon this subject at the time of the 
annual meeting of governors In Wash­
ington In December.

President Taft bases his recommen­
dations on reports submitted by the 
American diplomatic officers In Eu­
rope who have, since last March, been 
engaged In an investigation of this 
question and upon the special report 
of Ambassador Myron T. Herrick, who 
has made a study for. years of the 
question of adopting co-operative cre­
dit In the United States.

The policy of Sir Edward Grey has 

not given satisfaction to his own 
party There can hardly be a question 
that if his retention of the foreign 
office could be subjected to a division 
he would only be maintained there by 
the Opposition vote. Even the Oppo­
sition vote would not be solidly given 
for him. On the question of Persia 
he would have to face the determined 
criticism of Lord Curzon, and those 
who think with him.

It is not, In short, his advocacy of 
the Russian entente so much as his 
policy towards Germany that has won 
him the Unionist support. A 
ago. at the crisis of the M[H 
valions, Mr. Lloyd Gecyge and Ram­
say MacDonald made common cause 
with him, the one in his famous ad­
dress to the London Bankers, the oth­
er in his hardly less important speech 
in the House of Commons. I turned I
