Peace Footing of her Army

Paris, July 19.—The Chamber of
Deputies, late tonight, concluded the
debate on the measure which is
France's reply to Germany’s increase
in armaments, by passing the three
years' military service bill. The vote
was 358 to 204,

Prior to the taking of the vote
Joseph Caillaux, ex-premier, speaking
on behalf of 140 colleagues, made a
final attack on the bill, which he de-
nounced as hasty, full of contradic-
tions, and supported by the reaction-
aries.

Premier Bartieu said he recognized
none put Frenchmen in a matter
affecting the existence of France. He
denjed that the measure was a provo-
cation to Germany and insisted upon
making the vote. a question of confi-
dence.

The bill provides for a three years'
term of service in all branches of the
army, instead of two, as hitherto, and
will add 210,000 men at the lowest
estimate to the peace footing of the
army, which now stands at 578,783,
excluding officers.

THE PAST AND PRESENT
IN THE NEWS SERVICE

St. John Distributing Cen-
tre—The News Brought
to Halifax by Boat from
England and Relayed by
Carrier.

In view of the fact that the Mari
time Press Association is to meet in
St. John in the near future it may
be interesting to recall that in the
middle of the last century St. John
occupied much the same position to
the newspapers of the continent as
it now does to the winter trade of
Canada.

Before the laying of the Atlantic
cable tost of the English and for-
eign news which found its way into
American papers was sent out by
telegraph from St. John, having been
brought across the ocean to Halifax
by the Cunard boats and forwarded
to St. John by special post. In 1849
a Press Association was formed to

establish a fast news service from
Halifax to St. John, which then had
access to New York, Boston, Wash-

ington and other American cities by
telegraph.

When the Cunard steamer left Liv-
erpool the latest English papers were
scalped, the clippings placed in a tin
can, to which a small flag was at-
tached, and sealed. The can was
duplicated, that is, there were two
cans prepared bearing clippings.

When the steamer reached Point
Pleasant, at the entrance to Halifax
harbor, the purser,- who had charge
of the cans, threw one overboard, re-
taining the other in case the first
became lost.

The can was taken out of the water
by one of two men waiting in a boat.
Once secured they hurriedly rowed
to shore and handed the can over to
a man waliting for it on horseback,
who took it and dashed off at top

DIARY OF EVENTS

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

FIRST RAILWAY LINE,

Canada's first railway line, from St.
Johns to Laprairie, Quebec, was open.
ed_seventy-seven years ago today, July
21, 1836, This ¢rude little line, only
a few miles in length, was the begin-
ning of the vast network of steel tha
now covers the Dominion from ti
Atlantic to the Pacific, and which is
being increased at a rate that places
Canada in the forefront in the matter
of railroad construction,

For fifteen years after the building
of the first railroad Canada made lit-
tle progress in the development of
transportation facilities. In 1851, how-
ever, an act was passed authorizing
municipalities to incur extra-municipal
expenditures for railroad purposes,
and the assistance extended to rail-
ways by the government and city cor
porations ushered in a period of mush-
room growth., The legislature gave
grants to all sorts of projects, and lo-
cal bodies gdve thelr backing to num-
erous short lines, 3

The first real railroad system, the
Grand Trunk, was commenced in 1852
and completed eight years later. The
Great Western, the European and
North American line in New Bruns-
wick, the Buffalo and Lake Huron, the
Montreal and New York, and numer-
ous smaller roads were built during
this period. In 1857 Canada had about
2,000 miles of lines., At confederation
the rallroad mileage was less than
3,000.

In 1900 the mileage had increased to
17,500 and it is now considerably over
25,000 miles. The financial difficul-
ties of the Gr Trunk caused a
period of depr on for a time before
and after confederation, but in 1875
a second great period of expansion
commenced, culminating a decade lat-
er in the completion of the Canadian
Pacific,

THE PASSING DAY

“FIGHTING McCOOKS.”

Today is sacred to the memory of
the “Fighting McCooks,” the heroes of
the greatest “brother act” ever enact-
ed on the grim stage of war. On the
twenty-first of July, in 1861, in 1863,
and In 1864, three of the “Fighting Mc-
Cooks” gave up thenr lives on the
altar of patriotism.

At the recent unvelling of the mon-
ument to Sir John Macdonaid in
Queens Park, Toronto, Hon. J.
Fleming was present in behalf of New
Brunswick and in the course of an
eloquent address pald a high tribute
to Canada’s greatest statesman. Hon.
Mr. Flemming spoke of the great
work of Confederation and was list-
ened to with intense interest.

