DFFIGILS QUIT
OF FRENCHFLEET

Squadron of French Warships
Appear " in Adriatic Before
Ragusa and Grovosa and
Authorities of Former Place

Bordeaux, Oct. 9—According to an
official anoupcement made by the
French government today, the French
fleet, commanded by Vice-Admiral
Boue De Lapeyere after revictualing
the garrison at the Montenegrin sea-
port of Antivari, visited the islands
in the Adriatic, between Cattaro and
Lisa. Later the French warships ap-
peared before Ragusa and Gravosa.

The Austrian authorities and other
notables.at Ragusa fled precipitately
on two special trains as soon as the
battleships were sighted.

The Modern Submatine.

The recent sensational performance
of a submarine in the North Sea, when
it within a few minutes totally de-
stroyed three great fighting ships, has
aroused great interest in this type of
craft that is only now establishing it3
practicability, and of which but little
of a descriptive nature has yet appear-
ed. In an article in the war issue of
the Scientific American of October
3rd, an expert on the subject gives
the following brief, but clear descrip-
tion of this new factor in the suprem-
acy of the seas:

The following description of the
construction and operation of the sub-
marine will apply in its principles to
most of the various types employed
in the present war.

The form of the hull is generally
described as cigar shaped. It is built
of the very best quality of mild steel,
and the workmanship is of the highest
order, for the reason that every seam
and rivet must be perfectly tight, in
view of the service which the boat is
called upon to perform, Not only do
vessels of this type undergo all the
stresses of sea and weather which
other vessels are subjected to, but in
addition they are required to navigate
at considerable depths below the sur-
face of the water. At these depths
the presuure of the water is great,

books because of the lack of training.
Most of this training is received af-
ter gne has become conmnected with a
position, and because of the necessity
of securing it most women find it
much better to begin at a low rung of
the ladder so that the training may
come gradually, than to fail by begin-
ning too high. The so-called big wo-
men, those of whom the business
world 1s proud, are those who have
once been the small ones holding
small positions and who have gradial-
ly climbed, training themselves well
for every step before them.

Training is so necessary, but with
some so little understood, that some
women with a small amount of money
to invest have been led to put it into
a small business for which they have
had npo training, and the result has
been failure. Whatever one goes into
should be well investigated, and if
there i§ a good opening it is almoat
always possible to secure training
some way in a similar line of work.
Even in establishing a dressmaking
or millinery business it is much safer
to have at Teast a few weeks' practi-
cal training., The case is recalled of
a woman who was suddenly thrown on
her own resources and because she
was succeasful in doing the sewing
she scorned the igea of working as a
seamstress for a few weeks in an es-
tablishment, and the result is that al-
thouzh she does excellent work, she
makes only half a success from the
financial standpoint, for she has not
learned the quickest methods of do-
ing her work—she lacks the training
that would have smoothed the path
and made clearer sailing.

Every thrifty
housewife makes a point of devising
ways to prevent the least waste, and
one of the best plans toward tabls
economy is to see that left-overs are
utilized to the proper advan
souffie offers a means of using bits
of cold meat, beef, veal, lamb, or
chicken, as well as cheese and vegeta-
bles which make good meat wubsti-
tutes, in such e tempting combimation
with other ingredients that it is al-
ways a welcome addition to the menu.
The following are receipts for souffles
which are suf for either lunch

or supper dishes:

Chicken Souffle,

Cook in a double kettle until it
thickens, the following dressing. Two-
thirds of a cupful of meat-stock or
cream, one tablespoonful of cold but-
ter, the beaten yolks of two eggs, a
quarter of a grated nutmeg, half a
teaspoonful of salt, two dashes of
paprika, and three tablespoonfuls of
dry bread-crumbs rolled fine. Then
add one pint of cold chicken chopped
fine, and the whites of the eggs. Pour
into custard or timbale cups, filling
them two-thirds full, and bake in a
pan of boiling water. Serve this with
Spanish sauce.

