Investigation Underway.

Shells exploded almost 
continuously until 7.30 o’clock, but 
after that hour tihe detonations were 
only intermittent

Berlin, Jan. 11, via Sayville—Ger­
many today handed neutral govern­
ments a note concerning the reply of 
the Entente to the German peace pro­
posals, the Overseas News Agency 
announces. It is first stated, says the 
newspaper announcement, that the 
German government has received the 
reply of the Entente to the note of 
December 12 containing a proposition 
to enter at once into peace negotia­
tions. The note then continues :

“Our adversaries dieclined this prop­
osition, giving as the reason that It is 
a proposition without sincerity and 
without importance. The form in 
which they clothe their communica­
tion excludes an answer to them, but 
the Imperial government considers it 
important to point out to the govern­
ments of neutral powers its opinion 
regarding the situation.

“The Central Powers have no rea­
son to enter into any discussion re­
garding the origin of thie world war. 
History will judge upon whom the im-

History's verdict will as little pass 
the encircling policy of England* the 
revengeful policy of France and the 
endeavor of Russia to gain Constanti­
nople as over the instigation of the

tion.While Entente Reply Puts Early Peace Out of the Question 

It Still Leaves an Open Door for the President to Try 
Again—-Belgium wants No Peace Without Assurance 
of Reparation and Future Security.

“At the end of their note of Decern* 
her 30 our adversaries point out the 
special situation of Belgium. The Inu 
perlai government is unable to ac­
knowledge that the Belgian govern­
ment has? always observed the duties 
which were enjoined upon her by her 
neutrality. Already before the war 
Belgium, ‘under England's Influence, 
sought support In military fashion 
from England and France, and thus 
herself violated the spirit (of the 
treaty) which she had to guarantee 
her independence and neutrality.

Hunt. Offered Compensation.
“Twice Khe imperial government de­

clared t4 the Belgian government 
that it did not come as an enemy to 
Belgium, and asked It to spare to the 
country the terrors of war. Germany 
offered to guarantee the integrity and 
independence of the kingdom to the 
full extent, and compensate for all 
damages which might be caused by the 
passage of the German troops. IV.1&—- 
known that the Royal British govern­
ment in 1887 was resolved not to op­

“The Belgian government declined 
the repeated offer cf the Imperial gov­
ernment Upon her and those powers 
which instigated her to this attitude 
falls the responsibility for the fate 
which befell Belgium.

"The accusations about the German 
warfare In Belgium, and the measures 
taken there in the interest of military 
safety, have been repeatedly refuted 
by the Imperial government as untrue. 
Germany again offers energetic protest 
against these calumnies.

“Germany and her allies have made 
an honest attempt to terminate the 
war and open the road for an under­
standing among the belligerents. The 
Imperial governasserts the fact 
that it merely depended upon the de­
cision of our adversaries whether the 
road towards peace should be enter 
ed upon or not. The hostile govern­
ments declined to accept this road.

Washington, Jan. 11—The transla­
tion of the French text of the Entente 
note as cabled by Ambassador Sharp 
at Paris follow»:

“Tlhie Allied! governments have re­
ceived the note which was delivered 
tx> them in the name of the govern­
ment of the United States on the 
Nineteenth of December, 1916. They_

“In the face of such war alms the 
demand for restitution, reparation and 
guarantee in the mouth of our adver­
saries produces a surprising effect."

The note continues:
“The sincerity which our adversaries 

denies to the proposals of the four 
allied powers will not be conceded by 
the world to these demands, if the 
world holds before its eyes the fate 
df the Irish people, the destruction 
qf the liberty and independence of the 
Boer republic, the subjugation of 
Northern Africa by England, France 
and Italy, the suppression of Russian 
alien nations, and also the violation 
of Greece, which is without precedent 
in history.

“Against (the pretended violation of 
the laws of nations by the four allies 
( Teutonic) those powers are not en­
titled to complain, which from the 
beginning of the war trampled upon 
justice and tore to pieces the treaties 
upon which it is built. England al­
ready, during tihe first weeks of the 
war, repudiated the London Declara­
tion, the contents of which had been 
recognized by its own delegates as a 
valid law of nations, and in the fur­
ther course of the war violated In the 
most severe fashion also the Paris 
Declaration, so that, by her arbitrary 
measures, for warfare a condition of 
lawlessness has been created.

Petrograd, Jan. 11. via London (Brit, 
lsh admiralty per Wireless Press) 
Regarding operations of Russian and 
Roumanian forces in Roumanla to­
day’s official communication says:

Special to Tne Standard.
Ottawa, Jan. 11.—iA signal honor 

has been bestowed upon Canada by the 
Allied powers in France. Canada has 
been given complete charge of the 
whole of the Allied railway construc­
tion on the western front. Col. J. W. 
Stewart, of Vancouver, is In command 
of this important work. Col. Stewart 
Is a member of the well known rail­
way firm of Foley, Welch and Stow­
age and has built hundreds of miles 
df Canadian lines.

