ENEMY GAINS

French Leave Trenches and
Gallantly Drive Back
Assailants,

Parls; Sept. 34~The Gérmans made
repented attacks’ against the French
lines today, particularly north of Ver
dun, where they were drven back un-
der the French fire along a ‘front of
about: 4. mile and ‘a’'quarter.. Second-
ary. attacks north of Begonvaux and
near Beaumont, were also repulsed
with sanguinary losses, according to
the statement of the war office to-
night. The text reads:

“On the Aisne front the artillery ac-
tion was very spirited in the neighbor-
kood of Braye-En-Laonners, Oerny
and Hurtebise. We repulsed a sur-
prise attack against our small posts
north of Braye. »

Attack Trenches.

“On the right bank of the Meuse,
following the bombardment reported
in the morning communication, the
Germans attacked our trenches north
of Boisle-Chaume along a front of
about two kilometres. The'attack was
carried out by four battalions support-
ed’ by special assaulting troops. Dis-
organized by our fire, the enemy was
unable to reach our lines on the
greater part of the front of the attack.
In some trench elements in the center,
where the enemy had succeeded in
gaining a foothold, violent fighting en-
sued which ended to our advantage.
Our eoldiers, after inflicting heavy
losses on the adversary remained mas-
ters of their positions.

Sanguinary Losses.

“At the same time two secondary
attacks were délivered, one mnorth of
Bezonvaux, the -other southeast jof
Beaumont, these likewise suffered
L check by reason of the
valor of our troops, who, leaving their
own tremches advanced flercely to
meet their assailants.

“In the course of the afternoon, two’
mew attempts carried out against our
trenches in the Bols-Le-Chaume re-
sulted only in augmenting the num-
ber of losses suffered by the enemy
without gaining for him the slightest
advantage. We took about fifty pris-
oners in the course of this action,

British front in France and Belgium,
{Sept. 24.—(By the Associated Press)
~—The German guns were exceedingly
active during last night on the north-
ern half of the recent battlefront and
at times the artillery reached+a stage
of great intensity. Several enemy bar-
{rages were put down on the British
front line, while on the extreme left
considerable gas was employed but no
infantry action i{s reported as having
taken place.

Further north the French also Were
under an increased fire and in the
coast sectors the enemy's artillery
likewise was heavy, Nietiport being
maderthe- objective of a severe bom-
bardmeént.

In the southern section of the field
of the recent offensive ' conditions
were more quiet.

A hard local battle was fought at.
close quarters, just northeast of
Langemarck yesterday as a result of
& German attempt to regain lost po-
sitions.

The outcome of this struggle was
that the German assault not only was
broken up but in a counterdrive the
British hurled the enemy from its
strong position : which he had held
since the offensive began last Thurs-
day.

The conflict centered in a strong
defense tremch near the Louis Farm.
The British ocqupied part of these de-
fenses on Thursday but the Germans
had clung tenaciously to several hun-
dred yards -of ground. On Saturday
they had brought up storming troops
and  yesterday launched a furious at-
tack in an endeavor to dislodge the
British.

Brief but bitter fighting followed
with rifie and bayonet and so viciously

did the British meet the onslaught that |

the enemy was driven back leaving
a considerable number of prisoners.

Half an hour later the British
launched an attack on the section of
a trench held by the Germans. The
battle raged for several hours, the at-
tacking troops finally driving them out
of their position.

The weather continues clear and
the British are enlarging out rapidly
the work of consolidation throughout
the front.

Last evening the Germans made a
local attack on an advanced Britisa
post northwest of the city of Lens af-
ter heavy artillery preparation and
pushed this post back to the British
line.

Early today the enemy laid down a
barrage fire on trenches east of
Monchy and- also from Roeux to the
Chemical Works, for a short time, but
this far no infantry attack has been
reported.

The raiders were scattered and
did not come in compact formation.
Many star shells were used by the de-
fense guns, giving the appearance of
spectacular fireworks. The scream of
the torpedoes used by the Gerfnans
was distinguishable easily fromy the
explosions of guns or bombs.

“The German Socialists are the
strongest political party in Germany.
When they learn that the people of
allied countries are determined that
there shall be no compromise between
autocracy and democracy, and that
they will have to set their own house
in order before their country can fig-
ure in the visiting list of the Allies,
there may be big results.

“I do not accept the suggestion that
the overthrow of absolutist govern
ment and the democratization of the
machinery of the government is an
after-war problem, and I have reason
to know that this also is the view of
some of the best Socialists of Ger-
many.

“I do not accept the view that the
form of government in Germany is one
for the German people to decide for
themselves. So long as German Imper-
fallsm stayed in Germany it remained
a problem for the German people
themselves to solve. But immediately
it thrust its unwelcome and devastat-
ing feet across the fromtiers of Del-
gium and France and Serbia, it be-
came a menace to all peoples, and they
are all now vitally concerned in its
total extinction.

