London, June 30—The Paris correspond-

¢he Russian government has applied to
whe French government for permission to
have all the vessels of the Baltic fleet
coal at French ports on their way to the
Far Bast.

The Russian government,the correspond-
ent says, is at present negotiating for a
Yarge supply of coal not only in France
put also in Germany.

Three Port Arthur Ferts Fall.

Tokio, June 20—3.30 p. m.—It is un-
officially reported that the Chic Wan
Shan, Chit An Shan and So Cho Shan
forts, southeast of and part of the Port
IArthur defences, were captured on Sunday
alter an all day fight beginning with an
artillery duel. So Cho Shan, it is added,
was first eiptured and the other fofts’
soon afterwards. The Russians retreated,
leaving forty dead or wounded. The com-

! pesition of the Japanese force has not been

ascertained beyond the fact that it is said
to have consisted of all branches of the
sorvice. The officials here do not con-
firm the repcrt.

Battleship Rammed at Crovstadt.

St. Petersburg, June 20-6.16 p. m.—A
report has just reeched the Associated
Press correspondent that vhe Russian iron-
clad Netron Menia rammed the Russian
battleship Navarian at Cronstadt this af-
ternoon. The circumstances and the ex-
tent of the damage have not yet been
ascertained.

' Conditions at Port A thur.

Chicago, June 20.—A spetial to the
Chicago Daily News from Chefoo says:

“Kight refugees who left Port Arthur in
a Chinese junk were picked up this morn-
ing. They belonged to the upper class.

The information they gave seemed reliable.”

They stated that the Ruesian fleet now

consists of the following ships in good con-
dition: The Czarevitch, Retvizan, Pobe-
dia, Peresviet, Poltava, Askold, Diana/ Ba-
yan, Novik and twenty torpedo craft and
small boats.

“Fhe torpedo boat Amur is damaged
and the battleship Sevastopol slightly
damaged, but they can soon be repaired.

“Phere are 12,000 sailors and 40,000 sol-
diers in" the fortress. Women are largely
employed as nurses. There are 250 artis-
ans and 2,000 citizens. These 2,000 have
‘now been drafted into the army and are
drilling daily. There is plenty of foo:d
but the government is controlling prices
in order to prevent speculaticn. The re-
fugees also stated that owing to the ‘jeers
of the army the fleet was forced to make
its recent demonstration on.Janc 23 in
order -to preserve the merale of the gar-
rison.” g
St. Petersbu+g Anxious for News.

St. Petersburg, June 29—The fact that
no- further news of the land operations
was received tonight did not serve to re-
lieve the tension which is general through-
out the city. The officials continue to feel
confidence in General Kurapatkin’s judge-
ment, and in his ability to deal with the
momentous situation, but the general pub-
lic is keyed up in expectation of a de-
cisive battle and is anxious for mews of
any sort.

‘bhe announcement from Tokio that a
further raid had been made by the Viadi-
vostok squadron arrived too late to be
generally circulated. This report tallies
with the intimation of the squadron’s
activity made in the Associated Press de-
spatches which the report from a Russian
correspondent at Vladivostok was simply
a blind to cover. :

Russians Think Rain Will Stop Jzps.

Liao Yang, July 20—The Japanese are
reported to have retired ten to twenty
mifes from the posts which they recently
held.

Owing to heavy rain, it is thought that
operations morth of Port Arthur have
been indefinitely postponed.

It is unofficially stated that the Russian
fleet put out from Port Arthur several
days ago and encountered the Japanese
fleet. In the ensuing engagement between
the two fleets, three. ships were lost. No
details of the engagement, however, are
available here.

Japs Adva- ca and Pussians Flee

Hai Cheng, June 29—The Japanese are
.continuing to advance from 8i Yu Yen
and from Kong Wang. General Oku is
marching north from Sen Chen. General
Samsonof is contesting his progress, but is
not cffering serious resistance. The Jap-
anese force advancing from the Mo Tien
pass is composed of at least three regi-
ments and ten batteries of artillery. A
force of equal strength is advancing from
fen Shui pass on the highroad to Laio
Yang. ‘The latter is supported by a
column marching from Saimiza.

BG SPLIT IN BRTISH
I'BERAL UNION CLUS,

Sixty-Four Members Resign Rather
T han Folow Chamberlain--Bolters
Form a New Club.

London, June 30—A significant political de-
velopment which calls out much comment
from all the morning newspapers is the dis-
ruption of the Liberal-Union Club at yester-
day’s general meeting when sixty-four mem-
bers withdrew after announcing their resig-
nations from the club.

The trouble arose over a resolution to
send representatives of the club to the Lib-
eral-Unionist council. By a majority of 108,
composed of the followers of Joseph Cham-
berlain, the club decided to be represented
in the council, and when the result was an-
nounced the minority of 64 immediately
withdrew and formed a new club under the
name of the Unlenist Free Trade Club.

The affair is commented upon according
to the affiliations of the newspapers, but
it is conceded on every hand that it marks
a new phase of the political situation as the

Liberal-Union Club has been recognized as
a powerful organization, thoroughly repre-
sentative of the Liberal-Unionist party.

CAMP SUSSEX DRILL

IN EARNEST.

QCamp Sussex, June 20—Blue, green, rear-
let and white—the two former hues sup-
plied by mature, the latter the creation of
government contractors—these are the four
colors at the encampment.

T'he blue of the sky is untroubled this
morning, save for a few clusters of fleecy
clouds, the camp sward and circling of
billowy hills are a vivid green, there are
scarlet blocks and knots of infantry and
streets of snowy tents.

There’s a clipping breeze and it’s mneed-
ed. Sussex has a reputation for warmth,
and mid-summer drill is hardly calculated
to induce a man to put on his winter un-
derwear in order to make him feel com-
fortable.

Drill is here in all seriousness. The
morning was welcomed with bugle calls,
reveillie sounds at 5.30 o’clock, and three
hours later every man Wwas facing orders
from dozens of strenuous instructors. vi
the venom in that curt “schun,” as if ex-
istence depended on the amount of alacrity
shown in his ~movements, the private
springs to attention. He seems in a
trance. His eyes are fixed, his very breath-
ing seems to cease.

Speaking of discipline, a few belated
companies from the region around John-
ville in ‘the north of the province, arrived
here about 1.30 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing. lhey trooped from the train and
wearily took up formation preparatory to
marching to the grounds. You could sec
that they were tired. Some wore the im-
posing helmets (there were several misfits)
and some the pugnacious appearing little
forage caps. A few carried valises, and
the sheathed bayonet dangling from the
left side had an agzravating way of slap-
jing against the legs of the wearer as he
walked.

I'here were orders and yet more orders.
The jaded men irom the north were anxi-
ous to snatch a few hours of rest ere
morning, for a bugler at reveillie hour has
no conscience. In impatient ranks they
awaited the final word of command, and
presently it came:—

“Party—shoulder arms, slope arms, trai!
arms, or any old way at all; quick march.”
And into the deadly breech they went
with the passengers at the glowing cav
windows looking wonderingly on.

No. 8 Bearer Corps.

No. 8 Bearer Company of St. John fur-
nish the field hospital section of the camp.
{'here are two officers and ninetecn pon-
commissioned officers and men. The {ull
strength of the conps is now thirty-eight,
but it is not probable that the entire
complement will be here.

Up to date there are two casualties, Pte.
MecCormack, of the 73rd, and Pte. Allan,
of the 74th Regiments. Both men have an
injured hand, and will be obliged to re-
main in hospital for several days.

The hospital is situated on the north
flank of the infantry brigade, and in one
of the best equipped sections of the camp.
‘I'here is large accommodation. BEvery man
of the corps understands his duty, and the
medical and surgical stores are of the best.

What do you think of a private having
his orderly? Verily there are no short-
comings about this camp. The trooper in
question is now a pattern of soldierly neat-
ness. His buttons gleam, you could shave
by the brilliancy of his bools, there’s aci
a speck on tunic and pants,”his accoutre:
ments have the gloss of a major-general’s
sword belt. He is pleased with himseif.

