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RichlyFAR, FAR AWAY Ibelt of waters. While moving to the 
north and south of the Equator In its re­
volution the moon maintains itself at the 
zenith of tropical and sub-'.ropical re­
gions, and It is clear that no tidal wave 
could be originated at either pole. Any 
throbbing of the sea witnessed within the 
Polar circle must, therefore, be commu 
nicated from one of the great oceans,and 
It Is certain that, If the evidence of Dr. 
Bessels be correct,the tidal wave at New­
man Bay comes from the north. The op­
posing tide flrom the south has,of course, 
been long since known ; and Dr. Kane, 
in 1858, noted that after a northerly gale 
in Kennedy Channel, near Cape Constitu­
tion, the mid-channel current was driven 
south, while near shore the tidal current 
was moving towards the north.

Very grave geographical considera­
tions must hang upon this new discovery 
of Captain Hall’s expedition, 
tides of Smith’s Straits, in the northern­
most outlet, advance thither across the 
broad expanse of the circumpolar ocean 
from the Pacific, how do they pass from 
the Pacific to the Arctic basin? No 
other Inlet exists save the narrow water 
way of Behring Strait, and It is apparent­
ly next to impossible that the breast of 
the Pacific tide can surge through this 
gorge and then pulsate across the Arctic 

Between Behring Strait and 
Newman Bay, as the bird flies, it is 
eighteen hundred miles, 
known that the grand tidal waves of the 
Atlantic and Indian means, which knock 
for admission at the Straits of Gibraltar 
and Babelmandeb, respectively, do not 
penetrate into the Mediterranean or Bed 
seas. But the Strait of Gibraltar is only 
fifteen miles wide at Its western side,and 
“The Gate of Tears” (or Babelmandeb) 
is a little less than seventeen miles, while 
Behring Strait is about four times as 
wide, and its width is computed from 
fifty-five to sixty-five miles. It is Just 
possible, therefore, that the Pacific wave 
may be propagated into the Arctic ocean 
aud be transmitted across its icy waters 
towards the point at which Dr. Bessels 
supposes he observed it coming into 
Newman Bay. The average velocity of 
this tidal intumescence in the Pacific is 
about five hundred miles an hour, and if 
it does communicate its motion (though 
our best co-tidal charts do not show it) 
through the Behring gateway it would re­
quire an open sea for its transmission 
across the circumpolar basin in order to 
get into Smith’s Sound from the North­
ward.

If Dr. Bes.-e's is right, then it will al­
most surely f illow that the great ocean 
around the North Pole is not ice-bridged ; 
for were it frozen over the tidal wave 
could not undulate across its rigid and 
solid bosom. “The tidal wave,” says 
Lieutenant Murray, “can no more pass 
under an icy barrier to be propagated 
in seas beyond than the vibrations of a 
musical string can pass, with its notes, 
a fret upon which the musician has plac­
ed his finger.

It is well known that, from a principle 
first applied by Airy and Whcwell, the 
distinguished mathematicians, the depth 
of an unexplored sea can be determined 
very closely by ascertaining the velocity 
of the tidal wave. So that the discovery 
of Dr. Bessels, and the data on which It 
is based, will furnish the physicist with a 
means of approximately determining the 
depth of the sea (whatever it may be) 
through which the Newman Bay tides 
are propagated.

It cannot be denied that, possibly, the 
tldsl phenomenon discovered (at the 
highest points attained by the Hall ex­
pedition) may come from the Atlantic 
Ocean, through the broad and ice-free 
inlet between Europe and America, and 
be transmitted from east to west aroiipd 
Northern Greenland. But, even In this 
event, the announcement of Dr. Bessels’ 
deduction will open a new chapter in 
Arctic geography, and suggests a com­
paratively unthought of solution of the 
question whether Greenland has a polar 
extension. The latter question is one 
that many geographers think underlies 
the entire physical geography of the Arc­
tic basin. And Dr. Bessels" discovery 
will go far to settle this.

Letters from Sebastian county, Arkan­
sas, state that on Monday last the Board 
of Supervisors met at Greenwood. The 
Sheriff presented his bond as collector 
for the donnty and as he did so drew two 
pistole and laid them on the table telling 
tha 3 card that they dare not reject his 
bond. Thereupon the Board adjourned. 
On Wednesday a warrant was obtained 
for the arrest of the sheriff and a con­
stable with a posse of fifty men started 
to arrest him, but nothing has yet been 
heard from them. Serious trouble Ig ap­
prehended.

