Placing a firm reliance on the valor of
his officers and erew hesought every op-
portunity of meeting the enemy on fair
terms. He gallantly headed his
boarders in. the assault, and carried all
before him. H}a ‘wounds are severe, but
I trust his couptry will not long be de-
prived of hls eerrlce§. I have the honor
to be, etc., Thomas Bladen Capel, Capt.

that being close.in with Boston Light

| House on the 1st instant, I had the plea-

Chesapeake was coming out of harbor to
engage the Shannon. = I took a pesition
between Cape Ann .and Cape Cod, and
hove to for them to Jjoin us,, .The enemy
came down in a very handsome manner,
having three American ensigis flying.
When closing with us_he, sent down his
royal yards. I kept the Shannon's up,
expecting the breeze would die away., At
kalf-past 5 p. m, the enemy hauled up
within bail of us, de the battle began,
both ships steering fully under the top"
sails.  After exchanging two or three

brond51des, the enemy’s ship fell, 19n hoard,

of us; her mizen channels locking in with
our ‘fore ‘rigging. T went forward to

ascertain her position; and observing that
the.enemy were flinching from their guns
1 gaye orders to prepare for, boarding.
Our gallant banda appointed to that ser-
viée lmmédiately rusheéd in, under  their
respective:’ officers, ‘tipon: the enemy’s
decks, driving everything before them.
The enemy ma a. desperate, but
disorderly resistance. ' The firing con

tinued -at all ‘the gang-ways and 'be-’

tween the tops: but in two minutes®
time  the enemy were driven, sword in
hand, trom every post; the American flag
was hatled ‘down, aiid the old British
Union fidated ‘triumphantly over it-in

another, minute they ceased firing from |

below, and,  called for. guarter. = The
wholé of this servtce was  achieved in
fitteen minuteés from the commeucemeut
of tlie action.

I/ 'have'!to lament the loss of many
of my, galant ship mates My
brave first Lieutenant, Mr. Watt, was
slain in the moment of victory, in the
act of hoisting the Brilish colours..Mr.
Aldham, the Parser, who had spiritedly
voluhteered ‘the charge of a party of
small-arm men, was killed at his post-on
the gangway., My faithful old Clerk; Mr.
Dunn, was shot by his side...My, veteran
Boatswain, Mr. Stephens, has lost an
arm : he fought under Lord Rodney on
the 12th of April; 1 trust his a:e and
services will be dd]y rewarded. Mr.
Samuel, a Midshipman of' much merit, is
the only other officer  wounded besides
myself, aad, he not dangerously. . Of
my gallant seamen and marines we
had twenty-three slain and fifty-six
wounded. No expressions 1 can make
use of can do justice to the merits of my
valiant officers and crew ; the calm .cou-
rage they displayed dunng thé cannonade,
‘dond the' tremnendous peecision of their
fire coald only be equalled by the ardour
with which they rushed: to the assaalt.

“1I commend them all warmly. to, the pao-

‘tection of the Commander-i n-chief.
Heving received & severé sabre wound
at the first onset, Whilst charging a party
of the enemy who had rallied oun their
forecastle, I was only capable of giving
command till assured our (o :quest was
complete; and then directing second
Lieutenant Wallis to take charge of the
Shaonon and secure the prisoners, T left
the third Lieutenant, Mr. Falkner, who
had headed ‘the main-deck boarders; in
charge of the prize. Ibeg torecommend
these officers most strongly to the Com-
mander-in- Chiéf’s patronuge, for the gal-
lantry they displayed dvving the action,
and the skill and Jjudgment they evinced
il the arduons duties which afterwards
devo'ved upon them. The Lieutenants
Johns and Law, of the Marines, bravely
boarded at the head of their re-
| spective divisions, It is impossible
to pavticularize every brilliant deed
pertormed by my officers and men :
but T must mention, when the sliips’ yard-
arms were locked together, that Mr,
Cosnakan, who commanded in our main
top, finding himself screened from the
enemy by the foot of the topsail, laid out
at the mgin-yard-arm to fire upon them.

« Mr, Smith,who commanded in
our fore- -top, stormed the enemy’s fore-
top from the fore-yard-avin, and de-
stroyell all remaining in it. I particular-
ly beg leave to recommend Mr. Elough,
the acting master, who carried the ship
into action, a1d Messis. Smith, Leake,
Clavering, Ruymond and Libllt_]()hl_ Mid-
shipmen. . Thelossof the enemy
was about seventy killed and one hun-
dred wounded. Among the former were
the four Licutenants, a Licutenant of
Marines, the Master, and many other of-
ficers. Capt. Lawrence is since dead of
his wounds. The enemy came into action
with a compleméent of 440 men. ‘I'lhe Shan-
pon had 330. The Cheaupuke is a flne
frigate, and mountS 49 guns. . . Both

‘The Fredericton Land Scandal.

The papers submitted to Parlianrent
on thie subjeet of the * sale of certain
ordnance lands at Fredéricton, N. B.,to
the F. B. R. ReCe.; or to Temple and
Burpee, or other parties,” show that the
land was sold for 86,000, the money ac-
cepted and receipted for, the surveys
made-on which the letters pagent: were
to be based, and the sale cancelled by
the Premier when the transaction had
begun to be too freely discussed by the
public. ~ The Premier publicly denied
the sale; bat the papers show that the
sale was effected insuch a way that only
an arbitrary exereise of authority can-
celled it.

