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THE CASE OF THE
COLORED WAITERS

Since our last publication we have
received a letter from the authorities
to whom we wrote concerning the re-
moval of colored waiters from the
International Limited. ‘While the
League deems it inexpedient to pub-
lish the letter at present we may say
that the reason given for removing
the colored waiters from the govern-
ment railway is entirely unsatisfac-
tory to The Executive. In the first
place the letter begs the question. In
the next place it angues by circumlo-
cution, In the third place it reveals
very clearly (although it does not so
state) that it was a matter of color
simple which
caused the boys to be replaced by
white boys.

The authority states in hig letter
that they have tried hard to bring the
colored dining car crews up to the
standard set by the white crews. A
lot of apple sauce! The verdict of
the travelling public is that the eific-
iency and courteousy lie on tha bal-
ance for the colored crews. We are
prepared to present this official with
an elaborate list signed by the best
people in Canada, testifying to the
excellent service of the colored wait-
ers.

The official also states that he in-
tends to take care of all the removed
waters who are ENTITLED to be tak-
en care of and who can be made to
“fit in.” More and more apple sauce!
They have placed some of these boys
on summer runs gs porters and wait-
ers. What will be done with them
when these rung are closed? Where
can they then be made “to fit in?”
But even though these jobs were per-
manent ones the fact remains that no
new avenues of employment have
been opened -while thirty jobs have
been closed to colored men. The fact
is all the more deplorable since col-
ored men in Canada have so few av-
enues open to them.

The standard service of ALL din-
ing cars on the American continent
has been set by colored men. What
a travesty upon justice and truth it
is to say that colored men can not
keep up to the standard they have set
themselves. It is a colncidence that
as Canada’s government road was tak-

ing off its colored help for inefficien-
cy, the New York Central was remov-
ing the last vestige of its white crew
—cooks on the 20th Century—and
were putting on colored cooks. It is
a well known fact that Canadian din-
ers have copied the standards set by
the New York Central and other big
roads in the States. Why claim then
that Colored boys cannot keep up
to this standard?

In an interview with the Advisory
Board in Toronto we were told to car-
ry the fight to the last ditch. From
the general manager of the dining
cars to the president of the road, from
the president to the commissioner of
railways; from the commissioner to
the Premier of Canada. This is the
determined stand of the whole Exec-
utive. We do not claim that our ef-
forts will have the effect of replacing
the colored waiters on the Interna-
tional Limited but we cannot see an
injustice done our people without us-
ing every means at our disposal to
to have any wrongs righted.

Its
reading matter, appearance, and its
general make up was a matter of
great concern to him. While not a
member of the League he has done
much to further its interests. The
excellent advice and the material as-
sistance which he gave The League
have been equal to that of its execu-
tive members, in fact, we looked upon
him as an executive. We have often
attempted to put these facts in print
before, but, modest and retiring as
he was, he always discouraged it.

To such a character, to such a
friend, we owe a debt of gratitude.
The good he did for our cause will
live on with the years. And so, as a
