TROOPS INSTRUCTED

Petrograd, Jan. 18.—--Preier Len-
ine vesterday signed an order for the
arrest of King Ferdinand of Rou-
mania, who is to be sent to Petro-
imprisonment in the fort-
ress of St. Peter and St. Paul.

The order for the King’'s arrest
describes in detail the way it is to be
carried out and in which the King is
to be guarded. The Bolsheviki lead-
ers believe they have sufficient forces
on the Roumanian front to carry it
out.

Ottawa, Jan. 18.—C. A. Ma:-
grath, Canadian Fuel Controller, re-
turned from Toronto this morning.
€ommenting. on Dr. Garfield’s coal
order in the United States, Mr. Ma-
grath made the following statement:

“It is merely an indication of the
fact that the United States is at war.
When a counry is at war, one never
knows what will happen at any mo-
ment. That is a feature which I
have always tried from time to time
to keep before the Canadian people.
It must he evident to everyone that
the watechword should be ‘conserve
fuel.” Tt is eriminal for domestic or
industrial users of fuel to burn a
pound more thax/ois absolutely neces-
sarv.

“So far as the present situation in
Canada is conecerned. our problems
are not.identical with those of the
United States. It must be remember-
ed that we are on the outside zone
of the territory receiving fuel from
our neighbors, and, unfortunately for
s, the zone nearest the north nole,
We are not confronted with«the proh-
lem of density of pooulation which
has resulted in the United States in
congested railway traffic. It must
be remembered that when the largest
and most important country in the
world undertakes to throw itself in-
to this great world warand is marsh-
alling all its forces to that end, dras-
tic steps will have to be taken before
its machinery will be readjusted so
as to get its maximum of efficlency.
Canada eradually worked on to a
war footing a couple of Years ago,
and T believe it is generally felt that
she has reached her bresent efficiency
by the gradual brocess which, in a
small country like this, can be done
without any extraordinary measures
being necessary.

“I have been working in complete
accord with the rAmerican fuel ad-
ministration, and probably no one in

lmqw the tremendous difficulties
yhlc}l have confronted Dr, Garfield
in his work. It is needless to say
t:hat the moment the situation arises
in Canada requiring drastic action,
the matter will be brought to the at-
tention of the government . "’

Failure of the fuel administration
to accept the Senate. request that
the order be held up wuntil an in-
vestigation could be made led to an
agitation by many Senators in favor
of making a direct appeal to Presi-
dent Wilson.

The fuel administrator justified
his action in a lengthy statement
last night in which he was prompted
by the necessity for moving Ameri-
can troops abroad and furnishing
the American army and allies with
food and supplies. The country, he
said, had reached a point of over-
production as fiar as distribution
was concerned and manufacturing
plants could well afford to remain
idle for a short time . wuntil trans-
portation, both rail and water, could
cateh up.

New York, Jan. 18—New York to-
day entered upon the five day period
of industrial suspension somewhat
bewildered because of lack of author-
itative information concerning de-
tails of the operation of the coal con-
servation order, but determined nev-
ertheless to accept patriotically what-
ever hardships may come.

Local fuel administrators, delug-
ed by thousands of inquiries from
businessmen, firms and corporations
were unabled to make definite inter-
pretations of countless angles of the
problem and much confusion result-
ed. Not the least of the problems
confronting the fuel administrators
was that of enforcing the orders. Al-
bert H. Wiggin, state administrator,

admitted he was not sure ‘who would
see -that the orders were obeyed. He
declared that the success of the plan |
rested largely on the ‘‘conscience’” |
of the people and he was conﬁdent’
there would be very little trouble
in carrying out orders.

While merchant associations and|
industrial organizations joined in al
mighty chorus of protest before the'
order actually 'was -promulgated at
Washington, there was a noticeable |
absence of criticism when the decree|
became effective. The New York|
Stock Exchange decided 1o remain
open, even if its members had to
wear overcoats and gloves; while
hundreds of retail establishments |
and big department stores planned |
to continue business as usual at least |
for the day.

Labor leaders while deploring the
orders asserted their loyalty to the
government and made arrangements
to raise funds for the relief of those
thrown out of work. A million work-
ers will lose $10,000,000 during the
period in New York city alone, ac-
cording to some of the estimates.

