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THIRD LETTER OF TIE REV.
CAHILL.
TO THE CATHOLICS OF IRELAND.
Dublin, May 2, 1851.
Berovep Fernow-CovxtryMEN,—In order to
have a clear and undeniable case made out against
Tngland, for having encouraged revolution on the
continent of Lurope, and in order to establish an in-
fallible proof against the Tngiish cabinet, for having,
during this revolutionary progress, endeavowred 1o up-
root Catholicity, it will be necessary thatT shall place
before you the history of Europe, during the last
twenty years, and that I shall detait the very facts on
which Tongland iad founded her anti-social and anti-
Catholic diplomacy. I am well awayve of your iinpa-
tience to hear the proofs of the pasitions which T hiave
taid down in my first letier to you; but you must not
press me info & precipilate conclusion; and you will
he better pleased hereafter, that T have proceeded
by slow, clear demonstration, than by loose and
cquivocal statements. I cannot say precisely, bow
many letters T shall write o you on this startling
subject 5 but depend on me that T shall tell a tale on
the Lnglish eabinet which will teaeh Ticland a new
lesson of Iingland’s pevfidy 5 and which will convinee
bishops and priests, and people, thut they have no
seeupity for their civil and religious liberties, except
f their fim, unbroken, and constitutional union.
And no doubt you wifl be glad to learn that these
letiers of your devoted Trish priest, are published in
every capital in Europe, through the influence of a
- listinguished fviend 5 and hunble as T2, my case
has alveady found its way aecross the Adantie, and is
answered with burning revenge i the heart of every
faithiul poor Ivishman, whom Iinglish laws have ba-
nisiied from the Tome of kis fathers. 1 shall com-
‘mence my historical references in Switzerland, and
shall begin by stating that the ailied and contracting
Fluropean powers signed at Vienna, (on blarch 20th,
1815,) a treaty called “The Federal Compact of

DI.

Switzerland ;” by vietue of ®hich the independénce

of Switzerland was guaranteed in such a manner,
that while the 22 cantons cnjoyed external sove-
reianty, cach canten possessed an daternal and inde-
pendent sovercigniy j—that is to say, each canton
tad equally one vote in the Dict; each canton had
the independent regulation of its religion aud eduea-
tion ; cach canfon, though small in population, en-
Joyed the same fegistative importance i the Diet, as
the Jargest cantonal numbers; each canton had the
right to call on the Dict lo vesist any infringement of
this compact.  INo two or more cautons had power
to unite against the internal independence of the other
cantons ; and hnally, the Kuropean powers—Ifrance.
Austria, Russia, Prussia, and England, guaranteed
theve the sceurity of «lf church property, and of all
religious estublishomenis.  Schools, celiemes, and
convents, were partieularly named, and the Catholie
clhwrels had the signatare of Lingland, and the out/ of
the Engtish plenipotentiary at Vienna, for the fulfi-
ment of this great IZuropean treaty, the 20th March,
1815,  TImmediately, on the success of the French
Revolution of 1830, Berne beeame the rendezvous of
‘all the revolutionary spirits of Kurope, in the hope of
overturning, in imitation of France, what they consi-
dered the (yvanny of the surrounding monarchies.
Mazzini, Melegar, Ruflini, Biangi, Tosales, Ghig-
Jioni, and Dorighi, represented young Italy 5 Breid-
enstein, Barth, Peters, and Stromoyer, were the de-
legates (rom young Gevmany 5 and Stolzmann, Dy-
bowsky, Zaleski, and Gordasewski, were the Lopeful
and blessed deputation from goung Poland.  The
listory of Jourope has never produced such a set of
infidel villitns—such a combination of infamous
wretches, as these vevolutionists and their assoclates.
On the 15th April, 1834, they drew up forty-six ar-
ticles of fraternization, which they published amongst
their co-conspirators in Germany, DPoland and Ttaly;
and so infectious were the principles which they eld
and circulated, that before the year 1841, they had
flled alt Switzerland with contempt for Christianily
—with hatred against the Catholic name—with an
ungovernable phrenzy to scize all Catholic church
property, and to riot il the universal spoliation of all
the Catholic colleges, churches and convents.

In order to annibilate the individual independence
of each canton, they devised a central administration
in Berne, (how very like the London centralisation.)

" In order to annthilate Catholic influence in the Diet,
they proposed that the votes of cach canton should
be increased according to the amount of the popula-
tisn, thereby giving a preponderance to several Lu-
theran cantons, and finally, they arranged, ¢ that all
matters relaling to charch properiy and charch
daws, should be .decided by a majority of the vofes

- of all the populniéon. A decision which at once

. annibilated Cathelicity in all its practical details ; the
Protestants being to the Catholics in the ratio of FIVE

.o Two. 'This law once carried out into practice,
was, in the first instance, a palpable infringement of
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the sworn and solemm compact of 1815—it was the
direct annililation of all Catholic civil liberty, and it
was the decided extinetion of the very existence aad
nae of Catholicity in that counfry. You will ask
where were the Allied Powers all this time? Where
were the centracting Yuropean parties of Vienna?
Where was the srorn plenipofentiary of Gireat Bii-
tain—1the pure propomnder of spotless liberty all over
the world? 1! I shall answer these questions in due
time 5 and I shall let you read, in the bandwriting of
Ingland’s ambassadors, the very despatehes by which
she broke her solemn and sworn word, fomented
sanguinary revolution, and fent her name and infiu-
ence (o the extivpation of the Swiss Criliclic ehurel,
in countenancing scenes of ereliy, ¢ bavishment and
plander,” which have no paralicl in the history of mo-
dern IZurope. My proofs on this point will place
before the world the value 1o be set on the word-of
“the young man,” Sir Robert Peel, who shamefully,
and in the {eeth of notorious public {acts, asserted in
the House of Commnons (as reported) that the seenes
of blood and plunder which Tugland countenanced
and advoeated “were the resuit of Papel interfor-
cuee in Switzerland.?

What a counterpart to {his siatement is the pre-
sent movement in England.

As may be well supposed, «ll the Catholies of
Switzerland, (both priests and laity,) petioned, re-
monstrated, dppealed 1o the federal compact of 1815
—called on Iiuwrope to protect theiv civil and reli-
gions liberties—opened diplesnacy with the Turopean
powers, and in the widst of thelr ilvcalened ealwni-
ties, relied on the honor (1) of Tngland for the per-
feet solution of their dificultios ! Alas 'alas ! they
little know kngland. when the case of Catholicity is
to be judged!  'The Dict, reckless of the conse-
quences, and deaf to Cathclic remonstrunce, repealed
“1he compact,” in fofo; and to show how decided
they were in their determination fo extinguish Catho-
licity, they drew up ¢ fourteen articles” for the wdop-
tign of the Catholic chureh, which I have no dould
you will read with a tuilling interest at the present
crisis. T think you will agree with me, that what
ingland can do at home, she can do abroad 3 and
these articles of « Baden™ will also inforin you of the
aim and intent of Tongland in her present prefended
zeal for Catholic cducation.  The following are the
Baden articlesi—

Tirstly —« AW sypadul assemdlies, according o
the canons of the Catholiec chuyel, are never to take
place, unless wnder the inspecting avthority of the go-
vernnent, (ces rewnions wavront licw que scus lu
swrvedllumce du gowvernement.”)

Sccandly,— "the cantons shall feel it thedr duty
to discharge all the duties appertaining o opiscope!
awthority, according to the canonical laws of Hwif:-
erland 1 Synod of Thawles, and beloved Cathulic
Bishops of Treland, docs it not appear that the Swiss
infidels divect onr present cabinet, and have drawnup
the anti-apal bill, while England, at preseat, pro-
ceeds to amililate your apostolic juristiction ?

Thirdly,— Al the acts of ceclesiastical anthority,
such as bulls, bricls, decices, ordonances, PASTORALS,
circulars, publications, ecclesiastical censures ol in-
dividuals or public bodics, shull be submitied to the
civil authority.

¢ Sowads aw rLACET de Uaulorite civile,
and any person resisting the ¢ pleasure’ of the civil
authority shall be pruaidied as the supreme civil cz-
thority shall decide.”

Hear this Catholic people of Ircland, and read ihe
very same infidel revenge in the present penal bill be-
fore parliament.

Fourthly,—¢ In all matiers relating to the legis-
lation of marriages, the causes arc referrcd to the
civil judge.”

Hear this laymen of Ireland ! and if you de not
constitutionally resist ihe present penal legisiation
your sacrament of marriage will be soon changed
into a Smithfield contract.

Fifthly,— The cantons shall protect all smuized
marriages, and shall punish any priest who shall
refuse to submit to the civil regulations 1

Hear this all priests who wish to receive a pension
from England and ta wear {he government livery.

Sixthly,—* The cantons shall establish an equitable
payment for dispensations in marriages, and shall punish
any violation of their decision,whether the disobedience
come from an Archbishop, or from the Holy Sce I

These are the cantons which Sir Robert Peel as-
sures us were goaded into rebellion by the Pope!!

Seventhly,—* The cantons engage to dimenish
and ezntively abolish all festival days, and translate
them to the following Sunday ; andin affectionate
interest for the Catholics, they-will abolish the days

of fast and abstinance, unless otherwise decided by

the civil authority 1 c .
Fellow-countrymen, do you not hear Lord John
Russell, (out of kindness for the Catholics,) declare

something of the same idea in that part of the penal

billwhich relates to bequests made on the death-bed
of the ceslator, and to meneysleft to the management
of hishops, as guardians of the poor. Tt is surprising
how niuch London has fearned from Geneva——how
newrly allied in principle is the Swiss diel and the
Engiizh parliament—and what a close resemblance
exists between Lord Jolin Russell and Oclsenbein.”

Liuily,—<The cantons shall have a right to 72
spees il sepinaries 5 they shall reedse all ceclesias-
tical colleginte vegulations, and no awe can be re-
ceitea into these seminavies till they have surésfied
tie ¢2vil anthority : and wo one cun de ordwined (il
be wiil be approved by theslate.”

Tvery step we advanee in the history of Switzer-
land; is veaily nothing: more or less than the present
history of the English eabinet; and” as the avowed
ain of the Swiss was the extirpation of Popery, is
the: 2 any man in bis senses who does nat see, at a
ciiiee, the present insidious poliey of Xugland ?

ing it properties of convents to other religions es-

tabEshments.”

Fentldr— The state ¢hall adopt measures to
abifish ail convents, or to place them under the au-
tharity o a bishop.”

Eleventhly,—* The state clajms
lation (o ail ceclesinstical bhenelices.

