The number of Senators is fixed (except that
six additional Senators may be appointed by the
Crown) ; that of Members of the House of Com-
mons is to vary according to the population
ascertained at each decennial census, Qnebec
retaining the same number. Thus, supposing the
calculation in our article on the census (respect-
ing gradual increase of population) to be correct,
the House of Commons will be thus constituted
after 1871 : Ontario, 98 ; Quebec, 65 ; Nova Scotia,
18; New Brunswick, 15- total 196.

51,200 of real estate ; in Nova Scotia, “a legal or
equitable freehold estate in possession, of the
clear yearly value of eight dollars ($8),” or the
candidate must be “ qualified to be an elector.”

The following are electors: In Ontario and
Quebec, every male subject, being the owner or
occupier or tenant of real property of the assessed
value of $300, or of the yearly value of $30, if
within cities or towns, or of the assessed value of
$200, or the yearly value of $20, if not so situate.
In New Bruuswick, every male subject of the age
of 21 years, not disqualified by law, assessed for
the year for which the register is made up, in
respect of real estate to the amount of $100, or of
personal property, or persénal and real, amount-
ing together to $400, or $400 annual income. In
Nova Scotia, all subjeets of the age of 21 years,
not disqualified by law, assessed for the year for
which the register is made up in respect of real
estate to the value of $150, or in respect of per-
sonal estate or of real and personal together to
the value of $300.

Voting in Quebec, Ontario and Nova Scotia is
open, on enquiry by the Returning Officers, after
the person desirous of voting has by reference to
the registration list established his right to vote.
In New Brunswick votes are taken by ballot.—

AvoIDANCE OF A DECISION.—When a motion has
been made upon which the House is unwilling to
come to a vote, there are certain formal modes of
avoiding a decision, amongst which are ¢ passing
of the other orders of the day,” or ‘moving the
previous question.” The former means that the
House should—casting aside and taking no notice
to the matter then before it—proceed to the other
business appointed for that day; the latter, that
a vote be previously taken as to the expediency
of coming to any decision on the question raised.
If ¢ the previous question’” be negatived as a
matter of expediency, the motion to which it re-
ferred is only gotten rid of for the time, whereas
a direct negative to the motion itself would be a
prosoription of it for the remainder of the Session,
as well as a denial of its principle. With respect
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to a Bill, moving that it *be read this day six
months,” or ‘ this day three months,” is a mode
of throwing it out without coming to an express
declaration against the principle of the measure.

Bmurs (PrivaTE).—Private Bills are chiefly in-
troduced to enable individuals or bodies corporate
to undertake works of public utility at their own
risk, and chiefly for their own emolument and
benefit ; but there are other private bills which
frequently come before Parliament, such as Bills
for adjusting claims to property between individ-
ual claimants. and Bills relating to divorce, na-
turalization, &c., &c. The expenses of legislation
in such matters must be paid by the parties seek-
ing the relief; and certain deposits, varying in
amount, must be made before the measure can be
taken up by the Private Bill Committee. All
these Bills have to be read a second time, and
then, if all the rules of the House have been com-
plied with, they go to the Committee, and it is be-
fore this Committee that proper attention must be
given by the parties interested. Individuals or
companies may appear by Parliamentary Agents.

BiLLs (PusLic).—A Billis the draft or skeleton
of a Statute. Any bill which the Senate can orig-
inate may be introduced and laid on the table by
any individual Senator without the previous per-
mission of the House; but in the Commons, no
bill can be brought in unless a motion for leave
be previously agreed to. Permission having been
granted, a Committee is appointed to prepare the
bill. It is then brought in and read a first time,
without amendment or debate, and a day is ap-
pointed for a second reading, previous to which it
1s printed, and a copy furnished to each member.
The bill, after the second read,'\\ng, is referred to a
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Committee of the Whole House, at the sittings of
which its details are considered, as its principles
were at each of its several readings. Members
are at liberty to discuss its principles at any of its
stages, but no one is considered to have declared
decisively in favor of its principles, unless by his
vote he supports its second reading. In Commit-
tee, the bill is debated clause by clause, the
blanks left for names, dates, nature and amount
of penalties, &c., are filled up, and sometimes the
bill is entirely new-modelled. The blanks, as
they are called, which are usually %lled up, in
jtalics, are agreed to without a question being
put, unless a member should propose to alter
them. The next proceeding is, that the Chairman
of the Committee should make a report to the
House of the changes that the bill'has undergone,
which he does by presenting a copy of it to the
Speaker in its altered form. The report of the
Committee is agreed to without discussion, the bill
is ordered to be printed, and it is then read a
third time, when any further amendments can be
made. If a new clause be added, it is called a
rider. The last question but oneis, that the “bill
do pass;” after this nothing remains except to
determine its title, which used to be a general one
for all the acts passed in the session, but in
modern times distinct titles are’ used for each
statute. During the progress of a bill the House
may divide on the following questions: 1st. on
the second reading ; 2nd. that it bq committed ;
3rd. that the report of the committee be received ;
4th. or that the bill be re-committed ;'5th. that
it be read a third time ; 6th. that it do pass; 7Tth.
the title of the bill. These are quite exclusive of
any divisions in Committee, or any amendments,
or of any clauses added to or expunged from the
measure in or out of the committee. Alterations
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are not usually proposed in a bill until after its
principle has been disposed of on the second read-
ing. Immediately after the passing of a bill, it is
taken by a member to the bar of the Senate de-
siring tieir concurrence, where it passes through
the same forms as in the Commons. If the Bill
be rejecied, no further proccedings ensue. When
the Senafe agree with the Commons in the prin-
ciple of the measure, but differ on matters of
detail, a couference usually follows between mem-
bers deputed .rom each house, who generally
succeed in adjusting the difference; but if bo
houses remaininflexible, the bill is dropped. The
same proceedings are adopted = utatis mufandis
when the bill originates in the Uppe~ Houde. The
bill having thus passed both houses, remgins with
the Senate, excapt 11 the case of a bill’of supply,
which s sent back to the Commons, to be by them
presented at the bar of the Senate to the Repre-
sentative of the Sovereign. The assent of the
Crown is the final proceeding which converts a
bill into an Act of Parliament. (See ‘“Royal
Assent.””)
Bupcer (tHE).—The Minister of Finance makes
one general statement every year to the House of
- Commons, the object of which is to present a com-
rehensive view of the financial condition of the
ominion. Someiimes there are preliminary, or
supplemental, or occasional speeches; but the
great gevera! statement of ibe year has, for a long
time past, been quaiutly called * the Budget,”
from the Freuch dougedte, by a common figure of
speech, putting the pame of that which incloses,
to signify the thing contained. The annual speech
known by that appellation embraces a review of
the income and expenditure of the past year, as
compared with those of preceding years ; remarks
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upon the financial prospects of the country; an
exposition of the intended repeal, modifications,
or imposition of taxes during the session; and a
detail of the public expenditure during the current
period, with its grounds of justification.

