The Moon’s change, first quarter, full, and
last quarter, happeaing during six of the afternoon hours, . e., from four till

LORD BACON’S RULES FOR PROGNOSTICATING THE WEATHER.

1. If the new Moon does not appear till the fourth day, it prognosticates
a troubled air for the whole month,

2. If the Moon, either at her first appearance or within a few days after,
has her lower horn obscured and dusky, it denotes foul weather before the
full ; but if she be so discovered about the middle, storms are to be expect.
ed about the full; and if her upper horn be affected, about the wane.

3. When on her fourth day the Moon appears pure and spotless, her horns
unblunted and neither flat nor quite erect, but between both, it promises fair
weather for the greatest part of the month.

4. An erect Moon is generally threatening and unfavourable, but parti.
4 cularly denotes wind ; though, if she appears with short and blunted horna,

DRAINING,

Underdraining should be performed during the dry season, and those
farmers who have wet spots of ground in cultivated fields should no longer
delay the simple mode of rendering such land productive. Open drains
should never made but to carry off surface water. No drain for an
other purpose should be much less than three feet deep, but an open one thz
depth must be nine feet wide to prevent the banks sliding, and this is an
enormous waste of land. But a covered drain occupies no ground, The
expense of digging, from this cause is also much greater in case of open drains.

Colonial New papers sent to the United Kingdum, or to any
British Colony by way of England, and British Newspapers from
the United Kingdom to any part of Canada—one half-penny—
charged on delivery.

If sent to any part of the Uaited States, one penny.—To be
pre-paid.

Newspapers sent from the United States, are liable, on delivery,
to a Provincial rate of one penny, in addition to the United States
postage.

British and Colonial Newspapers may be sent by Packet be-
tween any of Her Mujesty’s Colonies, without passing through
the United Kingdom—Iree of postage for sea conveyance, and by
private Ship at a Sca-rate of one penny each, to be pre.paid.

British Newspapers may be posted in Canada for any place in
B. N. America, at a charge of one halfpenny each, to be pre. aid
or not, at the option of the sender.

United States papers, if re.posted in this Provinee, are lable to
full letter postage.

Newspapers may be sent from Canada by Mail Packet, and
throngh England to any Foreign Port in China, the East Indies
or Fast Africa, on the pre.payment of 24d. Sterling, (or 3d. Cur-
rency) each.

Newspapers, (with csception of British, which are not limited
as 1o weight,) to pass under the foregoing regulations, must not
exceed two ounces, otherwise they become inbﬁs to pamphlet post-
age, Viz., ono penny per ounce.

vious. Three Asscssors for each Ward will be elected,—two be-
ing chosen as heretofore, and one appointed by the Council.
