Dr. Smellett mentions, in his Travels
throligh the Continent of Europe, that he heard
a great deal, on the Pyrenncan frontiers of
France, respecting a not«d smuggler, or rather
rabber-captain, named M.ndrin, who had lute-
Iy Been taken and executed for his crimes.

alencia, in Spain, was the nutive place o
Mundrin, and also the spot where he had suf-
fered. In passing thiough this city, Dr.
Smollett saw the gibbeton which the smug-
gler died, and made some inquiries respecting
him.  The driver or eonductor of the tiaveller
to whoin these inquiries were addressed, wasa
dark swarthy fellow named Joseph. ¢ At the
mention of Mandrin’s name,” says the travel-
ler, ¢ the tear started in Joseph®s eye ; he dis-
charged a deep sizh, or rather groan, and told
me he wus his dear friend, | wos a little
startled at this declaration ; however, 1 con-
cealed my thoughts, and began to ask questions
whent the character and exploits of a man who
had made such noise in the world,

He told me Mandrin was a native of Valen
ciay of me=n extraction 3 that he had served as
a soldier insthe army, and afterwaids acted as
tax-gatherer 5 that at length he tuined smug-
ghery and, by his superior quatities eised him-
self to the command of a formidable gang ;
consisting of five hundred poisons, well armed
with caralines und pistols.  He had fifty horse
far his troopers, and three hundred mules for
the cariage of his merchandize. His head-
quarters was at Savoy, hut be made incursions
into Dauphine, and set the wilitary at defiance,
He maintained several bloody skirmishes with
these troopers, as well as with other regular de-
tachments, n all those actions signalized
himself by his courage and conduct. Coming
up at one tiwe with filty of the soldicrs, who
were in quest of him, he told them very calm-
h_\' he had occasion for their hotses and accou-
trements, and desired them v dismount. At
that instant his gang appeared, and the troop-
#1s complied with bis r quest, without making
the least o||r»ihnn. Joseph said e was as
gvnrrltlm- " .d'd" bvrvo, and never nhuoleluﬁ
travellers, nor did the least injury to the
hutyon the contrary, uhendjlhreym very m‘.
He nsed to oblige the gentlemen in the coun-
try to take his merchandize, his tobacco,
brandy, and musins, at his own price ; and in
the same manner he laid open townsunder con-
tribution,, When he had no meschandize, he
horrowed money of them upon the esedit of
what he should bring when he was better pro-
vidled. He was at last hetraved by a woman
to the Colonel of a French regiment, who went

Mandin being convey - w V' lencia,
his native place, was lor some time peimitte
0 50 avroad, under a strong guard, .ith chains
spon bis lezs ; and here he conversed freel
with ail soits of people, flattering hims If wit
the tiopes of @ pardon, in which, Lowever, he
was disappon tid.  An oider came from court
o bring him to his trisl, when he wus “ound
guilty, and condemned to be hroke on the
wheeh,  Joseph said he drank a bottle of wine
with him the night before his execution. He
bore his fate with gieat resolution, olserving
that if the letter which he had written to the
kingy had been delivered, he certainly should
have obtamed his majesty’s pardon.  His exe-
cutioncr was of his own gang, who was par-
doned on condition of performing this office,
You know that uuminuL broke upon the wheel
are first strangled, unless the ser ence impoits
that they are to be bioken alive. As Mandrin
had not been guilty of cruelty in the course of
his deiinquenciesy he was indulged with this
favour. Speaking to his executioner whom
e had formetly commanded, ¢ Joseph,’ said
he, ¢ thou shalt not touch me till I am quite
dead.”  Our driver had no sooner pronounced
these word, than I was srtuck with & suspicion
that he himself was the executioner of his
fiiend Mundrin,  On that suspicion, I exclaim=
el, ¢ Ah! ah! Julr‘uh " The fel'ow blushed
up to the eyes, and suid, * Yes he bore the
same name as L.” 1 did pot think proper to
prosecute the inquiry, but did not much relish
the natars of Joseph’s counc xions, The truth
is, he had very much the looks of a
though, I must own, his behaviour was very
very obliging and su' missive.”

Though it is probable, from the source of Dy,
Smollett’s information, that this account is cor-
rect, it is stated in Sir Walter Scoit’s Diary,
that Mundrir. was broke alive upon the wheel.
Sir Walter, speakiug of the little concemn
which any occurrence gave him after having
experienced the first great blow in his misfor=
tunes, says, * | remember hearing that Man=
drin tesgjfied some hoiror when he found him-
self bound alive upon the wheel, and saw the
executioner approach with a bar of lion to break
his limbs. After the second and third blow,
he fell a laughiug, and being asked the reason
by his confessor, said he laughed at his own
folly, which had anticijated increased agony
at every blow, when it wus obvious that the
first must have jarred and confounded the sys=
tem of the nerves so much, as to render the
succeeding blows of little consequence.”
