directly from the same source.

Let us ask now, what were the rela-
tions of the wuniversal Church with
Rome at this period?

In Lyons the Church had already

been long established, and in the year

{1 170, forty eight holy confessors of the

faith, being about to suffer martyrdom,
addressed a letter to the same Pope,
llleutherius,the common father of Chris-
tians, who had sent the missionaries
to convert Britain, asking him to in-
struct them in the faith and practices
of the Church. This letter was taken
to Eleutherius by Trenieus, the most il
lustrions among the priests of Gaul,
and as the Church of Lyons had lost
its bishop, Pothinus, by martyrdom,
Irenicus returned from Rome with the
answer of leutherius, commissioned by
Pope Eleutherius to succeed Pothinus
s Bishop of Lyons. The Pope’s letter
was addressed ** To all the Chu  “es of
Gaul which are combatting fu. the
faith.””  (See Eusebius, Ecclesiastical
History, and the Letters of Eleu-
therius in the Greek Patrology.)

It is clear, therefore, that the
Churches of the world at this time were
in communion with the Pope, and ac-
knowledged his jurisdiction over them.
