Mr. Labouchere has had a number of
paragraphs in his 7ruth on the Home
Rule question. The following are his
views : “Long before my party found
salvation T was a Home Ruler. In
Parliament of 1880 I voted for Home
Rule persistently, and as persistently
did 1 vote against coercion. It is
because 1 am a Home Ruler that I want
to make Home Rule certain. As
nothing is more certain than that
Home Rule will not become law until a

dissolution has been followed by a
general election, whether we take

Home Rule first or last seems tome a
question of tactics rather than ot
principle. It has been suggested that
a Home Rule bill should be passed at
once, that when it has been thrown
out in the Lords it should be sent up
there again and again, while the time
required for this should be occupied by
passing other bills. There is, no
doubt, something to be said for this,
but it is risky. I should perfer to
make certain our success at the next
general election before tackling Home
Rule, for unforescen accidents some-
times occur in the best regulated
families. To win Home Rule, it is,
in my humble judgment, absolutely
ssary that we should bave a good
next election.

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PRINCE BISMARCK' Yy TOUR.

The Freisinneye Zeituny, which is
edited by Herr Richter, announces
jocosely that Prince Bismarck has been
engaged by Manager Pollini, of a Ham-
burg theatre, to make a tour of the
world as a talking champion. The
tournaments are to be held in all the
European capitals and finally at
Chicagoduring the World’s Fair. Pro-
fossor Haeckel, who visited Bismarck
at Kissingen with a deputation of
University students, according to the
Zeitung, will accompany the Prince as
lecturer and showman.

The oceasion which called forth these
caustic remarks is the tour which
Prince Bismarck has been making
through Netherland, everywhere de-
livering speeches in whichhe shows all
the spleen of a bafffed politician ; but
it is especially evoked by his speech at
Kissingen, in reply to the address of
the students.

We do not desire to disguise the fact
that it was by the operation of the
Prince’s stubborn will the humiliations
of Austria and France were partly
brought about, and the little States
which formed the Germanic Confedera-
tion united into one great empive. The
Prussians, who dominate the union, are,
as might be expeeted, especially jubi-
lant at the result, and correspondingly
grateful to Bismarck who brought it to
a consummation. Yet Bismarck’s was
not the only mind which worked out
the problem of German unification.
The Emperor William the First's clear

conception of the prestige which this

union would give to Germany, and of
the consequent high position she would
attain in the political counsels of
Europe, seems to have been the imme-
diate cause of the consolidation which
it was the traditional policy of the
Prussians to effect, provided Prussia,
and not Austria, could be made the
Prince Bismarck

dominant power.

DISESTABLISHMENT IN
WALES.

The question of Home Rule is not the
only one which has been decided by the
recent British elections, though it is
agreed to by the Liberal party that it
is the most important matter which is
before the country requiring settle-
ment. The Welsh Liberals are a unit
in demanding the disestablishment of
the State Church in Wales, and as it is
natural for most people to imagine that
matters which concern themselves are
of the very first importance, it may be
readily inferred that they are pushing
their party for an early measure of dis-
establishment ; and when we say the
Welsh Liberals are doing this, we may
well say that Wales is doing it, for
there are only two supporters of the
late Government holding seats for
Wales. Wales is almost unanimous in
demanding the abolition of tithes and
State-Churchism, only the few who be-
long to the Established Church being
in favor of the continuation of that
enormous iniquity on a dissenting pop-
ulation.

With respect to the formula of conse-
eration of Christian families, and the
prayer to be recited before a picture
of the Holy LFamily, they were pro-
posed to Us by the Sacred Congrega-
tion of Rites, with the approval of Our
dear son, Cajetan Louis Masella Car-
dinal Priest of the Holy Roman Church,
and Prefect of the same Cong ition.
We approved of them, and caus ed both
to be transmitted to the Ordinaries of
the dioceses.  Later, fearing that the
spirit of this devotion might with time
begin to languish, We instructed
the same Congregation of Sacred
Rites to draw up the rules by which
the Association of the Holy Family, to
be established throughout the whole
Catholic world, should be united and
bound together so that they should
have but one president. These rules
having been submitted to Us by the
Cardinal Prefect of the Sacred Con-
gregation of Rites, We approved them
with Our Apostolic authority, and
ratified and confirmed them; and
everything which had been regulated
on the matter, notably by the Apostolic
Letters of the 3rd October, 1865,
which were written and published in
favor of the first association at Lyons.
We will and command also that all
the associations of the Holy Family
already existing, no matter under
what name and title, shall be

