My Dear Sir:—I have the pleasure to send 
you the following account of the proceedings ol 
the expedition to the Arctic seas, under my com­
mand, subsequent to the 14th of August, 1K60. 
My letter from Upernavik to the contributors to 
the expedition, bearing the above date, will have 
instructed you of my movements up to that time.

We sailed from Upernavik on the 16th of 
August, 1860; but calms detaining us on our 
way to Tessiuesack, we did not reach the latter 
place until the 21st. I laving there increased 
the number of our dogs by the addition of the 
interpreter’s team, making a compliment of 2Û 
animals ; and having further increased my crew 
by the addition of two Danes and one Esqui­
maux hunter, we put to sea again on the 22nd, 
and stood northward with a fair wind. On the 
morning of the 23rd we entered Melville Bay.

ing letter from M. Matamores, written from his 
prison at Granada :

The Prison, Granada, Sept. 3, 1861.

“ papers,” and showing her my handkerchief as 
a token.

were brought up by a heavy ice pack, twenty 
miles south of Smith Strait. There being a high 
sea setting directly upon the ice, and the air be­
ing thick with falling snow, we lost' no time in 
plying to wiqdward, and having obtained a good 
offing, hove to, to await better weather.

The wind soon fell to a calm ; the clouds broke 
during the night, and on the morning of the 
27th we rounded the ice, in shore, and under a 
light X. E. wind stood out towards the centre of 
the strait, which we entered at 9 p. in. Here w e 
met a heavy pack through w hich no practical 
lead could he distinguished. Our examination 
of its margin with the view of finding an opening 
was cut short by a heavy gale which broke sud­
denly upon us from the X. E. T he bergs being 
very thick about us we could not heave to ; and 
we ran great risk of losing every exposed sail, 
l he gale lasted with very little abatement in its 
volume during the 28th and 29th.

On the morning of the 30th, having carried 
aw ay the foresail we were glad to reach a small 
cove twenty miles south of Cape Alexander, and 
there dropped anchor in four fathoms of water. 
Here I obtained an excellent view from an ele­
vation of 1200 feet. The pack appeared to be 
impenetrable, and very little water was to be 
seen along the West shore. I determined, how ­
ever, to attempt the passage.

I had scarcely returned from my journey to 
the mountain, when the gale again set in from 
the same quarter, and with a violence which I 
h»ve scarcely seen equalled. On the morning of 
the 31st we were driven from our moorings, and 
in the effort to save our anchors we were forced 
upon a group of icebergs which had drifted in 
w ith the current, and carried away our jib-boom.

Sonntag, at the observatory, erected on shore 
near the vessel, gave its position, lat 78 17 41 
X., long. 72 30 57 W., twenty mile» further 
south than Dr. Kane’s winter quarters, and dis­
tant from it by the coast 90 miles.

1 need hardly say that I deeply regret that boat and 
we could not attain a higher latitude with the 
vessel, particularly do I regret that we could not 
reach the west coast. That coast was w holly 
unapproachable with a sailing vessel.

The weather continued boisterous throughout 
the autumn ; and, indeed, during the greater 
part of the winter. In consequence of the re­
peated gales the water off the harbor was not 
frozen over until March, so that sledge travel­
ling was impracticable during the month of Oc­
tober, at which time I had exacted to curry out 
provision depots for use in the spring. Mr.
Sonntag made an attempt to reach Rensselaer 
Harbor in November, and although the dark­
ness of winter bad then set in he was baffled by 
the open waters.

While the daylight lasted, we were profitably 
employed. A survey of the harbor and adjacent 
coasts was made by the joint labours of Messrs.
Sonntag, McCormick, Dodge and Radcliffe. In 
September, Mr. Sonntag put up in the observa­
tory the fine pendulum apparatus, constructed 
expressly for the expeditibtf by the Messrs. Bond, 
of Boston, and a full set of satisfactory experi­
ments were obtained. The magnetic instruments 
weie subsequently placed in the same building, 
and observations were there made from tune to 
^ne. A météorologie observatory was erected 
on shore, and observations were there recorded 
three times daily, with several instruments. A 
bi-hourly record was kept near the vessel, with a 
single instrument. 1 may mention that all the 
instruments have been well compared. A surve) 
of John's glacier was made by Mr. Sonntag and 
myself in October. The glacier, which was dis­
covered and named by Dr. Kane, approaches tbe 
»ea through a deep valley, and it* face is two 
miles from the sea. The angles, not yet reduced, 
obtained in October were repeated „by myself last 
June, and they show a considerable movement 
of the glacier. The survey of this glacier was 
further continued by me late in October, with a 
party of five persons ; I ascended to the mn- tie 
glare, and travelled eastward fifty miles. Our 
greatest elevation was 4,500 feet, the tempera­
ture at which elevation was 15 degress lower than 
at the level of the sea.

The winter was passed in health and comfort.
We were fortunate enough in capturing upward 
of 200 reindeer, which kept both ourselves and 
lhe dogs constantly supplied with fresh food.

The winter brought, however, some serious 
misfortunes. A disease which had been prevail­
ing in North Greenland during the last few years 
broke out among the dogs, and of the fine pack 
which I had taken from the Danish settlements 
only eleven remained alive on the 20th of De­
cember.

This was on a charge 
of propagating Protestantism amongst tbe pri­
soners. My case has now passed from the mili­
tary to the civil Courts. This is an advantage 
to me ; for truth is more easily heard in the 
latter than in the former; Still, there are many 
calumnies and prejudice* against me, but I trust 
in the Lord and i^the strength of my innocence.

Upon reaching Fog Harbor we made nearly a 
due north course, intending to reach the west 
coast, and travel thenev u|H>n llie land ice. We 
soon encountered huminocked ice of extraor­
dinary thickness, through which it was often 
necessary to break a passage with axes and sho­
vels. It finally became evident, from the slow­
ness ul our progress, that the entire summer 
would be consumed in reaching the west land, 
even if l he boat could be transported to it at all. 
Being well assured that nothing could be accom­
plished with the boat expedition, 1 sent the main 
body back on the 28th of April, and coutinuod 
northward w ith three companies and two sledge*.

The ice grew worse as we advanced, and we 
were fourteen day* reaching the west coast, a 
distance in a direct line of only forty miles.— 
From this fact you can form some estimate of 
the character of the ice over which we travelled. 
The severity of the labour broke down the dogs, 
and I was compelled to feed lo them a double 
ration, tliu* consuming rapidly tbe provisions, 
and proportionally shortening my northward 
journey. Reaching the west coast at Cape 
Hayes, we travelled along the land through 
Kennedy Channel until the 18th of May, when 
our provisions being exhausted, we were com­
pelled to .turn our face* southward. T he lati­
tude attained upon that day was 81 deg. 35 min., 
a degree of northing which 1 believe not to have 
been exceeded or equalled by an) explorer, ex­
cept Sir Edward Barry. The land was taken 
possession of in the name of the United Slates 
with tiie usual form», and the flag which was 
used upon the occasion has covered the most 
northern known land upon the globe.

Although thus early in the season, the ice in 
Kennedy Channel was everywhere much decayed 
and unsafe, and in some places was entirely 
gone. In one extensive pool a flock of water 
fowl was discovered. I entertain no doubt that"" 
tne ice ol Kennedy Channel was broken up and 
dissolved at a very early period of the summer.
It wfas in this channel that Dr. Knne discovered 
an open sea at a period six week* later, in the 
summer of 1854. Before reaching the vessel 1 
lost all but seven of the remaining dogs, and the 
ice having broken up around Cape Oblsen, fur­
ther exploration to the northward was impossi­
ble during the present season.

Being without a carpen­
ter, a large share of the labour oi repair fell 
upon Mr. McCormick, the sailing-master of the 
expedition, of whose ready ingenuity and prac­
tical skill 1 cannot too warmly express my ac­
knowledgements. The ice broke up around the 
vessel on the 10th of July, and we put to sea on 
the 14th.

After much difficulty and two trials we reach­
ed the west coast, twelve mife* south of Cej>e Is­
abella, and being unable to pass the Cape we 
dropped anchor, and on the 28th 1 made a jour­
ney to the north side of the Cape in a whale boat, 
and from an elevation ol »ix hundred feet obtain­
ed a view to the northward. In that direction, 
fifteen miles above Cape Isabella, the ice was 
solid and unbroken aa far a* the eye could reach.

To the eastward the pack ice was heavy and 
impenetrable.

t aking Whale Sound on the way I complet­
ed the survey <>f that remarkable inlet, and ob­
tained there an excellent set of magnetic deter­
minations and some photographs of the natives, 
the glaciers and other objects of interest.

After boring through the ice of Melville Bay 
for 150 mile* we reached the southern water, 
aud entered the harbour of Vpernavik on the 
14th of August. There we remained ten days, 
engaged during thi* time in various scientific ex' 
ploration*. On the 1st September we reached 
Gorham or Lievely. and were there similary oc 
«mpied. We were ready for sea again on the 
6th, but a succession of S. W. gales detained us 
until the 17th, when we again put to sea, and 
having a fair wind, we were on the 22nd 200 
miles td the southward of Cape Farewell. From 
that time until the 'Jth of October we encounter­
ed constant southerly weather, with frequent 
gales. When oft Halifax we sustained serious 
damage, and were obliged to put into that port 
for repair*. We art now again ready for sea and 
expect to leave this port to-morrow.

