The day may
dawn #> cloudily, or the sun may be 80 eclipsed
thst morning may seem liks might ; while the
night may be so bright with meteors or the
moon, or artificial lamps, that revelers, may mis-
take it for day. We cannot be sure of our »pi-
ritual state mérely by our feelings. Many fancy
they are safe fcr Heaven, while rapidly going
the other way. Many shut their eyes to the
danger of sin, msedly inteot on its enjoyments ;
and, because they will not look at the abyss be-
nesth them, refuse to believe it is there. Do
not many say they are * rich and increased with
- goods, aad bave need of nothing ;” while they
are “ wretched, and miserable, and poor, and
blind, snd naked P” Just so there are many
ssved, wpon whom Salvation’s sun arose amidst
the thick mists of doubt and fear ; and because
they do not know exmetly when it rose, and be-
oause the sky is not now clear, they fancy it is
not day-time with them, but night still. Masny
a patient is getting well of a disease who still
fancies be ie worsa, His notion that be is no
better dose mot siter the fsct of bis recovery.
Certainly hisignorance of ths moment when he

The gospel is so very free that we' find it
difficult to receive it on this very aecount
People who are lnvited to a banqiet must goin
& suitable dress : but to the bangnet of Divine
Love we may go in all our rags. The Xing bim-
self will give us the wedding garment ; we can-
not provide it for ourselves. When great cff:n-
ces are forgiven, the culprit gives soms indica-
tion that he is worthy of it ; there is s>mething
which is a set off to his badness. Bat God
shows bis love to his enemies, and receives them
into the honcrs of his own family, if they will
but return to him. We want to qualify our-
selves first. We want to do some good works
a’ a plea. Some think that church ceremonies
—that fasting snd penance will avail; that acte
of benevolence will be of rome sccount ; others
that their tears and piayers will be meritorious ;

and otbers who disclaim all trust in their own
merits seem 1o think it necessary to have certain

religious feelings of sorrow and love and peace
before they can be of acceptance with Christ.
In fact we are apt to try to be saved firet ; and
then coming to Christ, instead of coming to be
saved. We are not to b: holy in order
to salvation; but we are to receive salvation
in order to beholy. We can do nothing
right, feel nothing right, till Christ makes
right. Therefore we are to trust in him
in the utter ebsence of all goodness of our own.
And every sizner, the most guilty,the most help-
less, may thus trust in him, and be sure of sal-
vation ; for he said that they who come to bim
shall in no wise be cast out.

But will not those who thus come to Christ
have an inward evideuce of it; and, if they do
not receive this evidence, may they not reason-
ably fear that they have not been received by
bim ? It is not always the case that the assur-
ance of salvation follows immediately after faith
in the Saviour, as was obeerved in the begin:
ning of this letter. Iknew a very eminently
holy woman—bumble, devout, zealous in all
good works, a true Christian—who duriog twen-
ty years suffered the greatest depression of spir-
its, fancying she wes not raved. Constitutional
temperament hes scmething to do with these
exceptional cases. Mistaken views of soms pas-
sage of Bcripture, and early and ineradicable
fancies aud errors interfere with the peace of
faith. Sstan sometimes seems to be suffered
greatly to tempt and distress some who are tru-
ly seeking Christ. Bat all who know their need
of him, who are seekiag his mercy, and who do
resolve to walk in his ways, may be sure of ac-
ceptance in spite of their deep sense of unworthi-
ness. The more needy they are the more suit-
able for them is his fullness. He came not to
oall the righteous but sinners to repentance.
But, while this is most true, we should not be
satisfied with a condition of doubt. Toe assur-
snce of salvation is s privilege which Christians
may enjoy, an attainment tbey ought to seek
All who are in the life-boat are equaily safe ;
but it is much bappisr for those who are sure of
getting to shore than for those who are over-
whelmed with fear. This “ joy in the Lord ”
we shou!d seek to attain. The bappier we are
the more attractive our religion willbe. The
happier we are the more at leisure we shall be
from the self-absorbing quest of our own salva-
tion, to attend to the necessities of others,
Anxiety is selfish ; Christian joy is generous and
diffase. The happier we are the more love shall
we feel to him who makes us happy. Work is
done better by those who sing over it than by
those who sigh. They travel quickest who
know that every step leads them nearet home.
Let Christians, then, seek to “ know whom
they bave believed,” and to rejoice in the
fall a ssurance of hope. There is too much of a
lagy piely, which contents iteelf with first ex-
periecces, and a religious profession, and an
orthodox belief, and s vague, indefinite idea of
being right. There may be an appesrance of
bumility in saying, ** I only venture to hope that
pethaps I am a Christian aod that perhapsl
may get to heaven at last.” There is no boldness
in believing what God bas promised. There is
no want of bumility exhibited in reliance on
the love and power of Jesus. Let us take bhim
at his word, If we go to him be receives us;
for be says so. If he receives us, he absolves
us from sin. He clothes us with his righteous-
ness. He prepsres us for a place in heaven.
We are his sheep of whom be saith, “ They
shall never perish.” Let us believe this and
rejoice. How comparatively easy it will be to
bear offlictions petiently if we know we are
the saved onmes of Jesus Christ! How easy
to live sbove the world if we know we bave
an inberitance in heaven ! How easy to refuse
injurious pleasures when we bave this inward
source of joy, this peresniol fountain of delight !
How easy to resist the Devil when we know
that Jesus is our friend, that he loves us, that
his smile is resting on us. How easy to per-
form difficult labor, to bear disappointments, to
wait patiently for the fulfiiment of long deferred
hopes or to give up altogether some long and
fondly-cherisbed desire, when we know that we
have all things in having Christ !

