The
witness had. never paid any money to
the chief or any officer except Mitchell. !
The chief had never spoken to him about
the case, Notwithstanding a "severe cross:
examination he was unshaken on the lat:
ter two points. He swore he made.a see-
ond payment to the police.«“On this oc
casion $45 was collected.” Of this amount,
he said, he put $5 in-his pocket, paying
the rest to’the jailer.

The previous wit-
ness, Mr. Astley said, had agreed to run
a poker game in the Dominion bar room,
and was to pay the house $1 a night for
the use of a table and cards. There was
no mention of ny payments to the police,
and no money was ever paid to the police.

Wm. Braden, the grocer whio supplies
the jail, appeared with his day  book,
which was compared with the passbook
kept at the jail, and the vouchers pres-
ented to the council. Items in handwrit-
ing unknown to Mr. Braden appeared in
the passbook for May, but the total of
the amounts in the passbook, vouchers
and day book corresponded, and ‘the wit-
fiess said he received the city’s check for
4$he amount, $26.70, and did not pay any
‘vake off to Mitchell or anyone else, nor
was he called upon to do so. ‘The items
in the strange ' handwritingin the. pass-
beok amounted to' $450. - °

Nellie White, a‘woman of the “row.”
testified that Mitchell frequently visited
her house, and made himself ‘obnoxious.
She gave him small sums of money on
various occasions, bit was dever asked for
money. Mitchell, she said, got sore, and
told her she would have to leave town.
She complained to the chief,  who said
she needn’t go. She said “Mitchell annoy-
ed the womien on the Hill, “but she ‘did
not know of any money having been ask-
ed for.

George Urquhdrt,
Butcher Haley, said the: totals of the
voucher and passbook for May corre-
sponded with the -total amount charged
for meat during that month. The only
difference was that a cheaper grade of
meat than that supplied was named in the
passbook, a turkey being charged as beef.
The witness said Mitchell  always. paid
his own meat bill at the end of the
month. There was no rake off on tne
meat account. -

James Hampton, a former member of
the force, was called to the stand by the
complainants. His testimony was of very
glight importance. He swore that on one
occasion in July, 1898, he went to China-
town with the chief-and Policeman Me-
Phee. The two others rushed into a
gambling house and scattered .. the in-
mates, ‘He remained outside.
on coming out, said he didn’t want to ar-
rest any of the Chinese, but only to scare
them. The chief also said he had got 70
cents on the gambling table.

James E. Lamb, a witness for the com-
plainants, who was also called on Thurs-
day night without effect, failed to appear,
and after waiting for an hour for him, the
court was adjourned. ;

NO MORE STAGE TRIPS.

Ex-Mayor  Wallace was called by Mr.
 MacNeill and questioned about complaiis
against the chief during 1898. He could
remember no. direct cnarges, though on
one occasion it had come to his knowledge
that keepers and inmates of disorderly
houses who had been fined in the police
court, had been made to pay a dollar each
in addition to the amounts of their fines.
He spoke to the chief about the matter,
and that official admitted that the extra
charge was irregular, but explained that
part of the money wus for the payment
of a special constable who was employed
on such cases. Mr. Wallace could not say
whether the extra dollar had been levied
by authority of the magistrate or not.
Questioned by Mr. Macdonald for the de-
fence, the ex-mayor said there was an un-
derstanding between the commissioners in
1898 that the ordinary poker games were
not to interfered with, while the con:
clusion was arrived -at that there was no
mhnm of the law by which slot ma-
chines could be done away with.

Here are two absolutely conflicting re-
counts; and which of them is the public
to accept as the true one? Is it to accept
that of the pewspaper man OT of the poli-
tician? The day has gone by when a re-
putable newspaper will distort facts for
political purposes or encourage its corre-
spondents to supply it with untruthful
pews. A paper which desires to perserve
its reputation cannot afford to indulge
in such practices. By .doing so it very
quickly becomes discredited with the peo-
ple. It loses its intluence and very ser-
jously injures its busiuess, ‘The individual
has too many means of setting himself
right with the public to suffer under in-
justice at the hands of a newspaper. So,
too, as newspapers are MOW conducien, &
correspondent, especially in a restricted
community such- as is found in British
Columbia, cannot afford to acquire a repu-
tation for mendacity.

On the other hand, politicians, who are
looking out for future honors in the
legislative field, very often make sta.s-
ments which- they subsequently find it to
their interest to repudiate. In the ordin-
ary course of conversation a man who
considers himself to be in the eye of the
public will very often unburden himself
of reflections on public affairs which he
thoroughly believes in, but which when
he seés in cold type, frightens him beyond
measure. He discovers in his words, as
thus set down, what may possibly imperil
his position with a party  with
which it may be to his advan-
tage to be on good terms, but
.which would be seriously outraged by
opinions which he has given utterance to
and which run counter to ther interests.

in British Columbia, but he was in the
United States, and there every factory
was organized into a trust from the tooth-
pick shop to the Bunker Hill mine. These
trusts had the courts and the legislatures,
and he hoped the time would\ never come
when British Columbia would be in the
same condition. He continued his speech
with a strong endorsement of the eight:
hour movement and of the establishment
of Labor Day, and with regard to the lat-
ter, said the day was not one of rest, but
a day for thinking—a day when the work-
ing man could consider what he could
do to help himself and his fellow men.
He hoped the day would come when the
workingmen would bethe legislators, and
then the other fellows would be the fel-
ons, and not those who were fighting for
their rights. He drew a parallel between
the condition of the Israelites and the
Egyptians, and that of the Coeur d’Alene
miners and the authorities, and said that
strikes were even known in the building
of King Solomon’s temple. You could not
monopolize anything without labor strikes.
You could not rob the laboring man with-
out having labor strikes.

