In. part the letter reads: —
“We are sleeping in deep holes cut 

in the Ypres canal bank so that if a 
‘Jack Johnson’ lights it saves burial 
expenses. Perhaps this sounds flip­
pant, but fater this continuous day 
and night performance a wound is 
looked on with joy, and death as 
pretty near what the preachers unc­
tuously term ‘a welcome release.’ A 
British colonel commanding a bri­
gade near me here has gone crazy, 
but up to date I am feeling fine, and 
my horses are safe.

“It is just as though we were dug 
into the banks of the canal in front 
of our house, and the enemy is 
methodically dropping shells among 
our brigade, as it were, from the Ot­
tawa East bridge to the Deep Cut. 
Each one is like a car of dynamite 
exploding. As they work along this 
way I don’t know whether to be glad 
or sorry. However, my officers and 
men are working their guns as coolly 
and cheerfully as if firing a salute.

Shell Takes Three Men.
“Now they are ‘black? mithing’ the

The telephonist tells me three gun 
sergeants are gone with one salvo. I 
am writing this between the lulls in 
the fight, not because it will interest 
you particularly, but it may (give an 
idea of our life from hour tcMiour in 
inis great battle.

I 
know of nothing more useful they 
can do than make socks and make 
them thick, notwithstanding ■ the 
warm weather.

“Our 1st Division has been sadly 
cut up, but Canada and Britain have 
had value received for every man who 
has ‘gone west.’ They were provi­
dentially in the right place at the 
right time.

“Thanks for passing on news of 
the brigade. I am very proud of it. 
No men could do their work better, 
and there is not a sign of let up.”

en out to-night by the Official Press 
Pureau says the losses of the Turks 
in the recent fighting at the Dardan­
elles is considerably heavier than 
had been supposed. The statement 
was in the form of a report from 
Major-General William R. Birdwood, 
transmitted to-day from Caird. It! 
follows:

"To-day General Birdwood reports 
that during the suspension of fighting 
in order that the Turks might hurry 
their dead, much larger losses than 
3.UÜ0 dead already reported came to 
light. Two areas in front of one of 
our sections where heavy punishment 
to the enemy had not been previous­
ly reported were covered with dead. 
The corpses were counted in an area 
SO yards by 100 yards, and numbered 
about four hundred.

"Turkish burying parties worked 
tiuietly and quickly. They were all 
supplied with cotton wool, prepared 
with some solution to deaden the 
sV'iich—a most necessary precaution.

"Over 12.000 Turkish rifles were 
puked up on our side of the dividing 
line during the suspension of hostil­
ities.

"On the 25th of May. an advanced I 
trench 150 yards in front of General i 
(’ox’s brigade was rushed and oceupi- ; 
ed.by our men.”

Won With the Bayonet.
At 10.45 p.m. an attack was bril­

liantly carried out by the Fifteenth 
and Sixteenth Battalions of the Fourth 
Australian Infantry Brigade. These 
detachments attacked and 
with the bayonet three lines of Turk­
ish trenches at Sari Bair and estab­
lished themselves therein.

A heavy Turkish counter-attack was 
launched at dawn of May 10th and 
forced the Australians back to their 
original trenches, but the guns of the 
corps were in readiness and they op­
ened fire on the enemy at close range. 
The execution was terrible and the 
bodies of Turks lay so thick upon the 
ground as to form an obstacle.

During
reinforcements for the French, Bri­
tish and Australian troops arrived. 
On the night of May 12th. troops of 
the Twenty-Ninth Division under Maj­
or General Hunter Weston, undertook 
an attack against the enemy’s extreme 
right, under cover of a demonstration 
by artillery and infantry. A double 
company of Gliurkas crept along un­
der the sea cliffs and occupied a clift 
in front of the Allied line, where they 
dug themselves in during the night.

The last battle fought on the soil 
of Great Britain took place in the 
middle of the eighteenth century. 
While George II. was engaged in the 
war of the Austrian succession, 
Charles Edward, who,, was called the 
Young Pretender, a grandson of King 
James II. of England, landed in Scot­
land and made two attempts to obtain 
the throne of his ancestors. He was 
victorious in the battle of Falkirk, but 
the Duke of Cumberland, son of 
George II., having been recalled from 
the continent, to take command of the 
king’s forces, the Pretender was de­
feated at Culloden Moor, on a plain 
in Scotland, four miles from Inver­
ness. This was the last battle fought 
on the island of Great Britain, and 
took place April 16, 1746, and it was 
also the last attempt on the part of 
the Stuart family to recover the 
throne of Great Britain. Charles Ed­
ward Stuart escaped to France after 
he had wandered five months in the 
Highlands. He died in Rome. Janu­
ary 30, 1788. The Duke of Cumberlain 
gave no quarter. The wounded were 
all slain, and the Jails of England 
were filled with prisoners, many of 
whom were executed. Among the 
latter were Lords Balmerno, Kilmar­
nock and Lovât, Lovat being the last 
person who was beheaded In England.

Stob’s Camp,

May 17th., 1915.
Dear Mr. N—I am sure you have 

been expecting a note before this.

I have nothing new, be­
yond the fact that we were inspected 
by a staff of officers on Saturday af­
ternoon, and therefore lost our even­
ing off duty, but we are all off this 
afternoon. I am orderly for our tent 
to-day, so I stayed around and enjoy­
ed myself at football.

Chafe and I took a motor car for 
Hawick yesterday afternoon, the drive 
costing only 6 pence each. It is- a 
lovely little town and well laid out. 
The scenery around is really beauti­
ful and I enjoyed the trip immensely 
We got back to camp at 10 p.m., hav 
ing walked. “While in Hawick we 
visited the Y. M. C. A. Building and 
wrote some letters home. The sta­
tionery was supplied there free o 
charge, so you see one can make a 
special visit there solely for writing 
letters that would be better tliar. 
writing one now and then in camp or 
barracks.”

About 12,000 troops are stationed 
here, our section of Stob’s is called 
"Acrekuvive.” You step off at the 
station and a few step brings you 
to the grounds.

“We haven’t been paid since we 
came here, so you may say we feel 
in the “dumps," as we can’t get a 
hash or a lemonade—a soldier’s usual 
complaint when without it.” I see 
Charlie and Watson very often—Char­
lie always has that merry twinkle in 
his eye when I meet him. Our com 
panv is getting on fine in Manual and 
Bayonet exercises. A and B. Compan­
ies are probably going to the war 
zone within a few weeks, and 100 are 
to be picked from our company to go 
with them.

The weather is ideal here, making 
camp life very pleasant. Please ex­
tend kind remembrances to Mrs. N- 
also to Mina, Alec, and Bob. I can­
not close without expressing my grat­
itude for the many acts of kindness 
bestowed on me while going to your 
house during our stay in Edinburgh
