day yesterday British troops fought their way forward doggedly, foot-by foot, over
the mud locked battlefield northeast of Ypres. They are still clinging with grim de-
termination to the task at the latest reports and had made appreciable gains in the face
of almost inconceivable difficulties along the six mile front. :

The greatest advance appears to have been along the crest of the Passchendaele
Ridge, where the attacking troops had pushed forward to an extreme depth of perh-:s
1,200 yards from the starting point.

It was reported several hours ago that observers had seen a small body of Haig’s
men at the crest, which lies almost on the outskirts of the village of Passchendaele.

The three years of war produced few such days of hardships.

Not since the

world conflict began, however, has there been a more wonderful display of courage
by the British. From the start, it has been a merciless struggle against the odds pre-
sented by the hideous morasses for which Flanders is famous.

: ENEMY SENSED ATTACK :

British Front in France and Belgium, Oct. 12—(By Associated Press)—There
has been more rifle and bayonet work to-day than in the last battle or two in Fland-
ers. The machine guns, however, played an important part of the German defense. The
enemy fought better than usual in some places, but in others he has shown a lack of

fizhting spirit.

' da‘ybreak During the night they shelled the communicating roads and front lines

heavily, and as early as two o’clock this morning they threw a large number of gas
shells along the British forward positions. As the attack began the enemy maintained
a heavy machine gun barrage over large sections of the front.

On the right of the advance, which rou ghly was in the direction of Passchendaele
the British were faced with the greatest difficulty. About the Ravesbesk River the

ground was awful.

In addition there were numerous strong German positions along

the slopes of the Passchendaele Ridge whch dominated the advance and made it possible
for the encr:y to pour heavy machine" gun fire into the approaching troops. The Ger-
mans, knowing that the attack was coming were ready with a merciless fire when
the British pushed forward. In the Wood southwest of Passchendaele there was a
concrete pill-box and many machine gun fortresses improved out of debris. They
charged this place with the bayonet and hard hand-to-hand fighting followed. But
the enemy holders of the position finally were killed or captured or forced to flee.
Here and at other points along the battle front many Germans were killed with cold

steel.

Bellevue, 1,500 yards west of
Passachendaele, was another point
that held up the British advane>
with machine gun fire. Bellevue is
located on a spur which rises above
the surrounding ground and there
were many German pill-boxes packed
on this elevation. The fire from
these strongholds was incessant.

There was also hard fightinging
about the Copse, just to the north-
west of Bellevue.

North of Wallemollen the depth
of the attack gradually tapered off
as it swung northwestward, toward
the Houtholst TForest. Here grav:
difficulties were encountered along
the Lekkebotberbeke and Broenbeeit
Rivers, where the ground was a hor-
rible mass of seemingly bottomless
mud.

The latest reports received were
to the effect that the British had
driven the Germans from their brew-
ery stronghold in the eastern out-
skirts of Poelcapelle and had pushed
on beyond. Just how far they con-
tinued to advanee it is impossible to
say at this hour.

THE SITUATION

Despite the appalling condition of
the ground, the British have made
still further progress in their latest
drive on the Flanders front. The
achievement, under such physical
conditions cannot be classed as other-
Wwise than remarkable. At some points
an advance of about a mile was re-
corded, and the capture of the ridge
east of Ypres witnessed a further ad-
vance, although bad weather helped
to stay the attainment of all objec-
tives. This was the fifth assault in
three weeks, and constitutes abund-
ant evidence that Haig is determin-
ed to press the foe with relentless
vigor, One despatch asserts that the
discipline of the German soldiers is
commencing to crack under the
strain, and, if so, there can be small
wonder that such should be the
case, especially as there must now
be a large proportion of youngsters
in the ranks.

Mr. Stoval, who has been the Uni-
ted States Miinster in Switerzland
for the last four years, has arrived
home on a visit. He asserts that the
economic crisis in Germany is acute,
and that forces are now at work
there which will compel the govern-
ment to make peace. He asserts that
if left to themselves, the people
would seek terms to-morrow, and he
believes that Prussian aims and
Prussian autocracy cannot hold them
back much lenger.

