RUSSIAN TROOPS g
CAPTURE TRENCHZS

Petrograd, Nov. 7—Via Lon-
don—In the region east of Kifl-
ibada on the Transylvanian
front, says the Russian state-
ment from General Headquar-
ters, a Russian attack resulted
in the dismounting of two en-
emy guns and the capture of
trenches, with over a hundred
prisoners and two machine
guns. South of Dorna Watra,
says the statement, “we con-
tinue our successful operations
in the valleys of the Dorsek
and Poutna rivers.
