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CONSTABLES FIRE 
UPON STRIKERS.

Attack Freight Handlers * 
at Owen Sound.

Five Constables Hit and 
Seriously Injured.

Mayor’s Unsuccessful 
Effort to Make Peace.
Owen Sound, May 11.—The strike of 

'•he C. P. R. handlers assumed Serious 
oroportions shortly after seven this 
morning. The C. P. R. had about <10 
ipecial constables sworn in that thoy 
brought up from Toronto with Pro­
vincial Detective Rogers. The strikers 
hearing that an attempt was being 
made to begin work, hurried to the 
wharfs quite peaceably. Several of 
‘.he strikers were deputed to persuade 
l,he men who were going to work to 
luit and the other strikers were stand­
ing in bunches on the dock. Suddenly 
the special constables fired upon j 
them. A rush was made for the coal 
pile and the strikers used the coal so 
effectively that the constables return­
ed inside the boats but not before 
five of them were seriously injured 
and one may not recover. Among the 
strikers two had narrow escapes from 
being shot, the bullets going through 
their clothing, one was shot in the 
foot, one in the shoulder and one 
through the calf of the leg.

After the shooting, Mayor Kennedy1 
read the Riot Act and both parties 
were invited to his office for a dis­
cussion.

Mr. McMurchy, solicitor, and Sup­
erintendent Nelson represented the C. 
p. R . Mayor Kennedy represented 
the town and a committee of three 
represented the strikers. The meet­
ing resulted in a disagreement. The 
C. P. R. suggested that the men go 
to work and leave the matter to lie 
settled by the Government arbitrator, 
or to accept 15 cents day and 16 
cents night for the season. The men, 
however, refused and are holding out 
for last season's figures. To the credit 
of the outsiders brought in by the 
C. P. R. they have stuck to the Owen 
Sound contingent, though the major­
ity are destitute and are being carad 
for by the town. The sympathies of 
the citizens were with the strikers. 
They hold that it is preposterious to 
put men to work for 12 cents per hour, 
more particularly when the C. P. R. 
is charging as high rates for freight 
as thev did last year.

Double Shooting.
Chicago, May n.— Martin 

Schleyer shot and probably fatally 
wounded his divorced wife, Martha 
Schleyer, at Kenosha, Wis., yes­
terday. He then turned the 
weapon upon Herman Koehler and 
inflicted mortal wounds. Koehler, 
who lives at Kenosha, was visiting 
Mrs. Schleyer at her home. Jeal­
ousy and drink are declared to be 
the cause of the shooting.

Schleyer fled after a struggle 
with Koehler. Later he gave him­
self up to the police.

WINSTON CHURCHILL.
Dundee. Scotland, May 11.—Remain­

ing true to its Liberal faith, which it 
has held unshaken for a quarter of

century, Dundee on Saturday elect­
ed Winston Spencer Churchill, the 
new President of the Board of Trade, 
to represent the city in the House of 
Commons. The young man s politi­
cal future is thus assured. Mr. 
Churchill’s plurality over Sir George 
Baxter, the next candidate, was 2.709, 
the vote standing as follows:— 
Winston Churchill (Liberal).... 7.089 
Sir George Baxter (Unionist) .. 4.370
Mr. Stuart (Laborite) ................ 4,014
Mr. Scrymgeour (Prohibitionist) 655

The fight can scarcely be compared 
with that in 1906. for then there were 
five candidates in the running, two 
Unionists, two Liberals and one 
Labor, two members: Rt. Hon. E. 
Robertson (Liberal) and A. Wilkie 
(Labor), being elected. Sir George 
Baxter polled a larger vote by 505 than 
the leading Unionist polled at the 
general election, while the vote for 
Mr. Churchill was 2)197 behind that 
for Mr. Robertson Joy 1905.

Dundee is one of the chief sufferers 
from prevailing badf trade, and the 
tariff reformers and Laborites made 
the most of their chance. The former 
paraded with placards declaring that 
the jute workers had. lost their em­
ployment through tht^kmerican tariff, 
and that this was the opportunity for 
them. The local jute works closed on 
Saturday, and this afforded an excel­
lent argument, and one which the 
tariff reformers were not slow to take 
advantage of. The advocates of pro­
tection and the Laborites made capi­
tal out of the shipbuilding dispute, 
in connection with which there are> 
1,400 unemployed in Dundee.

The fact that Mr. Churchill was 
not so successful as his predecessor 
in the Board of Trade in effecting a 
settlement, of the great industrial 
crisis was regarded as most hopeful 
by the Laborites for their cause.

On the other band, the budget an­
nouncement of the remission of the 
duty on sugar undoubtedly was in Mr. 
Churchill’s favor, as Dundee is the 
centre of the jam industry.

HE WAS JEALOUS.
PROBABLE MOTIVE FOR DOUBLE 

TRAGEDY AT HUNTSVILLE.

A Letter and a Telegram—Missive Re­
pudiating Nelaon Smith Took Him 
to Huntsville*—Telegram Warned 
Ezra—Jury’s Finding.

Huntsville, Ont., May 10.—“We 
find that the said Martha Smith came 
to her death from rexolxer shots 
fired by Nelson Smith, evidently 
while in a fit of jealousy, and that 
the said Nelson Smith died from re­
volver shots fired by his own hand.”

This xvas the verdict of the cor­
oner’s jiirv on the killing of Mrs. 
Nelson Smith by her husband, at 
the home of the former's parents, 
Mr. and Mrs. J. S. Goldie, on Fri­
day morning, and the subsequent 

suicide of the murderer. Jealousy 
of his brother, Ezra, and the receipt 
of a letter from his xvife in >vhieh 
she repudiated him, are regarded as 
probable motixes for the crime. Ezra 
Smith showed marked attention to 
the dead woman, both at Berlin, 
xvhere he and the couple lived, and 
here, xvhere he was on a visit, but 
he denied that their relations had 
ever l>een other than those of good 
friends. At the inquest the inmates 
of the Goldie home swore that they 
were unaware of any reasons why 
Nelson Smith should have been 

jealous, hut admitted that for some 
time the relations of the pair had not 
been cordial.

