CHAPTER XVI. (Continued.)
On the next morning the knight 

departed early, with the intention 
of making a long journey; the con­
dition of his horse, which he had 
carefully spared during the preced­
ing morning, being such as enabled 

i him to travel far without the necea* 
i sity of much repose. Yet his pur­
pose was baffled by the devious 
paths thiough which he rode, so 
that when evening closed upon him 
he only found himself on the fron­
tiers of the West Riding of York­
shire. By this time both horse 
and man required refreshment, and 
it became necessary, moreover, to 
look out for some place in which 
they might spend the night, which 
was now fast approaching.

The place where the traveller 
found himself seemed unpropitious 
for obtaining either shelter or re­
freshment, and he was likely to bo 
reduced to the usual expedient of 
knight-errant,who,on such occasions 
turned their horses to graze, and 
laid themselves down to meditate 
on their lady mistress, with an o»k- 
tree for a canopy. But the Black 
Knight either had no mistress to 
meditate upon, or, being as indif­
ferent in love as he seemed to be in 
war, was not sufficiently occupied 
by passionate reflections upon her 
beauty and cruelty, to be able to 
parry the effects of fatigue and 
hunger, and suffer love to act as a 
substitute for the solid comforts of 
a bed and supper. He felt dis­
satisfied, therefore, when, looking 
around, lie found himself deeply 
involved in woods, through which 
indeed there were many open 
glades, and some paths, but such as 
seemed only formed by the numer­
ous herds of cattle which grazed in 
the forest,or by the animals of chase 
and the hunters who made prey of 
them.

The sun, by which the knight 
had chiefly directed his course, had 
now sunk behind the Derbyshire 
hills on his left, and every effort 
which he might take to pursue lys 
journey was as likely to lead him 
out of his road as to advance him 
on his route. After having in vain 
endeavored to select the most 
beaten path, in hopes it might lead 
to the cottage of some herdsman, or 
the silvan lodge ot a forester, and 
having repeatedly found himself 
totally unable to determine on a 
choice, the knight resolved to trust 
to the sagacity of his horse; experi­
ence having, on former occasions, 
made him acquainted with the 
wonderful talent possessed by these 
animals for extricating themselves 
and their riders on such emergen­
cies.

The good steed, grievously fa­
tigued with so long a day’s journey 
under a rider cased in mail, had 
no sooner found, by the slackened 
reins, that he was abandoned to his 
own guidance, than he seemed to 
assume new strength and spirit; 
and whereas formerly he had scarce 
replied to the spur, otherwise than 
by a groan, lie now, as if proud of 
the confidence reposed in him, 
pricked up his ears, and assumed of 
his own accord, a more lively 
motion. The path which the ani­
mal adopted rather turned off from 
the course pursued by the knight 
during the day; but as the horse 
seemed confident in his choice, the 
rider abandoned himself to bis dis­
cretion.

He was justified by the event; 
for the footpath soon after appeared 
a little wider and more worn, and 
the tinkle of a small bell gave the 
knight to understand that he was 
in the vicinity of some chapel or 
hermitage.

Accordingly, he soon reached an 
opeu flat of turf, on the opposit# 
side of which, a rock, rising 
abruptly from a gently-sloping 
plain, offered its gray and weather­
beaten front to the traveller. Ivy 
mantled its sides in some places, 
and in others oaks and holly 
bushes, whose roots found nourish­
ment in the cliffs of the crag, 
waved over the precipices below, 
like the plumage of the warrior 
over his steel helmet, giving 
grace to that whose chief 
expression was terror. At 
the bottom of the rock, and leaning, 
as it were, against it, was con­
structed a rude hut, built chiefly 
of the trunk of trees felled in the 
neighboring forests, and secured 
against the weather by having its 
crevices stuffed with moss mingled 
with clay. The stem of a young 
fir-tree lopped of its branches, with 
a piece ot wood tied across near 
the top, was planted upright by the 
door, as a rude emblem of the holy 
cross. At a little distance on the 
right hand, a fountain of the purest 
water trickled out of the rock, and 
was received in a hollow stone, 
which labor had formed into a rus­
tic basin. Escaping from thence., 
the stream murmured down the 
descent by a channel which its 
course had lung worn, and so wan 
dered through the little plain to 
lose itself in the neighboring wood.

A >VORD TO HON. Mr. O’CONNOR 
" -A ROST OFFICE OUTRAGE.

