A cry of fire was raised, and a 
general stampede took place for the box- 
office entrance, though there are said to 
have been five other doors open. The 
police inside and outside vainly endeavour­
ed to control the crowd. The structure of 
the theatre where the crush occurred is in­
tricate. The exits converge into a narrow 
well, and it was in this well the dead were 
collected in a ghastly pile six or seven deep. 
An upright partition in the centre of the 
doorway stopped the passage until cut 
away with an axe, enabling some to escape. 
The greatest excitement prevailed outride 
the theatre. Fire engines and fire escapes 
arrived, and the firemen, joining the police, 
entered to reassure the people. The 
manager upon the first alarm rushed into 
the pit from the entrance and shouted to 
the audience to remain quiet, but without 
effect until the theatre had been nearly 
cleared. The dead and injured were carried 
to the infirmary. Two of the dead were 
women, three boys and thirty-two able- 
bodied men of the labouring class.

Tfea Supreme Cent
Ottawa, Oot 14.—In the hurried action 

of the dying Government in the distribu­
tion of patronage a difficulty seems to 
to have been created with regard to the 
Supreme Court. By clause nine of the 
Supreme Court and Exchequer Court Act 
it is enacted, in reference to the oath to be 
administered to presiding judges, that 
“ said opth shall be administered to the 
Chief Justice of the said courts before the 
Governor-General, or the person adminis­
tering the government of tne Dominion, in 
Council, ami to Puisne Judges of the said 
courts by the Chief Justice. The absence 
from Canada of Chief Justice Richards 
would, under the above clause and accord­
ing to high legal opinion, render it impossi­
ble that Mr. Justice Taschereau, recently 
appointed, can act until the return of the 
Chief Justice, who alone is empowered to 
administer the oath of office to Puisne 
Judges of the Supreme Court. Again, it 
is enacted under the Supreme Court Act 
that five Judges shall form a quorum. 
The resignation of Mr. Justice Taschereau 
and its acceptance destroys the quorum 
of that Court, makes it necessary to re­
argue the causée heard1 st the last sitting of 
the Court, and renders it imperative to 

' one the sitting appointed for the 
instant uatil such timer as a quorum 

of the Court can be re-established.

Rçichsrath for October 
the *22nd.

Bkrlin, Oct. 11. —In the Reichstag yesterday 
during the debate on the Anti-Socialist Bill Herr 
ILuzelmann, a well-known Socialist agitator, made 
a violent though clever speech. He said the people 
would hold those responsible for bloodshed who 
helped to frame and carry the bill. If the pacific 
endeavours of Socialism were repressed the day 
would come when the Socialists would take up 
arms and fight aeain-t their tyrants.

The President of the Reichstag called the speaker 
to order and said his speech was an incitement to 
rebellion.

Hazeelmann repeated his words and was again 
called to order amid loud and indignant protests. 
He went on to say, ‘lam not personally in favour 
of revolution. J prefer pacific means. But if we 
are forced to fight we shall know how and I shall be 
proud to lay down my life on the field of honour. 
Let Bismarck remember the 13th of March, 1848.”

Lowe and Benningsen, Liberal leaders, denounced 
the methods and purposes of Socialism and defend­
ed the proposed legislation for its repression, 
which Benningsen declared even advanced Liberals 
now admitted to be necessary. Benningsen said he 
had no fear that Bismarck would allow the anti- 
Smeialist law to be employed to impair the liberties 

f the people.
London, Oct 11.—A Berlin despatch says the 

compromise extending the operation of the Socialist 
Bill to March, 1883, bids fair to be adopted.

The Reichstag to-day passed through their second 
reading clauses two and three of the Socialist Bill 
with scarcely any modfications.

Liverpool, Oct. 11.—During the performance to­
night at the Coliseum Theatre, now used as a music 
hall, a fight occurred under the gallery. The 
audience hearing, but being unable to see the dis­
turbance, became alarmed, and a cry of “fire” was 
raised, when a terrible panic ensued, people rushing 
for the doors and sliding down the pillars of the 
.nllery on the heads of the occupants of the pit. 
A post impeded their exits, and thirty-five men and 
lads and two women were suffocated. Many per­
sons were sevikly injured.

A trying time 
lies before all banking and financial in­
terests, and every department of commerce 
may be subjected to embarrassment and 
alarm. The present ordeal comes at a 
time when commerce is weakened by pro­
longed depression and cheered by few signs 
or none of a revival of prosperity.”

The stock and money markets are de­
pressed and uneasy in consequence of per­
sistent rumours of further mercantile em­
barrassment. These rumours, though 
denied and untraceable, create a gloomy 
feeling throughout the kingdom. They 
affect a Scotch bank and a Lancashire 
bank, as well as various mercantile con­
cerns in London and the provinces. The 
Stock Exchange is further unsettled by the 
unwillingness of investors to deal in bank 
shares, and by a panic in anjd heavy de­
preciation of gas shares in consequence of 
statements printed here concerning Edi­
son’s alleged discoveries in lighting by 
electricity.

New York, Oct. 10.—There has been 
an unusually active demand for money on 
Wall street to-day, and rates for call loans 
advanced from 4 to 5 per cent, at the open­
ing to strong 7 per cent. This stringency 
in the money market is partly due to the 
locking-up movement in gold, which has 
been going on for some days, and is said to 
be in the interest of Jay Gould’s desire te 
depress stocks.

Governments are a trifle weaker. Stocks 
closed generally the lowest of the day. A 
very unsettled feeling prevails, and there 
are fears that the financial uneasiness in 
Great Britain may result in a general lack 
of confidence in securities.

The remainder of the liabilities 
is in bills, but it is stated these all represent value 
in goods.

Manchester, Oct. 11.—The failure of Heugh, 
Balfour & Co. was announced shortly after the close 
of business, and caused immense excitement It is 
feared their failure will affect several small firms.

Constantinople, Oct. 13.—The Porte 
has received information that the Russians 
have commenced marching on Adrianople, 
presumably from the north. All the 
foreign military attaches have left Con­
stantinople to verify the intelligence.

The paragraphs authorizing the 
refusal of licenses to publicans and book­
sellers, forbidding the circulation of 
periodicals under certain circumstances,and 
constituting a Court of Appeal in the manner 
proposed by the Committee, namely of four 
councillors and five judges, with a presi­
dent appointed by the Emperor, were 
adopted. The Conservative amendment 
giving the Emperor unrestricted right of 
selection of President of the Court was re­
jected.

London, Oct. 15.—A Vienna despatch to 
the Manchester Guardian says :—Simul­
taneously with the presentation of his 
credentials, the Ottoman Ambassador to 
Vienna was ordered to declare to Count 
Andrassy that the Porte would be com­
pelled to oppose by arms the advance of 
the Austrian troops upon Novi-Bazar.

A Vienna despatch says the Austrian 
reply to the Turkish circular indignantly 
but calmly, and in dignified terms, repels 
the Turkish charge of atrocities by 
Austrians. The correspondent adds that 
the Turkish Ambassador who recently 
interviewed Count Andrassy, to offer ex­
planations, must have been convinced that 
it will not be the fault of Austria if the 
relations of the two countries do not be­
come friendly.

A Berlin despatch says the Porte has 
warned the press of Constantinople to 
avoid the expression of anti-Russian senti­
ment, as Turkey is again on the most 
friendly terms with Russia.

Panic in the

Bank of England Rale oi Dlsconnt Raised

London, Oct. 15.—The Times says v— 
Owing to the course pursued by most of the 
banks in partially refusing the accommoda­
tion usually afforded to borrowers, the 
Bank of England has been obliged to meet 
the demand concentrated upon it by raising 
the nominal rate of discount to six per 
cent. The charge for advances has also been 
raised to seven per cent. The rate of dis­
count was somewhat irregular after the 
bank was raised, but for three month’s 
bank paper, fully six per cent was obtained 
in most quarters.

Glasgow, Oct. 15.—There is a panic in 
the iron trade here in consequence of a re­
ported heavy failure, and rumours of other 
suspensions.

Liverpool Disaster.
Liverpooi , Oct. 12.—It is stated there 

were between. 4,000 and 5,000 persons in the 
Coliseum Theatre last night at the time of 
the panic, though this is probably ex­
aggerated. A performer was singing a 
comic song, when a free fight commenced 
in the pit. A cry of fire was raised, and a 
general stampede took place for the box- 
office entrance, though there are said to 
have been five other doors open. The 
police inside and outside vainly endeavour­
ed to control the crowd. The structure of 
the theatre where the crush occurred is in­
tricate. The exits converge into a narrow 
well, and it was in this well the dead were 
collected in a ghastly pile six or seven deep. 
An upright partition in the centre of the 
doorway stopped the passage until cut 
away with an axe, enabling some to escape. 
The greatest excitement prevailed outside 
the theatre. Fire engines and fire escapes 
arrived, and the firemen, joining the police, 
entered to reassure the people. The 
manager upon the first alarm rushed into 
the pit frem the entrance and shouted to 
the audience to remain quiet, but without 
effect until» the theatre had been nearly 
cleared. The dead and injured were carried 
to the infirmary. Two of the dead were 
women, three boys and thirty-two able- 
bodied men of the labouring class.

Alvah Hawkins, a volunteer telegraph operator 
from Pittsburg, Pa., died this afternoon. He was 
the third volunteer operator from that city, all of 
whom died. The Howard medical corps report 103 
new cases, 50 in the city, the remainder in the 
suburbs.

A letter from the Howard Association of 
Memphis was received to-day, stating that 
there was but little abatement in the epi­
demic. It has spread over the country, 
and every town and village is calling for 
nurses, doctors, medicine, and supplies.

Memphis, Tenn., Oct. 12.—The ther­
mometer dropped to 46 this morning at 
four o’clock, and a frost would have fallen 
had not a wind been blowing.

The Supreme Court
Ottawa, Oct. 14.—In the hurried action 

of the dying Government in the distribu­
tion of patronage a difficulty seems to 
to have been created with regard to the 
Supreme Court. By clause nine of the 
Supreme Court and Exchequer Court Act 
it is enacted, in reference to the oath to be 
administered to presiding judges, that 
“said oath shall be administered to the 
Chief Justice of the said courts before the 
Governor-General, or the person adminis­
tering the government of the Dominion, in 
Council, and to Puisne Judges of the said 
courts by the Chief Justice.” The absence 
from Canada of Chief Justice Richards 
would, under the above clause and accord­
ing to high legal opinion, render it impossi­
ble that Mr. Justice Taschereau, recently 
appointed, can act until the return of the 
Chief Justice, who alone is empowered to 
administer the oath of office to Puisne 
Judges of the Supreme Court. Again, it 
is enacted under the Supreme Court Act 
that five Judges shall form a quorum. 
The resignation of Mr. Justice Taschereau 
and its acceptance destroys the quorum 
of that Court, makes it necessary to re­
argue the causes heard at the last sitting of 
the Court, and renders it imperative to 
postpone the sitting appointed for the 
30th instant umtil such timer as a quorum 
of the Court can be re-established.

THE COTTON CROP.

Reports for October—A> Oat-tarn of Over 
Five Mlllloa Bales Expected.

Washington, Oct. 13.—The October re­
turns to the Department of Agriculture in­
dicate the average condition of the cotton 
crop to be 90, the same as in September. 
The State averages are North Carolina, 
84, a decline of 2 ; South Carolina 84, an 
increase of 4 ; Georgia 85, an increase of 4 ; 
Florida 84, a decrease of 7 ; Alabama 91, a 
decline of 1 ; Mississippi 86, a decline of 3 ; 
Louisiana 83, unchanged ; Texas 1Ô3, an 
increase of 2 ; Arkansas 90, a decline of 8 ; 
Tennessee 102, an increase of 11. Com­
pared with October, 1877, the growing crop 
shows an improvement of 11 per cent. The 
October condition fully equals that of the 
splendid crop of 1870, and excels any in­
tervening year. Insect injuries are unim­
portant. In the Mississippi Valley the yel­
low fever quarantine regulations have re­
stricted the marketing of the crops. Texas 
reports a very fine crop, some counties re­
porting a prospective average as high as a 
bale per acre.

fthipmenl of Cattle to England.
Ottawa, Oct. 12.—The following mem­

orandum from the Secretary of State in 
England is published in the Official 
Gazette :—

“ The attention of all foreign Govern­
ments should be called to the provisions of 
the ‘ Contagious Diseases of Animals Act, 
1878,’ under which, except in the case of 
countries specially exempted by the Privy 
Council in whole or in part from the 
operation of the Act, all animals landed 
from abroad in any part of the United 
Kingdom will, after the 1st of January 
next, be slaughtered at the port of de­
barkation. The Lords of her Majesty’s 
Privy Council will require from any coun­
tries applying for exemption, (1) a state­
ment of the laws Which regulate the im­
portation of animals into that country ; 
(2) of the methods adopted to prevent the 
spreading * of any contagious disease when 
it exists there ; (3) a periodical report on 
the general sanitary condition of their ani­
mals. It is also desirable that their Lord- 
ships should be furnished before the 1st of 
November next with such information 
on the points above referred to as 
her Majesty’s representatives in foreign 
countries which export animals to the 
United Kingdom may be able to obtain 
through the British Consulates.”

A letter is also published from the Sec­
retary of State announcing with the condi­
tions, the offer of a prize of £100 for an 
essay on “ Hydrophobia, its Nature, Pre­
vention, and Treatment.” The prize is 
offered by Mr. V. F. Bennett Stanford, M. 
P., and is awarded to the Royal College of 
Physicians, London.

