LIVE CHILD IN A COFFIN. |

Waiting the burial it Cried Out and was
Rescued.

Coroner Johnson and a jury investigated
a most extraordinary case at Prospect
cemetery, Toronto on Saturday. At Fair-
bank, about seven miles out on the
Vaughan plank road, live William Maton,
a grocer, and his wife. On Tuesday
morning, October 3, Mrs. Maton gave birth
to a child, which being supposed to be
stillborn was placed in a box after break-
fast on that morning and taken to Pros-
pect cemetery for interment. Wheh the
clerk of the cemetery came to look at the
death certificate he found that it was
written out; that is to say, it was not
one of the regular printed forms, as is re-
quired. He refused to accept the body
for burial. In this certificate the child
was described as a male. At last the
body was accepted at the cemetery and
placed in the office until the grave could
be dug.

SOUNDS WITHIN THE BOX.

The box had only been a short time
there when the clerk heard sounds issu-
ing from the box. He at once rushed out
to call a couple of workmen, but they
thought he was not serious and would not
go at once. While he was talking to
them they heard the child cry out, and
immediately they broke openjthe box and
the little one was living and showing con-
siderable strength. Word was at once
sent to Dr. P. H. Bryce, who was Mrs.
Maton’s physician, but that gentleman
was down in the city so Dr. Page was
brought from Fairbanks. He at once
gave the infant proper attention and then
removed it to his house where he had
it properly treated.

DEATH OF THE CHILD.

The poor little thing lived until about
1 o’clock next morning. Dr. Page took
the remains to the cemetery again, but of
course superintendent Pinder refused to
receive the body without the consent of
the father. Dr. Page and the superin-
tendent at once visited Mr. Maton’s house,
where they told him of the affair, but
took care not to let the mother hear what
a dreadful thing had occurred to her child.
Mr. Maton asked Dr. Page if the child
was dead, and when answered in the
affirmative authorized the superintendent
to have the little girl —for such both Dr.
Page and the cemetery authorities pro-
nounced it— buried in the lot he had pro-
vided. This was done. The body was
exhumed and a post mortem examination
held.

WHAT WAS IT.

Horrible Monster That Attacked Two
Women on a Lonely Road.

As Mrs. Casper Mann and Mrs. Joseph
Grosmick, two well known ladies, says
the Toronto World, were returning home
in a buggy about sunset, they heard an
unnatural noise in passing along the road
south of the Magnus quarry. The noise
was a cross between a bellow and a shriek
and excited the curiosity of the hearers,
but as they could not locate it, but little
attention was paid to it, and they contin-
ued on their journey. In approaching a
lonely spot on the road where large trees
stand on either side and all along is cov-
ered with underbrush they heard the aw-
ful noise again. This time it appeared to
come from the boughs of a large tree just
ahead of them. As they approached the
tree, there was a commotion in the
branches, and the lonely and helpless
women were horrified to see a horrible-
looking monster descending from the tree
coon-fashion. The horse seemed para-
lyzed with fear,and for a moment re-
fused to answer the frantic effort of the
driver to force him ahead.

As the animal reached the ground it
gave a terrific snort and roar, and started
for the buggy. One of the occupants
seized the whip and prepared for the at-
tack. Recovering the power of locomot-
ion, the horse started at a brisk rate down
the road. Then the race for life began.
The strange monster, though peculiarly
constructed made excellent time, and in a
few minutes had overtaken the buggy
and was making frantic efforts to climb
up on the box in the rear. The lady
with the whip laid on the lash with all
her might in the hope of frightening the
fearful-looking animal off, but the stings
of the whip only seemed to infuriate 1t
and increase its determination to devour
everything in sight.

As the women were about to give up
the fight and surrender themselves to the
rapacious brute, the joyful sound of the
bark of a friendly dog fell upon their ears
and they realized that they were nearing a
farm-house. To their gratification two
men stepped out on the road a short dis-
tance in front of them, and it was but the
work of a moment for the women to not-
ify them of their terrible predicament. As
the men and dogs approached, the ani-
mal seemed to sniff danger, and, with a
roar that could be heard for a quarter of a
mile, whirled to one side and ambled
through the bushes. As it made its way
through the brush, its course could be
plainly discerned by the waving branches.

The men, being unharmed. did not
deem it wise to follow the animal, and the
dogs showed no disposition to take up the
chase. -

More dead than alive, the women were
assisted into the farm-house, where they
were given such stimulants as were at
hand, and when sufficiently recovered,
they related their experience as given
above.

The animal, they say, was about seven
feet long. Its head was long, and ended
in a beak like an eagle’s, its body was
round, like that of an alligator; covered
with scales and ornamented with a pair
of wings, which would probably measure
six feet from tip to tip. It had four legs
and its feet were cloven and covered with
a hoof. The smell of its breath and body
was terrible and pervaded the atmosphere
for some time after it had escaped to its
retreat in the woods. In its effort to
climb into the buggy, the animal left un-
mistakable proof of its hoofs on the bugg
bed, there being deep cuts and scratches
all over the rear of the vehicle.

The spot where the animal made its
appearance and the country for miles
around is lonely and seldom frequented
by farmers or others, and is certainly just
the place for a wild animal of any kind
to seek its lair.

Inquiry of scientists and naturalists,
fails to throw any light on the existence
anywhere of such an animal as this, and
it is probable that a searching party will
be organized in the hope of capturing it,
and thus adding another curiosity to zo-
ology.

HOP RAISING AT BATHURST.

