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The Grit papers seem beside
themselves with joy, because on
Tuesday of last week Mr. Laurier,
Leader of the Opposition, held a
meeting in the Windsor Hall,
Montreal, and the hall was filled.
Now, as the Montreal Star points
out, the seating capacity of the
Windsor Hall is about 1,100. In
addition to these there were about
300 on the stage and about 200
ladies in the gallery, making
altogether an audience of about)
1,600 people. When we take into
account that Montreal has a popu-
lation of about 250,000, it will be
scen that the cause for joy is not
very preat. As a matter of fact,
the selection of a hall with the
limited ecapacity of that of the
Windsor, in a city like Montreal,
i3 perhaps as damaging testimony
to the cause which My. ‘Lgurier
and his friends advocate as could
well be imagined, and thewr wild

-~ delight at being able to fill it indi-

cates their state of grave uncer-
tainty.

In the course of his remarks at
the Montreal meeting, Mr. Laurier
drew an analogy hetween Lord
Palmerston and Sir John Mae-
donald. The death of these men,
he said, had been the downfall of
their party. It is difficult to un-
derstand how the most extreme
partisan among his hearers could
regard this as a happy comparison
so far as the Conservative party
in Canada is concerned. No. one
knows better than Mr. Laurier
that the number of Conservative
members in the House of Com-
mons has' increased by about

thirty since the death of Sir John |z

Macdonald. Not only that; they
have, since his lamented death,
suffered severely in losing two of
his successors in the Premiership,
men of cxtraordinary ability; yet
a third one is now in office, havin

at his back the solid and unite

support of the party in Parlia-
ment, and the great majority of
the electorate in the country.
This shows that the success of the
Conservative party does not de-
pend on men, but on principles.
The losses which the party sus-
tained in the removal of its great
leaders is deeply to be deplored,
but the fact that a new leader is
always found ready to step into
the breach, shows the party’s
great resources, and proves that
its basic principles are transmit-
ted, as an undying heritage, from
one leader to another.

No doubt many of those who
went to listen to Mr. Laurier on
that occasion, had hoped to hear
* him make some definite statement
regarding the Grit policy. In
this, as usual, Mr. Laueier’s hearers
were disappointed. It appears
that in a speech in the city of
Winnipeg, during the autumn, the
leader of the Opposition com-
menced a sentence which, it is
supposed, was intended to enunci-
ate something definite on this im-
portant question. It was thought
he might finish the sentence in
Montreal, but he did not. Mr.
Laurier’s argument, as is generally
the case with grit arguments, was

_ of the negative kind. He under-

took to show, from the.census of
1891, that protection had injured
the country.
the population of the country had
increased by 17 per cent. from
1871 to 1881, and by only 11 per
cent. from 1881- to 1891. This,
he claimed, was an evidence that
protection had injured the Domin-
ion. This style of “argument” is
not by any means new. It iscon-
stantly used by Liberal speakers.
Now, it is or was held by the
Grits, that the census of 1881
showed a much larger population
than we had at that time. No
Jess an authority than Mr. Anglin
declared in the House of Com-
mons in 1882 that the population
of Canada was not over 4,000,000
instead of 4,300,000, as shown
by the census; and in this conten-
tion he was backed up by all the
Grits in the House. If this con-
tention was correct, and surely
Mr. Laurier will not dispute it,
the actual increase between 1871
and 1881 was about 11 per cent,
while that from 1881 to 1891 was
over 20 per cent. Consequently,
Mr. Laurier’s argument is al-
together untenable.

———

Supposing, for the sake of argu-
ment, we adwnit Mr, Laurier’s con-
tention regarding the censms, it
does not by any means follow
that the conclusion will be against
protection, as he assumes. If
such argument would hold good
for Canada, it must be valid for
other countries also, and the de-
ductions from such premises would
not always be in accordance with
truth. Indeed, the conclusions
would, in many cases, be such as
the Grits would not by any means
like to admit. Supposing, for in-
stance, we test the prosperity of
free trade England bys the -census
figures of 1881 and 1891,. would
our Opposition friends be willing
accept the conclusions as a fair

of population in England and
Wales for ten years to have been
14.36 per cent., while for the de-
cade ending 1891, the increase
was only 11.66 per cent.

