The appointment of an ad­
ditional teacher in the Model 
School has made it possible to 
give more attention than ever 
in the past to the professional 
side of the work of the student 
teachers in attendance at 
Prince of Wales College,

The Government has had 
under consideration for some 
time the obtaining of better 
and cheaper school books and 
school supplies and arranging 
for their distribution, so that 
the pupilsin even the remotest 
schools may have no difficulty 
in obtaining all needed school 
equipment. You will be asked 
to consider the best means of 
securing these results.

The development of Fox 
farming has continued it an- 
increasing ratio. The specially 
favourable conditions of dim 
»te, sail and expert knowledge 
in the breeding of Silver foxes 
has led to a marvellous growth 
of this industry to the great 
profit of the breeders and of 
the Province generally.

The introduction of Kara- 
kule sheep breeding promises 
to make an important ad 
dition to the industries of our 
Province.

The oyster fisheries, which 
had once been prolific, were 
by overfishing, want of ade 
quate protection and by the 
increase of star fish, verging 
on extinction, now promise to 
become a great source of pro. 
vincial wealth and in time to 
give profitable and continuous 
employment to large numbers 
of our citizens.

An Interprovincial Confer 
ence was held in Ottawa in 
October last at which every 
Province in Canada was 
represented. Several of the 
questions considered were of 
the first importance, and we 
confidently hope that as a 
result of the presentation of 
claims before this Conference 
and the Government of Can­
ada, full justice will be done. 
The official report ol the pro­
ceedings will be laid before 
you.

The Fiftieth Anniversary 
of the first Confederation Con 
Terence to be celebrated here 
during the present ^year will 
mark a period of the first 
importance to all Canada. It 
will particularly mark the ful­
filment of the Confederation 
agreement by linking up this 
Island with the transportation ! 
system of Canada and the im­
proved financial terms and 
conditions which at length 
haz'd put this Province on a 
solvent and progressive basis 
in the Confederation,

A Joint Stock Companies’

time in session assembled, beg 
leave to offer our humble 
thanks to Your Honour for 
the gracious speech with when 
Your Honour has been pleas­
ed to open the present ses­
sion.”

Mr. Prowsé supported his 
motion in an exaustive speech. 
Refering to the first paragraph 
in the speech which emphasiz 
ed the prosperity of the Pro 
vince during the past year, he 
said our farming and fishing 
industries are a source of great 
wealth, much of it not yet de 
veloped. Although much had 
already been accomplished in 
this direction, he considered 
that we were just entering on 
a period of remarkable de 
velopment. Referring to the 
high cost of living, he pointed 
out that the farmers were now 
receiving greater prices for 
their products than ever be­
fore. As to the fisheries, he 
showed that remarkable ad 
vancement had been m ide in 
the prosecution thereof. The 
introduction of motor boats in 
to our coast fisheries had 
multiplied many fold the vol­
ume of this industry. Re­
garding the paragraph in the 
speech expressing pleasure at 
the return to this Dominion of 
their Royal Highnesses the 
Duke an 1 Duchess of Con­
naught, he felt sure it aroused 
an enthusiastic response in 
every loyal heart. It was 
something to be extremely 
proud of that we were citizens 
of this great Dominion, a 
member of the. great world 
wide Biitish Empire. To 
live here and have for our 
Governor-General the son of 
the beloved Queen Victoria, 
wos a happy privilege. He 
co isiderel that we were high­
ly privileged to be citizens of 
this Province, which was 
bound, he felt sure, to bÇfcome 
in every respect the most de- 
irable part of the Dominion 

to live in. Our agricultural 
outlook was the highest and 
the financial assistance grant 
ed by the Federal Govern 
ment had already effected re 
markable advancement, and 
the various courses inaugural 
ed in the different departments 
are opening up unanticipated 
lines of development and im­
provement. He considered 
the idea put forward by the 
Government to tender the 
oyster mud fertilizer easy of 
acquisition to our farmers, a 
matter of great importance. 
Taking up the question of 
education, he reviewed the 
operations of the past quarter 
of a century. Our schools, 
he pointed out, had deterior 
ated; but the present Govern- 
me it had changed all that, 
and now we have better 
schools and better teachers, 
and greater intesest is taken 

education by the people*“■ muer ma:- m education by t 
ters that may be submitted to generally. There is now a

feefing of satisfaction and 
stability regarding this im­
portant question. The fox 
farming, he said, as all knew 
had made marvelous advance­
ment during the past year. 
He said it was needless to 
point out that this was the 
greatest industry ever inau­
gurated in this Province. The 
oyster industry has been 
brought by the present Gov­
ernment, from a state of de­
terioration to a most profitable 
calling, and one from which 
our revenues are considerably 
enhanced. Coming to the 
paragraph regarding the cel- 
ebration'of the first confedera 
tioa conference, to be held in 
this Province during the pre­
sent year, he expressed the 
hope that the celebration 
would be a grand success. ,,It 
was something in which every 
Islander should feel deeply in­
terested. It was no small 
distinction for our Province to 
be the cradle of (JanadianCon- 
federation. The solution of 
the question of continuous 
communication with the main­
land; a consummation devout­
ly to be wished, was now in 
sight. He n xt reviewed the 
financial history of our Pro­
vince for the past twenty 
years. Our financial condition 
had been gradually growing 
worse and worse until we had 
arrived almost at financial 
bankruptcy. All this had now 
been changed. We have suf­
ficient revenue to carry on our 
public business, and the era 
of deficits has ceased. The 
Conservative party of this 
Province have effected this 
improved financial condition. 
To them the credit must be 
given. Our condition, since 
the advent of the present Con­
servative Government, had 
been so improved that a spirit 
of optimism has permeated our 
people.

