Baby's Knltted Socks.

Materiala for one pair :—One ounce of
single Beclin wool, one yard of narrow
pink or blue ribbun, two tine steel ueed-
les.
This sock tits well and is easy to make.
It 18 knitted upin two needles backward
and forward. Cast on 22 stitches and
knit 22 rows, bat 1ncrease once at the
end of every other row on the right side
of the work so that there are 33 stitches
in the 22ud row Now cast off 28
stitches and kuit 12 rows, increasing one
stitch at the end of every other row ; now
12 more rows, decreasing oue stitch st
the end cf every other row ; this forms
the toe,  Cast on 28 stitches on the samne
needle, and knit 22 rows, decreasing one
stitch at the-end of every other row, and
cast ctf. Pick up the 63 stitches on the
upper part of shoe, and knit 20 rows,
alternately two plain aud two purl rows,
lecreasing one stitch on each side of the
12 stitches in every other row, which
forms the toe nnd front of sock. Kuit
14 rows of two plain, two purl stiiches
alternately, then three open rows with
one plain row between, three times oyer.
Tlhie open rows are worked as follows:
(*) purl 2 together, purl 1, make 1, re-
peat tfrom (¥), three plain rows, cne open
row, one plain row, and cast cff. The
sock is sewed together down the back cf
the leg, the ceutre of the sole, aud the
point 1a juiued like a gusset to form che
toe.

¢ECTS OF WIDESPREAD INTEREST..

Concerning the: Corn Crop—The Chief In-
sects That Affect the Growing Plant.
The Modes Practiced in Different Seo-
tions for Harvesting Corn.

Wiile the products of the corn erop are
of mors importance to the country at
large than those of wheat, nothing like
the same anxiety is felt about it in ad-
vanco as the time of harvesting draws
near. - Corn, which is native to America,
says The New York World, has so
many excellencies that in enumerating
tlier) some are liable to be ovérlooked.
Armong them, and not the least, is the
fact tnat the gathering of the grain may
be Celayed or greatly neglected without
very scrious loss, while with the other
coreais, especially with wheat, no delay
can be tolerated, and, when threatened
with ruast, neglact for a couple of days
way causo a loss of the crop.

The plant also accommodates itself to
diflcrent soils and climates, growing rap-
idly in the shorter seasons of the north-
ern states and lengthening its time of
growth as well as the length of its stalk
in the longer summers of the west and
south. It does not succumb easily to un-
favorablo seasons, and with anything like
proper cillture rarely fails of making at
least n moderate crop. Pesides this, it is
but seldom seriously affected by disease
or insect pests. Of the mzaladies that af-
fect other cereals there is ono that occa-
sionally appears in this and deserves to
be guorded against before it bscomes
more generally prevalent. This is a fun-
gous growth, or kind of puffy excrescence
attached to the stalk that deems akin to
the smut in wheat and other grains, and
if loft to develop and mature is quite cer-
tain to increase from year to year. To
prevent this these pufly balls should be
removed and completely destroyed as soon
as they anpear, and seed from infected
fields showld not be used. Where: the
scedd is at all suspected it slould be
washed in a solution of lime and salt, or
salt and copperas strong enough to de-
stroy the smut germ without injuving the
vitality of the grain.

The chief insect affecting the corm
plant, especially in the prairio states, is
the chinch bug, and from the July report
of the Ghio experiment station it is learned
that it is pow injuricusly abundant in
ceriain counties in that state. It is also
reported as destructive in Illinois and
other states. This is essentially a dry
weather insect. The spring brood is
largely developed in the wheat fields, and
when tlre wheat harvest is over and the
supply of food in that quarter is ex-
bausted, the bugs, usually only partly
grown and without wings, migrate to
adjacent corn fields on foot. Among the
various summer remedies suggested are
plowing the stubble ground as soon as
tho wheat i3 harvested, burning the stub-
ble, killing with kerosene emulsion, trap-
ping in furrows, ete. Probally the most
electual way of protacting a corn field
fram invasion is to cut five or six rows of
eorn from the side exposed and plow half
e dozen furrows, leaving one deep one in
theo-center, with the perpendicular side of
tho furrow next the corn. Iunto this the
wmigrating insects will fall, where they can
be covered lightly with straw or auy in-
flammable material and cremated.

Tho manner in wiiich corn is harvested
varies greatly in different parts. of the
ecantry. In a few sections the leaves be-
Tow ihic cars are first stripped off while
green, and tucked in small handfuls be-
tween the stalks of a hill to dry, when:
they arc gathered into larger bunshes.and
stored away, making a small amount of
the best possible corn fadder. Afterward
the tops aro cut off just above, the ears
and cured in small shocks, leaving the
bare stalks standing to support and ripen
the ears. Where this topping is done: be-
fore the earis well out of the milk and the
grain has hardened it raust tosome extent
rob the latter of nourishment, of which et
tliis period a large proportion. comes from
tho sup in the top.

