Street Names in the Metropolis Pique
the Imagination.

To the man who has read a little
history, and whose imagination is
slightly bigger than his hat, the
streets of London are like the chap-
ters in a tremendously long, fascin-
ating romance written, in collabor-
ation, by all the writers of romance,
from Geoffrey Chaucer of ~Maurics
Hewlett. It is, of course, unfortu-
nate that im most cases the writing
on the walls has been rubbed out, as
it were. Only the titles of the chap-
ters remain in the names of the
streets. But, after all, if one has
read Chaucer and Shakespeare and
Walter Scott, and a few old historirs
of London, one._can ‘fill up the text
out of one's imagination and memory,
writes Philip Gibbs in the Graphic.

These street names are like chap-
ter headings which suggest that most
exciting adventures, full of blood and
mystery, or of love and romance, or
of tragedy and comedy, or of pomp
and pageantry. The strangest char-
acters of history come slinking or
swaggering along when.the name of a
London street gives the title to a new
chapter. And many old ghosts jostie
the living people on the pathway
when a few letters at a street corner
turn the key in the clockwork of one’s
brain.
the strangest contrasts, by the queer-
est incongruities, so that one laughs
aloud, to the confusion of the pass-
ersby, for thesg street names play
the most curious tricks with what one
is pleased to ecall one’s imagination.

FAMILIES IN ENGLAND?

Although he would be a bold maa
who would attempt to decide which
are the cleverest families in England,
it is a safe and easy matter to point
out a dozen families which, in brain-
power, stand head above all rivals;
and high on the list one would cer-
tainly put the Pollocks, one of whom
has recently been appointed Bishop of
Norwich.

Famous Strand Saddler.

‘When David Pollock, the Strand
saddler, led his bride to the altar
while the third George was King, he
little dreamt that he was to be be-
come the founder of one of the ablest
families in Europe. Of David’'s sons,
the eldest became Sir David, Chief
Justice of Bombay; the second, Sir
Jonathan, graduated as Chief Baron
s‘013 the Exchequer and a baronet;
while George, his third son, died a
deld-marshal, a baronet, and a G.C.B.

In the next generation one Pollock,
Sir Charles, was a Baron of Excheg-
uer; and another, Sir William, was
Senior Master of the Supreme Court;
while the third generation of the
saddler’s descendents includes Sir
Fredrick Pollock, one of the greatest
jurists in Europe, and Walter Her-
ries Pollock, the well-known lawyer
and man of letters.

In addition to these men of mark,
each generation has produced mean
who have been or are brilliant orna-
ments of the law, the Army, and medi-
cine; . and -fo-day no fewer .than fif-
teen Pollocks figure in “Who’s Who,’
of whom eight are clever lawyers,
three are clergymen (one a bishop),
two are soldiers, four are authors,
three are baronets, and two are M.P.
Distingnished in Church and State.

For centuries, ever since the great
Lord Burleigh’s day, the Cecil family
Las produced an almost unbroken
sequence of clever men, not the least
notable of whom have flourished in
our own time——the late Marquess of
Salisbury, Mr. . A. J. Balfour(Premiers
both), Lord Hugh and Robert Ceeil,
and others of great ability if of less
fame.

[ Mary, Devonshire, was
of another very clever
Coleridges. Among its
guished members have
the -poet, and his b:.iilliant children,
Hartley and Sara. John, the
poet’s nephew, was a judge of the
High Court; bhis son was Lord Coler-
idge, Lord Chief Justice of England:
and his grencson is to-day anm orna-
ment of our judical Bench; while of
others Coleridges who have won fame
in various fields the name is legion.

In three generations the Words-
worth family has produced a great
poet and three bishops (of St. An-
drew’s Lincoln, and Salisbury)v in
addition to many learned authors and
ecclesiastics, several of whom are liv-
ing to-day.

This morning we had an opportu-
nity afier a delay protracted for two
months of perusing the specches of
the Minister of Agriculture,
Minster of Agriculture and the Prc-
mier on the Agricultural Bill of last
gsession. The chaff of the first
speech was abundant, the wheat
meagre. The Government policy is
w0 éstablish Agriéultural Societies in
all the districts, and to provide jobs
for three or four men to assist the
people by advice in the carrying on
of their farming. Stock and seed wiil
be distributed to the Societies. The
gecretaryship of the Societies will be
assigned to teachers by seniority, and
ihey will receive $20 a year salary.
It is also proposed to make the study
of agriculture by pupil teachers com-
pulsory, and further, to have it placed
in the syllabus of the C.H.E.” The
" Minister of Agriculture is evident!ys
oblivious of the fact that agriculture
has been on the syllabus of the C.H.E.
for the past fifteen or sixteen years.
Pupil teachers are to be stimulated
to special efforts by the offer of six
prizes of $20 each. One thousand
sheep, 50 bulls and 150 pigs are to be
distributed to the Societies.” The Min-
ister also mentioned that the Govern-
ment would import a machine to
" thresh oats.