The address was as follows:
Ladies and Gentlemen:—

Sir John A. Macdonald, always and

of the scheme of Confederation, and
in nothing was his breadth of charac-

-|ter more perfectly portrayed than his

willingness to bury personal feelings,
to lay aside political prejudices and
to join the leading men of both polit-
ical parties, who had previously been
in bitterest confiict, for the purpose
of carrying out the great project of
Confederation. Thus we find Sir John
Macdonald and the Hon., George
Brown, leaders of the two political
parties in Ontario, uniting for the
time being to bring about Conefeder-
ation.

In New Brunswick, Sir Leonard Til-
ley, the leader of the Liberal party,
and Sir Charles Tupper, the leader
of the Conservatives in Nova Scotia,
both entering actively into the plan to
brjng about Confederation. In Que-
bec Cartier proved a tower of strength
in favor of Confederation. The re-
sult was a meeting of representatives
of the provinces at Quebec, the pass-
ing of the Quebec Resolutions, the
London Conference following, the
passage of the British .North America
Act by the Imperial government, and
the Proclamation of Confederation,
taking effect July 1, 1867.

The first administration was com-
posed of six Conservatives and six
Liberals, and from that time has been
known as the Liberal-Conservative
party.

Many Difficulties,

With the commerce of Canada hav-
ing passed the billion dollar mark last
year, with our rallway mileage near-
ly thirty thousand and increasing
with wonderful rapidity, with nine
progressive provinces, firmly Kknit
together by the strongest bond of
unity, we can hardly at this day com-
prehend even the conditions with
which the government in 1867 found
itself surrounded.

There was the Act of Federation,
but the Provinces of Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick had little in common
with the provinces of Upper and Low.
er Canada. There was little inter-
provincial trade; there was the poor-
est kind of inter-provincial communi-
cation; there was no national senti-
ment for there was no Canadian na-
tion to get sentimental over.

Prince Edward Island was to be
brought ‘in, Manitoba and British Col-
umbia were still to come in, the great
western country owned by the Hudson
Bay Company had still to be acquired;
rallways and canals had to be built,

This stupendous task confronted the
Government of Canada in 1867. Today
we can look back and give the fullest
measure of credit to the man who was
instrumental in laying foundations,
hroad and deep, upon which the struc-
ture has been and is being builded.

Bore Splendid Fruit.

Before Sir John Macdonald passed
away he saw all of British North Am-
erica firmly cemented in the Confed-
eration. He had watched for many
years the growing of the industrial
life of this country as a result of his
national policy, inaugurated in 1879,
He saw the Canadian Pacific Railway
completed from ocean to ocean. He
saw sufficient that he could surely at
a ripe old age, having served long
and faithfully, say, “It is enough,” and
be satisfled that his life's work had
borne splendid fruit.

The progress since has been more
rapid than during the earlier years,
but it {8 only fair to say that that pro-
gress which we have enjoyed in the
last two decades is in large measure
the result of wise planning and wise
legislation during the years that Sir
John Macdonald was the master mind
in the government of the country.

Looking back upon his life let us
note two or three things and try and
learn some lessons from them. First,
he was an unselfish man, he gave free-
ly of his talents, he gave all of his
time; at no period did he consult his
own personal interests, but he was in
the fullest measure of the term the
great servant of the people.

He was broad minded, and for that
reason successful. When we think of
how successfully he co-operated with
other great men, such as Sir George
B. Cartier, representing the Province
of Quebec and the great French peo-
ple of Canada, how thoroughly they
were in sympathy one with the other,
how earnest and effectively they work-.
ed together for the common good, we
#et a glimpse of the breadth of the
great statesman.

Alded by Cartler.

After Confederation, though in the
public mind Sir John was the leading
figure, yet with characteristic fair-
ness and generosity he publicly declar
ed that “without Cartler there would
have been no Confederation,” and he
was ready to place the credit for the
carrying of the project very largely to
his great co-worker, Cartier of Que-
bec. But the one characteristic which
stands out more prominently than any
other in the life of Sir John was his
strong imperfalism. Amidst the diffi-

culties with which he was surrounded
in the fifties and the early sixties he
saw the possibility of a union of all

of British North America. At Confed-
eration he was able to look \down
through the vista of years and see in
a fuller measure and a greater degree
than any other the possibilities of the
new Confederation. With this strong
faith in the development which he
felt was sure to come, his government
was willing to assume obligations and
embark in undertakings that seemed
to be greater than it was prudent to
assume as conditions were at that
time.