Beef, Lamb or Veal Souffle
Melt two tablespoonfuls of butter
with two tablespoonfuls of flour, one
scant teaspoonful of salt, two dashes
of white pepper, and one teaspoonful
of onion juice. Add to this one piat
of hot milk, and cook until it thickens,
Then add one pint of cold meat chop-
ped fine, half & cupful of dried bread-
crumbs rolled fine, and the yolks of
three eggs. Take from fire and add
the three whites beaten stiff. Bake
for twenty-five minutes in individual
cups, or, if preferred, in one larze
baker, in a pam of boiling water.
Serve with tomato sauce,

Cheese Souffle

Melt two tablespoonfuls of butter,
and add one tablespoonful of flour,
one and a half cupfuls of milk. Cook
until smooth; then put into it half a
teaspoonful of salt, a sprinkling of
paprika, and one cupful of grated
cheese. While still warm, stir in the
unbroken yolks of six eggs, then the
six whites beaten wtiff. Bake fiftesn
to twenty-five minutes, and serve at
once. A delicious souffle can be made
by this receipt, substituting for the
cheese one cupful of cold boiled ham
chopped fine.

Potato' Souffle

Boil' until tender six medium-sized
potatoes. When done, press through
a colander; add one gill of hot milk
or cream, one teaspoonful of salt, and
the unbroken yolks of three ezgs.
Beat light, and stir in the whites of
the eggs beaten stiff. Set in a pan
of hot water and bake brown, Serve
at once. .

Asparagus Souffle

Cook until smooth and clear, one
tablespoonful of flour, two tablespoon-
fuls of butter, and one and a half cup-
fuls of milk. Then add the yolks of
five eggs, and three-quarters of a
teaspoonful of salt. Put in last the
well-beaten whites of the eggs, and
bake in a pan, with an opening in the
center, placed in a larger pan of boil-
ing water. Heat thoroughly a large
bunch of canned asparagus, and place
in the center of the souffle when
ready to serve.
Fish Souffle

For this, use one medium canful
of salmon or two teacupfuls of any
cold boiled fish left over from a meal,

Coulaincourt was made Minister ol
Foreign Affairs for France, and Napol-
eon in referring to the circumstances
afterward remarked that a delay of
fifteen days ensued before instructions
could be issued respecting the man-
ner in which the Minister should dis-
cuss the disposal of Italy and Holland,
and in the meantime Castlereagh ar-
rived from England and British diplo-
macy tied up the allles in one uncom-
promising attitude. It has been main-
taired that Napoleon was insincere
in his announcement that he would
treat at all, but there seems to be no
doubt that Coulaincourt was instruct-
ed to use every effort to detach Aus-
tria from the coalition.

Wanted to Detach Austria

“Only gain the Austrians,” he is re-
ported to have said to Coulaincourt
on sending him to Chatillon, “and
the mischief is at an end.”

The Austrian Emperor sent Prince
Lich«stenstein to Napoleon and arrang-
ed for a conference at Lasigny on Feb-
ruary 24, But Napoleon did not cease
for & moment his operations in the
field. He was winning victory after
victory at about this time and on the
night of February 23, the evening be-
fore the day arranged for this con-
ference at Lasigny, the French bom-
barded Troyes and entered this place
the next day. The Congress at Cha-
tillon continued to sit. with Coulain-
court amusing the sovereigns and the
British Minister Aberdeen with one
discussiom after another, but having
secret instructions from Napoleon, it
is believed, to sign nothing. On
March 1, acting under British Home
Office suggestions, the Allies at the
town of Chaumont signed a treatly
pledging themselves to combined ac-
tion. The offer giving to France her
ancient limits of the Rhine had been
conditional on acceptance by March 15
“The time expiring, the compromise
broke up. It is sald that as Coulain-
court left Chatillons an offer arrived
from Napoleon bringing fresh powers
for treating, but it was now too laie.
The Allies could not act separately
and' England would not consent.