In preparation for the spring offen­
sive the Canadians are building hun­
dreds of miles of road in France and 
Flanders and are evidently construct­
ing behind the front lines strategic 
roads such as gave Germany such a 
tremendous advantage in the early 
dfcrrt ct the war. This accounts for 
Xe recent call for fifteen hundred 
miles of Canadian railway lines and 
for the Insistent demand for men for 
railway construction corps.

An urgent appeal for men for such 
work is being made by the Militia De­
partment As tile men will not be 
required for fighting or trench work 
It hae been decided to raise the age 
limit of enlistment to 48 and to lower 
the physical standard. In connection

PEACE IMPOSSIBLE NOW. Objetcs to Blockade.

"The war of starvation against 
Germany, and the pressure exercised 
in England's Interest against neu­
trals, are not less scandalously con­
flicting with the rules of the laws of 
nations, as with the commands of hu­
manity.

"Likewise, contrary to the laws of 
nations and Incompatible with the 
usages of civilization, are the use of 
colored troops in Europe and the ex­
tension of the war Into Africa, which 
waa done by a breach of existing 
treaties, and which undermines the 
prestige off the white race on that 
continent. The barbarous treatment 
of prisoners, especially in Africa and 
Russia, and the deportation of the 
civilian population from Eastern Prus­
sia Alsace-Lorraine, Galicia and Buko- was taken by our detachments. Two 
wlna, are further proof of how our ad- enemy counter-attacks were repulsed.

“The Allies have as profound a 
desire as the government of the 
United States to terminate, as 
soon as possible, a war for which 
the Central Empires are respon­
sible, and which Inflicts such cruel 
sufferings upon humanity, but 
they believe that It is Impossible 
to obtain, at this moment, such a 
peace as will not only secure to 
them the reparation, the restitu­
tion and the guarantees Justly due 
them by reaeon of the act of ag­
gression the guilt of which Is fix­
ed on the Central Powers, while 
the very principle from which it 
sprang was undermining the safe­
ty of Europe and at the same time 
such a peace ae will enable future 
European nations to be establish­
ed upon a sure foundation. The 
Allied nations are conscious that

Germany Cared for no Ethical 
Consideration.

“If there Is an historical fact ‘es­
tablished at the present date it Is the 
wilful aggression of Germany and Aus­
tria-Hungary to insure their hegemony 
over Europe and their economic dom­
ination over the world.

“Germany proved by her declar­
ation of war, by the instant viola­
tion of Belgium and Luxemburg, 
and by her methods of warfare, 
her contempt for all purposes of

They have, by 
taxation, aa heavy a» It to arbitrary, 
drained the resources of the country. 
They have Intentionally ruined tie In­
dustries, destroyed the whole cities, 
and put to death and Imprisoned a 
considerable number of inhabitants. 
Even now, while they are loudly pro­
claiming their desire to put an end 
to the horrors of war, they Increase 
the rigors of the occupation by deport­
ing Into servitude Belgian workers 
by the thousands.

“If there is a country which has the 
right to say that ft has taken up 
arme to defend its existence, It to as­
suredly Belgium. Compelled to fight 
or to submit to shame, she passion­
ately deed res that an end be brought 
to the unprecedented Bufferings of her 
population; but she could only accept 
a peace which would assure her, as 
well as equitable reparation, security 
and guarantees for the future.

“The American people, since tine be­
ginning of the war have manifested 
for the oppressed Belgian nation its 
meet ardent sympaithy. It Is an Ameri­
can, the commission for relief In Bel­
gium, which, In close union with the 
government of the king and the na­
tional aoanmittee, displays an untiring 
devotion and marvellous activity In 
revictualling Belgium. The government 
of the king to happy to avail Itself of 
this opportunity to express Its pro­
found gratitude to the commission for 
relief, as well as to the generous Am­
ericans eager to relieve, the misery of 
the Belgian population. Finally, no­
where more than in the United States 
have the abductions and deportations 
of Belgian civilians provoked such a 
spontaneous movement of protestation 
and indignant reproof.

“These facts, entirely to the honor 
of the American nation, allow the 
government of the king to entertain 
the legitimate hope that at the time 
erf the definitive settlement <rf this long 
war, the voice of the Entente Powers 
will find In the United States a unani­
mous echo tlo claim In favor of the 
Belgian nation, innocent victim of Ger­
man ambition and covetousness, the 
rank and the place which it is entitled 
to by Ito irreproachable past, the valor 
ri it» soldiers, Its fidelity to honor 
and its remarkable faculties for work 
assigned to it among the civilized na­
tions.**

“Aa far aa the 
can control the future," a higher rate 
of interest wiU nut be paid at any 
time.