“We have it in our power to
strengthen enormously the hands of
the Socialists in Germany who are
anxious to break forever the puwer
and authority of the Kaiser and his
military chiefs. The German people
are ripe for something. They are un-
dergoing great privations and sacxj.
fices out of all proportion to the small
military satisfaction obtainable from
the fact that their armies are still
lodged in foreign soil. Hunger, death
and reverses have now taken up a per-
manent lodgment with them, and the
phantom of starvation and disaster is
already flapping his wings overhead.

‘““Fhe soil is fertile in Germany,
ready for the sowing, the sower is to
hand., All that is lacking is' the seed,
which we can supply in abundance.

“So I am in favor of a conference in
order that we may hand over to the
German Socialists unlimited supplies
of seed for the revolution for which 1
am convinced Germany is ripe.”

The Canadian business man is asking this question often, qow_that the
Military Service Act is the law of Canada. A simple means of answering it at once
is being provided. :

Medical Boards are in process of formation throughout the country for the free
physical examination of all men who apply. The first class liable to call includes all
single men and widowers without children between the ages of 20 and 34 inclusive,
all men married after July 6, 1917, being classed as single for the purposes of the
Act. In a very short time, the average employer may learn how many of his Raff
are liable for selection. Those adjudged physically unfit will be given a certificate
which will secure them exemption from any Exemption Tribunal.

OUR TRADES UNIONISTS ARE
LOYAL.

In refusing President Watters' pro-
posal for a general strike as a protest
against the Selective Draft the mem-
bers of the Dominion Trades and Labor
Congress acted wisely, and trades
urionists throughout the country
should congratulate themselves that
the counsels of a few delegates of
socialistic tendencies and L W. W.
calibre were not permitted to prevail
at the convention which closed in Otta-
wa last week.

Ferusal of the reports of Ottawa
newspapers, representatives of which
bad an opportunity of seeing the men
gathered at the labor parliament, are
particularly interesting as reflecting
the opinions of the delegates from
various parts of Canada. The men

last were easily in the majority at the
sessions, and they presented their
arguments in a strong purposeful man-
ner that left no doubt of their sinceri-
ty.. They were not confined to any one
section of the country, nor did any sec-
tion of the country stand alone in its
support of, or opposition to, conscrip-
tion. From Montreal, for instance,
Delegate Cassidy, an Irishman, de-
nounced compulsory service in all its
roods and tenses and announced that
he would submit to imprisonment be-
fore he would obey it. From the same
city Delegate Lynch, another Irish-
man, who, the Ottawa papers tell us,
spoke with “a pleasing brogue,” was
equally vigorous in support of compul-
sion and tgld the congress it must be
resorted to “to free the earth from the
German monster.” A delegate from
Szult Ste Marie agreed with all Dele-
gate Cassidy said, while another rep-
resentative from the same city declar-
ed he had three sons in khaki and
three more willing to go.

Another notable address, probably
one of the outstanding utterances of
the convention, was that of Delegate
Gustus Francq of Montreal. Every
one of Mr. Francq's male relatives is at
the front and he proved an ardent and
eloguent champion of the conscription
measure.

THE FOOD CONTROLLER.

Hon. W. J. Hanna, Canadian food
controller, has announced that he in-
tends to regulate the price of certain
articles of food and is now gathering
data upon which to base his decisions.
Baron, Rhondda, the British food con-
troller, has already regulated the price
of foods in the United Kingdom and
Liberal newspapers have loudly com-
plained because the Canadian control-
ler has not done something of the
sort.

Baron Rhondda represents a non-
agricultural people, purchasers of fobd,
whe are naturally anxious that the
price at which that food can be pur-
chased shall be as low as possible. Mr.
Hanna represents an agricultural peo-
ple, for the most part producers of
food, who are concerned over the sell
ing price of what we must eat. The
food controller of Canada, like the
food controller of the United Stmtes,
faces a situation vastly different from
that fr Baron Rhondda.

ARMY NEEDS ARE
MISUNDERSTOOD

Ottawa, Sept. 24—Serious misun-
derstandings with regard to the Mili-
tary Service Act are being cleared up
as a result of the educational cam-
paign now being conducted by the
Military Service Council. This non-
partisan body is now established here
and its activities cover the Dominion
from coast to coast.

It has been found out that the ma-
jority of people had an idea that men
gelected for service under the Mili-
tary Service Act would be paid at the
rate of a few cents a day, this being
part of the popular conception of
“conscription.” As a matter of fact,
of course, selected men will receive
exactly the same pay as those who
have volunteered, with all the imel-
dental benefits from the various
funds.

Again, there was an idea widespread
that all the men who have gone over-
seas are fighting troops, ready to enter
the trenches at a moment’s notice.
This idea was at the root of much
honest disapproval of the Military
Service Act, which was held to be un-
necessary. As a matter of fact, again,
there are a hundred and one differ-
ent and essential branches of the
service behind the lines for which
men are constantly needed. Besides,
only men in the highest physical con-
dition are permitted to go to the front
line trenches. To understand this
actual situation is to appreciate that
the existence of the considerable num-
ber of men in reserve may not mean—
and in this case, does not mean—the
existence of adequate reinforcements
fit and ready to join particular units
when urgently needed to save the
military situation. Al.