“I'he kid tackled me just before leaving
home,” he observed this morning, ‘‘and sud
e wanted to go to the camp. I couldn’t

discourage him. He said if I’d only take

him he’d clean my boots, my sword, my
buttons, everything that wanted cleaning,
while camp lasted. Well,. say, it wis
tempting. I like to be neat all right all
right, but the devil of it is in doing the
cleaning yourself. So I thought it over
and finally told him he could come along.
He hopped right aboard, didn’t take the
trouble to tell anyone what he was up to.
I’ve made it all right for him, and he’s
happier tham a million clams. He sailed
into my boots this morning and polished
them to beat h——1.” And the trooper
viewed his feet with easy satisfactiomn.

An Interpational Tilt.

‘I'here was an international tilt last
evening, and it all arose over the fact that
a bandsman wearing the uniform of an-
other power essayed to mixX with the red
jackets. It was perfectly within his prov-
ince to appear at the camp, for he was
expected to give band instruction, but his
wearing the uniform of the United States
government did not tend to make him be-
loved. He rambled within the lines of the’
Fredericton Infantry School detachment,
and the men looked at him inquiringly.
Then one asked him what he meant by
tbeing in a British camp dressed in the
regimentals of the republic. He explained
that he had been unable to procure suit-
able dress and added jocularly that the uni-
form he wore was as good as that iwworn
by his questioners, anyway. un this
point there arose an uproarious differcnce
of opinion.

It was pointed out to Jonathan that he
might have occasion to regret his words.
Though he had gear of amazing pattern
and beauty worked on his sleeves, and
wore a peaked cap and had simply stun-
ning stars on his collar, it was neverthe-
less necessary for him to produce stronger
proof of the uniform’s equality ere the
ihraves of the great chief across the waters
would believe.

Haggart Moves Vote of Censure.

Upon the house being moved into com-
mittee of supply Hon. Jobn Haggart
moved in amendment a resolution express-
ing regret that the governmentt had seen
fit to withold documents of a public char-
aoter to which parliament was entitled for
the proper consideration of the matbters
which they related. The ex-minister of
railway’s complaint affested in the main
matters which have already been well
threshed out in other debates this season.
There was the G. T. P. first proposition,
which should have been submitted, he
said, ecarlier than it was. The principai
complaint, however, was that parliament
was not put in possession of Dundonald’s
report, because the officer commanding
had so desired it.

Mr. Haggatt rather championed the doe-
trine that the military, control the civil
authority.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier in reply said that he
had never expected any quanter and never
asked for any. As to the Blair memoran-
dum it did not find its way into the house
in a regular way. His friend. (Haggart)
was an old parliamentarian and knew
that such a document was a confidential
one. When Mr. Blair resigned he had the
right to lay such papers as e saw fit be-
fore the house with the pérmission of the
governor general. He made his statement,
but had not ‘thought it advisable to ask
permisison to place that memo before the
house for the proper understanding of his
case. Therefore, said Sir Wilfrid, he was
still at a loss to know what right the
house had to the production of the docu-
ment. .
Mr. Haggart had produced mo new
argument relating to the production’ of the
G. 'T. P. petition. Sir Wilfrid quoted from
the statutes the duties of the ministers in
regard to reports which were contrary to
the views expanded by Mr. Haggart. As
o the Dundonald report it wwas mot in the
interest of the militia that such be pre-
sented to parliament and discussed. Squab-
bling over these matters before a policy
was reached was not desirable.

The contention of Mr. Haggart that
there were two authorities in the militia
department, one civil and one military,
and ithat the military was independent of
the civil was one which the (Laurier) took
dtraight issue with him. 'The same law
prevailed here as in England and fthat was
that the civil authority controll the mili-
ttary and not the military the civil. Indeed
it was strange to see parliamentt discussing
such a question in the year 1904,

“The enemy on June 25 undertook to
advance from Seluchan toward the Liao
Yang main road and atso along the road
leading to the Mao Tien pass through
Tanputz¢ and Tafangku, eleven miles
northwest of Seluchan.

“ A battalion advanced along the Liao
Yang main rcad and a regiment of in-
fantry and two squadrons of cavalry along
the valley of the Tsao river.

“A battalion and two squadrons march-
ed westward in the direciion of the moun-
tains.

“The enemy on the mam road was first
stopped by two companies of sharpshoot-
ers conctituting our van post which slow-
ly retired nmorthward.

“Reinforced by two companies, the en-
emy, at 2.30 o’clock in the afternocon, oc-
cupied Tuinpu. The sharpshooters re-
tired north toward Phakhessan, twenty-
two miles north of Seluchan. Our losses
were Lieutenant Oglobeff and five sharp-
shootars wounded.

Japs Capturcd Red Croas Doctor.

“On June 25 about a battalion of Jap-
anese infantry marching out from Tun-
goputze, five miles northwest of Seluchan

along -the road to the Mao Tien Pass, was

repulsed by two companies of our sharp-
shooter outpost near Tafanghu. The
sharpshiooters fell back at first upon Ur-
tungti and then upon Kentsiaputze. Cap-
tain Yanchukopvsky, in command of one
company of the sarpshooters, was wound-
ed. His wounds were dressed by Dr. Rys-
chkoff, of the Red Cross and he was be-
ing carried to the rear on a stretcher

'

when the¢ Japanese rushed out from the
flank. Three stretcher bearers were
wounded and captured and Captain Yan-
chukopvsky and Dr. Ryschkoffwere also
captured. We also had two sharpshooters
killed and Lieut. Serpukhovitinoff and 13
sharpshooters wounded.

“During the night of June 25, the en-
emy, a regiment of infantry and a regi-
ment of cavalry strong, remained at Tu-
inpu.

“At 9 o’clock on the morning of June
26, a Japanese battalion marched along
the Siu Yen-Hai Cheng road from Stok-
hodza in the direction of Vandziapudza.

“The enemy’s infantry and mountain
guns followed the vanguard at midday.

“The enemy also resumed the advance
on the morning of June 26, from Tunipu,
in the direction of Ikhakhehun along the
main road, by the¢ road to the Mao Tien
defile through Urlundi and by the moun-
tainous road to the Madiapudze pass turn-
ing our right. The enemy located in the
Mao Tien pass.

“At least a regiment of infantry with
artillery was ordered to proceed along
the main road to Liao Yang. This de-
tachment reached Tidiavaiza at 9 a. m.

“We¢ have received no other report re-
garding this movement.

“The following are the details of the
reconnaissance of ‘the Jananese forces
made by a Russian detachment on June
22, at Ayarianyna (Ai Yang Tien Men?).

At 10.30 a. m., the cavalry of our ad-
vance guard drove the enemy from the
trenches of their advanced position. At
1.20 p. m., four Russian guns of the moun-
tain horse artillery had been placed in
position against the enemy’s right flank,
which they bombarded with great success,
the right cordon retiring. The serried
ranks of the Japanese troops developed
a violent fusilade, which, however, was
almost without result.

“At this moment our infantry came up
and four companies were thrown against
the right flank of the enmemy’s position,
one company being held in reserve to pro-
tect our right flank against two Japanese
companies advancing.

“The enemy fell back under the enmer-
getic pressure of our forces for a distance
of two or three miles, evacuating their
trenches at 4 p. m.

Warm Reception for Cossacks-

“At the moment that our Cossack bat-
tery approached the enemy’s principal
position, it was exposed to the concentrat-
ed fire of 18 mounted guns and, within a
few minutes eight Cossacks worz kil'ed
and twenty wounded. The gunners at that
time had the shelter of the nearest stone
building, but our twio companies conttinued
to repulse the enemy umtil the main posi-
tion of the enemy was reached, when
three regimenits. of Japanese infantry were
iscovered. Having ascertained the strength
of the enemy, the commander of our de-
tachment dettermined to stop and advance
and ordered the mountain battery not to
change its poseition, in order not to ex-
pose it to unnecessary losses.

Russians Giad When Night Came.

“The enemy’s might flank took the of-
fensive at 6 p. m. Qur two companies of
sharpshooters and a company of cavairy,
commanded by Second Oaptain Cerden-
berg, having dismounited, put the Japanese
batitalion to full' retreat by well sustained
point volleys, which inflicted considerable
losses.