If we may believe the Green Bay Advo­
cate, a most beautiful and tender care is 
taken of lone widows and widowers in 
Hollandtown : “ Having eleven resident 
widows and as maay widowers, a com­
mittee engaged to marry them, pairing 
them off by lot. The drawing took place 
on Monday of this week, and eleven mar­
riages are expected to take place this 
winter." It is yet too early to give an 
opinion as to how many divorce suits 
will be opened with the budding spring.

The topers of North Hudson County, 
N. J., are properly alarmed at a flank 
movement which Is about to be executed 
upon them. It ts proposed to deluge 
Hoboken, Union, Weekawken and other 
delightful Sunday resorts with plain 
water, brought by an aqueduct from the 
sources of the Hackensack—fourteen and 
a half miles away, clear beyond the sus­
picion of stimulating admixture. The 
aqueduct will cost nearly three million 
dollars, or, fearful thought ! a sacrifice of 
thirty miUlon good, square drinks.

Buffalo robes will soon have to be made 
of jute or some other invention of Satan. 
For the past two years the hunters have 
accomplished such wholesale destruction 
that the Denver News declares there arc 
not enough buffaloes left for a good-sized 
he-d ; and a gentleman who accompanied 
a surveying party testifies that “on the 
south fork of the Republican they came 
upon one spot where were counted 6,600 
carcasses of buffalo from which the hides 
only had been stripped." Furthermore, 
It takes only sixteenhnntersjto kill 28,000 
animals in a season. Is there no way of 
stopping this slaughter?

The death of the baby violinist, at 
Boston, the other day, was full of a 
pathetic significance. Not long ago he 
formed part of the evening’s attraction 
at one of the New York spectacular thea­
tres. He was six years old. At a time 
when he should have been tucked away 
In his bed, he was standing before large 
audiences playing music which excited 
him, thrilled through and through by 
noise and plaudits that excited him ten­
fold more. His little store of vital ener­
gy and nervous power, which should 
have been subjected to no more exacting 
drafts than the plays of the norsery or 
the caresses of his parents, was wast­
ed in this reckless extravagance. He 
went to Boston, and there played day 
and night. The manager noticed, after a 
matinee, his look of exhaustion, and told 
him to stay at home that night. His 
father made him obey the injunction, 
sorely against his will He missed the 
crowd, the lights, the roaring applause, 
the fatal del ght of the life which 
was killing him. Father and son 
went to bed, and the former was 
soon awakened by the murmurings of 
the child. He heard him say, “Merciful 
God, make room for a little fellow,” and 
with this strange and touching prayer for 
a peace and rest denied him in his short 
life the gifted and ill-treated Infant left 
this rough world.

The Mysterious Tides of the North 

Polar Ocean.
The late testimony of the Polaris survi­

vors brings to light for the first time 
what is, perhaps, the most important 
contribution yet made to Arctic geogra­
phy. Dr. Bessels’ evidence established, 
from his own observations, the remark­
able fact that the tidal wave near Cape 
Hatherton, on the northwest coast of 
Greenland, comes from the Pacific Ocean. 
At Newman Bay, near the Polar outlet of 
Smith’s Sound, aud at an extremely high 
latitude, the tide rose always before it did 
at Polaris Bay, farther south ; while, still 
further south, at Littleton Island, instead 
of coming from the northward the tide 
comes from the South, and hence Is 
Atlantic born. This astonishing discov­
ery throws more light over the physical 
geography of the North Polar area than 
all else yet announced. The tidal wave 
is, so to speak, the pulse of the sea, and 
enables the scientist to make many accu­
rate deductions.

The lunar attraction, which causes the 
tides, is exerted mainly on the equatorial

Therc appears to bo but one voice in 
reference to Mr. Palmer,and that is that 
he must and will be elected, no matter 
who else be left out. The electors feel 
that the City and County can’t afford to 
do without him. As an independent 
member, forcing th6 Government to act 
on sound constitutional principles in 
their general policy, to improve thehar- 
bors on our coast, to provide proper 
public buildings, to do Justice to publie 
servants in New Brunswick,—forcing 
them to do right orforfeithis support,— 
he will be the right man in the right 
place. St. John never had a represen­
tative who worked more industriously 
and ably for her interests. Mr. Tilley, 
with his broad-minded views of public 
policy, was a statesman of Canada hi­
ther than a representative of any consti­
tuency. He often made personal sacri­
fices, and often called upon his support­
ers to make sacrifices, so that the gene­
ral good or party harmony might be 
promoted. He was a party leader in 
New Brunswick, the chief of a Govern­
mental Department of Canada, whom 
St. John kept in Parliament less for 
what he did for St. John than for what 
he was to St. John. Our readers have 
noticed that during all the festivities at-, 
tending the Governor’s visit to his old 
constituents no allusion was made by 
any speaker to Mr. Tilley’s labors for the 
particular benefit of St. John. It was 
not as the representative of St. John, 
but as tiie leader of the JJberal party, 
as the foremost statesman of New