The land was valued by Tit. Col.
Maunse!, on data obtained, as he . writes
to the Department, from the President
of the Company and Mr. Pickard, at
$6,000, and the recommendation .made
that the land should be used only for
railway purposes.

Notwithstanding .the fact that. tele-
grams and 'letters from the Mayor, and
resnlutions of the City Council and
‘| Board of Trade, were sent to Ottawa
protesting in the strongest terins againsg
the transfer of the land to the railway,
giving reasons why the transfer should
not be made, and announeing the deci-
sion of the Couneil not to grant the
Railway Co. the right of way to the
land, the Government, in Council as

embled, Jan. 1, ordered, on a recom-
mendation of “‘the Hon'ble the Minister
of Militia and Defence,” of Dec. 7th,
that ¢ all papers in the case be transfer-
red to the Hon'ble the Minister of the
Interior with & view to'a deed of sale
being executed ;in favor of the: Fiton
Rallwav Company for the consideration
of:six thousand dollars; “to’ také" éffect
froin the: 1st June; 1875.” - By a letter
dated 11th January the Dep. Miu. of
the Interior informed Mr. Temple of this
Order “in Counml and ' told him to
“cansé a plan fo be prepared by-a
Prov. Land Surveyor, authenticited in
compliance with the law of New Bruns

wick, showing the land with its subdivi

‘sions,” etc.,“Btc., and dnnouncing that
‘-on payment of the purchase money, and
on the production of the plan above re

ferred to; Betters Patent ill be prepared
conveying the property'to the F'ton R'y
Co.” On the 5th Feb. the Dep. Min. of
the Interior acknowledges the receipt of
the $6,000 from ¢he Coimpany, and asks
for the required plan. Mr. Temple re-
plies, that ‘the plan has been forwarded by
Mr. Pickard, ‘and suggests 4 reduction in
the price on account of there being less
land than the price was based on. In the
meantime, curiously enough, Mr. Pick-
ard, who seems to have been acting with
Mr. Temple all along, has applied to the
Militia Depaltment. for the landdin the
name of the County of  York! The
Min‘ster of ~Militia, who - had  pro-
mised that no sale should be ef-
fected withont giving a hearing to the
Cjty Council, and in whose absence the
sale was ordered, wrote to the Minister
of the futerior to delay proeccedings,

Conscicnce and the Pope—The Coms-
ing Crisis,

Rev. Dy. Newman has made a con-
tlusive reply to Mr. Gladstone’s last
pamphlct, by ehowing that, when the
Pope's commands eonflict with the dic-
tates of conseicnee, the Pope is not to
be obeyed. There is one little fact,
however, that will mar the Protestant
world’s satisfaction at Dr.
argumentative trinmph—the fact that
the Pope will repudiate Dr.. Newman's
definition of the relative importance of
tne commands of the Vatican and the
dictates of conseience. There ds no
place in the Catholic Church for con-
sciences whose dictates contlict with the

Newman's |

teachings of the Vicar of Christ. »Th®
Rev. O. Brownson, one of the ablest of
Catholic controversialists in America,
in a lecture at Boston the other day,
stated the Roman Catholie theory with
respect to the relative rank. of church
and state to.be that the Divine Sover«

cignty, which is universal, is represent-

ed in human affairs by the Pope, the
Vicar of Christ, and that the civil law,
when it conflicts with the ecclesiastical
law, is to be whelly ignered. How,
then, can Dr. Newman -consistently
conceive of a christian conscience re-
quiring obedience to laws that conflict
with Papal decrees—of Christ in man
resisting the commands of Christ at the
head of His Church? *‘Get thee behind
me, Satan!" is what the Vicar of Christ
says to the conscience that questions
lfis authority.

Cardinal Manning seems to have re-
ceived his scarlet hat with a feeling akin
to that with which® the Highlandman
used to receive the fiery cross. . He an-
nounces that “he regards himself as
having been entrusted with a commis-
sion of warfare, for he believes that the
Church is approaching a crisis the most
fiery for 300 years.” The erisis, if any
is at hand, will be of the Church’s own
making, as nowhere except in Germany
are there signs of a disposition to de”
prive the Church. of any of its present
authority. There can be no erisis in
England, the field of the newly com-
missioned Cardinal, unless the Church
creates it, as neither the rulers nor, the
people of other denominations show the
slightest intention of interfering in any
way in the spiritaal - domain of the
Catholic ecelesiastics. “Church and State
seem to be the best of friends thets, and
the State will not be 'the one to cause
the fiery crisis in which Cardinal Man-
ning expeetsto win renown. We can
not. imagine what the . Church. wants
more than the freedom to preach, teach,
proselytize, etc., which it possesses now,
and are mot inclined to think it will
“strike”’ for further powers. ' FEnglish-
men, therefore, may - calmly await the
“fiery crisis” which the scarlet-hat in-
spiration of Cardinal Manning perceives
to be coming. Let it come.

Let us be Logical.

Educational sermons were preached
in the Methodist churches yesterday,
and cducational meetings are to be held
this and to-morrow evening. - The prc-
priety of denominational schools is the
only logical conclusion that can be
drawn fromi Dr. Stewart’s and - Prof.
Burwash’s "arguments in support of,
religious education and the - Bible in
schools. Methodists cannot make such
appeals on behalf of Methodist schools
without endorsing the separate-school
doctrines of the Catholics. If we can
not banish the Bible we should provide
separate schools for those who object to
it, - Let-us be logical. dear: brethren,
even though we have to either- abandon
our own cherished doctrines or acecept
the unwelcome results to which: they
lead in practice. #