The needle trades, as a class, wiil
suffer the most from thig shatdown,
it was said, it being estimated that
fully 500,000 women and girls are
employed in this work. Others af-
fected, according to labor figures, are
40,000 carpenters, 60,000 ‘workers
in the garment trades; 12,000 mach-
inists, 12,000 woigarmakers, 20,000
clerks and 7,000 brewery workers.

The question of pay to employes
during the days of idleness has been
decided in only a few cases, but there
is a disposition on the part of many
large establishments to do everything
possible for the wage-earners regard-
less of the additiona] byrdens, H,

FLED IN DISGUISE

Kaledines Declined to Meet
Once All-Powerful Hero

Petrograd, Jan. 17.—The Vech-
ernia Vremya, which resumeqd pub-
lication this afternoon for the first
time since the Bolshevik reviolution,
says Alexander P. Kerensky is now
in Sweden. The newspaper asserts
that Kerensky fled te Novo Tcher-
kash, Gen. Kaledines’ capital in ‘the
Don Cossack region, after the defeat
of the Kerensky forces at Glatchina,
arriving there early in December.

Vacancies In Commanding
Ranks Filled by Ineffi-

3 French Front, December 11..—
V(Correspondence)— German prison-
eds are complaining of the inefti-J4
ciency of their junior officers, who
are, thoy say, often placed in com-
mand of sections after only four
wecks’ training. ' One prisoner told
The Associated Press correspondent
that the majority of the profession-
al junior officers still fit for ser-
vice, had been transferred fo the
depots and instruction camps in the
interior to train the boys of the
1919 and 1920 classes now called for
service. 'These vacancies in the
ranks were filled by youths from the
universities and by the sons .of
merchants and manufacturers.
The numbers of officers also has
been raduced. At the beginning of
hostilities each company of German
infantry had five, the captain -and-
four lieutenants or second lieuten-
ants. Early in the war the creation
of mew machine-gun, trench-mortar,
gas and grenadier officers from the
infantry battalions brought  the
number- attached to each company
down ‘to only three,

Owing to the frequent absence of
officers on furlough or for the pur-
pvose of following some special in-
struction eourse, th'are are often only
two officers, and sometimes one, on
duty with a company, even when it
is holding the front line trenches.
Among -“the German
taken in recent battles on the French
front the number of active officers is
very small. = Battalion commanders
and the commanders of companies
are mearly always reserve officers.
The chiefs of sections are sergeant-
major-lreutenants, who bear the in-
gignia of officers on their shoulder-
straps, but wear 'the non-commiis-
sioned officer’s collar and hold their
rank only for the duration of the
war.

ART TREASLRES

Historic Monuments Often
Completely Enclosed by
Defences

Associated Press
London, Jan. 18.—The work of
the Italian authorities in preserving
Italy’s art treasures against bom-
bardment, was described by Major
Sir F. de Filippi, in a lecture before
the Royal Academy here recently.
“Italy has been fully alive to her
responsibility for the art of which
she is the guardian,” said the lectur-
er, “and has spared nothing in her
endeavor to protect her cities and
their treasures. In Venetian, Lom-
bardian and Tuscan towns I saw
whole buildings wrapped up. Out-
door monuments are often complete-
ly enclosed in what look like big dog
kennels. In many cases new masonry
has been put in to strengthen histor-
ic structures, an delaborate systems
of drainage have been installed
further enforcethe natural strength
of the buildings.

‘“Bags of seaweed, very light and
elastic, have been extensively and
Successfully used in Venice for St.
Mark’s.and other buildings. Bronzes,
pictures and small monuments have
been removed in colossal packing
cases and taken to places of secur-
ity. The buildings themselves have
been sandbagged without and within
and every monument or architectural
masterpiece separately shrouded .

“V€nice has presented a difficult
problem because of the soft soil on
which it is built, making heavy ma-
sonry protection often impossible,
One of the most difficult pieces of
protecting work done whs the re-
moval of Titian’s great Assumption,
a part of the wall of the Accademia
having to be taken down to get it
out.

DAIRY WORK
IN ONTARIO

Shown at Stratford
Convention

Stratferd, Ont., Jan. 18.—The
great importance of the dairying in-
dustry to Western Ontario was shown
in the report presented this morn-

here by Frank Herns, chief dairy in-
spector for westen Ontario. :

The price received in
1917 is the highest on record and
will average over 21 cents. f

With the exception of two weeks
in July, the quality was well main-
tained.

From tests made, Mr. Herns de-
clared there was room for greater
uniformity in the manufacture of
Ontario butter.