ATy lovds, bishops of Treland, il we do not fnly
rc&st the Bussell bill, we shall very soen sce Tatbei-
anicolors floaling from the spires of owr Cutliolic
¢ ureles. |

Thirtcenthly,—# The cantons shall demand from
cachy priest an oath of dhedicnce to the civil author-
7wy and shall ruluse ISMPLOYMEXN'T to any priest
who =ill pot tzke the aforesaid oath.™

This article finishes the entire mockery of Swiss
faw, and silences at once the voice of Cathdlieity in
that country ; and believe me, we are not very far
distant frem a similar demand on owr cledicnce heve,
unless we rise up, as une man, ina tighty constitu-
tional resistanee to the present iniquitons measure, de-
vised for the annihilation ol our entive liberty.

Tourteenthly and lastly,—< Tlie enanfons shall mu-
{ually combine info one national conlederacy fo main-
tain the principles and rules laid down in all the afore-
said articles, and shall be prepared to defend, by
foree, their practical fulfitment.”

1 need bardly tell you that the eleray and the Ioity,
seeing the totaf overthrow of their liberties, were be-
willlered in what way 1o meet this terrible stroke.
They recoliceted their ancient listory, and their na-
tional echaracter, for centuries; and they resolved to
die in the ficld sooner than submit in base cowardice,
lo this wanton attack on their rights and their faith;
but every country has its patriots and its traitors, its
martyrs and its cowards 3 and while two Jundred and
vighteen priests refused to take the cantonal onth—
that is, perjury to God and man—unfortunately,
cighieen pricsts did take the oath of perjury. and
drew along with them oxee-fnertl of the Catholic Juity.
This was a maddening and an wiexpected disaster.
Yet still the primitive Catholie cantons decided aure-
sistanee, even to death, and prepaved for the deadly
struggle. At this conjuncture of afluirs, Sir Kobert
Peel arrived in Switzerland, not as ambassador, but
asenvoy ; thatis, as the representative of Lord Palm-
erston.  They bumed nuns in efligy, precisely like
Tord Joln Lussell’s mob in London and Mutney ;
they had processions of monks, and nuns, and friars,
in which the very members of the Diet joined, pre-
cisely like the buifoonery of the Iinglish judges at the
late Lord Mayer’s dinner in London ; they imitated
priests in confession at the cowners of streets; they
hield confessions in the ball-rooms in mockery 5 and
Latheran ladies (!) were not ashamed to forget the
delicacy of their sex, and the proprieties of society in
representing the practiced indecency which the foul-
mouthed Drummond aseribed to our Iinglish and
Irish consecrated ladies.  Priests were butchered,
churches spoliated, convents were plundercd—-the
poor hospitable brothers of Mount St. Bernard did
nok even escape. Priests, [riars, schoolimasters, nuns,
were obliged to fly. The Pope’s nuncio was expelled.
Scences of pillage, robbery, revenge, debauchery, pri-
vate assassination, and open murder were enacted,
which surpassed the revengeful ferocity of savage
life, and in the hope of annihilating # Popery” the
gates of hell seemed to be opened, aud to send forth
tlemons, not men, to perpetrate barbaritics which
shock human nature, and make the intellect reel in
insane wonder. They denied ihe existence of God.
The miscreant Strans, openly blasphemed against
Christ—called Cliristianity and its miraclesa success-
ful system of mesmerism, legerdemain, and ventrilo-

the right of col-
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quism.  Melegari ridiculed marringe, avowed the
iiscellancous intercourse of the sexcs as ohe of the
rights of liberty; he aud his demon associates lo-
velled all the Jaws of Glod aud man, which heretofore
Leld society togetlier, and converted their existence
and their gilt of speceh into the appalling instruments
ol perdition and damnation.  Like the sea agitated
by a coming storm, and rising as the {empest rages,
Gl at length the swollen tide, struggfing with the hur-
vicane, lashes the very skies in terror, just so the
mfidelity and the lasphemy of the Swiss—the hatred
the revenge of the anti-Catholic revolutionists, rose
to such a piteh of fury—their associnte clibs through-
out Germany, Poland, Ttaly, France and Lombardy,
were bound tagether with such a ferocious vengeance,
against all order and morality—that in their insane
conspiracy, they convulsed all Enrope in one friglitful
scene of plunder and blood, and nearly reduced so-
cicty into a chaos of lawlessness, ivveligion, and in-
famy.  Keighiy-six thousand men, (of wlat was
called the  free corps,”) united in one fevocisus hand
to enforce the fourteen articles of Baden and the
primitive Catholic eanions were thus foreed to arm
themselves in defence of Jiberty, religion, and life.
The leader of this free corps was the < idol” whom
Nir (youngr) Robert Peel was ordeved Ly his master,
Lovd Palmerston, to worship.  “The oflicers of this
“lree corps™ were ¢ he glovions fellows” whom he
praised in his maiden speceh in parliament; and the
review of this & (vee corps™ were the publie speeta-
eles which he patronised by his ofiicial presence, anid
in which he joined as they performed their military
avalutions, '

Breaking offy, for the present, this part of my Tu-
ropean navrative, it is impossible (o look on the pie~
ture of Switzerland without recognising its perfect:
likeness and copy in the present temper and political
posiere of Lngland, towards the Cathulie chuvch
and Catbelie liberiy.  The political, persecuting
cuting premises are the same ; and it this position he
conceded, it clearly follows, according to the rules of
pelitical "logic, that Catholie IZngland and Trefand
wust be prepared for the same political persecuting
conclusion,

During the last (hree hundred years, Enaland has
tried every plan which pawer and stratagem could
devise and sustain, in order fo blot out owr ereed. to
efface our national recollections, and by thnus endea-
voring o make a new national mind, and a new na-
Gonal hieart, 1o extivpate the ofd Tiish character
whicl they hiave degraded by long misrule 3 but which
will yet, in times Lo come, be driven (o take revenge
for the heartless eruclties and the awfal tyeauny of
the red centuries whieh are passed.  They did net
like to begin our rein at once m Treland, feaving the
re-action and the results : ot they began on the con-
tinent, and they have tried the experiment in several
conntrics abroad, in able practical suecess—they are
as remarkable, at present, through Furope for sue-
cessful revolution, as they are for suceessful comn-
neree, and the late hull of the Pope, for the farmation
of an Lnglish hierarchy, just came in “the nick of
time” to re-enaet Switzerland in Bnglund, and to level
a deadly blow atl all our cducational establishmen:s,
at our colleges, at, our convents, at owr bishops, and af:
the entirety of our ceclesiastical rules and discipline.

Ttis a very short-sighted view of the Catholie -
chureh, to examine its progress as governed by men
—its position must be always viewed as in counexion
with Giod as its first magistrate and governor,  Mere
human reasoning could never have foreseen its (ri-
umphis over the tervors of the Roman emperors—over
the learned plawsibility of the Arians—over the po-
pular errors of the Waldenses—over the license to
lust of the first so-called Reformers—or over the
modern {flowery path to heaven, by mental faith, in
oppuosition to the doctrine of the hard penance of the
cross; but the Catholic church has triunphed over
all her adversaries through every age and every
country—she has put on armour to suit the strategy
of every coming assailant—her bravearmy lias never
refused battle to the enemy, or blenehied before the
terrors of the foc—her officers, throughout 18 centu-
ries, have defended her turrets, and stood in the
breach of lier citadels, and conquered and died in
transmitling to us their victorious colors; and we arc
not the legitimate decendants of -{hese men—we are
base cowards—we are an undisciplined force—we are
an unworthy generation, if we do not meet Lutheran,
Calvanistic, Methodistic, ever-varying, infidel, Christ-
ian Pagan England, in her present phase of anti-Ca-
tholicism, and by our intrépity, union, -and courage, .
give an additional victory to the Catholic name:

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

AGGREGATE MEETING OF THIZ CATHO-
LICS OF IRELAND.

This great and most important demonstration, so
-imperatively demanded by the audacious attacks upon
religious liberty, took place in the Rotundo on Tues-
day, ¢ for the purpose of petitioning parliament against
the ¢ ecclesiastical titles assamptive bill,’ and the ¢ re-
ligious houses bill, and to adopt such other, measures
as may be best calculated to protect the religions
rights and liberties of the Catholics of the United
Kingdom.” - The rights of conscience being threat-
-ened with violation, it beecame the bounden duty of
tlie country to protest against the outrage, in terms
and in 2 manner not to be mistaken—and that duty
was well and nobly disclharged yesterday.  The re-
quisition upon which the meeting was called contained
an array of names which, for number, character, posi-
tion and influence, have been scldom or never equalled
in ahy similar document. 'The signatures of the
Archbishops head the list, and they are followed by
those of the other prelates, that vencrated body giv-
ing their entire sanction, zealous co-operation, and
powerful influence to this great movement, in defence
of religious freedom. The Catholic clergy, peers,
members of parliament, members of the legal and
other professions, magistrates, mercantile classes, and,
in short, every order and interest in the community,
are also most amply represented in the documeut,
which, in itself, is @ most powerful protest against the
revival of the penal code, and proclaims, in a voice,
of which cven the bigoted advocates of persecution,
would do well to take heed, that the pecople of this
country, of all ranks and classes, are firmly resolved
never again to submit to the abrogation of the sacred
rights ol conscience.