CaBINET.—The government of a state or com-
munity is understood to signify the exercise of
supreme authority, and includes the executive,
the legislative, and the judicial powers; but in
popular acceptation it means only the first of
these, the higher and more immediate functions of
which are exercised by the Cabinet, a select body
through whom, for the time being, the principal
functions of royalty are discharged.

It is only since the adoption of the system of
Responsible Government that any of the B. N. A.
Provinces has had a Cabinet of Ministers. Before
this took place, those who advised the Executive
or Her Majesty’s Representative, were called, as
they were in fact, Members of the Executive
Council. They are here dignified by the same
name as that by which they are acknowledged in
the Parent Statc—they are called the Government,
when ihe fact is that this word only applies to the
three Estates which constitute the Government;
but we have come into the use of the term usually
employed in England, and as such it will be the
best to use it. When speaking of the Supreme
Government of the Dominion the people under-
stand the members of the Queen’s Privy Council
for Canada. The Queen’s Privy Council for
Canada is composed of thirteen members. It
usually includes all those who are bound to retire
when a change of Ministry takes gplace. The
Privy Council being more immediately responsible
for the conduct of public affairs, their delibera-
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tions are always considered confidential, and are
kept secret. The head of the Cabinet, who has
been entrusted with its formation, is called “ The
Premier,”” but more properly ¢ the head of Her
Majesty’s Canadian Government.” The Cabinet,
as it stands at present, comprises the following
officers :—¢¢ The Minister of Justice and Attorney
General ;”’ ¢ The Minister of Militia and Defence ;”’
«The Minister of Customs ;” ‘¢ The Minister
of Finance;’’ The Minister of Public Works;
«The Minister of Inland Revenue;”” “ The Secre-
tary of State for the Provinces ;”’ « The Minister
of Marine and Fisheries;” < The President of
the Queen’s Privy Council;” “The Postmaster
General ;> ¢ The Secretary of State of Canada;”
¢ The Minister of Agriculture;”” and ‘ The Re-
ceiver General.” They usually resign when they
have lost the confidence of the House of Commons,
or they may be dismissed by Her Majesty’s Repre-
sentative, and either House can, by address to the
Governor General, ask for the dismissal of his
Cabinet or advisers. The members of the Cabinet,
or Administration, are supposed to agree upon
principles of policy and legislation, and are ex-
pected to co-operate in Parliament, upon all mat-
ters and questions not specifically agreed upon as
‘““ open questions.” . The office of Premier may be
held in jconjunction with either of the principal
departments of State, though heretofore it has
been usually associated with the office of Attorney
General.

CLERK OF THE CROWN IN CHANCERY.—The Clerk
of the Crown in Chancery is by right an officer of
both Houses of Parliament. His duties are to
take charge of all the Poll Books and Election
documents ; toissue Writs of Election, &ec. ; attend
with those at the Tdble when so ordered by the
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House; and at the closing of each session of Par-
liament to read aloud the title of each several
Bill before it receives the Royal assent by Her
Majesty’s Representative. We reproduce from
Macqueen’s Appellate Jurisdiction of the House of
Lords, that portion which refers to the duties of
this officer in England :—¢ The duties of the Clerk
of the Crown do not now, as heretofore, require
_his constant attendance in the House of Lords.
He assists when the Royal assent is given to
Bills ; but has no concern with the business of the .
Appellate Jurisdiction. In an ancient manuscript,
preserved in the office of the Clerk of the Crown,
the following particulars are given respecting this
ancient officer :—¢ The Clerk of the Crown sitteth
in the Upper House of Parliament, by the Clerk
of that Court, upon the Woolsack, attending there
all the Parliament, and is sometimes sent on mes-
sages to the Lower House ; and on the last day of
the Parliament he readeth the Acts, and the Clerk
or the Parliament giveth the King’s answer;
where it is to be noted that all the time of Parlia-
ment he sitteth on the right hand of the Clerk of
Parliament, and jwhen he readeth the Acts, he
standeth on his left hand, which is the higher
place, being on the King’s right hand.’

CLERK OF THE HoUSE oF CoMMoNS.—¢ The Clerk
of the Commons House of Parliament”” holds an
office of great trust and importance. He, with.
one assistant, sits at the upper end of the
table. The Crown appoints him by commis-
sion. It is his duty to make minutes, not
of the arguments held in the House, but of
the decisions at which it arrives—in other
words, to record its votes, resolutions, addresses,
orders, reports, divisions, and all other proceedings
in which it may be engaged ; to see that they are
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correctly printed and distributed to the members ;
to read aloud all such documents as the House
may order to be read ; to perform the duty (with-
out taking the chair) of president or moderator
during the choice of a Speaker, putting a question
and directing a division in the same manner that
& chairman would do.