MERGED IN THIS ONE UNIVERSAL ASSO-
CIATION,

We except, however, the religious
congregations of this name having
constitutions approved by the Holy
See, and the confraternities, properly
so called, provided they have been
canonically  established, and are
directed under the rules prescribed
by the Sovereign Pontiffs, notably by
Clement VIII. in the Constitution
Quocumque of Tth December, 1604,
Jut those confraternities and religious
congregations who up to the present
have devoted themselves to bringing
together of Christian families must
henceforth refrain from this work,
which is reserved in future for the
parish priests alone.  Nevertheless it
is  not necessary that  families
already inscribed in  these con-
gregations and confraternities should
be again inscribed, in order to
enjoy the Indulgences and other
spiritual favors, provided they ob-
serve what is laid down in the present
rules. We name the Cardinal-Vicar
of Rome, for the time being, perpetual
Protector of the association, and We
confer upon him all the rights and
faculties necessary to fulfil his duties.
We wish also that he should be assisted
by a Council of Roman prelate, among
them the Secretary pro tem. of the
Sacred Congregation of Rites. We
have the firm hope that all those to
whose care is confided the salvation of
souls, especially the Bishops, will share
Our intentions and wishes in the
establishment of this pious association,

to make it prosper. And, indeed,
those who know and deplore with Us
the depravity and corruption among
Christians, the extinction in families
of the spirit of religion and piety, the
unbridied revival of worldliness, all
these will keenly desire to apply suit
able remedies to so many and such
great evils.  Now, We cannot imagine
anything more efficacions and more
salutary for Christian families than to
offer to them the example of the Holy
Family, which combines the perfection
and the complement of all the domestic
virtues. They will therefore take
care that the greatest possible number
of families.
ESPECIALLY OF THE WORKING CLASSES,

against whom the snares of the enemy
are directed with the greatest force,
shall give their names to this pious
association.  And they will especially
watch that the association shall not be
diverted from its object and that ifs
spirit shall not be altered, but that its
members shall observe and practice
strietly the prayers and other exercises
of piety fixed by the rules. May
Jesus, Mary and Joseph invoked at
the domestic  hearth, be therefore
propitious to ns: may they teach us
charity regulate our conduct, and
excite our hearts to virtue by imitat-
ine  them, and may they soften
and render more supportable
the trials  which overwhelm man
kind.  We decree that all these dis
positions with theirdetails, as set torth
above, shall be stable and confirmed in
perpetuity, notwithstanding the con
stitutions, letters apostolic, privileges,
indults, ov regulations which have
emanated from Us and from the Apos
tolic Chancellery and all other things
to the contrary.

THRESHING OLD STRAW.

I'he Duke of Avgyle Tries to Mislead
American Readers,
The opening article in the August
number of the North American Leview
is contributed by “His Grace the Duke
of Argyle,” and it bears the title,
v English Elections and Home Rule.”
Our leading reviews seem to depend
Jargely on foreign contributors, and
from time to time they favor the Ameri-
can public with a protest of this kind
against Home Rule—a subject on which
the people of this country, as well as
the people of Great Britain, scems to
have come to a conclusion.
These articles are invariably silly.
They show ignorance of Americ
institutions on the part of the writers
and persume ignorance of English in-
stitutions on the part of the readers.
The Duke of Argyle brings with the
usual absurd statement of an analogy
between the existing union of England
and Ircland and our own Federal union
and the usual absurd conclusion :
¢ Irish Home Rule is—in one well-
known word—*Secesh.’” His Grace
ought to know that secession could
come only after Home Rule ; and that
Home Rule may exist without seces-
sion.
Argyle proceeds with the usual as-
sumption that Ulster is solidly Protes-
tant and solidly against Home Rule.
As a matter of fact the representation
of Ulster in the last parliament was
glightly in favor of the Nationalist
party, and that the Protestant majority
in Ulster is due to a heavy prepon-
derance in two counties. In five
counties— Donegal, Tyrone, Cavan,
Monaghan, Fermanagh—the Catholics
number 430,770 and the Protestants
197,524, In Londonderry and Armagh
there is a slight Protestant majority,
but the totals for these seven counties
are H64,425 Catholies, and 355,591
Protestants. Antrim and Down tip
the scale the other day. The former
has 106,464 Catholics and 321,591 Pro-
testants ; the latter has 73,464 Catholics
and 193,429 Protestants. The total for
the province is 744,353 Catholics and
873,524 Protestants. But of course all
the Catholics are not Nationalists ; and
many of the Presbyterians are for
Home Rule.
Those who profess to fear unjust
religious  discrimination under a
change should consider the statistics as
to the working of the present system in
the Contemporary Review for July.
In a Catholic country there are 13 Cath-
olic peers, 174 Episcopalian peers, and
not one Presbyterian peer. There are
9 Catholics in the Privy Council, 36
Episcopalians and no Presbyterians.
There are 2 Catholics lieutenants of
counties, 29 Episcopalians and 1
Presbyterian.  And so the proportion
runs all the way down the list. The
opponents of Home Rule are not afraid
of political and religious inequality but
of political and religious equality.—
Post-Ecpress.