1 have to regret Unit we could not accomplish 
a greater northing, hut situated as we were with 
Smith’s Sir aft to cross, and with a small force at 
command. I can but regard the summer’s explor 
ations as fortunate and successful. The field of 
research, although more limited than I had an­
ticipated, was. however, new ; and my observa­
tions in different departments of physical and 
natural science will, 1 feel assured, meet the ap­
probation of the patrons of the expedition.

1 am well satisfied that they will be found ful­
ly to justify the labour and expense which they 
have cost. The unfortunate accident which oc­
casioned the untimely death of Mr. Sonntag, 
caused ^ serious loss to the expedition. The sys­
tem of obscrx atiuns and exjierimeut* which we 
had planned in concert had already accomplish­
ed important additions to Arctic science, when 
death deprived me of his invaluable assistance ; 
and with the duties incident to A retie jex ploration 
in the field constantly pressing upon me, I was not 
always able to execute the plans which we had 
devised. My officers, however, on all occasions, 
contributed their lies! assistance, and I was by 
them relieved of many onerous duties. I am es­
pecially indebted to Mr. Kadcliff, assistant as­
tronomer, for his zealous assistance in the work 
at the observatory, ami for assistance in taking 
photographic views : apd to Messrs. Knorr and 
Starr I owe obligations for valuable aid in collec­
ting specimens of natural history and other sci­
entific duty.

1 will ment it m, in conclusion, that I am still 
of opinion that Smith Strait can be navigated 
with steam. Under sails alone I am satisfied 
that it cannot. It is my hope to be able to re­
new the attempt with a small steamer. With 
this view 1 have left some stores at Port Foulke 
and at Vperuavike.

With the hope that this will find you in the 
enjoyment of health and happiness.

My Dear Mr. Editor,—A few weeks only 
have passed since our late Conference at Saint 
John closed, and vet how many changes have 
taken place. Two of our Brethren in the minis­
try have passed away from earth—and several 
who were then mem Iters of our* Church beneath 
have gone to the Church above,—among these 
is included my exceedingly kind and excellent 
hostess during the weeks of the Conference.

Mrs. Rebecca Thompson, third daughter of 
Mr. William Dunhim, was born May 22, 1822.

Although of a retnakab y cheerful disposition, 
yet from early childhood she manifested a serious 
turn of mind and h marked indisposition to take 
part in many of the frivolous amusements in 
which children of her age usually so much de­
light. She was ardently attached to her Sabbath 
School, and was always very unwilling to be de­
tained from it or public worship, no matter how 
boisterous the weather might be. When she 
was about twelve years of age she gave herself 
to the Lord, and it is believed found acceptance 
in His sight through faith which she was enabled 
to exercise in the Lord Jesus Christ—and the 
covenant which she then made she ever after j 
kept in mind.

On the 30th of July, 1845, after an acquain­
tance of several years, she was united in mar- j 
riage to Mr. George F. Thompson, who after 
more than sixteen tears of connection with her 
in this the most intimate relation ol life says, 44 1

ingly comfortable through the service, not hav­
ing been conscious of a moment’s pain, and that 
•be was very thankful for such freedom. During 
all the following week she continued to feel tol­
erably well, but she talked a great deal to me 
and other» about the goodness of our blessed 
Saviour, and about going home, &c.

“On Sunday, the 4th August, she was not 
able to attend public service. I remained at 
home with her in the evening. She talked in 
a most heavenly strain of lier home above, and 
sang a few verses of several hymns, and the 
whole of the hymn, 4 Ye virgin souls arise,’ Ac. 
I then l>egan to think that she was indeed going 
home, but yet did not think it was to be so very 
soon. On Monday she seemed about as usual. 
On Tuesday she did not rise at her usual time. 
In the course of the forenoon I took her out for 
a drive ; but when out she seemed to become 
moie distressed, and we hurried home, and in a 
little time she seemed better; but about four 
o’clock in the afternoon she went to bed, from 
which she did not rise again until her Master 
called her up to the higher state. During all the 
week she continued to get worse, suffering a 
great deal, but never murmuring; anxious, in­
deed, to be at re*f, but being willing to wait 
until, as she rejieatedly said, her Saviour should 
see fit to take her. The calmness with which she 
talked of death seemed indeed surprising, and 
led one of her physicians to say to her, 4 My 
dear woman it is no trouble for you to die.’— 
On the 13th, early in the morning, she sang with 
me, 4 There i.s a fountain filled with blood,’ Ac. 
and 41 am going home to die no more.’ 
About ten o’clock the Rev. Mr. McMurray ad­
ministered the Lord’s Supper to her, her mother, 
aunt, and myself. It was a scene of the triumph 
of Christian faith which I cannot describe : it 
seemed, indeed, 4 quite on the verge of Heaven.’ 
Soon after this, our good friend, Mr. David Col­
lins, called. She told him she could not talk 
much, but asked him to pray with her, and after 
prayer to sing one of her favorite hymns. 4 My 
heavenly home is bright and fair,' he began, but 
after getting through with one or two verses was 
overpowered by feeling and obliged to desist, 
when she took up the tune, and sang the whole 
of the next verse. Throughout the whole of 
thi* day she seemed to be comparatively free 
from pain, and she told us her prayer was an­
swered—she had prayed that, if it were her hea­
venly Father’s will, she might at the last be free 
from intense pain, and have the use of her rea­
son. About four o’clock, P. M., our eldest eon 
—who had been summoned home from the 
Mount Allison Academy to see his mother once 
again ere she died—arrived. Fearing the shock 
of seeing him would be too much for her, I 
sought to prepare her for it by telling her that I 
thought the train would be soon in. She said,
41-think it is in ; I heard the whistle some time 
since, and Michael should be here now.’ I then 
brought him in, and with the manifestation of 
intense love and earnestness, she gave her dying 
charge as he clung weeping to her neck. After 
this she lay quietly for a little while, and then 
asked to be turned. As we were attending to this 
request, she said, 41 fear 1 am complaining too 
much, and giving you too much trouble.* I re­
plied, 4 No, ray dear, you are not. Your Sa­
viour groaned upon the tree.’ 4 Yes,' she said 
with an heavenly smile, 4 sweet Jesus ; and he 
never turned any away that came unto him.’ 
After this, when I urged her to take some stimu­
lating mixture which her physician had left for 
her, she said with a sweet smile, 4 Ah Î George, 
why do you try to keep me any longer, will you 
not give me up now, will you not let me go home 
now ?’ From about ten o’clock she lay quite 
quiet—after asking if her parents had gone 
home, and speaking about the children going to 
lied. She talked but little after this until two 
or three minutes after twelve, when she gave a 
slight sigh ; I stooped over her and asked if she 
knew me. She answered faintly, 4 Yes.’ I 
asked her if she found her Saviour with her 
still ? She pressed my hand, closed her eyes, 
and all was still. 4 She was not ’ on earth, for 
God had taken her to the home for which she 
had been longing. May the Lord help me and 
all of us to follow Christ as she did. Amen !”

I might wTite much highly eulogistic, and at 
the same time strictly true of our now sainted 
sister. She was lovely in life ; she now sleeps 
in Jesus, and he will doubtless bring her with 
Him when lie comes in glory.

ESTHER MARIA CURRELL.

Died on Friday, the 4th of October, near 
Bridgetown, Annapolis, aged 21 years, Miss 
Esther Maria Currell, of Diptheria, after an ill­
ness of five days. She experienced converting 
grace in February, 1859, at a revival of religion 
at Bridgetown, in meetings held by Rev. Michael 
Pickles. She had been under concern of mind, 
on account of sin for eighteen months previous. 
She was powerfully awakened to her condition 
as a sinner, when she was sitting in the house, 
and near a window against which thê tempest 
and rain beat with violence ; by the application 
of these words to her mind and heart :—44 The 
harvest is past the summer is ended and I am 
not saved.”—The impression of this text con­
tinued until she found peace in the revival. She 
joined class, and received her first ticket in the 
winter of 1859 ; was very attentive to the means 
of grace, and never omitted meeting in class 
when she could attend. She retained the know­
ledge of her acceptance to the time of her death. 
Two weeks before her decease she penned several 
sentences declaring her purpose of being fully 
consecrated to God : She recorded her convic­
tion that she had lived below her privileges, and 
been too contented in remaining without full 
salvation, but expressed strongly the hope that 
she would in future lie more alive to her eternal 
interests.

She had a clear manifestation of God’s love to 
her soul, attended with a remarkable degree of 
joy, and strong confidence in God, the night be­
fore she was taken ilL About eleven days before 
her death, she was requested to pray in a social 
prayer meeting,—she responded to the call, and 
expressed herself as having been much blest ia 
the meeting. This was the last public means of 
grace she attended, as she became ill the next 
Sabbath. She for some time had an impression 
that her life would not be long,—she was in de­
licate health for three or four years. She was of 
a sympathizing mind, and manifested a lively in­
terest in the sorrows of others, and desire for 
their welfare. On her death-bed she evinced 
much concern for the salvation of a young lady, 
an intimate friend, who had experienced religion, 
but whom she feared had t>een unfaithful ; she 
urged this person, with great earnestness, to re­
gain the blessing.