If all who profess to be Christians enjoyed
this assurance, and lived under the inflvence of
it, how mighty would be their influence with the
world outside! What s testimony would be
given for God! How the pew would respond
to the pulpit ! What areality there would be
in the sermons which alas from contrast with
the general spirit of the professing church, are
now often listened to as an idle tale, and as the
exposition of a mere theory, which hes no actual
embodiment, and which cannot be realised in
the present sge of trade and toil and money
and dissipation ! What sessons of repturous
delight would the meetings of Christians be if
they were occasions for the interchaage of
sympathy between tbose who knew that lbe.y
loved Jasus, that Jesus loved them, that their
sins were forgiven,that they were the children of
God, and that they were on their way to heaven!

Beligions Indelligence,
India.
Extract of a Letler jfrom the Rev. Thomas
Hodson, Bangalore.

Since my return to India, I bave, in my inter.
course with the Missionaries of that Distriet,
learned with pleasure, that the past year bas
beea oue of steady advancement in almost every
department of that Mission work ; and also that
in every Circuit there are cheering openings for
fature usefulness. Though the number of our
Missionaries has been reduced to about one half
yet the Lord has taken care of His own work;
#0 that in the native SBociety there has been an
increase of fifteen members.

In the Bangalore Cantonment Circuit there
have been gratifying indications of a good work
amongst the young people. Some bave passed
from the rank of hesrers into that of member-
ship, and tbree or four young men have, of their
own wocord, been gaing tegularly 'to cerwsin
villages to dsstribute tracts and talk to the peo-
ple about the way of salvation. Even this small
emount of activity is & good sign cf spiritual life,
inasmuch as the natives, even when converted,
are generally very inert.

The only mesns we have of reaching the
higber classes of Hindoo society, so ss to give
them a correct knowledge of the plan of salvation
.8 by offering as good an English education se
they can obtain in the Government achools.
And in proportion as the Government schools
without the Bible sre multiplied, so ours with
the Bible must be multiplie® Goverament
educstion will destroy Hindoism, and leave the
student without a creed ; but Missiopary educa-
tion turns the educated young men out. of the
path of atheism snd other forms of infidelity
into the way that leada to heaven. This being
the case, the importance of our Eaglish echools
in Bangalors aod Mysore connot be estimated.
In those two educationsl institutions we have
four hundred and eighty-five Hindu youths and
young men, The first hour daily is devoted to
Scripture Jessons. The Missionary takes the
highest class, snd gives to young men ss much
Christisn iestruction as he could give in a ser-
mon. And this he doss daily throughout the
year, and continues this work to the same young
men for four or five years, In answee to prayer,
we hope to se¢ many of these students truly eon-
verted to God ; snd some of them called of God
to be preachers of the Gospel to their own
countrymen.