Mr. Sovereign gavé an epitomized his
tory of strikes, and advised against them
as a remedial measure, and recommended
instead co-operation and the intelligent
use of the ballot. In referring to the
trouble in the Coeur dAlenes, he con-
demned the destruction of the Bunker Hill
mill. He contended, however, that if the
civil and military authorities had said to.
the mine owners, take the law-abiding, the
honest, the faithful and the good among
your employes and put them to work and
let us take care of the criminal and the
vicious, all would have been well, and the
trouble in the Coeur d’Alenes would now
be a thing of the past. Instead of that,
he claimed that proscriptive measures had
been adopted for driving “all the former
employes out of the country. The em-
ployes, innocent and guilty alike, had been
torn from their homes and confined in

:thé bull pen,” the evident object being to

drive them out of the country.

An important Find Has Been Made

in the Mascot.

i=s Considerable Silver and Large Val=
ges in Gold—AMll Previous Records in the
way of Ore Shipments Have Been Broken
_The 100,000 Ton Mark Passed.

The most important happening of the
week among the mines of the camp is the
finding of a rich ore shoot in the Mascot.
The shoot is from six to seven feet in
«idth and assays of a carefully made
sample shows that it runs $264.61 to, the
ton. A remarkable feature of the find
is the fact that the ore carries over 200
ounces in silver. This is something (_)ut
of the ordinary as no ore that carried
such a large percentage of silver has yet
peen met in the north belt. Then the
fact that it carried over six ounces of gold
is larger than the ordimary. 71'he shoot
carries considerable ~arsenical ~ iron and
the gold values are especially associated
with this. There is considerable quartz in
the vein matter, but the ore is ordinary
looking and no one would suspect that
it carries such high values. The samples
assayed were taken from the face of the
tunnel. The ore body has been drifted on
for a distance of about 12 feet and ther=
is good reason for the presumption that
the ledge at the depth found will be of
equal richness dnd like permanency for
the full length of the property. = This
will be determined as speedily as possible
by drifting. It certainly looks as though
this find in the Mascot is as important
2 one as has been made in the camp for
the past year. This is so because it is in
a portion of the north belt, where it was
claimed by some critics that there were no
valuable ore bodies. The company operat-
ing this property and thé manager, Mr.
W. Y. Williams, have from the first be-
lieved in the Mascot and it must be grati-
fyving to them to find that their opinion
was right.

The Ore Shipments.

Onee of the most gratifying features of
the week, from a mining standpoint, has
been the increase in the ore production,
which has net only turned the 100,000-ton
mark for 1899, but has also broken the
record for weekly shipments. And this
notwithstanding that a large shipper, the
Centre Star, owing to the “installation of
a new power plant, did not ship a pound
of ore during the week. - The Iron Mask
is increasing its shipments, and averages
eight cars a week, while the Evening Star
is holding its own, and the big shippers,
the Le Roi and War Eagle, are steadily
increasing their output. The Columbia-
Kootenay has made its first shipment for
the year, having sent a carload of ore to
the Hall Mines smelter at Nelson. Fol-
lowing are the approximate shipments for
the week:

Mascot. — In the Mascot there
has been made an important find. A vein
of ore, which is about six feet in width,
has been located, which carries two feet
of clean ore and the rest of mixed ore.
It goes $264.61 to the ton. Mr. w.
Y. Williams, the superintendent of the
property from the first, has had faith
in it, and it has been on his recommenda-
tion that the work has been carried oD,
and he is, therefore, naturally elated over
the important find that has been made.
From Mr. Williams was learned the par
ticulars of the find yesterdav. The drift
west from crosscut No 3 from tunnel No.
9 was extended 10 feet during the week,
and is now in for a distance of 70 feet.
The face of the drift is nearly all in ore ofa
fair ‘grade. Tunnel No. 3 was extended
43 feet during the past week, and its total
length is now 785 feet. The ledge was en-
countered in this tunnel during the week
and work is being carried on at present
along the vein. The most satisfactory re-
sults were obtained from the ore encoun-
tered in the tunnel, as will be seen from
the following assay of a general sample
taken from the face of the tunnel: Silver,
21.76 ounces, value $121.15: gold, 6.81
ounces. value $136; copper, 2.01 per cent,
value $7.56; total value $264.61.

Mr. Williams says he was astonished at
the values#and in order that there might
be no mistake, he had a check assay of
the same ore made by the same assayer
with practically the same result. There
is about two feet of clean nre and four or
five feet of mixed ore.

SET THE COLUMBIA HOTEL AFIRE];

Serious Charges Against Men in Grand
Forks--Arrest of two of the Accused
and Several Other Persons Under
Police Surveillance-==Rumors Re-

Ex-Mayor.

Grand Forks, Seps. 4.—[Special.]— |

the tcwn of that name, was burned down
last July there were rumors to the effect

that incendiarism was the cause, and
some  Columbians went so far as to say
that Grand Forks people were at the bot-
tom of it. This was regarded by the gen-
eral public as mere spiteful gossip, = the
outcome of the rivalry between the two
towns, and but little attention was paid
to such reports. Now, however, the citi-
zens of this town are dumfounded by the
disclosures which have been made, and
which go to show that there was only
too much truth in the first rumors.

The matter was brought to a focus by
the arrest of Charles Mullen and Robert
Cameron on a charge of arson, and the
preliminary hearing given the two men,
which opened on Saturday,. promises to
throw light upon one of the most out-
rageous deeds in the history of the Koot-
enavs.

The evidence taken yesterday seems to
establish beyond a doubt that the hotel
was burnt by & man or men acting under
orders from some one in this town. Who
the originators of the plot were has uvt
yet. appeared in evidence, but the names
of several well-known citizens are
bandied about in that connection.