The resignation of Admiral von
Capelle, German minister of marine,
is announced. Without much doubt,
he has been forced out because of
the recent mutiny, although he had
no personal responsibility in the
matter. The extent of the uprising
can be judged by the fact that it is
said to have thwarted a contemplat-
ed naval attack upon Russia. The
malcontents very clearly have much
sympathy with, the revolution there.

Petrograd reports the capture of
some trenches on the Riga front, and
some slight success iis also announc-
ed for the Russo-Roumanian forces.
The Germans are now using shellgson
the West front taken from the Mus-
covites.

Prisoner There Is Fed At
Cost of Less Than 13
Cents Per Day

Twelve and five sixth cents per
day is the exact amount it has cost
to feed prisoners who have been
guests at the county jail ‘during the
past year, according to the annual
report submitted to the Inspector of
Prisocns, by Governor Jones. For
the first quarter, the cost averaged
13 1-2 cents, for the second quarter
14 cents, for the third quarter 12
1-3 cents, and for the last three
months 11 1-2 cents. One hundred
and thirty-sir guests partook of the
hospitality of the county during the
year, and were sheltered from the
cold, cruel world for a total of 2,-
060 days.

During the twelve months, eleven
men have been sent to the reforma-
tory, and one has been turned over
to the penitentiary authorities.
Governor Jones, after his appoint-
ment, took over the reins of govern-
ment, -succeeding the late Governor
Brown, on May the 19th of this year.

SUCCESSFUL .
IN OLD LAND

Plan Introduced at Begin-
ning of War Shows Ex-
cellent Results

: ——

Dublin, Oc# 13.—(Correspondence
of The Associated Press)—That the
ullage plau iuwroducea at the begin-

quauried success is indicated by the
augual Agriculiural stausucs which
e irisn vepartment or Agriculture
fas just issued.

‘1'his tune last year, the two re-
markable‘ teatures or the Statistics
were the'jjpexpected decrease in the
acrage of cereal and green crops, anda
the large increases in all kinds of
live stock. 'I'ne report~for the pres-
eng year tells a tale of the very op-
posite character. Cereal and greeu
crops have gone up enormously,
while live stock in every case has
gone down.

The ralling off in cereals last year
{ was about 20,000 acres; this year
there is an increase of 467,000 acres.
The falling off in green crops last
year was 22,000 acres; this year
there is an~increase of 151,000. The
total acres of cereals and green
crops, plus flax and fruit, is now 3,-
038,000 acres, an increase of 637,-
200 acres o1 26 per cent., the larg-
est comparative increace being in

the smallest in Ulster, with 20.7 per
cent.

The greatest cereal crop in Irelamd
is oats, which now stands at 1,464.-
(00 acres, an increase over last year
of 392,000. There are many possi-
bilities as a result of this remarkable
expansion, not the least of which ‘is
the likelihood of a greatly increased
local manutacture of oatmeal . for
human consumption, for which pur-
'pose some of the old windmills may
be set going aghim.

The acreage sown with barley also
shows a large increase, in the face
of the fact that - the business. of
breweries ‘and distilleries has been
heavily- restricted. A ten per cent.
increase ig turnips, notwithstanding
a deerease in cattle and sheep of
over 80,000 head; is no doubt ex-
plained by the fact that turnips—-
formerly a purely fodder crop—are
being increasingly used this year as
human food, and have been selling
at goed prices.

The potata acreage has inm‘eased
from 586,000 acres to 709.000. This
tis dne largely to the high prices
{which farmers obtained °for last

- on the tent or tepee, or upon tree bark or animal skins.
: Some of the rock drawings still traceable on this continent can be in-
terpreted, but many others await translation, as do the signs of the Hittite
language of the past. Schoolcraft, the Indian authority, speaks of the
- pictographic work of the Ojibways, which he specially studied.. The entire

Whether we want to drive off from
the state highways out into the un-
known of the back roads or not, we
have to do it at times. Some of the
people we want to see, some of the
places we want to reach, are on thosz
back roads and byways. And then,
there are ‘Detour” signs-that send
us bumping and bounding over thie
most outrageous routes inaginable,

I have ridden behind some of the
best chauffeurs that ever dodged an
“L” pillar or shaved a button frowm
a policeman’s coat and have been
pretty nearly scared to death when
they tried to get over a piece of
genuine chute-the-chutes back road.
Small wonder, then, that the com-
paratively inexperienced driver, the
man who is driving his first season
and sets out to.take his family down
to the old homestead for a week-end,
gets into trouble when he leaves the
state road behind.