Mrs. Ezra Sfnith obtained an order 
of separation from her husband six 
xveck» ago. a settlement on on ali­
mony lwsi« of $3.00 per week being 
reached. Three xveoks later Mrs. Nel­
son Smith left Berlin to visit her 
mother at Huntsville. Three weeks 
after her departure Ezra left Berlin 
without intimating xvhere he xva* going, 
and folloxvcd her.

A. letter received by. Nelson ‘■unith 
was the cause of his trip to Hunts­
ville. He xvas observed xrhile on 
the platform of the Berlin «talion to 
lie in a highly wrought condition, xvith 
tears streaming down his face.

At the inquest it developed that 
an unsigned telegram xvas received 
by Ezra Smith at about 4 o'chick in 
the afternoon. The message xvas: "Nel- 

j son Smith left for Huntsville last night : 
j heard you xvere there." Smith testified 
that he did not regard it as a warning.

STAYING AT HOME.
THIS YEAR'S IRISH EMIGRATION 

LESS THAN FOR SOME YEARS.

The Country Plodding Slowly Toward 
Prosperity — Congestion Commis­
sion's Report May Result in Great 
Things for the Peasants.

London, May 10.—This year's emigra­
tion from Ireland will touch the lowest 
point for many years. It seems prob­
able that the numlier of emigrants will 
hardly reach half that of last year.

Several causes contribute to this re­
sult. In the first" place, Ireland, al­
though torn politically, is plodding 
slowly but surely on the way to greater 
prosperity. Native industries are spring­
ing up in villages, and employment for 
skilled and unskilled labor is steadily 
glowing.

There also is a persistent agitation by 
the Gaelic League against the flood of 
emigration, and the hope is expressed 
that the report of Ixird Dudley’s com­
mission on congestion, which is expect­
ed within a few days, will make recom­
mendations that will result in great 
things for the peasants of the west. It 
is understood the commission is in favor 
of splitting up the large grazing ranches 
and equipping small holders with farm* 
sufficiently large to be economic and to 
provide livings for the tiller* and their 
families.

Further, there is a still stronger rea­
son lor the falling off m emigration. 
IV is that the prepaid passages, which 
in days past came from America, have 
now greatly fallen off on account of 
unemployment in America and disturb 
ance in business caused by the financial 
trouble. _________

Color of Eggs an Asset.

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TO NIGHTS COUNCIL MEETING.
The proceedings of to-night’e Council 

meeting should be of more or lefts in­
terest and,1 importance to the ratepayers. 
The contract which the Hydro-Electric 
Commission would like the* Council to 
sign, binding it to take power from the 
Commission, excluding .all competition 
for 30 years, and to pay for the same 
at a price at present unknown, bub 
which is to include all costs incurred in 
a; scheme of purchase and transmission 
in which the city has no share of man­
agement or control, will be laid before 
the aldermen. It is hardly likely, how­
ever, that it will be finally dealt with 
at this meeting. . The proposition grow­
ing out of the conference between the 
aldermen and the Cataract Power Com­
pany will also probably be discussed. 
The company has offered to supply elec­
tric power to the city at a price 10 per 
cent, below that of the Hydro-Electric 
Commission; even intimating its will­
ingness to leave the fixing of the price 
to the Commission itself. Mayor Stew- 
are is reported to have said that he 
would not accept power from the local 
company, even if it furnished it for noth, 
ing, and he thinks that 10 or 11 aider- 
men shai'e his views. It is charitable 
to think that the Mayor has been mis- 
reported, and that his personal hostility 
would not lead him to make such a fool­
ish declaration, or to advocate a course 
so- detrimental to the city’s interests. 
The aldermen, generally, we think, may 
be expected to approach the question 
from a sane business point of view.

Another important matter upon which 
sonie definite action may be taken to­
night is the proposition made by the 
Street Railway Company, and received 
with considerable favor by the aider- 
men. for a settlement by which an ex­
tended and improved street railway ser­
vice will be provided. The outline of 
the scheme is already familiar to the 
Times’ readers; the details are yet to 
be worked out. but if the general char­
acter of the proposition meets the ap­
proval of the aldermen, and they so 
indicate by their action to-night, it is 
highly improbable that anything will 
occur to prevent agreement. The fact 
that city and company have pretty well 
considered the situation makes it likely 
that if the Council once approves of the 
plan in gross, the agencies at work and 
making such desperate efforts to pre­
vent a settlement will find their power 
for evil destroyed, and will be incapable 
of keeping the breach open.

Nobody questions the good faith of 
the aldermen toward the city in seeking 
to obtain favorable terms. The only

that Mr. Smith was debarred from 
getting evidence. Mr. McDougall accept­

Trade is dull in 
Dundee, a section of the Lebor e’en lent 
is out on strike, and the Government 
was Mamed for this state of affairs; the 
temperance people had a candidate of 
their own, and the suffragettes pitted 
all their strength against him, just be­
cause they were against the Govern­
ment.

Kent and Resti- 
gotiche. to make room for Mr. Hazen’s 
hungry followers. Up to date the Gov­
ernment which promised that they would 
know no party in the administration of 
affairs hare displaced upwards of ."MX) 
Liberal officials and replaced them with 
partisan Tories, some of them, the Her­
ald says, absolutely without the ability 
to fill‘the positions assigned to them.

Hamilton’s Answer.
(Kingston Whig.)