Sr me time ago the editor of the Star 
received communications from persons 
about Gibson, complaining of the reck­
lessness of the postmaster of that place, 
one Mr. Garden. It was charged by 
the correspondent that on more titan 
one occasion the mail bag for Gibson 
was found hanging on Mr. Garden’s 
gate post, which fact it was thought 
went far to account for the disappear­
ance ot several letters and newspapers 
from the said mail bag. In answer to 
this correspondence, signed “A Vic 
tiro,” Mr. Garden runs to the Tele­
graph, the Grit organ of St. John, and 
instead of denying th. charge, if he 
could deny it, writes over his own name 
the following, which we wisli the Post­
master General to look at carefully;

It so happens that about two months 
ago, 1 was obliged to attend Court in 
Fredericton as a juror, and the person 
t hat I left in charge of the post office did 
not happen to he in when the courier 
came along with the mail; coisequent- 
iv he hung the bag (which was an old 
tine and had a small hole in it) outside 
the door, hut it did not remain there 
more than ten minutes. In the mean­
time the individual, ‘•Vic.itn’’ offers to 
produce, came along, and took a paper 
from the hag that was properly sealed, 
and the missing letters might have gone 
the same way.

Is not this a most outrageous stale of 
affairs I but the worst feature of it is 
the postmaster makes no attempt 
to excuse himself lor his criminal 
neglect. With what indifference he 
speaks of the “old hag” witli “a hole 
in it,’’ as if an old hag with a hole in it 
is the proper receptacle for Her 
Majesty’s mails! As if hanging on a 
gate post where any one may get it is 
the place to leave a mail hag that may 
contain money letters, or correspond­
ence of great importance! !

Mr. Garden says lie was attending 
a jury. What right had lie to be ofl 
from his pest attending the jury during 
the hours his office should have been 
open? And after the mail hag had 
bleached on Hie fence for perhaps half 
the day, who opened and distributed 
the mail? Or was there any provision 
made for ils distribution? Tljcre was 
■none. And why should the people 
who expected mail even in that “old 
hag,” with “a hole in the bottom” of it 
he expected to wait till the juryman- 
postmaster returned from the court? 
Let Mr. Garden answer this, or let 
Mr. Inspector McMillan answer it. 
And at any rate why should the mail 
courier, whoever he may be, hung Her 
ÿlajesty’s mails on a gate post? Doe# 
he pot know Unit a gale post is nota 
post office? We think Mr. McMillan 
flight, too, give some explanations 
While Mr. Garden is at it.

There is a good deal of rottenness 
about our postal service here that we 
sliould wish the Postmaster General to 
enquire into, There arc more loose 
screws than those i|i the Gibson office. 
We have to request (he Postmaster 
General to make prompt enquiry into 
(lie whole matter.

Indeed we might remind Hon. My. 
O'Connor, in this place, that the affairs 
of the Fredericton Post Office are also 
far different from what the public could 
wish them. This office seems to Jdck 
anything that even might be nicknamed 
“system.” When the people throng, 
on the arrival of the large mails, to the 
office windows, it often, too often, we 
are sorry to say, happens that no more 
$'tan one c!erk can be found inside, 
seldom move than two, while there are 
three windows atcacli oneof which there 
should be a clerk, considering that there 
are five officials in the department 
We have -ourselves as frequently as 
otherwise, seen some of the 
clerks walk into the office just 
as the rush is over and after the people 
have been kept standing an hour for 
mails which should have been assorted 
and distributed in a third of the time. 
There arc as malty clerks to he seen

inside during the quiet hours of the day j 
when scarce a person visits the office j 
as after the arrival of tho mails. We, 
hear perpetual grumbling about this, j 
and have more than once directed ah. 
tention to it; but the desired change , 
has not been made.

It may he that tho ch-rks “play” on ; 
Mr. Thorne, and that lie knows noth- j 
inguhottt.it: indeed lie lias mentioned 
to us his willingness to do what was 
right, and his anxiety lo conduct the 
department so as to please people. We 
believe Mr. Thorne has been a most 
diligent officer in his day; hut lie lias 
served long, and is now past that time 
when men arc happy in expedient, and 
resolute in will,so we think the Govern­
ment sliould fix on him a respectable 
retiring allowance for the rest of 
ot his days. There is sadly 
needing at any rate some one who 
will conduct matters about the office 
to the satisfaction of the public.