The circulation and „specie returns now 
show the amount in circulation to be 
$10,561,731.77, and the specie held at 
different points $2,655,256.81, which is 
$39,395.31 more than required by law.

4 Pennsylvania Tewn Destroyed.
Pitirburg, Pa., Oct. 13.—A special 

from Edenburg, Pa., gives particulars of 
the destruction of that place by fire this 
morning. The total loss is estimated at 
from $3o0,000 to $400,000, largely insured. 
Two hundred and twenty-five buildings 
were burned, and the town is almost com­
pletely destroyed. There is much suffering 
among the losers. A rehef committee has 
been organized, and contributions of food 
from adjacent towns and farmers in the 
vicinity are being distributed to the home­
less. The principal losers are the Oat- 
well Supply Company, $30,000 ; Travis’ 
livery stable, loss heavy, but unknown ; 
Flynn & Hall. $18,000 ; Bennet House, 
$12,000 ; Edenburg House, $12,000 ; M. E. 
church and parsonage, $7,000 ; Chalfant & 
Groff, hardware, $25,000 ; Exchange Hotel, 
$10,000 ; B. Simons, tobacconist, $3,500 ; 
L. Walter, grocery, $8,000, and Defranee 
& Urry, druggists, $4,000. The depot, 
wa^house of the Union Express and the 
post office were destroyed. The fire is be­
lieved to have been the work of an 
incendiary.

$800. It is supposed the fire was the work 
of an incendiary.

Clinton, Oct. 15.—About two o’clock 
this morning the bam, stable, and out­
houses adjoining, owned by James Cottle, 
on the base line about three miles north of 
Clinton, were destroyed by fire ; cause, 
lightning.

A Prince Edward Island Bank Closed.
Halifax, Oct. 11.—The Merchants’ Bank of Prince 

Edward Island at Charlottetown, closed its doors 
yesterday, and will in all probability be wound up.

§146,000. Total assets, §564,000. James Duncan 
& Co. owe the bank $140,000, of which there is se­
curity for $32,000. The estate of Duncan will pay 
only 50c or 60c on the dollar to unsecured creditors, 
so the bank will lose by this firm $50,000 or $60,010 
in addition to losses by other firms involved through 
Duncan & Co. A large amount of notes of this 
bsnk are in circulation in the Lower Provinces.

The 
obstinacy of human nature is often 
astonishing ; but would you believe that 
certain hard-shell Grits actually persisted, 
after tbe resolution of the majority led 
their candidate to withdraw, in urging that 
somebody else should be brought ont in 
opposition to Sir John.

TERRIBLE DEATH.

A Bey Impaled e* ■ Shaft aad laataatly 
Killed.

Between ten and eleven o’clock Thurs­
day morning Yonge street, at the corner of 
the Great Western railway depot, was the 
scene of a horrible accident. A boy about 
16 years old named Owen Gleeson, who 
resided with his father, Owen Eugene 
Gleeson, on the west side of Borden street, 
wss driving a horse attached to a cart 
loaded with stone from the Yonge street 
wharf to Forsyth’s yard on King street. 
The Animal becoming restive the boy 
alighted and tried to lead him. As was 
described by Mrs. M. Jackson at the in­
quest last night, tbe boy had hold of each 
tide of the horse’s bridle bit and was ban 
ing on to him and walking bacl 
wards. At one time it appeared as if 
the boy wae about to master the 
struggling animal, but the latter
taking fresh fright at some object,
plunged forward and turning aside into the 
passage way at the aide of the station 
crushed the" lad against the side of that 
building and ran the end of the shaft 
through his chest, breaking several ribs and 
perforating the left lung. In the etro, * 
the left hand of the victim was bt 
mangled. The horse, seemingly satis 
with the work of death then -backed up 
and started to r*n back to the wharf and 
the boy dropped dead on the ground. Mrs. 
Jackson, who keeps a fruit stand near at 
hand, ran to him and raised his head, but 
life was extinct. The body was carried 
into a room in the station and Dre. Thor- 
bum and Richardson called. In their 
evidence they stated that they found him 
dead and that the injury in hi» chest 
was sufficient to cause instantaneous 
death. At the inquest, held by Coroner 
Riddel at the Morgue, the father of the 
dead boy stated that he did not know the 
horse was vicions, and that his son did not 
tell him that the animal ran away yester­
day, which seems to have been the case. 
The jury brought in a verdict of " Ac­
cidental Death.” The body presented a 
most ghastly appearance, the clothes soak­
ed with blood, the mangled hand lying at 
the side, and a wound into which three 
fingers could be easily inserted, in the left 
aide of the chest, a couple of inches below 
the collar bone. The parents of the boy 
are greatly afflicted at the loss of their 
son, who seems to have been a steady and 
industrious lad.

After efngtmrahymn, the next item of business 
was that of reports on Normal classes.

Mr. L. C. Peaks, of Toronto, gave an interesting 
and succinct report of the Normal classes recently 
held in Toronto, Ingersoll, Sarnia, and elsewhere. 
In those various places the Chantanqua courses of 
Normal lessons were followed with great success, 
and the examinations at their close were passed 
most creditably* by a large number of teachers. 
This next season still greater efforts are to be made 
in this direction. ,

Rev. Alfred Andrews, of Strathroy, held that 
the very topic was a triumph. Once we hoped for 
such normal classes, now we report them. In Eng­
land and the United States Sabbath school workers 
are ahead of us in this respect. Many such classes 
have existed for some time in England, and already 
there are over 600 Chautauqua graduates. The 
speaker gave an interesting account of his own ex­
perience in this work. At first he found the task so 
formidable that it required much grit and grace to

mittee on Resolutions, embodying the conclusions of 
the Convention on a great number of subjects and 
their recommendations with reference thereto, 
which report was adopted.

“ Resolved—That this Convention highly ao- 
proves of the practice of weekly reviews of the 
previous Sabbath’s lesson by the Superintendent 
before the study of the day’s lesson is undertaken 
in the classes. Monthly and quarterly reviews are 
also highly beneficial and merit our increased atten­
tion.

“ Considering the acceptable prominence given to 
Normal class instruction in reports, and results dur­
ing this Convention, we re-amrm our sense of the 
importance of this work, and would recommend the 
formation of classes in cities, towns and smaller 
places wherever practicable.

“ We gratefully recognize the answers to the 
memorials sent to colleges concerning the proposal 
to have the science and art of Sabbath School teach­
ing form a part of their collegiate course.

“ It is the decided conviction of this Association 
that definite efforts ought to be made in every 
Sabbath school on behalf of total abstinence from 
til intoxicating liquors. And we hail with grea 
satisfaction tbe formation of Bands of Hope in 
fluhfrntfo schools.”

Further instalments of reports from counties 
were taken up, and among them a highly pleasing 
report of the work in Manitoba, where a Sunday 
School Association is now in full blast. Last year 
tiie first Provincial Sunday School Convention of 
Manitoba was held in the commodious new Temper­
ance Hall, Winnipeg, ani til the clergymen cf the 
five denominations represented in tne Province, 
together with several able laymen, oo-opeiated in 
making the meetings interesting and spirited. In 
the rural districts the schools are limited in num­
bers and efficiency, but in the city and here are well 
conducted schools. The Sunday school statistics of 
the Province are as follows : — 21 Episcopalian 
schools, IS Presbyterian, 14 Methodist, 8 Methodist 
Episcopal, 2 Baptist, and a few union schools. To­
tal number of teachers, 280 ; of scholars, 3,141.

A resolution was passed requesting Rev. J. Mc­

of Normal class work.

Third Day.

Peterborough, Oct. 10.—Yesterday afternoon, the 
Convention was opened with .prayer by the Rev.

Mr. Georgs Wallace, M. A, head master of the 
High School at Weston, reported on Normal class 
works in the counter. A union class prae success­
fully conducted in Weston last winter under, the 
charge of Mr. Wallace. But the question was 
started whether or no it be best to insist upon ex­
amination at the close of such Normal courses, 
inasmuch as many excellent and devoted teachers by 
reason of defective literary training would be de­
terred from such classes by the dread of examina­
tions.

The Chautanqua course has this fault that it is too 
pretentious, and tries to do too much in too short a 
time. In each of the lessons of the course, the 
Bible section is practically found enough for one 

[, and the Sunday School section is generally 
; or treated too cursorily for its importance, 

practical and natural development of the pre­
sent interest taken in Sunday School work will he 
something even better and more thorough in the 
way of training teachers than the Normal class.

Mr. James Hughes, Inspector of Toronto Public 
Schools, introduced the subject of “ Reviewing.” 
He thought there was too much talking from the 
platform, and too little from the pews, and he pro­
ceeded to conduct* sort of model review, catechizing 
the members of the Convention, and drawing mam- 
interesting responses.

Rev. Wm. Millard read the General Secretary's 
report, from which it appears that memorials h»Ve 
been sent ID the various theological Schools and 
Ladies’ Colleges of the Dominion with reference to 
the establishment of Sabbath school training de­
partments in these institutions.

The next meeting of the International Sabbath 
School Convention in 1881 is to be held in Toronto.

Through the courtesy of the U. C. Bible Society 
poor Sabbath school scholars will hereafter be able 
toprocore Bibles free of charge.

Montreal, Oct. 10.—At the Court of 
Queen’s Bench to-day, Mr. J. Doutre, 
Q.C., on behalf of the defendants in the 
Orange case, filed the following petition :— 

That inasmuch as the trial of the defendants in 
the City of Montreal could not be made before an 
impartial jury, as appears from the facts mentioned 
in the affidavit, it is expedient to the ends of justice 
that the trial of the defendants should be held in 
some district other than that of Montreal, and 
that in consequence the venue for the trial on the 
offence charged in thflndictmcnt in their cause be 
changed to that of the district of Bedford, one of 
the nearest to the district of Montreal.

Mr. Doutre supported hia petition by 
examples of cases in which local excitement 
had been so great that a change of venue 
had been granted. ^

David Grant, one of the prisoners, also 
made an application in support of Mr. 
Doutre’s motion. It ran as follows :—

David Grant being duly sworn doth depose and 
say that the two indictments found against the 
defendants in this matter involve questions of an 
exciting character, on which thousands of people in 
the city of Montreal and in the district of Montreal 
are so prejudiced as to have formed so strong 
opinions that it is almost impossible to secure an 
impartial jury.

That on the twelfth day of July last five hundred 
special constables were sworn in with the avowed 
object of preventing the Orangemen from the ex­
pression of the practice of their religious worship, 
and one result was that during the great» part of 
that day more than tiro hundred persons were con 
fined in a house and prevented from going either to 
their church or home until late in the afternoon by 
the terrorism of falling a prey to the hatred and 
violence of the said special constables and of 
thousands of friends and sympathisers of the said 
sped*1 constables.

In his msd fury he 
actually leaped bodily through the 
shop window and seized Smith, who waa 
engaged in a frightful struggle with him, 
when a man named Sydney Hindle, who 
had heard a disturbance, rushed in between 
them and dragged Smith away from his 
jraep, At the moment Owston lost his 
iold of Smith he inflicted a deep gash in 
his own throat. He was removed to the 
Infirmary, bnt it ia believed he will recover. 
When charged by an officer with the mur­
der of his wife, Owston, who waa exhaust­
ed and unable to speak, wrote on paper to 
the effect that “ Smith had made him do 
it.” He had long been jealous of Smith 
and his wile, and he was, he said, afraid 
his wife was going away with him. He 
prayed God would forgive him, and he 
hoped his children would be good boys and 
iris. He has four children—the oldest 

thirteen years, and the youngest four. 
Owston is about thirty-six years of age, 
and bears a good character.

THE LATE JUSTICE KEOGH.

The wife of a milk dealer at Levenshulme, 
near Manchester, who had refused to sup­
ply the Sanitary Inspector with a sample 
of milk when it was demanded for the 
purpose of analysis, has been fined £10, 
with the alternative of two month»’ impris­
onment.

The Queen haa lost a faithful servant and 
friend by the death of Sir Thomas M. Bid- 
dnlph, K.C.B., Keeper of her Majesty’» 
Privy Purse, who has died after a short 
and sharp illness, arising from inflammation 
of the lunge and bronchitis, at Abergeldie 
Mains, on Saturday.

There is shortly to be offered for sale by 
auction, in London, “ a promissory note 
for £1,000, payable after the decease of the 
survivor of two noblemen now aged respec­
tively eighty-one and neventy-nine years.” 
It is said £10 has been offered privately for 
it. It' has reference to certain landed 
estates in Ireland.

The Central News Agency says the com­
mand of the expedition against the Afghans 
will be offered to Lieutenant-General 
Crawford Chamberlain, should the strength 
of the force justify his employment. It is 
further stated that the Government of 
India lately resolved to accumulate sup­
plies in the Fort of Quettah.

A movement has been started for the 
erection of a statue of Earl Russell in the 
City of London, which the deceased noble­
man so long represented. Among the sub­
scribers already on the list are the Earl of 
Beaconsfield, Mr. Gladstone, Lord Salis­
bury, Sir Stafford Northcote, the Arch­
bishop of Canterbury, the Marquis of Hart- 
ington, Lord Granville, Lord Derby, Mr. 
Goschen and Mr. Cross.

Mr. Gladstone, in acknowledging a copy 
of a work on “ Clergyman’s Sore Throat,’’ 
writes :—“ When I have had very length­
ened statements to make, I have need what 
is called egg-flip—a glass of sherry beaten 
op with an egg. I think it excellent, but I 
have much more faith in the egg than in 
the alcohol. I never think of employing it 
unless on rare occasions when I have ex­
pected to go much beyond an hour.”