About twelve years ago Mr Harris
bought the large farm from the Fergusons,
known as the Vail furm, at Bathurst, on
which he tried to make money by raising

]

! wheat, oats, hay and potatoes, but failing
to make both ends meet at this kind of
farming, he turned his attentions to hop
culture. After finding out all he could
about the raising of hops, both here and
in England, he brought a man from On-
tario who understood the business. The
first year he set out fifty acres of roots,
the second year, about fifty acres more,
and the third year as many more acres,
until last year he had about one hundred
and fifty acres under hops. He added
forty acres more last fall, 190 acres in all.
The roots are set out in hills about six
feet apart each way,so thata span of
horses can plow between them. Three
cedar poles about fifteen or sixteen feet
long, pointed, are placed in each hill.
He generally plants potatoes close up to
the poles, and out of the way of the horses
and manures them with superphosphates.
Two years ago he raised two thousand
barrels of potatoes in that way. The
starting of the business cost about ten
thousand dollars. It requires about forty
hands, male and female, to attend the hop
yards during the summer. He has four
large buildings about one hundred feet
long by thirty-five wide and two stories
high, with furnaces for drying the hops,
after’which they are-pressed into bales of
about -one humdred pounds each, and
sent to the market. The picking of the
hops, is quite a big affair. This fall Mr.
Harris had two hundred and fifty men
and women, boys and girls, picking
for eight days. The hops are picked into
boxes with four compartments, each com-
partment holding about two and a half
bushels. The pickers are paid thirty
cents for each compartment. Two men
attend fifteen pickers who are mostly
girls. The men cut the vines about six
inches from the ground and lift the poles
out, hops and all, an lay them across the
boxes and move the boxes from place to
place in the field. There is one walking
boss over every sixty persons, and when
a box is full, the picker calls out and the
overseer hands her a ticket for thirty
cents. Two men with a team of horses
empty the boxes into bags and haul
them to the kiln where they are dried.
Mr. Harris says there is money in the
business, but it takes money to get it out.

“THE PERILS OF MATRIMONY.

Two Young Women Who Would Like to
Enow to Whom They are Married.

From the Pittsburg Dispatch.

Jaumestown, Pa., Oct. 8.— The misfor-
tune of having a ‘““ double” who so closely
resembled Thomas McCobb that his own
wife could not tell one from the other, re-
snlted in such a furore in the United
Presbyterian congregation that husband
and wife were both dismissed. The right
of a man to wed the sister of his deceased
wife was also a feature of the case.

McCobb and Wm. Clyde of the Shenan-
go United Presbyterian congregation,
looked so much alike that the session, the
Presbytery, and finally the Synod itself,
had trouble over it. They were. both
members of the Shenango congregation.
Thaomas McCobb had thres pretty cousins
in Philadelphia, and admired them all.
He became engaged to the eldest. When
she jilted him the second sympathized
and married him. In the course of time
she died. Her younger sister, having in
the meantime become rich by a fortunate
investment in oil lands, had been living
with the McCobbs for several years and
continued with Thomas McCobb and his
parents and the children. By and by
Newton Fletcher happened to be over in
Greenville one day when a Justice of the
Peace pointed to Thomas McCobb on the
street and said :

“I married that man an hour ago to
Migs Blank,” naming the youngest of the
three sisters.

Newton Fletcher came home and the
news soon spread among the congregation
that Thomas McCobb had married his de-
ceased wife’s sister, contrary to the rules
of the church. The sesgion of elders took
it up. Thomas denied it, and said it mnst
have been William Clyde. The justice of
the peace was confronted by all concerned
in the presence of the session.

“That’s the man I married,” he said,
pointing to William Clyde. William de-
nied it.

“Then it must be that other one.”
Thomas denied it, too.

“ That’s the woman, anyhow, and thats
the bonnet she had on. She must know
whom I married her to.”

The woman looked from Thomas to
William and back, and stood mute. She
didn’t seem to know which was the hus-
band.

The case was appealed from the session
to the Presbytery, and when they were
all ready to try it somebody had stolen
the records out of one of the pews. When
they finally did decide it, it was taken to
the synod on appeal. Then it was de-
clared that McCobb was the husband, and
he and his wife were both dismissed from
the church.

From the St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

Fortr WorrH, Tex., Oct. 7.— A rather
novel sensation developed here to-day, in
which a young man prominent in live
stock circles played a rather unpleasant
part. Sadie Anderson is a young woman
employed in the telephone exchange. In
her petition for divorce she states she was
married to R. L. Anderson on June 9, 1891,
They came to Fort Worth and registered
at the Hotel Pickwick. On June 18, her
husband deserted her, taking $50 of her
money and leaving an unpaid board bill.
Since that time she had heard nothing of
her missing spouse until on June 23, 1893,
a man named R. L. Anderson registered
at the Hotel Pickwick from Pecos city.
She filed hersuit for divorce, and the cita-
tion was served upon him at Pecos City.

He answered the citation by coming to
the city yesterday. He is under thirty
years of age and manager of the Ben
Houston ranch in the Pecos Valley. He
states he was never married, but if he
was would probably have no objection
to the divorce, but he strongly objects to
paying $150 a month alimony, and $1500
attorneys’ fees. 5

To-day the young people were brought
face to face, when the young lady promptly
declared that he was not the man, and she
had never seen him before. The story
told by her husband and the record of
the young man tally very closely, and it
is now thought she was married to some
cowboy familiar with Mr. Anderson and
his life, and who assumes his name. Mr.
Anderson returns tc Pecos city to-morrow,
greatly relieved, and the lady is now anx-
ious to know who she is.

HOUSEHOLD RECEIPTS.

EGG TOAST.

One egg, one cupful of milk, a pinch of
salt ; four or five slices of stale bread.
Break the eggs into a soup-plate or other
shallow dish, beat lightly, and add the
milk and salt. Have a frying-pan hot
and well buttered, dip a slice of bread in
the egg mixture, fry brown on one side,
then put a piece of butter on top of the
slice, turn and brown the other side.
Serve hot with butter.

MILK TOAST.