From these figures it will be seen
that under free trade the com-
merce of Montreal, both imports
and exports gradually decre:;?pd,
while under the National Policy
there has been a rapid and regu-
lar increase. The total trade in
1879 was about 48,000,000. Under
the National Policy this had risen
to 97,000,000 in 1893, or over
double what it was when the Grits
went out of power. With the
knowledge of such facts as these
it is difficult to understand what
estimate Mr Laurier placed upon
the intelligence of his audience
when he regaled them with such
stuff as the report of his speech
attributes to him.

We publish elsewhere the - offi-
cial announcement of reduced
freight rates on the steamer Stan-
ley.

The record of the
past fifteen years is one from which the
Liberal Conservatives are not going to
shriock.

Under the same tariff as the
Liberals now propose, the trade of Cnnada'
languished from 1874 to 1878, Bome banks
went under and all felt the strain. Manu-
factures were stopped temporarily or closed
altogether, The couniry’s foreign trade
shrank 25 per cent.

Again I thank you, gentlemen,
and trust that your shadows may never
grow less  (Huathusiastic applause.

Mr. McLean, in his reply, sald that
with Mr. JicDonald, he was so over-
whelme i by the kindness and flattery
of his friencs, as shown at the bangnat
in their honor, that he counid not fiad
words to exyress his thanks and grati-
fication. He was delighted to see
present or this occasion such a strong
representation of the‘r Liberal friends,
for it was a proof that in their case per-
sonal regari is above party differences
of opinion. The first political speech
that he had ever delivered had been
called forth by the circumstances of the
country at ihe time of the great com-
mercial depression of 1877-78.  He fe
then that almost any other policy than
that which then existed in Canada
would opsrate to the advantage of the
country. The National Policy has,
since then, been the policy of the party
which he had supported in and out of
Parliament—:he party then placed in
power by the psople. With what re-
sul{? The mining and industrial in-
terésts of il.e neighboring Provinces
have been developed, and under the
operation of ;he tariff, we have been
enabled to finl there a good market for
the greater part of our produce. While
oats i8 quoted at 294 cents in Cuicago it
is sold for 45 cents in Halifux. (Ap
plause) Interprovincial trade has
been promoted and the Provincial
markets greaily strengthened. The
National Policy has benefited the farmer
in these ways. It reduces the compe-
tion from outside. By building up in-
dustrial communities in the cities, it
enlarges the home market for Canadian
farm produce. It helps the export
trade. A few figures from the official
trade and navigation returns of Canada
will show the truth of these conten:
tions. In 1878, the last year of a free
trade tariff in Canada, the net quantity
of oats imported for consumption = as
2,071,513 bushels of the value of $565,-
141, while in 1893 the importation for
consumption was only 44,264 bushels of
the value of $i9,886. The Canadian
farmers had under the protective
system the benefit not only of a larger
markst at home, but of relief from the
depression in prices to which open
competition with American oats expos-
ed them. In 1878 there were 1,518,703
bushels of American wheat, and 311-
707 barrels of American flour consumed
in the Dominion, as cempared with a
consumption of 9,069 bushels and
34,507 barrels in -the last fiscal year;
abd so on throughout the list, the
fizures in det:il of imports from th:
United Btates for consumption being:—

Nor is the full measare - of the gain to
Canadian farmers from the National Poiicy
by any means <xhibited by these statistics.
Since ‘1878 ' th: town _population of the
Dominion has incressed by 850,000, and
the market for provisions and breadstuffa
thus created has been supplied wholly by
the agricalturists of Canada, who were
able, moreover, to export surplus products
to the value of $53,786,000 in 1893, as
compared with an export of only $32,028,.
600 in 1878. In respect to, oats the tariff
has operated to the exclusion of the Am-
erican oats from Qatario, the demand in
Oantario besng supplied from Quebec, and
the oats of Prince Edward Island being
ralieved,. to a great extent, from the
competition of the Upper Proviaces in the
markets of Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick. He(Mr, McLean) had entered
politics as a ;business man leoking for a
market ; ‘and, having listened to the
i jons in Parli t and learned by
practical experience, he had ended by
being a supporter of the National Policy
from the conviction that it was best for