Mr. L. L. Jenkins seconded 
the address. He thought the 
paragraph in the speech, em­
phasizing our agricultural 
prosperity, was truer now than 
ever before in the speech of 
any previous Lieutenant Gov­
ernor. He consid ired that 
we should feel thankful to the 
present Government at Ottawa 
for the great interest they 
have taken in the Maritime 
Provinces, instead of pouring 
a1! the money into the west, 
as had been custom ary under 
the late Liberal Federal Gov 
e-nment. Mr. Jenkins ad­
dressed himself briefly to the 
different paragraphs of the 
speech. Regarding the beef 
industry, he considered it 
might be much improved. It 
was not right that beef cattle 
should be imported from On 
tario to this agricultural coun­
try, as. was largely going on 
at present. We should have 
more manufactures in our 
midst. The sum of over $26,- 
000 receivad from the Federal 
Government last year in aid 
of our agricultural industry, 
was most generous and had 
bsen of incalculable benefit to 
that industry here. Improve­
ments had been effected; in 
every branch of our agricul­
tural industry. He consider 
ed that great improvements 
had been effected in all de­
partments of our educational 
system. He considered the 
Maritime Provinces and es­
pecially Prince Edward Island 
far the best part of Canada.

Mr. Richards, Leader of 
the Opposition, commenced to 
speak at 4.50. After com­
plimenting the mover and 
seconder of the address, he 
entered upon a general criti­
cism of the Government’s 
policy. At 5 40 he moved 
the adjournment of the de­
bate. The House then ad­
journed to Monday 16th.

Ottawa, March 9.—Bankers 
lawyers, doctors, dentists, under­
takers, barbers, newspapermen 
merchants," hotel keepers and al­
most every class of business and 
profession is represented in the 
pay sheets of the Trent Valley 
Canal.

The name “Bessie Butler"occurs 
often. She is a vessel. She was 
christened on the canal and “Mc­
Clellan’s daughter went to the 
christening and carried a bouquet. 
Mr. Blade, a Peterboro florist,sup­
plied ' the flowers. He was paid 
by being put on the pay roll as a 
laborer until the account was wip 
edoff. There was a funeral also 
and McLellan ordered a wreath to 
show the grief of the canal em­
ployees. Mr. Blade was paid for 
the wreath in the same way. His 
name appears at other times for 
similar “labor.”

Hotel-keepers were paid for 
board at their hotels by being put 
on the pay sheets as laborers 
Among them were A. B. Spillman 
Hastings; A. G. Lawless, Lakefield| 
and Bob Caygeon, W. W. Darcy, 
Burleigh; Hector Campbell, Kirk- 
field, Q. N. Graham, Peterboro 
Patrick Hogan, Peterboro, and 
others.

Peterboro business men seem to 
have rioted in the graft and 
amongst the names of these 
“laborers” W. F. Nelson, who con­
ducts a typewriting offic», D. Me 
Kercher, veterinary surgeon, W. 
H. Hamilton, grocer; T. Lane, 
furniture dealer; A. Gibson, jewel 
1er; W. P. Nelson, broker: W. H. 
Robinson, proprietor of the Times’ 
newspaper; E. Singer, second hand 
store keeper; Ozias Laplante, law­
yer; H. S. McDonald, druggist; D- 
Driman, furniture dealer; S. Oke. 
fruit merchant; Harry Long, con­
fectioner; H. Garney, barber; W. J- 
O’Brien, grocer; and R M. Roy 
photographer.

For Family Portraits
Fenelon Falls folk had a bite 

off the juicy apple of “laborers’’ 
also. Some of these were W. Bur- 
goyne, grocer; J. H. Staunton, 
photographer, and R Young, 
Young’s Point.

Cornell University had a repre­
sentative on the job in the person 
of an undergraduate who was en­
tered as a “laborer” to pay for 
some nice photos he took of the 
McClellan family and their friends.

Vincent Eastwood, manager of 
the Royal Bank of Peterboro, is 
down as a laborer, but the account 
for which he was responsible could 
not be found. A Carr is admitted 
to be an assumed name and got 
$300, but nebody knows who got 
it. And now we come to another 
class of “work." F. Sandy G. T- 
R. station agent at Peterboro, is 
down on the pay roll as a carpen­
ter. This was to pay for a special 
train to take some rooters to Fen­
elon Falls to hear Hon. Geo. P 
Graham, Hon. J. R. Stratton’s 
name turns up here. He was a 
laborer of the late Ontario admin 
istration along with Mr. Graham.

For Pleasure Cruises.

McClellan got a telephone in, 
and he paid for it by entering the 
agent of the Bill Telephone at 
Paterboro, F. W. Doan in the pay 
Toll as a laborer, He had lots of 
parties on the Bessie Butler, and 
for five or six years Geoffrey 
O'Brien, grocer, Peterboro, suppli 
ed the good things, For this he 
drew from $15 to $50 per month; 
For three years Patrick J. Kenny, 
liquor seller, Paterboro, supplied 
the drink, and he was paid $600. 
This was only for pleasure trips, 
although $25 or $30 worth of 
liquor was purchased also when 
the vessel was ont of commission 
in winter, and for one notable 
Christmas. For this a long suffer 
ing country paid.