The wmost genecal and the hotter plan is
to ent the stalks later on & little above
she grouyd, and stand them up in shacks
to cure. In this way the whole of the
fodder is secured and the grain gets the
benefit of the sap already in the stalk,
besides absorhing additional’ matter from
the atmosphere. From eighty toene hun-
dred hiils muay be put in a shock, which
should be tied around with coarse twine
two-thirds of the way from the ground to
prevent the looso stalks from being blown

Last year an effort was made to

straighten out the anornalies which exist

on the fisheries question, and 'an ar-

rangement was come to between the

plemipotentiaries who had the matter in

hand. The treaty agreed to was recent-

ly submitted to Congrees, and was re-

fused ratification by the Republican ma-

jority in the Senate, on a purely partisan
vote, President Cleveland’'s message
tor vetaliation was then prepared and

submitied, but at the time of writing it
would seem that the additional powers
asked for by the President will not be
granted by the Republican majority io
the Senate.

That is the substance of the case in a
nutshell, and why our confreres should
wax eloguently wrathy over the matter
is something we cannot understand. If
the old treaty worked ageinst the inter-
ests of the American tishermen, and
Brother Jonathan was getting the worst
of the bargain, it was right and proper
that a new one sheuld be arranged. This
was the opinion of the British and
American Governments when the Fish-
eries Commission was appointed last
year. If, after a new treaty had been
agreed to by the Commissioners, it was
rejected by a majority of the Senate, on
purely partisan grounds, emall blame
can attach to the President if he seeks
other metkods to neutralize the efforts of
his opponents to make party capital out
of the rejection of the treaty.

At present Canada is all right and its
interests cannot be materially interfer-
red with, but & hot pot has been set a-
boiling over om the other side of the
line,which will not cool «ff until after the
Presidential election. President Cleve-
land has shown that he is able to check-
mate the plans of his opponents, and
that on no oecasion and under no circum-
stances will he hesitate to do so.

But there is another phase of this
question to which we wculd like to direct
the attention of cur readers. Away
bagk 1n 1878 the cry, ‘‘Canada for Cana-
dians,” was raised by the Conservative
party, and the leaders and rank and file
have almost shouted themselves hoarse
from that day to this. Now, if the
worst resulte possible were to obtain from
the President’'s retaliatory message, a
system of non-intercourse commercially
would prevail between Canada and the
United States. In that case Canada
would be for Canadians, and the states-
men ana their followers who raised the
shibboleth would have 1eason to rejoice
that at last a system of exclusion pre-
vailed that would certainly give them
complete control of their own markets,
so far as non-intercourse with the States
was concerned. If a prohibitory tariit
is right which kesps out a large portion of
necessaryartic'esso that local manufactur-
ers may be secured from foreign competi
tion,surely non-intercourse commercially
between Canada and the Uunited States
ought not to vex the epirits of the re-
strictionists.

If the present discnssion of the ques
tion of retaliation does nothing more
than open the eyes of the restrictionists
on both sides of the line to the fact that
the interests of the two countries run on
similar lines, and that the closer the
commercial relations between them the
better will it be for both, we will not
have cause to regret the action of Presi-
dent Cieveland in making his retaha-
tory meesage a subject fur debate at the
present juncture.

HE HAS THE RIGHT END.

Daring his recent successful northern
tour Mr. Thurman, the Democratic can-
didate for Vice President of the United
States, confined hi:nself almost exclu-
sively to a discuseion of the tariff, and
satisfuctorily showed that the keeping up
of the war-tax was 1vunical to the in-
terests of the teiiers of the land.

President Olevelands Bold Move

V/ashington, Sept. 34, 1888.
The rejection by the Chinese Govern-
ment of the new OChinese treaty, which
was recently racified by the Senate, has
not created even a ripple upon the sur-
face of affsirs here. No official notice of
the rejection has yet been received by
the State Department, but the news is
considered authentic. Sanators and
representatives frem the Pacitic coast,
who are more directly interested in the
question c¢f Chinese immigration than
those from other sections of the country,
express no regret on account of the re-
jection, as the most of them believe that
legislation furnishes the best remedy for
tho evil. It is extremely probable that
as soon as the official notice is placed be-
fore Congress both parties will begin a
headlong race to see which can get up
the most stringent measure to keep out
the Chinese. The opinion seems to be
general here that the rejection of the
treaty was brought about througb Brit-
ish influence. . Mr Cleveland's good
luck has not attended him in his treaties,
One week he hasa treaty with England
rejected by the Senate, and the next the
treaty with China, which had been ac-
cepted by the Senate, is rejected by the
Chinese.

Mr Cleveland and his fishing party
slept in tenta during their three duys’
stay in the Virginia mountains.