It must
have been apparent to. everyone who
lives in, or visits, the West End of the
town, that the junction of the Water-
ford Bridge and Topsail Roads at this
point-is dangerously narrow, and that
it is greatly for the benefit of the city
that this house should be removed
and that the ground occupied by it
and that in front of it should become
part of the street. Only those who
live in the West End, perhaps; are
aware of the extent to which the
traffic over the Waterford Bridge and
Topsail Roads and leading into the
town at this point has increased of
late years, and the narrowness of
these roads and the steepness of the
Topsail Road near the junction
becoming yearly more dangerous. The
arguments in favor of the. purchase
of this property by the city become
plain upon a mere sight of the local-
ity. Now if the Council should per-
mit a new and improved building to
be erected in this place, it will be-
come almost impossible for the city
at any future time to purchase this
property, for the improvement will
materially enhance its value, and in
the event of a.purchase the city wiil
reap no advantage from the expense
incured in perpetuating an obstruc-
tion to the highway. A petition is
being presented to the Council pray-
ing that it will take steps, either to
acquire this property now, or take
such action as shall prevent its being
impossible to acquire it in the future.
The matter deeply concerns the city,
and I beg that you will use your
influence to impress upon the Council
the necessity of dealing with the mat-
ter promptly and energetically and in
such fashion as shall conserve the in-
terests of the publie, and still do no
injustice to the owner and occupier of
this land.

The N.S. S. & C
Company’s Exhibit.

The rich specimen of its iron mine
at Bell Island, which the Nova Scotia
Steel & Coal Co. contributes to our
colonial exhibit will prove a most in-
teresting feature in the Newfohdland
Court at the Festival of Empire. It is
a core from the hematite beds of the
Wabana mte and shows the rare
mineral qualities of the Company’s
possessions, it is doubtful indeed if
any mine in the world can excell it.

The case .in which the core is set
ul- is an excellent piece of workman-
ship and will do credit to our native
artisans. Its design is obelisk
(Cleopatra’s needle) and on its base
is incised and gilded the following:—

“Diamond drill core showing upper
14 ft. of lower red Hematite bed in the
submarine areas of the Nova Scotia
Steel and Coal Co. Ltd., Wabana, New-
foundland. Drilled March 10th 1910,

Note—This section is secured at a
point 1050 ft. below sea level and
5,600ft. out to sea, or north from the
place where the submarine slopes
pass under the water.

The bed is protected here by 8756ft
of solid rock cover, consisting princi-
pally of shales interbounded with thin
beds of sandstones. The total thick-
ness of the bed is from 20 to 30ft.”

It was taken down to the museum
last evening and photographed by Mr.
B. Holloway, many visitors expressed
their admiration of the exhibit, and of
the case, which is an ornament in it-
self. Mr. John Callahan, of Callahan
Glass & Co., who designed the case
was,—at special request of Mr. Cham-
bers, manager of Wabana— photogra-
phed standing by the latest piece of
his superior handiwork, which does
honour to our home industries. The
lettering on the case was cut by Mr.
D. C. Carroll, and contains 430 letters.
It is a splendid piece of workmanship
after the eéxhibition it will be pre-
sented to a school of mines in Eng-
land. .

Car-
bonear Island may be truthfully look-
ed upon as the corner stone of the
Gireat Empire beyond the Seas, and it
is to be hoped that the Newfoundland
delegates at present in England will
bring this fact prominently before His
Majesty as well as the Government
of England. There is not to be
found in all history, ancient and
modern, such an exhibition of bravery,
daring and skill as was performed by
those brave defenders, and when we
view the fact that they were only
Newfoundland fishermen untrained in
the arts of war, the deeds of Leonidas
and his ‘heroes : at - Thermopylae,
which have been handed down to pos-
terity, pale into inslgnlﬂcnnce. be-
cause the Spartans were ‘trained to
war, whereas the Newfoundlanders
conquered by their invincible courage,
daring and perseverance alone. :
Such a defence will stand alone in

Perched on the roof of a building
60 feet in height, and turning a deaf
ear to the threats and " cajolments
alike, a patient of St. Benoit’s Asy-
lum gave his keepers a very anxious
and exciting time of it this morning.