His Policy Justified.

How thoroughly his policy was justl
fled we can see today, for most of us
have some little ability in looking
backward, even if we have none in
locking forward, With his eye that

was almost prophetic he saw the pos
sibilities of the development of Cau
ada, and the important link that it
would likely be in the great Imperial
chain of nations that compose the
British Empire

The consuming passion of his life
we find expressed in the sentiment in
his last manifesto to the people of
Canada. “A British subject [ was
born, a British subject I will die.”

Standing today in the shadow

of
this monument erected to his memor;

ing years and in regard to our duty
as  Canadian citizens? First, we
should today consecrate ourselves
anew to the cause of increasing the
national spirit and the great feeling

of national unity existing in this cour

try. Nothing is more needed for the!
future than to strengthen the ties
that bind the Provinces of Canada
together. It is an unworthy and mis

chievous policy, and it is an unworthy
individual, be he high or low, who
would scek to create in this country

the impresion that there are interests

in one section antagonistic w the
interests of another, so that in the
vears to come the West and the EaJt

may grow apart and a chasm be cre
ated.
A Perfect Unity.

There will be no such growing apart
there will be no such chasm, but each
year the East will need the West more

gentiment of national unity shall grow
stronger and stronger as years go by
Our difficulties as they appear from
time to time will be met, and met in
the right spirit, and settled in sach
a way that East and West and
Centre will all grow more and more
proud of the great mational edifice
we are building.

It ig our duty to
add to that strength in every reason-
able way, and wherever the foe may

‘Report from Dep't of Agri-
culture Says, in all Dis-
tricts Outlook Changed

- for Worst Last Month.

Ottawa, July -19.—S8ince the June
report of the fruit division of the
~Department of Agriculture, the wea-
ther .in eastern Canada has been
very irregular. For some its, and
in some places, the conditions have
been ideal, but in the iain. it has
been too dry, and cold. The effect
. of thfs has been to materially shorten
the small fruit crop in Ontario, and
to lower the prospects for all kinds
of fruit in the Maritime Provinces.
The July report states that as anti-
cipated in the last report, there has
been a serious falling off in the pros-
_pects for apples in practically all dis-
tricts.

Pears share with apples the depre-
ciation in prospects. The plum crop
will be a fairly good one, not large,
but of excellent quality, unless unfav-
able “weather intervenes. In the Ni-
agaré district, peaches have escaped
the frosts well, and a fair crop, al-
most a large one is expected. The
grape crop of Western Ontario is
about up to the average.

The recent rains have materfally
improved the prospects for the rasp-
berry crop, and if favorable weather
continues, a good crop will be har
vestéd in sections, The growth has
ibeen excellent. The weather has
been favorable for tomatoes. Never-
theless, the growth is fair, and ‘the
acreage much larger than last year.
It #s not expected though that the
yield per plant will be nearly so large
as last year.

Your Daughter’s Room

‘NT}{EN your daughter reaches the
age of 12 or 13 it is time to Te-
furnish her room.

FARLY SUNDAY MORNNG|

Martin Fredenckson Thrown from Tug Sprmghill by|g.

Swerving of Hawser, Failed to Come to the Sur.
face—Dragged with Grapples in Hunt for Body,

but Without Avail.

Before the light of Sunday had
dawned upon the city and when the
Sabbath had just begun, the stillness
of the early morn about the water
front was' interrupted by the shouting
of “a man overboard,” and Martin
Frederickson was dashed from the tug
Springhill and instantly vanished be-
neath the waters of St. John harbor.-

About 2,30 yesterday morning Fred-
erickson, who was in the employ of the
Dominion Coal Company, in company
with other coal handlers, was return-
ing from work on the West Side of the
harbor on the tug Springhill. The tug
was towing out the harbor the coal
steamer Easington, which had been un-
loaded and was preparing to make the
sail to Parrsboro, N. S. Frederickson
was standing on the stern of the tug
when the hawser connecting the two
vessels swung across this end of the
boat forcing him to the deck. The un-
fortunate man grasped the rope and
tried to cling to it. But moving ove
the stern’of the tug the hawser tight-
ened with a quick jerk and threw him
into the water. An undiscernable cry

was all that was heard and he sank!

beneath the waves without the slight-
est' motion towards pulling himself
from the water. Those on board the
tug saw the man splash into the wltl_r
and once beneath the waves he never
again came to the surface. The rope
festening the tug to the vessel was
immediately loosened, the engines
stopped and a thorough search of the
surrounding waters made. with the
hope that the man had later come up,
but no sight of him was seen.