England's attitude in 1814 was ex-
pressed in the determination to put
down ‘the intolerable military dom-
ingnce of Bonaparte.” The language
has a striking likeness to the deter-
mination expressed recently with re-
ference to the Kaiser. Lord Castle-
reagh in recounting the aid given by
England to the sovereigns of Europe
in the effort to destroy Napoleon, re-
cited an expenditure of British money
such as history had never previously
presented. He said that the nations
of the north of Europe were so ex-
hausted by their former efforts, that
not one of them could move without
English aid, and in the yvear alone of
the formation of the coalition Eng-
land had sent to Russia, $10,000,000;
to Prussia, $10,000,000; to Austria, $5,-
000,000 and 100,000 stand of arms; to
Spain, $10,000,000; to Portugal, $5,
000,000, and to Sicily, $2,000,000. By
this aid Russia had been able to bring

dominions and Prussia was enabled
to put 200,000 men into the field. Dur-
ing the same year England had sent
to Spain and Portugal 500,000 muskets
and to other parts of the Continent
400,000 small arms. And after reciting
the above Lord Castlereagh called upon
Parliament to maintain the same scale
of expenditure for the ensuing year,
and to continue to do so until the
great drama was completed.

In the end it was England who de-
feated Napoleon, and It is the same
England which now announces that
there can be no peace until Prussian
militarism and the Kaiser are destroy-
ed.—New York Herald.

- News of War in Siberia

lem Remarkably Business-
like Way—Rapidity of Mob-
ilization an Object Lesson.

London, Oct. 9—How the people of
Siberia took the news that war had
been declared and their action in pre-
paring for it is told in a despatch from
Omak, Siberia, to the Daily Telegraph
under date of September 15. The de-
spatch follows:— '

“Here in the heart of Siberla the
most striking feature to a foreigner
of the early stages of the war was the
remarkably businesslike fashion in
which the country tackled the grim
realities of war.

“We were in Semipalatinsk, six hun-
dred miles from the railway, when the
war was declared. The news was car-
ried all over 8iberia by zalloping Cos-
sacks, who, like a multitude of Paul
Reveres, spread across the country
notifyinig the farmers and peasants of

the little villages and ordering the
mobilization.
“Omsk, three days’ journey by

steamer from Semipalatinsk, we found
humming with well regulated activity,
There were nearly two hundred thou-
sand reservists already gathering
there and being sent westward for
drilling in the encampments in South-
ern Ruassia. ¥

“The outstanding feature was the
rapidity, precision and smoothness
with which the vast masses of trocps
were handled. This was an object
lesson in the awakening of the Rus-
slan Empire and a reminder that Sib-
eria is adoptiniy the aggressive Am-
erican methods of grappling with its
vast problems.

“The attitude of the Jews who ev-
erywhere displayed an enthusiastic
sympathy with the Russian attitude in
the war, was also interesting. It is
a remarkable sign of the times, this
Jewish movement. If the occasion Is
grasped as there i3 reason to suppose

it will be, it means an opportunity for
solution of the much mixed Jew-
ish problem. .

“The attitude of the Siberians to

“It was a thrilling scene as the
reservists took the boat for the mo-
bilization point. Great crowds throng-
ed thé pler where the Governor, In
full upiform, harangued his people in
stirring words. ¢

“*“This 15 no war of agrression,’ he
said. ‘You are fighting to crush a
cruel oppression and Almighty God is
with you. As for your women folks,
who are left perhaps to mourm, let
them be of good cheer and by their
courage and self-control emblazon the
Russian flag with one more instanc
of the devotion of its womanhood.'

A post m ination
is made of any carcasses which may
be found, and, if lesions of this dis-
ease are detected, all the hogs on the
premises are immediately slaughtered,
the carcasses are deeply buried, to-
gether with the scrapings of the yard,
and other inexpensive, contaminated
material. The hog pens and yard
fences are then disinfected under offic-
ial supervision, and the yards are
sprinkled with lime and ploughed un-
der.

In dealing with outbreaks during
severe weather when it is quite im-
practicable to make & thorough clean
up. owing to frost and snow, complete

1 ing and infection is delayed
until conditions are suitable.