The premier turned to the question 
of the German peace offer, saying:

"The Kaiser sent out a message to 
his people that the Entente had re­
jected hto peace offer. That was done 
to drug these whom he had been un­
able to dragoon. But where are ac­
tually the German peace offers. The 
Allies asked for them but the Germans 
did not offer any terms. They offered 
only a trap, painted with fair words.

"Such words tempted ua once, but 
the lion now has his eyes open.

“We have rejected no terms, hut we 
have seen that war is better than 
peace at the price of Prussian domi­
nation of Europe.

"The Allies have made clear in their 
reply to Germany, and still clearer In 
their reply to the United States that 
before they attempt to rebuild the 
temple of peace they must see that 
the foundations are solid.

"I have just returned from a coun­
cil of war of the tour greet allied 
countries upon whose shoulders the 
burden of this terrible war falls.”

Mr. Lloyd George went on:
"I cannot give the conclusions 

reached there, but there were no de­
lusions 1 as to the magnitude of out 
task; neither were there any doubts 
about t£e result. We looked all diffi­
culties in the face, probed them and 
made arrangements to deal with them.

MORE WAR BUSINESS FOR US.

More and more British munition or­
ders tor this continent will come to 
Canada, instead of to the United 
States, if this country can handle them 
financially and industrially. Already 
about $( 00,000.000 worth of orders has 
been pieced, and in 1917 9200,000,000 
or <300,000,000 more may be expected. 
The British Government has recently 
cancelled $100,000.000 worth of orders 
In the United States^ as a consequence 
of the Federal Reserve Board's inter­
ference with British financing in New 
York. More cancellations will follow, 
with no renewals of completed orders, 
to lighten the burden ci maintaining 
exchange. Canada will be exceptional­
ly favored, especially if it extends 
credits to Britain for such purchases, 
and thus helps to maintain the inter- 
national balance, for our credits help 
directly in offsetting Allied liabilities 
for United States supplies.

Britain and France have now- 
brought their home productions of 
munittens almost to the self-sustain­
ing point, notwithstanding the tre­
mendous needs of next summer's 
campaign. They will require of the 
United States principally raw ma­
terials and foodstuffs. The easing of 
the burden upon Britain of financing 
its Allies' overseas obligations will be 
an important factor in the war. The 
Mather Country has already advanced 
about $2.750.000,000 to its Allies, and 
during 1917 must be prepared to 
grant even more liberal aid. The bulk 
of Allied foreign expenditures in 1917 
will be for commodities and supplies 
Canada can provide in largely increas­
ed volume if there is proper organi­
zation k>f our industrial situation. Our 
foodstuffs are short, of course, but in 
munitions and metals, and similar war 
supplies -we will have an opportunity 
to develop on a big scale. Tw-o con-1 
dltions are necessary: more efficient 
manning of the war industries, and 
thrift by the people to enable the mak­
ing of the necessary credits.

When the Federal Reserve Board 
issued its warning in New Yicrk 
against the accepting of British or 
French Treasury bills the British auth­
orities promptly poured in about $200,- 
000,000 worth of gold, as an evidence 
of the ability of Britain to settle forth­
with.

A delegation of the General Public 

Hospital commissioners met the 
finance committee of the municipal 
council and placed before them a re­
quest for the building of a new 
nurses' home, as the old one did not 
provide sufficient accommodation for 
the growing neede of the institution, 
and some of the nurses had to find 
homes outside. They also asked that 
a new wing he added to the present 
•building in which could be provided a 
number of private rooms and a mater­
nity hospital

The committee met at 2.30 and re­
ceived a delegation composed of Drs. 
White, Walker and Roberts, repre­
senting the hospital commissioners. 
They were accompanied by Architect 
Brodie, who presented plane of the 
proposed new home for nurses, which 
would be built on the hospital grounds 
between the present building and 
Wlkite street. The building would 
cost about $100,000, and was badly 
needed, as there was not room enough 
in the present quarters for all the 
nurses, and some had to find homes 
outside. The present nurses' home 
iwould provide about 60 additional 
beds for the accommodation of pa­
tients.

They also adkied that a new wing be 
added to the hospital building In 
which could be located a maternity 
hospital and a number of private 
rooms for patients. The delegation 
pointed out that at the present time 
the suden nurses here had to go to the 
United States to get the necessary 
training in obstretics, and if their rec­
ommendation was followed they could 
receive it here.

They also claimed that the revenue 
from the private rooms would pay the 
interest on the cost of the wing, 
which would be about $25,000.

The committee considered very care­
fully the request of the hospital com­
missioners and decided to recommend 
the building of both the nurses' home 
and the new wing. This will provide 
sufficient accommodation for a num­
ber of years, and is a part of the 
scheme proposed some two or three 
years ago.