‘“Dhe fightt comtinued wuntil nighibfadl.
Thanks to the darkness we were able to
move our guns. A vacillating advance of
the enemy’s infantry was dhecked by the
fire of our shampshooters, and the fight
ended at 9 p. m.

“Our losses were Staff-Lieutenanit-Col.
Romeiko Giourko, = Lieut.-Col. Yakovleff,
Lient. of Cossacks Novitoff, Second Lieut.
of Qossacks Nikolaieff, Second Lieut.
Schildloski, and Second Lieut. Hoffman,
and twentysix men killed and fifty-three
men wounded, seven of them seniously.

“The enemy’s losses were considerable.”

Japs Trying to Entice Kuropa:kin South.

St. Petersburg, June 27, 5.47 p. m.—
The Japanese have evacuated Senu Chen
apparently with the object of enticing
General Kuropatkin south. In the mean-
while General Kuroki is advancing on Hai
Cheng, ready to attack the Russian left
and is again moving troops north from
Feng Wang Cheng.

The result of the recent developments.
it is believed by 'the general staff, will de-
fer the prospects of a big battle.

The Russians lost 81 men in the recent
fight north of Ai Yang Pien Men (about
60 miles northeast of Feng Wang Cheng
on the Mukden road.) .

Gloomy View of Russian Official.

Tien Tsin, June 27.—A correspondent
of the Associated Press has sent a trans-
lation of & private letter from an officer
high in command under General Kuro-
patkin to a brother officer giving a
gloomy view of the situation for Russia
and making disclosures.

Deny Loss of Flag.

ment for the night.”

Togo's Report of Sinking Russian Battle-
ship.

Tokio, June 26, 6 p. m. (delayed in
transmission) [ Admiral Togo's detailed re-
port of his attack on Port Arthur last
Thursday night reached Tokio today. The
report confirms the reported destruction
of a Russian battleship of the Peresviet
type, the disabling of a battleship of the
Sevastopol class and a protected cruiser
resembling the Diana, and the injuring of
a torpedo destroyer, but throws no light
on the Russian plan.

The entire Russian fleet steamed out to
sea in line of battle. Suddenly, when
within fourteen thousand metres from the
Japanese fleet the Russian fleet refused to
give battle, and steamed back ‘'to an an-
chorage outside the harbor, where during
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the night the Japanese destroyers and tor-
pedo boats made eight desperate attacks
upon it. The Russian vessels re-entered
the harbor Friday, since which time they
have failed to re-appear.

In his report Admiral Togo seays. The
exit of the Russian fleet from Port Ar-
thur began early Thursday. The battle-
ships Peresviet, Poltava and Sevastopol,
the armored cruiser isayan, the protected
cruisers Polada, Diana, Askold and Novak
came first, a steamer leading the way
clear of mines. A warning flashed by
wireless telegraphy by the Japanese pat-
rol brought up Admiral Togo’s flect at
full speed to a series of pre-arranged sta-
tions. The flotillas of Japanese destroy-
ers and torpedo boats steamed close to the
harbor entrance and  watched the Russian
vessels. At 11 o'clock the Russian bat-
tleships Czarevitch, Retvizan and Pobi-
eda joined the other Russian ships outside
the harbor. Several steamers and boats
were engaged in clearing and exploding
mines in order to make a Dassage sea-
ward.

Bold Attack of Jap Torpedo Boats.

Capt. Asai, commanding the Japanese
torpedo flotilla, attacked the vessels en-
gaged in clearing out the mines, and ham-
pered the work. At 3 o’clock several
Russian destroyers appeared and the Jap-
anese vigorously attacked them. One of
the Russian destroyers, which was hit and
set on fire, retreated to the harbor, burn-
ing. The Novik attacked the Japanese
flotila, which scurried away. The boats
engaged in clearing the tharbor finally
made a passage and the Novik led the
Russian fleet seaward.

In the meantime Admiral Togo conceal-
ed the positions of ‘his ship and at ¢
o’clock sent the third squadron out into
the vision of the Russians, with the object
of withdrawing them seaward. The Rus-
sian fleet stood southeastward and south-
ward. During this time Admiral Togo
concealed his first squadron south of Gu-
gan Rock. As the Russians approached
Admiral Togo assembled his fleet and pre-
pared to attack. A% 6.15 p. m., the Rus-
siang were in plain sight eight miles
northwest of Gugan Rock.
vitch led and the nine others followed in
a single line. The Novik and seven de-
stroyers were placed at the right of the
line.

Admiral Togo waited with battle flags
flying from all tops. The Japanese fleet
formation represented the first letter of
the Japanese alphabet inverted. At 7.10
p. m. the Russians headed for the Japan-
ese and Admiral Togo veered slightly to
the - right in order to bring pressure
against the head of the Russian formar
tion. .

Russians Decline Battle.

At 8 p. m., the Russians changed their
course and headed northward. Admiral
Togo followed in a long single line, order-
ing the destroyers and torpedo boats to
prepar¢ for an attack after sundown. At
8.22 p. m., the small flotillas swung
around the rear of the Japanese fleet c1.d
proceeded towards the Russians at full
speed. At 9.30 the fourteenth flot'a de-
livered the first attack on the Raussan
fleet, now in the rear of a point five niles
outside of the entrance’ to Port Arthur.
Immediately afterwards the fifth flotilla
delivered a second attack. The Russian
fleet was confused and it was impossible
for it to retreat quickly into the harbor,
on account of the marrowness of the chan-
nel, and possibly the low tide.

| forpedoes Sink One and Damagé Others.

A% 10.30 p. m., the Russian fleet an-
chored in a single' line extending from
the foot of Wantsuing fort to the base
of Shentorhon. During the night the tor-
pedo flotillas kept up constant attack on
the Russian fleet, going in eight times.
The most effective attack was of the six-
teenth flotilla, which at 11.30 p. m,,
caught the Russians rounding Shenshen.
The first-class  torpedo boat Shirrataka,
commanded by Wakabashi, sent two tor-
pedoes at a battleship of the Peresviet
class. She was seen to sink in a volume
of smoke. Other effects of the attack
were not ohserved on account of the
heavy firing which cast volumes of
water- over the flotilla. The searchlights
from the forts also blinl:d the torpede
boats. At dawn Friday, a reconnaisance
of the harbor entrance was made by the
fourth and fifth flotillas, whose report
confirmed that of the patrol ships as to
the Russian loss.

Admiral Togo says the moonlight and
the narrow line of the enemy prevented
nis fleet from inflicting greater damage.
The Japanese loss was unexpectedly small.
The destroyer Shirakump was struck in
the cabin and three of her crew were kill-
ed and ‘three wounded. The first-class
torpedo boat Chidoari was struck in the
engine room. Torpedo boats 64, 66 and 53
were damaged, but the .others engaged
were uninjured. In concluding his re-
port Admiral Togo says:

“The effect of the attack and the small
loss must be attributed to the illustrious
virtues of His Majesty.”

Chinese Ordered Out of Port Arthur.
'b_‘heef.o, June 27—7 p. m.-~Chinese ar-
riving in junks from the vicinity of Port
Antthur report that the Russians have or:
dered all Chinese to leave the place. A
number of -shells fell in the town of Port
Arthur during the bombardment by the
Japanese on June 23; but no damage was
done, the shells failing to explode. A
Japanese officer who went on board of
one of the junks off the Miao Tao islands,
75 'mi]a south of Port Amthur, told the
Chinese that one Japamese torpedo boat
was damaged during ‘the engagement off
Port Arthur on June 23rd and sank in
the Gulf of Pechili. The officers stated
that two other Japanese torpedo boats
were badly damaged.

Here's the Russian Account of Port Arthur
Disaster.

St. Petersburg, June 27.—~Emperor Nich-
olas has received the following telegram
from Viceroy Alexieff dated Jume 27:

“According to reports received - from
Rear Admiral Withoeft and Rear Admiral
Grigorivitch, dated respectively on Jumne
20 and June 23, the sortie of the Port
Arthur squadron was preceded by pro-
longed work in destroying the enemy’s
mines by means of nets carried on all the
ships’ boats and on the harbor dredging
flotilla.