mice, the tables were covered with cat- 
able and ornamental material, and there 
was a great crush of people. There 
were as many tables as could be placed 
in the hall,- and yet only half of the com­
pany could sit down at once. But there 
was plcnty-for all, and many basketfulls 
over. There were cold meats, oysters, 
cake of many varieties, jellies, apples, 
oranges and grapes In extravagant abun­
dance, tea and coffee of tlic strongest anil 
best. Some of the ftiirest and best o.' 
Portland’s maidens and matrons waited ‘ 
on the tables. The spread would have 
done honor to any city, to any hotel, and 
was, perhaps, one of the best ever pre­
sented nt a public tea meeting of any 
kind.

Hon. Isaflc Barpee, Mayor of Portland, 
tried to welcome the Lt. Governor to the 
Town, but his feelings overcame him, or 
his progress tit the art of speech making 
has not been so rttpld as his paper claims, 
and he made a sorfÿ welcome of It. Bat 
he meant well, his friends knew ho was ■ 
doing the best he could, and, although he 
foiled to express himself Intelligibly, 
calling His Honor Lt. Gov. Tilley “ His 
Excellency Gov. Wilmot,” the company 
knew what he wanted to; say.

Hay and Coudwood for sale whole­
sale and retail by J. M. Smith, opposite 
Railway Station, St. John. tf
k , Circuit Court.

The case of Smith vs. Gen>w still oc­
cupies the court. This action arose from 
certain contracts which the plaintiff made 
with the Corporation for wharf repairs. 
He had as a partner one McAulay, but 
who was not known as a party in the 
contract. The defendant, Mr. George 
Gerow, went security for Smith. The 
plaintiff swears that Mr. Gerow was to 
make advances for which a percentage 
was to be paid, and to receive the money 
for the work from the Chamberlain. The 
last contract made was for the construc­
tion of some ferry floats, but the Common 
Council refused to take these floats as 
they were not made of proper material. 
On this contract the defendant drew some 
$1100 of the plaintiff’s money. The de­
fendant claims not to have known Smith 
In the arrangement, but McAulay, who 
told him the Corporation would make ad­
vances as soon as the material wag on 
tho ground. This the Council would not 
do until some of the work was done. The 
defendant then talked with the contract­
ors and they proposed to take him into 
partnership with them. The work pro­
gressed, he advancing money, and, for a 
part of the time, superintending the work 
himself, as Smith was often drunk. The 
entire profits of the wharf contract were 
$3,000, and the defendant kept one-third 
as his share, and on the float contract 
he kept $260 for his trouble. The plain­
tiff denies that there was any agreement 
to divide the profits, and claims that the 
defendant is only entitled to his percent­
age. The case for the defence was taken 
up this morning, and the examination of 
Mr. Gerow finished, when the Court ad­
journed.

City Police Court.
The business was soon finished at the 

Police Court this morning. The two 
prisoners charged with drunkenness con­
fessed. One was fined $6, and the other
$4.

Portland Police Court.
The police made no arrests last night, 

and quietness te reported from the Marsh 
Bridge to Indlantown.

William Graham was charged with as­
saulting Joseph Thompson. The charge 

was withdrawn on payment of costs.
Samuel Weir appeared to answer a 

charge of keeping a ferocious unmuzzled 
dog. Before appearing in court he had 
put an end to his canine’s existence, and 
the charge was withdrawn. '

A dispatch says that Miss Wall, aged 
seventeen years, daughter of Mr. Wm. 
Wall, while crossing the Rlchibucto 
River, yesterday morning, near Jardine's 
shipyard, broke through the ice and was 
drowned. The body had not been recov­
ered.

The St. Stephen Journal says : An at­
tempt was made on the evening of the 
6th Inst, to set fire to a building known 
as the Johnson House. The shavings, 
&c.. kindled in the cellar, right under, 
and also between the blocks supporting 
the building were saturated witli kero­
sene, and prove to a certainty the malici­
ous intentions of the party who did the 
deed.

Three sneak thieves have been caught 
and punished in Halifax. Their leader 
was a man named Hazel who has been in 
prison in St. John for the same offence. 
One of their number, McKew, in hopes 
of a lighter sentence, confessed their 
whole operations, extending over a long 
period, but he did not get any better 
terms for himself, as all were sent to 
prison for the same time—270 days.