The meeting afforded further proof of this, if such
were necessary. It was beld in the Great Loom of
the Rotundo, which was densely thronged in every
part long before the hour namedsfor taking the chair.
The extensive platform was thronged with most res-
pectable and influential gentlemen from all parts of
the country, representing the clergy, professions, mer-
cantile and trading classes, the inunicipalities, magis-
trates, landowners, &c. The Catholic portion of the
bar was especially well represented by iis most lead-

"ing and distinguished members. Indeed so great was
the crowd on the platiorm, and in the reserved seals,
that it was found utterly impossible to get anything
like a list of names, such as would adequately show

the number, position, or influence; of those present. |

Not only were the platform and the reserved seats
erowded fo excess, but the body of the great room
was so filled as not to leave a'standing place unoccu-
pied, and large numbers had to remain outside, not
being able to ebilain adiission. A great many ele-
gantly dressed ladies were accommodated in the re-
‘served seats.  Altogether, it may be truly stated,
‘that the meeting was one of the most numerous, im-
portant, and influential, that has ever been held
liis country. DMany great and momentous demon-
strations have taken ‘place in the same building; but
never, we believe, any that exceeded, or ‘perbaps

equalled, this, in all that renders a great public meet-

ing deserving of the utmost degree of weight and in-
fluence. ~ The demeanor of the vast assemblage was
marked with .determination ‘and enthusiasm, and the
sentiments of the several speakers iwere received and
-zésponded-to ina way -that .evinced s firm and fixed
. -resolation ‘to maintain :the principles’of religious li-
berty at‘évery.sacrifice. S

rick came forward amid loud :chees, and said—T'el-
low Catholics, as ihe representative: here of the
Catholics of Limerick, allow we to propose that the
Ion. Charles Preston, son of Lord Gormanston, take
the chair at this meeting (vehement cheering.) -
The Mayor of Kilkenny said he felt sincere plea-
sure in seconding the motion (cheers.)
The chair was then taken by the Fon.' Charles
Preston. R
My, Burke, Lon. sec., then came forward and read
‘the requisition convening the meeting. IIe said that
it had been signed by all the archbishops and bishops
of Ireland, (loud cheers,) by four peers, seven sons of
peers, twenty-two members of parliament, and by a
farge number of deputy lieutenants, magisirates, and
professional and mercantile gentlemen.  More than
3,000 names Lad been afixed to the requisition in o
very [ew days; and it was stated .from all parts of
the country, that if a few days more time lLad been
afforded, the number of signatures would have been
more than trebled (cheers.)
- Mr, Burke then read the following letters from his
Grace the Primate, and his Grace the Archbishop of
Tuam :—

and first-class emigrant vessels were adverlised as

-about to sail from Liverpool for Philadelphia, New
York, St. John’s and other ports of Amevica, Mr,
Harris announcing himself as an agert of Messes,
Moleny ind Co., Liverpool. Tickets were issued at
rates much below those usvally demanded by emigra-
tion agents, and the result of course was that muny
poor country people were duped into paying their
money at the office. Several of those persons were
directed to call at the office on last Thursday, when
they were inforned that they would rezeive tickets
which would entitie them to a free passage to Liver-
pool, there to go on board a vessel which Harrisadver-
tized as the ¢ new ship,” and which Lis bill imnoun-
ced as about to sail for dilferent ports in America.
Parties intending to emigrate to any port there were
told separately that the new ship was te sail for the
particular place of their destination. Accordingly
large nombers of persons eanie to the office in Fish-
street early on Thursday morning, in expectation, of
course, that they would receive their pussage tickets,
when to their alarm they fouud the office closed up,
“without any appearance of lusiness of any kind.
After o short time the lodgings of Mr. Harris were
found, and applicution made there, winn it was disce-
vered, 10 the horror of the unfortunate dupes, that the
gentlenan had retired precipitately from Cork the
evening before. It appears that by this {raudulent
proceeding Harris bas suceeeded in cheating the poor
peopte of “a very considerable sum of mouey.—Corle
Lzaminer.

EXNISTYMON,
" The Rev. S. G. Osborne, in a letter to the Editor of
the Times, gives the following frightful particulars
relative to some of the poorhonses of the west:—

«« The out-relief in these unions has been refused
in thousands of cnses where the destitution could not
be assumed ; when it has been given, it lias been
guch as only just supported existance—could not pro-
serve life. " Much comment has been made upon the
fact that the Wilrush paupers, inmates of the work-
houses, are kept at an_expense for fuod of “114d. per
woek, clothing 2. Why, Sir, 1 do not believe any
one outdoor paaper for many months past has in these
unions liad sevenpence worth of velief in any one
waek. The moeckery is for cver gone through of
oflering them orders for the house in which the guar-
dians know there is no roam. [ deny, however, that
the workhonses at Ennistymon or Kilrush were a
short time ago fair tests of destitution. I Jnow no
langunage streng enongh with which to denounce the
cruel injostice which suffers these houses to become
pest-houses, and then declares that these who wou’t
enter them can’t be destitute.

¢ Tt has a lone time beea known o me that deatls
for ever happen in these houses from starvation, on
whiclL no inquests are held. I also know that at Jeast
at one board means have been taken to try and deter
the police from reporting such deaths occurring out of
the house for inquests. I lkmow that in Clare a great
many bodies of persons dying sudden of starvition—
the end is often sudden—have been buried without
inquests—nay, withont pol'ﬁ ns. Astothe workhonses,
it may happen, as at Kiltush at this moment, that the
coroner should be a member of the board, brother to
the medical officer of the house, - ‘

¢ [ will here quote a case from many before me.
Some few weeks ago there was a man named Sheehy
in the workhouse of Kilrush; he had been there for
some time ; he.was now discharged from the work-
house by the chairman ; he was on his way home,
some distance, I believe, from the said workhouse,
the weather intensely cold ; he was found dead on the
roadside, his head “resting on his little daughter’s
bosom, a child about seven yeais old. The gentleman
vho is my antharity for this sad tale states he waited
onc day for the coming of the coroner, who never
came, and the man was bwied without any inquest.
There is g place called Knock, in the Kilrush union ;
a poor man lately died in the place, and I am informed
he remained unbuired, for the want of a coffin, eleven
days. - The relieving officer and the guardian were
- both applied to, and both refused it,, A police-consta-
ble at the station at last got a {ew boards, extem-
rised a sort of coffin, aid:thus. got the man buried.
‘am furhter informed, that but for this. constable (L

.haye ‘his name) and the.Priest, the wife and child

would have died of hunger.”

The day was all but a general holiday, and from
maorning to night the streets leading 1o the park were
crowded with carriages and pedestrians. ~ Irom Hyde-
park-corner, through Piceadilly, one unbrokeu line of
carriages extended, at nine o’clock, across Leicester-
square as far asthe Freemasons?

Perhaps so many equipages were never hefore
brought togetlier in one spot, as were collected in and
around the park, when the Royal coriége halted at the
north transept. The holders of tickets found great
diflienlty in reaching the building ; but, once there,
thejr troubles ceased.

Contrary
1o the expeetation ol many, the Queen did not ride in
her State carringe and go in procession, as is the case
when Parliament is opened or prorogued, but she was
well seen, and both herself and the Prince were re-
ceived with loud, hearty cheers by the people. In the
carringes which accompanied her Majesty were the
Prince of Wales and Princess Royal, the Duke of
Cambridge, the Duchess of Sutherland, and the cther
members of her suite. The Queen arrived al the north
entrance of the transept precisely at iwelve o’clock.
On entering, the booming of cannons in the distance,
a flourish of trumpets, and the stiiking up of ¢ God
save the Queen,” by the organ and band, annonnced
the fact to the vast multitude who had congegaled in
the building. Her Majesty emered in State, leaning
on the amm of Prince Albeit, aud Jeading the Prince ot
Wales by the hund, Prince Albert leading the Prin-
cess Royal. -

The view when the Queen took her seat, was oue
that we would all England had seen. The seats for
the ladies were DLarricaded off; so as to leave a wide
and elear sungway up the ceutre of the nave and the
transept for the cirenlation of the visitors.  The front
seats were cecupied Ly the Jadies, amd at the back
there were standing places for the gentlemen, the
seats being devoted exclusively to the use of ladies.
The same arrangement took place with regard to the
seals in the galleries. The norihern end of the tran-
sept was partitioned off’ for the exclusive use of her
Majesty and those persouages who had the right of
enlrée, or who were engaged in the ceremanial, This
potion of the building was kept by the Life Guards.
"The play of the magnificent fonnlains, in front of Lhe
State~chair, gave o delicious appearance of coolness
to the whole scene, and the uee, which is just
bursting inta leaf, formed, with the crystal walls of
the Palace seen through the folinge, o most picturesque
buek ground. The duis of State was raised under a
maguilicent canopy, and the whole area was adorned
with a display of statuary, among which the beautiful
equestrian statues of her Majesty and of Prince Albest
were particularly conspicuvus. Groups of statunary
were ranged on cach side of the transept, fronm the
door of entrance up to the nave.
~The building itsell displayed internal effects of
which we had scarcely thought it susceptible. The
hard fines and shrunken masses which a metallic
construction involved, where hitherto but inefieetually
relieved by the pale and faded colouring which bas
been adopted; the ashy tones and consumplive
lincaments of the siructure wanted mass and relief.
These were, at the opening, nobly supplied., The
intenise seavlet of hangings and uuiforms, the rich
crimson ol carpets and tapestry, the bright floral
parterre-like eflects of the ten thousand pinks and
blues of feminine attire, the sparkling fouutains, the
masses of exotic flowers, the golden sunbeams flashing
at once on the delicale spring-tints of our Inglish
elms, and the heavier greens of trapical palms—tliese,
with the sparkling of glass and the more solid polish
of metal, wdequately redeemed, by their breadth and
harmony, the more prominent defects of the ¢ Crystal
Palnce.” . '

The official programme was sermpulously followed.
A choir under the direction of Sir George Smart, Mr,
Turle, of Westminster Abbey, presiding a1 the organ,
sung ¢ God Save the Queen.” Prinee Albert read a
Report of the proceedings of the Commissioners, pre-
senied her Majesty with a eatalogne, and introduced
the Commissioners., The artistie eftect of the general
grouping, presented at the delivery of the address of
the Commissioners, was striking.

Her Majesty returned the following most gracious
answer —

« I reecive with the greatest satisfaction the address
which you have presented 10 me on the opening of
this Exhibition. .

«I have observed with o warm and increasing
interest the progress of your proceedings in the
cxecution of the duties entrusted to you by the Royal
Commission, and it affords me sincere gratificntion to
witness the sucecessfu] result of your judicious aund
nuremilting exertions in the splendid speetacle Ly
which 1 am this day surrounded.

¢ T cordially concur-with youin the prayer, that, by
God’s blessing, this undertaking may conduce to the
wellare of my people and to the conunan interest of
the human race, by encouraging the arts of peace and
industry, strengthening the bonds of union among the
nations of the earth, and promoting a friendly and
honarable rivalry in the usefu] exercise of those
faculties which have been conferred by a bencfhieient
Prmi'igl,ence for the good and the happiness of man-
kind. ‘

The Archbishop of Canterbury, by order, said a
prayer, not one word of which, by the way, was heard
at the distance of a dozen yards :(—

The ¢ Iallelujah Chorus?® was then performed, but
the organ had not the effeet anticipated.. The Royal

pjroceséion was headed by the architect atd contractors,

-and continued with the Finance and Exécutive' Com-

mitiee, the Foreian Comnnissioners, the Royal Com-
missioners, the Foreign Ambassadors, and the Cabinet
Ministers,—then came the Queen, leading the Prince
of Wales, and Prince Albert, leading the Princess
Royal, followed by the Foreign Princes, now stayiug
in'this country, and the ladies and gentlemen of the
Court. The procession turned to the right, moved to
the west end of the nave by its noith side, returned to
the east end of the nave by its south’ side, including
the south end of the transept, and came back to the
centre along the north side of the nave; thus euabling
all those present to see her Majesty and the procession,
During the procession, and at the Queen’s approach,
the organs were successively played. On the return
to the platiorm, the marquis of Breadalbane declared
¢“the Exhibition opened!”” This was announced to
the public by a flourish of trampets and the firing vf a
royai salute on the north’ of the Supentine ; the bar-
riers, which had kept the nave clear, were thrown
open, and the public allowed to circulate.