CoMMITTALS.—In common with courts of law
and equity, the Houses of Parliament can punish
all contempts of their authority or disobedience -
of their mandates. Each House is armed with
power to repress any aggression committed
upon its rights, or any interference with its
privileges: but in the case of the Commons
the operation of this power is limited to the ses-
sion of Parliament; committals by that House
being invalidated by a prorogation. Either

House can delegate to a committee the power of
sending for papers and records, and of enforcing
the attendance of necessary witnesses.

COMMITTEES.—Are, first, those of the whole
House, which may be to consider certain resolu-
tions, as to the nature of which considerable lati-
tude prevails; or the House resolves itself into
such Committee, to consider the details of a Bill,
the principle of which may be discussed at any or
all of its other stages; or there may be Commit-
tees for financial purposes, as those of “ Supply,”
or “Ways and Means” (which see). Secondly,
There are Select Committees chosen by ballot or
otherwise, for some specific purpose—the number
composing such bodies seldom exceeds fifteen
members except by permission of the House.
Thirdly, Election Committees, which are judicial
tribunals, appointed to try the merits of contro-
verted elections. They are appointed by a Gene-
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ral Committee on elections, who, after having
selected a certain number from the members to
constitute the chairman’s panel, divide the re-
mainder into panels, and report the same to the
House, marked 1, 2, and 3. The Clerk, in the
presence of the House, places the whole three in a
hat and draws them forth, marking each in rota-
tion A, B, C. The General Committce‘\thcn
selects four members for the Committee for\the
first controverted election rcferred to them, an\kat
the same time the chairman’s panel assembles and
ballots for a chairman for the particular Commit-
tee chosen. Fourthly, Committees on Private
Bills (which see). When the whole House is in
Committee, the Speaker vacates the Chair, the
Mace is placed under the table, and some other
Member is called on to preside, who sits in the
seat of the senior Clerk. ~
CoxrFERENCE.—This is a species of negotiation
between the two Houses of Parliament, conducted
by managers appointed on both sides, for the pur-
pose of producing concurrence, in cases where
mutual consent is necessary; or for the purpose
of reconciling differences which may have arisen.
If the conference be upon the subject of a bill
depending between the two Houses, it must be
demanded by that House which is in possession of
the bill, at the time of asking the conference. It
is the sole privilege of the Senate to name the
time and place for holding a conference, no mat-
ter by which House it may have been demanded.
Reasons in writing for the course resolved to be
taken, are usually furnished to the managers on
both sides, in which case it is simply called “ a
conference.” Should this proceeding fail, a “free
conference’” must be held, which gives an oppor-
tunity for the managers individually, and unre-
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strained by any precise form of argument, to urge
such reasons as, in their judgment, may best tend
to influence the House to which they are address-
ed. A free conference is usually demanded after
two conferences have been holden without
effect. After one free conference, none other
but free conferences can be held touching the
same subject.

Crow~.—In speaking of the Crown, the reader
must remember that the attributes and powers
are exercised in Canada by a Representative—
viz : the Governor General. Itsattributesare :—

To give or refuse to Bills *“ The Royul Assent;’’
to cause the laws to be duly administered and
executed ; to act in behalf of the whole commu-
nity in its intercourse with other countries (but
the Representative of the Crown can neither de-
clare a war mnor conclude a peace ; this
power cannot be delegated); ‘to direct the
Naval and Military forces within the limit
of his Administration ; to administer the Public
Revenue ; to prorogue or dissolve Parlia-
ment. The Queen’s Representative, in appearing
for the Crown, represents the source of justice
and mercy, confers office, honors, and emoluments ;
but in the same manner as the Monarch acts by
Ministers who are amenable to the Imperial
Parliament, so the Representative in Canada
acts by Ministers who are responsible to Par-
liament, and the choice of those Ministers
is the only prerogative which can be consti-
tutionally exercised without responsible advisers ;
but even in this, Parliament, or rather the People’s
-Representatives, exercise the controlling power;
for the appointment of such Ministers by the
Crown’s Representative can have no practical
effect, unless it rests upon men whose characters

[
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and measures prove generally acceptable to the
House.

ESTATE OF PARLIAMENT.—Parliament fully as-
sembled, consists of the Monarch, or his Repre-
sentative, the Upper House and the Lower House.
They are more frequently spoken of as the three
branches of the Legislature. Neither House de-
liberates Yin the presence of the Queen’s Repre-
sentative, nor will either of them permit any allu-
sion in debate, to the opinions or sentiments en-
tertained by him. The three branches taken
together exercise none but legislative funtions,
and they must all consent, or no law can be passed.
But they have separate functions as well. The
Monarch, or Representative, holds the whole
executive authority, and while the Lower House
alone can originate Money or Tax Bills, the Upper
House is deprived of this power. Nor does the
Upper House' possess the great function of trying
impeachments, which is held by the Lords in Great
Britain, from the simple fact, we' presume, that
there is no power invested with the right to im-
peach. But we will speak of each one separately :—

House or Commons.—The Speaker takes the
chair at 3 P. M. daily. If there be a quorum the
business is proceeded with; if not, the House is
adjourned till the next day, at 3 P. M. Early
meetings take place shortly hefore the termination
of the Session, in order to expedite business, and
bring matters to a close; the House does not
usually meet on Saturday, nor does it assemble on
any holiday. No one can be admitted to hear the
debates without an order from the Sergeant-at-
Arms, which is generally obtained through a
Member. Twenty Members including the Speaker
constitute a quorum.
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THE SENATE.—The time for the ordinary meeting
of this House is at three o’clock in the afternoon,
unless some other time shall have previously been
ordered. If a quorum is not present at thirty
minutes after the time of meeting, the House is
adjourned until the next sitting day. Fifteen
members including the Speaker constitute a quo-
rum. The Speaker of the Senate is an Officer
appointed by the Crown.

ExrcuTivE.—See Cabinet.