A short time before her death she expressed 
her belief that the sisters around her bed Mould 
all meet in heaven, and appeared to be in an 
extacy x>f mind at the thought She called her 
Brothers, and Sisters, and parents to her bed 
and gave them a solemn charge to meet her in 
heaven ; and also sent a message to a Christian 
friend, saying,—44 that she had often been bene­
fited by his prayers, and expected to meet him 
in glory.” For some time before her departure 
she was anxious to have a greater manifestation 
of Divine love to her soul ; she obtained the 
fulfilment of this desire about three hours pre­
vious to her death. She listened with great 
delight to the singing of hymns on death and 
heaven, sung by her sisters and other friends. 
She repeated the fifth, and six verses of the 
hymn commencing : 441 know that my Redeemer 
lives and ever prays for me ;”—and declared that 
she had now no tie to bind her to earth. Thus 
peacefully,and triumphantly,did this young Chris­
tian go down into the valley of the shadow ot 
death,fearing no evil ; and with a heart formed for 
friendship and love of her relatives, did she ob­
tain the grace to leave the scenes of thie life for 
the glories revealed to her faith in the better 
land.

May her early death, and her attachment to 
the cause of her Redeemer, long be remembered 
by her companions and friends, and tend to pro­
mote in them a love for that religion, that can 
alone prepare us truly for the life that now is,

Revivals : —the best means of 
obtaining them.

A revival uf religion mdy be defined os a re- 
; newol of spiritual life in the souls of believers, 
and an enlargement of tlieir numlier by the con­
version of the unregenerate. A revival of reli­
gion in this sense, is a perpetual necessity of 
Christianity. Its grand purpose—the prepara­
tion of the soul for endless bliss-—-cannot be ac­
complished without it. Nothing can compensate 
for it absence. A Church may be distinguished 
by an orthodoxy Athanasian in its precision ; 
her ministry may be learned, and eloquent, and 
active ; her temples, beautiful, commodious and 
gorgeous, may be crowded with the wealthy, the 
fashionable and the polite ; her influence on the 
progress of a nation, in humanizing it* legisla­
tion, ennobling its literature, elevating its cha­
racter, and strengthening its sense of obligation 
both human and divine, may be salutary in a high 
degree ; yet, if spiritual life be awantiug to her 
—if the hearts of her members be void of sanc­
tifying grace, and her ministrations barren of 
converting power—she has failed in her highest 
work—her most essential work.
In proportion as a Church rightly comprehends 

her providential mission, and is anxious to dis­
charge her most exalted functions, will she be 
tremblingly alive to the subject of revivals.

Prominent, for the most part, as yet, as this 
question has been with ourselves, ardently as we 
desire continually to share in the largest mani­
festations of reviving mercy, it may, neverthe­
less, lie questioned whether our views, generally, 
regarding the best methods of attaining the pos­
session of reviving pow'er, be entirely just, and 
our selection of means and instrumentality in thi* 
behalf, be always wise. On one point, we trust, 
we are both unanimous and accurate in our judg­
ment—we are all of the belief that a true revival 
at any price, through any instrumentality, in 
any way, is greatly preferable to none at all—as 
much so as life is better than death. This gene­
ral agreement being conceded, it is still open to 
enquiry, of all methods practicable, through 
which a revival may be successfully sought, 
which, in view of all perceivable results, is the 
most excellent one ? Our own impressions on 
this head, derived from experience, observation 
and reflection, we will briefly set forth.

It is scarcely needful for us to avow our belief 
that all spiritual life and power is directly from 
God, or to state that we recognize no limitations 
to the exercise of the Divine Sovereignty, save 
those which, by covenant and by promise, the 
Divine Being has imposed upon His own rule, 
or such as must necessarily result from His own 
nature as a God most holy, merciful and wise. 
Our remarks will have reference to that power 
of choosing both ends and means, which is gua­
ranteed jointly by man’s moral agency and by 
the economy of redemption. All efforts tending 
to secure a revival may lie classed under a two­
fold form—those addressed to the Deity and 
those directed toward man. All the former may 
lie summed up in the word prayer—-all the latter 
in the word persuasion. Now the problem is, 
how to offer that prayer, and how to press that 
persuasion so as to obtain the largest possible 
good mingled with the smallest possible evil. It 
is our conviction that the JaithJul use of the 
ordinary means of grace with which we are 
blessed, and of the opportunities for usefulness 
with which we are favoured, would ensure to us 
the best kind of revival. This faithful use of 
means and of opportunities implies the earnest, 
wise, persevering performance of duty toward 
God and man by all the ministers and members 
of the Church. Let such holy living, fervent 
zeal and united endeavour as this imports be 
steadily exhibited, and the spiritual life of the 
Church will be constantly renewed, and its mem* 
bership be contfciually multiplied. The success 
of such effort would, doubtless, be varied, in 
different places by the character of the field 
of labor and by the relative adaptation by the 
principal workmen to their work—varied, also, 
at different times, in the same place by peculiar 
concurrences ot favourable or unfavourable cir­
cumstances, not within the controul of God’s 
people. Yet we believe such faithful, ordinary 
exertion would be always successful. Why 
should we doubt it ? Will it be said that some 
excellent ministers of Christ were never intended 
to lie useful in direct conversions ? Can we 
suppose God calls a man to preach the gospel, 
and yet without fault of his, sternly refuses to 
render that minister’s well-directed efforts suc­
cessful, by withholding the needed and much 
sought blessing ? We yield credence to no such 
.assertion. On the contrary, we contend that all 
Christian ministers must, and will be revivalists 
if their labours are wisely and persistently di­
rected toward revival results. We do not aver 
they will all be equally successful—for ten talents, 
improved in God’s sen ice to the utmost, must 
accomplish more than one talent, however vigor­
ously it may be employed.

All Christian ministers are under obligation to 
lalrour for the edification of believers and the 
conversion of sinners—and this is revival work.» 
All ministers are entitled to look for success in 
that work—for they are all to preach the same 
gospel which is the power of God unto salvation ; 
and they all have access alike to the throne of 
the heavenly grace, at which every one that axk- 
eth, receiceth. So far, then, as the ministry is 
concerned;—revival blessings may be justly anti­
cipated from the faithful use of ordinary means. 
It is an error of pernicious tendency both among 
pastors and people that says a minister may be 
a faithful, zealous and wise servant of the Lord, 
and yet not be a revivalist. Let a minister be­
lieve he has no adaptation for revival work, and 
the unhappy belief will verity itself Let a con­
gregation and society believe this of their faithful 
pastor, and the chilling conviction, with the con­
duct to which it will give rise, will go far to neu­
tralize his attempts te rectify their mistake. Let 
this truth be considered as firmly established, 
that every Christian society, with its regular 
pastor, may, in its ordinary work, well and faith­
fully done, enjoy the reviving influence of the 
Holy Spirit with all the gracious effects thereof.

A revival thus obtained would move on al­
most noiselessly, would create no undue excite­
ment, be heralded by no boastful flourish of

would be called but feebly into action in a revival 
vouuected only with the ordinary means of grace. 
The Christian character of the newly converted 

4^ wudld be likelv to prove stable, reliable and 
well disciplined. The tendency to excesses, al- 
wavs to be deplored, would be slight and be 
readily kept in check. A movement ai this kind, 
altogether healthful and regular, would be exemp­
ted from that hurtful reaction which, by a law of 
the human mind, seems to lie almost inevitable 
after sudden and violent effort. The number of 
the converted would, in the end, in all proba- 

! bility, be larger than that secured by revivals in 
any other way. All departments of Church ac­
tion would be well worked—no one interest 
sacrificed to another. A piety—robust, intelli­
gent, habituated to sustain labour—would con­
stantly issue forth from such a steady revival.— 
To obtain a visitation so unspeakably blessed, 
demands a piety far superior to that which seeks 
te atone for the sloth and coldness of years by 
the impassioned exertions of weeks. It is a 
distressing symptom of our times that so much 
is expected from spasmodic effort, and so little 

( believed to tie possible to regular well-doing and 
habitual holy living.

By the expression of uur decided preference 
for a revival obtained through the diligent and 

| believing use of ordinary religious means, we 
are not to be understood as pronouncing judg- 

! ment against all resort to extra and more con­
centrated effort. Such effort might be necessi­
tated by the very succès» of ordinary exertion ; 
for, to use an expressive and desirable phrase, a 
great revival might break oui, to profit to the 
utmost by which it might be imperative to em­
ploy the most energetic means. Solemn and 
awakening dispensations of providence, widely 
affecting public thought and feeling, at some 
special conjuncture, might render the use of un­
common means expedient and profitable in the 
highest degree, to improve salutary impressions 
into lasting benefits. Fields of labour, greatly- 
extended, of which the prominent points of 
moral culture are widely separated, and, by com­
mon means, sparingly cultivated, might particu­
larly demand and repay some occasional special 
effort. Moreover, although we firmly believe 
the most energetic special effort by no means 
indemnifies fur the loss sustained through the 
indolent, aimless, faithless use of the common 
but precious means of spiritual enlightenment 
and salvation, yet, if churches and societies will 
not ho work the common means as to secure the 
desired result, then, undoubtedly, it is better to 
obtain life and enlargement by special effort than 
that the church should remain cold, and sinners 
continue to perisii.