As a class, the educeted young men have lost
nearly all confidence in Hinduism ; some bave
embraced Christianity, snd others are following
in their steps. But thonsands are waiting timid-
ly until more of the ‘‘rulers” have “believed.”
The tide of Hindu opinion on the matter of
temale education bss completely turned in it
favor, and it isto be boped thst Missionaries
of sll denominations will take advantage of it
without delay.

The prosent number of scholars in one school
is one hundred and fourteen ; and we calculate
on having very soon to ealarge the building,
Two of the girls have died during the year,
They were not ill very long, but in that shert
time they said mach for Christ to their idola-
trous relatives, They had mo opportunity of be-
ing baptizad, living as tney did in the houses of
their heathen parents, but they frequently ex-
pressed their confidence in the merit of Christ’s
death for salvation, and we feel confideat that
they are numbered by the jgood Sbepherd
amongst the lambs of His heavenly fold. Some
of the girls now in the scheol sre under good
religious impressions. Having been o0 far
favoured with the Divine blessing, we give the
glory to God, and look for much more abundang
fruit. |

The preached Gos-
pel is now heard with more respect than former-
ly; and in the lower as well as the middle
clesses there is & more general disregard of idol
worship. la illustration of tbis feeling I may
mention one case. About tem days ago, I was
talking to s plain,uneducated man near a temple,
which bad in it, as the obj+ot of worship,s large
stove bull. I seid to the man. “Do you
worship the id5! in that building?” He laughed
aloud at the absurdity of the ides, and said, “I
worship it? No, indeed ! The priest does that
because be is paid tor it. I water the plsnts in
the garden, and sweep the temple floor, because
I am paid for it ; but why should I worship a
stone image P

These sre indications of a better state of
things, which we cught to take sdvantage cf.
God is opening the eyes of the Hicdus, and we
ought to be ready in sufficient numbers 1o say :
“Behold the Lamb of God, which tuketh awsy
the sin of the world.”

they may disperse, and so prove instruments in
His hands for good to their benighted fellow-
men who are scattered throughout the land.
The friends of Missions will, I am sure, be
giad to learn that for a small outlay an agent js
st work here, producing results which some of
our most devoted and gifted Missionaries sigh in
vain to effect in India.

Although it is teue tbat wo-
thing save the power of the Holy Spirit can pro-
duce “repentance unto life,” yet as that Spirit’s
inflaence is available in every land, we have rea-
son to hope for an easier viotory over the preju-
dices and obstacles which bedge them round in
their native country.

The youngest of the number baptized last, is
o young girl of fourteen yesrs of sge, who has
been iustrumental in bringing over her mother
from beathenism, whilst she was hersell influ-
enced, as sbe says, by her brother, who was bap,
tised in 1867 by Mr. Heath. I subjoin the
experience of the five last baptized, as it was
taken from their lips at the time, These state-
ments were unpremeditated, and are very short
bat they give you a better idea of the stete and
simple character of this people than anything I
could write. - They were all illiterate characters
save one. Three of them could speaks a little
broken English ; the other two spoke in their
own anguage, but their addresses were trans-
lated into Eaglish st the time.

THE GRACE DARLING OF AMERICA

Thirty years ago, just at the dawn of a stormy
September morning, Giace Darling, the beroio
daughter of tbe Loagstone lighthouse keeper,
on the Eaglish coast, launched a boat upon the
raging tide, and rescued, with tke reluctant fa
ther's aid, and at the imminent peril of her life,
nine persons from the disastrous wreck of ths
Forfarshire steamer. For thie fearless and no-
ble act, done in her 23rd year, praises and re-
wards were heaped -upon her in unstinted meas-
sure, & fund of $3,600 was subscribed for
her benefit, the remaining four years of her life
were crowned with every comfort, and her name
has pasved into eurrent usuage as s synonym for
an upselfish and beroic woman.