There are evils encountered out in
the country byways that are never
met on Fifth Avenue or Michigan
Poulevard. There is the Yap Driver,
for instanece. This chap is even
more inexperienced than the man
who meets him for the first time.
Plenty of country drivers have own-
ed and driven cars for vears without
ever becoming anything but Yap
Drivers.

The Yap Driver knows in a gen-
eral way that he belongs on the
right-hand side of the road, but he
regards it as optional whether he
<hall pass you omn that side or mnnt.
he disregards the courtesies of the
road just as the road hog does, only
he does it from ignorance rather
than from hoggishness. There is no
use getting mad at this type of driv-
er, because he has no bad intentions,
and do not, oh, do not try to seare
him into getting over where he be-
longs, because he may do the wrong
thing and get right in front of you.
Whereupon the fact that you werse
obeying the laws of the road and h2
was not may help with the jury, but
it will not help with the doctor or
the undertaker.

You are accustomed to city driv-
ing and can come within a sixteenth
of an inch of every car you meet or
pass without danger of touching it.
You can drive that way on the back
roads if you like, but not for me,
becatise you cannot count on what
plenty of back roads drivers will do,
and you must remember that on
such roads a car may slide several
inches into a rut when the road is
perfectly dry.

You cannot afford to take any-

thing for granted with the * drivers
you find on the country roads. When
you come up behind a puffing, labor-
ing country car and blaw to pass,
don’t assume that the driver of that
car has heard you until you see him
get over and stay over. He may come
back before you get past. He may
not have heard your horn. He may
chinge his mind. My advice is to
play it safe. You haven’t much lee-
way if you get crowded going at a
fair speed. The road is narrow.

Beware of the truck loaded with
milk cans, or a lumber wagon peg-
ging along at a good pace. - The driv-
er of either of these vehicleg is so
deafened by the noise of his own out-
fit that he wouldn’t hear the horn of
the Angel Gabriel tooted by his rear
wheel. Pass these chaps slowly un-
til they actually see that you are
there.

Ruts! You have been advised nof
to drive in ruts because it wears out
the sides of your fires. Well, ruts
have their advantages as well as
their disadvantages. If you have to
drive over a wet but rutty road
without chains, you ean count on be-
ing safe as long as you jog along
right in the big rut. ~ You will not
skid out of it, and probably you can-
not get out of it when you want to
do so. When you do have to get out,
don’t step on the gas so hard that
you go out with a jump that carries
you clear to the roadside fence.
Watch for g place with a track out
of the rut, or a stone to jump from.

When the road is rutty, begin get-
ting out of the way of the coming
car a long time before you need to
give 'way, because the time to turn
out is when you can, rather than
when you have to. When you have
a big mud-hole to go through, the
rut, the track all the rest have fol-
lowed, will usually be the one that
leads through safest. The other
places look shallower, but they go
just as far down, and instead of a
track full of water or thin mud, you
have to drag through a new path in
thick mud. Trying to find a new
and better path through a muddy
road is usually a vain endeavor.
Take to the rut and take your time,
and you will pull through. Turn to
one side and the other, looking for
solid ground, and you will have hard
going and a hot engine—and if yon
get very far to one side vou will
probably have to be pulled out. Of
course, the driver has to use judg-
ment. If the ryt is so deep that the
crankcase scranes the ground, the
rut is no place for him.

It is claimed that a quarter of an
ounce of freezone obtained at any
drug store will cost very little, but
is sufficient. to remove every hara
or soft corn or callus from one's
feet. Cut this out, especiallv if you

are a woman reader who wears higa
heels. ’ ;

along the road. ‘Back up half a mile
rather. than drive off into one of
those places. They are bottomless
and the more you try to drive out,
the deeper in you get.” The minute
you see yourself getting into one of
those roadside mudholes, stop. Every
revolution of the drive wheel in th2
mud makes the situation worse. I
you have one wheel on solid ground
and are not too far in with the other,
get your load all on the running
board on the dry side and turn your
wheels toward the road, and try it
once for luck. You may crawl out.
but if there is a chance of . being
stuck, get on the chains before you
yet“in so deep you cannot jack up.