The Premier of Ontario plaintively 
appealed to the people of Hamilton to 
give him “a square deal.” It is his 
manner of expressing the hope that in 
the impending election there will be 
an exemplification of the golden rule. 
Mr. Whitney went to the Ambitious 
City with some misgivings. One of its 
constituencies had repudiated his par­
liament and its candidate in a by- 
election. The people had some reason 
to show their displeasure. They had 
been treated badly, and calm reflection 
deepened rather tk’an removed the griev-

Firet. the voter; generally resented 
the slight of the Government in re­
moving the Normal College in the in­
terest of which they had made a large 
investment. Tbe labor element re­
belled against the prison contract sy*- 
tem. which had not been abolished ac­
cording to promise, but was contin­
ued in a more offensive form. Tbe 
fact that the Government promised, 
not directly, but through its touters, 
a technical college, replacing the Nor­
mal College, did not satisfy the people. 
It. did not improve the situation that 
the representative of the cause was not 
a popular man. He was rich—this was 
his main, and distinguishing characteris­
tic. Defeat followed. It was overwhelm­
ing. depressing, crushing. The memory 
of it still Ungers. Tbe ghost of it walk­
ed while Mr. Whitney and his satelites 
undertook to mesmerize the people in his 
first campaign.

The echoes of the party caucus had 
hardly died nwav when Mr. Whitney 
began hia pleading. He was in a very 
tender mood. He was so anxious for. 
a square deal. Some one caught the 
idea and asked. What about the tech­
nical college? He could not -say. Ho 
could not promise. He would not 
bribe. He stood only upon his record. 
According to it he will be judged and 
from Hamilton’s disgruntled electorate 
he may again receive—a lemon.

PLAIN POIim WELL PUT.
Mr. H. P. Dwight, President of the 

Great North Western Telegraph Com­
pany, occasionally writes to the Toron­
to papers owr the nom de plume of “D. 
W.” He is a man with a very large 
grasp of public matters, and hie letters 
always bear the imprint of ability. In 
the News of a day or two ago was one 
bearing on the light and power question, 
which will bo read with interest, as 
it has a bearing on the situation here:

Is it not about time to ring down 
the curtain on this hybrid Hydro-Elec­
tric Commission farce? It is nearly 
three years ago since the Hon. Adam 
Beck started out on his crusade to show 
the people of Ontario how they could, 
under a paternal Government, be provid­
ed with electric power ** as free as 
air.” The immediate effect of this was 
to frighten bpth Canadian and English 
investors, who had invested their money 
in different enterprises of the kind, and 
who would before now, if left undisturb­
ed, have been competing for the delivery 
of the electric power to the principal 
cities ' and towns throughout the Pro­
vince of Ontario.

British Government's Method. 
That the Ontario Government and the 

city of Torohto should jointly or sever­
ally go into a project involving the ex­
penditure of ten or twelve million dol­
lars, with an absolute certainty that 
double that amount would be needed in 
the near future, is simply incredible 
from any sane or rational business point 
of view. Such a project is all the more 
incredible from the fact that the Elec­
trical Development Company, with 
transmission line» already built, and the 
Toronto Electric Light Company have 
both made distinct propositions for the 
disposal of their properties to the Gov­
ernment and the city on a fair basis of 
values from a business standpoint.

The English Government, when they 
undertook the telegraph business in 
England, bought out the telegraph com 
panies then in the field, at a valuation 
based on their earning power, a fair and 
satisfactory arrangement for all con­
cerned. They did not commence nego­
tiations for the purchase of the compan­
ies by abusing them and belittling the 
velue of their properties, and threaten­
ing to force them out of business. The

whole transaction Vas .fair and abover 
board and vested rights were jealously 
guarded and duly respected. It was the 
proverbial English fair play, and there 
were no advocates of confiscation of the 
property of the conypanies.

Should Purchase on Fair Terms.
If the Ontario Government or the 

municipality of Toronto are to go into 
this business of providing electric power 
let them buy out the companies now 
engaged in the.business on the fair aud 
business-like terms which have beqn 
offered by the companies. Neither tfie 
Ontario Government nor the city of To­
ronto Corporation can afford to treat 
their own citizens unfairly or ungener­
ously in any matter of business.

The fact is that, had it not been for 
private enterprise, Toronto and other 
municipalities throughout the country 
would have had no electric power for 
their use. and the Hon. Adam Beck. 
“Power Minister,” a* he is called, would 
never have been heard of in any suéh 
connection. He has simply been riding 
into notoriety on the back of private 
enterprise, commissioned evidently to 
pull Premier Whitney’s chestnuts out of 
the fire, while it is strongly sp spec ted 
that not only is the Premier sick of the 
whole business, but that the Ministers 
are at loggerheads among themselves, 
and would be glad of any decent excuse 
for dropping the matter altogether.

Mr. Coady, the City Treasurer, in his 
recent report, calls attention to the fact 
that there are in the Province of On­
tario many localities where abundant 
water power is available for the de­
velopment of electric energy to an al­
most uhlimited extent. I venture to 
sav that, had it not been for the par­
alysis of private enterprise consequent 
on this hybrid Hydro-Electric Commis­
sion scheme, private enterprise would 
have been actively nt work developing 
these water powers for the production 
of electric energy, and competing for its 
sale throughout the country on a purely 
business basis.

Not as Anxious Now.
It is beginning to be understood, 

however, that the great hurry to go into 
the power business hit the. Government 
and the city of Toronto authorities is 
not quite as urgent as it was a few 
weeks ago. although the pretense is still 
kept up, and they are marking time by 
employing "experts” to travel in distant 
countries to get further information as 
to “high tension currents.” It would he 
interesting to know how much, the city 
of Toronto and the Ontario Government 
have already spent in these “expert” 
reports and valuations, and something 
as to the variety of information and es­
timates they have secured. It is well 
known that estimates for the proposed 
city plant have varied to the extent of 
two or three million dollars.

We who live in the southeast portion 
of the city can bear witness to the great 
relief experienced since the chain of 
lakes which used to stretch for hail a 
mile along .the south side of- the T., H. & 
B. Railway track were drained into the 
Sanford avenue sewer.

These "blood sucker*” cannot multiply 
without stagnant water. All the changes 
which the insect undergoes, from the 
egg state to that of the perfect winged 
mosquito, takes place in water, aud 
without it they cannot multiply or exist.

\\ here the breeding pond can neither 
be drained nor filled up, crude petroleum 
should be floated on the surface, which 
effectually prevent* the propagation of 
the genu* ‘ v'ulex.”