We do not speak here of the gross 
iusolen e of some of the clerks, or of 
the •* any complaints that reach us 
aho ’ the more detailed management 
of ic office, because it is not our duty 
inasmuch as the Government lias an 
inspector; and furl her because we do 
not want to act in the role of an in­
former. But we do think, without 
censuring Mr. Thorne, a gentleman 
whom wo believe to be diligent as he 
can, that a change is sadly needed 
We hope Mr. O'Connor will give 
the matter his earnest aud prompt 
attention.

De Lessees’ engineers have publish;

SOME FREDERICTON KEARNEYS

An ordinarily constituted City Conn­
ell might object to paying a debt of 
honor, when the creditors made known 
that they expected it to he paid ; but 
the city council that will grant a sum of 
money to a society who declare they 
don’t want it, must he very great­
hearted indeed. This is the kind of a 
City Council Fredericton has. A fort­
night ago, St. John was willing to take 
$5,000 from us and our Council repudi­
ated paying the amount; ten days ago 
St. John said, “We don’t want the 
amount a>'d will not take it;’’ 
two nights ago our Çlty Council 
said: Wc will grant you the $5,000. 
Noble fellows ! Why the heart of eaclt 
mnst.be as big as that of an ox. But 
wouldn’t it be cruel if St. Joint would 
say one of these days: “We will take 
the amount!” We can’t believe, how­
ever, St. John would he so heartless as 
to do this.

The next stride on tho communistic 
programme will he an attempt to 
abolish the police force, to sell the city 
horses and the city plough indeed we 
haye heard that some of the Kcarnevs 
speak of selling the City Hall. We had 
not given them credit for such a 
knowledge cf the history of the Com­
mune, which ■ they are so cleverly 
repeating; hut people will he mistaken, 
and so too must we sometimes.

We fear our Civic Government will 
soon he a thing of the pus! : if it is to 
be degraded as seems now hul too 
painfully to he its lot, better it should 
he.

The Greenland Whale and the 
G rampas.

The grampus (“Delphinus grampus”) 
is the most voracious of the inhabitants 
of the ocean. It does not devour one- 
third of the animals it kills. It is the 
greatest enemy of the whale and dead 
bodies of whales have frequently been 
found having large pieces of flesh torn 
from the body, and the lips mutilated 
or destroyed. As soon as the whale 
opens its mouth to defend itself the 
grampus darts at its large, soft 
tongue, tears it off, and causes the 
death of the animal.

It is said that the grampuses are fond 
of amusing themselves by mobbing the 
Greenland whale, and that they perse­
cute it by leaping out of the water, and 
striking it sharply with their tails as they 
descend. In consequence of this it has 
been called the thrasher or killer. The 
swordfish is reported to join the thrasher 
in this amusement, and to attack the 
whale f.om below to prevent it from 
diving. Whatever may be said of the 
latter pirt of the story, the former i-> 
certainy true, and is corroborated by 
Captain Scott, who has often seen this 
strange sight

The grampus is from twenty to thirty 
feet in length, and from ten to twelve 
feet in girth. It has forty-four conical, 
strongly-made and slightly curved teeth. 
Its color is black on th: upper part of 
the body, suddenly changing to white 
on the abdomen and part of the 
and there is generally a white patch cf 
considerable size behind the eyelid.

Although it sometimes wanders to 
more southern regions, its favored home 
is in the northern seas that wash the 
coast of Greenland and Spitzbcrgen.

The Greenland whale, northern whale 
or the right whale, as it is indifferently 
called, is an inhabitant of the northern 
seas. It is when full grown about sixty 
or seventy feet in length, and its girth 
about thirty or forty feet. Its color is 
velvety black upon the upper part of the 
body, the fins and the tail ; grey upon 
the junction of the tail with the body, 
and at the base of the fins, and white 
upon the abdomen and fore part of the 
lower jaw. The velvety aspect of the 
body is caused by the cil which exudes 
from the epidermis, and aids in destroy­
ing the friction of the water. The jaw 
opens very far back, and in a large 
whale is about sixteen feet in length, 
seven feet wide, and ten or twelve feet 
in height. The most curious part of 
the jaw and its structure is the remark­
able substance that is popularly known 
as whalebone, which is found in a 
series of plates, thich and solid at the 
insertion into the jaw, and splitting at 
the extremity into a multitude of hair­
like fringes. On each side of the faw 
there are more than three hundred of 
these plates, which, in a fine specimen, 
are about ten or twelve feet long and 
eleven inches wide at the base. A large 
whale furnishes about one ton of whale­
bone. These masses of whalebone are 
placed along the sides of the mouth for 
the purpose of aiding the whale in pro­
curing food and separating it from the 
water.