The hydrant system has been introduced 
into London, and the Telegraph says that 
at a recent great fire the force with which 
the hydrants flung up vast bodies of water 
astonished every looker on, and filled the 
most experienced members of the brigade 
with a gratifying belief in the efficacy of 
theee valuable safeguards. In three- 
quarters of an hour from the outbreak of 
the flames, which occurred in the second 
storey, all danger of their spreading was at 
an end.

At the Tower Hamlets revision a voter 
was objected to on the ground that he had 
receive! parish relief, hie children having 
been removed to the Homerton Small-pox 
Hoepital. On the other hand it was argued 
that such a case did not come within the 
meaning of the Act, as the relief was not 
voluntarily sought for, but was compul­
sorily thrust on the voter. The Revising 
Barrister took time to consider his decision.

Viscount Cardwell, presiding oyer a 
meeting in connection with the opening of 
the session of Owens College, Manchester, 
spoke in terms of high praise of the im 
portant work which the College was doing 
and ite general efficiency, and expressed a 
belief that from the completeness of the 
schemes and the objects at which it success­
fully aimed.it must be regarded as a singular 
accession to the academical strength of the 
country.

Lord Hallybnrton has died at Hally- 
burton House, Conpar Angus. His Lord- 
ship, who was the owner of the extensive 
rotates of Hallybnrton and Pitcur, in Perth­
shire, was in his 81st year. He was a 
Liberal in politics, and represented the 
County of Forfar in Parliament for some 
time. His Lordship, who died without 
issne, will be succeeded by his nephew, the 
Marquis of Hnntly. He was a British 
admiral, and had seen service.

It is not usual for the senior Alderman 
below the chair to have opposition in his 
nomination as lord Mayor-elect of London, 
bnt Sir Charles Whetnam seems likely to 
prove an exception to the rule. The new 
city organ, the Citizen, states that the in­
tention of making a strenuous opposition 
to the nomination of Sir Charles has been 
manifested in a way which will, if it be 
persisted in, lead to a controversy that will 
he neither pleasant nor edifying.

At Waterford on Wednesday a discovery 
was made upon which the townspeople 
may be congratulated. A man who had 
bought some lumber from the contractors 
of toe Dungarvan railway found among it 
a box containing fifty pounds of dynamite. 
He reported the matter to toe police, who, 
after applying in vain that the explosive 
might be stored for the time in the maga­
zine at the barracks, found accommodation 
tor it on private premises. Legal proceed­
ings are to be taken against somebody.

On toe 2nd inst., before Mr. Justice 
Hawkins, Mr. Grosvenor Wends moved for 
a writ to attach the person of Mr. Albert 
Grant for neglect to answer fully an order 
obtained by the Emma Silver Mining Com­
pany on August 8 last, for the discovery of 
any documents in the possession of Baron 
Grant relating to the action raised against 
him by the company. It was argued for 
Mr. Grant that the matter was not of an 
urgent nature. His Lordship thought it 
was of an urgent nature, and ordered a writ 
of attachment to issue, but not to be drawn 
np for a week, so as to give the defendant 
an opportunity of making toe discovery 
ordered.

The 
rapid growth of the revolutionary paity 
seems to be causing apprehensions all over 
the country. Nihilist journals are pub- 
Ushed at St. Petersburg, Odessa, and Kiev, 
and placarda of a revolutionary nature 
have been found in varioua buildings at 
Nikolaieff.

A Paris paper tells an amusing, if not 
very authentic tale, anent Nicholas Rubin­
stein, director of the Conservatory of Music 
at Moscow, and brother of the great pianist. 
Always generous, even to prodigality, he 
found himself, at the end of 1874, 100,000 
francs in debt. At one of his concerts at 
Moscow, his friends end admirers offered 
him a bouquet of a new kind, formed en­
tirely of stamped and signed receipts from 
all his creditors. The artist accepted the 
gift, but swore that one day he would re­
pay capital and interest During the last 
war he escaped every Saturday to Monday 
from hie onerous duties as director of the 
Conservatoire of Moscow, sod gave a Sun­
day concert in one of the neighbouring 
towns. He was so successful, that at the 
end of the winter he presented 200,000 
francs to the Red Cross Society for the 
benefit of the wounded.

The Spectator, in a just and able arti­
cle on Earl Cairns—that is on his elevation 
to the rank of Earl, says :—“ His elevation is 
one more proof that in England the career of 
politics is still the one which leads most 
rapidly and certainly to distinction ; and as 
distinction is clearly desired, or men so 
clear-headed would not seek it, that is, on 
the whole, prooably a great gain. It is 
necessary that the strong should be attract­
ed to the career of politics in some way, 
and in England the career is in many ways 
a very disagreeable one. The hustings 
work is simply detestable. The daily 
labour demanded of the politician is exces­
sive, and when auperadded to departmental 
work, soon finds ont every weak place in 
the frame ; while the daily criticism, at 
least to men less tough-skinned than Lord 
Cairns, must be tike the pelting of hail 
upon the face, or of Brighton dnst upon the 
eyes.” What would be said of the criti­
cism of say the Olobe on public men? 
The Spectator goes on to say that a 
politician’s, that is a stateman’s life, is one 
of perpetual sacrifice for distinction. His 
salary, if he becomes a Minister, ie not a 

•tenth of what a successful speculator can 
make. “ The single material attraction of 
the career is distinction, and it is well that 
it should be granted, when fairly earned, 
ungrudgingly. ’ All of which mutatis 
mutandis wifi apply to Canada.

The Sarnia Board of Education will re­
quire $1,969 for High School purposes, and 
$4,387 for the Model and Public schools for 
1879.

The winners of the medals presented by 
Lord Dnfferin to the various educational 
institutions of the Dominion, have been 
invited to send their photographs to him, 
as he is making a collection.

The Synod of the Presbyterian Cherch 
of the Maritime Provinces decided to raise 
the salaries of the theological professors 
in the college to $1,750 at present, and to ' 
$2,000 when the endowment is completed.
A resolution of welcome to the Marquis of 
Lome was passed unanimously.

Chief Justice Wood gave judgment lately 
at Winnipeg in regard to the protest of 
the Hudson’s Bey Company against a pro­
vincial tax of five cents per acre for educa­
tional purposes. The Act specially de­
fined the Company as non-residents, 
whereas residents are only taxed one cent 
per acre. The judgment sustained the ap­
peal, on the ground that the tax is an ex­
ceptional one, and therefore beyond the 
power of the Legislature to impose.

Halifax ie excited over a scandal in con­
nection with one of its public schools. 
The principal of the Morris street school, 
an elderly man, was charged with being 
drunk in the school building and of as­
saulting a tepcher. The Commissioners in­
vestigated the matter, and resolved by a 
small majority to reprimand him for 
drunkenness, bnt the other charge they 
did not consider proven. Much feeling ie 
exhibited in the matter, and an effort will 
be made to dismiss the principal.

The Education Office publishes the fol­
lowing important notice :—“ School Boards 
and Trustees, Teachers and Inspectors, are 
cautioned against purchasing, or recogniz­
ing as authorized, any text-book for the 
Public or High Schools unless fully author­
ized by the Department. That can only 
properly be evidenced by the stamp appear­
ing on each copy printed or published after 
the 18th day of August, 1877. It is the 
duty, by law, of all school officials to pre­
vent the nse of such text-books in the Pub­
lic and High school aa are not duly author­
ized.” This notice is none too soon, as the 
publishing “rings ” are pushing their wares 
with unblushing effrontery.

The London (Ont.) Board of Education 
have passed a resolution that the Beard do 
hereafter adopt a form of contract for all 
Public School teachers employed, or to be 
employed by the Board, containing a clause 
requiring them to attend the music teacher’s 
class, unless excused by the Board, and that 
snch contract be executed by all new teach­
ers when they receive their appointments, 
and by the present staff on their re-engage­
ment at the ne w year. The power of allow­
ing leave has also been transferred from 
Mr. St. John Hyttenrauch to the Board. 
The Board also directed the Committee on 
School Management to bring in a report of 
the entire school accommodation of the city, 
with a view to its rearrangement.

The Carleton Place Herald says 
“ One day last month Mr. Wm. H. Wylie 
went to the Public School in this village 
and forbid the teacher from going on with 
his classes, and ordered the children to go 
home. When brought to task about his 
authority for doing so he says he acted 
as Reeve of the municipality. The ques­
tion naturally arises :—Is onr village coun­
cil competent, in law, to run both onr 
municipal and educational institutions ? 
Common people here are somewhat sur­
prised that a yonng man who is not long a 
resident of the place shonld feel it his duty 
to act in such a high-handed manner ; and 
parents whose children have been turned 
out of school feel justly indignant at snch 
wanton interference with the education of 
their children.

The report of the School Management 
Committee of the Ottawa Public School 
Board, relative to renewed arrangements 
with Dr. Hodgms, of the Education De­
partment in Toronto, for the use of the 
Public Schools for Model School purposes, 
was adopted at the Board’eyJaet evening. It 
gives the use for another year of the two 
schools formerly used, with an assurance 
that at the end of that time the proposed 
Model School in rear of the Normal School 
will he completed. Principal McCabe will 
have the supervision of such schools durinj 
the forenoons, during which time they will 
be nsed as model schools, and Inspector 
Glashan will have supervision in the after­
noon. It was agreed in consideration of 
the extra expense incurred for stationery 
that the Department should pay the addi­
tional sum of two hundred dollars, the re­
mainder being conditions similar to those 
of last year.

We see that a rule nisi for a mandamus has 
been granted by the Court of Queen’s Bench 
to compel the trustees of the High School 
at Carleton Place to perform their duties.

examinations, and a gold medal of the 
value of £20 for the female candidate who 
shall be highest at the 2nd B. A. ex­
amination.

capital, ’’ and asserts that it cannot main 
tam its claim, its fancied Acropolis “ never 
having been touched by the hands of man," 
and the Greeks not having been wont to 
build their cities on fertile land, especially 
“ among these barren crags,” where arable 
landwassoprecious. Proceedingsouthward, 
Dr. Schliemann came to the isthmus which 
joins the northern and southern halves of 
the island, on which Mount Aetoe .is situ­
ated ; and here, on ite “ artificially hut 
rudely leveUed summit,” which rises 1,200 
feet above the sea, found a triangular plat­
form, with remna’nts of some Cyclopean 
buildings, which, he has satisfied himself, 
formed the nneleus of the most ancient 
capital of the old lords of Ithaca, and 
among them of Ulysses. At the southern 
end of the island the Doctor found the 
very pig-sties of Bum sens, the swineherd. 
Perhaps if he will find out the site of Para­
dise he will discover the bower described 
by Milton, where Adam first told to Ere

An Assassin in a Church.
(From the N. Y. Times, Oet. 7.)

A small congregation of worshippers, most 
of whom were women, attending low mass 
at 5.30 o'clock yesterday morning in the 
chapel in the basement of St. Francis 
Xavier’s Roman Catholic church, in Six­
teenth street, between Fifth and Sixth 
avenues, was excited at the most solemn 
period of the celebration by a shriek uttered 
by a woman who sat near the centre of the 
chapel. The celebrant of the mass, Rev. 
Father Thierry, stopped the services, and 
the entire congregation arose. While they 
were gazing toward the woman, a man of 
middle age, and well dressed, jumped from 
behind her into the central aisle, and ran 
toward the main door. He brandished a 
large carving-knife, from the tip of which 
drops of blood fell upon the floor of the 
chapel When he had almost reached the 
door the woman shrieked again, and, rising 
from her seat, with her hands clasped at 
her right side, cried : “ That man has 
stabbed me ! Stop him ! Stop him !” She 
tottered into the aisle, but fell back in a 
swoon, the blood flowing from a wound in 
her side.

The fleeing assailant with the knife in his 
hands, had reached sixteenth street, and 
waa running toward Fifth avenue, before 
any of the frightened people in the chnrch 
followed him. Hia pursuers ran more 
rapidly than he, however, and they caught 
him before he had gone more than half a 
block. He made little resistance. A large 
crowd of excited men and boys gathered, 
and several cried ** lynch him !” The sug­
gestion was no sooner uttered than prepar­
ations were begun to carry it into effect. 
The prisoner was seized by rough hands, 
and was dragged to the nearest lamp-poet.
A delay waa made necessary there, as no 
rope with which to hang him to the cross­
piece of the poet waa at hand. While the 
crowd waited for this, some of the excited 
men pommelled their miserable prisoner. 
Officer Connflly# of the Tarenty-nmth Pre­
cinct, with much difficulty, forced his way 
through the crowd. The crowd was loth 
to give up the man, bnt the patrolman’s 
determined manner had its effect Other 
policemen arrived, and then the crowd re­
linquished the prisoner.