One pint of milk, one tablespoonful of
corn starch, a pinch of salt, six slices of
toasted bread. Wet the corn starch with
a little cold milk, bring the remainder of
the milk to the boiling-point, stir in the
corn starch, butter and salt, and stir until
quite smooth. Dig each slice of toast in
the mixture, lay in a deep dish, cover,and
keep the dish over hot water until ready

to serve.
SALLY LUNNS,

One cupful of milk, half a teaspoonful
of salt, one teaspoonful of sugar, one-fourth
cupful of yeast, or one-quarter of a yeast
cake dissolved in-one-fourth cupful of
water, one egg, flour enough to make a
drop batter, one tablespoonful of butter.
Scald the milk, cool it, then mix with it
the other ingredients in the order named,
with the exception of the butter. Mix
late in the forenoon for tea. The dough
will rige in five or six hour, add then the
butter, melted, mix well, and fill muffin
pans two-thirdsfull. Let them rise fifteen
or twenty minutes, and bake in a hot
oven. Serve hot.

FRIED INDIAN MUFFINS.

One pint of Indian meal one pint of
boiling water, two eggs, a teaspoonful of
salt, a tablespoonful of sugar, a large table-
spoonful of flour. For breakfast, pour the
water, which must be boiling, in the
evening on the meal, salt and sugar. Beat
smooth, and set away in a cool place: In
the morning add the well-beaten eggs,
anl the flour. Dip a tablespoon in cold
milk, fill it with batter, and slide off into
deep fat made boiling hot as for frying
doughnuts. Fry ten minutes. Serve
with syrup.

TEA CAKE.

Ingredients.—One pint of flour, three
eggs, three tablespoonfuls of sugar, one
cupful of milk, two tablespoonfuls of
melted butter, a pinch of salt, a heaping
teaspoonful of baking powder. Sift the
salt and baking powder with the flour,
beat the yolks of the eggs with the sugar
add the milk, mix, and last of all stir in
the well beaten whites of the eggs. Bake
in one loaf in a hot oven. Serve hot.

CORN AND RICE MUFFINS.

Ingredients.—One pint of Indian meal,
one tahlespoonful of flour, one teaspoon-
ful of salt, one cupful cold boiled rice, one
scant teaspoonful of soda, one pint of sour
milk, one egg. one tablespoonful of melted
butter. Half fill muffin pans, and bake
about twenty minutes in a hot oven.

CORN CAKE.

One cupful Indian meal, a teaspoonful
of sugar, a pinch of salt, one cupful of
flour, two teaspoonfuls of baking powder,
one egg, one cupful of milk, one table-
spoonful of melted butter. Bake in two
jelly-cake tins, having the mixture to half
fill the pan. Serve hot.

WAFFLES,

One pint of sifted flour, about two-
thirds of a pint of milk, or sufficient to
make a thin batter, two eggs, a table-
spoonful of melted butter, a pinch of salt.
Mix the milk with the flour gradually
until g smooth paste, and the salt and
butter and the eggs beaten very light.
Heat the waflle irons, butter them well
or grease with a bit of fat pork, pour in
enough batter to cover an iron, close the
iron, keep over the fire half a minute,
turn, and keep the other side over the
fire another half minute. Remove, and
place the waffles where they will keep
warm until sufficient are cooked to serve.
Serve with butter and sugar, or syrup.

LITERALLY STARVED TO DEATH.

New Loxbox, Ct.,, Oct. 12—One of the
most famous cases in Connecticut medi-
cal history came to an end yesterday in
the death of Mrs. Amy Peck, an eccentric
lady of Lyme. She literally starved to
death.

She was 79 years old and for the past
51 days had not taken any nourishment.
Her case baffled the skilled physician.
She had been unconscious for two weeks.
Last week a small quantity of water was
forced down her throat with great trouble
and since that time she has not taken
even water. I

Mrs. Peck, when first taken ill, seemed
to be suffering from no disease in particu-
lar. Her sufferings at first were intense,
but subsequently she passed into a semi-
stupor and finally became wholly uncon-
scious.

THE STORY OF A FUEIS.—

It Begins in a Romance and Was Ended
by Religious Influences.

A narrow avenue separates the Ken-
tucky and West Virginia state buildings
at the World’s Fair. An imaginary line
running through the Cumberland mount-
aing, divides the two states the structures
represent. Many years ago a family by
the name of Tyson lived on the West Vir-
ginia side of the imaginary line, and the
family of old John Brackett lived on the
Kentucky side. These two families en-

ged in a fued that has come down .
from generation to generation with more
deadly results than any of the Italian
vendettas.

In all the world now there is but one
representative of each family living, and
both were at the world’s fair grounds re-
cently, one in the West Virginia building
and one in the Kentucky building. Ef-
forts were made to bring them together
peacefully, but they declined. Each of
these men, when young, swore that he
would take the life of the other, or lose his
own in the attempt. Since that time,
however, George Tyson has become not
only g convert to, but a priest of the cath-
olic church, and now lives in Wheeling.

Since his hereditary enemy has joined
the churth, Pryor Brackett, the Kentuck-
ian, has never said anything of carrying
out his threat. It is believed that he will
not carry it out because with the death of
the priest, the blood and the name will
become extinct, while he has four boys
and one girl to perpetuate his race.

The story of the beginning of the fued
is romantic. The Tysons and the Brack-
etts were among the first to settle in that
mountain country. Inthe original Tyson
family, or clan, besides the cousins and
other connections, there were two boys
and a girl. There was a large number
of Bracketts, too, but the head of the
family had two children, a boy and a
girl. Now, the elder Tyson boy, John by
name, loved Bertha, the daughter
of Brackett. Clarence Brackett also loved
Edna Tyson. There were not many
young people to choose from, so the mar-
riage of the elder couple was looked upon
as a matter of course, while less attention
was paid to the younger couple.

The last few months of the period of
engagement for the elder couple had
come round when there moved into the
neighborhood, some miles from the Ty-
son homestead, a family of Culbertsons.
They, too, had a daughter, said to be
very beautiful —of a dark type, while
Bertha Brackett was fair. When going
after the cattle at night time John Tyson
often saw and talked to Annie Culbertson.
None suspectedjthe growing love between
them, and when they ran away and were
married aud came back and settled with
the Culbertons, both the Tyson and
Brackett families were thrown into con-
sternation.

Clarence Brackett, who loved Edna
Tyson, félt keenly the affront to his sister
and spoke bitterly of it, but as the Tyson
family blamed John for his unfaithfulness
he resolved not to take any revenge.