‘tho interests of Canada as a whole as well |

as of those of the Maritime Provinces and
this Island. It is not in respect to the
tariff only .that the National Policy has
benefited the farmers. The government
are under it enabling the farmers to change
their o!d and ruinous system of farming
for a pew and better one without costing
them & cent. The government has, for
instaoce, sent trained men into thia
Province and promoted the manufacture
of eheese of a uniform high quality, which
commands the highest price in the British
market With what result? In one
single shipment last fall, as part of the
cargo of a single steamer, we ghipped and
sent away $75,000 worth of cheese—equal
to 250,000 bushels of oats, which would
fill ten square rigged vessels, each carrying
25,000 bushels. (cheers). 1f some of our
people were to see ten square rigged
vessels leaving our ports in the fall, they
would say the good old times had come
back again. Bul we have obtained for one
shippment of cheése an amount of money
equalo the value of the cargoes of ten
square rigged vessels. And this is not
all. Tby whole dairy output of this
Province, last -year, amounted to about
$100,000, and there is room yet for a
greater "development "in respect to both
butter and cheese. We can have forty
cheese factories just as well as ten, and
manufacture ten timses as much cheese as
we do to day. (Applause.) Last sgession
the tariff was modified in some respects
the principal of the National Policy being
well adbered to. when the Hon, Mr.
Foster brou%hb down his tariff bill, it was
found that the duty on perk had been
changed to one of 25 per cent. The result
was  that  deputations  comprising
hundreds of Ontario farmers came to
Ottawa and represented -that under the
ad valorem duty the cheap pork of ths
Ugited States would be admited into,
Canada to the atter ruin of onr pork
interests [t was pointed out that when
pork was $20 a barrel the duty would
not be needed, and when it was $10 a
barrel the ad valorem duty of 25 per cent
would not be sufficient; and upon these
representatons the Minister of Finance
restored the duty of 2 cents per pound
with the consent practically, of both
sides of the. humse (Applause.) Very
seldom in the history of any country has
death removed from any party three such
able statesmen as the Liberal Conservative
party has lust within the last few years.
But that party isso proflicate of able
men the present Premier will command
the respect and support of a large majority
in parliament and the country. The re-
spect entertained for Sir John Thompson
by the members of Parliament on both
sides was wonderful. An old member
had been asked what he thought was the
difference between tha fleadership of Sir
John MeDonald and Sir John Thompson.
The reply was that there was no hole out
of which Sir John McDonald could not
lead his party, but Sir John Thompson
never put us into a whole. (Laughter.)
8Sir McKenzie Bowell, whose recent honors
resulted from his mssterly management
of the matter ef the Intercolonial Confer-
ence, would, he believed maintain, as
Premier the respect and confidence which
he has gained ina long ' political career.
His great experience as Minister of Cus-
toms and Minister of;Trade and Commerce
has made him the highest authority in
Caoada concerning fiscal questions. He is
the man for the hour. The man who will
lead the House of Commons—Hon George
E Foster—has proved himself to be one
of the ablest Finance Ministers that this
country has ever known, 8ir C, H, Tup-
per, the Minister of Justice is as firm as a
rock and bright as a shilling. Men of
such ability and experience as Angers
and Haggard, OQuimet and Costigan. with
Mr Dickey and Dr Montague and our own
representative in the cabinet, Hon. &en-
ator Fergudon, make up a Government
which ought to, and whizh will, command
the confidence of the country, (Applause)
Mr. McLean concluded by saying that
he would, in any event, always feel
grateful to his Liberal Conservative frends
for their support and for the honor they
dia him this evening, and by expressing
also, his thanks to his Liberal friends for
the personal honor they had done him, in
being present at this sumptuous banquet.

After the applause which fol-
lowed Mr. McLeans speech subsided,
the chairman rose and proposed the
toast of the Lieut.-Governor This
was dronk with all the honors, and re-
sponded to by Richard Hunt, E«q. He
referred to his long scquaintance with
Lieut.-Governor Howlan, both in busi.
ness and otherwise. He always found
him a first class man. As a man,a
politician and a representative of the
Crown he discharged the duties
Ldevolving upon him in the most satis-
| factory manner. In discharing the
social duties incumbent apon him as
the holder of the gabernatorial office, he
could scarcely be surpassed. 3

“The Senate and the House of Com-
mons” was responded to by Dr. Muttart
and Mr. James McIsaac. The former
8poke of his experience as a member of
the House of Commons, and referred
with pride to the fact that during the
time he held!a seat there, some of the
most important acts were passed. He
bore testimony to the generous co-
opération of his colleague, Mr. McDon-
ald, one of the guests of the evening,
whom he ever found ready to work for
the northern side of the district.

Mr. Melsaac pointed out the number
of great men who had held seats in the
Dominion Pariiament, aud said that it
had attracted, does attract and is likely
to atiract the best minds in the country.
Althcugh but a quarter of a century
old, the Parliament of Canada was
composed of a body of men that would
do credit to any country in the world.