When finally the import of the mes-
sages directed at him dawned upon
him, he threatened te join his pur-
suers by the long jump route, if any
attempt were made to capture him.
The officials of the asylum were not
in favor of this mode of transit and
used every eflort to wheedle him into
a more reasonable state of mind. Al
efforts, however, proved futile and it
was not until it occurred to one of
them that, perhaps, a more determin-
ed stand should be taken that the
patient was induced to descend from
his perilous position by means of the
ladder he had employed to.reach the
bigh altitude earlier.

An unloaded revolver was brought
into play and the man was told that,
unless he came down within a certain
time, he would be shot. This was not
particularly to his liking and he des-
cended, much to the relief of the
officials of the asylum.

The affair was witnessed by a
crowd of spectators, who were thril-
led by the dramatic action of the
scene, but who shared the relief of
the man’'s keepers when he finally
reached terra firma.

Golossal
Spring
Cleaning.

What it Costs to Sweep the “Cobwebs”
From Clubs, Big Public Buildings,
and Palaces.

+ Spring cleaning is the biggest job

of the year for every housewife in the

country. But the largest and most
wholesale private. house cleaning
sinks into insignificance compared
with the annual task of renovating

a great club or a public building like

the British Museum reading room, or

the House of Parliament.

Take the Carlton Club for instance,
Once a year the members are turned
out for the space of three weeks,
while a small ‘army of cleaners,
washers, dusters, and decoraters are
let loose within the immense building.
There is over an aere of wall space
t> be cleaned down, and, more than
2,000 square feet of windows to be
washed, besides ten thousand books
to dust.

The floors and passages have an
aggregate darea of 13,000 square feet,
and all this is carefully washed, while
the carpets and rugs are cleaned by
vacuum process. It takes twenty men
to handle the enormous Axminister
in the morning-room. As it weighs
two and a half tons, this is not sur-
prising.

All the clocks, of which there are
about three score, are taken to pieces
and cleaned. So are the billiard
tables. The china and crockery and
cooking utensils are inventoried, re-
paired, and broken pieces replaced.
The chimneys are swept, and it may
be mentioned that one item of the
cleaners’ account is half a ton of
soda.

£ 750 for Beating Carpets.

Large as is the Carlton Club build-
ing, it is nothing compared with the
House of Parliament. A staff of 45
charwomen are always at work clean-
ing and scrubbing the endless pas-
sages and rooms. The Houses does
not get a regular spring: clean, but
during every recess there is a great
turning out. Beating the ecarpets
costs £750 a year, cleaning the win-
dows costs a couple of hundred, and
the total bill for keeping the home
of the Mother of Parliaments in ap-
ple-pie order amounts to a trifle of
£55,000. Yy

Three years ago Olympia had iis
first thorough cleansing since the day
it was built, about a quarter of &
century before. The great height of
the roof proved a bar to the employ-
ment of ordinary workmen, so the ser-
vices of sailors were requisitioned,
and about ninety were set to work,
at a height of 140 feet, in travelling
cradles. They dislodged from the
rafters more than ten cartloads of fine
dust.

After the cleaning had been finish-
ed thirty tons of paint were used to
decorate the girders and woodwork,
and 300 fresh panes of glass, each
seven feet by two, were put into the
roof.. The cost of the whole job was
over £9,000.

When a place has remained un-
cleaned for nearly a hundred years
on end, even a Hercules might be par-
doned for shrinking from the task
of getting rid of the accumulated dust
of ages. There are some old wine
vaults in the Eastgate, Chester, which
were noted for the extraordinary fes-
toons of cobwebs which hung from the
roof, and clung about the old casks
and puncheons.

It had become a sort of point of
honour with the proprietors, to whom
the license had descended from father
to son, not to sweep away the works
of the busy spider.

Last year the proprietor died, and
the magistrate ‘ordered a thorough
cleansing of the place. It may he
hard to believe, but the fact remains
that the vacuum cieaner extracted
nearly 200 pounds dead weight of
cobwebs alone.

Cleaning Buckingham Palace.

Buckingham Palace is a large~
building than many people imagin-,
and its annual cleaning costs as much
as the price of a nice property. Two
thousand pounds is the bill. Every
few years there is a cleaning on a
larger scale, when a quantity of
painting is done, and this means an
expenditure of about £5,000.