Although the wind was light
and several of the larger boats ap-
peared stalled, all went with a swing
when Commodore Gregory requested
the motor auxiliarles and motor
boats to tow their less-fortunate sis-
ters out into the river. by 4 o'clock
all were away, bound for Oak Point,
where the fleet dropped anchor Sat-
urday night.

This year a large number of boats
are taking part in the cruise and the
commodore will have a fine fleet
under his command. Nearly all the
yachts are equipped with motor aux-
fliaries and although Hght winds may
be encountered, port will always be
made.

On board the Zuleika, together with
other guests, is Dr. Rowley, the fleet
surgeon, and accordingly his flag is
flown with the Commodore's from the
masthead.

In anticipation of happy times many
of the boys took their musigal in-
struments along and several concerts
will undoubtedly enliven the even-
ings. This year an exceptional num-
ber of motor boats will accompany
the sail yachts and will undoubtedly
come”in useful when the wind jam-
mers stick upon the mudbanks of the
upper reaches of the river,

In all a most successful week is
looked forward to, and all ‘are trying
to make it the best yet.

The fastest boats of the fleet reach-
ed Oak Point about six o’clock al-
though wuntil 10 o’clock those who
had dropped behind sailed up and
dropped anchor.

About twenty-three vachts spent
the night at Oak Point and during the
evening a big bon fire was built and
a sing song held on the beach. Commo-
dore Gregory brought his organ ashore
from the Zulecha and D. Arnold Fox
provided a programme of the latest
numbers.

The fleet left Oak Point at 10 o’clock
Sunday morning and during the entire
trip to Lower Gagetown thunder-
storms and heavy rain made sailing
unpleasant. Oil skins were donned,
however, and the spirits of the sall-
ors remained undampened, Lower
Gagetown was reached early yester-
day afternoon, Last evening the ma-
jority of the boys went to church and
exchanged visits.

THOUSANDS
AT FUNERAL

William Collen rd-
ney Fulton Laid in Last
Resting Place Yesterday
—Impressive Serv

Thousandg of people yesterday after-
noon lined the route of a funeral pro-
cession in the West End that was per-
haps the saddest spectacle that has
been witnessed in this city for a long
time.

It was a double funeral and the re.
maing were those of' William Collen
of Princé Street, who was drowned at
Lingley by being thrown from a canoe
on Thursday afternoon, and that of
Sidney Fulton who héroically jumped
into the water to save his companion
and who was dragged down to his
death by him.

The Fulton home is on Water strest.
while that of the Collen boy is' on
Prince stregt, not a hundred yards dis-
tant.” For an_hour before the funeral
processions started the sireets were
lined with people and crowds stood in
front of the two homes.

Rev. William Sampson, rector of St.
George’'s church, conducted the ser-
vices at the homes and at the graves;
there Were also present Rev. Robert
Fulton, of Chatham, who is an uncle
of the late Sidney Fulton, also Rev.
Herbert E. Thomas, of Carleton
Methodist church, and Rev. A. Judson
Archibald of the Charlotte street Bap-
tist church.

Rev. Mr. Sampson first conducted
the funeral services at the Fulton
home and was followed by Rev. Mr.
Thomas with prayer.

Leaving the Fulton home Rev. Mr.
Sampson went to the home of Mr. Col-
len where he conducted the services.

At three o'clock the funeral proces-
sion left the Fulton home and preced-
ing the hearse was a lengthy proces-
sion of boy companions and school
mates of the twe dead boys. When
the procession reached the corner of
Prince and Ludlow streets it was join-
ed by the funeral of the Collen boy and
the procession then slowly wended its
way to ‘Tilton's corner where the
mourners entered coaches and were
driven to Greenwood cemetery at Sand
Cove, where interment took place.

There was a large gathering at the
cemetery and with heads uncovered
those who gathered about the graves
witnessed a most sad and touching
scene. ' The graves were within a few
inches of each other and Rev. Mr.
Sampson conducted the burial service
over the two bodies at the same time.

The losg of the two young fellows is
a sévere blow to their parents and
friends and they are spoken of as hav-
ing been model boys who had been