The yards are, however, tightly

fenced, so as to prevent access to all
stock. Adjoining premises on which
hogs are kept, but which have not
been in direct contact with the diseas-
ed herd, are quarantined, and the own-
ers advised to slaughter all hogzs
which are fit for the block.
» By reducing the hog population in
the vicinity of an outbreak, the work
of eradication is simplified. and the
owners do not lose as heavily in case
the disease breaks out on their prem-
ises.

Sources of Infection,

Hog cholera is a most highly infect-
fous malady, and the infection is eas-
fly carried by very many different
channels. An infected hog is, of
course, the most dangerous source of
infection, but infected matter frop his
pen can be carried by inquisitive
neighbors, dogs, or other animals,
which may come in contact with him
or his surroundings by carrying the
germs which are found in the soil and
litter upon their feet.

The expérience of this Branch in
dealing with this disease in recent
years points very strongly to the in-
fection being introduced on the prem-
ises through the feeding of garbage.
This material is. under the best con-
ditions, a very unsuitable food. It is
most important, therefore, that the
feeding of garbage to hogs should be
strongly discouraged.

Upon visiting premises upon which
garbage is fed, it is not unusual lo
find hog shanks, pleces of spoiled
hams, and bacon, as well as quanti-
ties of musty sausage. In view of the

The following section was therefore
added, which reads as follows:
“Compensation may be withheld in
the case of hogs fed on uncooked gar-
bage or kitchen refuse, or on any raw
animal flesh or similar food likely to
convey the infl of hog ch

o swine plague.”

It has, however, been found that al-
though some hog raisers collect city
garbage, and have appliances for cook-
ing it, that this material is not suffic-
fently cooked to destroy the wvirus,
and consequently, outbreaks have oc-
cured. In such cases the Department
withholds compensation, unless ano-
ther source of infectlon is clearly dem-
onstrated.

The disease may also be introduced
on to any premises by means of con-
taminated foods.

It has been suggested that outbreaks
Lave occurred through feeding Ameri-
can corn.

The virus of this disease can be
80 easily introduced that individuals,
who expect to make the hog raising
industry a profitable one, would do
well to seriously consider the source
of all feeding material used on their
premises.

Rate of Compensation

Although the Department pays com-
pensation at the rate of $10.00 per ma-
ture hog for grades, and $33.00 for
mature pure bred animals, an owner,
who is unfortunate enough to exper-
ience an outbreak of this disease, is a

heavy loser. Compensation can only
be paid under the Act for hogs which.
are actually destroyed under the su-}
pervision of a veterinary inspector,
and, as this disease iz in many cases |
extremely fatal, it is not at all un-i
usual to find a large number of hogs'
dying before an inspector arrives on
the premises,

Excess of Water in Butter

In Canada, as in most countries,
is not legal to manufacture, import or

sell butter which contains more tham
16 per cent of water and as a rule the

butter manufactured in this country is
safely within this limit. Occasionally
however, either by accident or desizn,
butter made in creameries is found
to contain water in excess of the above
standard. In Montreal, within the last
year unscrupulous dealers have deve-
loped the fraudulent practice of add-
ing as much as 30 to 40 per cent of wa-
ter to butter by means of re-churning,
re-working, etc. Inspectors of Dairy
Products employed under the direec-
tion of this Branch, discovered what
was going on and in November last,
proceedings were taken against 12
dealers, The cases were first heard
on November 11th, and on the 14th
of that month one of the defendants
pleaded guilty to two charges on
which he was fined $10 and costs in
one case and $200 and costs in the
other. The other cases were post
poned from time to time for various
reasons, but on March 30th and April
3rd, fines were imposed with costs
on all the defendants.

This year the number of inspectors
of Dairy Products has been increas-
ed to six and a vigorous campaign
against the sale of butter containing
more than 16 per cent of water is
progress. Two of the inspectors are
paying particular attention to the
prairie provinces and within the last
month they have instituted proceed-
ings in eight cases, namely at Brandon,
Melita, Regina and Medicine Hat; &