“On the might of June 2223 a fight oc-
curred off Port Arthur between our tor-
pedo boats and the Japanese torpedo boats
in which Captain Bliesieff and Lieutenant
smirneff were slightly wounded.

“At 2 o’clock in the afternoon our
squadron put to sea when eleven Japanese
ships and 22 torpedo boats were visible on
the horizon.”

Jap Gars Won the Day.

Japs OQutmanceuvred the Russians

The fight started at dawn, ten miles
southiwest of Dalin Hill. A Russian rifle
brigade held the position umtil noon, in
he face of a heavy ‘artillery fire, but the
Russians were finally outflanked by infan-
try and cavalry, the Japanese actually
gatbing a_ field battery in the rear of the
Russian position. Then the brigade fell
back.

The Dalin Hill fightt conftinued from 4
0’clock until dark.

The Japanese worked furiously all night
fong and emplaced two batteries on the
vacated Russian position.

June 27. The Russians silenced the two
Japanese batteries, but the Japanese
‘brought up a train of big guns and ailenced
tthe lighitter Russian antillery, which was
again Tunning out of ammunitiion, and the
Russians were once more forced to retire.
The Japanese cavalry and infantry,
{threatening to surround the Russian posi-
ftion, forced a general retreat.

The Russians carried off all their guns
and got revenge on the Japanese cavalry
column, which was caughtt in close forma-
tion, and was shelled with terrific effect
and was forced to scatter.

Kuropatkin Decides to Retreat North.

St. Petersburg, June 28-7.10 p. m.—The
Associated Press is informed on good au-
thority that General Kuropatkin has de-
cided to withdraw northward.

This move gives the Russians the advan-
tage of i being nearer their base of sup-
plies and placing the Japanese at the dis-
advantage of having longer lines of com-
mumication. It is pointed out that Kuro-
paitkin nio longer prevents a junction of the
enemy’s forces by memaining at Ta Tche
Kiao, as he might thereby imperil the
safety of his own tmoops, as the desperate
charadter of the fighting at Ta pass and
Fen Shui pass June 27, shows the Japan-
ese are in dfrong force uncomfortably near
the Russian flank.

News from the Port Arthur squadron is
eagerly awaited. The city is full of
rumbors, chiefly based on foreign telegrams.
A report that Rear-Admiral Withoeft (in
command of the naval forces at Port Ar-
thur) sailed off afiter giving battle to the
Japanese, receives the most credence.
Withoeft is known to have full authority
to leave Port Arthur if he deems it ad-
visable, and he possibly preferred not risk-
ing a return to the harbor, which might
again be blocked, preventing his egress at
a critical moment. Consequently With-
oeft may now be steaming to join the
Viadivostok cruisers.

Oku Hot After Kuropstkin.

' 'St. Petersburg, June 29, 1.55 a. m.—No
further advices from the front have been
received up to midnight though news
from Gen. Kuropatkin and Rear Admiral
Withoft (in command of the naval forces
at Port Arthur) was eagerly awaited. The
usual rumors of heavy fighting pervaded
the city but they were based wholly on
the fact that the armies are in close
touch. Though it appears now from Gen-
eral Kuropatkin’s tactics that a heavy
engagement may be deferred for some
days, it is possible the Japanese may
rush matters, but it is not gemerally ex
pected here that General Kuropatkin wiil
give battle until he reaches a position of
his own selection.

General Kuropatkin is mow moving
slowly morthward along the railway and
wherever he makes his stand there wil
be precipitated what is expected to be the
decisive battle of the campaign.

In the meantime Gemeral Oku is ad
vancing along the railway on the heels
of the withdrawing Russians. He is back-
ed by a powerful army. How large a por
tion of this army he has detached to
join General Kuroki has mnot been de-
veloped, but it is probably large enougl
to add material severity to the fighting
before the Rusisans finally abandon the
meuntains, :

Marsh. Grant had $60, as follows: . Five

and eleven ones. Williams had $53 as fol-

THE MARTIAL WHISKER,

Absalom was a cavalryman, and the
glory of his locks was his undoing. Samson
was equal to ten regiments of foot, and he
was ghorn of his hair and his strength at
the one ttime. Perhaps the fate of one or
of both of these heroes has inspired the
regulation goverming the hair and beards
of the thousands of militiamen mow in
camp at Sussex. “The hair of the head is
to be kept ehort”’—so runs ithe order.
“The’ upper lip is mot to be shaven.
Whiskers, if worn, are to be of moderate.
length. On active service, at the discretion
of the officer commanding, beards may be’
worn.” Neither Delilah nor the trees of,
the forest are to have any chance to com-
pass that which befell Samson or the
young man Absalom.

To moustaches few of the young gentle-
men now in camp will object, though those
who are now emooth-shaven will make
but a sorry showing in their ten days
stay under canvas. The order is somewhat
indefinite in ite regulation of the whisker.
“Moderate length” might be variously in-
terpreted in different regiments, but pre-
sumably a soldier sporting a growth which
would blow in his eyes on a windy day or
obstruct the view of any comrade seeking
to obey the command “Eyes right,” would
be sent summarily bo the regimental bar-
ber. No beand should either impede the
movements of its owner or afford a two-
handed grip to the enemy. Any such
growth, it may be assumed, would con-
stitute a flagrant breach of the regula-
tions.

The Camp Sussex whisker law is not
tyrannical, as it might appear at first
glance, Excessive length alone is forbid-
den. - -The soldier may - flaunt - whatever
color, or as many colors, as strike his
fancy. His choice of an immense variety
of cuts is free. In the matter of color and
form there is much room for both rivairy
and novelty. But it isforbidden to have a
crop such as a well known citizen buttons
inside his coat when the wind is high or
when he is in a crowd. On active service
beards may be worn at the discretion of
the commanding officer. The commander,
in other words, may lead a wegiment of
beanded men against the enemy’s right
flank, as if to execute a ‘turning move-
ment in that direction; may order his en
to shave that evening, make a forced
march, and lead a regiment of beardless
men against the enemy’s left flank mext
morning, lthereby deeceiving the foe as to
the extent of the forces marshalled against
him. Many other expedients are open to
strategist under the .regulation mow in
force, the advantages of which must be
readily apparent. And, of course, the or-
der makes for cleanliness and mneatness
and uniformity. It may be that it is of no
strategic import whatever.

SOUND BRITISH ADVICE.

The St. James Gazette sets a good ex-
ample to British journals by advising its
readers to take a broader view of Colonial
questions and try to understand the
Colonies better. It concludes a wise edi-
torial on the Dundonald incident by saying
that while the value of sending Imperial
representatives to take a hand in Colonial
affairs is hardly questionable, “these -e-
presentatives must be chosen upon a dif-
ferent plan and be trained upon a differ-
ent system, and imbued with new ideas if
their work is to further and not to hamper
the great work of Imperial federation.”
‘The advice is good. Journals like the
Saturday Review, which have recently ~x-
pressed the opinion that Canada would be
the better for a little “dragooning,” ve-
present a limited number of Englishmen
whose attitude toward the Colonies is
ignorant and insolent and would be harm-
ful were it not known that tney do not
reflect general British opinion any more
than a few extreme Canadian joumnals of
limited influence reflect Canadian feeling.

HETY HREMEN
OVERCOME IN $200,000
'NEW YORK FIRE

Four May Die from Their Injuries,
and Many More in"a Serious von-
dition,

New York, June 29.—Nearly fifty fire-
men were overcome, four prcbably fatally,
by smoke and gas at a fire that broke
out today in the sub-ceilar of the double,
five story brick building at Nos. 483 and
485 Broadway, extending through to Mer-
cer street. Half a hundred empldyes were
driven from the building and the damage
inflicted by fire, water and smoke was
estimated at between $150.000 and - $200,-
000.

The fire was so-situaled that it was
difficult to fight it and it burned fcr more
than two hours iefore finally brought
under control. The smoke from the burn-
ing material was so dense and so pungent
that the firemen could work in it fcr but
a few minutcs at a time and many of those
who braved it fell prcstrate where they
stpod. Some who fell unobserved by their
comrades lay unncticed on the floor for

.minutes and in one case for nearly an

hour before finally discovered and. dragged
to the open air to be cared for by a large
relief force.