The Duke of Wellington accompanied the proces-
sion during the whole of its route, leaning on the arm
of the Marquis of Anglesea. It was his eighty-second
birthday. The twe velerans were much applauded as
they walked wih feeble steps throngh the vast build-
ing. The Chinese Commissioner, Mandarin Hesing,
was the object of much curiosity. As soon as he
espied the Duke of Wellington, he made his way
towards him, and paid his obeisances to him after his
colintry’s fashion.  Mr. Cobden was particularly con-
spicuous, from his being the only Xnglish Commis-
sioner in a plain or evening dress suit! As he was
passing by the Waterloo heroes, oue of the Royal
Commissioners introdoced hiim to them, and from the
low bows on both sides, it was evident th:it this wasa
first introduction. The conversation was continued
for some time in an animated manner, and this first
meeting between the greatest warrior of the age and
this distinguished apostle of peace in the Palace of
Industry, is cetninly not one of the least interesting
incidents of the Great Exhibition.— Weelly News.

In proposing the resolution, he said that the
cloquence of 1his great scholar and Priest was shak-
ing from apathy the whole of the Catholics threughout
the land.  Dr. Cahill had given expression to the
burning feelings ot indignation whiclt lay smouldering
within the breast of every intelligent Catholic who
viewed the recent procecdings in parliament (hear,
hear.) Eloquence like Dr. Cahill*s had not grceted
the Catholic car since the days of the great O’Couunell.
The vote of thanks was seconded by Mr. Johie Mayriz,
who, after alluding te the feclings with which Caiho-
lies all over the Continent regard the persecuting
measures in question, observed that, like the cloguent
Dr. Cahill, he did not believe that the enactment, if
passed, would ever be abeyed ; he did not believe that
the sons of Lrin would permit Orange magistrates to
visit, alarm, and terrify the inmates of these holy
abodes. For, guard such a measure as they may, it
would Le open to such abuse as he could not contem-
plate without feelings of indignation, which e was
unable to deseribe (cheers.) Certain of this he wwas,
that the anthors of these bills were the greaiest uaitors
to the Sovereign of these realms; they were seeking
1o rob that gracieus monarcl of the loyal affection at
the best of her subjects Chear) Let the aristocracy
of this country heware; there was a elend in the dis-
tance, small, indeed, but which was spreading.—
Chartism was again rising, and other elements of
threatening aspect.  An hour miglt come when the
men who were now foremost i raising this ery will
be glad to seek the aid and mighty iniluence of the
Catholic Prelates and Priesthoed 1o protect them from
anarchy and ruin.  This was ne mere conjecture ; it
was now found on the Coutinent that the great seeuri-
1y for property and the law of order and rational Jiberty
rested on the basis of the teaching of the Catholic
Cliurch. Millions of the working men of Ingland—
the masses of the population—despised the No-Popery
cry of Lord John Russell awd his emissaries, and were
determined, if they took part in the contlict, it would
e to overthraw the \yramny which they belleve exists
in Chureh and State (cheers.)

Farar Ratnway Accrnryt—On Tuesday evening
a terrible aceident took place in the Sutton taunel of
the Luncashire and Cheshire Junction Railway. h
appears that the number of persons who visited Ches-
ter by the Cheshire Junetion line from Manchester,
for the purpose of attending the race lor the Chester
Cup, was s great that it was found necessary 1o de-
spatch 1iwee speeial trains in addition tothose employ-
ed iy the ordinary fraffic, The tains lelt Chester
about a quarter before ten o’clock, and the first traiu
passed threngh the tunnel in safely ; but not so with
the othe two. The seeond tzin had got abot the
centre of the tmmnel, and was proceeding slowly,
wien the third’ train came up wt full speed, and
smashed the two last carriages almost 1o picces.  'The
crash was awlol,  Five pussengers were killed on the
spot, auud Lwo others died very shortly alterwards,  In
adedition to these, almost fiftcen persons were found to
have been seriunsly injured, Desides one gentleman,
an engineer attached Wwthe London and North-Wester,
Railway Company, who had his thigh broken.

DiscrackruL tosonasci.—A few days since a man
named Newmanel was bronght up at Worship-streot
Police courtycharged with a rutal assault upon his wif
and daughter.  The lace of the wife was terribly con-
twsed, one of the eyes of the dauvghter, a litle girl
between eight and nine, was borl bruised and swollen,
and it was evident that they had been most shamefilly
treated ; but upon the danghter being questioned by
the magistrate, she answered that she had never
gone to churh or chapel, had never been tanght the
agifference between good and evil, and, in faet, hal not
the slightest idea of the consequences of speaking
fulsely. The magistrate could not therefore receive hor
testimony, upon which the wife said that her eldest
son could speak to the same circumsiances, and the
son, a grown up young man of 22, was therefore placed
in the box 1o give evidence ; but npon his being ques-
tioned in a similar manner, he gave precisely the sanie
answers, and the wife herself acknowledged that the
whole of her family had been brought up in the same
way, although her” husband carned very good wages,
and that she herself Lad not attended divine servise
during the whole time she had been married. The
mayistrate severely reprehended the woman’s conduet,
and, saying that it was one of the most diszraccful
instances of utter neglect and carclessness on the part
of u wife.and mother he ever knew : he ordered the hns-
band to find bail for his apearance on that day fortnight,
and directed the woman totake her son and danghter 1o
the minister of her parish without loss of time, that
they might in the interval acquire some notion of their
duties to themselves and society, and be fit, when the
man was again bronght up, to give such evidence as
would be likely to render him ™ amenable to justice.

The meeting ot the 29th, will show tlic people of
England, the firm resolve of the Irish, the strict
union that prevails amongst them; and will, we hope,
convinee them of the raslmess of the attempt, to
rivet anew upon the necks of a brave people, (as brave
and determined as themselves,) the chains of a despot-
ism, the meanest and most brutal that ever disgraced
humanity.  We cannot conclude our notice of this
meeting, without congratulating our readers, wpon the
veturn of the inheritor of a glorions name, to a sense
of duty. The son ol the great Liberator, has promised
to {ulfil the declared wishes of his fellow countrymen,
by opposing, on all occasions, any Ministry which
shall atltemnpt to impose new Penal laws, or which, if
they pass, shall not do its best to repeal thew.
Others will, no doubt, follow his example. And, if
the attempt at persecution is persevered in, Gireat
Britain will soon learn 1o its cost, that until it aban-
dons all idea of interfering with the firee action of the
Catholic Churel, all government will become an
impossibility.

By the # Franklin,”* we learn that the ministry have
again susiained 2 defeat, on a motion with reference
to the spirit trade, the votes being 139 on cach side.
Mr. Roebucek taunted Lord John with lis non-resigna-
tion, to which the Premier replied, rather pettishly,
that he would take care of his own reputation, a thing
not dificult {o do, as it isa commodity with which
his lordship is not over burthened.—Nothing further
has been done with the Penal laws.—Tn Kustralia,
the tickets of lewre have been taken from the Irish
Ixiles—Mr. M‘Manus, O’Doberty, and O’ Donashue.
The arrival of the « Atlantic,” with threc daysolater
mtelligence, is telegraphed from New Yorlk.

Now, as
long as any one can purchase intexicating drinks at
the Jow rate of from 1s 3d"to 2s per gallon, we have
reason to fear that the cawse of Lemperance will:not
advance, as it otherwise would. I would therefore
suggest to the friends of the cause, that we use exer-
tions to bring the matter efore the Legislative bo-
dy the ensuing Session, praying that a heavier duty
be imposed upon the distilling of whiskey,. and that
no distilfer, merchant, or trader, be allowed to sell
any less quantity than five gallons—as it must be ob-.
~ious to every person—that to those who unfortunately
are prone to take the intoxicating draft, the tempta-
tion is very great under the present existing law, re-
speeting distilievies and traders.  And 1 would {urther
beg to remark on the nccessity of all Temperance
Societies, forming committees of vigilance in each
parish ‘or township, for the purpose of making com-
plaint of any person or persons found in a state of in-
toxication, exposed to public view,

Hoping that these remarks may, in some measure,
forward the glorious cause of Temperance, and stir up
those to duty, who are well-wishers to ils progress,
but have hitherio been too lukewarm on the subject,

We willingly give insertion to the above commumi-
cation, from a friend of the noble cause of Temper-
ance,—a cause in which Catholies and Protestants,
forgetful of their religious diflferences, can mcet, as
upon a common ground, {o wage war against the
monster drunkenness.  Agrecing therefore with our
correspondent, as to the desirableness of the object to
be obtained, we lLiope we may be pardoned, if we
venture to differ with him, as 1o the best means of
obtaining it.  We do not belicve, for our own part,
that drunkenuness, or the consumption of spirvituous li-
quors, was ever in the slightest deeree diminished, or
checked, by legislative enactinents 3 as the subject of
all such enzciments, are the seilers, and not the con-
sumers of infoxicating liquors ; now it is by the moral
reformation of the Iatter, by the reformation of the
individuals of whom society is composed, that the gol-
den age of temperance is to be brought about. To
atiempt to reform the individuals, by reforming so-
ciety, is, in vulgar parlanee, a putting of ihe cart be-
fore the horse.  Our theory is, diminish the number
of consumers of spirituous liquors, and the sellers will
soon be driven out of the field.  But perhaps we may
be told, that by proliibiting the sale of intoxieating li-
quors, their consumption is prevented.  Nothing can
be more unfounded.  The sale of intoxicating liquars
is ever, and will ever be, proportionate to the de-
mand ; if they are not sold by one man,they will be by
another. The quantily sold, is not diminished by le-