FixaNCE.—See Budget.

INTERRUPTION OF THE SITTINGS OF PARLIAMENT.—
The proceedings of the Legislature may be inter-
rupted or suspended either by adjournment, pro-
rogation or dissolution.

Adjournment, as the term itself implies, is a

ostponement of the sittings or proceedings of the

ouse, from one time to another specified for the
re-assemblage. When the sittings of both Houses
are interrupted by royal authority, it is called
prorogation. Dissolution puts an end to the re-
presentative character of the individuals who, at
the time, compose the House of Commons, and
Parliament cannot therefore assemble until after
a new election, except in cases hereinafter men-
tioned. The power of adjournment is a right be-
longing to each House, and there are no restraints
to this power.

The House of Commons can interrupt or post-
pone any debate, defer the consideration of any
measure, or altogether.adjourn its sitting, but the
practice is always to adjourn to some stated time;
and we think there can be no doubt that, by the
previous permission of the House, the Speaker can
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leave the Chair for a certain number of hours;
but this does not amount to an adjournment, and
could not be noted as such by the Clerk. But it
must be remarked that the adjournment of one
House does not adjourn the other. The Crown
may, pendinﬁl an adjournment, summen by pro-
clamation either House, or both, and may direct
either, or both Houses, to adjourn to any parti-
cular day. But while this power exists, and al-
though in former times it has been frequently
exercised in the Imperial Legislature, it has
grown into desuetude there, as well as in the
Provinces enjoying the privileges of their own
local Legislatures.

An individual member may for a time in-
terrupt the progress of business by successive
motions for adjournment, which may be repeat-
ed indefinitely, with this restriction: no second
motion to adjourn can be made until after some
intermediate proceeding shall have been had. -
The motion in committee, that the chairman re-
port progress, is equivalent to a motion to adjourn
the debate.

Adjournment does not close the session; nor
does prorogation terminate Parliament. The for-
mer is an act which either House can perform :
the latter is a power vested in the Crown, the
duration of which may be subsequently shortened
or extended as the Crown pleases. All unfinished
business terminates and dies with a prorogation,
but during an adjournment they remain' in statu
quo, to be revised on the re-assembling of Parlia-
ment. A member who moves the adjournment of
a debate, or who is in possession of the floor at
the time of the adjournment, is said to be in pos-
session of the House, with the right to re-open
the debate which has been interrupted. This is
not the case, however, when Committees of the
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whole House adjourn. Prorogation never extends
beyond forty days, but it may be repeated from
time to time by:Proclamation, and continue to be
renewed until it is intended that Parliament
shall meet for the despatch of business. The
Crown can summon Parliament at.any time by
giving fourteen day’s notice. Dissolution is the
simple death of Parliament, and may be brought
about in two ways, either by the pleasure of the
Crown, of by lapse of time for which it was
called into existenc:. There was a time when
the existence of a Parliament terminated by the
demise of the Crown, but a special law removed
this provision of the Constitution. But there is
no power in the Constitution by which a Par-
liament in Canada can be extended beyond
five years. If Parliament, at the time of the

Sovereign’s death, be separated by adjournment
or prorogation, it must assemble immediately, or
within a reasonable period. If no Parliamentbe
then in existence, the members of the last must
again meet, and may serve as a Parliament for
six months, unless sooner prorogued.

Law CLERk.—It is necessary to mention this
officer in particular, because the Rules of the
House assign to him and the translators under
him certain duties which must be performed, to
ensure correct legislation. He is appointed by the
Crown. Itislaid down asthe duty of the Law Clerk
to revise all public Bills after their first reading,
and to certify thereon that the same are correct;
and in every subsequent stage of such Bills, the
Law Clerk shall be responsible for the correctness
of said Bills, should they be amended. The re-
sponsibility is increased by the fact of all Bills
having to be printed in both languages, English
and French, before they can be disposed of.
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MinisTER (PRIME).—See Cabinet.
MinisTrY.—See Cabinet : also Executive.

Money BiLL.—See Supply: also Ways and
Means.

OrDER.—By this word is meant an obedience
to certain rules and regulations intended to faci-
litate the dispatch of business, and preserve that
necessary decorum so essential in all deliberative
assemblies. The Rules by which the business of
Parliament is conducted are of two kinds; one
class the House possesses in common with all de-
liberative assemblies—another is peculiar to its
own existence and powers. For the proper appli-
cation of all these rules, the Speaker’s or Chair-
man’s decision is had, and to this decision due
deference is at all times paid. The Speaker,”
while in the Chair, takes no part in the debate,
it being his duty toregulate the manner in which
business shall be transacted; to confine those
members who address the House to the subject
under consideration; to give his opinion in all
things which relate to order; to put the matterin
dispute into the form of a question upon which
the votes of members are taken, and to declare
the majority assoon as itis communicated to him
by the Clerk. It is also his duty to declare the
business of the House closed, and to see that the
affairs of the House are correctly and properly
recorded. After routine he calls upon tﬁe mem-
ber whose motion stands first on the paper of no-
tices, or who is otherwise entitled to precedence.
All motions must be seconded, or they fall to the
ground ; being seconded, the motion is handed in
writing to the Speaker, who has to read it before
debate can be had upon it—having been read,
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objections may be urged. There are several ways
by which a motion may be opposed; it may be
met by a direct negative, or by an amendment,
or by a motion to postpone, or by proceeding to
the next order of the day, or by moving the pre-
vious question, or by the simple motion of adjourn-
ment. A motion once read cannot be withdrawn
without the permission of the House. It must not
be forgotten that unless a speech is made object-
ing to a motion, neither mover nor seconder can
speak a second time, except in explanation. If,
however, a debate does arise, in which an opposi-
tion is given to the mover of a motion, he has the
right of reply; but it must be understood that
this privilege does not belong to the mover of an
amendment. All are permitted to explain. The
debate being ended, the Speaker or Chairman
puts the question, and calls upon those in favor
to say ¢ Yea,” and those of a contrary opinion to
say ‘ Nay.” He then declares that in his opi-
nion the ‘“Yeas’” or the ¢ Nays” (as the case
may be) have it. If his decision is questioned,
the House divides, the ¢ Yeas” rising and their
names being taken down; the ¢ Nays” following;
the numbers are counted from the record, and
declared. When an amendment has been moved,
the vote is simply taken on the amendment, and
then on the original question. Should the amend-
ment be adopted, it then becomes the substantive
motion, and may be’~amended in the same way
that the original motion was amended. Thusa
number of successive amendments to the original
motion may be disposed of. Any member is at
liberty fo interrupt another by ‘“ rising to order;”
which means that he rises in his place, and calls
the attention of the Chair and the House to a
breach of the orders then being committed. In
the debate it is contrary to order to mention any