Still, even in thi* case, where, for whatever 
reason, recourse is had to extraordinary methods 
of exertion, it seems greatly important that the 
ordinary instrumentalities of the local society 
seeking a revival, should be principally, if not 
entirely employed. We think it far better that 
the minister, the local preachers, the leaders, the 
praying men and praying women, should be 
chiefly employed in its own revival services, than 
that those services should lie principally conduct­
ed or principally performed by foreign auxiliaries. 
Manifold are the grounds of our belief. First 
ly—as it is a much more difficult task for a min­
ister to take proper care of c society ajter a re­
vival than to work effectually during its continu­
ance, it is desirable that in the performance of 
the more difficult duty, the minister should be 
aided therein by all the love and confidence with 
which appreciated revival work can invest him. 
It is good to no church that a stranger should 
intercept the love and esteem to which its own 
minister ought to shew himself entitled. 
Secondly—as it is not possible to attempt doing 
good to others, without thereby benefitting our­
selves, it is for the interest of the church to have 
all its members engaged in th* work. Thirdly 
—successful co-operation, in revival services, of 
the ordinary officers and members of the church, 
is calculated to beget confidence in the effective­
ness of ordinary Christian instrumentality—a 
confidence itself the pledge of future success. 
Fourthly—new converts are likely to be most 
properoue in their church relations, when united 
to a people under God made the very means of 
their salvation. Fifthly—the almost exclusive
employment of ordinary instrumentality in local 
revivals would conduce to the harmony, solidity 
and prolonged vigor of the revived Church.— 
Sixthly—special religious efforts, successfully put 
forth by ordinary instrumentality, are more likely 
to stimulate the church generally to hopeful emu­
lation than those carried on by extraordinary- 
agents. Seventhly, the general and vigorous 
activity of our common instrumentality would 
prove inconceivably more useful, on a large scale, 
than the labours of foreign, irresponsible, extra­
ordinary agents, however peculiar or distin­
guished they might be. We can pursue the 
subject no farther here,—but we commend it to 
the prayerful consideration of our entire con­
nexion.

British and Foreign Bible Society.
The Annual Meeting of the Halifax branch of 

thi* Society ua* held on Wednesday exening, 
after having been postponed three times on at-, 
count of stormy weather. The attendance 
better than usual, the Uxly of the Temperance 
Hall being fairly filled. Hi* Worship the Mayor 
presided. Rev. Mr. Addy offered up the 
ing prayer. S. L. Shannon L*q.. Secretary, 
read the Report. An outline was first gixen of 
the success attending the operation* of the parent 
Society whose total issue* now amount to 39.- 
315,226. Marked progrv** had been mode in 
Italy, Austria, Russia, Belgium, France, and 
almost in all countries exfept Spain and Portu­
gal where priestly power still excludes the Word 
of God. The Halifax Branch had lost it» vener­
able President, Dr. Twining, audit* Treasurer, 
Mr. Black, since its last Annual meeting. The 
Agent, Mr. Smith had visited the western part 
of the Province during the summer—had held 
45 meetings, made 3 tours and collected upward* 
of £200, being more ’than he had collected on 
any previous occasion in the same district*. 
£200 sterling had been remitted to the parvni 
society. 3178 copies of the Bible had been dis­
tributed during the year. The Ladies Associa­
tion had employed colporteur* w hose duty it wa* 
to carry the Bible into distant and unfrequeited 
districts. Mention was made of Mr. Russell 8 
diligence and success in his labours. The par­
ent society had granted £100 sterling in aid of 
colportage in this province. The Secretary sta­
ted that it had been agreed unanimously to elect 
Rev R. F. Uniacke as Dr. Twining’» successor in 
the Presidency of the Society.

The Rev Mr. Uniacke moved the first resolu­
tion—that the Report he adopted, and printed 
and circulated under the direction of the Com­
mittee. He stated that for 38 y ears he had been 
connected with the Bible Society and that some 
of the happiest hours of his life were spent w ith 
hie brethen of other denomination* in aiding the 
cause of Bible circulation. He alluded with 
deep feeling to the infidelity developed in the 
beloved Church of England and countenanced 
by such men as Dr. Temple and Professor Jo- 
wetL He dwelt at some length and with affecting 
pathos on the lo*s sustained by the Society in 
the removal of Mr Black who had been one of 
its mainstays from the beginning. The resolu­
tion was unanimously adopted.

The second resolution wa* moved by the Rev. 
Mr. Crawford, expressive of thankfulness for the 
success attending the operation* of the Society 
during the past year. Mr. C. passed in rapid re­
view the main benefits arising from Bible circ u­
lation. This resolution was seconded by Rev. 
C. Churchill who intimated that the late Treas­
urer of the Society had left it a legacy of #500. 
He also dwelt on the recent conquest of the Bi­
ble and augured bright things for the future. 
We regretted to hear him say that this would 
he the last occasion on which he could be pres­
ent at the Bible .Society’s meeting in Nova Sco­
tia—it being his intention to proceed to England 
before the end of another year.

Rev P. G. McGregor moved the third resolu­
tion, thanking the. Auxiliaries in this Province. 
He made special mention of the Ladies’ A*soci-.

This was the year of the American War, and the 
vessel containing the Bibles was captured by an 
American Privateer, taken to Boston, and sold 
at auction. The Bibles too were sold. After 
some time the directors of the MB»sachuselta 
Bible Society found out what had happened, 
from falling in with the BilL They immediately- 
raised the money, £67 10s. and wrote to Mr. 
Black asking him whether they would remit it 
to him or to the Society in London ? Mr Black 
wrote back requesting them to send the money 
to London. This was a graceful act on the part 
of our Boston brethren which should not lie for- 
gotton. It also serves to show the long term of 
service rendered to the Bible cause by Mr. Blac k.

The Nova Scotia Gold Fields.
Provincial Secretary's Office,

October 28, 1861.
My Lord,—Before leaving for England to 

discharge the duties assigned to me in reference 
to the Inter-colonial Railroad, I proceed, in obed­
ience to your Excellency’s commands, to con­
dense into as small compass as possible, such in­
formation as will convey to those who take an 
interest in the subject, at home or abroad, the 
latest intelligence as to the progress of our Gold 
Fields.

Four new fields have been discovered, and are 
being occupied with great rapidity. Two have 
been visited by your Lordship, and at all of them 
it has been found necessary to station officers 
and lay off claims. These fields are at Wine 
Harbour, Isaac’s Harbour, St Mary’s River, and 
at Laidlaw’s Farm on the eastern side of Lake 
•Thomas. Three of them are on or near to navi­
gable hafrbors or indents of the sea coast, and 
the oilier is within a few hundred yards of the 
Shubeeacadie Canal, and within three miles of 
Railroad. All are, therefore, easily accessible, 
and whatever they produce can be cheaply trans­
ported, supplies coming in by water or by rail 
at sea coast prices, or thereabouts. This proxi­
mity -to the sea, and to navigable Rivers, Canals, 
or Railroads, gives to the miner in Nova Scotia 
singular advantages ; and if he earns half as 
much he can live quite as well, and perhaps save 
more than those can who labor in less accesible, 
even though they may be richer localities.

The number of claims applied for at Wine 
Harbour is thirty ; number of people employed 
is about two hundred.

At Isaac’s Harbour twenty-three applications 
have been made for claims, and there are about 
seventy persons employed.

Both these fields are on the south side of the 
Province, where the metamorphic rocks exist. 
The geological structure of the country is simi­
lar to that near Lunenburg. Quartz veins run 
in from the sea through the upland, with a gene­
ral direction from east to west, and at various 
dips and angles. The gold is found in these 
quartz veins, or in the overlapping soil

At Laidlaw’a Farm, and 1 believe at St Man s 
the saddle back formation prevails, the gold- 
bearing quartz being found in successive layers 
of barrel-shaped rocks, covering large areas. At 
the former place sixteen claims have been taken, 
and about fifty persons are employed. At the 
latter the numbers do not perhaps exceed fifty 
— but about thirty-six claims have been applied 
for.

The plans, reports and accounts which accom­
pany this letter, will show your Excellency at a 
glance w hat is doing at all the Mines. At Tan­
gier, recently visited by 11* Royal Highness 
Prince Allred, accompanied by your Excellency, 
by Admiral Milne, and by the Governor of New 
Brunswick the progress has been steady through­
out the summer. 1 hough some have left Tangier 
as rumours of more promising fields reached that 
locality, or as the exigencies of the harvest called 
for labour upon the homesteads, hundreds of 
persons have wrought there all summer. And 
although the owners of the smaller claims will 
soon be compelled to suspend operations by bad 
weather, there is every reason to believe that, on 
the approach of spring, there will be great rush 
of population to 1 angler. The gold from this 
Mining District maintains some superiority over 
that taken at Lunenburg, and brings readily in 
the market five shillings sterling an ounce more.

At Lunenburg the progress made has been 
marked and gratify ing. .ill the seashore claims 
fur miles around the Ovens haye been taken up 
at price# varying from five to twenty dollars. 
These now number eighty two.—Judging by the 
eagerness displayed to obtain these shore lots, 
the most of them must have been found remu­
nerative, and some are known to have been very 
profitable. Two twelfths of the four claims, for­
merly owned by Campbell, CunardX' Co., recent­
ly sold fur five hundred pounds ; and it is un- 
üerstood that Mr. Benjamin, of Gaspereaux, has 
sold his claim, which cost him five pounds, for 
five hundred, after taking out of it a consider­
able quantity of gold. "'Other shoçp claims have 
been sold for thirty-five pounds.