Two weeks since, toward the close of s stormy
March afternoon, Ids Lewis, the intrepid daugh-
tor of the Lime Rock light-keeper, in Newport,
(R. 1.) barbor performed a deed that places ber
side by side, in point of seif-sacrificing courage,
with the Grace Varling of Eogland, and rounds
& career of even greater usefulness in the sav-
ing of humaa life. The rain feli that day in blind.
ing torreats, and the gale drove tho waves across
the harbor with a fary that taxed the full strength
and okill of the most experienced bostmen. In
the midst of this storm, a reckless boy, scarcely
fourteen years old, who had somehow obtsined
possession of one of the smallest and mest un-
safe sail<boats in' the harbor, (since christened
‘ the soldier drowner,’) succeeded in persuading
two soldiers, Sergeant James Adams, and Pri-
vate John McLsughlin, to let him carry them
across from the oity, whither they bad gone to
make some purcbases to Fort Adams where they
wore stationed. Anxziousto escape the dreaty
three-mile tramp by land, sad believing the lad’s
swertion thet be could manage the boat as well
s any one, they trusted themselves in it, and
made half the trip in safety, but about midway
in the harbor a sudden blast struck the sail, the
startled boy jammed the helm in the wrong di-
rection, the boat eapsized in an instant, snd the
waves rolled it twice over like the veriest cbckle
shell. For a loog half-hour its luckless ocou-
paots clung to the keel, and wrestied againet the
blinding rein and the flerce salt waves with al!
the energy of despsir; but finally the boy's
strength was exbausted, his hold relaxed—one
cluten ot McLaughlin's shoulder, and with a
freusied laugh wupon his lip he was gone! nor
bas any trece of him sincs been eecn. Fast pats-
lysiag with col’ “ad almpst bereft of hope the
two soldiers saw no choice left but to clasp each
other in & last embrage, and sink to & mutua!
grave—when suddealy, out from the Lime Rock,
balf & mile away, shot a little bost, driven by za-
pid strokes and sure, straight over the bound-
ing waves toward the drowning men. Hope
kindled in their breasts again, but faded when
they saw in the boat only a slender youth, and
still slenderer woman plying the ocars. Ua it
swiftly came, bowever, and the boy was almost
reaching over the side to grasp the nearest sol-
dier, when his quick-witted sister crying, ¢ Stop,
Hosey !'we sball be capsized that way ! turped
the boat with a well-timed stroke, backed it up,
one msn was drawn safely in over the stern, ao-
other backward pull, agother lift, and the nex:
moment the craft with its freight of rescued
lives, was scudding swiftly through the epray
back to the Rock agein. The Sergesnt was
able to stagger on sbors, bat Privaet McLaugh-
lin bad to be carried into tbe light-house, where
both of them received the utmost care and kind-
ness, and were safely conveyed to Fort Adams
the next day.

The heroine of this dering exploit ‘was born
February 25, 1842, and is thus in her 28.h yesr;
but ber first rescue of imperilied life dates back
to September, 1859, when she was only seven-
teen. Four gay youog fellows, all about eighteen
or twenty years of age, and all the sons of
wealthy gentlemen, ose from Philadelphia and
the rest from Newport, went out for an evening
ssil, and one of them, more full of mischief than
the others, climbed the mast and upaset the bost
balf a mile from the nearest shore, None of
them could swim that distance, night was rapid-
ly coming o, the capsized boat was too light 1o
support more than two or three of them at opce,
sod they were ruefully awaiting the bitter copse-
quences of their mad frolic, when the keeper's
daughter, spying them through the dusk, hasten-
od to their relief, and rescued them from ther
impending fate. The one who climbed the mast
enlisted at the opening of the war, aod received
s mortal wound at the disastrous battle of Bull
Rap, but the others are still living, sand douht-
less cherish grateully the memory of their youth-
fal pregerver.

Duriog the intervening period of ten yesrs,
this hereine of the barbar has saved five other
lives. One cold and windy February dsy, three
intoxicsted soldiers stole a skiff and set out for
the fort, By some drunken recklessness they
stove & hole in the bottom, sad the boat rapidly
filled. Twp of them succeeded in swimming
ashore agsin, and were 0 alarmed at their ad-
venture that they ram away and never came
back; but the third clung to the sabmerged
skiff, sud tried to paddie iv with his feet scross
barbour. When discovered and picked up, with
his hat in his teeth and a bottle of whiskey in
each pocket, be was stiff with cold, and bae'y