A couple of long pieces of heavyv
rope will save a lot of trouble and
time in many country roads instan-
ces. You can wind the wheel wita
rope without jacking it up, and for
a temporary help this will - 2-3wver
as well asg chains. Then, too, if you
have a tow rope you will not have to
g0 to a farm house and. borrow ouz
when you need to be pulled out. Any
motorist who comes along can do
the trick for you.

Of course everyone knows the
need of putting on- chains when it is
wet. If anybody is going to drive
over the country byways in the mud
with no chains. leave it to the Yap
Driver who ,may know no better. Just
because it is only half a mile or a
few miles from one state road to an-
other, don’t take a chance. I found a
chap the other day with a big tour””
ing car half down over the bank and
fifty feet of drop grinning up at
him, while he and his partner . ‘in

the road wondering how a man they
had found with a piece of old clothes
line could get them back into the
road. With a tow rope I soon had
them back on the highway: and they
explained that they had thought they

without bothering to put on ‘thains.
They couldn’t. do. it. . .They . .were
luckvy not to hreak their necks.
The concealed eculvert has made
trouble for more than one driver un-
used to looking for such things. It
ig not intentionally concealed, but it
oceurs where there is solid ground
beside the wgad in both directions,
while here i8 the ditch under the
road, its entrance hidden in the
grags. To get off the dirt where one
of these places exists means you are
alfost sure to break something.
When you turn out for anybody on a
back road see that you don’t come
unexpectedly upon one of these little
culverts and have to break a wheel
or run into the other fellow to avoid
it.

Then there’s the cow. If you are
too careful about passing a herd of
cows. you may never get by. Take
the side of the road they don’t favor,

it, blowing away at the horn and
crowding ahead wherever there is a
foot to be gained. Don’t bump into
the cows, but don’t wait for them
to give you the rightof-way, because
they don’t do business that way.
The cows being driven along the
road have their rights and no one
wants to injure a cow, but don’t ex-
pect them to see you coming and
clear, the road for you-

The courts have decided -that live
stock pastured in the highway have
no rights there in the capacity = of
loafers, but that does not excuse
carelessness or wanton killing of
poultry. Try to drive as you would
have another man drive past your
place if some of your pet ducks hap-
pened to wander into the road or to
spend too much-time getting across.

London, Oct. 13.—(Correspond-
ence :0f The Associated Press)—A

: plan for encouraging the emigration

of native laborers from ° India to
British Guiana, Trinidad, Jamaica,
and Fiji, announced by the British
Government, is expected to result in
the permanent settlement of many
thousand East Indians in each of
these four colonies, three of whic
are close enough to the Atlantic sea-
board of the United States to make
the project of neighborly interest to
the American people.

The object is to provide a fair
substitute for the abolished system
of indentured or contract East In-
dian labor. In some countries to
which Indians used to go under the
indenture system, their coming led,
as it was bound to lead in the end,
to serious trouble. They were white
communities, which wanted the la-
bor of the East Indian but did not
want him as a settler. -~

no question of that kind in the case
of the four Crown colonies selected
as areas for thc new settlement sch-
eme. They ieach possess alrcady
large and prosperous Indian com-
munities. Their industrr is tropi-
cal and depends on Asiatic labor,
which they have been accustomed
to obtaining from India withont any
sense of grievance on either side.

Laborers who enlist. under the
new plan will serve a probationary
period of three years’ employment
in their new homeland, before being
inyited: to become landholders.. Dur-
ing this probationary period of em-
ployment under government super-
vision, they will be trained and fitted
for the new conditions of life; at the
same time affording the colony the
benefit of their labor. ;

On first arrival the immigrant
will undertake work for a periodof
six menths under selected employers.
He will then be free to move {from
one employer to another at a
month’s notice, being encouraged to
work for the ensuing two and a half
vears in agricultural industnies bv
the offer of numerous benefits sub-
sequently as a colonist. At po time
will be be under any indenture or
contract, the relation between him.
and his employer being exactly the
same ag that prevailing in the colony
between any employer and emyloyee.