T’he adult female insect loses no time 
in at once foruiing small rafts on which 
she lays aud gluve her eggs, along the 
edge of it, to the number of about a 
hundred. These require only three or 
four days to hatch, when the young 
brood piunge head first into the water 
and join the shoals of well known "wig 
glers ’ already there in various stages 
of development.

After moulting two or three time* the 
“wiggler” goes into the chrysalis state 
for a few days, and eventually rises to 
the surface oi the water, when the full- 
fledged winged "blood sucker” emerges 
using her late coffin as a boal until lier 
wings get dry, when she is ready to do 
as her mother did.

It might be observed that the lady 
moequito is the only one to suck blood 
and deposit the poison which irritates 
our skin—the gentleman moequito has' 
no lance, no poison bag, and, being a 
vegetarian, baa none of the bloodthirsty 
instincts of his spouse.

Thoee having soft water cisterns can 
help to abate the nuisance by having 
them protected by mosquito netting.

HIS VIEW OF IT.
To the Editor of the Times:

Sir,—I quite agree with Mayor Stew- 
art’s remarks that such an offer made 
by the Cataract Povyr Company, viz.. 
10 per cent, less than whatever the 
other company’s offer may be, was 
undignified and dishonorable for any 
company to offer and equally so for 
anybody of men to entertain it.

I understand the proposition is this: 
The Cataract Co. offer power for 24 
hours at $16 per horse power for 
pumping and sewage disposal. This 
work is completed in the day time. 
Then they propose a five years’ con­
tract for lighting at $60 per lamp, or 
a ten years’ contract at $55 per lamp, 
thus charging us twice for the power 
each day, making a double profit as 
they are not pumping during the 
night, and are using the power paid 
for during the day for lighting. The 
Hydro-Electric Commission is a Gov­
ernment concern and will give power 
at cost which might be $12. not ex­
ceeding $14 per horse power. Lam 
credibly informed that the Govern­
ment’s offer will make a difference 
of some magnitude to the citizens of 
Hamilton. Now. about the end of the 
term, where will the city be then, 
comparing ourselves with other muni­
cipalities who adopt the Hydro-Elec­
tric Power when they have the power 
line paid for and are having power 
$9 effet price, against ours at $16 per 
horse power? There is no reason for 
the aldermen getting a spirit of gush 
in offering a vote of thanks to the 
Cataract Co. for their liberality, for 
there is no bargain in it at all. The 
citizens should hold a meeting and 
discuss this matter, and the aider- 
men should go slow. There should 
be no temptation for the aldermen in 
this matter beyond doing what is 
right, and I hope there is none. If 
people were to go to one store to pur­
chase a coat and then to another 
atore. apd the first store sai<^J will

sell you in per cent, cheaper than his 
competitor, 1 a*k what kind of busi­
ness that would be, and where would 
it end. If any person thinks I am 
wrong in my statements I will be glad 
to go further in the matter and prove 
1 am correct.

THE MAIL CHUTE.

An Interesting Minor Feature in the 
Hall of the Tall Building.

An interesting sight the hall of a great 
modern office building presents is the 
mail chute.

And then comes a shower of letter* 
charing one another down the chute, and 
then stragglers sliding down silently, and 
then another shower, and then a few 
seconds’ pause, and then fairly shooting 
past- a big thick letter, a package, that 
goes by like an express train that had 
been waiting for the signal to show a 
clear track.

Then more showers and shoels and 
blocks of letters, ami then stragglers 
again and single letters—letters of all 
sorts of shapes and sizes and colors, and 
most of them going straight down end­
wise, in the most business-like way; but 
occasionally you .see one that doesn’t 
move like that; some single letter that, 
with the tube at the moment all to 
itself, sort of saunters down, tipping to. 
one side and the other as it goes, and 
you may imagine that this is a letter on 
some lighter topic than business, and 
that so is not in so much of a hurry..

But it was only for a brief interval 
that this lighter, easier moving letter 
had the tube alone, for now they are 
coming again, shooting straight down 
letters in droves and flocks and flurries, 
and singly and in twos and three» and 
heavy letters that go by like lightning,

Impression! of a Year SpentAmontf the 
Esqusmauxs

Knud Rasmussen, whose mother was 
au Esquimau woman of Danish Green­
land, whose father was a Dane and who 
has lived most of his 27 years in his 
native land, has written a book on his 
life for a year in the huts of the Smith 
Sound natives, the most northern people 
of the world. The book has been trans­
lated from Danish into German and it 
attracting much attention because it has 
great literary merit, and as the story of 
a primitive people it is unique.

Me had rare advantages for writing 
euch a narrative, because he is an edu­
cated man, trainedas an ethnologist and 
partly of the same blood as the tribe 
that opened their doors and hearts to 
him. He went among them as a brother, 
they awakened his sympathy and affec­
tion, and their idiom differs so little 
from his own that he was one of them 
from the day they first saw him.

They told him everything, and when 
he left them for Denmark he wrote the 
first book that has ever been devoted 
wholly to these natives. The German 
edition is entitled "Neue Menschen” and 
it has been published in Bern, Switzer­
land.

The purpose here is simply to give a 
few incidents of Rasmussen's life among 
these people and some of his impressions 
of them. He was their comrade in the 
merrymakings with which they brighten 
the sunless winter, and he joined them in 
the hunts for bear, walrus, reindeer and 
steals, and in the spring killing of the 
birds which they pack away for winter

They liked him and wished him to live 
with them always. They would be happy 
it only he would marry one of the native 
girls and settle down. So one winter 
evening when the hut was crowded with 
people old Sorkrark arose impressively, 
and made a little speech.

"Are not our maidens good enough for 
you ?'* he said. "See, there are Isigaitsork 
and Amimik. Isigaitsork has the longer 
hair if that will please you, and she has 
a brand new fox skin.