City Council Meeting,
Haggling with Repudiation.—Ax In- 

g lor tot s Backdown —1’olice and
OTHER MATTERS.—A 1.0 AN OF $1000
authorized.—Another Sweep at the 
Salaries.

A special meeting of the City Council post­
poned last week on account of Hie absence of 
several A Mermen was held Vuesdav evening, 
with a full board, His Worship the Mayor in 
the chair.

The Con veil Chamber was filled to tlie ut­
most with the curious (including là editors of 
the Agriculturist) and those relatively or pe­
cuniarily interested. Considerable surprise 
was manifested on all sides at the conduct ef 
some of the Aldermen who had voted tlie 
whole ticket of indiscriminate retrenchment 
and then after a heated and illogical debate 
savoring in some respects of the Socialistic, 
decided upon a test resolution of Aid Moore’s 
to give street laborers 20 cents extra per diem 
during the coming season. Very uncompli­
mentary comments were made also upon the 
inglorious though desirable diminution of 
backbone which many of the anuihilators had 
experienced during the past week in refer­
ence to paying the $5000 to the St John Relief 
and Aid Society. Braggadoeia and reckless 
spasmodic retrenchment may accomplish con­
siderable in demolishing the established order 
ot things, but it is very discouraging to the 
aforesaid anuihilators to encounter, whilst iu 
search of public approval, naught but univer­
sal disapproval and slighting allusions to the 
board’s moral stamina. A great change had 
“come over the spirit of tlicir dreams,” and 
they moaned ••peccaviJ’ Neither the Star 
11 or Jivyul Gazette had anything to say eulo­
gistic of their masterly machinations mid 
naught but epithets, such as “hard crowd,” 
“devastators,” ‘resurrectionists,” etc, etc., had 
met them since their calamitous advent.

After appealing glances for mutual support 
among the belligerents, order was restored 
pro tern, and the regularbiyincss of the meet­
ing brought forward.

On motion of Aid Burcliill seconded by Aid 
Wheeler it was

Resolved, That a special committee be ap­
pointed to negotiate a loan of $1000 to meet 
the clamorous demands of the Board of School 
Trustees.

Aldermen Richey, Moore and Smith thought 
the same committee should be authorized to 
negotiate an additional loan of $1,500 to meet 
coupons on the debentures which fall due 
March 1st. The procrastinators didn’t think so 
and in the face of a frowning treasurer the 
motion was lieguthcd.

Moved by Aid Clinton, seconded by Aid. 
Wheeler that Mr Hudson be instructed to col- 
ect tolls in the Vhienix Square Market as 

piovidcd in city bye-law.
In amendment, Aid McPherson, with the 

impulsive support of Aid Gunter, moved that 
the City Clerk be directed herewith to prepare 
a bye-law to repeal the lawat present existing 
in reference to the collection of fees at the 
said market. The Aldermen voted in accord­
ance with their location, dividing evenly on 
both original motion and amendment. The 
casting vote of the Mayor was given in favor 
of Aid. Clinton’s resolution.

Messrs McPherson and Gunter resolved that 
the city treasurer be requested forthwith to 
issue executions against resident Dominion 
officials and to vigorously press the same.

An amendment resolving that consideration 
of this question stand over till next regular 
monthly meeting in March, was adopted on 
the following division : Yeas—Richey, Moore, 
Wheeler, Bure hill, Smith, Clinton, Wilson, 7; 
Nays—Guiou, McPherson,Gunter, 3.

Aid. Burcliill submitted the Police Commit­
tee’s Report :

Tlie Police Committee have consulted with 
the Police Magistrale with a view to ascertain 
his opinion as to tire advisability ofdiscli irging 
H.e present police force. He informed us that 
under the present law he considered himself 
responsible for the safety of the city, and 
thought it advisable that there should be three 
policemen ; that lire arrangement at present 
was a yearly one. which in Iris opinion could 
uot be terminated until May 1st, but that lie 
had the power of dismissing the police at any 
time for had conduct: that tlie Council could 
regulate their wages on May 1st, and lie would 
then be willing to act on any rea-onable rec­
ommendation the City Council or lire Police 
Committee might suggest.