Meanwhile the wounded woman had been 
cared for in the chapel. The flow of blood 
was checked, and an ambulance was sent 
•for. She was then taken to the New 
York Hospital, where her wound waa 
examined and found to be of a dangerous 
and perhape fatal character. It was a long 
and deep cut in her right side, near the 
twelfth rib. The woman said her name 
was Mary Lyons ; that she was 23 years of 
toe, and was employed as a laundress in the 
Hoffman House. She said she did not 
know the man who stabbed her, or the 
reason for his assault. When she left the 
Hoffman House to attend mass she was ac­
companied by two young women who were 
also employed in the hotel They walked 
down Fifth avenue, and had not gone far 
from the hotel when one of hercompanions 
remarked that a man was following them. 
They halted from time to time, and proved 
to their satisfaction, by his strange move­
ments, that the man was really pursuing 
them. He followed them persistently to 
the door of the chapel, in which services 
had already begun. The women separated 
at the door, Mary Lyons going into £he 
body of the chapel, while her friends pro­
cured seats near one of the side aisles. 
Miss Lyons said that soon after seating 
herselt she happened to turn around, and 
found that her pursuer was behind her. 
She paid no more attention to him until 
she felt the blow of the knife, and then, 
turning, she saw the weapon was in his 
hands, and that he was leaning forward to 
give force to his blow.x She shrieked, and 
hejnmped np and ran out of the chapel 

The prisoner was * taken to the woman’s 
bedside and identified. He was then taken 
to the Twenty-ninth Precinct Station- 
house. He at first refused to tell his name 
or address. After considerable argument, 
he said he was John Carpenter, and that he 
lived in Grand street, near Clinton. He 
subsequently explained that he followed 
and stabbed Miss Lyons, because he mis­
took her for his wife, from whom he is 
separated by domestic troubles. His story 
was that several years ago, while a 
widower, with several sons, he filmed a 
young woman with whom he lived until 
February last. In his family were his 
sons and a niece of his wife. This girl dis­
agreed with one of his sons, and his wife 
urged that the yonng man should be turned 
out of the honse. Constant bickering be­
tween him and hia wife finally caused him 
to assault her. She procured his arrest, 
and he was sentenced to imprisonment in 
the Penitentiary. His conduct while in 
that institution was satisfactory to the 
keepers, and he was allowed many privi­
leges which were denied to more refractory 
prisoners. Soon after being released he 
met his wife, and, the old controversy 
again arising, he assaulted her a second 
time. He was again arrested and convict­
ed, bnt this time was. sent to the Work­
house, where he wss kept until about two 
months ago. Carpenter brooded over 
what he considered the wrongs inflicted 
upon him by his wife, and at last determin­
ed to kill her^He was loitering in Fifth 
Avenue yester^y morning waiting for hie 
wife to appear on the street, when he saw 
Mies Lyons and her companions. Believ­
ing her to be his wife, he followed her into 
the church and stabbed her before he dis­
covered she was not Mrs. Carpenter.

To behave with dignity and eelf- 

leepeet, under adverse circumstaaoee, 
gift not vouchsafed to all men. 

Meet people—disappointed politicians 
■especially—are apt to be as irritable and 
■querulous as Job himself, without the 
patriarch’s reasons for repining. The 

Opposition is certainly in a bad 
case. It has been routed, horse, foot, 
end artillery, without the factitious aid 
of a great scandal. Judged solely «pen 
the merits of a policy, and the success 
of an Administration on which Ministers 
and their organs prided themselves, the 
party is now without hope and almost 
without resource. When Sir John Mac­
donald was defeated at the polls in 
1874 he bowed gracefully and, like a 
true statesman, to the popular will, con­
tent to await the time when calmer 
second thoughts and returning reason 
should enshrine him once more in the 
confidence of. Canadians. There was no 
sign of futile rage or even momentary 
peevishness in any of the right honour­
able gentleman's utterances. He had 
been dismissed into ** the cold shades,” 
and there he was content to remain, 
and do his duty, until the people 
had time to awake from then- 
illusory dreams. When Mr. Macken­
zie assumed the reins of power, he was 
treated with exceptional forbearance by 
the Opposition. No attempts were made 
to embarrass his Administration ; he 
was permitted to formulate his “ policy” 
deliberately and in peace ; and the 
Party which had so long guided success­
fully the destinies of the country dis­
dained even those ordinary means of an­
noyance and obstruction every Opposi­
tion has at its command. Having for 
many years ruled in the name and by 
command of the people, Sir John Mac­
donald and his colleagues knew how to 
acquiesce in the latest expression of the 
popular will.

absurdity of that campaigning clap-trap. 
Those who hav^ no access to the facts 
and figures, kept under lock and key by 
Ministers, may lay down certain broad 
lines of policy, but no one but a knave 
or an idiot could expect them to $11 in 
its details. Nor is it less fatuous or un­
reasonable now to repeat the same de­
mand beftrfe the new Ministers have 
been sworn in, or even selected.

It may not be amiss to remind both 
the Dictator and the ex - Ministerial 
leaders of a fact they do not yet appear 
to have realized—that they are no longer 
responsible for the course of public af­
faira.

NO SLEEPING ON OUR LA URELS.

Our Grit contemporaries are at present 
engaged in that unprofitable form of 
gymnastics known as beating the air.

It was only on 
Wednesday that Sir John Macdonald 
was entrusted with the weighty and re­
sponsible task of forming an administra­
tion. Before a Minister can state his 
policy he must call Parliament together. 
But there has hanUv yet been time to 
form a Ministry. Was anything then so 
ridiculous ever heard of asto cry out that 
the Conservatives have attempted to back 
down from their position on the Protec­
tion question 1 Mrs. Glass says you must 
fast catch your hare. But before per­
sons assert you refuse to “jug” him, 
they ought to allow you to get him into the 
kitchen. What would be thought of the 
man who should say of a young bride at 
the altar that she had killed the husband 
she was about to marry and strangled 
her prospective family 1 Yet something 
like this is what is being done by certain 
Grit journals. They project themselves 
into an impossible future and write a 
history of wished-for events which will 
prove to be no more like the real events 
than a hawk to a handsaw, and they call 
this literary bile, criticism.

So fa* as we are concerned, we fought 
for a National Policy while the question 
was before the proper judges, and judg­
ment was given in favour of the cause 
we espoused.

AFFAIRS IN AFGHANISTAN.
The latest news from Afghanistan 

decidedly breathes of war. Already the 
London and Provincial dailies have pub­
lished all the available information 
about the territory to be invaded, its 
history, people, military, geography, 
etc., illustrated by maps indicating the 
chief towns, mountain ranges, passes, 
and the main strategical, points. The 
change which the spirit of modern push 
and enterprise has wrought in British 
journalism — metropolitan journalism 
especially—is surprising and noteworthy. 
Not many years ago the idea of a map 
or a picture in the Timet would have 
made Barnes and some of the old school 
imagine the pilla» of this mundane 
fabric were about to be loosened. But 
the Thunderer now follows suit with its 
contemporaries, and brings in the aid 
of the draughtsman to give point to the 
able descriptive sketches supplied by its 
special “ commissioners.” It used to be 
said aa an apology for reading novels— 
Scott’s novels beyond all others— 
that they were useful at any rate 
as teachers of history. Of modern war 
under the new newspaper regime, one may 
urge that it has become at least a royal 
road to geographical enlightenment 
We have all recently revived our for­
gotten knowledge of the East, topo­
graphically and generally, through the 
medium of the war with Russia. Every­
thing about the magnificent Turk, his 
characteristics and belongings, is as 
familiar to old and young aa the Big 
Push letter, or the cardinal principles of 
Grit standard-elevation. The course of 
events and the ubiquitous “ own cor- 
“ respondent” now hurry us off to an 
even more mysterious and interesting 
race of people, looming on the horizon 
of eventa, as the next disturbere of the 
world’s ordinarily placid current, and 
invite us to speculation on the pros and 
con»—what the Afghans are capable of 
doing ; what our own forces are able 
and likely to do, and what, as the late 
Joseph Huxe used to say, is likely to 
be the “ tottle of the whole,” or, in 
other words, the cost in men and money 
of impressing on Sheer Ali a proper 
sense of British energy, power and re­
sources.

It see 1ms to be generally admitted even 
by those whose national complacency in 
such affairs always leads them to assure 
us that there can be no doubt about the 
final issue, that there will be some hard 
rough-and-tumble fighting ere the cross 
of St. George is seen waving on the 
fortresses of CabuL The population of 
Afghanistan, mart from the border 
tribes, is roughly estimated at four 
millions, spread over a difficult country, 
with tremendous mountain ranges, about 
double the extent of Great Britain and 
Ireland. It is a country naturally strong 
defensively, besides this it is inhabited 
by a bold and hardy race, who love fight­
ing for its own sake—even the women, 
according to some accounts, being ready 
and able to give a strong contingent to 
the affray, while boys of _«ix years of age 
can hit a mark with a matchlock 
bullet. At least 600,000 “ strong fight- 
“ing men” can, it is estimated, be brought 
into the field by the Ameer, a force 
capable in a rough and in many parts 
inaccessible country of giving serious 
trouble to invaders. We may, perhaps, 

upon some native auxiliaries

side being thus always prompt to toe the 
scratch, a pacific finale can scarcely be 
looked for—and so men’s minds are 
again turning anxiously to the far east— 
speculating whether the coining contest 
trill be a mere local affair, or whether 
the whole Eastern question lies behind 
it, ready to come to the front in a war 
with the European Colossus of the 
North. All Afghan wars have possessed 
a peculiar vitality. The causes which 

did not disappear when 
still in existence, 

vague, ill-defined ap­
prehension of Russian influence in In­
dia is no doubt at the bottom of the 
present embroglio, though the topic of 
interest for the moment is no longer the 
feasibility of Russian advance, but of 
the practical difficulties in the way 
of a forcible British entry into a 
country owning a warlike race of people 
favourably posted, well led, and ani­
mated with the courage and resolve of 
patriotism, fanaticism, and bitter hatred 
of the invade».

The strength of Afghanistan, apart 
from the great fortress of Ghuzni, and 
other artificial strongholds, and the 
martial character of its hardy in­
habitants lies, undoubtedly, in its chains 
of mountains, which prove as stubborn 
impediments to an advancing force as 
the Welsh mountains proved to the 
armies of Rome. The country is tra­
versed across the centre from east to 
west by a stupendous range—called the 
Hindoo-Kooeh or Hindoo- Koh—some 

•of the peaks of which are 18,000 feet 
high, and covered with perpetual snow. 
There are other parallel chains, and 
ranges running from north to south. 
Practically, in short, the whole land is a 
mass of mountains interspersed with 
valleys, and with many rivera form­
ing additional natural obstacles to an 
invader. Not much is known, how­
ever,of even the principal streams, while 
in parts water is said to be scarce. Pro­
visions in many places are difficult to 
get. In fact the routes by which the 
Indian forces must advance on Cabul, 
Candahar, Herat, and other important 
stations may summarily be set down as 
mere jumbles of valleys and hills, with 
small plains where water and provisions 
are hard to obtain. The difficulties are 
thus often rather of a physical than 
military kind, as the Indian troops are 
used to mountain warfare, and have 
artillery and other appliances specially 
designed for it. The troops under Sir 
John Keane, in 1839, suffered great 
privations in the bare and rugged 
stormy defiles. It is pointed out by the 
Daily News that though the Indian 
officials and generals have a better 
knowledge now of the difficulties to be 
encountered, and how to meet them, 
yet on the side of the Afghans the con­
ditions of mountain warfare have greatly 
changed, and it will, at least, be pru­
dent to assume that the Afghan passes 
in the hands of defenders will prove in 
these days less easy routes y than they 
were in previous campaigns—in fact, 
will prove serious difficulties. There is 
undoubted force in this. Invaders are 
not tiie only persons who profit by the 
experience -gained in a campaign. If 
one side recognises its mistakes, so does 
the other. The French would probably 
make a better defence of Paris against 
the Germans, should such again be 
called for, than they did some yean ago 
—not that their defence then failed m 
strategy or bravery, but that they 
would better know what the enemy 
would be likely to do. On the whole, 
it seems likely that though the skill, 
valour and resources of the Indian army 
may be expected to triumph, a “ tough 
“ job ” is before it—not unremoved 
from the possibility of obstacles, not to 
say reverses, for which at present it does 
not bargain.

But it matters 
little indeed to the population of London 
whether the pdoe of wheat is lew, for suc­
cessive falls in Mark Lane have hardly any 
appreciable «fleet on the price of bread in 
London. Farmer Tunnuts looks particu­
larly gloomy as he turns away in disgust 
from the prices offered to him, but when 
he happens to come to town and looks into 
the London bakers’ shops he will see plain­
ly enough that hie necessity is not our op­
portunity. Large numbers of people m 
London are paying 7<L, and even as high 
as 8d., for a quartern loaf, which does not 
weigh four pounds. No wonder, therefore, 
that an agricultural contemporary ex­
presse» surprise that at a time when con­
tracts for the supply of bread to unions are

si rriyTSjmit to be overcharged in the price
of the prime necessity of life.

Has 
it never heard of periodical meetings of 
bakers in different districts m order to 
settle the price that shall be charged Î In 
many provincial towns, where the masses 
of the people have conveniences for bak­
ing, overcharge is impossible ; but in Lon­
don nearly the whole of the population de­
pend upon the baker.

CANADA I* HIGH CIRCLES.
Some time ago, writes the London cor­

respondent of the Manchester Guardian, I 
mentioned the possibility that Lord Duf- 
ferin would publish a book on his sojourn 
in Canada, aud the literary journals sub­
stantially confirmed what I said. I also 
hear that some Vert de Société of Lady 
Dufferin will make their appearance.