But one day while John was at his old
home visiting his father, Clarence who
had been hunting, approached the house
on horseback. John seeing the gun, sup-
posed he wasseeking revenge, and retreat-
ed into the house after his own gun. As
he reappeared with the gun in his hands
Clarence fired at but missed him and kill-
ed Edna, whom he loved, and who had
been standing beside her brother. John
returned the fire, killing Clarence.

After the burial of these two bodies a
bloody war ensued, and many were killed
on each side. Bertha died of a broken
heart, and was buried beside her brother.
John was killed some years after by an-
other member of the Brackett family.

As each generation went by the mem-
bers of the two families became fewer,
owing to the almost incessant duels and
battles between the two factions. When
the present George Tyson and Pryor Brac-
kett were children the last tragedy occur-
red, when their fathers killed each other.

The story of their long contest bears
out what is claimed by each side, that no
one ever shot an unarmed enemy or took
advantage in any way. The given names
of their fathers were also George and Pry-
or. Oneday George Tyson rode over into
Kentucky, armed with hisrifle. Looking
over the fence, he discovered Pryor Brac-
kett milking a cow.

“Good morning, Pryor,” said George.

“Good morning, George,” said Pryor.

“Are you ready, Pryor?” inquired
George.

“No.” replied Pryor, “I take water.”

George shouldered his gun and rode
away.

On another occasion Pryor met George
when the latter was unarmed. After the
usual salutations George in his turn said
“1 take water,” and Pryor turned and left
him.

The next time they met near the banks
of the Cumberland River. Both were
armed and stood within a few paces of
each other.

“There is plenty of water there,” said
Pryor, pointing to the river.

“I never drink water,” retorted George.

In an instant both guns were raised and
fired, and both men fell, and the friends
who were with them carried their bodies
home to the young sons, who are now
grown men, visiting the fair, and are alone
saved from a repetition of their fathers’
acts by the influence of the Christian re-
ligion.

ORANGE AND GREEN.

There is something to be said concerning
those conservatives who object to Sir
John Thompson as premier, not because
he is lacking in ability, for he is one of
the ablest men in our public life, but be-
cause of his religion. The Roman catho-
lics are a large proportion of our whole
population. They are citizens to precise-
ly the same extent as the rest of us. They
observe the laws, they pay their taxes,
they are liable to military service, and
they discharge all the obligations of citi-
zenship just as fully and freely as do those
of us who are protestants. Shall we,
therefore, because of their church, ex-
clude them from enjoying their fair share
of the honors and emoluments of public
life? Would it be righttodo so? Would
it be British to say to the catholics, “ you
may vote to choose men to represent you
in parliament or the legislature, but you
must take care that they are protestants? ”
Would it be fair to lay Jown the principle
that catholics should be hewers of wood
and drawers of water for both parties, but
should not aspire to the higher places in
neither? Let the best man go to the top,
no matter what his religion may be.
This is a free country, where all should
stand on an equal footing, and the man
with most brains and ability should he
helped to the front, not harassed and
hindered simply because he does not at-
tend the same church as the rest of us.
If the Almighty can afford to give some
catholics more brains than protestants,
had we better not try to make the best of
it? We know that it is a hard thing for
the orange lodges to swallow Sir John
Thompson, but no doubt when the time
comes around for voting, they will fall in-
to line and make the sign of the cross on

their ballotg, just as of old.— Dundas Ban-
ner
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THE CONTEMPT CASE.

The press comments on the Ellis case
during the week have been somewhat
varied in their tone. On the whole, the
sympathy of the public seems to be with
Mr. Ellis. But few of the opinions ex-
pressed on the matter seem to be the re-
sult of unbiased judgment. No fair mind-
ed person could give heed to such scurrilous
articles as have appeared in the St. John
Gazette ; nor to the Gleaner in its frantic
attempt to attach the blame of the whole
affair on the attorney general. The odium
of such comments, like curses, come home
to roost. The question as to whether Mr-
Ellis has committed an offence, and if so’
whether or no the sentence was an ade-
quate and a just one, are as far from de-
cision as ever. All that is known is that
the court in the arbitrary exercise of its
power, has inflicted a punishment for an
alleged offence -against itself. It is also
known that the so called trial of Mr.
Ellis has been contrary to the established
principles of British justice, of which the
fundamental idea is that every man may
be tried by his peers, and that the in-
jured party shall not try and hear his
own cause. That the liberty of the press
should not be a license to abuse is granted
by everyone. But who is to determine
what is liberty and what is license? This
is the question that should be looked at
by the thinking public. Are men whose
acts and character have been assailed
proper persons to try their own cause?
Our judges, honorable and impartial
though they be, are but human ; and it is
expecting too much of them to expect
that they could be impartial in matters
of vital interest to themselves.

Before the fair minded public can be
satisfied with such cases as the Hawke
case and the Ellis case, it must be made
clear that a fair and proper mode of trial
has been pursued. It would be in the
cause of justice and to the honor of our
judical system if another and fairer mode
of trial were adopted.

MRMNFOSTER AND THE FARMER.

Again has the finance minister made an
eloquent appeal to the farmers of this
dominion. He endeavors to identify the
interest of the farmer and the manu-
facturer. That such should be the state
of affairs no one denies. But the
peculiarity of Mr. Foster’s argument is
that he claims that the national policy is
the proper instrument to bring about this
happy result. In Mr. Foster’s mind the
national policy creates no combines;
gives both the farmer and the manu-
factarer a grip on the home market; and
enables both to overcome foreign compe-
tition. He seems to forget that every
member of a community is a consumer
and only a few are producers. The pro-
tective tariff aids the producer by raising
the price of the article produced.. What
we want is something or some system that
will aid the producer, by lowering the
cost of the production of the article. Such
a system, be it free trade or reciprocity,
or what you will, will aid consumer and
producer alike. But the tendency of the
national policy is the reverse. It benefits
the few at the expense of the many. The
farmers will do well to reason carefully
and intelligently the ideas of Mr. Foster
before endorsing them.