The toast of ‘‘the L cal Legislature”
was responded to by Cyrus Shaw, Esq.,
A, who delivered a vigorous
speech, regarding the presesent make
up of our Legislature.

J. C Underbay, {Esq., responded to
the toast of ““Agricultare.” e re.erred
to the improvements in the modes of
living among the farmers, and dwelt
it some lengthon the advantages arising
trom the dariying industry. For this,
special credit was due the Dominion
Government, and particularly to Prof.
Robertson.

and success of the Canadians engaged
0 developing them. He was followed
nyJ. G. 8t rns, E q., who referred,
with eloquence and enthusiasm, to the

“The Professions” was responded to
oy Dr. Taylor, Mr. J A Matheson, of
Georgetown and Mr, A A McLean.
Dr. Taylor said that, as a member of
the noble profession of medicine, and
ne who was proud of being a Liberal,hs
nad come t> enjoy himself, and to do
hooor to the guests of the even ng. He
complimen’ed the previois speakers
upon the fact that while they had
strongly - upheld their principles and
advocated the interest of the coantry (as
it was their duty te do) they had said no
word Yo offend the feelings of their politi=
cal opponents who were presenst e wus
oot personally acquainted with Mr. Mca
Donald whom he beiieved to bean hanorable
gentleman; but he was proud to number
Mr. McLean among his personal triends,
oné  whom he loved and respected as a
highly honorable man.

Making of a Missionary.

The Rev. A. P. Doyle, C. S. P.,
editor of the Catholic World Mag-
azine, has written the following inter-
esting article for the Outlook of New
York, a leading Protestant paper of

the United States.
* The Paulist Fathers, on missions
given by them in various parts of the
country during the past year, have
preached and administered the
sacraments to over one hundred
thousand souls by -actual count.
Other religious communities engaged
in the same work to the number of
seven, and, because they have a larger
number of available workers, the
aggregate audience of the year of each
band of missionaries was proportion-
ately larger. It may be said, then,
without exceeding the limits of a
most conservative statement, that
eight hundred thousund adult Cath-
olics participated in the fruits of
the preaching in what may be called
the home mission field during the
last year.. This work has been going
on for two score years in this coua-
try. When we understand what a
far-reaching and  thorough-going
agency for spicitual betterment a
single mission is, we can readily ap-
preciate what a tremendous influence
the system of missions exe:ts in the
lives of the Catholic people.

You wish to know something of
the methods of preaching on these

is smothered, the last shackle of evil
habit struck off, aad the last obstacle
to a clean life surmounted. An easy
thing is it to generate in a man’s soul
a simple - desire for a, holy life, but
such desires are still-born, especially
among those who are sodden with
vice and immorality. They never
eventuate into actual life. But

through the excruciating self-examina-

Little
wonder then, that a mission in a
parish is often a complete spiritual
renovation. From the opening
sermon that sounds the deep keynote
of penance; all through the ‘services,
early morning and-late at night, 'to
the closing discourse, when with eyes

way homewards, with hearts filled
with religious joy, a good 'mission

erring prodigal, of lifting up the
standards of morality—in
renewing the spiritual
parish.

Work of this kind, especially when
it includes preaching in large crowded
churches, night after night, in a most
earnest, vigorous way and then preach-
ing in tBe morning at 5 o'clock, and
spending the hours between sitting
in the close confessional for ten hours
a day, listening to the tales of sin,
must of necessity be very ;wearing on
the missionary ; but the consolations
of the work far out-weigh his labors.
The spectacle of a throng of bard-
featured, horny-handed men, some of
whom one knows have been soaked
with all . manner of vice, attending
the services with punctuality, short-
ening the hours of sleep and coming
out in the cold of a winter’s morning
two hours before the sun'is up,
listening to the ‘preaching of “the
great ' truths ‘of salvation, weeping
like children, when their hearts are
touched, ready to do any penance,
laboring to secure the means of perse-
verence in a good life, is a reward
more than ample for tenfold labor.
Then the holy consolation of the
weary hours in the confessional, the
ecstatic thauks of the shrivén sinner,
the homely and plain-spoken, but
honest expression of self-abasement,
the readiness to make any sacrifice to
secure the pérmanent friendship with
God —possibly no life bas pleasanter
memories or sweeter consolations
than the inner life of a hard-working
missionary . ;

A part of the diabolical scheme of