‘I'emiperance * legislative' ‘~m'a§l;ods may be
classified under  five] sgsteps, namely:
local option,/ license, the company Sys-
tem, state monopoly, and ‘prohibition.

‘The Canada Temperatice Act, comonly
called the Scott Act, 18 the best represen-
tative of the local roption  system. :6.u®
Scott Adt is so well known that it is un-
necessary to discuss its provisions in de-
tail. It has enabled temperance people to
worry the rumseller a great deal, and has
made it possible for young people to grow
up in many communities ignorant of the
corrupting influence of the .saloon. The
Beott Act, however, cannot effeatively
suppress the illegal use of strong dnink,
g0 long as cemain conditions exist, such
as licensed sellens in centain places bel}ng
allowed -to sell liquors to persons residing
outside “the territory covered by the
license, and persons being allowed to man-
ufacture liquors in Scott Aot counties to
be sold outside, even in counties where
the act is in force; and, worst of all, that
express companies cannot be prevented
from delivering liquor in Scott Act dis-
triots. _

The earliest form of license law seems
to have been the imposition of a fee main-
Jy for revemue purposes. As the evil ef-
fects of the diquor traffic became more ap-
garent, the fees were increased so as to
restrict to some extent the sale and con-
sumption of strong drink. Today. fees of
$300 or more are considered “high,” ‘hemce
the term “high license.” The license law
of Nova Scotia is, on the whole, the best
of the system. The law is local in its ap-
plication and is under the control of.t'ne
municipal councils. There are three kinds
of license—hotel, shop and wholesale.
Yvery application for license must be ac-
companied by a certificate signed by two-
thirds of the ratepayers within a centain
area, and if refused on the ground of non-
fitness a second application from the sdame
person shall not be entertained for two
years. (The license, when granted, is good
for only one year. There are regulations
as to the opening and closing hours, and
the only liquor sold on Sundays is for
table use. No bars are allowed in any
Jicensed place. (All provisions of the law
are flagrantly violated. Licensed hotels
in Halifax have bars and sell on the Sab-
bath. The conditions that conspire to
render the Scoft Act imeffective also mil:
dtate against the best provisions of the N.
8. license law. In -gememl, it is safe to
say dhat license does not help the tem-
perance cause ajpy more than, an open bar
system. ! i i

The company plan of dealing with the
liquor traffic is commonly called the
Gothenburg - system, from Gothenburg,
Sweden, where it was first tmed. Its
fundamental principle is to limit the traffie
by placing it in the hands of persons who
have very little financial interest in ex-
tending their business. The company bids
for, and purchases, all the licenses in a
given distnict, and carries on the business
under conditions that permit it to take
a profit of only six per cent. The balance
of profit_is paid over to the municipality,
and national officials for such public uses
as agricultural societies, charitable organ-
jzations, Y. M. C. A. libramies, Sunday
schools, temperance societies, etc.

The company plan is in force in Sweden

. and Norway. It does not appear that

the plan is effective as a temperance mea-
sure. But it must be borne in mind that
the companies do not control the sale
of malt liquors and wines, and that there
are still many licenses held by persons who
had in them a vested interest before the
companies,. were formed. These persons
are still selliog in ‘territonies occupied by
the companies. The latter are buying these
privileges as fast as possible. When a
company holds the monopoly. of 2 whole
district, the working of the system will be
seen to, a better advantage. But, on the
whole, the company system is only a vari-
ation of license; and it would be a back-
ward step for any Canadian province to
adopt it. ) 2

In South Carolina and Russia are the
best esamples of state monopoly. ln
Wrank Leslie's magazine of January, 1902.
Senator Tillman describes the working of
«The Dispensary Law of South Carolina.”
Mhe state has a complate monopoly of the
manufacture, sale, etc., .of all alcoho'ic
liquorw used a8 beverages. The state either
manufactures or purchases all the liquors
that are sold from the state dispensary
in Columbia. Dispensaries are opened only

" in incomporated towms, and one instance

‘There is no inducement for dispenser to
make sales in illegal hours.

Tlr'udiapwyxystemfai.létobeu
effective as desired for the same reasons
that our Scott Act and license laws fail.
INegal sellers can bring into ; the state
Yquors by express. Further, the dispen-
sers can sell on written orders, and send
goods by bond or express even into coun-
ties which have voted against sale of liquor
in any form.

In Russia, the government has a mon-
opoly of 'the” manufacture and sale of
vodka, which appears to be the national
dnink, The governmemt has a two-fold
object—one, to bring into. the national
treasury; a revenne; and enother to help
the pedple by giving them pure liquor and
breaking up the saloon habit and its con-
sequent evile.. The social value of the sa-
loon is'more than egualled by the estab-
lishing of tea shops, libranies, reading
rooms and “people’s houses.” These in-
stitutions are looked after by “temper-
ance bumreaus.” 'Last year, these bureaus
spentt  $2,000,000 on behalf of the people
upon those places which are substituted
for salooms. The Russian safeguard as to
selling are similar to those ot South Car-
olina. We are not able to judge of the
merits of the Russian law, as to gobriety.
In the Outlook ofr January 11, 1902, Geo.
Kennan does not give a flattening report
of the success of the law. He says that
the  government monopoly has stimulated

illicit distiling and that people in many

parits of the empire are drinking ‘‘meon-
shine” spirits, swhich are sold cheaper
than ' government vodka; also that the
taking away of unbroken packages to be
drunk elsewhere is not conducive of the
best resnlts. On the other hand, Edith
Sellers, in the Contemporary Review of
December, 1902, has nothing but praise for
the law. She says that mo bad results
were noticeable in travelling through the'
country. She has much to say about the
good work of the bureaus. As she visited
the dining halls and other places opened
for the benefit of all classes, she wished
that English workers were as well cared

{ for as those Russians.

The word “prohibition”” as applied to
temperance methods has many meanings.
Pitcairn Island is the only community in
which a prohibitory law absolutely pro-
hibits. The law there is completely ef-
fective, for the island is small and far re-
moved from other countries. The next
in effectiveness, we consider, is the Maine
law. The chairman of this committee
has lived four years in that state, pantly
in smaller places, and is therefore able
to speak from experience and observation.
It is practically impossible to keep strong
drink out of Maine cities, for there are
two many steamboats and railway lines
conmecting the state with Massachusetts
and New Hampshire. It is no reflection
on the law that it does not entirely pro-
hibit in the cities; it would be a mrracle
if it did. The law has done very much
300d for the rural communities and great-
ly benefitted the whole state. It.has re-
duced the sale of liquor in cities to narrow
timints, although the “‘knowing ones,” who
can smell out a drink if it is to be had at
all, desire to leave the impression  that
liguor is for sale quite openly. Such,
however, is not the case.

In Canada several prohibitive measures
have been proposed since the Scott Act
passed. The proposed Ontario Liquor Act
of 1902, which was largely modeled after
that sitbmitted to the people of Manitoba
in 1900, is a.good illustration of prohioi-
tion as now, asked for hy temperance peo-
ple of Canada. It does not appear that
such an aet would be any better than the
Scott Act. The Ontario act proposed only
to prohibit selling, bartering or keeping
for sale intoxicating liquers. It does not
interfere with brewers and distilleries.
They are allowed to manufacture, and to
axport to persons outside the province,
and they are also allowed to sell to whole-
sale and retail druggists in Ontario.
Wholesale druggists are allowed to sell in
Quantities of not more than ten gallons.
for mechanical and scientific purpeses, or
not more than five gallons to a retail
licenseq druggist or duly qualified medical
practitioner. A retail druggist’s license
_permits sale only for medicinal and sacra-
mental purposes. A duly qualified physi-
cian may have in his possession liquor
needful for his practice, not to exceed
two quarts. Such- provisional prohibition
is no more than the extension of the Scott
Acy to cover provinces rather than coun-
tries.

Neither of the five systems, as outlined
above, has accomplished as much as was
expected of it; but it is very probable that
no system can be devised to entirely abol-
ish drunkenness and its result and miser-
ies so long as the great mass of humanity
remains unchristianized.

License systems fail, largely because of
the element of personal profit—the oppor-
tunity to derive much gain causing men
to disregard all regulations that conduce
to lessen the evils of the traffic.