‘gislative prohibitions, but merely changes lands, pas-

sing from those of the licensed dealer, to the hands of
the unlicensed, and  clandestine grog-seller.  All ex-
cessive prohibitions upon the sale of ardent spirits, act
but as a premium upon the trade of the illicic dealer ;
for so0 long as there are persons, willing to consume,
so Jong will there be found plenfy of persons, willing
and ready to pander to the consumer’s appetite, by
the sale of spivitunus liquors.  Were it practicable to
enforce the law, it would be move consistert for the
advocates of “ Temperance by act of Parliament,” to
agitate for the prohibition of the consumption, than
of the sale of ardent spirits.  Lemperance, and Tem-
perance Socicties have made greal progress, and will,
we trust in God, make still more, but then we must
confide more in the iuflucnce of His Holy Spirit, and
fess in that of the Legislature; we must look for
assistance, not from man, but from God; not from
Acts of Parliament, but from the constant use of the
means of grace, Ife has so abundantly placed within
our veach. To do otherwise, savors strongly of
Pelagianism ; and for our parts, we should feel more
sanguine for the success of the “l'emperance move-
ment throughout the country, if we were assured that
all the inbabitants devoutly received the Holy Com-
munion once a month, (han il we were to sec whole
cart-loads of enactments, emanate from the legislature
upon the subject, during the present session.  When
the system that we recommend shall have been tried,
and found wanting ; when the general, and frequent
use of the Sacraments shall have been proved to have
fuiled in producing habils of temperance, then, and
not till then, should we feel inclined to apply to the
Legislature for more stringent laws against the sale
of spirituous liquors. '

. We hope we may not be misunderstond ; we do
not mean to argue against the duly of the Legisla-
ture to discourage.drunkenness, and all other vices;
or to deny the propriety of wuintaining a strict sur-
veillance over houses in which intoxicating liquors are
sold, and the holding, of the masters of such houses,
personally responsible for every thing that occurs un-
der their roofs. 'We only deprecate all over legisla-
tion, as fatal to the cause which it is intended to
serve; we only dread, lest by impracticable enact-
ments, sin may be encouraged, instead of discounte-
nanced, and thus a noble and holy cause be seriously

prejudiced in the opinion of many good and moderate

men of various religious persuasions. "We need hard-
ly add.that our celumnas- shall always be opem to the
advocate of Temperance, no matter though we may
have the misfortune te differ with our excellent coi-
respondent, as to the means by which temperanee is
to.be brought about. o ’

'We arealways sorry when we see the.Anglicans-
descending 'to the dirty trick of snisrepresentation,
against Catholics ; we are alwaysready to meet them
in the fair field of controversy ; and we are, therefore,.,
grieved to see them having recourse to falsehood, in-
stead of argument. It is what we expect from evoo-
gelicals; from the “ Grimes Washpots,” and Maw.-
worms of the conventicle ; but gentlemen of the
Church of England ought to know better. ' The
Chaerch of Toronto, the Anglican organ in Upper
Canada, is becoming a servile imitator of some of
those very Yrotestapt, and disreputable journals,
whose calumnies we have occasionally taken the
trouble of vefuting.  Tn his issue of the 13th, the
Claerch has an article, copied from the Patring, of
which he speaks approvingly, and which he commends-
to the attention of his readers; he becomes, there-
fore, responsible for tlhe truth of its contenls, the
more so, as the means of ascertaining their truth or
falsity were easily within his reach.  The article to
whicli we allude, after ciling the various acts of Tar-
linment, passed since 1841, {o enable the Catholic
clergy, and veligious communities, to retain peaceable
possession of their own property, and forgetting to
cite the vavious wets passed in favor of Protestant
Socicties, with the same object, as for instance :—

more, tus continues—

"T'he former of which incorporates the Roman Catho-
{ie Bishops of Torento and Kingston, in each diocese,
makes them cligible to hold real property to an unli-
mited extent, any twhere withii the DProvince of
Clureadie, without any restrictions, as to the mode of’
acquisition 5 and in section 9, provides for the erea-
tion ol new divceses, giving their Bishops the same
power.”

“The latter incorporates the Iloman Catholic
Arehbishop of Quebee, and the Bishops of Montreal
and Byiown ; empowers them fo hold veal esiate to
an unlintited extent, any where 4 botl Provinces;
and provides for the fuwre incorporation of Arei-
bisheps ov Dishops, of new dioceses, upon the same
teras,

« Loth of these acts require the incorporation to
regizter conveyances {o ¢hene, the former within
twelve, and the Iatter within six months Jrom their
execution ; giving a power to reecive (lf'ulh-bgftl be-
quests, registered as just stated 3 while, by the Church
of (Lnglund) Lemporalities act, bequests musi be
e see wontles belore the dealh of the testator,
cenel registered sis months wfler” ‘

Woe tax the writer of the above, with deliberate
fulseliood, or clse gross isnorance of the subject upon
which he presumes to write. We will give the Catho-
lic version of these acts of incorporation; will the
Latriot or the Chirch dave deny our stateivents?

By act of the Colonial Yarlimment, 7 Vic. c. 08,
which received ilie royaf assent 23d May, 1844, the
Anglicane Bishops of Guebee and Tovonte, together
with certain gentlemen named therein, were crected
into {wo corporations, al the licad of one of whick
stands the name of the Anglican Bishep of (nebee,
at the head of the other, that of the Anglican
Bishop of Toronto. By this act, these Church
Societies, or I2celesiastical cornorations, were enpow-
cred ¢ to have, hold, receive, enjuy, possess, retain,
&e., all messuages, lands, tencwents, &e., which shalt
be granted, apropriated, devised, hequeathed, <2 any
manncr or way, whatsoeeer 5 there are no restrictions
as to the amount of property, no time specified for
registration, and aw zesirictions wpon death-hed be-
guests.  'Well, the year after, and in consequence ol
the privileges conferred upon the Protestants, the
Caiholic Bishops of Toronto and Kingston, petitioned
that they, alse, might be egually favored.s a just de-
mand, to which the Legislature could not give a re-
(usal; and, consequently. by 8 Vie,, c¢. 82, the
Bishops of Toronto and Kingston, were erected into
bodies corporate, with exactly the same powers of
holding property, as had been alveady conferred upon
the Anglican Chureh Societies ; but, with the restric-
tion of being compelled to register the conveyances ol
property fo them, within twelve months, Now, why did
not the Palriot and Churde mention this litle cir-
cumstance? Wy did they not tell the public, that
nothing has been granted Lo the Catholies, but what
had previowsly been granted to Protestants . DPer-
haps it did not suit their convenience to tell the whale
truth, and so they suppressed it they could hardly
have been ignoraut of it.

"The next piece of dishonesty is more glaring. We
are told, in all the dignity of Italics, « that the act
which incorporates the Catholic Archbishop of Que-
bee, and the Bishops of Montreal and Bytown—12
Vie., ¢. 136, cmpowers them to hold real estate toan
unlimited extent.” Were this true, it would be but
an act of justice ; for the Protestant corporation of
the Anglican Church Society of Quebcee, enjoys this
privilege; but it happens to be a deliberate false-
hood, uttered in the hopes that nonc of its veaders
would detect or expose its falsity. We are going to
quote, Scct. 6, of 12 Vic., c. 136:—

« And be it enacted, that ncither of the said corpo-
ralions hereby created, shall have, lold, possess, or
enjoy, lands and tenements, or real estale, n virtue of
this Act, .exceeeding five thousand pounds, in,annual
value, at any lime.”

And yet, with this clause staring them in the face, our
Protestant cotemporaries lave the -impudence to as-
sert, that the Cathelic Bishops of Quebec,, Montreal

and Bytown, may, ia their corporate capacity, hold”
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“ redl. property to any extent.” We are certain
that Catholics have no objection tosee their Protest-
ant brethren hold property to any extent, provided
only that such property is acquired, as is that of the
Catholic corporations, by purchase, or the charity of
private individuals. Catholies will raise no outcry
against this.  Why then should Protestants not deal
equally fair with Catholics, and measure to them as
they would' be measured unto? We hope that the
Church gave insertion to the article from the Patriot,
in ignorance, more than in malice, and that he will,
therefore, take the trouble to correct the falsehaod
to-which, in his columns, he has given an increase of
.eirculation.  If le refuses to retract, when bis error
s pointed out, we camnot but hold him * particeps
crininis.”? S

MUNITFICENT DONATION.

St. Mary’s CouLecE, in this city, has just
reccived a splendid present {rom the Government of
the State of New York. The IHon. Christopher
Morgan, on the request of J. Romeyn Beck, lisq.,
one of the Regents of the University ol that State, has
sent to the library of that rising Institution, the work
published by the State, within the last few years,
under the title of the # Natural History of the State
of New York,”? of which fifteen quarto volumes have
already appeared,illustrated withnuinerous engravings.

T'he immense wndertaking was approved of by the
Legislature, in 1833, on wotion of the Ion. Clarles
Clineh, and, in the following year, an appropriation
af $104,000 was made 1o carry it into cffect; this
was subsequently inercased by other appropriations.

Bminent men, in each branch, were sclected to
realise the projeet, which embraces all the divisions
of natural listory. 'We shall not attempt an analysis
of a work, which alose requires serious study ; but
we cannot omit to give the titles of the volunes, the
names of the aulhors, and the date of publication.
The letter press is illustrated by engravings, by the
best artists, which thus give a new value to this
monument of science ;—

"This work, in iwo volumes, embraces all that can
interest the enttivator, Llie second volume contains
a chemical analysis of the various agricnltural sub-
stanees, 123 cuts.  The last fourteen pages, furnish a
curious synoplical table of meteorological observa-
tions, for the year 1843, .