member by name; the same rule prevails in
Committee of the Whole, except as regards the
Chairman, who is sometimes called by his name,
and not Mr. Chairman.

ORIGINATING BILLS.—All Bills relating to public
income and expenditure, and all Bills usually
called Money Bills, must originate in the Com-
mons, and be introduced by the Government.
(See Bills.)

PARLIAMENTARY AGRNTS. —In England all the
business transacted for private Corporations and
individuals, is attended to by what they call
Parliamentary Agents, who are parties generally
well up in the practice of Parliament, and who
take off a great deal of the drudgery from Mem-
bers. Parliamentary Agents are now employed
in Canada, and are a very useful class of men.
Being up in their business, they do not annoy
the Members, nor neglect the interests they have
in charge.

PETITIONS. — There are several regulations:*

which govern the presentation of Petitions ot
Parliament, which should be attended to by those
who are interested. Petitions to the House of
Commons should be addressed to ¢ The Honorable
the Commons of Canada, in Parliament assembled.”
The petition must be respectful, the statement of
grievance or cause of complaint must there be set
forth, and the whole must conclude with a specific
prayer. Without a prayer to the petition, it
would not be listened to, as the mere complaining
for the sake of complaining will never be count-
enanced by Parliament, and the correct form is,
after having alleged your complaint, to finish
by connecting it with the prayer, beginning,

g oo e =L
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« Wherefore your humble petitioner, &c., prays,
&e.,” setting forth the redress and relief that is
sought. Signatures to petitions must be original;
no agent should sign a petition to Parliament
for any purpose. No chairman can sign for a
public meeting, but the common seal of a cor-
Eoration is received as the petition of the whole

ody. All petitions must be in respectful and
temperate language ; they should not animadvert
upon the conduct of Parliament, the Courts of
Justice, or constituted authorities. It is not
proper to make reference to any motion or sub-
ject under debate, or to a motion in the course
of preparation. After presentation, all petitions
undergo a close inspection in the Clerk’s Depart-
ment, and when the time comes for receiving
them, the Speaker offers such remarks as their
nature calls for. In England there is a Commit-
tee on Public Petitions, which takes this duty
from the Speaker, and it appears to work well,
for they frequently find in their duty to report
the substance, and frequently the exact words
of a petition to the House, and not unfrequently
recommend such action to be taken as the case
suggests. :

PREVIOUS QUESTION. — See AVOIDANCE OF A
Decisiox.

PRIVILEGES OF PARLIAMENT.— There are three
kinds. 1st, The privileges which appertain to
members individually. 2nd, Those which belong
to the House in its collective capacity. 3rd,Those
which belong to the two Houses jointly. *

It is unnecessary that we should here discuss
the points. of privilege which appertain to the
two Imperial Houses conjointly on the subject
of assuming the supreme power of the Realm.
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Amongst the privileges which the Commons
claims, are :—

The power of committing individuals to prison
—the power of publishing matters which, if not
issuing from such high authority, might become
the subject of proceedings in a Court of Law,—
the power of directing the Law Officers of the
Crown to prosecute persons accused of offences
against the laws, or affecting the privileges of
Parliament, — and finally of doing anything not
directly contravening an existing Act of Parlia-
ment, which may be necessary for the vindication
and protection of its own rights, in the exercise
of its constitutional functions. Questions of pri-

take precedence of all other proceedings,
and are always in order. The privileges claimed
by individual members are —freedom of speech
and person, including freedom from legal arrests
and seizure under process from the Courts of Law
and Equity. This does not extend to indictable
offences or to actual contempts of the Courts of
Justice. Members of Parliament are exempt
from all duties, the performance of which might
interfere with their prompt attendance to their
Parliamentary calls. Privilege of Parliament,
such as it is, continues for a convenient time
after prorogation and dissolution.

ProroGATION.—See Interruption of the Slttmgs
of Parliament.

QUESTION. — See Order.

RovarL Assent.—The Act by which the Crown
agrees to a Bill is called the Royal Assent; this
assent_is usually given at the end of a Session,
unless  there is urgent necessity for the Act be-
coming law without loss of time, in which case
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the Governor General, or the person administer.
ing the Government, comes down to the Upper
House, and there, in the presence of both Houses,
give his assent. When this is done, either at the
close of the Session or on a special occasion, the
Governor General being seated on the throne, the
House of Commons is summoned to the bar of the
Upper House ; being there, the Clerk of the Crown
in Chancery reads the title of the Bill, and hands
it to the Chief Clerk, who says in both English
and French: “In the name of Her Majesty the
Queen, His Excellency the Governor General
sanctions this Bill.” His Excellency specially
manifests his assent to the Supply Bill. Bills to
which the Royal assent is not given, are pro-
nounced to be reserved for the signification of
Her Majesty’s pleasure thereon, and are men-
tioned in the “ Official Gazette’” as having been
reserved for Her Majesty’s consideration. Unless
a reserve is made in the Act itself, so soon as the
Royal assent is given, the Act becomes a Law,
and can' be proceeded on before any competent
Court. In England, sometimes the Royal assent
is given by commission, but in a Province such
an event has never taken place, although there
can be no doubt that the Governor General has
power to appoint a Commission to give this Royal
assent.