'i he Upland Claims at Lunenburg must be 
very promising, judging by the rapidity with 
which they have been taken up ; three hundred 
and sixty have been applied for ; and your Ex­
cellency will perceive, by reference to the plan, 
that they extend in a continuous line along the 
leads from the Ovens to Rose bay, a distance of 
#ix miles. There is every reason to believe that 
these leads extend miles bey ond Rose bay, and 
that other portions of the Western Coast will 
yet lie found auriferous. Gold has been disco­
vered at Foote’s Cove, five miles west of Yar­
mouth, near the Western extremity of the Pro­
vince. Isaac s and Wine Harbours are forty 
miles east of Tangier, so that there can now be 
very little doubt that gold will be found all over 
the South frontage of Nova Sootia, to what ex­
tent will probably be determined in the course of 
the next summer.—Two gentlemen of some skill 
and experience, Messrs. Poole and Campbell, 
have been employed to trace the leads for miles 
around the localities where miner* are at work, 
and u measure will tie submitted to the legisla­
ture, at ttie approaching .Session, providing for 
a geological survey of the Province.

ment has prevailed among our fellow Colonists 
in the Counties of Annapolis and Kings, Nova 
Scotia, by the supposed discovery of a new 
source of wealth, in the shape of Peat Is, in the 
fresh water dams, found in the head waters of 
Annapolis River, and other muddy streams 
flowing through the interv al in that section of 
the Country. One respectable gentleman was 
observed to be gathering during the spring and 
summer immense quantities of these rather un­
interesting and apparently useless testacea. It 
was generally supposed he intended to burn 
them into a kind or lime for farm manure ; but 
it is now said that he really gathered them m 
order to extract the pearls which he had tound 
out they contained, and that he cleared some 
$1200 by the summer’s operations. Others 
have set to work ; and no doubt small substances 
very much resembling the pearls existing in 
similar situations in South America have been 
discovered in them ; but whether of any real 
value is scarcely yet reliably determined.

The above w'e copy from a late No. of the St. 
John Nmtbnmswicker. We do not vouch fur 
the truth of the story about the $1200, but can 
assure our readers that a quantity of very beauti­
ful pearls has been found in some of the An­
napolis streams under the circumstances referred 
to by our contemporary. Some days ago we 
saw a few dozen of them, one or two of which 
were nearly as large as a marrowfat pea, in the 
possession of Mr. Caewlius, jeweller, of this 
city, and we have been informed that a quantity- 
have t>een sent to London by the steamer last 
Friday morning. Of the real value of these 
pearls we have not heard any estimate. They 
are of various degrees of purity, some so muck 
discolored as apparently to be of no great value ; 
but some specimens we have seen are very- 
beautiful, and if the y ield continues they may 
prove a source of wealth to the owners of the 
streams where they are found.—Chronicle.

A building in Dartmouth, occupied by Hucks- 
table, as a cabinet-maker’s shop, was discovered 
to be on fire on Tuesday morning, about 6 
o’clock. The fire was extinguished l>efore much 
damage was done.

A fire broke out about six o’clock last evening 
in a building on Albermarle Street, the second 
house North of Duke Street. A little damage 
was done to the roof before the engines reached 
the spot ; but the fire was put out soon after the 
firemen got to work.

During the rather severe North-Easter on 
Sunday night last the abutment of the public 
wharf being built at this place, was carried from 
its moorings by the force of the heavy sea, and 
driven upon the shore ; but we are glad to state 
that it received no serious damage, as the storm 
was of short duration.

Latest from Europe.

The Potomac has overflowed its banks.
The Federal division of general Rozencrans in 

Western Virginia suffered severly under the fire 
of the Southern General Floyd. A large quan­
tity of stores as well as several buildings were 
severely injured.

pect of corresponding résulta, I reluctantly

Taking Whale Sound on the way I complet­
ed the survey of that remarkable inlet, and ob­
tained there an excellent set of magnetic deter­
minations and some photographe of the natives, 
the glaciers ami other objects of interest.

After boring through the ice of Melville Bay 
for 150 miles we reached the southern water, 
and entered the harbour of Vpernavik on the 
14th of August. There we remained Un days, 
engaged during this time in various scientific ex­
ploration*. On the 1st September we reached 
Uorbam or Lievely. and were there similar)' oc- 
.rupied. We were ready for sea again on the 
dth, but a succession of 8. W. gales detained us 
until the 17th, when we again put to sea, and 

^having a fair wind, we were on the 22nd 200 
miles tô the southward of Cape Farewell From 
that time until the 0th of October we encounter 
ed constant southerly weather, with frequent 
gales. When oft Halifax we sustained serious 
damage, and were obliged to put into that port 
for repairs. We arc now again ready for sea and 
expect to leave this port, to-morrow.

1 have U> regret that we could not accomplish 
greater northing, but situated as we were with 

Smith's Strok to cross, and with a small force at 
command, I can but regard the summer’s explor­
ations as ’fortunate and successful. The field of 
research, although more limited than I had an­
ticipated, was, -however, new ; an.l my observa­
tions in different departments of physical and 
natural science will, 1 feel aasured, meet the ap­
probation of the patrons of the expedition.

I am well satisfied that they will be -found ful­
ly to justify the labour and expense which they 
have cost The unfortunate accident which oc­
casioned the untimely death of Mr. Sonntag, 
caused i* serious loss to the expedition. The sys­
tem of observations ami experiments which we 
had planned in concert had already accomplish­
ed important additions to Arctic science, when 
death deprived me <»f Ip* invaluable assistance ; 
and with the duties incident to Arcticjexploration 
in the field constantly pressing upon me, I was not 
always able to éXecute the plans which we had 
devised. My officers, however, on all occasions, 
contributed their best assistance, and I was by 
them relieved of many onerous duties. I am es­
pecially indebted to Mr. liadcliff, assistant as­
tronomer, for his zealous assistance in the work 
at the observatory, and for assistance in taking 
photographic views ; and to Messrs. Knorr and 
Starr Î owe obligations for valuable aid in collec­
ting specimens of natural history and other sci­
entific duty.

1 will mention, in conclusion, that I am still 
of opinion that Smith Strait can be navigated 
with steam. I'nder sails alone I am satisfied 
that it cannot. It is my hojre to be able to re­
new the attempt with a small steamer. With 
this view 1 have left some stores at Port Foulke 
and at Vpei navike.

She was powerfully awakened to her condition 
as a sinner, when she was sitting in the house 
and near a window against which thé tempest 
and rain beat with violence ; by the application 
of these words to her mind and heart :—44 The 
harvest is past the summer is ended and I am 
not saved.”—The impression of this text con­
tinued until she found peace in the revival. She 
joined class, and received her first ticket in the 
winter of 1859 ; was very attentive to the means 
of grace, and never omitted meeting in class 
when she could attend. She retained th6 know­
ledge of her acceptance to the time of her death. 
Two weeks before her decease she penned several 
sentences declaring her purpose of being fully 
consecrated to God : She recorded her convic­
tion that she had lived below her privileges, and 
been too contented in remaining without full 
salvation, hut expressed strongly the hope that 
she would in future lie more alive to her eternal 
interests.

She had a clear manifestation of God’s love to 
her soul, attended with a remarkable degree of 
joy, and strong confidence in God, the night l>e- 
fore she was taken ill. About eleven days before 
her death, she was requested to pray in a social 
prayer meeting,—she responded to the call, and 
expressed herself as having been much blest in 
the meeting. This was the last public means of 
grace she attended, as she became ill the next 
Sabbath. She for some time liad an impression 
that her life would not be long,—she was in de­
licate health for three or four years. She was of 
a sympathizing mind, and manifested a lively in­
terest in the sorrows of others, and desire for 
their welfare. On her death-bed she evinced 
much concern for the salvation of a young lady, 
an intimate friend, who had experienced religion, 
but whom she feared had been unfaithful ; she 
urged this jwrson, with great earnestness, to re­
gain the blessing.

A short time before her death she expressed 
her belief that the sisters around her bed tgould 
all meet in heaven, and appeared to be in an 
extacy of mind at the thought She called her 
Brothers, and Sisters, and parents to her bed 
and gave them a solemn charge to meet her in 
heaven ; and also sent a message to a Christian 
friend, saying,—44 that she had often been bene­
fited by his prayers, and expected to meet him 
in glory.” For some time before her departure 
she was anxious to have a greater manifestation

Revivals : —the best means of 
obtaining them.

A revival of religion may be defined as a re­
newal of spiritual life in the souls of believers, 
and an enlargement of their number by the con­
version of the unregenerate. A revival of reli­
gion in this sense, is a perpetual necessity of 
Christianity. Its grand purpose—the prepara­
tion of the soul for endless bliss—cannot be ac­
complished without it. Nothing can compensate 
for it absence, A Church may be distinguished 
by an orthodoxy Athanasian in iti precision ; 
her ministry may be learned, and eloquent, and 
active ; her temples, beautiful, commodious and 
gorgeous, may he crowded with the wealthy, the 
fashionable and the polite ; her influence on the 
progress of a nation, in humanizing its legisla­
tion, ennobling its literature, elevating ita cha­
racter, and alreugthening its aense of obligation 
both human and divine, may be salutary in a high 
degree ; yet, if spiritual life be awantiug to her 
—if the hearts of her members be void of sanc­
tifying grace, and her ministrations barren of 
converting power—she has failed in her higheat 
work—her most essential work.
In proportion as * Church rightly comprehends 

her providential mission, and is anxious to dis­
charge her most exalted function», will she be 
tremblingly alive to the subject of revivals.

Prominent, for the most part, as yet, as thia 
question has been with ourselves, ardently as we 
desire continually to share in the largest mani­
festations of reviving mercy, it may, neverthe­
less, he questioned whether our views, generally, 
regarding the best methods of attaining the pos­
session of reviving power, be entirely juat, and 
our selection of means and instrumentality in this 
behalf, be always wise. On one point, we trust, 
we arc both unanimous and accurate in our judg­
ment—we are all of the belief that a true revival 
at any price, through any instrumentality, in 
any way, is greatly preferable to none at all—as 
much so as life is better than death. This gene­
ral agreement being conceded, it is still open to 
enquiry, of all methods practicable, through 
which a revival may be successfully sought, 
which, in view of all perceivable results, is the 
most excellent one ? Our own impressions on 
this head, derived from experience, observation 
and reflection, we will briefly set forth.