This total sum,
will by & competent commitee of Laymean aud
ministers, be divided among some ninety claim-
ant Circuits ; the aggregate of whose deficiencies
will amount to from tweaty, to twenty-two thou-
sand dollers ; so thst unless tnis Fund be aug-
mented by Home Missionary efforts, and there
be no more to be divided, than the above sum,
it will leave an unprovided-for deficiency of some
eight or nine thousand dollars to be again borne
by the ministers personally.
The desiga of holding Home Missionary
meetings is two-fold. First, the speakers at
these meetings will have an opportunity of bring-
ing the fioancial state of the Circuits in detail be-
fore the people, showing what the real expenses
are, and what sum is required of them 1o meet
the just claims of the minister or migisters sta-
tioned on their Circuit. It is boped that this
will induce many Circuits to iocrease their in-
come,each perion increasing his own contributi-
on according tohis means ; thus paying their own
expenses, and becoming sell-sustaining Circuits.
This will save their Quarterly meetings from pla-
cing themselves in the humiliating position of
making application to the Poor Fund, for mears
to continue their minister among them ; or, the
far worse, and cruel alternative, of sending him
away while they are deeply in his debt; and
ceusing him to labour under a pecuniary diffi-
culty, which be is unable to bear, crushing to bis
energies, and ruinous to bis family.
Tbe second object in holding Home Mission-
ary meetings, is, (o raise a Fand that will be
sufficient to'pay in fuil, the balsnces required
by truly poor Circuits to meet the lawful cleims
of their ministers ; and then extend the work
to regions beyond.
Our system of finence is a voluntary one, but
moral obligation should bind the Christisn in all
cases to the right performance of his duty.

What Crop Pays Best !
Some men spend their lives changing their
orops from yeer to year, boping to flad some one
which will pay much better than others ; but this
will never be found, snd a little reflection will
show it. If any ome crop cbmpensated labor
more than another, it could not lsst longer than
one season, because so many would produce it,
the supply would exceed the demand, and a low
price would be the comsequence. There is one

" | broad, infallible principle whish sbould go-

vern every farmer—it is, first to fiod out what
crops are best adapted to his land, and then aim
to increase the quaotity of those.orops. He is
paid, not 86 much for what, but for the quantity
be produces. An acre of land in garden vege-
tables would produce tea limes as many doliars
as an acre of corn or oats ; but if an accurate
account iy kept, the labor would be paid as well
for one as the other.

Sprouting Potatoes.

Mpaoy farmers and gardeners are desirous of
having some early potatoes, sad so bave recourse
to sprouting them. This is usally done by cov-
ering thear with earth in a “box or barrel, and
placing them in & warm room. A better method
we bave practiced, by filling the box or barrel
with potatoes, and then only coveris them with
a coating of earth, ¥o that it sball not be inter-
mized with potatoes. Bprinkle the eacth with
water and set them in & wetm plees, and they
will soon begin to sprout. - The advantage of this
method is that you cgn separate the potatoes
much more easily with5ut breaking the sprouts
then wheo mingled with the earth. A warm sad
moist atmospbere is generated, which will be all
tha is necessary in starting the shoots.

Mixing Manure with Soil.

A very great loss which most farmers sustain
is from a went of thorough admixture of masure
sod eoil. The manure is thrown oa the land
and spread in large lumps; the plough, perbaps,
bat half covers them, and forms only a mixture
of clods and unbroken masses of manure, entire-
ly unfitted for the fiae fibres of the roots of plants.
Qae of the most useful practices, is to barrow the
surface of the ground from eight to twelve times
after the manure is spread, and before it is plow-
ed in, thus breaking it up as finely as possible,
«nd mixing it up with the fice pulverized woil.
Thus treated is more than double the value of
the first orop, thet is in the usual way of plowing
it.—When it cansot be plowed immediately af-
ter spreading, the barrowing mixes it and pre-
vents evaporation in the air.

Creap Lanp Wicgs.—A practical house
keeper writes to an agricultural paper that few
persons know that lamp wicks that are equally
good as those we buy, may be made out of
canton flannel. Take a strip three times as wide
as you wish the wick to be, and as long- as you
like. Fold it with the fleecy side in, so that it
will be of three thicknesses,and baste or overcast
it up the sije. Almost every housekeeper bas bits
of canton flannel which would be used for no-
thing elee, and it suves quite a little item of ex-
pense,to say nothing of the convenience of beiog
sble to make s mew lamp wick whenever it is
needed. I have made all the lamp wicks

used in our family for rhe last six or seven
years.