For the protection of the immi-
grants, the government will decide
who may or may not émploy “them:

A fair minimum: wage will be fix-
ed, and will be revised every five
years on the basis of changes in the
eost of living. ,

As soon as the worker has com-
pleted three years emplovment, he
will have the choice of returning to
India or becoming a permanent set-
tler. If he chooses the latter, the
land will be nut at his disposal by
the colonial government. 3 -
The immigrati~n from Ind'~ of
whole families will “e encouraged as
far as possible, particularly of fam-
ilies centaini~g yo~1g unmarried
girls who may becomo in the colon-
ijes the wives of other immigrantss
Women unaccomnanicd- by their
families will not be assisted.

PROBLE
VEXATIOUS

Among Most Difficult
of_ the War

s

London, Oct. 13.—(Correspond-
ence of The Associated Press)—One
of the greatest of British war efforts
has been in the department of rail-
way transport, both at home and
abroad. Very' little has been sgaid
about this work, perhaps because it
has gone on steadily, silently and
| unobserved. Some time ago Aris-
tide Briand, then Premier of France,
visited a great railway workship be
hind the British lines in France.
“The great fault T have to find with
you English,”” he said upon that oe-
casion, “is that you do enormous
things, but nobody has any idea ol
what you are doing.”

At home, war has put a tremend-
ous strain on the railways. It was
an ‘instance of Britain’s military un-
breparedness that military and stra-

It is claimed that there was and is|getic consideratfons found no plac:

before the war in her railway sys-
tems and management. The rail-
ways lacked uniformity. . For ex-
ample, there were three differen:
types of air-brake in use, so that
rolling stock of different companies
ften could not be made up into one
train. The width of ecars and the
clearance space between tracks var-
ied considerably. Very few stations
had adequate platform accommoda-
tion for rapidly entraining troops.

much progress has been made under
government cgontrol of the railways,
toward standardization and such re
construction as was feasible to rem-
edy the most serious shortcomings.
This is frequently mnoticeable at rur-
al stations, where platforms of th:
type most suitable for military use
‘have replaced the old suburban plat-
forms, and given a military air to the
otherwise peaceable countryside.

The proper platform for entrain-
ing troops is a wide one running the
whole length of the longest train.
From such a platform troop trains
can be loaded at the rate of one an
hour, and this rate can be improvod
upon with practiced troops. Where a
railway station possessed the most
up-to-date platform facilities, sucu
as all British stations will have by
the time the war is over, it is pos-
sible to load two trains simultaneous-
ly, and such a station is ecalled in
military parlance a ‘‘half-hour sta-
tion.” At an ordinary old-fashioned
wayside station it is often necessary
to allow two hours.

- Entraining is the ruling factor in
calculating troop movements, since
detraining does not take quite so
long. :

The maximum normal capacity of
a double tracked line of railway in
England is figured by the military
specialists at six traing per hour
jvach way, in the early days of the
v7ar, the traing containing the Brit-
ish Expeditionary forces were run
into the docks at intervals of twelve
minutes or 'at. the rate of five per
‘bour. - On a single-track line, three
traing per hour_can be warked each
way. /
The principle adopted in moving
troops by train is that each ¢rain
load should be a complete subdivis-
jon of a military unit. The size of

‘| such a trainload is definitely limited

by the number of coaches of which a
train can be made up with safetv.
An . ordinary fnfantyy battalion
makes about two’ train loads.

British Expeditionary force was pe-
ing moved to France, 900 trains
were run loaded with 'troops, and as
many returned empty, giving an av-
erage of 360 trains a day employed
in the movement of troops alone. In
the first year of war, moves w=2re
made overseas of 100,000 officers, 2.
£86,000 other ranks and 542,000
horses. These figures include cross-
Channel traffic and all other moves
made by sea. Figures’ for later years,
présumably larger, are not at pres-
ent-available.