"Now. we must tell you that it does 
not do for a young, unmarried man to be 
travelling around our country. You will 
ruin our good opinion of you and make 
yourself a laughing stock. There is only 
one young bachelor among us, and he is 
a babbling idiot. (This is a fact. He 
has been mentioned by explorers.I

"Among all things a man should pos­
sess, the chief is a wife. The first thing 
he gets is a woman, and next come his 
dogs, and then a canoe, and last, and 
most difficult to get, is a gun.

"You have all these things except a 
wife. Who will keep your things in 
order, and your *hut warm and go along 
to help you when you travel? The wife 
always goes with her man on his jour­
neys if possible, and if not, he borrows 
somebody else's wife.”

Rasmussen does not inform us what 
response he made to this appeal. Old 
Sorkrark^is known as the greatest bear 
hunter among his people, but he did not 
shine on this occasion as a matrimonial 
agent. The people said he most tell Ras­
mussen the story of some of his big 
hunaing exploits, but he long refused.

"When I got out with mj- dogs after a 
bear,-' lie said, "it is not long before his 
meat is in the cooking pot. That is all I 
have to say.”

One day, however, he yielded to per­
suasion and Rasmussen heard the first 
and last story he would tell.

"It was on* a wintry night and very 
cold." he said, "when 1 knew that bears 
would be watching around the holes in 
the ice where the seals come up to 
breathe. I went out with my dogs and 
soon I dimly saw a bear through the 
twilight

"1 gave chase and my dogs were over­
hauling him when he disappeared within 
a rave in the ice. When 1 came up I sent 
the. leader of my dog team into the cave, 
for a bear in this was- may often lie 
driven out from his retreat without in­
jury to the dog. But in a moment I 
heard a cry and my dog staggered out 
and died at my feet.

"1 said to nix self that I was going to 
get tiiat liear. 1 could not use roy speir 
in the small cave, and so I put my knife 
bet wren my teeth and went in on my 
hands and knees. It was very dark and 
1 could see nothing, but I could hear the 
breathing nf the bear. I hugged the 
ground and made no noise as 1 crept for­
ward. inch by inch.

"At last i felt the animal's warm 
breath in my face. My blade was long 
and I drew back and made a mighty 
lunge. At the same time a terrible blow 
fell <>n my body and 1 lost my senses.

"I do not know bow long I lay there 
in the cave, but when 1 came to my­
self my first thought waa of my dead 
dog. Then l felt around, thinking I 
had killed the bear, but he was not in

*‘I was very sore, but managed to 
crawl outside, and a few rods away I 
saw my liear sitting on the ice and 
heard his moans and knew he was in 
trouble. 1 grasped my spear and crept 
toward him and came near enough to 
see that his breast wa* covered with 
blood and that I had driven my knife 
straight through his snout, and it was 
still in the wound.

“"My right arm was not hurt, and I 
got up on my fee* and drove my spear 
through his heart *"

Tt is the custom in Danish West 
Greenland, where Rasmussen '-ras born, 
for the young native women gather 
around a newcomer and lie'p him off 
with his over-clothing, lie forgot that 
the Smith Found natives might not be 
acquainted with this act of courtesy and 
hospitality, and when he Kr«t reached 
their, on his sled he. he'd »»«:* his^ feet to 
a young woman, expecting that she 
would pull off his iioots. She dropped 
her eyes and blushed, but made no move 
to perform the expected service.

''What is tout name?” he asked the 
girl.

“The people here will fell yon ncy 
rame.” she answered, and her gaze wan­
dered off over the ice. while all the men 
and women laughed.

A woman came to the girl and told 
her fo do what the rtranger asked her, 
and then she pulled off hi* shoes. He 
•ays he was impressed with her modes­
ty. Die woman said to him:

"That h my daughter. Don't you 
think she is beautiful?”

Raoniwen say* that these P«Wr E*- 
ouimaux are alway- waging so held » 
fight with nature that they think very 
little of anything except the practical 
side of life. Hier eareîeesly live their 
livux as long as meat is plentiful. They 
do not count the days nor reckon time.

But the boys from' the time they can 
talk play at hunting and the ambit ion 
of their Hve* is to become good hunters.

horizon does not embrace much beyond 
their mission as food providers.

"What are you thinking of?” he ask­
ed an Esquimaux, who seemed to be 
buried in thought.

The man laughed at the idea.
"It is only white men,” he said, "who 

trouble themselves much with thinking. 
We think only about our food supply 
and whether it will last through win­
ter. If we have meat enough, then 
thinking is unnecessary."

One day Rasmussen said to an unu­
sually intelligent native who had been 
out on the sea ice with Peary: "What 
did you think was the purpose of all 
your hard work out on the ice floe? 
What did you think when all the land 
faded from view and you sew- nothing 
around you excepting the grinding sea

"Think?” replied the man. "I didn't 
need to think. It was the pai% of Peary 
to do the thinking.”

Rasmussen telle the story of the im­
migration of a number of the more 
western Esquimaux about half a cen­
tury ago to the Greenland coast, where 
some of them spent the rest of their 
lives with the new found friends. They 
brought blessings also to the «Smith 
Sound natives, for they taught them to 
make snow huts with a long covered ap­
proach and an entrance from below, 
making them much warmer; also to 
shoot with the bow and arrow, to spear 
fish and to make kajaks or canoes, so 
that their hunting was no longer con­
fined to the land or the edge of the ice. 
He got the story from the last survivor 
of the immigrants.

But the time came, one *pring morn­
ing. when the young man, with his dog* 
and sledge, was to start south on hia 
journey of hundreds of miles to hi* old 
home. An old woman, in whose hut he 
had eaten often during the dark winter, 
came to him.

“You are going home. Are you glad 
to leave us?"

"Oh. no: but I think I bad better 
have a eh ange.”

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PRIVATE MOIR
CAPTURED.

SLAYER OF SERGT. LLOYD ARREST­
ED ON FARM NEAR ELORA.

Was Taken Off His Guard, But Fought 
Viciously—Moir Had Been Working 
for Eighteen Days as ^Farm Hand 
—Has Made Complete Confession.