The report was received and filed.
Aid.Gunter vehemently moved that no funds 

belonging to this corporation be appropriated 
for payment of the police next month.

Aid. McPherson wished to have the City 
Cltrk’s candid opinion as to whether the City 
Council could at this time terminate the pay 
ment of the city force.

The City Clerk’s request for time in which 
to consider and give opinion yvas granted, and 
amendment No. 2, that the payment of police 
be left ox er until such decision was rendered, 
was carried by a vote of 6 to 4.

The petition of Spafford Barker and others, 
praying for a reconsideration of the privilege 
granted Mr Joseph Doherty to build a black­
smith shop in Carle:on Ward, was referred 
to committee composed of tlie Aldermen rep­
resenting that Ward. [We hope that tlie 
committee will not, for the mere purpose of 
accelerating tlie “hum” in the Maritime 
Provinces, without regard to the claims of 
I lie owners of ajacent buildings, consent to the 
erection of a structure that will cause the in­
surance rates on such to be raised,—the same 
being also a nuisance.—Local Ed.J

Aid Smith presented the petition of John 
Edgecombe & Sons asking the city to buy or 
lease from them a piece of land belonging to 
them and encroaching on the limits of Wil- 
mol's Alley. Referred to the Road Com­
mittee.

Aid McPherson in a very forcible address, 
which received the voluble sanction of Aid 
Gunter, moved indefinatcly that a Bill be pre­
pared and prei ented to the Lesislature at the 
ensuing session asking that the power to ap­
point policemen be vested iu the city. This 
preposterous suggestion received no ad­
ditional support.

The follow lug were appointed on the As­
sessment Committee :—

Iiis V. orship the Mayor, Aldermen Bure- 
liill, Wilson, Smith, McPherson ayd Wheeler.

The youthful Alderman from St Ann’s 
moved the following choicely worded reso­
lution, seconded by Aid Guiou :

Whereas, This City Council recognizes its 
indebtedness to the St John Relief Fund to 
the amount of $5000; and

Whereas, This Council has no intention of 
repudiating its honest indebtedness ; and

li7(erars. There is no-immediate necessity 
of the payment of tlie said sum of $5000"; 
and

Whereas, The funds of the city are not in a 
condition at present to grant such sum of 
money ; therefore

Resolved, That tills City Council do make 
provision within two years from May 1st next 
for the payment of the said $5000, unless it he 
made to appear that it is absolutely required 
before, iu which case provision for immediate 
payment will be made.

The irrepressible Aid McPherson and the 
uncharitable Aid Gunter inveighed in inflam­
matory terms against such benevolence, hut 
the measure, though, nut in any way as suit­
able as the resolution of Aid Burcliill at last 
meeting, was carried by a vote of 8 to 2.

The Council then proceeded to fix the sal­
aries (or pittances) for the year commencing 
on the 1st of May next.

The City Treasurer's salary was reduced 
from $450 to $400.

The Chief Engineer’s salary was subjected 
to a reduction from $100 to $50'

The salary of the City Clerk was made $300, 
after a lengthy debate,—a reduction of $150.

Roadmastcr's amount was changed from 
$100 to $100.

Alms House Commissioner’s salary was 
fixed at $300, and the further consideration of 
salaries was postponed till next meeting.

A communication was read from tlie Board 
of Health respecting the advisability of intro­
ducing a thorough water supply and asking 
tlie Council to give tlie subject tin ir earliest 
consideration A committee composed of 
Aids. McPherson, Wheeler, Wilson. Smith 
and Moore was appointed to meet and confer 
with the Board on the subject.

A petition from James Shannon, asking for 
relief from taxation, was referred to Special 
Assessment Appeal Committee.

A motion from Aid. Burcliill. asking that 
the road committee be given authority to call 
for tenders and enter into hay and oats con­
tracts for use of the city team, was passed.

On motion of Aid. Wheeler, the salary of 
the city teamster was reduced from $400 per 
annum to $25 a month.

Aid. Moore's test resolution, asking 
that street laborers’ wages during the coming 
season be advanced from 80 cents to $1 per 
diem, was, to the great astonishment of all 
present—that Alderman included,—carried 
without opposition—thus sweeping away with 
one fell stroke over $400 of their accumulated 
saving in the running gear of the city.

The Council then adjourned sine die.