MR. GOUGH ON MODERATE DRINKERS.
Mr. Gough, the eminent temperance 

orator, says the Manchester Guardian, 
seems, if one may judge from a discourse 
recently addressed by him to a Liverpool 
audience, to be a little less fiery in his zeal 
than some of his associates. The favourite 
target at which are launched the shafts of 
temperance eloquence is the “moderate 
drinker.” The confirmed drunkard has 
many interesting points ; he forms a hope­
ful object for missionary effort, 'he may 
prove a brand snatched from the burning, 
and will at any rate serve as an awful'ex­
ample. The moderate drinker has no such 
claims te consideration ; he scoffs at good 
advice, is in his heart just as bad as the 
drunkard, while at the same time he de­
ludes and beguiles the multitude with a 
specious appearance of virtue. Such is the 
view of many temperance advocates ; but 
Mr. Gough is more lenient in his judg­
ment. “ He was not dunce enough to 
stand up before an audience and say that 
the moderate drinker was worse than the 
drunkard, and that if a man drank he 
must of necessity become a drunkard.” 
On the contrary, he adduced the example 
of his own venerable father, who had died 
at the patriarchal age of ninety-four, a 
“steady, moderate-drinking Christian," 
and he did not doubt that numerous drink­
ing Christians of a similar character were 
to be found in Liverpool Indeed, Mr. 
Gough goes so far as to admit that of itself 
there is neither moral nor physical harm in 
moderate drinking ; and he appeals to the 
drinking Christian only on the ground of 
the benefit of the example of total abstin­
ence to the weaker brethren, among whom 
he classes himself. With a still more 
notable concession, he admits that he has 
no quarrel with the wine of Scripture, the 
genuine juice of the grape. “ The teetotal 
party were fighting against the wines of 
commerce and the abominable beer of the 
country. The wines of Scripture had no­
thing to do with their public-houses and 
their gin shops.” The truth of this last 
observation is incontestable ; and if Mr. 
Gough will open a campaign against adul­
teration, and instead of cutting off our 
liquor, try to get it for us of.a sound 
quality, we can assure him of our heartiest 
sympathy and support.

ASIATIC TURKEY.
g The London correspondent of the Scots­
man writes : —“ 1 understand that one of 
the Continental Governments has just re­
ceived circular reports from various parts 
of Asiatic Turkey, and that the tenor of all 
of them is identical. They all agree that 
the authority of the Central Government 
is rapidly declining, that the condition of 
affairs threatens to become purely anarch­
ical, that corruption among the ruling class 
is more prevalent than ever, and that the 
early dissolution of what remains of the 
Ottoman Empire is inevitable. Even if 
the èesire for reforms of a very compre­
hensive character existed at Constanti­
nople, which nobody believes, the 
power to carry out such a policy 
is passing from the hands of 
the Sultan and his advisers, who are shilly­
shallying with the question in the hope 
that England will find them money. It is 
the belief of some of the best informed 
persons in Turkey that Russian influence 
with the Porte is now reviving, and that 
by means of the indemnity which the 
Turks have engaged themselves to pay to 
Russia, the Czar will be able at any time 
to do much to shape the councils of the 
Sultan. The Armenians in the first in­
stance were sanguine enough to believe 
that the Anglo-Turkiah Convention would 
secure them a better form of government, 
but having discovered that it . is a sham, 
and that its promises of reform were never 
intended to be realised, they are deter­
mined to fight for autonomy, «id to make 
common cause with their Mussulman neigh­
bours. % «• -98 ”

A Pleasant Day at Islington Fine Wen-
liter, large Attendance and Capital
Exhibits.
Islington, Oct. 15.—The Etobiooke 

Township Fair waa held here to-day, and, 
ae is always the case on such occasions, the 
village has been crowded from morning till 
night. In the morning exhibitors arrived 
with their exhibits, in the afternoon visi­
tors came in from all points by all modes of 
locomotion, and in the evening all left for 
home well satisfied with the day’s proceed­
ings. One great source of satisfaction to 
all concerned, was the fine weather which, 
it was feared, could not hold out for the 
whole day, but which did hold ont, not­
withstanding prognostications to the con­
trary, and clouds which threatened every 
minute to break.

A Township Fair never is an exhibition 
of very great magnitude—because its con­
stituency is small—and the Fair here to­
day was not excessively large.

EXHIBITION HALL.

The cheeee and butter were good, and the 
fruit made the largest exhibit in that class 
ever made here. The ladies have been 
extra busy this year, and work which 
would 1 ave done credit to the Provinci al 
Fair wae shown.

BAND COMPETITION.
Before the proceedings terminated, thro 

bands competed for prizes awarded by the 
Agricultural Society. The oompetiton 
were the Eglington band, the Somerville 
band and the Lambton band. The bands 
were all really good ones, and the judges 
must have had considerable difficulty in 
making their award. The Eglington band 
received the first prize and the Somerville 
band the second.

The fair closed about five o’clock. Mr.

Ottawa, Oct. 15.—Some months ago an 
insane woman named Mrs. Smith left her 
home in North Gower at an early hoar in 
the morning, telling her husband that he 
need not get up just yet, and that she 
would do the work. She did not return, 
and the neighbours instituted a thorough 
search, bat without finding any trace of 
the missing woman. About a week after 
two dogs who had gone away with her 
came back, and the search was again re­
sumed, but with a like result. Yesterday 
two men were working in a bush near 
Beckett’s Landing, when they came across 
the body of the unfortunate woman.

Edmond About. Mgr. ilupanioup was 
boro in 1802, and daring a life of three- 
quarters of a century was the friend and 
counsellor of some of the moat celebrated of 
his con temporaries. Shortly after the com­
pletion of his clerical education and his ad­
mission te the higher orders he became 
confessor to the Duo do Bordeaux and the 
Orleans family. " He was an intimate friend 
of Talleyrand, and was present at the 
deathbed of the great diplomat in 1848. 
The following year he was appointed to the 
See of Orleans, and subsequently distin- 
gnished himself at the Catholic Congress at 
Mechlin in 1864, and as the leader of the 
Gallicans at the (Ecumenical Council of 
1869-70. During the Franco-Prussian war 
his palace was occupied by the Germans 
after Yonder Turn's capture of Orleans, 
and the prelate was himself made a pri­
soner. Oil the establishment of the Repub­
lic he gave the Provisional Government a 
moderate support, and at the general elec­
tion of 1871 was returned te tiie National 
Assembly from the department of Loiret. 
In 1860 Mgr. Dupanlonp was decorated 
with the ribbon of the Legion of Honour.

An Uxbridge gentleman, who vouches 
for its authenticity, says that while he and 
others were duck shooting on Scngog Island 
on Saturday last, they came across a woman 
and four children, the oldest being about 12 
and the youngest 3 or four years of age. 
The hovel in which they were had neither 
door nor windows in it. One of the child­
ren waa completely naked, and the mother 
had a portion of an old skirt around her 
waist, otherwise she waa entirely naked. 
In tiie hovel there waa not a vestige of fur­
niture except a bed without any bottom to 
it. The whole five of them were literally 
starving to death. The visitors, who had 
been camping out, had some bread and 
butter ana raw ham. These were taken to 
the famishing ones, who devoured them 
ravenously. When first discovered the 
mother was picking; a small bone which ap­
peared to have had some raw meat on it. 
It appeals the husband is nearly if not 
totally blind, and of course unable to sup­
port his family.—Uxbridge Guardian.

“ Columbus Mills will tell you ; he axed 

me all about it ; but, though he was always 
my good friend, I never even tolled it to him.

but all proper for a lady’s chamber ; and I 
soon hed the house fixed up ready for any 
thing.

“ ‘I do think, Sam, you must be down­

“ ‘ You’ll see and believe ! Do you go 
home and git yourself fixed up for the wed­
ding.

Col. Dudley writes from Fort Stanton, 
New Mexico, that a gang of some seventy 
Texan renegades are raiding in New Mexico 
and have killed several farmers. He asks 
Gen. Sheridan to be allowed to disperse the 
outlaws.

Information received at Washington 
from reliable sources estimates that the 
cotton crop for the present year will be 
from five and one-quarter to five and one- 
half million bales, the largest crop ever 
grown.

Twenty or more prisoners have escaped 
from the Rochester, N. Y., jail by boring 
through the w all and scaling the enclosure. 
They include some of the worst burglars in 
the country. The police are out in all 
directions.

Deputy Marshals are en route to Louis­
ville with eight Kentucky “Moonshiners,” 
including the notorious Isaac Jenkins, who 
was shot by Howell a few weeks since 
while en- deavouring to escape.

a mountain railroad and a series of tunnels 
that shall ectii

mous for private undertaking or for private 
capital. In 1871, Italy, Germany, and 
8witzerlMid voted large subventions for 
the building of a road, to be commenced at 
once, running from the Lake of Lucerne, 
in Switzerland, to Lake Maggiore, in 
Italy, a distance at 108 miles. Twenty-one 
per cent, or nearly 120,000 feel of all 
this distance, was to he tunnelled through 
mountains of granite. The total length of 
the main tunnel which enters the Alps at 
Goeechenen, in Switzerland, and emerges 
at Airolo, in Italy, is 48,936 feet. A num­
ber of the smaller tunnels, bringing the 
road up to the proper level in the Alps, 
exceed 7,000 feet. On the Lake of Lu­
cerne, too, thlhe will be important tunnels 
and galleries cut alongside of or under the 
celebrated Axenstrasse, high above the 
waters of the lake. At the time the inter­
national treaty for this great undertaking 
was signed it was believed that the work 
could be done for the sum of 187,000,000 
1™™?- , comPany was organized, with

'34,000,000 francs of stock, in £20 shares, and 
68,000,000 francs of mortgage bonds. Italy 
presented the undertaking with 45,000,- 
000 francs. Germany «id Switzerland each 
gave 20,000,000 francs. The work, how­
ever, was not more than fairly under way 
when it was discovered, to the astonish­
ment of everybody, that an awful mistake 
had been made in estimating the cost, and 
thal instead of 187,000,000 francs, 289,- 
000,000 would be required to complete the 
work as at first proposed—a blunder in 
estimates of . 102,000,000 francs. This 
blundering calculation threatened all sorts 
of bad results. The stock of the company 
ran down to a minimum, and hundreds of 
families were nearly ruined by the collapse. 
The bonds shared in the crash, and even 
the most ardent friends of the enterprise 
feared that the money which had been so 
lavishly given was buried under the moun­
tains forever. It became a serious question 
whether the works would not have 
to be completely abandoned. There 
certainly was no choice, except to 
lose all that had been done, or to add 
many millions more to the subventions. 
The times were hard, financial crises were 
imminent everywhere, and war was raging 
on the continent. Everybody was dis­
couraged. Some of the little cantons of 
Switzerland, which would receive the 
most benefit from the completion of the 
tunnel, refused to lift a hand or to spend 
another dollar. In the face of all opposi­
tion, however, the money has, at this writ­
ing, been almost raised. The three coun­
tries parties to the treaty have added 
largely to their subsidies, and the leading 
Swiss railways and cities have each voted 
sums proportioned to the advantages they 
hope to reap. The work goes on—in fact, 
has never stopped. The contract for this 
enormous work is most interesting. It was 

ranted to Mr. Louis Favre, of Geneva, 
y its terms Mr. Favre promises to deliver 

the works of the tunnel completed, by 
the 1st of October, 1880. For each day 
the work may be done before that time the 
company agrees to pay him $1,000. On 
the other hand, however, the contractor is 
bound to pay handsomely for all delays. 
For every single day in arrear of contract 
he forfeits $1,000. If delay continues six 
months, the forfeit is $2,000 per day ; and 
should he be one year in arrear with his 
work, he surrenders the contracl and for­
feits $1,600,000, which he, and his friends 
for him, have deposited/with the company 
as security. On Jan. 1, 1877, the headings, 
or a sort of advanced gallery eight feet 
square pushed forward at the top of the 
tunnel were half-way in.

Sentenced to Death for Rape.
Montrzai, Oct. 10.—The Grand Jury 

of the Court of Queen’s Bench now in ses­
sion, report in their presentment that of 
123 indictments, 106 true bills and seven­
teen no bills were returned. They regret 
the very frequent cases of indecent assault, 
and also of wife beating, and recommended 
the use of the lash as an effectual remedy 
for the suppression of these crimes. They 
also regret that the efforts made to increase 
the facilities for the transaction of the 
criminal business in this district have 
hitherto been, unsuccessful and they trust 
that before long the Government and the 
Legislature may realize the importance of 
the fact that there are actually fewer 
criminals now than there were forty years 
ago, while the number of trials has ht least 
doubled.

The Court reopened last evening, when 
the jury in the case of Damien Bonin, 
charged .with rape on a child three years 
and ten months old, who had been locked 
up, were summoned into Court. The 
jurors took up their positions in the box, 
while the large number present awaited in 
silence the verdict on which depended the 
life of the prisoner. The jury declared 
themselves agreed, rose and presented that 
the prisoner was guilty in the manner and 
form of the indictment, but recommended 
him to the mercy of the Court. The pris­
oner again broke forth into sobs, which 
had a visible effect in exciting sympathy, 
on being asked if he had anything to say 
why sentence should not be pronounced on 
him, he replied that he was not guilty.

Hie honour Mr. Justice Ramsay then 
addressed some words to the prisoner on 
the gravity of his crime and the solemnity 
of his position, and concluded by. sentenc­
ing him to be hanged on the 6th of Decem­
ber.

The passionate grief which the prisoner 
displayed on hearing the verdicl now gave 
"way to an appearance of stolid composure, 
and as he left the dock he "again protested 
that he was not guilty, a declaration which, 
after the admissions which he formerly 
made, can have but little weight.