THE COMING OF THE PREMIER.

It is understood that Sir John Thomp-
son is to make a tour of New Brunswick
to hold a series of political meetings, and
to boom toryism generally. Sir John has
our sympathy. He is working like a
Trojan to keep in line the unruly mem-

rs of Sir John A. McDonald’s political
family. What with the do-as-I-like of
Mr. Foster, the injured dignity of Tupper
over the French treaty, the onimous
growls of Kennedy F. Burns over the
governorship, and the readiness with
which the people are at last catching on
to tue true worth of the national policy,
the position of the premier, to say the
least, is no sinecure. Judging by a super-
ficial view of the last dominion election
here, one would naturally think that
New Brunswick was a very hot bed of
toryism, and the visit of the premier now
must indicate that there has been a very
rapid decline of that toryism, and that an
effort is being made to resuscitate it. On
this visit there will, doubtless, be a lot of
speech making, flags flying and bands
playing. But the excitement of these
will subside, and we venture to say that
when it does, a reaction will set in, and
toryism will be at a lower ebb than ever.

Tue appointment of W. W. Wells, Q.
C., of Moncton to the position of county
court judge for Westmorland and Kent
seems to be received with general favor.
The career of Mr. Wells has been an ex-
ceptionally brilliant one. But little over
forty years of age, he has for several
years been among the leading members
of the bar of New Brunswick. He isa
native of Westmorland county and was
called to the bar in 1878. He has taken
an active interest in politics, but has met
defeat at the polls several times. His
geniality of temper and his ability will
render him a popular and able judge.

At THE setting of Northumberland
county court on Tuesday, the grand jury
found no bill against Captain Russel, the
commander of the Rustler in the late sad
accident on thie Mirimachi a short time
ago. His honor judge Wilkinson pre-
sided. He addressed the jury at length
explaining to them the law of negligence
in reference to homicide. Itis pleasing
to note that after examining several wit-
nesses the grand jumy acquitted captain
Russell. Capt. Russell is a man respected
for his ability and uprightness and his
friends feel much gratified at the finding
of the jury.

Tae Manitoba school question is being
argued before the supreme court at Ottawa.
It is impossible to foretell the decision
that will be arrived at. The general im-
pression seems to be the decision will be
in effect that the minority in Manitoba
has no case for asking the government to
interfere in their behalf; in fact that to
do so would be to do something uncon-
stitutional. If this is their decision the
Manitoba school question may be con-
sidered as dead and buried. If there 18
to be any further battle over it, it will be
in Manitoba.

NewrouNDLAND i8 to have a general
election on Nov. 6. The present house
expires by limitation. Sir William
ngt.enay is the present leader of the
government, and the prospects are that
his government will be supported. No
great questions are before the people.
The contest is one of men not principle.
The appeals to the people are on the evils
of the truck system, the oppression of the
fisherman by the merchant, and the es-
tablishment of public works. The ac-
counts of this contest remind us of our
ante-confederation days.

THE KESWICK MURDER.

The preliminary examination of Ed-
ward Wheary was resumed at the police
court on Tuesday morning. A very large
number of people were present and great
interest is manifested in the progress of
the evidence.

This morning Mrs. Carlisle, who gave
evidence some time ago, was recalled and
her evidence read over to her. She was
examined by the court in some minor
questions'of no great importance.

Mrs. George K. Dunphy was the first
witness examined. She gave evidence
about going to the Wheary homestead at
7.30 o’clock in the evening of the murder
and assisting to lay the murdered woman’s
body out for burial; Washed a good deal
of blood from her face and noticed several
scratches apparently made with finger
nails. The clothes which deceased wore
were taken off and washed, all except a
shirt. The murdered woman had no
under-clothes on her lower limbs. There
was one big cut on the back of the neck, a
bruise on right shoulder, and one on the
knee. g

Mrs. Sarah L. Wheary, mother-in-law
of the deceased and mother of the prison-
er, was next examined. Her evidence
gave an account of the Wheary family as
constituted on the day ofthe murder, and
of the movements of several members
during the early part of that day. She
and her husband and daughter Mabel
went to Macnaquac that afternoon, return-
ing about 5 o’clock. Bertha was then
dead. Did not see Bertha till next morn-
ing, when she was laid out for burial.
The prisoner came home between 8 and 9
o'clock in the evening, having a potato
digging fork in bis hand. He seemed
very angry about something, but do not
know what. His father was in the habit
of corresponding with him on a slate, but
that night the prisoner would not have
anything to say to him. A

During her examination some clothes
were produced in the court which witness
identified as those worn by prisoner on
the day of the murder. Prisoner has been
habited in an entirely new change of
clothing. Regarding clothes worn by
prisoner on the day of the murder, it is
expected there will be interesting devel-
opments soon. . It is stated that the crown
officials have discovered on them what
are undoubtedly spots of dried blood,
notably on the back of the vest and on
the left sleeve and bosom of the shirt.
These spots are large and quite noticeable
and on close examination, although owing
to the fact that both shirt and vest are of
woolen material, they do not show very
conspicuously. That on the back of the
vest is large while that on the sleeve of
the shirt is about an inch and a half in
length. The supposition is that the pris-
oner had his coat off when the murder
was committed and that the blood flew on
his clothes. It is stated that expert testi-
mony will be offered to prove that there
are undeniable spots of human blood.

This afternoon John Howard, one of
the earliest visitors to the scene of the
murder, was examined but nothing of
importance was elicited from him.

During the examination, the deceased
woman’s little four-year-old boy was in
court. He is a bright, intelligent little lad
and was dressed very neatly. During the
noon recess the police magistrate took him
up to his private office and questioned him
closely as to his knowledge of the facts.
His evidence, if admissable, would be of
great importance to the prosecution, as he
was probably the only eye witness of the
brutal murder.

The examination was adjourned till
Friday.