Such local option, dispensary and prohi-
bition laws as are now in force or propos-
ed, fail, partly because express companies
are permitted to convoy intoxicants into
those territories where the majority have
said they do not want liquor sold. Local
option and prohibition, as practically
worked out, fail, also, because aleohol used
for mechanical, scientific, medicinal and
sacramental - purpcses s manufactured by
private individuals, who are tempted to
sell surplus stock illegally; and partly,
also because druggists are left open to the
temptation of personal gain and tempted
to sell to persons, and for purposes, not
intended in the terms of their permits.

In submitting this report, the com-
mittee begs leave to recommend a method
for combatting the evils of the liquor
traffic, a method which, we believe, . in-
cludes the best elements in the measures
already employed. This recommended
‘neasure may be called ““Public control of
the liquor traflic with Local optien.”

This means that municipalities desiring
prohibition would = have it just as now
they have the Scott Act; and that all
liquors or alcohol, used for mechanical,
scientific, medicinal and sacramental pur-
poses would he manunfactured by the pub-
iie, represented by the government of the
day. Any kind of strong drink used in
communities, a majority of whose people
do not desire prohibition, would be manu-
actured and supplied by the government.
Liquer sold in such communities would
e under some such restrictions as indi-
cated in the 8. C. Dispensary law. And

[ i

other communities, would be sold by sal-
aried -officials; or in.some way that the
dispenser ‘would have mo' personal interest
in the sale, thus doing away entirely with
the ¢lements of private gain. This method
fdfther 'means that, the government be-
ing the sol¢ manufacturer and importer,
no liquor would be expressed to any but
those appointed to receive the same. In
other words, the express evil would be no
more,

Many will cry against this; that it
makes the public a partner in an evil
traffic; that the income, if any, would be
blood money. Our reply is that the pub-
lic is already a partner. It derives a
large revenue from it and allows evil-
minded and greedy men to tempt weak
men and young people to abuse a gift of
God for private profit. . Public contrn] will

remove this serious charge against the
public.
It will also be contended that this

m_ethod would increase the¢ patronage of
the party in power and enlarge the field
of political corruption. This is an un-
sound argument, varticularly in a country
where responsible government obtains.
The government is what. the people muke
it....The people are, or. may he, the gov-
erpment. And, further, with the creas-
ing temperance sentimént in (anada, the
day is not far distant when the govern-
ment would have to manufacture only for
industrial and medicinal uses. For every
ccunty put on the prohivition list would
cyt off a chance for patronage. This
method would be a great incentive to tem-
perance workers; faor, once a county de-
clared for prohibition, it would be kept
“dry,” and in a few years the old drink-
ers would die off and leave the territory
free for sobriety.

Prohibition ‘as now spoken of is an in-
definite cry, and it makes mno provision
for the manufacture of necessary aleohol,
thus leaving open a gate for the enemy
to press in and destroy the good work in
spite of all vigilance. ““Public control of
the liquor trafic with local option,”
should be our rally cry.

The committee has not decided the mea-
sure - indicated above. That can be done
where the principle is accepted. Neither
has it considered what is to be done with
the interests vested in the liquor business
—that is a matter for secondary consid-
¢ration, and a solution can easily be found.

‘T'he steamer Orinoco, Captain Bale, at-
cived at Partridge Island last evening,
shortly after 6 o’clock from the West In-
dies, with 2,000 tons of cargo and seventy-
dive passengers.

Customs Officer Wilson Dobbin, and
Harold Schofield, of the local agency for
the ship, boarded her at Partridge Island,
ind George Dunlavy, the shore captain,
made arrangements at the Pettingill wha=f
so that when the ship docked about 10.30
o’clock the passengers and baggage wer:
juickly transferred in time to connect
with the night express for Halifax and
other points.

Captain Bale reports a good passage,
leaving Bermuda on Sunday moraing, the
26th inst. On Tuesday slight northeast
zales were experienced, but nothing to do
any damage. The ship passed the govern-
ment steamer Lady Laurier at the Lur-
cher lightship yesterday morning, and
Pilot Doherty, who' brought the Orinoco
in, reports an ltalian barque bound up the
bay from Genoa yesterday morning.

I'hey were members of the crew who
brought the warship Rupert out to the
West Indies, and the majority are en route
to Halifax to join H. M. 8. Columbinc,
while a few are booked to England.

A large quanity of the 2,000 tons of
cargo on the Orinoco is sugar, and she will
proceed ‘to Halifax after discharging a
quantity here.

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THE WORST“OF OCEAN PERILS

Icebergs Are a Great Menace to North
Atlantic Vessels,

s

The perils most dreaded by navigators
of the morth Atlantic ocean are the ice-
bergs that, released from their arctic moor-
ings, float southiward until the warm Tays
of tropical suns dissolve them into their
first element. These gigantic masses of ice
are found in the morth Atlantic, east of

Newfoundland, the whole year around.
They are most nurerous in the spring,
when they are carried south over the
Grand Banks in the midst of the mighty
frozen fields, which are torn from thei:
aretic home and sent careering across tic
wild waste of waters from Greenland to
Labrador.

Late season bergs ‘were unusuaily nu
merous on the Grand Banks and nearly a
score of ships were damaged by striking
against the crystal islands, while the frosty
apparitions of others, wreathed in fogs.
were described by every steamer travers
ing these waters.

A blustering winter with| fierce and per
sistent gales, the worst for ten years
caused ‘the bergs to drift south, in the
grip of the polar current, and hundreds
of them of every shape and size and scat
tered or in fleets, were carried across the
steamship lanes beyond the Banks to im-
peril the navigation of those waters by
passing craft. Farther morth the bergs
Wwere even more numerous, and many 2
smack came to an end, with all on board
by striking one in a midnight -gloom.
During the spring, when blizzards, fogs
and frozen gales obscure the ocean’s face.
they are, indeed, a terrible danger, and
ships have been known to leave New-
foundland ports and be sunk within four
“ours of departure, so thick’y are the
waters there sown 'with these snowdusted
hummocks.

Then the ordinary peril is multipliec
many times, for the fogs defy the keenes!
vision, and the presence of a squat ber;
may mct be known until the forepar!
srinds against it. Fver in summer, whe
the calm seas and clear horizons make the'r
detection easy and their evasion simple,”a
curtain. of fog may descend and blot out
sea and sky, so that the utmost caution ie
needed to avoid disastrous contact with
them.

Some of the steamship lines plying be'

tween England and Canada have aban-
doned the Belle Isle route altogether, be
caiise icebergs are so mumerous there, @nc
they now utilize the less_perilous but suffi
cientiy risky route round Cape Race.
. The figures respecting - these mighty
masses would be deemed incredible but for
the ease with avhich the truth can be at
tested. The passengers on the mailboat
plying to Labrador often count 200 or 30(
bergs off that coast on one day.

The steamer Pelican, in 1902, passed ont

off Ungava, which was nine miles long and
270 feet high. The British warshif
‘harybdis last year found seventy-eight in
White bay, and one of these was 318 feet
high. -
As a berg shows only one-eighth of it
bulk' above the eurface, their depth cav
be imagined. 'The surveying ship Goldfinct
had to quit W on the Grand Banks in
August, 1903, owing to the scores of bergs
that infested that area, and several of the
Montreal liners plying via Belle Isle strait
had their bows stove in by coliding with
pinnacled masses or stunted ones.

Earlier in the year the ocean steamships
running to and from New York had to
deflect from their regular -route because a
big liner almost impaled herself on one.

There are few more impressive pictures
on a fine and clear day than an iceberg,
for it can be described a long distance off.
and the sun’s raye, playing upon it, make
it a spectacle of sublime grandeur.

At sucli times a berg ds a scene that
none will miss, and even, the most seasick
pasengers will erawl on deck when it i
veported that there is one in wight. Off
the Grand Banks sometimes the vistas of
bergs are striking in their effects.

The passengers on a liner were treated
to the epectacle of eleven bergs, some over
200 feet high, in sight at the same time-in
May ‘last, while from the crosstrees the
officers could see, about fifteen miles away,
the glittering towens of several mammoth
floating castles.