Althoueh this rieh collection 1s not yet com-
plete, it gives the lighest idea of the scientific
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superiotity of our neighbors. The netivity of their
commeree, and the achievements of their indusicy, |
had long since placed thewn in the first rank of civilised |
nations; and now, litle as it may be supposed by |
some, they have attained the same rank by the serious |
studies, to which the general attention is directed, by
the hardy enterprises which they have undertaken in
the lield of science, and by the discoveries which
have resulted.  With this work, was transmitted the
colleetion of Mistorical Documents of the State, pub-
lished by the Giovernment, under the divection of
Dr. &, B. O'Callaghan. The Legislature of New
York, had amassed these historical treasures' some
years since, in the archives of the various JSuropean
wovernments, which had forwmerly colonies here, and
they are now printed to promote listorical research.
The sclection could not have been committed to an
abler hand, than the historian of New Netherland.
T'hese volumes ail bear the authentic act of donation,
signed by the secretary.  The occasion, which led to
this noble act of munilficence, was tlie communication
of a manuscript, found among the archives of the
Tesuit college, at Quebec.  This precious autograph,
from onc of the most illustrious missionarics of this
country, Father Isaac Jogues, of the Society of
Jesus, contains an historical and geographical deserip-
tion of Albany and New York, when he visited them
in 1643. Thanks to the Iollanders, he then escaped
the Datchets and the stake of the Mohawks, among
whom bLe was a prisoner for wore -than a year, and

*This precious colleclion, secured at great expense,
forms a large number of volames. The Irench
government showed the utinast goodwill, and to favor
the enterprise of New York, threw open her archives
fo the agent of the State; but in England, on the con-
trary, he was subjected to petty extortions, aud such
jealous watchfulness, us almost to defeat his mission.
Holland did not know its Ireasures ; it had but just
before thrown to the winds,_ or sold as wasle )all)er,
the archives of the West India Company, which had
founded New Netherland, now New York, and.
govorned that colony for nearly hall a centory.,

who, three yedrs later,cruélly mirdered him. These
pages, written by that missionary, so many years ago,
and saved by a kind of miracle, become now a public
testimony of his gratitude. They. will serve to per-
petuate, in all ages, the remembrance of his hospitable
welcome, on that friendly seil. It is curious, indeed,
to see his writings now so favorably received, on the
very. spot where he then found liberty and .life.
Nature and philanthropy, then urged the colonists to_
suceor a brother in distress ; for they deemed it, and
justly, a sacred duty, (o rescue a victim from the cruel
torture of the savage. Now prosperity, nobly earned,
enables their descendunts to reap more peaceful
laurels. The love of science leads them to other
conquests, "T'bey deem themselves fortunate, to dis-
cover some of those rare and eurious relics, which
have escaped the destroying hand, and by the aid of
which, Genius will rebuild the edifice, whose fragments
are now stresyen around.

Our readers have, we doubt not, been often edified
by the publication of the lectures of an apostate
monk named Gavazzi, who is at present practising
upon the credulity of 1he willingly duped evangelicals
of London.

THE GOVERNOR’S SPIEECH A'F THE OPENING
OF PARLIAMENT.

This day, at three o’clock, His Exeelleney the Go-
vernor Geueral proceeded in state v the Cluimber of
the Legishitive Cowncil in the Pariimnent Building.—
The Mewmbers of the Legislative Conneil being assem-
bled, His Lxeclleney was pleased to command the at-
tendinee of the Legislative Assembly, and that house
being present, His Excelleney opened the Foarth Ses-
siont of the Tlhird Parliament of the Provinee of Cana-
da with the following

SPLILCH.
Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council, and
Gentlemen of ihe Legaslative dssenbily,—

In again meeting you in the disclange of our legis-
Iative duties, itaifords me mach sitislicetion to congra-
tulite youon the general prosperity of the Provinee.

The Crop of last year wis abundant. The Reveune
front the Custorrs, wd the teallic it the Provineiul
Canals, are steadily inereusing, wnd the securities of
the Provinee command a high price.  The cffeet of
recent ehanges in the Imperial Navigation Law, is
alsu beginntug 1o be felt in the more frequent resort of
Foreigu Shipping toour Sea-ports.  Itisaileged, how-
ever, by persons connceted with the shipping interest,
that ceriain provistons of the Immigradivg Aet, are un-
favorable to the extension ol o valuable brauch of aur
impoit trade.  The subject is in inportant one, and 1
reeommend it ta your consideration. Under these fa-
varable circumstances, the futher improvement of
the meaus of Internal Comumunication has recently
engaged a large share of public attention. :

Inmany parts of Western Canada, cupital has been
applicd extensively, and with mueh advautage by
persons imercsted, in the several localitivs, and by
others, to the construetion of good country roads; and
measures have been taken in botl seetions of the Pro-
vince with the view of pressing forward important
lines of Railway. Parliament has given proof of its
disposition to aflord 10 undertakings of this deseription
which are calenlated 1o be beneficial 1o the Provinee,
snch aid as can be properly given to them without
impairing the Provineial credit or encouraging impro-
vident speculations. 1 feel confident that in any fur-
ther legislation which you may see lit to adopt on this
sithject, you will adhere to the principles of this judi-
civus policy.. ‘

A considerable increase in correspondence has, Lam
happy to iuform you, taken place siuce the new Post-
age Law came into operation,

This facet, which furnishes concluzive proof of the
advantage accruing to the community from the mea-
sure, warrants, moreover, e e.\'p'cctnlion that the re-
ceipts of the department will, before long, recover
from the depression consequemt on the adoption of
greatly redoced vates of postuge.  Under the operation
of the measures, which have been recently adopted by
the Legislatures ol the several North American Pro-
vinees, the infer-colonial trade is assuming propériions
of increasing magnitude, and promises 1o becone a
cunsiderable braweh of our industry. .

I shall lay before you a dispateh, in which Her Ma-
jesty’s principal Secretary of State for the Colonies,
submits for consideration a propoesal for the construe-
tion of a Railway, between lalifax and Quebec, or
Montreal, which hasan important bearing on the sub-
ject. :

The dispute respecting the boundary, which has
been go long pending between Canada and New
Bronswick, has been productive of much inconve-

nience to both Provinees, and of no small hardship to

those interested in the Territory, which is the subject
of conflicting claims. In accordance with a suggestion
made by the Secretary of State, I requested the Lieut.
Governor of New Bruuswick to meet me here Jast au-
tumn, with the view of arranging the details of «
Scheme of Arbitration for the settlement of this ques-
tion. The Report of tho Arbitrators wha were appoint-
ed, in pursuance of the agrecment entered into at that
time by the Governments of the two Provinces, will,
I have reason to believe, be presented at an early pe-~
riod. With the concurrence of the LExeeutive of this
PProvince, permission ltas been granted by Her Majes-~
tws linperial Government to the Government of the
United States, to erect a light-honse an the Horse Shoe
Lake, in the Niagara River, at the outlet of Lake Erie,
which is likely to prove highly advantageous to the
shipping which frequent those walers.

It is yet tov early to speak with confidence of the
results of the Great Exhibition which is now being
hell in London, From the reports which have reach-
ed me, however, I have reason 1o hope that Canadian
produets and industry will be found to bave been nol
unworthily represented on this interesting occasion.—
Much credit is due to those wlo have excrted them-
selves for the promotion of this object.

Gentlemen of the Legislalive Assembly,—.

which I shall fay bejore you, intimating that Her
Mujesty has been pleased 1o receive very graciously
the address on the subject of the Clergy Reserves,
which you ertrusted o e for transmission last ses-
sion, and stating the views ol Her Majesty’s Linparial
Government ou the subjeet of that address.

Tonovrable Gentlemen wud Geniltemen,—

A measure will be subntitted to you for effecting «
reduction iu certain chiarges provided for by the Civil
List Act of 18465 and | shull Tay before you the Cor-
respondence whiclt has passed between this Govern-
ment and the Secretiry of State ou the subject.

L again recormmend 1o your consideration the impor-
tant subjeet.of an inercase in the Parliumentary repre-
zentation of the Provinee.

The expedieney of amending the School and Muni-
cipal Laws of Eastern Cauada in some of their details,
with o view of seenring in a more wample manner, for
that seetion of the Provinee, the benclits which those
enactments are designed 1o confor, will probubly en-
gaue your attention,

As the Provinee advanees in wealth and population,
and the authority of the Jocal Parliwnent is extended
and counfinned, the respousibilities which attach to
Members of 1his Legislature become necessarily more
unerous.

The people of Canwda, while they justly appreeiate
the requirements of an e of proaress, ae attached to
their institations, awd faithlinl 10 their early traditions,
awd Lam contident that you will eamestly endeavour,
i humble relinnee on tie Divine blessing, to prumote
in this spirit their best interests.— Pitol.

‘of re-élection, and to retire from office with the
abnegation of a patriotic citizen., e says—

A single word from you frees- the situation, and
reliéves. the approaching candidateship to the presi-
dency {fom the embarrassment of your name. The
day after, you would conquer the greatest popularity
of the times—1that of democracy und society reconciled
by the probity of the Government, The day after, you
would cease to be the President of the Republic, to
become President of the National Assembly and of
public opinion. The day after, four or five million
voles would be given to the candidale whose name you
might have allowed to be seen on the voting paper
you would drop into the urn. The day after, the
Republic would be re-established, and society re-
assured by confidence in a future of five years. The
day after; the Coustitution might be revised by the
coming Legislature.”

The Presse publishes an anonymous proclamation
“of the most violent description, signed by * The Com-
mittee of Résistance,” which, it says, has bech ex-
tensively circulated among -the working classes of
Paris, and sent to the departments by post, with the
Batignoles post-mark, and insinuates that it is the
work of the police. The proclamation in question is
certainly too absurdly violent to have bheen issued by
even the nost insane of the democratic party. It
has all the appearance of having been concocted
with the view of alarming the public; and, as the
DPresse says, might easily be suppressed by the police,
and its authors punished, if it be not the work of the
police themselves. There seems much reason ta
believe that the incendiary bulletin is the invention of
some zealous agent of power, rather than a serious
emanation from a club of conspiralors.

The alarms which prevailed as to an outbreak on
the 4th DMay seem greatly calned, if not entirely
vanished. Serious disorders are, however, expected
on this occasion in the southern departments, which
exhibit most rietous tendencies.

ITALY.

Letters from Naples of the 15th state that King

Ferdinand has an attack of dropsy, which threatens
"to become serious. By the advice of his physicians
be is going to reside for some time at Portici.

‘The Grand Duke of Tuscany was still at Naples,
where the Duke and Duchess of Aumale were daily
expected. It was currently reported that Ingland
and France Lad demanded the evacuation of Tuscany
by the Austrian troops. The Grand Duke was ex-
erting himself, in consequence, to. complete his poli-
tical and military Talliance with the King of Naples,
in order that the Neopolitan traops might be allowed
to occupy Tuscany instead of the Austrians.

According to the accounts from Turin, M. Nigra
baving given in lis resignation, M. .de Cavour was
appointed ad interim Minister of Commerce.

The Piedmoniese Gazctte of the 21st, announces
that .it has received by express the intelligence that
the Viceroy of Egypt, bas definitely sanctioned the
construction of the Alexandria, Cairo, and Suez
Railway.

The Risorgimento of Turin, of the 21st, contra-
dicts the rumor, which had gained some credit, as to
the probability of Massimo d’Azeglio retiring fromn
office.

A letter from Rome, of the 15th, states that the
ceremonies of the Holy Week were performed there
with extraordinary pomp. The Bishops of Dijon
and Beauvais took a part in them, and an immense
number of foreigners attended.

M. Lavalette, envoy extraordinary of the French
Republic to the Sublime Torte, arrived at Rome on
the 12th.

SPAIN.