SERGEANT-AT-ARMS. — This officer, although in
attendance &h the House of Commons, is appoint-
ed by the Crown. It is his duty to obey the
commands of the House, to apprehend and take
into custody all those who are committed for any
offence by the House. Al the messengers and
servants of the House, except the Clerks, are
under his orders. He has his seat at the Bar of
the House, and directs all arrangements for the

~




maintenance of order in the approaches thereto,
and in the galleries. He is of course in imme-
diate attendance upon the Speaker from whom
he takes all orders connected with his duties.

SessioN.—The Session is the term occupied by
Parliament from its commencement to its proro-
gation. An adjournment does not close a Session.
Parliament is annually assembled for the des-
patch of busines.. There are certain important
Acts which are renewed every year, and without
which the Government could not be carried on,

f which compel the Government to meet the Repre-
sentatives of the people, and render an account
of the past year’s transactions, once a year at
least. Unless this be done, there will be no sup-
plies. By an understanding, Parliament meets
in the month of February, although circumstances
sometimes arise to postpone the time. While the
Crown has a right to summon Parliament where
it please~, it is generally understood that it
assembles at the Seat of Government. The House
heing assembled, the Governor General commands
the attendance of the Members of the Lower

ouse at the Bar of the Upper House, and deliv-
ers & Speech from the Turone. This Sneech is
he first subject taken into consideration: no
other business is commenced until the answer io
it is given. As is stated elsev-here, the mere
act of one or both Houses adjourning, doe~ not
erminate the Session; it can only terminate by
being prorozued by the Crown. All bills and
pther mea~ures left unfnished, when the proro-
fation takes place, are dead, snd parties who
Fish to revive them, must recommence their
abours at the next Session, as if nothing had
been done in the premises. The mere assembling
f Members does not constitute a Session, —one
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Bill, at least, must pass both Houses, and receive
the Royal Assent, before it can be called a Session.

SPEAKER. — Beyond all doubt this officer was
designated Speaker, from the fact of his being
the spokesman of the Commons, in their inter-
course with the Crown.  He is the presiding
officer of the body. He reads all communications
which come from the Queen’s Representative to
the Commons ; he has to present and read such
addresses and petitions as are carried up to the
Governor General by the whole House, and to
deliver the usual speeches, on the part of the
Commons, when presenting the Supply Bill, and
other Bills, calling for particular note and remark.
Through him, all witnesses and prisoners at the
Bar of the House are examined, and he directs
all arrangements, when the House is to be ad-
dressed by Counsel. It is his duty to deliver the
reprimand of the House to any one who has
incurred the penalty of receiving it; it is also his
duty to issue warrants of committal, or release
for breach of privilege, to communicate with any

arties, when so instructed by the House. It i3

is duty to closely examine the provisions of pri-
vate Bills so as to protect the public against any
surprise, or undue encroachment or injury; to
control and regulate the conduct of subordinate
officers of the House ; to enforce the Rules of the
House; he cannot join in any debate unless in
Committee of the whole House. As the presiding
officer of the House, he has all the duties attached
to such an office. The Speaker is chosen By the
members of Parliament, subject to the approba-
tion of the representative of the Crown, and holds
his office until the Parliament in which he is
elected is dissolved. Should a member persevere
in disobeying the order of the Speaker and of the
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TN
House, the Speaker may ‘‘name him,”-as"the
term applies, a course uniformly followéd by tho
censure of the House. In extreme 'cnses, the
Speaker may order members or others jnto custa=-~
dy until the pleasure of the House/; e signified.~
On divisions, when the numbers happen to be
equal, he gives the casting vote, but he never
otherwise votes. N

~

SuppLY.—All proceedings which relate to the

public income or expenditure must originate' with
the Commons, and must be begun by resolutisn
moved in Committee of Supply, which is always
2 Committee of the whole House. In the course
of the Session, estimates are submitted to a Com-
mittee of Supply, and resolutions moved thereon,
granting to the Crown the sums requisite for the
management of the various departments of the
Government, and the support of various public
and private institutions. Such as are confirmed
by the Committee of Supply are reported to the
ouse, where they are again reconsidered and
plopted, or rejected, as the case may be. Upon
hese, a Bill is passed, and this Supply Bill fur-
pshes the authority to the Government for dis-
pursing  the various sums appropriated. The
pper House may reject this or any other money
pill, but they cannot alter or amend the substance
b 2 supply or money Bill; such a course would
pe regarded as an invasion of the privileges ef
he Lower House. Before any Bill can be intro-
fuced, authorizing the expenditure of any public
honey, resolutions must be moved in Committec
i Supply, agreed to there, reported and confirm-
d by the House.

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Ways axp MEANS.—As the Committee of Sup-
ply relates to the expenditure of the country, so
the functions and duties of a Committee of Ways
and Means have reference to the funds “by which
such expenditure is to be met. Loans, duties,
taxes, excise and revenue of every description,
are submitted to a Committee of Ways and
Mears. The propositions of Government on this
subject are reduced to resolutions, submitted,
considered and decided on, and such as are
agreed to are reported to the House. Those which
may be adopted are embodied in a Bill or Bills,
and in due course and form become the law of
the land. As in Supply, the Upper House may
reject these Bills, but cannot amend them ; nor
can the Upper House insert a pecuniary penalty
in any ‘Bill.

BiLLs oF DIVORCE.

71. Every Applicant for a Bill of Divorce is
required to give notice of his intention so to do,
and to specify from whom and for what cause,
by advertisement, during six months, in the
Official Gazette, and in two newspapers published




in the District, in Quebec, or County, or Union of
Counties in the other Provinces, where such
applicant usually resided, at the time of the
separation, or if the requisite numbers of papers
cannot be found therein, then in the adjoining
District, or County, or Union of Counties.