It is scarcely needful for us to avow our belief 
that all spiritual life and power is directly from 
God, or to state that we recognize no limitations 
to the exercise of the Divine Sovereignty, aave 
those which, by covenant and by promise, the 
Divine Being has imposed upon His own rule, 
or such as must necessarily result from His own 
nature as a God most holy, merciful and wiae. 
Our remarks will have reference to that power 
of choosing both ends and means, which ia gua­
ranteed jointly by man's moral agency and by 
the economy of redemption. All efforts tending 
to secure a revival may lie classed under a two­
fold form—those addressed to the Deity and 
those directed toward man. All the former may 
lie summed up in the word prayer—all the latter 

the word pemuuion. Now the problem ia, 
how to offer that prayer, and how to press that 
persuasion so as to obtain the largest possible 
good mingled with the smallest possible evil. It 
is our conviction that the faithful use of the 
ordinary means of grace with which we are 
blessed, and of the opportunities for usefulness 
with which we are favoured, would ensure to us 
the best kind of revival. This faithful use of 
means and of opportunities implies the earnest, 
wise, persevering performance of duty toward 
God and man by all the ministers and members 
of the Church. Let such holy living, fervent 
zeal and united endeavour as this imports be 
teadily exhibited, and the spiritual life of the 

Church will he constantly renewed, and its mem- 
Iwrship be contfiually multiplied. The auccesa 
of such effort would, doubtless, be varied, in 
different places by the character of the field 
of labor tuid by the relative adaptation by the 
principal workmen to their work—varied, also, 
at different times, in the same place by peculiar 
concurrences ot favourable or unfavourable cir­
cumstances, not within the controul ol God’s 
people. Yet we believe such faithful, ordinary 
exertion would be always successful. Why- 
should we doubt it ? Will it be said that some 
excellent ministers of Christ were never intended 
to be useful in direct conversions ? Can we 
suppose God calls a man to preach the gospel, 
and yet without fault of his, sternly refuses to 
render that minister’s well-directed efforts suc­
cessful, by withholding the needed and much 
sought blessing ? We yield credence to no such

Christian ministers must, and will be revivalists 
if their labours are wisely and persistently di­
rected Inward revival results. We do not aver 
they will all be equally successful—for ten talents, 
improved in God’s service to the utmost, must 
accomplish more than one talent, however vigor­
ously it may be employed.

All Christian ministers are under obligation to 
labour for the edification of believers and the 
conversion of sin tiers—and this is revival work) 
All ministers are entitled to look for success in 
that work—for they are all to preach the same 
gosjiel w hich ia the power of God unto ta/ration ; 
and they all have access alike to the throne of 
the heavenly grace, at which every one that atk- 
eth, receiceth. So far, then, as the ministry ia 
concerned;—revival blessing» may be justly anti­
cipated from the faithful use of ordinary means. 
It is an error of pernicious tendency both among 
pastors and people that says a minister may be 
a faithful, zealous and wise servant of the Lord, 
and yet not be a revivalist. Let a minister be­
lieve he has no adaptation for revival work, and 
the unhappy belief will verify iteelf. Let a con­
gregation and society believe this of their faithful 
pastor, and the chilling conviction, with the con­
duct to which it will give rise, will go far to neu­
tralize his attempts te rectify their mistake. Let 
this truth be considered as firmly established, 
that every Christian society, with its regular 
pastor, mar, in its ordinary work, well and faith­
fully done, enjoy the reviving influence of the 
Holy Spirit with all the gracious effects thereof.

A revival thus obtained would move on al­
most noiselessly, would create no undue excite­
ment, be heralded by no boastful flourish of 
trumpet», and be closed by no eager shouts of 
victory. But the work generally, would be gra­
dual, continuous and thorough, the apparent 
conversions would be more likely to prove real 
than if they occurred in the midst of sudden and

stantly issue forth from such a steady revival.— 
To obtain a visitation so unspeakably blessed, 
demands a piety far superior to that which seeks 
te atone for the sloth aud coldness of years by 
the impassioned exertions of weeks. It 
distressing symptom of our times that so much 
is exrected from spasmodic effort, and so little 

: believed to be possible to regular well-doing and 
habitual holy living.

By the expression of our decided preference 
for a revival obtained through the diligent and 
believing use of ordinary religious means, we 
are not to be understood as pronouncing judg­
ment against all resort to extra and more con­
centrated effort. Such effort might be necessi­
tated by the very auccesi of ordinary exertion ; 
for, to use an expressive and desirable phrase, a 
great revival might break out, to profit to the 
utmost by which it might be imperative to em­
ploy the moat energetic mean». Solemn and 
awakening dispensations of providence, widely 
affecting public thought and feeling, at some 
special conjuncture, might render the use of un­
common mean» expedient and profitable in the 
higheat degree, to improve salutary impressions 
into lasting benefits. Fields of labour, greatlv 
extended, of which the prominent pointa of 
moral culture are widely separated, and, by com­
mon mean», sparingly cultivated, might particu- 

1 larly demand and repay some occasional special 
effort. Moreover, although we firmly believe 
the most energetic special effort hy no means 
indemnifies fur the loss sustained through the 
indolent, aimless, faithless use of the common 
but precious means of spiritual enlightenment 
and salvation, yet, if churches and societies will 
nol so work the common means as to secure the 
desired result, then, undoubtedly, it is better to 
obtain life and enlargement by special effort than 
that the church ahould remain cold, and sinners 
continue to perish.

Still, even in this case, where, fur whatever 
reason, recourse is had to extraordinary methods 
of exertion, it seems greatly important that the 
ordinary instrumentalities of the local society 
seeking a revival, should be principally, if nol 
entirely employed. We think it far belter that 
the minister, the local preachers, the leaders, the 
praying men and praying women, ahould be 
chiefly employed in its own revival services, than 
that those services should lie principally cofiduct- 
ed or principally performed by foreign auxiliariea. 
Manifold are the ground» of our belief. First­
ly—as it ia a much more difficult task for a min­
ister to take proper care of a society ajtee a re­
vival than to work effectually during its continu­
ance, it ia deairable that in the performance of 
tile more difficult duty, the minister ahould be 
aided therein by all the love and confidence with 
which appreciated revival work can invest him. 
It ia good to no church that a stranger should 
intercept the love and eateem to which ita own 
minister ought to shew himself entitled. 
Secondly—as it is not possible to attempt doing 
good to other*, without thereby benefitting our- 
aelvee, it ia for the interest of the church to have 
all it» members engaged in the work. Thirdly 
—successful co-operation, in revival services, of 
the ordinary officers and members of the church, 
is calculated to beget confidence in the effective­
ness of ordinary Christian instrumentality- 
confidence itself the pledge of future success.— 
Fourthly—new convert» are likely to be most 
properous in their church relations, when united 
to a people under God made the very mean» of 
their aalvation. Fifthly—the almost exclusive 
employment of ordinary instrumentality in local 
revival» would conduce to the harmony, solidity 
and prolonged vigor of the revived Church.— 
Sixthly—special religious efforts, successfully put 
forth by ordinary instrumentality, are more likely 
to stimulate the church generally to hopeful emu­
lation than those carried on by extraordinary 
agents. Seventhly, the general and vigorous 
activity of our common instrumentality would 
prove inconceivably more useful, on a large scale, 
than the labours of foreign, irresponsible, extra­
ordinary agent», however peculiar or distin­
guished they might be. We can pursue the 
subject no farther here,—but we commend it to 
the prayerful consideration of our entire con­
nexion.

Marked progress had been made in 
Italy, Austria, Russia, Belgium, France, and 
almost in all countries except Spain and Portu­
gal where priestly power still excludes the Word 
of God.

The Ladies Associa­
tion had employed colporteurs w hose duty it was 
to carry the Bible into distant and unfrequelted 
districts. Mention waa made of Mr. Russell's 
diligence and success in his labours. The par­
ent society had granted E1U0 sterling in aid of 
colportage in this province. The Secretary sta­
ted that it had been agreed unanimously to elect 
Rev It F. Vniacke as Dr. Twining'» successor in 
the Presidency of the Society.

The Rev Mr. Vniacke moved the first resolu­
tion—that the Report be adopted, and printed 
tod circulated under the direction of the Com­
mittee. He elated that for 3S years he had been 
connected with the Bible Society and that some 
of the happiest hours of his life w ere s|>cnt w ith 
his brethen of other denominations in aiding the 
cause of Bible circulation. He alluded with 
deep feeling to the infidelity developed in the 
beloved Church of England anil countenanced 
by such men as Dr. Temple and Profeaaor Jo- 
wetL He dwelt at some length and with affecting 
pethoa on the Iona sustained by the Society in 
the removal of Mr Black w ho had been one of 
ita mainstays from the lieginning. The resolu­
tion wss unanimously adopted.

The second resolution waa moved hy the Rev. 
Mr. Crawford, expressive of thankfulness for the 
success attending the operations of the Society 
during the peat year. Mr. C. passed iu rapid re­
view the main benefit» arising from Bible circu­
lation. This resolution was seconded hy Rev. 
C. Churchill who intimated that the late Treas­
urer of the Society had left it a legacy uf #5Ut). 
He also dwelt on the recent conquest of tlie Bi­
ble and augured bright things for the future. 
We regretted to hear him say that tliis would 
he the last occasion on which he could lie pres­
ent at the Bible Society's meeting in Nova Sco­
tia—it being hia intention to proceed to England 
before the end of another year.