Arthur, May 10.—After a desperate 
struggle of ten minutes up and down 
under the hoofs of the startled horses 
at the Hobb Bros.’ farm, four miles 
north of Elora, Private Moir, the mur­
derer of Sergt. Lloyd, was filially over­
powered by Vhief constable C. J. Far­
rell aikd Constable Cochrane, of Arthur. 
Moir was carrying a 32 calibre re­
volver, loaded in five chambers, under 
his belt, and what use the desperate 
man would have madç of it had not 
the officers taken him off his guard 
is sufficiently indicated by the fight 
lie put up wnen he was pinioned from 
behind.

Constable Farrell, of Arthur, first got 
wind of Moir through NY", h. Draper, 
the stage driver between Arthur and 
Fergus, who had seen Moir while driv­
ing past the Robb farm, and heard 
that he carried a loaded revolver with 
him always under his belt. Then 
David Robb got hold of a Stratford 
paper and was at once struck with 
the resemblance both the cut and the 
description bore to their hired man. 
Last night Farrell and Cochrane drove 
out to the Robb farm in plain clothes. 
Just as they arrived they saw David 
Robb aiul Moir, whom they at once 
recognized, unhitching a horse. TIk? 
farmer and hired man went into the 
stables and the officers followed them. 
Farrell . began to talk to Robb of his 
stock and the season, all the time 
edging up to Moir, who seemed quite 
unconcerned.

When Farrell was quite sure he was 
their man he sprang and pinioned Moir’s 
arms to his sides, and in a second Coch­
rane pitched on to the struggling pair. 
Moir is • far the smaller man of the 
three, but has the build of a sprinter 
and the physique of the all-round ath­
lete he claims to be. Both Farrell and 
Cochrane are in the prime of life and 
heavily built, but for fully ten minutes 
the unequal struggle went on in the 
stable. Xloir fighting to reach hie wea­
pon with the venom of a wildcat. At 
last he suddenly collapsed, allowed him 
self to *>e handcuffed, and came very 
quietly to Arthur, where he remained 
all Saturday and to-day.

This afternoon a news correspond- ! 
ent saw him in his cell at Arthur. I 
He was in a penitent mood, free I v ad­
mitted that he had shot Lloyd* and 
talked of his wanderings. He is a 
rather undersized but stockily built 
man of soldierly I tearing and gentle­
manly address. The hair had been
combed to fall over the telltale scar on 
bi« neck till it was almost unobservable.
He wore a light suit, which he said 
had been given h.m. biyt had not got 
rid of the regimental tan boots. Ho 
had broken down and cried shortly 
after his capture, and it was in this 
mood that the correspondent found him.

“1 must have l»een drunk at the 
time,-’ he said, "blind drunk, though it*s 
all a lie about my eating cordite. I 
didn't know I'd killed Lloyd, honest,
I didn’t, until 1 was in Stratford the 
Monday after. I hen I saw- my pic­
ture and an account of the dreadful 
affair in a Stratford paper. I had 
been staying at an hotel in the town, 
but when I saw that 1 took to the 
woods right away and got out of 
everybody’s way until I met Mr. Robb 
at Flora fair and got hired out by him.
1 carried my rifle and other revolver 
for forty miles, but 1 dared not go 
to anywhere to get food with them 
and threw them away in a ditch. 

After 1 left Stratford l" took to the 
woods and walked «orne distance off 
the road in the fields for days. I j 
didn't see anyone after me,* but 1 
slept in a barn for one whole day, I 
1 don't rightly mind where. Then j 
1 came on to Elora. got to know Mr. i 
Hobb and I was theic for eighteen ! 
days. 1 met him at the horse show ! 
the ie."’

The Robbs* farm i* about four miles | 
north of Elora and t?n miles from i 
Arthur. Mr. Robb declares that Moir ! 
was: very quiet and a good worker, but 
yjdd in his ways. They noticed he j 
was carrying a revolver and spoke 
almut it and Moir’s general make-up 
to Draper, the stage driver, who pass- j 
ed the news on to Farrell. Farrell will 

iget the $500 reward offered by the Gov- J 
ernmont. Detective Xicklc arrived here ; 
from London to-night and wi.l take 
Moir back with him to-morrow.

Ihc crime for which Moir is arrest- i 
ed was the murder of Sergt. Lloyd 
at Wolseley Barrack-. London, on the 
evening of April 17. Lloyd went to 
arrest Moir to take him to the guard­
room. when the private raised his 
loaded rifle and shot Lloyd dead. The 
detectives have been hunting for the 
murderer for twenty-two days, and he 
had been seen near Arthur. Vhief Far- 
rell haa been making diligent inquir­
ies about Moir since April 21. when 
he heard that the ex-soldier had pass­
ed through Goldstone. a small place 
seven miles from Arthur.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even-numbered section of
Domlnloa Lande in Manitoba, Saskat­

chewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any per­
son who is sole head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age, to the extept of 
one-quarter section of 160 acres, more or lees.

Application for entry must be made in 
person by the applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-agency for the district in 
which the land Is situate. Entry by proxy 
may. however, be made at any agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother, 
aoc, daughter, brother or sister of an In­
tending homesteader.
" DUTIES—(1) At least six months' resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the land In 
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may. if he so desire . 
perform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him. 
not less than eighty (80) acre* In extent, 
in the vicinity of his homestead. He may 
also do so by living with father or mother, 
on certain conditions. Joint ownership In 
land will not meet with this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to perform 
his residence duties in accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
agent for the district of such intention.

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CONFERENCE 
ON THE BIBLE

fu Opened In the Gospel Tiber- 
ude Yesterday.

Dr. Giefccleii 01 the Second Cee- 
ing of Christ

The Meetings Will Condone Until 
Thnrsday Evening.

The opening of a five days’ Bible ! 

conference was held yesterday in tioepel 1 
Tabernacle. The programme for those | 
days is an extensive one, and it is ex­
pected that the church will be filled for 
every service. The speakers for the con­
ference are Rev. Dr. A. T. Pierson and 
Dr. Arno Gaehelein, of New York. Both 
gentlemen are fluent speakers, and their 
addresses on Bible study are very inter­
esting.