The prisoner who has just been senten­
ced for such a brutal crime, is of medium 
beighl and dark complexion. His fea 
tores are all strongly defined, and as he 
stood in the box his very appearance 
seemed his condemnation.. During the 
trial he sobbed distressedly and frequently 
appeared to be about to faint.

And 
this loss will continue until by accident, 
or by the hand of man, the parasite de­
stroyers of this insect become introduced 
into this country, when it will disappear, 
in the same manner that its predecessor 
and compeer in destructiveness, the Hes­
sian fly, has disappeared, and has almost 
ceased to be felt as an eviL

“ PURE MILK BY THE FRENCH 
METHOD.”

Mr. Joel Benton describes in Scribner’s 
Monthly anew way of sending milk to the 
metropolis. It is called the French method, 
“ not because the French have really done 
anything quite so good,” bnt because their 
mode gave the hint which developed this. 
The people around Paris send milk in very

nail packages to that city, with state­
ments as to its particular quality and 
purity ; but “ these receptacles are always 
of tin.” By the Yankee method the milk 
is sent in glass bottles ; and we have 
heard, since Mr. Benton’s article was writ­
ten, that during the late hot weather it 
reached the city with much better ability 
to stand the high temperature than any 
other. While all the ordinary canned 
milk soon soured after its arrival, and some 
before it got there, this in glass bottles 
held its sweetness unchanged for a long 
time.

“ These glass bottles, which are sent 
from Sweetclover Farm, Connecticut, and 
from nowhere else in the world, are made 
of beautiful, clear glass, and, though of 
daintier proportion, resemble somewhat 
in shape the larger champagne bottles. 
They are supplied with a wired rubber 
cork, similar to that which is used for sar­
saparilla and beer bottles, and on the side 
of the flange of the wire, which is to be 
raised before the cork can be opened, a 
paper label is pasted overlapping the wire 
on the glass neck, whereon is printed the 
day and date on which the bottle was filled. 
On the base of the bottle is a general label 
giving the advertisement of the farm on 
which the method originated, and a little 
piece of information of which we shall pre­
sently speak. When twenty of these bot­
tles are filledthey are put into a box just 
large enough "to hold them, separated from 
each other by a rack partition. It is easy 
to see that milk pnt up in this way says to 
the purchaser at once, and unmistakably : 
I am * the genuine article.’ For it would 
be utterly impracticable to try to tamper 
with it. The label, which cannot be brok­
en without detection, gives to the buyer 
the correct history of the contents of every 
bottle ; snd when he draws the cerk, he 
knows that the grass his milk was secreted 
from was cropped the day before on the 
elope of lovely pastures in Litchfield Co., 
Conn. There is no fear of chalk, of chemi­
cals, or of water. It is the same fluid yon 
find in the pail as it comes from the coun­
try bam. A sentence printed on the bot­
tles tells us that the bottling of milk'of one 
cow is a specialty ; rod to young children 
and invalids this news becomes a pleasant 

clamation. For ordinary use the com- 
ation of milk of twenty to a hundred 

cows suffices, if the diary be well kept ; but 
under special circumstances it is desirable, 
rod in the case of delicate infants may save 
life, to have the milk which is drawn reg 
larly from one cow. When the bottles dj 
criminate in this way an extra label is used 
to designate ‘Cow 25,’or ‘Cow 34,’ rod 
so on.”

THE ONTARIO GOVERNMENT.
To the Editor of The Mail.

Sir,—The Globe, in ite articles some few 
days ago, begging on behalf of the Ontario 
Government for mercy at the next election, 
has been ably replied to by your journal, 
giving several reasons why they should not 
be supported by the people of this Pro­
vince. Still there is one point which I 
have not seen mentioned—rod a strong one 
—why they should be condemned when 
their day of trial comes : that is, their 
neglect of the public business. If I am not 
mistaken, when the bill known as the 
salary grab was defeated, it was urged by 
the Ministers and their friends that the 
salaries then received were not sufficient to 
remunerate them, consequently they could 
not give their whole time to the public ser­
vice and neglect their private occupation ; 
bnt if the salaries were increased as then 
proposed, the several Ministers would de­
vote all their time to their public duties. 
Now, sir, how have they fulfilled that 
pledge We in this part of the 
country read of the Hon. Messrs. Mowat 
and Crooks continually appearing before 
the courts ; also of the whole Ontario Cabi­
net devoting their time stumping the coun­
try endeavouring to sustain the present 
Dominion Cabinet. We know that our 
fellow-townsman, the Hon. C. F. Fraser, 
appears in every court of any importance 
held here, and also of his visiting England 
on railroad business with the President of 
the Canada Central railway, and since his 
return spending all his time in this section 
electioneering for his political friends and 
attending to his private practice. In fact, 
if a diary were kept in the Public Works 
office in Toronto, and the days the Commis­
sioner attends entered, it would be found 
that since a fortnight after the,close of last 
session he has not honoured it with his 
presence for six consecutive days, rod I 
venture to say if all the days that he has 
pnt in an appearance since that time were 
added together they wonld not exceed 
thirty. In conclusion I wonld ask, can 
the people of Ontario afford to pay Minis­
ters $5,200 a year to attend to their private 
business ?

CULTIVATION OF APPLES.
The following valuable suggestions are 

from an essay by Prof. Beal, of the Michi­
gan Agricultural College :—

The young tree must be treated very 
much as yon would treat a hill of com. 
Hoed crops will answer in a young orchard. 
Sowed crops will do much harm to young 
trees. It is a good plan to keep young 
trees mulched. It prevents the rapid 
evaporation of moisture from the soil, keeps 
the surface mellow, prevents the soil from 
freezing and thawing in winter, and be­
coming overheated in summer.—Whether 
to cultivate or not can be told by the looks 
of the trees. If the colour of the leaves is 
good and the growth all right, and the 
trees bear well of fine fruit, they are doing 
well enough even in grass. To judge of 
the condition of an apple tree is much like 
judging of the condition of sheep in a pas­
ture.

Slugs on Chsrries.—These slugs have 
a soft skin, to which dust will adhere. 
Dust the trees thoroughly with dry dust 
from the roadway, or with dry aahes, rod 
you will kill every slug. Repeat the dose 
every time you observe the slug.

FALL AGRICULTURAL FAIRS

Winnipeg, Get. 9.—The Manitoba Pro­
vincial Exhibition opened here to-day. Hi

Kingston, Get. 9.—The Midland Cen­
tral Fair opened to-day. The weather was 
unfavourable, heavy rain falling during the 
day.. The entries are largely in excels of 
last year. There are 293 horses, 167 cat­
tle, 148 sheep, 61 pigs, 249 poultry, rod 
249 agricultural implements.

Fredericton, N.B., Oct. 10.—The 
weather yesterday was almost continually 
wet, operatinggreatly against the attend­
ance at the Provincial Exhibition. The 
total number of entries is about 3,500.

Galt, Oct. 10.—The annual exhibition 
of the South Riding of Waterloo Agricul­
tural Society opened here to-day and uill 
continue to-morrow. There are over two 
thousand entries. The show in general far 
surpasses that of any preceding year, both 
in point of display ana attendance.

Kingston, Oct. 10.—The weather has
een very fine to-day, and about 8,000 

people visited the grounds to-day. The 
exhibit of fruit rod root crops is unusually 
fine. It is claimed the exhibition taken 
altogether is superior to the last Provincial 
Exhibition held here.

Brantford, Oct. 10.—The weather to­
day was fine and clear. The exhibition is 
a success in every respect The city is 
crowded with strangers from all parta of 
the Province. Fruit, grain and roots are 
said to be ahead of the Toronto Exhibi­
tion, and A&ricuftural machinery compares 
favourably with m. There is machinery on 
the ground of all kinds, running by steam. 
Pnpils of the blind institute are working 
sewing machines rod playing on pianos ana 
organs. A number of cattle rod horses 
have changed hands. On account of the 
large number of people in the city it is 
decided to light the exhibition grounds to­
night with a number of engine head-lights 
rod other lamps, thus giving parties who 
could not attend in the day time a chance 
to see the exhibition.

Quebec, Oet. 10.—The annual ploughing 
match rod exhibition of the Quebec City 
Agricultural Society were held this after­
noon.

Bbadh*d, Oct. 1L—The Agricultural Society’s 
show dosed to-day. There was a targe attendance 
of visitors, fully 4,000 persons being upon the 
grounds. The finest horses ever seen in this section 
were exhibited in the ring. The Society held their 
annual dinner to-night at the Bingham House, 
where an excellent bill of tare was provided and 
everyone enjoyed himself.

Allistok, Oct. 11.—The Exhibition of the Allis- 
ton Union Agricultural and Arte Association held 
here yesterday was more successful than even the 
moat sanguine anticipated.

Sir,—It was believed for sometime after 
the defeat of the Government at the polls 
that Mr. Mackenzie would, in common 
decency, have refrained from making any 
appointments after the unqualified manner

aid in 1873, for even filling vacancies in 
order that the public service could be effi­
ciently carried on. What, then, is the 
astonishment of thoee who looked forward 
to see Mr. 'Mackenzie avoid a principle 
which he had so much abused rod con­
demned in his predecessors, to behold him 
not only adopting, bnt far exceeding their 
course of action when in the same box, and 
swallowing all his past professions without 
a momentary spasm daring the process of 
deglutition. Thus the last, like every 
other plank in the old Grit platform, has 
been ruthlessly thrown overboard rod piti­
lessly abandoned. The Forsyths, Buck­
inghams rod a host of other political pets 
and fawning sycophants had to be provided 
for out of the public chest, and well and 
lavishly has it been done ; Deputy Minis­
ters, chief clerkships, and increase of 
salaries by the score.

The money was taken out of 
the box. After he had received the money in the 
stable he told Checkley “I have you now." Check- 
ley said, “ For God’s sake, if you do not want to go 
into it let me alone or give me time to get out.” 
Boyle said all that occurred in the stable. He said 
the money was as good as gold, so did Checkley. 
Boyle told witness when he was examining the 
counterfeit notes te be careful in passing them and 
not to pass two in the same place. Cneckley and 
Boyle told him that the notes came from New York, 
They were new in appearance. Between January 
and March Boyle said he had put seventy-five dollars 
in a bank in Ontario with goed money. One even­
ing Boyle told witness he passed a $2 bil with Mr 
Gleeson, on York street. Prisoner said he had a 
certain share in a partnership with Checklev but he 
did not get his rights. Prisoner told witness that 
Checkley had at one time $3,000 in the bank made 
with the counterfeit scheme. The prisoner subse­
quently advised witness not to have anything 
to do with Checkley or his money, as he was a 
scoundrel Boyle is a distant relation of 
witness' wife. He destroyed the counterfeit money 
received from Checkley about two weeks after re­
ceiving it. This was all witness knew about Bovle 
previous to leaving Canada. Boyle left the country 
in May last He saw him in the United States, in 
Allegan, Mich., in custody. Detective Connors was 
there at the time. Prisoner made a statement te 
witness in Allegan and on the train en route for 
Canada. In Allegan he said that J. Checkley had 
received $420 in counterfeit money and that several 
parties were connected with it in Ottawa, and men­
tioned one party who got money. He said he gave 
some of the counterfieit money to Pierce Mansfield, 
of New Edinburgh. Among others he mentioned as 
having had conversation with him about the coun­
terfeit money were H. Kerr, D. McAlmond, Ottawa, 
and H. Bickford, Fitaroy. The prisoner made state­
ments about John Checkley. He said he was a 
scoundrel and would make a clean breast on Check- 
ley and the whole crowd connected with him. He 
said some of the counterfeit money had been passed 
by him at Balmer’s Island and on the train. Bovle- 
told witness that Checkley went to New York twice 
for counterfeit money. On une occasion he got 
$420. Boyle told him that he went to Pakenham to 
get his share of the counterfeit money from Check- 
ley. Boyle said he put in good money himself to 
get the counterfeit money.

Two other witnesses were examined and gave 
somewhat similar evidence.

Ottawa, Oct. 12.—The evidence in the case of 
Boyle, charged with passing counterfeit money, 
was resumed this morning.

William Dooley, of Carp, was the first witness 
examined. He said he knew the prisoner and 
John Checkley ; did not see any of the counterfeit 
money referred to, nor did witness advance any 
money for the purchase of the notes. Boyle, the 
prisoner, had a conversation with witness either in 
May or April last about the matter. Boyle said he 
was going into a speculation with Checkley but 
that he did not know whether he ought to or not. 
The prisoner said the speculation was the counter­
feiting of Dominion of Canada bills. Checkley was 
not present at that time nor was anything said of a 
sample af money or circulars. Witness lent Boyle 
money some time ago, in December last. The 
amount was $112, which was to be returned in a 
few days, for which no receipt was taken. Witness 
spoke to Boyle on the following April about the 
loan. Boyle did not say at the time what he wanted 
the money for. No oapers were shown whilst 
Checkley and Boyle were at witness’ house. Wit­
ness went to see Checkley at Pakenham to find out 
where Boyle was, he having left Ottawa. There 
was no promise about circulars or money between 
Checkley, Boyle and witness.