On Friday examination was resumed,
and Dr. Geo. E. Coulthard sworn, said:
I am a medical practitioner and practis-
ing in this city. At the request of Mr.
Rainsford, clerk of the peace of the
county of York,I went on the 28th of
September to a hame in the parish of
Douglas, near the mouth of Keswick. I
found there the body of a woman ap-
parently laid out for burial. I was told
her name was Bertha Wheary. James
Roberts, city marshal, went with Mr.
Rainsford and myself. There were
several small contused wounds about the
eyelids, a certain amount of swelling in
the face; there was a bruise about half
the size of a palm of your hand on the
shoulder cap ; there was also a bruise on
the right knee cap; there was also what
I took to be bruises on the inside of the
right thigh, about five inches from the
body ; and also some other bruises fainter
in character in same relative position on
the left thigh. On the back of the neck
was a clean cut wound .four inches in
width, which gaped three inches and
which had severed the muscles of the
back of the neck and had cut through the
spinal column at the second cervical
vertebra of the neck. The blow had
also gone to the front of the spinal
column and had fractured the windpipe.
There were no bruises or wounds about
the front of the throat. The witness here
described the internal examination he
made, the substance of which was that
he found things in the natural state.
The woman was well advanced in preg-
nancy, but there was nothing found to
indicate that an outrage had been com-
mitted upon the person of the murdered
woman. I could not say how the wounds
on the thighs were caused. These bruises
were small, only about three quarters of
an inch each way. Two cuts were the
most distinct, one with a knife, and dark
blood spurted out. There were several
of these bruises on each thigh. I believe

' these bruises could have been caused by

the hands of a muscular man, especially
if at the tiine the woman was resisting.

To Mr. Vanwart—I found no well de-
fined scratches on the cheeks, but some
swelling. If the scratches on the cheeks
were wcll defined I would have noticed
them. The wound on the neck was al-
most a transverse one, directly across the
neck at right angles to the spine, the
muscles on the front of the neck were
not severed. It was a clean cut on the
back of the neck four inches wide and the
muscles and skin beyond the four inches
were not cut. I think the windpipe was
fractured by the force of the blow. In
my opinion there was only one cut on
the back of the neck. The edges were
clean cut.

James Roberts, sworn, said: On the
night of the 27th day of September last
or morning of the 28th, I was called upon
to go to the mouth of Keswick to the
regidence of Joseph Wheary. I was ac-
companied by Sergeant Philips of the
police force. We found the prisoner ly-
ing on the floor of the front room, in the
upper corner near the stairs. I went
towards him and he jumped to his feet
and resisted and I caught him by the
throat with my left hand and took hold
his arm with my right hand. Sergeant
Phillips took hold of him on the other
side and we handcuffed him. He stroggled
very hard. We then set him down on
the lounge and left him in charge of
Hedley Wheary and some others and we
passed through to Hedley’s part of the
house, to his front room, where we saw
Bertha Wheary Jaid out for burial. We
examined the cut on the back of the
neck. I lifted the head up and saw marks
on her eyes and face. Her face was
swollen. We then came out to the
prisoner. As I walked towards him he
stood up, crossed his hands and pointed

with his finger twice to the door where she

was laid out and then he pointed to himself
twice and put his finger to the back of
his neck. We then brought him away
to the lockup at Fredericton. On the
evening of the same day in company with
Dr. Coulthard and Mr. Rainsford I visited
the same place and was present when the
examination on the body of Bertha
Wheary was made by Dr. Coulthard.

Adjourned till 3 p. m.

Friday afternoon detective Roberts con-
tinued his evidence till the court ad-
journed about 5 o’clock. He gave a
minute description of the Wheary prem-
ises. Much of his testimony was merely
a repetition of the facts already stated by
the other witnesses.

The Wheary house he described as
being located five or six hundred yards
from the main post road in an elevated
position on a hill, and easily observed.
Nothing prevented the view of the prem-
ises but some apple trees. He took dis-
tances from several points, which he
gave, and then told of his examination of
the prisoner in jail on the 17th inst.,
when he with Sergeant Phillips caused
the prisoner to remove his clothes.
The clothes the prisoner took off were
the same as he wore when arrested.
Under cross-examination he gave Mr.
Vanwart the names of the persons in
the house at the time of the arrest. The
prisoner made signs to him just as he
(Roberts) was approaching him. The
prisoner’s father and mother said to
Roberts they had noticed the prisoner
make these signs, as did also another man
who was present.

At the conclusion of Roberts’ testimony
the examination was adjourned till next
Thursday morning, when it is expected
that the analysis of the supposed blood
spots on the prisoner’s clothes will be
produced in court.

Since the examination began there has
been a great change in the behaviour of
the prisoner. At first he was afraid, and
whined and cried like a whipped child
whenever brought into court, or when
Prof. Woodbridge attempted to tell him
anything in mute language. To-day he
was the most cheerful person in the court
room, and when Dr. Coulthard was giving
his evidence he sat smiling at Prof. Wood-
bridge as he interpreted the evidence to
him. He is also on the best of terms
with Sergt. Phillips. He is either acting
the part of a smooth rogue, or is partially
an idiot.

The axe in the possession of the court
is by no means sharp and is a most un-
likely weapon to make a cut like that de-
scribed by Dr. Coulthard.

The R. R. C. 1. Sports.

Pursuant to the announcements made
last week the men of the Infantry school
held their annual sports on Saturday after-
noon. The weather not being favorable
part of the sports were postponed until
Monday. The men were in good training
and gave good exhibitions of their bawn
and muscle. Corp. Utton’s jumping, both
running and standing, is of first quality.
Probably the most interesting event for the
onlookers was the tug-of-war, which took
placeon Monday afternoon. Therespective
teams were chosen from the right and left
half companies, ten men from each. After
a very exciting pull the left half company
gained the victory. There were sixteen
events on the programme. The prize win-
ners are as follows:

Running broad jump — Corp Utton, 1st,
18 feet 9 inches ; private Gould, 2d, 17 feet 6
inches. Corp Utton’s jump is within one
inch of the college record.