But nothing more dangerous could be
imagined than the presence of one of those
ghostly formations looming up v..rough the
fog. Lookouts are then doubled, anu offi-
cers exercise increased caution when the
curtain of mist descends over the ice zone.

Tiners now signal by wirelesd or whistle
the location of bergs which beset their
pathway. If they are mear or invade the
travel route the cautious comimander will
sacrifice a few hours by keeping south a
point or two so as to avoid danger.

THRNTY-FNE HORSES
CHEMATED AT MORCION

Livery Stable of Humphrey & Kin-
near Burned Tuesday.

Loss Will Be About $7,000, and Insurance
Only $1,500—Not an Animal Could Be
Rescued — Blsze Thought to Have Started
from Dropping a Match,

Moncton; June 28—A destructive fire,
which was the cause of a lamentable loss
of animal life, occurred about eight o'clock
this morning in Humphrey & Kinnear’s
livery stables situated on East Market

street.

The building was razed to the ground
and in addition to a considerable loss of
oroperty of different kinds some 24 or 25
horses were cremated. The sight was a
most piteous one to the hundreds of citi-
sens that quickly gathered at the sound of
the alarm.

The fire, which had its origin in the
wnnex used for stabling ccuntry horses,
spread to the main stables so quickly after
its discovery that there was not time to
save a single horse.

An effort”was made by one of the werk-
men about the stables to get some of the
horses out, but on account of the dense
smoke it was impossible to do anything in
this direction. One of the best animals
in the stable was got out of the stall, but
he was panic strickén and could not be
driven out.

The horses were nearly all kept on the

second floor, and as soon as the fire was
discovered the fire escape door was opened
for the purpose of getting the live stock
sut, but as previously stated the effort
was-a complete failure.
_The scene in the stable as the smoke
ind flames poured in through the side of
_he building was indescribable. The panic-
stricken animals created a wild scene, and
_heir pitiful whinnies could be heard above
he din. It is thought that most of the
norses were suffocated by the smoke be-
‘ore the flames reached them.

Of the horses burned some sixteen were
ywned by Humphrey and Kinnear, while
the others were boarders. These having
Jorses in the stable were C. G. Polleys,
1 handsome matched team, valued at $700
r $800; Hon. C. W. Robinson, a valuable
young horse; E. C. Cole, handsome driver;
\. Wilbur and W. Stewart, handsome
Irivery Drs. Smith, Botsford and B. F.
leads. W. S. Bowness, the wellknown
horseman, also had -four horses in the
table, one of them being a valuable draft
east valued at $300. Mr. Bowness had
aken five hcrses from the burned build-
ng on the night before. Out of their
mntire stock of horses the proprietors of
he livery stable saved but two. These
were out at the. time the fire started.

Among the valuable horses lost by Hum-
shrey & Kinnear, were the matched team
f greys which were valued at $800 or
,000. A matched team of chestnuts and
general valuable animals which were priz-
ad for livery purposes.

The loss ‘on horses alone will probably
_otal about $3,500 or $4,000.

Nearly all the carriages and abcut all
the harnesses, which were kept on the
srst floor, were saved. Some of the best
sarriages, however, were destroyed and
srobably th¢ loss on vehicles would
mmount to $1,000.

The stable was one of the most up-to-
date in the provinces. It was erected
\bout three or four years ago and had
some of the finest turnouts to be seen
n any part of the provinees.

The only insurance carried was $1,500
n the building, and this amount does not
‘epresent more than half the cost of the
itable and fixtures.

The total loss will probably amount to
Yetween $6,000 and $7,000, to say nothing
of the loss of the summer business.

The origin of the #re is not definitely
known, but it is supposed to have been
caused by some one smoking or carelessly
'ropping a match in the straw about the
country stable wheré several cavalrymen
on their way to camp Sussex had stabled
heir horses over might. One of the caval-
ry horses was burned. The others had
just been taken out by their owners. They
had barely left the premises when the
fire broke out.

The fire did not extend beyond the
stables, although the firemen had a®hard
fight to stay the flames.

It is probable that Messrs. Humphrey &
Kinnear will rebuild at once.

She plunged and tossed and one ‘time it
was thought she would founder, The fore-
topmaslt, foresail and all head gear were
carried away. There was about four feet
of water in the hold, and the vessel ap-
peared to be setitling by the head. Lhe
men worked continuously at the pumnps
for twenty hours, during which time there
was no abatement in the storm. At sun-
rise on the 16th the gale abated.

The trouble did not end here. Oscar
Legagg, one of the members of the crew,
had ill feelings against the captain, and
he and Sydney Lerue, of Jersey (kng.),
another of the crew, planned an assault
upon the captain. Lerue grabbed the cap-
tain by the throat and then threw him
to the deck, and was about to throw him
overboard when other members of the
crew interfered and Lerue and Legagg
were overpowered. Some excitement fol-
lowed, but no further trouble was experi-
enced from Lerue and Legagg. They were
kept under watch until the vessel reached
Halifax. The Canadian was Jeaking when
she arrived in port.

‘;7A very interesting series of addresses
wvas ' delivered at Tuesday’'s session of
the ‘E(it’xc:itional Institute. Not only were
_distinguished educationalists of this prov-
but a gifted
leader in educational work in the state of
Connecticut  delivered an eloquent and
thoughtful address.

The Institute was called to order at 2.45
by Dr. Inch, the chief superintendent. On
the platform were John Brittain, the sec-
retary; Dr. Harrison, chancellor of the
University of N. B.; Dr. Crocket, princi-
pal of the Normal school, and Charles H.
Xeyes, superintendent of -schools, Hart-
ford (Conn.).

Dr. Inch stated that this was the eighth
convention over which he has presided
since he entered his present office thirteen
Years ago. Many friends have in the past
dided us, he said, both from among the
legislators, the judges, the professional
men of our province and, sister maritime
proyinces, and from the western provinces
and the United States. He was glad that
in the present session we should hear Chas.
H. Keyes, of Hartford, and Judge Landry,
the latter to present some of the needs
of the Acadian schools.

Harrison, chancellor of the U. N.
B., was then introduced and expressed
“himself an optimist with Dr. Inch, in re-
gard to our educational outlook. The chief
superintendent has done a great service to
our system in establishing the annual July
examinations. -The whole seven students,
who matriculated in first division, last
year attended the U. N. B,, and four of
them,took honors of the first rank. Anim-
portant conmecting link between the
teachers and the university is the appoint-
ment of a member to the University Sen-
ate each yedr. He hoped that as good a
member would be sent as Wm. Brodie,
who had rendered valuable service. He
then mentio the new departure in our
educational jurse, styling it “the new

learning,”. apual training i the train-
ing.of the mind ghrough the hand. It
clg i acouracy and aftention of

it well. Manual training js of the utmost
importance. 'He quoted Huxley who said
that e had tried all his life to be accur-
ate and attemtive. Newton, too, and Sir
Wm. Hamilton emphasized the same
point. . The latter said that “attention is
to consciousness what contraction is to
the pupil of the eye. Attentjon is the
better part of all our intellectual powers.”
At first imagination and .memory, the
handmaids of education, lend themselves
rei‘-_;ctantly, but by persistent effort they
develop, and become the reflex of an un-
enforced and tnimpaired memory.

Agricuitural College Needed.

New . Brumswick, said Dr. Harrison,
mneeds an agricultural college, and that in
Fredericton. ‘Willingly the university will
welcome such a school as a department
and lend her equipment just as she has al-
ready dome 'to the enginecring department.

Dr. Crocket, the principal of the Nor-
mal school, was then called on, and em-
phasized the impertance and advantages of

. meeting together to compare notes and

plan for future better work.
In 1875. in the Temperance Hall in Fred-

_ -ericton, Dr. Rand, of fragrant memory;

G. R. Parkin and the late Dr. Jack, late
chanceflor of the U. N. B., were leaders
in the enterprise. The prospects then
were not bright, but the imstitute has
made great advances and attained a posi-
tion important in making teaching a pro-
fession and binding its members together.

Dr. Crocket then pointed out marks of
our progress and first ameng them the
introduction of manual training.