The Minister of Grace and Juslice has issued a
circular to the judges and magistrates throughout the
country, desiring that, in strict observance of the
impartiality which should guide their judicial proceed-
ings, they will carefully abstain from using any influ-
ence at the coming eclections in obtaining votes in
favor of this or of that candidate. This conduct
forms a remarkable contrast with the proceedings of
the Narvaez-Sartorious Administration at the recent
elections last August,when magistrates were threatened
with dismissal if’ they did not become electioncering
Government agents.

PORTUGAL.

A telegraphic despatch from Lisbon wia Paris,
states that the garrison of Oporto joined the Duke of
‘Saldanha’s insurrection-on the 24th ult. Saldanba,
who was on his road to Vigo, wltere Lie intended to
embark, was recalled by the insurgent troops and
inkiabitants of Oporto.

PRUSSIA AND AUSTRIA.
- The day after tlie opening of the Germanic diet is
definitively” fixed for the 12th of May. The first
sitting, which will be inaugurated by a speech from
the. President; Count de Thun, will, it is: believed, be
limited to the mere form of registering the names of
plenipétentiaries; and-to some other preparatory forms.

ANGLICAN DIVISIONS—THE BISHOP OF
EXETER'S CHARGE. oot
(From the London Catholic Standard.)

Further reflexion strengthens our first impression of
the Bishop of Exeter’s pastoral-address, from which
ive laid before our readers copious extractsin our last
number. Considered intrinsically and extrinsically,
it must be admitted {o be a most extraordinary docu-
ment.  An elaborate official charge to lis clergy, by
a Sufragan Bishop of a Church which lays bold
claim to divine origin and apostolic authority, in
which the Primate is openly denounced as “a fawutor
of heresy”—~in which the other Archbishop is held up
to reprobation as an accomplice in the work of sin,
and in which the remonsirant Prelate deliberately
repudiates all communion with his Metropolitan—
cannot be looked on as an ordinary or trivial affair.
And that the Right Reverend Prelate himself was
fully impressed with the seriousness of his subject, is
evident from the circumstance adverted to by him,
that he had taken the precaution of {raming his pas-
toral so as to make it harmonious with the stafute
law in such cases made and provided,” and reducing
it to writing, -

This prudence on the Bishop’s part does not, cer-
tainly, surprise us. The circumstances of .the time
are such as to superinduce caution and reserve in the
ranks of an Iipiscopacy which springs from Lloyal
favor, and draws its aliment from DMinisterial smiles.
That the Prime Minister, to whose patronage the
Avchbishop of Canterbury is indebted for his promo-
tion, would willingly lay heavy hands on the contuma-
cious Bishop of ILxeter, had he but the opportunity,
admits of little doubt. 'The DMinister made Dr.
Sumner Primate for the manifest purpose of crushing
every germ of High Church fecling in the Anglican
Lstablishment. Lhe repudiation of every elementary
principle of Christianity is the bond of unton belween
the Ministerial patron and the ecclesiastical prolege.
Lord John Russell Laving renounced, on becoming a
disciple of Dr. Cumming, the doctrine of Baplismal
Regeneration, very naturally selected, when the death
of Primate Sutton left Lambeth Palace vacant, a
successor to the See of Canterbury from among those
Low Church prelates whose antecedents pointed them
out as the fittest instruments for working out his
views; and the conduct of Dr. Sumner, since his
translation from Chester, certainly reflects credit

-upon the sagacity of the Premier. Ifad Mr. Sumner

bimself filled Cranmer’s chair, he could not more
efficiently have discharged the duty assigned to him.
Ignoring the first sacrament, without which man
cannot become a Christian, -and playing such a part
in the great controversy which rends the Istablish-
ment in twain, as places the Church of which le is
the chiel Bishop in the inost abject position under the
feet of {he State, demonsirate the aptitude of the
Protestant Primate for the end for which he was
chosen, and the discrimination of the Calvinistic
Minister in the selection of his lool. Against such
odds the scle energy of the Bishop of Lixeter will
prove of little avail, however closely he may steer by
the Statute Law, and hawever firmly he may adhere
to the rubrics. Opposed by the Methodists, Sabellians,
Socinians, Calvinists, and Free-tlinkers, who compose
the great majority of the Bench of Bishops, and
basely deserted by the Iigh Church minority, who
have bent to the livangelical storm, and endeavored
to propitiate the Premier and Tord Ashley by flagrant
abandonment of their professed principles, the Bishop
of Exeter, with his unclouded understanding, must
clearly perceive the fatuity of his attempts to uphold
an ecclesiastical, system which is palpably built upon
sand. No pen can more vividly depict the rottenness
of ¢the Church by law established in these realms,”
than his own has done. If it were the Church of
Christ, could its Wierarchy present the deplorable
spectacle they now exhibit? Teaching false doctrine,
aditting the supremacy, not only of a laic, but of a
woman, tied to the wheels ¢f the State—Dbound, even
in its ordinances and discipline, by laws enacted by
laymen of every denomination of professing Christians
—without onc bond of union among its clergy save
its temporalities—isolated fromn everj other form of
ecclesiastical government—recognised by no other
Christian Church—ils canons a dead letter, and its
discipline a mockery § its chief pastors the nominees
and creatures of the Prime Minister of the day,
although ostensibly chosen by the capitular bodies,
under a penal pressure, however, which makes the
mode of election one of the most disgraceful, humili-
ating, and disgusting exhibitions that can be imagined
—its advowsons Lhe inheritances of families who may
or may not be Christians of any sect, and its  cures
of souls” marketable commodities, which are daily
the subject of marriage settlements, trust deeds,
appraisers’ valuation and auctioneers’ pufling ;—and
these are not mere opinions of ours, but a plain enu-
meration of incontestible facts—now, we ask the
Bishop of Exeter, can he, with his principles as
declared in his recent Pastoral, consistently continue
in an establishment which himself proves to be no
church? The Committee of Privy Council—a
merely lay tribunal, emanating from the<mere plea-
sure of the Prime Minister for the time being—set
aside, with the sanction of -the Protestant Primate, a
decree protiounced in that Primate’s own Ecclesias-
tical Court by his'own judicial delégate, upon a purely
ecclesiastical qucstion ; and the astounding doctrine
is promulgated under the sanction -and with the
authority of the Royal and Supreme Head of the
Church, that:it is perfectly optional with the members,
clerical and: lay, of* that: church to believe or dishe-
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lieve a tenet which is‘the basis of Christiarity ;' and
to  admit, or altogether repudiate, a right which the
‘Articles of that so-called churclin plain terms assert
to be an indispensable. 'sacrament? To call the
Anglican system; after this, a church; is to-admit the
greatest violence on our language, and an outrage
upon common- sense. The truth is one—and the
Church must teach the truth. There no latitade is
allowed. *The Archbishop of Canterbury' cannot
repudiaté ‘the doctrine of Baptismal Regenerition,
withiout one or the other heing grossly in error’; and
assuredly both cannot be faith{ul members of a true
clurch ; nor can - that church be true which allows
Loth to hold their high oflices.

What, then, will follow? Wil the Bishop of
Exeter be prosecuted for gibbeting the Primate as an
abettor of rank heresy? or will the Primate be
requived ‘to recant or to resign? If Anglicanisin
were not a monstrous imposture, either of these events
would inevilably occur.
Cluistian church would such glaving diversity of
doctrine upon a principle which was declared by any
such chureh to be fundamental, be tolerated. ISven
the Methodist cobblers who lay down the lapstoune to
expound the Scriptures, would not permit such
divergent theorics in their conventicles.

The Low Chureh is, however, more * tolerant,”
more “ expansive.” Like Wombwell’s menagerie,
it has room for all manner of monstrosities. "Chere
is only one crime against Anglican orthodoxy ; and
that is, charity to those who maintain the supremacy
of the Pope. The Anglican minister who aveids
this heresy, may retain his ¢ cure of souls,” his tithes,

{his prebendal .stall, his mitre, even though he ignore

the Trinity or blaspheme his Redecemer. Nr. Gor-
ham may with impunity and in open and contemptuous
defiance of his Bishop, scout the church sacrament of
Baptism, provided he shout ¢ No-Popery !”” while Mr.
Blew, who upliolds the Atticles of his church, is
suspended by the Bishop of Roclicster, merely for
daring to assure Cardinal Wiseman that lie has not
joined in the blackguardism with which other members
of the cloth have bespaitered his Eminence. If
London, or.any other wealthy see, were vacani to-
morrow, we have no doubt whatever that Lord Joln
Russell, if he thought it inconsistent with his duty to
his family 1o postpone the interest of the Dean of
Bristol to those of his Crown Court teacher, might,
without remonstrance or inconvenicnce either fram
the Anglican Bishops or laity, pitchfork the Presby-
terian Cumming into the vacant diocese. The same
melevolent feeling of jealousy and hatred of Rome,
which induced the Greek Bishops, when an infamous
emperor deposed the virtucus Patriavch who refused
to countenance lis vices, to consecrate a layman—
the civil governor of Constantinople—Bishop, and
accept the schismatic intruder as their Primate, this
same feeling would, at this day, sway the Anglican
Bishops, and induce them to consecrate DMr. Cumming
—whom they consider to be a mere layman—and
accept him as their Metropolitan, if the Queen were
advised by bier Minister to issue her connge d’clire for
that purpese.

This truth must be manifest to all those who arc
really impued with a feeling of what a Christian
church ought to be, and unquestionably must le,
within the Establishment. And whether they will,
as some imagine, separate in a body from the wretched
State engine, and found a “ I'ree Church,” or, as we
hope, through God’s merey, abandon their errors and
become reconcifed to the one true Chureh in which
they bLeliold unity of faith, consistency of doctrine,
holiness of discipline, and marvellous homogenity of
parts,—it is clear that in the Establishment, with the
undoubted ascendency of heterodox principles therein
now exhibited, they cannot with ‘any regard to their
own honor and religious character, much longer
remain. They admit that we hold the whole body of
the true faith; they maintain that the Anglican
institution is now become heterodox and heretical :—
can a reasonable doubt remain as to the saler side to
choose? In any event, their exodus from the Iistab-
lisliment is now as surely unavoidable, as that the fate
of the © Church of England ” is sealed. T'he stakes
the Dissenters played {or so ambitiously and well nigh
suceessfully in 1689, are now within their grasp.
The Anglican Primate is one of themselves in theory :
what is to prevent their assimilating to him in practice?
If, as the law is now laid down and promuigated,
belief according to the Thirty-nine Articles be
optional—if every man who subscribes to that test of
orthodoxy is at perfect liberty to put his own con-
struction upon the words—il churchmen may belicve
what they like, and only what they like,—what tangible
obstruction is therc in Mr. Dunting’s path {o the
Anglican Primacy when vacant, or to Dr. IFletcher’s
translation from the chapel in Bloomlield-street to
Bloomfield’s Palace when Charles James is gone?
In truth, the decision in the Gorham case and the
recent address of the twenty-four Bishops, have by
one operation subverted the Church of IEngland, as
established in the reigns of Edward and Elizabeth,
and virtually abolished Dissent. There is no longer
anything to Dissent from in the Law Church. Dr.
Sumner’s “Doxy ”” and Mr. Binney’s ¢ Doxy » are
one and the same; and we anticipate seeing, at no
remote period, a new edition of tlie Zenonian Heno-
ticon,.published by Royal authority, vnder the influ-
ence of tlie modern Acacius.