72. A Copy of the Notice, in writing, is to be
served, at the instance of the Applicant, upon
the person from whom the Divorce is sought, if
the residence of such person can be ascertained;
and proof on oath of such service, or of the
attempts made to effect it, to the satisfaction of
the Senate, is to be adduced before the Senate’
on the reading of the Petitions

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COASTING REGULATIONS.

GOVERNMENT HOUSE, OTTAWA.

ON the recommendation of the Honourable the Minister

of Customs, and in pursuance of the provisions of the
11th Section of the Act 31 Vic. Cap. 6, intituled: *“An Act
* respecting the Customs,” His Excellency in Council has
been pleased to order, and it is hereby ordered, that the
following Regulations respecting the Coasting Trade of
the Dominion be, and the same are hereby adopted and
established.

COASTING<REGULATIONS.

1. Vessels and Boats employed solely in the transport of
Goods or Pa sengers from one Port or place to another
Port or place within the limits of the Dominion of Canada,
shall be deemed to be engaged in the Coasting Trade, and
shall be subject to the Regulations gcverning the same.

2. None but British registered Vessels and Boats, wholly
owned by British subjects, can lawfully be engaged in the
Coasting Trade of the Dominion of Canada, and the names
of such Vessels or Boats, and the names of thelr Ports of
Registry, seall be distinctly painted on the stern of the
gaid Vessels or Boats.

3. Snch Vesseis and Boats may, without being subject to
eatry, or clearance, as requgred by law, for Vessels trading
between Ports in the Eominion of Canada, as well as with
Foreign Ports, carry goods the produce of Canada, or goods
duty free. or goods duty paid, or pass ngers from any Ports
or places in the Provinces of Ontario and Quobec, to any
other Ports or places in the said Provinces, or from any
Ports or places in the Province of New Brunswick, to any
Ports or places’in the said Province, or from aoy Ports or
places in the Province of Nova Scetia, to any Ports or
places in the said Province, provided always that the
owners or masters of such Vessels or Boats, shall take out
alicense for the season for that purpose from a Collector of
Customs in Canada, and that the owners or masters in
taking out the said license shall enter lnto Bonds of $50,
conditioned that such Vessels or Boats shall not be em-

loyed in the Foreign Trade, and provided also that the

aster of every such Vessel or Boat shall keep or cause to
be kept, a Cargo Book in the form prescribed by the Cus-
toms Department, to be registered by the Collector of Cus-




toms who granted the license, in which Book shail be
entered, at the Port of lading, an account of all goods
taker on board of such Vessel or Boat, stating the descrip
tion of the packages, the quantities, the descriptions and
vatues of the goods therein, as also of the goods stowed
loose, and the names of the respective Shippers and Con-
signees, as far as any of such particulars shall be known to
him : and at the Port of discharge shall be entered in the
said Cargo Book, the respective days upon which any such
goods shall be delivered out of such Vessel, and al-o the
respective times of departure from the Port of Jading, and
of arrival at the Port of unlading. S~

4. The Master of any such Vessel or Boat shall produce
his license aud Cargo Book to anv Officer of Customs,
whenever the same shall be demanded, and answer all
questions put to him, and such Officer ot Customs shall be
at liberty to note any remark on the Cargo Book which he
may deem proper; and it the Cargo Book shall not be kept
m the manner required, and the particulars of all Cargo,
jaden and unladen, duly noted therein, the goods and ves-
selss'hall be forfeited, and the Master shall incur the penalty
of $100.

5. Before any coasting Vessel or Boat shall depart from
any Port of lading in any one of the Pmovinces of the
Dominion of Canada for any other Port in the said Domi-
nion, not in the said Province of departure, an account or
report, with a duplicate thereof, in the form or to the
eftect following, and signed by the Master, shall be deli-
vered to the Collector, who shall retain the duplicate and
return the original account or report dated and signed by
him: and such account or report shall be the clearance of
the Vessel or Boat for the vovage and the transire o™pass
for the goods expressed therein, except for goods under
Bond or good~ hable to Excise or Internal Revenue duty,
which shall require the entries and warrants for landing to
be signed by the proper Officers as required by law, and 1f
any such account or report be false, the master who signed
1t shall forfeit the sum of $100.

6. Within twenty-four hours after the arrival of anv
coasting Vessel ¢r Boat at the Port of discharge, which
requires a fransire as above described, and betore any goods
shall be unladen, the transire with the name ot place or
wharf where the lading is to be discharged, noted thereon,
shall be delivered to the Collector, who shall note thereon
the date of the delivery: andif anv of the gords on board
such Coasting Vessel or Boat shall be subject to any
Customs duty, the same shall not be unladen until d..e
entry has reen made at the Custom House and a warrant
granted for the landing thereof; and if any ot the goods
on board such Vess<el or Boat be subject to any duty ot
Excise or Internal Revenue, the same shall not be unladen
without the authority or permission of the proper Officer
of Excise; but no entry shall be required at the Custom
House for any goods brought coa-twise, the produce of
Canada, or goods on which the duties whether of Customs
or Excise have already been paid opwhich are du-y free.

7. Vessels and Boats employed in the coasting trade and
that shall not have taken out a license for cairying goods,
and obtained a Cargo Book as above provided, shall report
inwards a «d outwards at the nearest port to their place ot
arrival or destination, and require clearances whenever
they depart from any port or place within the Dominton of
Canada. and_in default of their so reporting the Vessel or
Cargo. the Master shall in such cases be subject to the
penalty ot $100 for depa'ting and arriving without due
entrv inwards or outwards as the case may be: Provided
that when a Vessel shall sail from any place where there s
no Custom House, or Officer of Customs, 1t shall be
sufficient for the carrying out of ‘his regulation that the
owner or Master of such Vessel, do, 8s soon afterwards as
possible, forward to the nearest Custom House a simular
report in duplicate, or lodge the same at the first Poitat
which he shall touch where there is a Custom House
Officer.