Rev P. 0. McGregor moved the third resolu­
tion, thanking the Auxiliaries in this Province. 
He made special mention of the Ladies' Associ­
ations This resolution was seconded by Mr. 
Smith, the Agent of the Society in a very plea 
sing speech. He gave a sketch of his own trav­
els during the year tod of the progreai made in 
Bible diatritoilion during the last few years. Hr 
mentioned with special gratification the /«hour» 
ol Mr. Russell the Colporteur of the ladies As 
aociation. 13 years ago there were but 26 soci­
eties in the Province ; uow there are betweeu 70 
and W), all of which had been organized by Mr 
Smith. He related the following interesting in­
cident which ia to be found in the Tenth Annual 
Report of the parent Society:—In 1H12 a Box 
of Bible» were shipped from London to Martin 
Gay Black, (the late Tresurer)—worth £67 10». 
Thia waa the year of the American War, and the 
vessel containing the Bibles was captured by an 
American Privateer, taken to Boston, and aold 
at auction. The Bibles too were sold. After 
some time the directors of the Massarliuse11" 
Bible Society found out what had liapjieiied, 
from falling in with the Bill They immediately 
raised the money, £67 10s. and wrote to Mr. 
Black asking him whether they would remit it 
to him or to the Society in London ? Mr Black 
wrote beck requesting them to send the money 
to London. Thia waa a graceful act on the [iarl 
of our Boston brethren which should not lie for­
gotten. It also serves to show the long term of 
service rendered to the Bible cause by Mr. Black. 
Mr. Smith ia now engaged to apend a year or 
two in New Brunswick. The usual officers were 
elected and the meeting adjourned after singing 
the Doxology, the Benediction being pronounced 
by the venerable President—/V«6. Hit.

The Nova Scotia Gold Fields.

Provincial Secretary's Office,
October 28, 1861.

My Lord,—Before leaving for England to 
discharge the duties assigned to me in reference 
to the Inter-colonial Railroad, 1 proceed, in obed­
ience to your Excellency’s commands, to con­
dense into as small compass as possible, such in­
formation as will convey to those who take an 
interest in the subject, at home or abroad, the 
latest intelligence as to the progress of our Gold 
Fields.

Four new fields have been discovered, anti are 
being occupied with great rapidity. Two have 
been visited by your Lordship, and at all of them 
it has been found necessary to station officers 
and lay off claims. These fields are at Wine 
Harbour, Isaac's Harbour, Sl Mary’s River, anti 
at I.aidlaw’s Farm on the eastern side of Lake 
Thomas. Three of them are on or near to navi­
gable harbors or indents of the sea coast, and 
the other is within a few hundred yards of the 
Shubenacadie Canal, and within three miles of 
Railroad. All are, therefore, easily accessible, 
and whatever they produce can be cheaply trans­
ported, supplies coming in by water or by rail 
at sea coast prices, or thereabouts. This proxi*. 
mitv to the sea, and to navigable Rivera, Canals, 
or ILailroads, gives to the miner in Nova Scotia 
singular advantages; and if he earns half as 
much he can live quite as well, and perhaps save 
more than those can who labor in less dccesible, 
even though they may be richer localities.

The number of claims applied for at Wine 
Harbour is thirty ; number of people employed 
is about two hundred.

At Isaac’s Harbour twenty-three applications 
have been made for claims, and there are about 
seventy persons employed.

Both these fields are on the south side of the 
Province, where the metamorphic rocks exist.
The geological structure of the country is simi­
lar to that near Lunenburg. Quartz veins run 
in from the sea through the upland, with a gene­
ral direction from east to west, and at various 
dips-and angles. The gold is found in these 
quartz veins, or in the overlapping soil.

At Laidlaw’s Farm, and 1 believe at St Mary s 
the saddle back formation prevails, the gold- 
bearing quartz being found in successive layers 
of barrel-shaped rocks, covering large areas. At 
the former place sixteen claims have been taken, 
and about fifty persons are employed. At the 
latter the numbers do not perhaps exceed fifty 
—but about thirty-six claims have been applied 
for.

The plans, reports and accounts which accom­
pany this letter, will show your Excellency at a 
glance what is doing at all the Mines. At Tan­
gier, recently visited by 11» Royal Highness 
Prince Allred, accompanied by your Excellency, 
by Admiral Milne, and by the Governor of New 
Brunswick the progress has been steady through- 
out the summer. 1 hough some have left Tangier 
as rumours of more promising fields reached that 
locality, or as the exigencies of the harvest called 
for labour upon the homesteads, hundreds of 
persons have wrought there all summer. And 
although the owners of the smaller claims will 
soon be compelled to suspend operations by bad 
weather, there is every reason to believe that, on 
the approach of spring, there will be great rush 
of population to Tangier. The gold from this 
Mining District maintains some superiority over 
that taken at Lunenburg, and brings readily in 
the market five shillings sterling an ounce more.

At Lunenburg the progress made has been 
marked and gratifying. Ail the seashore claims 
lor miles around the Ovens have been taken up j of its circulation, 
at prices varying from five to twenty dollars.
These now number eighty two.—Judging by the 
eagerness display ed to obtain these shore lots, 
the most of them must have been found remu­
nerative, and some are known to have been very 
profitable. Two twelfths of the four claims, for­
merly owned by Campbell, Cunardlk Co., recent­
ly sold for five hundred pounds ; and it is un­
derstood that Mr. Benjamin, of Gaspereaux, has 
sold his claim, which cost him five pounds, for 
five hundred, after taking out of it a consider­
able quantity of gold. Other shore claims have 
been sold for thirty-five pounds.

The Upland Claims at Lunenburg must tie 
very promising, judging by the rapidity with 
which they have been taken up ; three hundred 
and sixty have been applied for ; and your Ex­
cellency will perceive, by reference to the plan, 
that they extend in a continuous line along the 
leads from the Ovens to Rosebay, a distance of 
six mile». There is every re aeon to believe that 
these leads extend miles beyond Rosebay, and 
that other portions of the Western Coast will 
y et be found auriferous. Gold has been disco­
vered at Foote’s Cove,, five miles west of Yar­
mouth, near the Western extremity of the Pro­
vince. Isaac's and Wine Harbours are forty 
miles east of Tangier, so that there can now be 
very little doubt that gold will be found all over 
the South frontage of Nova Sootia, to what ex­
tent will probably be determined in the course of 
the next summer.—Two gentlemen of some skill 
and experience, Messrs. Poole and Campbell, 
have been employ ed to trace the leads for miles 
around the localities where miners are at work, 
and a measure will be submitted to the legisla­
ture, at the approaching Session, providing for 
a geological survey of the Province.

Though 1 have seen specimens from other 
parts of the interior, and have heard rumours of 
the existence of gold in various localities, 1 have 
though it most prudent in this, as in my first re-

tetit of the Spring immigration for widen it may 
b< wise to prepare.

Nova Scotia Pearuh. -Considerable excite­
ment has prevailed among our fellow Colonists 
in the Counties of Annapolis and Kings, Nova 
.Scotia, by the supposed discovery of a new 
source of wealth, in the shape of Reads, in the 
fresh water clams, found in the head waters of 
Annapolis River, and other muddy streams 
flowing through the interval in that section of 
the Country’. One respectable gentleman was 
observed to lie gathering during the spring and 
summer immense quantities of these rather un­
interesting and apparently useless test acta. It 
was generally supposed he intended to burn 
them into a kind of lime for farm manure ; but 
it is now said that he really gathered them in 
order to extract the pearls which he hail found 
out they contained, and that he cleared some 
$1200 by the summer’s operations. Others 
have set to work ; and no doubt small substances 
very much resembling the |>earls existing in 
similar situations in South America have been 
discovered in tliem ; but whether of any real 
value is scarcely yet reliably determined.

The above we copy from a late No. of the St. 
John Sesrbntnsscicker. We do not vouch for 
the truth of the story about the #1200, but can 
assure our readers that a quantity of very beauti­
ful pearls has been found in some of the An­
napolis streams under the circumstances referred 
to by our contemporary. Some days ago we 
saw a few dozen of them, one or two of which 
were nearly as large as a marrowfat pea, in the 
possession of Mr. Ceewlius, jeweller, of this 
city, and we have been informed that a quantity 
have been sent to London by the steamer last 
Friday morning. Of the real value of these 
pearls we have not heard any estimate. They 
are of various degrees of purity, some so much 
discolored as apparently to be of no great value ; 
but some specimens we have seen are very 
beautiful, and if the y ield continues they may 
prove a source of wealth to the owners of the 
streams where they are found.—Chronicle.

A building in Dartmouth, occupied by Iluvks- 
table, as a cabinet-maker’s shop, was discovered 
to be on fire on Tuesday morning, about 6 
o’clock. The fire was extinguished before much 
damage was done.

A fire broke out about six o'clock last evening 
in a building on Albermarle Street, the second 
house North of Duke Street. A little damage 
was done to the roof before the engines reached 
the spot ; but the fire was put uul soon after the 
firemen got to work.

During the rather severe North-Easter on 
Sunday night last the abutment of the public 
wharf being built at this place, was carried from 
its moorings by the force of the heavy sea, and 
driven upon the shore ; but we are glad to state 
that it received no serious damage, as the storm 
was of short duration. It has been floated back 
to its former place, and strongly secured.— 
Rigby Acadian.