Yesterday morning a special prayer 
meeting was conducted by Rev. P. W. 
Philpott. At the 11 o’clock service Dr. 
Pierson gave a splendid sermon to a 
congregation that filled the large audi­
torium.

A union meeting was held in the after­
noon. at which Dr. Pierson and Dr. 
Gaehelein were the speakers. Rev. Mr. 
Philpott had charge of the meeting, and 
opened thé services w ith the singing of 
several appropriate hymns. This was 
followed by an address by Dr. Gaehelein.

The subject was “The Absolute Neces­
sity of Christ’s Second and Visible Com 
ing."’ The reverend gentleman quoted 
several passages of scripture to prove 
that .lesus is surely coming to this world 
again. Dr. Gaehelein said that Jeau* 
had made three appearances. The first 
was His coming into the world to die on 
the cross, to do the will of God. The 
second. His appearance before God after 
the crucifixion. This, of course, was not 
seen by human eyes, but those who are • 
God’s people know and believe that such ! 
a meeting took place. The third will be J 
His second coming on earth. This time 
he will come in all the power and ma­
jesty of Go<f.

Dr. Gaehelein stated there were many 
passages in the Bible to which he had 
not time to refer, which spoke of the 
second coming of Jesus, and. taking the 
Bible as the proper authority, every one 
should believe that His coming is an 
assured fact. The speaker said that the 
people of this world should live godly 
end righteous lives in anticipation of 
Christ's second coming. The doctrine 
of the coming of Jesus is one of the great 
doctrines in the Bible, and there is no 
one who could believe what the Bible 
says, and not refuse to believe this one 
doct rine.

The Old Testament prophets in reality 
demand the second coming of Jesus to 
prove the worth of their statements. 
Every Christian who reads the Bible 
knows how accurately the prophets have 
predicted the second coming of Jesus, in 
glory. But to come in glory must not 
be misunderstood. It is to be a spiritual 
glory,-not that of the pomp and cere 
mon y of the kings of this world.

One reason why Jesus was coming is 
the fact that many men refuse to be­
lieve that He will appear. He will prove 
to them that they are wrong. When He 
comes there will not only Im> the exalta 
tion of the living word of God. but the 
written word of God as revealed in the 
teachings of the Bible. Then, again, the 
words of Jesu* Himself demand that He 
return to vindicate His position. Again 
and again Jesus made the confession that 
He was coming again to restore peace in 
this world.

In the New Testament the Holy Spirit 
emphasizes the second coming of Jesua 
Christ. One must remember that the 
teachings of the New Testament are very 
near regarding the resurrection. It em­
phatically says that there can be no 
resurrectior until Jesus comes again: 
end we ere waiting for the redemption 
'of our bodies by the Master.

Satan has eome to the present genera 
tion. and controls the country. He Is the 
ruler of the present day. The world has 
tried lcgi-lation and education to down 
him. and has not succeeded. leaving#the 
people of to-day in a worse position than 
ever before. This earth is going to keep 
the curse it received from the time of 
Adam, until Jesus comes and creates a 
new universe for His people.

The speakei said it made him shudder 
at- the manner in which men take the 
name of Jesus Christ in their vile 
mouths. In every way. politically, so­
cially or in business, the demand is for 
desu« and His cleansing power.

Rev. Mr. Philpott then led in the sing­
ing of a couple of hearty hymns, 
which were folloyed hv an address by 
Dr. Pierson. His topic was, “The Com­
ing of Christ, the Hope of the Church, 
and the Hope of the World.” The rev­
erend doctor said he agreed perfectly 
with what Dr. Gaehelein has spoken of 
the second coming of Jesus Christ, and 
he sincerely wished that many could 
grasp the opportunities that are being 
presented each day to join the church of 
God and become Christians. When Jesus 
does come, it will not be in a spirit of 
revenge, but that of vengeance, which 
will rightly judge the people for their 
actioqs. The speaker characterized ven­
geance as “governmental and holy.” The 
people of this world are not to be guilty 
of revenge, but to stand aside and let 
God deal out vengeance at the proper 
time. Every epistle in the New Testa­
ment makes some reference to the sec­
ond coming of Jesus, and it is a rather 
notable fact that although spoken of 
so many times in the Bible, the descrip­
tion of Christ’s coming is different in 
its construction and meaning. As man 
is made of dust, the same as the earth, 
so it is that everything pertaining to 
man has felt the force of his fall, since 
the beginning of the world. Another 
transformation must therefore take 
place before man can be restored to hi* 
proper place. Dr. Pierson believed that 
plagues, pests, insects and the like were 
a part of the curse that has fallen on 
the earth. Tt will lie noticed, the speak 
er said, that all the earth speaks in a 
minor key. as if it were burdened with 
some great oppression, and is awaiting 
the great deliverance, to sing its song 
in a major key.

Jesus is to come to the world first 
and the resurrection of his saints is to 
follow, every man in his order, and the 
body of man. which has long been steep­
ed in sin, will be glorified. The refer­
ence made in both the Old and the New 
Testament go to prove that the judg­
ment cannot be avoided. And when that 
day comes, the child of God will reap 
the reward of glory. for Jesus will ga­
ther together His saints with Him to be 
glorified ever more. Imagination cannot 
picture for a moment what a great and 
magnificent gathering it will be on the 
laat.dav. One does not want the

TRAGEDIES 
AT LAPORTE.

Trymg te Coieect Umpkere With 
0u ef the Meiers.

Six Meeth. OMBihy Sud te Here 
Been e Victim.

Laporte, Ind., May 11.—Picking up 
the shreds of the evidence tending to 
connect Ray Lamphere with the deaths 
of Mrs. Gunness and her three children 
and perhaps also of Andrew Helgelein, is 
the main purpose of the authorities here 
to-day. Whether search for more bodies 
will be prosecuted has not been finally 
determined. Sheriff Smutzer indicating 
yesterday that further excavating may 
be postponed until to-morrow. The sher­
iff haa found difficulty in carrying on 
this work, because of.the morbidly curi­
ous persons who have flocked to the 
place where the ten corpses were discov­
ered last week. On Friday the excavat­
ing in the barnyard was hindered and 
ttaturdav it was halted by the crowds.
It is expected, however, that tW number 
of visitors will be lessened to-day, some 
15,000 persons having inspected the 
grounds yesterday and presumably satis­
fied their curiosity.