Ihratc* Mansfield testified I hsve known the 
prisoner Boyle about twenty years, and was slightly 
acquainted with his brother-in-law, John Checkley. 
In April last prisoner had a conversation with me 
about counterfeit money. The prisoner asked me if 
I would like to go into a speculation, and I told him

r I would if there was any money in it. We then
- «te

about the matter. Boyle showed me the monev; 
$1 and $2 bills of the Dominion of Canada. I said. 
“ Boyle, look here, this is a risky business.’' t 
asked him if he had any family, and he said he had 
four children. I told Boyle it would bring disgrace 
upon his family, and advised him to have nothing 
to do with it. We then came out of the hotel, and 
Boyle said on patting, “ You are an honest man, 
and that he would have nothing to do with the 
business. Whilst in the hotel Boyle gave me a $2 
bill, which was one of the biUs he had shown me, 
and when the prisoner cleared out I made away 
with the bill, as Ï saw it was a swindle on the part 
of Checkley and Boyle. I showed the bill to several 
of my friends, who could not distinguish it from a 
good bill. I met Boyle a fortnight after, and he 
asked me iFI had thought over the matter, and he 
said it would be only hurting the Government and 
not the poor man. He said Checkley was going to 
New York next week for some of the money, and i f 
I liked he would get me some. If we put in $150 
apiece, Boyle said Checkley would get us a $1,000 
apiece. I told him to bring Checkley along and I 
would have a chat with him. Checkley and Boyle 
came down on the following Sunday evening. 
This was in the latter part of April. Checkley 
seemed to be a good sort of a fellow, and we sat 
down and had a good long chat They said if 
would give them $160 they would get me $1,000 o 
this American money. Checkley produced a letter 
which was read, and said there would be no diffi 
culty in passing the money, and there need be no 
fear of being detected. 1 came to the conclusion 
that I would accept their proposition and go into 
the business if the money was as good as the $2 
bill Boyle had given me. Before we parted, te 
meet on the following Monday week, Checkley pro­
duced some of the money, aleo eying that he had 
$400 ; that he was short and was going for more. 
The amount was in ones, and seemed to be per­
fectly good. Checkley said the money had been 
through many banks and couldn’t be detected. He 
said they were manufactured in Nea\York.

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FAMILY HINTS
Tomato Preserves. — Seven 

—ill green tomatoes piercing each 
^yuh a fork ; seven pounds of sugar, 

ounce ginger-root, one ounce mace, 
: lemons ; make the syrup, allowing one 

> of water to given amount of sugar ; 
1 tomatoes m the syrup till clear ; 3dm 

them out, rod lay on dishes to cool before 
nutting them in jars ; boil syrup until 
thick, rod pour over them.

Sweet-Pickle Tomatoes. Slice rod 
stand in salt rod water night rod day ; 
take out rod drain carefully ; two quarte 
of vinegar, five pounds of brown sugar, to 
one peck of tomatoes ; cinnamon, allspice, 
and clove to taste ; boil all together until 
they look clear.

Martyno Pickle.—As you pick them, 
place in brine make of rock-salt, strong 
enough to bear an egg ; leave them eight 
days ; then put in plain vinegar. For 309 
pickles : take one gallon vinegar to two 
pounds of brown sugar ; cover toe top of 
the vinegar with cloves rod allspice, equal 
parts of each ; heat boiling hot, and pour 
over the martynoe.

Washing Powder. — Dissolve two 
pounds of soap in five and a half gallons of 
nearly boiling water, rod to this add three 
large tablespoonfuls of ammonia, rod one 
of spirits of turpentine. In this the linen 
is be soaked for three hours, when it is 
readily cleansed, requiring but little rub­
bing. Ammonia does not affect linen fiber 
as soda does.

Pickle for Hams.—For one hundred 
pounds of ham take six gallons of water, 
nine pound» of salt, one quart of molasses, 
three ounces of saltpetre, rod one ounce 
saleratus. When ready to smoke they can 
be soaked and freshened to taste, if too 
salt.

To Clean Britannia Metal, use finely- 
powdered whiting, two tablespoonfuls of 
sweet oil, and a little yellow soap melted 
to some thickness ; mix with a little spirits 
of wine. Rub this cream on with a sponge 
or soft flannel, wipe it off with a soft cloth 
and polish with a leather.

Every Housekeeper should have a tool 
box containing hammer, nails, hatchet, 
screws, gimlete, a saw, twine, wire, scrap 
tin, and other articles for an emergency. 
Such an outfit may be bought for $2 or $3, 
and it will be found invaluable in a great 
many ways.

The Best Recipe for glossed shirt 
bosoms is : Take two ounces of fine gum- 
arabic powder, pour on a pint or more of 
water, and then, having covered it, let it 
stand all night. In toe morning pour it 
carefully from the dregs into a clean bottle, 
cork and keep it for use. Add a teaspoon­
ful of this gum water to a pint of starch 
made the usual way.

Vinegar iiTThree WBEks. —Molasses, 
one quart ; yeast one pint ; put into a jug 
or keg containing three gallons of soft 
water ; tie a thin piece of gauze over the 
mouth or bunghole, aid set it in the 
sun. Set it in a warm place in winter. 
In three weeks you will find good vinegar. 
More molasses rod yeast will make stronger 
vinegar.

To Keep Butter Two Years.—Take 
one ounce each of saltpetre and white 
sugar and mix them thoroughly, two ounces 
of the best Spanish great salt, all m fine 
powder ; then add one ounce of the mix­
ture to every pound of butter, and incor­
porate them thoroughly together. The 
butter is then to be tightly preseed into 
clean glazed earthenware vessels, so as to 
leave no vacuum.

Protection Against Moths.—A corres­
pondent of the Cabinet Maker gives the 
following recipe as one which has kept the 
moths out of a furniture warehouse for ten 
years years past : Flour of hops, one 
drachm ; Scotch snuff, two ounces ; gum 
camphor, one ounce ; black pepper, one 
ounce ; cedar sawdust, four ounces. Mir 
thoroughly, and strew, or put in papers, 
among the goods.

To Make Calico Transparent and 
Waterproof.—Take six pints of pale lin­
seed oil, two ounces of sugar of lead, rod 
eight ounces of white resin ; the sugar of 
lead must be ground with a small quantity 
ef it, rod lidded to the remainder ; the 
réeiweiioiiUhemoOTnorated_witiLthe oil 
bv means of a gentle heat. The composi­
tion may be laid on calico, or roy other ma­
terial by means of a brush.

To Clean Furniture.—An old cabinet 
maker says the preparation for cleaning 
picture frames and restoring furniture, 
especially that somewhat marred or scratch­
ed, is a. mixture of three parts linseed oil 
rod one part spirits of turpentine. It not 
Only covers the disfigured surface, but re­
stores wood to its original colour, and 
leaves a lustre upon the surface. Put on 
with a woollen cloth, and when dry, rub 
with woollen.

How to Treat Brooms.—Broome are so 
generally used and abased that, their fresh­
ness worn off! they are too soon discarded. 
When a broom begins to succumb to wear 
rod tear, place it in a pan of boiling water 
for a few seconds, shaking it well, and" dry­
ing it quickly in the sun or near the fire. 
If the bottom edge is wearing unevenly, 
tie a string around it until it is dry, and 
trim off the uneven edge carefully. Whisk 
brooms should be treated in the same way.

To Wash Hair Brushes.—Hair brash­
es, however dirty, maybe washed rod 
kept good for years, without loss of stiff­
ness, by putting a small handful of soda in. 
to a pint jug of boiling water. When the 
soda is melted, put in the brush and stir it 
about till clean. Rinse it in cold water, 
and dry in the sun or by the fire. The 
quicker it dries, the harder the bristle will

Some Time Since I read in your columns, 
of a cure for “ dandruff” which consisted 
simply in wetting the hair with water in 
which sulphur had been steeped. Being 
troubled with dandruff, rod thinking the 
experiment at least harmless, I tried it, 
and succeeded perfectly—there is now no 
dandruff on toe scalp. The water has ac­
quired a slightly acid taste, but I have not 
the time to ascertain exactly what change 
taken place. The fact, however, may be 
useful to some of your readers.—E. H. A.

To Make Vinegar.—the beet vinegar is 
made of cider, the poorest apple making as 
good vinegar as the best. The best casks 
to use are iron-bound whiskey casks, which

can realize more money from them made 
into vinegar than made into cider, unless 
they make an excellent quality of cider. 
Fiff the casks and put them into the cellar, 
saving the bungs out till spring, when 

they should be rolled out and placed under 
a shed expoeed to the sun, but the casks 
should be shaded. Leave them thus ex­
posed till cold weather approaches, when 
they should go into the cellar again, and 
the vinegar will be very good at this time ; 
but if the casks are rolled out under the 
shed a second season, the vinegar will be 
extra fine. If the casks are well painted 
they may be eet on scantlings through the 
summer in the open air, expoeed to the full 
force of the sun, which will produce vine­
gar sooner than when under a shed, as it 
if ?nd elr that produce the

full when in or out of toe cellar, if you 
have a cask or two of vinegar to make, rod 
have a barrel that has had vinegar in it 
the “ mother" that this cask contains will 
be of great advantage in making the vine- 
gar—dividing it and putting half into each 
cask—using iron-bound casks well painted, 
as those with wooden hoope are often 
troublesome, the hoope breaking and caus­
ing the casks to leak.—N. Y. World.

To Clean Lamp-Shades.—Lamp shades 
may be cleansed with soap or pearlash ; 
these will not injure or discolour them.

To Keep Knives from Rusting.—Scour 
them on e board, crosswise, with some dry 
brick, after having wiped them perfectly

Smoky Lamps,-Coal oU lamps that are 

subject to smoking mav be improved by 
putting two or three tablespoons of coarse 
salt in them. It will make the light more 
bnlhrot rod clear, and keep the wick clean, 
besides the prevention of smoke.

To Preserve Clothes Pins.-Clothes 
pins boiled a few moments and quickly 
dried, once or twice a month, become more 
flexible and durable. Clothes lines will 
last longer and keep in better order for 
wash-day service, if occasionally treated in 
the same way.

A Candle to Burn all Night.—When, 
as m case of sickness, a dull light is wished, 
or when matches are mislaid, put powder­
ed salt on the candle till it reaches the 
black part of the wick. In this way a 
mild and steady light may be kept through 
the night by a small piece of candle.

To Mend Rubber Shoes.—Get a piece 
of pure robber—an old shoe—vulcanized 
robber will not do ; cut it into small bits. 
Put it into a bottle, rod cover to twice its 
depth with spirits of turpentine or refined 
coal tar naphtha—not petroleum naphtha. 
Stop the bottle rod set to one side.

Centennial Brown Bread.—Fill a large 
bowl one-third full of water, a little warm­
er than tepid ; add half a teaspoonful of 
salt, rod stir in shorts till a little stiffer 
than pancake batter ; cover, rod set where 
it will keep warm without scalding till 
light ; then turn .into a large bn sin. Add a 
pint of lukewarm water half a teaspoonful 
more salt, with two tableepoonfuls of good 
brown or coffee sugar, and stir in Graham 
flonr till as stiff—not as it can be made, 
but as it can be conveniently made with a 
spoon. (If made too stiff, the bread will 
be dry.) Grease the tins ; turn in the 
dough smooth over the top with a 
a knife or spoon, set again to rise, and, 
when sufficiently light bake in a tolerably 
hot oven an hour or more according to the 
size of the loaves. This quantity will make 
two large or three small loaves.

Yellow Cake.—Take the yolks of the eggs, 
rod make the same as above with these ex­
ceptions ; Leave out the cornstarch ; use 
but half a capful of butter instead of two- 
thirds, and use buttermilk, with sufficient 
soda tosweeten, instead of the cream of tar­
tar rod sweet milk. .

Frostingfor Calces :—Fora common-sized 
cake,take the white of one egg ; beat just 
an instant, then stir in powdered sugar 
till of about the consistence of warm meal 
pudding or mush. When the cake is cold, 
or nearly so, spread on the frosting with a 
broad, thin-bladed knife, set it where it 
will receive a little warmth from the stove 
for a few moments, and it is done. If yon 
do not use sufficient sugar, the frosting 
will run off over the edge of toe cake ; it 
too, much, it will not spread so nicely, nor 
look so smooth when done. You will 
know just the right consistence after the 
first trial, rod will never make frosting in 
any other way again. ”

RUSTIC PICTURE-FRAMES

Very pretty picture-frames may be made 
of Norway spruce. The wood obtained, 
it is to be heated a little, to dry it quickly, 
and then with a dull knife scraped clean of 
its leaves, (in the direction of the foliage, ) 
taking care not to destroy the wood- 
buds. For other materials you will need 
glue, a varnishing brush, a little copper 
wire, penknife, tack-hammer, and scissors or 
pliers for cutting the wire. Flat pieces of 
soft pine board are also needed, on which 
the whole caà be laid rod pressed into 
shape. The desired size rod shape of the 
frame must be penciled on the board, so 
that the work may ha perfectly true, and 
even the wood is arranged, guided by the 
drawing, till the general outline is com­
plete, and glued with tiny drops carefully 
applied or pinned deftly with tiny tape 
pins. The ontline being perfect, it is en­
riched with small twigs rod clusters of 
wood-buds glued, or better still tinned here 
and there in places which need shaping. 
When the glue is stiff disengage the frame 
from the board by inserting a paper-cutter 
between them, and pushing the heads of

laying vne frame race down, fasten an ex­
tra spruce stick all around to give stiffness 
to the back, and lastly, varnish the whole 
with gum-shellac varnish.

Apple Butter—Cider Applesauce.
Aunty and I have to-day been making a 

kettle of apple-butter, rod have been doing 
a little unusual weighing rod measuring, 
that I might be able to jot down propor­
tions if our success waa as satisfactory as 
usual. We «M housekeepers get into euoh 
away of doing things by habit, or guess as 
it were, that is asked by the uninitiated for 
the receipt or process, we frequently find 
ourselves unable to give it, though we may 
have done the thing inquired about a hun­
dred times or more.