Standing broad jump — Corp Martin, 1st,
12 feet; private Elsdon, 2nd, 11 feet 9
inches.

Threc standing -broad jumps— Corp Mar-
tin, 1st, 32 feet 8% inches; private Elsdon,
2d, 29 feet 11 inches. °

Putting shot, 174 pounds— Private Els-
don, 1st, 32 feet 11 inches; private Hood,
2d, 28 feet 7 inches.

100 yards dash —Corp Utton, 1st, 12
seconds; private Gould, 2d. The run was
round the bend.

Hop step and jump —Corp Utton, 1st,
38 feet 3 inches; corp Martin, 2d. Corp
Utton afterwards gave a record jump 39 feet
7 inches.

Heavy man’s race— Private Elsdon, 1st;
private Clinton, 2d.

Half mile foot race — Corp Utton, 1st.
Time, 2.45; corp Martin, 2d: Ground
heavy.

N. C. O. race, 200 yards—Sergeant Vin-
cent, 1st; corp Sheldon, 2d.

200 yards hurdle race, 8 three foot 3
hurdles — Corp Utton, 1st; private Gould,
2d.

Sack race, 50 yards — Private Elsdon, 1st;
Bugler Wakefield a good second.

Victoria cross race, 100 yards— Private
Elsdon, 1st ; private Clinton, 2d, and corp
Martin a very close third.

Potato Race —1st, Corp. Utton; 2d corp
Martin. -

Three legged race — 1st, private Gould and
Belyea; 2d, corp Utton and private Els-
don.

The tug-of-war the right half company
team was composed of corp Johnston and
private Seneter, Marsh, D. Ross, Carmichael,
Staples. Pascke, Henry, Eite, with pte.

CanterBury C. T. A.—In the supreme
court on Saturday in ex-parte Jacob Tomp-
kins, Vanwart, Q. C., moved for a rule nisi
to bring up three C. T. A. convictions made
before Peter Girdwood, parish court com-
missioner of Canterbury. The rules were
granted on the grounds that the summons
was served by a constable for the parish of
Soutbampton and that under the provisions
- of the criminal code the constable must be
of the same parish.

VANDALS IN THE GRAVEYARD.—Some fiend-
ish men or boys visited the Methodist and
St. John’s church burial ground in Chatham
last week and overturned seven marble
headstones. Two in the St. John’s ground
are completely destroyed, and the orna-
memtal tops of two of the overturned stones
in the in the Methodist enclosure are
broken of. Every effort will be made to
discover the perpetrators of the shameful
deed. Officer Rankin says that he firmly
believes that two of them were sent to jail
last week for another offence.

SunsurY County Courr.— Inthe Sunbury
county court, held at Burton on Monday
last, the only case tried was that of Prince
vs. Morley which was an action for the
amount of a supply bill claimed by the
plaintiff against the defendant on a lumber-
ing operation in the winter of 1892. The
.dgFnce was, that the claim was discharged
b¥ the plaintiff accepting his raft in Iron
Bound Cove in the following spring under
an arrangement that the debt should  be
satisfied thereby. The jury sustained this
plea of accord and satisfaction and returned
a verdict for the defendant.

Moxney 1N Bears.—Gilbert Dunbar of
Embden, Maine, found a bear stealing his
apples, to which, owing to the scarcity of
that crop, he seriously objected. He con-
cluded that he might as well teach the
maurader a lesson and make a dollar be-
sidegg 80 with his handy rifle he put a
bull&®™sato the neck of bruin and severed
his spinal cord.

Aroostook, the Vale of Sweetness.

That garden of big potatoas and general
glorions promise, the land of the Aroostook
is full of sweetnees, it appears, and T. A.
Fisher, agent for a Boston firm, has been up
there, and gathered a lot of the sweetness
into the hives of commerce. Commencing
as soon as the strawberries were ripe, he
shipped to Boston all he could obtain along
the line of tha 8t. John river over the Can-
adian Pacific railway and Maine Central.
In all he sent out, in one hundred pound
tubs, eighty thousand pounds. When it is
remembered that it takes about 1} 1bs. of
strawberries or raspberries to make a quart,
the number of quarts shipped, 640,000, is
hard to realize. Perhaps this amount will
be easier of comprehension when it is borne
in mind that to gather the 240,000 quarts of
strawberries and 400,000 of raspberries, each
picker collecting an average of fifteen quarts
daily for thirty days, would require 1,42
pickers.

Application Discharged.

The application of Miss Hooper to be paid
certain expenses incurred by her in prosecut-
ing a number of Scott act convictions was
argued ‘before the supreme court on Satur-
day last. J. A. Vanwart, Q. C., opposed
the motion and argued that the C.T. act
fines were in the nature of a gift to the city,
and cited a similar case decided by the
Ontario court of appeal. After hearing J.
W. McCready in support of the application,
the court decided that although these fines
were paid into the city treasury, *‘for the
good of the act,” the fund wastobe applied
for that purpose in the discretion of the
city and therefore a mandamus would not
lie to compel the city to pay over any part
of the fund. The court also said that while
they could not grant the mandamus, they
thought the account was a very reasonable
and just one, and that the city council
should order it paid.

Excitement in the Equity Court.

At the equity court, in St. John, on Wed-
nesday, the two cases of habeas corpus,
both arising out of Scott act convictions in
Kings county, came up, but were postponed
owing to the sudden illness of R. LeB.
Tweedie, who appeared for the defendants.
While arguing his case, Mr. Tweedie was
suddenly seized with an apopletic fit and
fell back very heavily on Dr. Walker, who
was sitting directly behind him. Dr. Walk-
er's leg was badly injured and he was con-
siderably shaken up. Dr. Berryman was
telephoned for and attended to both legal
gentleman. Mr. Tweedie soon recovered,
but Dr. Walker's injuries were more serious,
and he had to be conveyed home in a coach.
The cases were postponed until Saturday.

THE ST. MARYS FIRE.

The Business Portion Entirely Swept
Awhy.