Dr. Bridges, principal of the High school
herz welcomed the teachers and was glad
that the wind blows from over Mount
Pleasant instead of from the south, af-
fording us very pleasant weather.

gardens for an appetizer. He hoped that
the teachers would remember that the
teacher is the true founder and builder
of the empire.

. W, 8. Carter, inspector of schools in St.
John and Charlotte counties, spuke hope-
fully of = educational “advance in these
counties.” Steps already have been taken
to convey children to sehool—the first in
Camada. Fhe Macdomald school at King-
ston is a good sign. He was glad that
much advance has been made in introdue-
ing manual training and education of even
the best part of the public in this new
idea. A great change has taken place in
public opinion in regard to care and value
of trecs and shrubbery.

Love of country
is love of kin. A good liberal is a good
liberal, only if he believes that through
the working out of his policy will the
country attain its highest. So with a con-
servative. Country first not party.

Down, down with the teaching, “my
country against the world,” but rather
“my country for the world.” “When che
world turns against my country then it
is time for my ecountry to dissolve.”

A simple deed of kindness will bless, a
simple deed of meanness will damn man-
kind. Greater than the love of country or
of all else must be the love for all man-
kind.

‘I'he sessions of the educational insti-
tute Wednesday were marked by very in-
teresting addresses on manual training, con-
solidated schools, household economy, and
the life and growth of the teacher. Reso-
lutions appreciative of the great work
done by E. E. McCready in this province
were adopted. There was also an import-
ant meeting of the New Brunswick Teach-
ers’ Association. Last evening the exer-
cises were of a social nature, and very
enjoyable.

A new educational association was form-
ed in the afternoon, when the manual
training teachers organized. The board of
education met in the afternoon and ap-
pointed T. B. Kidner, of Truro, to suceeed
E. E. MacCready at the Fredericton
Manual Training School.

Manual Trainirg.

E. E, MacCready was the first speaker
of the morning. Mr. McCready had as nis
subjeot Manual ‘I'raining. Mr. MacCready,
in beginning his address, spoke of the new
departure in education as features design-
ed to make the pupils more practical, to
cause them to learn by doing. This does
not mean that pupils are compelled to take
up manual Jabor, but the new education,
so to speak, attracts the pupils and thus
compels them to work. :

Continuing, Mr. MacCready told of the
establishment of the first New Brunswick
manual training school at Fredericton four
years ago, and of the number of schoois
that had been established since that time.
'This branch of education has given the
greatest satisfaction wherever it has been
tried, a
tablished in September. The speaker then
mentioned a number of objections which
have been urged against the teaching of
manual training in our schools. Among
the objections that are made are the fol-
lowing:—

‘T'hat the curricula are overcrowded, that
manual training prevents students from
giving the necessary attention to other
subjects on the school course, that it is
not mental training, that the manual train-
ing taught in schools is frequently mere
child’s play and of little practical value,
producing poor carpénters and mechanics.
Mr. MacCready dealt with all of these ob-
jections, and by citing authorities and in

Mr, MacCready closed his ad-
dress*by pointing out that Canada stands
in need of more technical education, so
that its great resources may be developed
and by expressing the hope that the New
Brunswick school system would soon em-
brace an excellent course of manual train-
ing.

At the close of Mr. MacUready’s address
Dr. Inch referred to the faithfulness with
which Mr. MacCready had ¥bored and
the regret which his departure to the
United States would cause.’

The High School orchestra then render-
ed a selection in its usual excellent style.

Consolidated Schools.

D. W. Hamilton, M. A., next spoke on
Consolidated &chools. After some intro-
ductory remarks, in which he spoke of the
insistence of new thoughts and enterprises,
Mr. Hamilton pictured a country school
house\in New Brunswick. All the imper-
fections of the building and of its equip-
ment, as. well as its overcrowding were
touched upon in a graphic manner. Mr.
Hamilton then showed that in many cases
the course of study in country schools
provided little that was of much material
benefit to the boys and girls whose lives
would be spent on farms. He also pro-
tested against the too great amount of
verbal study demanded of the “scholars,
and urged that more work of a practical
nature be given.. A consolidated schoonl
building with its well-kept and attractive
grounds, its modern and. useful equipment,
its abundance of room and its apartments
for domestic science, manual {raining, na-
ture sbudy, etc., was them pictured in con-
trast to the country school house before
mentioned. After quoting authorities in
support of his views, Mr. Hamilton con-
cluded his address by summing up the ad-
vantages of consolidated schools. Among
the most important of these advantages
were that large, central schools would
offer large salaries and so induce well-
qualified men to remain in the teaching
profession; these schools could give High
8choo! privileges to country students, a
broader culture and companionship wouid
be afforded by these schools than country
schools at present afford; public interest
in the school work would be increased, and
the consolidated schools would be able to
offer better courses in particular branches
than school students can now secure.

Hougehold Ec. nomy.

Miss E. P. Flagg, formerly of the Mt.
Allison Ladies’ College, was the next
speaker, having as her subject the Aim
and Purpose of Household Economy. Miss
Klagg said that the aim of this study was
to train every girl so that she may be
adequately fitted to fill her place in life.
Girls must be trained to be home makers,
for the life of the home determines what
the life of the nation shall be. Miss Flagg
contended that faulty ventilation, poor
cooking and other home troubles are re-
sponsible for much crime and poverty.
She further stated that if the women of
today were trained in household economy
the homes of the future would prove the
worth of the training. The scope of house-
hold economy was then outlined and it
was shown that the science developed the
whole nature of a girl.  The study of
household economy teaches girls how to
live and throws light on home problems of
all sorts. ;

Miss Watson, director of the McDonald
Institute at Guelph (Ont.), next addressed
the meeting. Most of Miss Watson’s ad-
dress was taken up with a description of
her wark at Guelph, where the course was
shown 16" include non-professional and pro-
fessional courses. The first of these is de-
signed to educate girls in home problems,
while the second is for those who wish to
‘become teachers of household economy.
:Miss Watson also stated that diplomas
Ldrom this institute were recognized by the
i.New Brunswick Board of Education.

-E E. MacCready Honored. :

i At the afternoon session it was moved

‘““I'hat the members 'of this assembled
 Provincial Teachers’ Institute have learned
with deep regret of the resignation of E.
K. MacCready, from his position of direct-
or of manual training in New Brunswick;

‘“‘I'nat they wish to place on record their
high appreciation of the success of his
work in his native province, of his unfail-
ing tact and courtesy, and the great energy
he has displayed in the performance of his
duties;

“And that they desire to express lhe
hope that he may be as successful in his
new position, which he has seen fit to ac-
cept in the city of Louisville.”

Mr. Keyes then gave an address on Life
and Growth of the T'eacher. As Mayor
White ‘had said last evening, the teacher
should bring to the profession all the
scholarship he or she can muster. Such
fund of scholarship is unlimited. No mat-
ter what line she may choose, continued
pursuit will not fail to render plenty of
help in her school work. No man or
woman will ever put continued study and
years in preparation but that it will come
back afterwards in dollars and cents.

The best paid-woman in tne United
States is a school mistress. In Massachu-
setts there are positions eéqual in remuner-
ation to those of any other professions.

Ancrease her scholarship, and why? For
the same reason that you can’t get good
water out of a dead pool. It is merely
hard-hearted busineéss with such universi-
ties as Harvard that gives their professors,
who teach omnly eight or nine hours per
week, one year in seven for their oifvn
personal equipment.

There is mistaken idea that you must
learn what you don’t know much about,

A third equipment is necessary. More
people bréak down in health in school
teaching than in any other profession.
This can be charged in nearly every case
to lack of ventilation, and this is no worse
in country schools we look down on than
in the modern city school. It is a fact
that a man after twenty years work is
fresher than the lady teacher of as many
years experience. It is because he has
had his work in different years. The
teacher should get out doors after 4
c’clock and at recess. The school teacher
needs better health than any other per-
son, unless it be ‘the tratned nurse. It’s
your business to keep yourself as young
as you can. Keep sweet and young. There
is no greater curse to a community than
the sour and cross teacher. Better have
a teacher sweet and lady-like all the time,
than one of great scholarship. To keep
this does not mean to go by any set rules,
but in that way that pleases you.