EASTER 1851 IN THE ANGLICAN CHURCH:
(From the Spectator.)

If there is one period of the revolving year at
which more than any other the sense of a common
benefit from a commaon source ought to impress upon
the earnest Christian, the duty of implicit obedience
to the charge, ¢ Love one another,” it is Easter.
Yet, throiighont the “Anglican section of the great
Christian Church, the Easter of 1851 dawns with
dark augury of fierce dissension and dissolution, Tlie

‘piofessed’ followers of Christ alifiost exceed the cal-

lois levity of 'the Roman soldiers: ' the Jatter only

rent and divided his garments, the former threaten to

rend and-divide Lis mystic body the Chuich. :

_The symptoms of impénding disruption are indeed

alarming.  On the oie hand,.we. see a-mentorial or’
petition addréssed to the Crown by apiards of three

hundred thousand laymen of the Evangelical or Low
Church party, urging the condemnation of certain’
doctrines and- the suppression of certain obizervances-
cherished by a numerous portion of their fellow

Churclunen. This petition is recommended by the

Queen’s Ministers to the favorable attention of the
Prelates, and is by them {avorably entertained. On-
the other hand, the Bishop of Xxeter, champion of
the opposed or High Church party, no longer con-~
fining himsell to protests and declarations of nonin-
tercourse with lis Primate, convokes a Diocesan
Synod of his clergy, to invite their concurrence in a
declaration that they ¢ adhere, and by the blessing of
God will continue to adhere, faithfully and at every
hazard,” to one of the most essential dactrines from

which the petitioners dissent. The Bishop also secks
to obtain the counsel of the Synod on “ other mat-
ters” aftecting the Church at large and their dioceso
in particular.

"The champion who organizes this epposition to the
party represented by the pelitioners, and, tfo say the-
least, favored by the Archbishop and the Ministers of
the Crown, is of a very dillerent calibre from most of
those who lhave becn conspicuous in the ranks of
Tractarianism. Tt is perfectly consistent with a sin-
cere respect for their carnestness and amiability to
admit that tley appear o lay most stress wpon the
ontward observances—the symbols and sentiments of
ritval worship. But the Bishop of Exeter, without
giving up these outward shows, waives their consi~
deration, as of comparatively minor moment, and takes
his stand upon the doctrinal differences which lie be~
neath them ; bringing to the support of his own pecu-
liar views tlie accumolated learning and dialectical
cxperience of a long life and a character of active
unyielding resolution. ,

It cannot be denied that the discrepancies between
the doctrines maintained hy {he Bishop of Lxeter
and those of the Liow Chureh arc irreconcileable
that if both or cither insist upon agreement in these
points as {hc condition of communicn, one church
cannot contain them. The Low Church concwrs
with the Ielvetic Churches in regarding the sacra~
ments as simply commemorative, and the oflice-
bearers in the Church as mere ministers; the Rishops:
of Iixeter attvibutes a mystic cllicacy to the sacra~
ments, and claims for the office-beavers in the Church
a priestly claracter—in other words, as the Lutheran
stands mid-way between the Romanist and the Cal-
vinist, the Bishop stands mid-way between the Ro-
manist and the Lutheran. :

T'he Prelates appear to be only lalf sensible of the
extremely critical state of the IZstablishment. They
do not cstimate at its full forec the propagandist zeal
and fervor that have been kindled.  Timid if not in-
different themselves, they seem incapabie of conceiv-
ing the reckless Jolm-Knox impetuosity whick ani-
mates many of the Low Clureh parly, or the Thomas-
a-Becket spirit which inspives many of its oppenents.
They stand by as inert spectators, or feebly uttering
tamne recommendations of forbearance, when there 1s
a call for their most strenuons cxertions to arrest a
strugale which threatens to shake the fabric of the
Church into fragments.

It disruption and dés-esteliishiment are to be the
doom of the Church of England, it will be due mainly
lo the apathy and cowardice of the dignitaries, who
shrink from placing themsclves with decision at the
head of this the averwhelming majority of the Church’s
members.

The Bisliop of Iseter’s movement is dangerous
becausz it brings more combatants into the field than
have hitherto taken an active part in the coniroversy,
and because it divides the Church inte two mneatly
equal parties, The leading Tractarians are subtiie
logicians, and men of refined taste; but they ave
bool-men, and their followers are too much taken up
with mere externals; the party haslitile hold on pub-
lic sympathy. i

Tle success or failure of his attempt will probalily
decide whether the present heats are to end in o
secession from a disruption of the Chureh. Com-
mitted as the leading Tractarians are, one or the
other scems inevitable. DBoth are to be deprecated,
but especially the latter; for disruption would inevit-
ably lead to dis-establishment. Neither party would-
be sufficiently numerous to have a claim to the title
of national, or to maintenuance from a national! fund.

.CHRIST BEFORE PILATE~THE CHURCH
BEFORE BRITISH STATESMEN.

We (Shepherd of the Valley) take from the Rambler
for March the following eomparison between the treat-
ment which Qur Divine Saviour experienced at the
hands of the Synagogue and the Roman Governor, and
that which His Church is experiencing at the hands
of Heresy and Stdte craft in England, at the present
moment :—

¢ Now turn 10 the whole history of our Blessed Sa-
viour’s condemnation by Pontius Pilate. The nne sole.
charge brought against the Incarnate Son of God was,
that He called Mimsell a Xing, and thal whosoever
made himself a king, spoke againsl Ceser. The infu-
riated Jews wounld have murdered our Lord on purely
¢ religious grounds,’ if they had been able. The
priests hated Him, not because He came to abolish
their tyranny over the souls of men ; and when the
Roman Government—(the temporal power which they
were compelled to obey)—refused to take cognisancu
of a question between mere speculative creeds and su-
perstitions (as it deemed them,) the Jews gave a new-
color to the accusation, charged our Blessed Saviour:

 with sellinig up a_claim to temporal sovercignty, und:

eried to Pilate, ¢ If thou release this man, thon art not
Ceesar’s friend.” Such, tothe very letter, is the pre-
sen{ state-of things in Ingland and 'Ireland. Protest=
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antlsm, as a religious power, would persecuté the
Catholic Church on doctrinal grounds, ‘as its own'
torrible foe ; but the spirit of the ‘age, to which the
_temporal” government must ever bow, refuses, like
" Pilate, lo punish us for oar relizion. Then ‘eome the
Pharisees and Priests,.and ery, ¢ if thou release this
man, thou art not- Cmsar’s friend ; whosoever maketh
himself o Bishop, speaketh against (he Queen of Eng-
fand ;> and like Pilate washing his hands before he
dslivered Jesus to be crucified, Lord Johu Russell and
his colleagues solemnly. protest themselves devoted to
the cause of religious liberty, and then proceed to enact
enalties againgt the {ree exercise of the Catholic re-
igrion ju the United Kingdom. <«Cracify Him ¥ eried
the Jews ;— No walergods !> repeat the Protestants,
¢ [am innocent of the %)lnod of this just man,” said
Pilate; <1 never called the Catholic ceremonies mums=
meries, I am a consistent siv:porter of their religious
liberties,” protests Lord John Russell. It is now as it
has ever been ; we see but the continuation of the aw-
ful mystery of the Passion ; the scene is changed, and
for Jerausalem we have London, and for the judgment-
hall we have the House of Commons ; but the actors
of the new tragedy are children of those in the old ;
there Caiphas and Pilate, and the chief priests and
Pharisees, and the mob shonting without ; and there
is Jesus Christ Himself, in the person of those to whom
He said, ¢ He that heareth you, heareth me ; and he
that despiseth you, despisetl me. **?

UNTTED STATES.

Axotirer Strp v Prrrssuncu Bansamity.—The
city of Joe Barker and the street preachers is falling,
gs migltt be expected, inte lower depths of Presby-
terian savageism., Last week we had to record foul
languaze aud paviug stones as the receplion given to
Jenny Lind by the hopeful youth of that doomed city.
This week we have to record the burning of St. Paul’s
Cathedral, and the attempt to set fire to the adjoining
residence of Bishop O’Counor.  The wreteh who was
engaged in this latter atlempt was cauglt in the act.
St. Paul’s Cathedral was built at a cost of some 39,000
dollars, and an grgan worth $6,000 was also burnt.—
Wo learn that the insarance on it amounts only 1o
$5,000.—N. Y. Freemanw’s Jowinal.

Tne Ex-Moxx Leapey.—A base man, a vile and
depraved villain, will usually betray his true charac-
ter, by only giving him a chance [urit. It seems that
the ex-Monk, who recently cut up his shines so suc-
cessfully in Milwaukee, is giving them a hard one in
Chicago. The Tribuneof that city, in alluding to his
lectures there, thus discloses a fact which suflicient]y
stamps the author with infamy of the blackest dye :—

Tur Cupbax Pmacy.~The projected robbery of
Cuba by Lepoz and his adherents is again poestponed.

In
order to put an end forever o this criminal agitation
our National Government ought to do two things.
Arrest Lopoz, unless he at once flies the country, and
band him over to the Spanish authorities ; and then
guarantee that if any piratical expedition shall hereaf-
ter be organised within the United States Territory,
and shall eflect a landing in Cuba, the United States
will assist Spain to put down the revolution, and to
rastore the Island of Cuba to its lawlul owners.

It is no secrctthat the appli-
cants, who have now been blessed in the bonds of
mairimony about 14 months, are resident at Felstead,
the husband being a small farmer of his ewn land
there, and a man of some property. It is somewhat
remarkable that it is just now a century ago since the
baeen was obtained by Johu Shakeshaft and his wife,
1831, and the only real aspirants to the honor since
were a couple {rotn Reading, Berkshire, about 17
years age, when they took up their residence for that
purpese at the Saracen’s Head Inn, Duaumow, for
three weelks, bot, {from some cause not very well
known, their object was rather suddenly abandoned.