8. Goods under a removal Bond from one Canadian Port
to another Canadian Port, may be carried in any British
registered Vessel or Boat, trading coastwise with a proper
license and Cargo Book upon such goods being properly
entered in the Cargo Book and in the account or transire,
in duplicate, the Collector at the Port from which such
goods are removed, being required to forward by mail to
the Collector of the Port for which the goods are desiined,
all the particulars and description of the goods so




forwarded, and the packages shall be properly marked in
1ed as now provided, but no goods under Bond shall be
carried m any Coastine Vessel or Boat until the Master
has delivered an account in duplicate or transire to the
Collector of Customs at the Port of lading.

9. No Coeasting Vessel to touch at any Foreign Port
unless unavoidable circunmstances, and the Master of any
Coasting Vessel or Boa which has touched at any Foraign
Port. shall declare the same 1n writing under hisovn hand,
to the Collector or other proper Ofticer of Customs at the
Port, or place 1n Canada where his Vessel or Boat after-
wards first arrives, under a penalty of $100.

10. If any goods are unshipped from anv Vessel or Boat
arriving coastwise, or unshipped or water borne to be
shipped to be carried coastwise on Sundays or Holldays,
or unless 1n the presence or with the authomty of the
proper Officer of Customs, or unless at such times and
places as shall be appointed and approved by him for that
purpose ; the same shall be forfeited, and the Master of
the Vessel or Boat shail forteit the sum of $100.

11. Officers of Customs may board any Coisting Vessel or
Boat in any Port or place, and at any period ot the voyvage
search her, and exawine all the goods on board, and
demand all the documents which «ught to be on board;
and the Collector may require such documents to be
brough: to him for ins<pection. .

12. No Fishing Boat or Boat uded in Ferrying under 15
tons burthen, shall, except by specid 2NSC OT permission,
carry any goods from a foreign country, which are habie to
dutv, under pain of seizures unless the same (iu the case
of Ferry Boats,) be for the sole usc of sorhc passenger then
on board.

13. No goods can be carried 1n any/Coasting Vessel or
Boat, except such as are laden to be so carried at some
Port or place in Canada, and nv goods ~hall be taken into
or put out of any Coasting Vessel or Boat while on her
vovag» by River, Lake or Sea.

14. The transire coastwise required by these regula jons,
may, 1n the case of any Steam Vessel carring a Purser, be
signed by such Purser with the hke effect in all respects,
and subject to the like penalty on the Purser, and the like
forfeiture of the goods, in case of any untrue statement mn
the transire, as if the transire was signed by the Master;
and the word Master for the purposes of the regulations
shall be construed as including the Purser of any Steam
Vessel; but nothing herecin contained shall preclude the
Collector or proper Officer of Customs from calling upon
the Master of any Steam Vessel to answer all such
questions concerning the vessel, passengers cargo, and
crew, as might be lawfully demanded of him if the report
had been made by him, or to exempt the Master from the
penalties imposed by these regulatio.s for fajlure to answer
any such question, or for answering untruly, or to prevent
'{hedMaster from making such report, if he shall see fit so

0 do.




15. The Coasting Regulations of the late Province of
Canada dated the 12th Avril, 1861, and all regulations here-
tofure existing in the Province of New Brunswick or
Nova Scotia in reference to Coasting in any of the said
Provinces are hereby repealed.

RULES

RESPECTING THE

LIBRARY OF PARLIAMENT.

A proper Catalogue of the Books belonging to the
Library shall be kept by the Librarian, in whom the
custody and responsibility therveof shall be vested; and
who shall be required to report to the House through Mr.
Speaker, at the opening of each Sessior, the actual state
of the Library.

o person shall be entitled to resort to the Library
during a Session/ of Parliament, except the Governor
General. the Members of the Privy Council and of the
Senate and House of Commons, and the Officers of both
Houses, and such other persons as may receive a written
order of admission from the Speaker of either House.
Members may personally introduce Strangers to the
Library, durlni) the daytime, but not after the hour of
seven o’clock, P. M.

During a Session of Parliament, no Books belonging to
the Library shall De taken out of the Building, except by
the authority of The Speaker, or upon receipts given by a
Menmber of either House.

During the recess of Parliament, the Library and
Reading Room shall be open every day in each week,
Sundays and Holidays excepted, from the hour of ten in
the morning until three in the afternoon; and access to
the Library shall be permitted to persons introduced by &
Member of the Legislature, or admitted at the discretion
of the Clerk or Librarian; subject to such regulations as
may be deemed necessary for the security and preserva-
tion of the collection ; but no one shall be allowed to take
any Book out of the Library, except Members of the
Legislature, and such others as may be authorized by the
Speaker of either House,




. . v

The Clerk of this House is authorized to subscribe for
the Newspapers published in the Dominion, and for such
other papers, British and Foreign, as may from time to
time be directed by The Speaker; and to import annually
the continuation of Periodical Worksin the Library.

During the recess of Parliament, no Member of either
House, not residing at the seat of Governmenr, shall be at
liberty t» borrow or have in bis possession at any one
time more than three works from the Library, or to retain
the same for a longer period than one month.

No other persons who may be privileged by card from
the Speaker of either House to borrow books from the
Library shall be allowed to have in their possession more
than two books at any one time, or to retain the same
longer than three weeks, and all such persons shail
retnrn the books so taken when required by the Librarian.

No books of reference, or books of special cost and
value, may be removed from the seat of Government
under any circumstances.

At the first meeting of the Joint Library Committee at
every Session of Parliament, the Librarian shall report a
list of the books absent at the commencement of the Ses-
sion, specifving the names of any persons who have
retained the same in contravention of either of the fure-
going Rules. °