“ In the field the whole habit of the plant can 
be seen.

It can 
lie seen whether the stalk produces more than 
one ear, and what is, perhaps, of more impor­
tance than anything else, it can be seen what ears 
ripen first So precarious aa the com crop is in 
the northern section of the country, it is of the 
greatest consequence that varieties should be 
adopted that will be certain to mature. By ju­
dicious selections in the field, this object may be 
attained without at all lessening the productive­
ness of the variety.”

By a careful selection of seed from the finest and 
earliest, and moat productive plants, all improved 
varieties have been originated—in the same wav 
further improvements may be secured.

Cultivation of Planta In the 
House. '

The conditions necewtary for success in the 
cultivation of plants in the house, are plenty of 
light and air, and a modérât# temperature. A 
room with a southern exposure is the best, as 
affording more sun-light than any other, but 
an eastern or western exposure will answer. 
In rooms heated by coal stoves, or by hot-air 
furnaces, plants will not flourish, although they 
may live. One reason for this is that rooms 
heated to a temperature sufficiently high for 
comfort, say to or 70 deg., are too hot for plants, 
from 40 to 50 deg. being the proper tempera­
ture for all greenhouse plants. The best room 
in which to keep them is one without a fire, but 
opening into another in which fire is kept, so 
that in case the weather is very severe, and there 
is danger of frost in the plant room, the door 
may be thrown open into thn stove room, and 
the temperature raised sufficiently, in this man 
ner, with judicious management, with regard to 
airing and watering, and vigilance in guarding 
against the attacks of insects, plants may be kept 
in fine health and vigor, and with much satis­
faction to the owner.

One of the most common errors in the man­
agement of plants in the house consists in giv­
ing them too much water. Many persons keep 
the roots of the plants completely soaked in wa­
ter all the time. This will never answer. The 
soil should always be moist, and the plants never 
allowed to droop for want of water, but there 
are very few who err in this direction. The con­
dition of the soil can easily be ascertained at any 
time in the case of small plants by turning the 
ball of earth out of the pot, an operation easily 
performed by holding the hand over the soil, in­
verting the pot and striking the edge gently 
against any solid object, when the whole ball will 
come out in the har.d. There are a few plants 
which can hardly have too much water, such as 
the Calla or Ethiopian lily. Others, such as all 
varieties of the Cactus, can hardly have too 
little.

The soil for plants in pots should be quite 
loose and not too rich ; it will be much better to 
have it too poor, for growth can easily be quick­
ened, if necessary, by the use of guano or man­
ure water, but it will be difficult to check too 
luxuriant growth where the soil is too rich. 
For ordinary purposes a sufficiently good com­
post may be formed of equal parts of ordinary 
loose garden mold, thoroughly decayed horse 
manure and sharp sand, or if leaf mold can be 
procured, add an equal portion of that. Plants 
should never be over-potted. Pots too large are 
much worse than pots too small. We know many 
persons are afraid their plant* will be starved and 
die unless they put them in large pot*. Weak 
and unhealthy plant* are usually thus treated, 
to give them more room, when in fact they 
should be potted in small pots, and allowed to 
remain in them until they are well filled with 
roots, when they may be shifted, if in a growing 
state, into pots a size or two larger. Plants in 
bloom do not need shifting, but only those in 
state of growth.

There are a number of greenhouse plants 
which will not succeed well in the parlor ; but 
there are many which cun be grown with success 
The Fuschias, Heliotroffes, Begonias, Jasmines, 
Chinese Primroses, Sweet-scented Violets, Ger­
aniums, Carnations, Oranges and Lemon*, Pit- 
tosporums, Ac., will all succeed with little care. 
Mignonettes, Stocks, Candytuft, and many other 
annuals and biennials, may also be grown.

Hyacinth, Crocuses, Tulips, Narcissus, and 
other bulbs, will grow and bloom readily in 
rooms.—Country (I eut le man.

Gleanings.
The boring of the Artesian well at Passy near 

Paris, has reached the gush of water eo long ex­
pected.—A correspondent of the London Field 
announces a very simple remedy for fleas in dogs, 
namely, “ to rub them all over with whiskey.”— 
By the ship Asia, of New-York, a cargo of crust 
guano has lately been imported from the Island 
of Sombrero, and landed in London. Sombrero 
is situate near the Dutch Island of St. Martin, 
the West-Indies, and is the property of Messrs. 
Wood & Sons, of New-York, who are said to 
hold it under the protection of the United State* 
Government—The honey crop of France is thi* 
year one of the largest aver known. In some 
hives in the southern provinces there have already 
been three swarms of bees.—At a late meeting 
of the Cincinnati Horticultural Society, a sample 
of the bullet-grape, about which a good deal has 
been said within a year or two, was exhibited by 
Mr. Sterrett, of Glendale, and on motion of Mr. 
Heaver, it was agreed that from this specimen 
and of others previsously exhibited before 
Society, they deem it unworthy of general cul­
tivation.—Figs are extensively cultivated in Cal­
ifornia, and some of them raised and cured in 
the Sacramento Valley are equal to any pro­
duced in Turkey. —The St. Louis Agricultural 
and Mechanical Association have appointed 
Professor J. L. Tracy to represent its interests 
at the World’s Fair.

How the Chinese Make Dwarf 
Trees.

We have all known from childhood how the 
Chinese cram their women’s feet, and so manage 
to make them “ keepers at home," Init how they 
contrive to grow miniature pines and oaks in 
flower-pots for half a century has always been 
much of a secret. It is the product chiefly of 
skillful, long-continued root-pruning. They aim, 
first and last, at the seal of rigorous growth, en­
deavoring to weaken it as far as may consist with 
the preservation of life. They begin at the be­
ginning. Taking a young plant (say a seedling 
or cutting of a cedar) when only two or three in 
dies high, they cut off its tap-root as soon as it has 
other rootlets enough to live upon, and replant it 
in a shallow earthen pot or pan. The end of the 
tap-root is generally made to rest on the bottom 
of the pan, or on a flat atone within it. Alluvial 
day is then put on the pot, much of it in bits the 
size of beans, and just enough in size and quan­
tity to furnish a scanty nourishment to the plant. 
Water enough is given to keep it in growth, but 
not enough to excite a vigorous habit. So, like­
wise, in the application of tight and heat. As 
the Chinese pride themselves also on the shape 
of their miniature trees, they use strings, wires 
and pegs, anil various other» mechanical contri­
vances, to promote symmetry of habit, or to fash­
ion thèir peta into odd fancy figures. Thus, by

To Hold a Habd-Hkauf.d Hors».—1 wish, 
through the medium of your common-sense pa­
per, to describe a simple method of holding a 
fiery, hard-bitted, or runaway horse. Put the 
buckle or snap of the rein through the bit ring, 
and fasten it to some part of the bridle between ï 
the ears and mouth of the horse. The advantage 
of this easy and quickly made arrangement is 
twofold : 1st, it draws the bit directly into the 
corners of the mouth, whatever be the position 
of the horse's head ; 2nd, the force exerted on 
the bit in this manner by the same power at the 
end of the rein though not quite doubled, is very- 
much greater than when the rein is attached 
simply to the bit. By this means I have seen the 
most ungovernable animal converted into a ser­
viceable plow horse, while my eased limbs and 
shoulders gave direct testimony in favor of the 
diminished labor of managing the team. The 
arrangement is also convenient in driving an ill- 
matched team, one horse being a fast and the 
other a moderate traveller. Arrange the reins 
as directed on the fast horse, leaving the other 
in the common way.—Correspondent of Ameri­
can Agriculturist,

Power of a Uorsf.’s Sckxt.—A correspon­
dent of the Homestead says :—“ There is one 
perception that a horse possesses, that but little 
attention has been paid to, and that is the power 
of scent. With some horses it is as acute as 
with the dog ; and for the benefit of those that 
have to drive at night, such as physicians and 
others, this knowledge is invaluable. I never 
knew it to fail, and I have ridden hundreds of 
miles in dark nights ; and in consideration of this 
power of scent this is my simple advice : never 
check your horse at night, but give him a free 
head, and you may rest assured that he will 
never get off the road, and will carry you expe­
ditiously and safely. In regard to the power of 
scent in a horse, 1 once knew one of a pair that 
was stolen, and recovered mainly by the track 
being made out by hie mate, and that after he 
had been absent six or eight hours.’

To Preserve Celery diking Winter.— 
Many persons find a difficulty in maintaining a 
supply of celery during winter, owing to its great 
tendency to rot. Indeed, I may say that unless 
the locality is entirely free from dampness, it is 
found to lie almost impossible to preserve this 
esculent in the ground. To those who experi­
ence this difficulty I would say, take it up before 
frost j cut off the roots and leaves ; let your 
plants lie in a dry shed for four or five days, 
then place them in a cool, dry cellar, packed up 
wilh saud. Celery thus preserved will not fail to 
be found perfectly good through the winter.— 
Philadelphia Farmer and Oarilenei.

A Good Work-Horse.—The California Ag­
ricultural Society requires that a first-premuim 
work-horse shall lie between fifteen and sixteen 
bands ; quick, lively ears ; broad between the 
eyea; round barrel; short loins; well up in the 
shoulder ; deep-chested ; square quarters ; flat 
legs ; short between the knee and pastern ; hind­
legs well under him ; speed equffi to eight miles 
an hour on the road, and at least three miles at 
the plough ; with sufficient blood to insure spirit 
and endurance.