The grand jury was to have met to-' 
day to consider Lamphere* case, but 
this procedure has been postponed for 
a week. Experts who were called into 
the affair by Sheriff Smutzer advised I 
this course, although Prosecuting Attor­
ney Smith had announced that he was ' 
ready to go into court with the evidence 
at hand. Since then the case has been 
strengthened by the discovery of Lamp- 
here’s trunk, containing several letters, 
which are said to establish his participa­
tion in the murder of Helgelein and by 
the information extracted from a num­
ber of persona who were intimate en­
ough with the prisoner to learn from 
him much concerning his relations with 
Mrs. Gunness,

If the sifting and sluicing of the ashes 
in the cellar of the home results in the 
discovery of more evidence it is likely 
that the case will he pushed toward a 
conclusion rapidly. Prosecutor Smith is 
anxious to bring Lamphere before a jury 
(luring the term of court which opens 
to-day. and will endeavor to clear the 
docket of several minor cases already 
scheduled.

The attitude of the defence has not 
yet lieen indicated. The prisoner has j 
received stringent orders from his attor- | 
ncys not to discuss the charges against I 
him. anil the attorneys have not com- i 
mitted themselves to any particular line | 
of action.

cated. It is not at all an uncommon 
cause of death in infante. But in the 
light of what we know of Mrs. Guu 
ness to-day there is no doubt in any 
mind that the strangled or suffocated 
that child."

Dr. Martin is one of those who be­
lieve that Belle Gunness is still alive 
and that the woman’s body found in 
the ruins of her burned home is that 
of still one more victim of her lust for 
blood.

f Toronto, May 11.—Four men are 
dead as the result of the bursting of 
a defective pipe in the boiler of the 
steamer Brockville on Saturday after­
noon, while another member of the 
crew was seriously scalded, but will 
recover. The two firemen, Adolph 
Chavageau and Octove Cote, were kill­
ed on the spot, while the chief engi­
neer, Burneau Panten, and oiler. Wil­
liam Gouin, died at Grace Hospital 
a few hours after the accident. Fred 
Charboneau, aged 30. second engineer, 
will recover.

On Saturday afternoon about 2.30 
o'clock the steamer Brockville was 
lying at the foot of Bathurst street. 
She belongs to the Richelieu & On- 
taria Navigation Co. and was to have 
left Toronto for Kingston on May 26, 
the intention of the company being 
that she should plv between that city 
•„d Prescott. The four dead men. with 
Charboneau and J. Fougere, were *n 
the hold. The boiler and fittings were 
being tested under the direction of the 
chief engineer, Burneau Panten. A 
defective six-inch circulation tube 
gave way under the head of steam and 
the vapor spread first into the firehole 
and thence into the fire pit. where 
the men were at work, in its passage 
blowing out the fires. The two fire­
men. who were directly in front of 
the blast, fell dead at once. Panten 
and Gouin were also wrapped in the 
scalding steam and were so fearfully 
scalded that they both succumbed a 
few hours after their admittance to 
Grace Hospital, where they were hur­
ried in the police ambulance. Char­
boneau managed to escape into the 
outer air and apprise the rest of the 
crew above of the deadly nature of 
the explosion, the faint rumbling of 
which had only been heard on deck.

Brought Up the Dead.
The men dived for the hold, and in 

spite of the deadly clouds of steam 
soon had the four men on "deck, two 
dead, and two alive, but frightfully 
scalded. 'The bodies of Cote and 
Chavageau were taken to the morgue, 
and Panten and Gouin were hurried 
to Grace Hospital. Here Gouin was 
plunged into a boracic acid bath, and 
Panten was wrapped in picric acid 
bandage^, but the two men were too 
seriously injured for any remedy. Fred 
Charboneau was taken to Grace Hos­
pital in a cab. He said that Gouin, 
Panten and he were standing in the 
engine room, when there was an ex­
plosion. and they were all enveloped 
in scalding steam. He continued: “i 
had to fight my wyy through the en­
gine room to the companionway. and I 
thought at one time I should never 
make it. Fortunately 1 did not swal­
low as much steam as the others. ' 
Charboneau'* back and limbs are badly 
scalded, hut little hope is entertained of 
his recovery.

The men below had no warning of 
what was coming.

But the time will 
come when other people shall bow to the 
Hebrews. Jerusalem will be the metrop­
olis of the world, and Christ will ap­
pear to make Jerusalem the greatest 
kingdom. Zion’s King will reign su­
preme though all the world resist him.

Murderer Chased His Victim Through 
Streets of New York.

New York, May 9.—Alphonse Dichina 
was killed by Sabino Malino in Jersey 
City this afternoon as lie fled through 
a crowded street in an attempt to elude 
the man who sought his life.

Malino was close behind and at almost 
every stride he brought a keen edged 
hatchet down on Dichina’s back. The 
crowd in the street gave the men a clear 
passage, and Dichina managed to keep 
the lead until a point known as Little 
Italy was reached.

Setting Off Explosives.
There are two ways in which an 

explosive may be “set. off’’—by burn*

tide to. another—as of fire in a grate, 
only infinitely more rapid. This pro­
cess is adapted to gunpowder, requir­
ing as it does a very short time for 
the burning up of the explosive body. 
The other form of explosion—the de- 
tonative—being at once throughout 
the mass, is unfitted for use in guns 
(which would be smashed to pieces), 
but is adapted to shattering, or break­
ing. purposes, such as blasting rocks 
in miiv'ng operations and bursting. 
charges in shells, torpedoes and sub­
marine mines. Substances of the lat­
ter sort are termed high explosives 
Some examples may be given of the 
safety with which the most dangerous 
explosives may ordinarily be handled.