We first put twenty gallons of good fresh 
cider—made from sour apples—into a large 
copper kettle (first making the kettle very 
bright by rubbing it with hot vinegar rod 
salt), and kept at a boiling heat till reduced 
to about four gallons, or sixteen quarts, 

if thiIt was then <
ons,

of the consistency oi thin 
molasses. In the meantime we pared, co­
red and quartered the apples—sour ones—- 
eight milkprofuls, rod pretty well heaped 
up after being prepared, or about sixty 
pounds by weight. These were added to 
the thickened cider rod boiled till done. 
It takes some four hours to finish the cook­
ing after the apples are put in, and the 
mass must be well stirred fromthe bottom, 
and almost constantly, else it will scorch, 
rod not only spoil the sauce, but in all pro­
bability the kettle also. A long stirrer is 
indispensable, made in the form of the let­
ter L, with the short part to go into the 
kettle, and the long handle to reach from 
the kettle to yourself, a few feet away ; 
thus you can sit on a high chair or stool, 
at a respectable distance, rod not be 
obliged to inhale the hot steam rod fumes 
from the boiling mass.

We sometimes make a cider apple-sauce 
that by some is preferred to the butter. 
For this we usually dry the apples—sweet 
ones—in August, rod make the sauce in 
November. Use sour cider and boil down 
half—that is two parts into one—but not 
nearly so strong as for the apple butter ; 
then put in sweet dried apples, first wash­
ing and draining, and cook an hour or more, or 
till the apples are tender, but not till they 
fall to pieces. They do not need stirring 
like the apple-butter, but must he kept 
pressed down into the cider. Neither must 
the kettle be filled full at first, as the ap­
ples swell in heating and would make it run 
over.—Grace Glenn, in Country Gentleman.

TETANUS OB LOCKED JAW.
Those diseases generally fatal to mankind 

and also likely to be fatal to the horse, in 
fact, all diseases affecting the nervous sys­
tem are more to bs dreaded than any other 
spieciee. Tetanus is by no means confined 
to the jaws alone ; the locking of these is 
merely the result of the tetanic affection, 
rod is termed Trismus.

Tetanus is a univeral spasm, producing 
rigidity, and every portion of the system 
partakes of the disease, but particularly so 
do the bowels, the muscles, and the brain. 
This disease, so awful in itself and so dread­
ful in it termination, is sometimes caused 
by long expoeure to cold, or standing tied 
up in a stall with the rain coming down on 
to him through the roof ; by a severe blow 
of a stick on the backbone or head by be­
ing pricked by the smith when shoeing, but 
moet frequently by the horse gathering a 
nail or a peice of glass in his foot, rod in­
deed often by the subsequent treatment for 
these injuries, no doubt pursued with the 
best intentions. We now allude to the 
common practice of pourihg into the wound 
powerful astringents, such as as nitric or 
muriatic acid. We cannot sufficiently de­
precate the use of these agents when thus 
made use of, and are surprised at roy horse 
on which they are used, escaping serious in-
jurv-

The horse will invariably, says Mr. Swift 
in the Western Farm Journal, shew tetanic 
syffiptoms twelve or twenty-four hours pre­
vious to the jaws becoming set, rod if he is 
properly attended to, at this stage, the 
fatal event may be averted. The symptoms 
of tetanus are, wild rod frightened look, 
limbs proppy rod inclined to spraddle, the 
tail stiffened, rod, like the head, stuck out- 
wards ; the nostrils will be distended, the 
pulse irregular, and, owing to the ab­
dominal derangement, the bowels are 
highly costive. *

You must now find out the cause of all 
this trouble ; if it be a prick of a nail or 
any other punctured wound, or a stone 
bruise (now bear in mind the disease may 
set in after the lapse of a month or six 
weeks from the time of injury), then dilate 
the wound or open the bruised part and give 
vent to any matter that may have formed. 
Poultice the part continually for three or 
four day* ; administer an active purga­
tive, such as calomel, if your patient be 
plethoric, bnt not otherwise ; keep him 
comfortably housed, rod allow no one to 
approach him except the one in the habit 
of caring for and feeding him. This per 
son should carry out the instructions as to 
the subsequent medical treatment, which 
must be of such a nature as to soothe rod 
quiet the nervous system. If the horse be 
a valuable one and worth the expense of 
the medicines, you may give once a day 3 
to 4 grains of atropia mixed with a little 
honey, on the tongue, also 10 to 18 drops 
of hydrocyanic acid, morning and night ; 
let the patient have anything to eat that he 
will ; let him have continually before him 
some bran or hay tea, and some nice sweet 
hay. It is well to keep him nibbling. 
And now we must turn our attention to 
supporting nature in an artificial maimer ; 
this we may sssist in by giving nourishing 
clysters three times duly, com

will tend to relax the bowels.

Yon may now wait patiently ten or 
twelve days, and if the horse survive that 
time, you may begin to calculate on his re­
covery ; bnt whilst the rigidity of the 
muscles prevails you must still attend 
strictly to the above mentioned régime. 
When you perceive a marked change for 
the better, leave of the atropia, as it is so 
expensive, and substitute a dose of hydro­
cyanic acid.

Presuming that your patient convalesces, 
it will be some considerable time before he 
can, with safety, be returned to his former 
work, as his constitution must be shatter­
ed, rod he will be more susceptible to other 
diseases, so we should recommend at least 
eight or ten weeks’ quiet rest, with liberal 
food rod tonic medicines.

A FRENCH BEET SUGAR FARM.
The members of the Agricultral Congress 

now at Paris, are inspecting some of the 
best farms, and noting the peculiar-methods 
of culture pursued, modes of feeding cattle, 
etc. We condense an account of the opera­
tions on the farm of M. Decrombeque, at 
Lens, from the correspondence of the Coun­
try Gentleman. This farm consists of 687 
acres ; and the soil, originally clayey, cold, 
and poor, has been so well farmed by the 
present owner and his father before him, 
that it is now one of the best farms in 
France. 300 acres are devoted to sugar 
beets, rod yield a general average of 24 
tons per acre, giving a sugar yield of 3,480 
pounds per acre. The balance of the 
farm is devoted to wheat, oats, barley, 
rye, etc. The crope of 1877 gave, of wheat, 
45 bushels per acre ; of oats, 82 bushels 
per acre ; ot barley, 66 bushels per acre. 
400 beeves are fattened annually upon the 
refuse beet pulp, which is preserved in pits 
until fed, rod upon the straw and green 
fodder raised on the farm, together with 
oilcake. 40 horses are also kept far service 
on the farm and at the sugar works. The 
straw is all ont short, rod mixed with beet 
pulp and a small proportion of oil-cake for 
fattening the cattle, or with grain for the 
horses. The system of putting each animal 
upon its own merits is carried so far that 
an account ia opened with each one, and 
continued till sold. The manure remains 
mixed with the litter under the cattle till 
taken direct to the field. Every animal is 
watered where it stands, and kept nicely 
groomed. It is stated that these 400 beeves 
bring $68,000, which is $170 per head. It 
will be seen that this farm carries more 
stock thro roy farm in thia country can do, 
that is devoted wholly to keeping cattle. 
It is to be noted, however, that the majori­
ty of these cattle are not raised on the 
farm, but purchased rod fed only from 
four to eight months. Still, it is quite evi­
dent that this profitable product of beet 
sugar does not lessen the capacity of the 
land to carry stock, and that when we 
shall have established the cultivation of 
the beet for this purpose, and produce a 
thousand million pounds of sugar annually, 
we shall be able to produce a vastly in­
creased quantity of the best beef that will 
be found in the great markets of Europe. 
This farm produces 3,520 tons of barn­
yard manure annually ; and additional 
manures are largely employed. The refuse 
bone-black used in refining the sugar he 
turns into phosphate of lime, with sulphuric 
acid. He eaves all the nitrate of potash 
which was contained in the beet juice, by 
concentrating the water from the sugar 
factory, and the refuse molasses made con­
tains all the soda and potash from the beets. 
This, when concentrated, amounts to 22,- 
000 pounds. He thus produces manure 
enough to keep up the land in the highest 
state of fertility. His averages of wheat 
rod other grain are very high. There is 
no loss to the soil in the sugar made, for 
that is simply carbon and water, which 
may be derived back again from the atmos­
phere. So it appears that in the future 
the relations may be very intimate between 
cattle and beet sugar.

The wheat midge (Ctcidomyia Tritici, 
Kirby), the insect which in tms country 
is commonly but most improperly termed, 
the “weevil, "is by far the most important 
depredator upon our grain. It has been 
known in Great Britain for more thro a 
hundred years, and has occasionally been 
quite injurious to the wheat crops of that 
country. Within a few years past it has 
also attracted observation in the north part 
of France, in consequence of the damage 
it was occasioning in the wheat crope there. 
In these its native haunts, wherever it ap­
pears, it is accompanied by vast numbers 
of minute black flies, resembling small 
ants, which are its parasitic destroyers. 
One of these parasites deposits ite eggs in 
the larva, another in the eggs of the midge, 
causing them to perish, and hereby this 
insect is constantly repressed and restrained 
from multiplying, and is speedily quelled 
whenever it chances to become numerous. 

It was introduced upon this continent, 
probably, in unthreshed wheat brought to 
the port of Quebec, rod began to attract 
public notice from its extreme destructive­
ness to the wheat crop in the north-western 
part of Vermont, in the year 1828. From 
thence it has spread itself over all the free 
States and Canada, as far west as into 
Michigan and Indiana, everywhere laying 
the wheat under contribution for ite sup­
port, and rendering this crop so uncertain 
that in all the older parts of the country it 
has ceased to be a staple product.

Fig. 1.—WHEAT MIDGE, PLYING.
This insect is a very small two-winged 

fly about a third the size of a musketo, 
which it resembles in its appearance. It is 
of a bright lemon-yellow colour, with 
clear, glassy wings. In the annexed cut 
(fig- 1), it is represented as it appears whi 
flying, the small figure underneath showing 
its natural size ; and the following figure 
(fig. 2) shows it with the wings closed over 
ite back, as it appears when standing or 
walking about upon the heads of the 
wheat. It is the female which is here 

figured. The males are 
smaller, with antennæ much 
longer rod more slender, 
and so different in their 
structure that the two sexes 
are readily distinguished 
hereby. In the male there 
are twenty-four globular 
joints, in pairs, each alter- 
nate two joints being placed 
perceptibly nearer together j 
in the female, these two 
joints are united into a 

Fig. 2.— single oblong joint, thus 
wheat midok making but twelve joints in 

walking, this sex, each of these joints 
being encircled with two whirls of hairs.

These flies come out from the ground 
each year in the fields where wheat was 
grown the year before. The sexes pair 
immediately, and the females then fly 
away by night in search of the new wheat 
fields, in which they all soon become 
gathered. It is a little before the middle 
of June that they begin to appear, and the 
females continue more than a month, oc­
cupied in placing their eggs between the 
chaffs of the wheat ears. They are most 
active in a moist atmosphere, and cannot 
endure a dry one. Hence they are only 
seen at their work on the wheat ears in 
the nighttime, when the dews are falling, 
and on cloudy days. And if the last half 
of June be wet and showery, this insect is 
moet numerous and destructive ; but if it 
be remarkably dry, the wheat that year 
escapes from injury, the insect withdraw­
ing from it, prohabl/ to the grass of moist 
lowland meadows rod the margins of 
streams, in which to rear ite young, to re­
turn, as they do, into the wheat of the 
next year.

The eggs, two of which are represented 
in fig. 3, as they appear when highly mag- 

fa nified, hatch minute footless 
worms or maggots, which soon ac­
quire abright orange-yellow color. 
These place themselves upon the 
soft young kernels of the grain as 
seen (fig. 4), which represents a 
kernel of grain with ite chaffs or 

Fig. 3.— husks opened apart to show 
eggs op these yellow worms clustered up- 
wheat on it. They abstract the milky 
midge, juice from the kernels, whereby 

the latter become shrunken rod dwarfish. 
The worms get their growth in three or 
four weeks, when they'are slightly less 
than a tenth of an inch long. One of these 
worms is represented as it appears when 
crawling, and with its horns extended (fig. 
5), the small figure on the extreme left 
showing its natural size. As it has no feet 
it can only adhere to the straw when it 
is wet. It then moves about upon it with 

. by contracting and elongating itself. 
The two ends of ita body, as they appear 
when it is lying at rest upon a dry surface, 
are represented upon the right side of the 
same figure, the head being drawnjin, so 
that only the ends of ite horns are visible. 
It is when the straw is wet with rain that 
these worms, having got their growth, 
leave the wheat heads rod crawl down to 
the ground, where, slightly under the sur-- 
fai», they inclose themselves in minute 
cocoons, scarcely the size of mustard seed, 
in which they remain through the autumn 
and winter, and til ready to change into 
flies the following June. A portion of the 

worms, however, are 
still remaining in the 
wheat heads at the 
time of harvest. These

With respect to the remedies for thia 
insect, every farmer knows that by late 
•owing he can prevent his wheat from 

headed rod in bloom till the season 
for the midge to deposit its eggs therein 
has nearly or quite passed by ; yet, in thus 
attempting to raise wheat in roy other 
except the best period of the year for its 
growth, he is liable to obtain only an in­
ferior crop. It is in our power to do much 
towards diminishing the number of this 
insect. Whenever the screenings of the