But a short time ago Gibson was almost
wiped out of existence by the fire fiend.
Il luck seems to haunt that side of the
river for now the village of St. Marys is a
heavy sufferer. The fire began on the
morning of Tuesday last in a woodshed in
the rear of Thomas Biden’s dwelling and
spread rapidly.

At one time it was thought that every
building in the place would be swept away,
but by the strenuous exertions of the fire-
men from Fredericton assisted by large
numbers of citizens, and the people of Gib-
son as well, and those of 8t. Marys working
like Trojans the fire was at last got under
control but not until some twenty three
buildings were completely destroyed. The
whole block on the upper side of the ferry
road out to the main road has been burned
completely down and of the lower side of
the ferry road only Winslow Tiley’s store
remains standing on the corner, and burned
down as far as the soap factory which still
remains. Biden’s bakery was the first to
go, then 8. Dayton’s house and shop, and
in three hours from the start of the fire, the
street was in ruins, the flames had gone up
the main road, burning everyihing to Alfred
Haines's residence, and down Jefferey street
to the river licking up almost everything in
its way. Considerable furniture and other
effects were saved, but 2 number lost all
they had. Mr, Dayton’s family lost even
their clothes. The St. Marys firemen did
well with their hand engine, and a detach-
ment from the Fredericton brigade, in
charge of chief engineer Lipsett with the
steamer ‘‘ Alexandra’ went promptly over
to the assistance of the affiicted village and
did excellent work. It was ten o’clock be-
fore the “‘ Alexandria” was called off. It
required strong efforts to save Walter Mec-
Farlane’s hame factory, E. Vanwat’s store
and residence, the soap factory, S. Dayton’s
new warehouse, Alfred Haines’ residence
and Mr. Tilley's drug store. The latter
was severely scorched, and all the goods had
to be removed. Mr. Vanwart’s effects were
also moved out.

It is a most unfortunate thing for the
village that the fire did not get across
Douglas street, and the men who fought
and saved Vanwart’'s building practically
saved the town. Had this building burned,
the handsome new residence and outbuild-
ings of Walter McFarlane must also have
gone. Mr. McFarlane was burnt out about
a year ago, and had his building gone again,
it is very doubtful if he would have re-built,
and his removal from the village would
have taken the greater part of the energy
and business life of the place with it.

The sufferers are rapidly locating them-
selves, and in a short time, it is to be hoped,
the village will begin to be re-built in the
same enterprising spirit that has been
manifested in the case of Gibson. Pos-
sibly when the village is re-built a good
system of fire protection will be inaugur-
ated,

The Ellis Case,

The supreme court on Saturday last
passed sentence upon John V. Ellis, editor
of the 8t. John Globe. The cause in which
the sentence has becn given has been be-
fore the courts now for nearly six years,
and people have almost forgotten why and
when it started. The cause had its origin
in 1887. At that time Judge Steadman pro-
posed holding a recount of the votes cast in
the famous Baird-King election. Judge
Tuck granted an order prohibiting the
holding of the proposed recount.

A severe comment made in the St. John
Globe on this action of Judge Tuck is the
alleged contempt of court of which Mr.
Ellis is guilty. After various postpone-
ments and after an unsuccessful appeal on
the part of the defendant to the supreme
court of Canada, sentence has at last been
passed, and is in effect that Mr. Ellis pay a
fine of $200 and be imprisoned in the county
jail of York county for thirty days and pay
the costs of the proceedings to be taxed as
between attorney and client. Mr. Weldon,
counsel for Mr, Ellis, applied that the sen-
tence be stayed to give the defendant time
to appeal to the privy council; but the
court refused the application and Mr. Ellis
is now confined in jail.

It is understood that Mr. Weldon is going
right on with the appeal, and so the end is
not yet. In the meantime Mr. Ellis, al-
though in jail, is very comfortably fixed
and receives many callers, who on account
of political or friendly feelings have sym-
pathy for him.

No. 274, 1st; white Brahma chicks No.275,
1st; white Leghorn chicks No. 276, 1st,
A visit to his hennery is of interest ; and
if you have an hour to spare in passing he
will show you through. The building is
on dry ground,two feet stone wall, finished
inside to bottom of sill with rocks, then
six inches of gravel; banked outside to
top of sill. House 12x24. In front 10 ft.
posts; back 5 ft. Double boarded with
tar paper between, and shingled. One
window in south-east end 2x4 double,
glass. Inside a walk whole length of
hennery, 3 ft. wide. 'Nest boxes are on
raised floor, and extend six in walk where
eggs are taken. Roosts are over nests on
a A-shaped floor ; droppings fall in troughs
in the walk. Dropping boxes kept half
full of road-dust which absorhs all odors.
A lath petition forms one room 8x12
which is calculated for the rbosters in
winter, and for “ setting” in spring. Mr.
T. thinks its a bad plan to have all to-
gether in laying season. On one side of
walk hangs “tally-board ” on which all
eggs gathered are worked. The owner
takes several poultry magazines; among
them Farm Poultry printed in Boston by
I. 8. Johneon, which he thinks the most
of. “If you wish,” said he, “to learn all
the ins and outs of poultry just read this
publication.” Directly under the win-
dows are “dust baths.”” Feed boxes are
arranged in the side of the sills. Water
founts are fixed in the walk where the
fowls drink, but cannot in any way dirty
the water. He is raising white leghorns
imported from Sand Beach, Michigan, by
John Oldham; brahmas imported from
Rhode Island and Plymonth Rocks from
New Plymouth. He purchased the white
leghorn cock which took first prize at the
provincial exhibition last month from A.
W. Thomas. Nor is his energies confined
to poultry raising alone; but while he be-
lieves in poultry, he also exhibits con-
siderable skill in general farming; he has
turnips that weigh 8 lbs. each ; potatoes a
dozen of which weighed 14 lbs; spring
pigs that weigh 250 1bs; and last but not
least 100 bushel of oats from 4 bushel
sowing. Beat it if you can!

James T. Masten of Campbell Settle-
ment, had 31 turkeys taken last week by
the foxes. There are no foxes (?) in this
