Long 'm'uds
of Asbestos.

They are Now Manufactured s Hun-
dred Yards Long—Discovery of
Deposits in Canada.

All asbestos lands in Canada which
belong to the Crown can be acquired
either by purchase or concession or
may be occupied and worked under a
mining license. Any person may
prospect without a license, however.

In 1877 a farmer named Fecteau
discovered deposits of importance, and
the first real mine bégan operations
shortly afterwards. It is said that
the enterprise was a paying one from
the start. Seven mines jin all were
opeped in the first few years. One
of these is said to have paid $24,000
in one year upon an investment of
$6,000.

Asbestos was first mined in Italy,
and prior to 1880 it was the only
country that produced it at a com-
mercial profit. The Italian asbestos
‘s very silky in appearance and grey
to brown in color. Often the fibres
are several feet in length.

Asbestos upon leaving the cobbing
sheds is sent to the spinning mills in
bags holding about a hundred pounds.
Upon its arrival, it is first forecarded
by a machine similar to the saw-tooth
gin used in cotton mills. This separ-
ates the tangled fibres, after which a
final carding takes place on a regular
carding machine. When the asbestos
leaves the carding machine it is
combed smoothly and the fibres laid
parallel in a uniform mass. This
mass is treated in a rotary spinning
machine.

This first spins it into a coarse yarn
and then draws and spins this yarn
until it beeomes fine and quite strong.
Where a hard, strong thread is re-
quired for certain fabrics the asbestos
yvarn is put into a doubling and twist-
ing machine, where two or more of
the yarn threads are combined. Of
course, if the asbestos is to be im-
pregnated with rubber a smooth,
iirard-finished thread is not desirable.

The spinning of asbestos for a long
time seemed of great difficulty owing
to the manner in which the threads
persisted in slipping past each other.
Finally it was discovered that under
the mieroscope a thread of asbestos
showed a notched surface, and that by
means of special twisting the spin-
ning could be made suecessful. Now,
after much experimenting, manufac-
turers are able to spin a single asbes-
tos thread of 100 yards in length not
weighing over an ounece.—India Rub-
ber World.

LONDON, To-Day.

Thomas, the Secretary of the West-
ern District Amalgamated Society of
Railway Servants, stated that there

would be no ‘truce between the un-
ions and the railway servants, despite
the efforts of Lloyd George, and that
the strike would go on. The Society
had sent out 1,500 telegrams to vari-
ous railway centres, ordering an im-
mediate strike. Officers and men.on
furlough have been recalled to their
regiments by telegraph.  Artillery
men have been taken from gun drill
and are devoting attention to rifles
with a view to strike possibilities.
Parts of Lonlon are being made
ready for encampments. It is prob-
able that bluejackets will be drafted
to equip the electric power stations
at Liverpool. They will also be re-
quired to protect ships in the har-
bors upon which there have been
small fires, supposed to be incendi-
ary in origin. The authorities regard
the action of the strikers in calling
out men from the power house of
Liverpool as one of the gravest fea-
tures of the day. All the horses of

the army have had their shoes sharp-
ened in preparation for service in the
streets.

The city is comparatively
quiet. At Sheffield there is consider-
able rioting. At noon, the strike or-
dered showed only a partial success.
Some railway lines are operating
very few trains. Other roads are
practically normal. The leaders say
they are satisfied with the response
to the order and claim 200,000 men
have quitted work.

They stop-
ped a2t a farm and quickly gathering
up a. pile of dry grass placed the bed
centaining their vietim upon it and
set it on fire.

Two Jokers Are Shol
o Death.

Detroit, Mich., Aug. 12.—Frank J

Burnett
then ran down the tracks to Junction
Avenue where he met a patrolman
Dan O’Connor, who was hastening to-
wards the scene of the shooting
“I've just shot a couple .of oul
thieves,” he said. The two men went
back and looked at the bodies. Wher
Burnett saw who the men were that
he had shot he broke down. O’Con-
nor took him to the station where he
was locked up.

Plenty of Stockfish.

The catch of stockfish along the
Norway coast ended a couple of weeks
ago.

The final report of fhe total catch
of stockfish in Norway is'at hand. It
refers to round fish only. The total
catch this season was 64,400,000 fish
against 55,700,000 in 1910 angd 56,500.-
000 in 1909. In spite of there having
been prepared for around 25.2 million
this season against 2.09 million last
season, we do not bélieve prices for
stockfish will be any lower this sea-
son than last because last year there
was a lot of old fish unsold at the be-
ginning of the season while this year
there is no old stock, besides the fish
this s<ason is smaller but the quantity
this season will be exceptionally fine
Strohmeyer & Arpe Co.'s market re-
)ort says:—

The quantity caught of round fisb
exceeds by a few million the quantity
of fish caught last season. Neverthe-
less, it is hard to say whether prices
will open up any Jlower than the)
did last season. The fish itself ap-
pears to be somewhat smaller in-
dividually than it was last year. Nc
records are kept of the catch of split
fish. so everything we may say in re-
gard to the quantities caught will be
mere guesswork, based on rather un-
reliable information. Opening prices
scem to be about the same as last
season for split fish.—Fishing Gazette
Aug. 5.

“The notice has given brokers .a
great deal of trouble in ecireularizing
clients and answering inquiries, the
chief difficulty being that every up-
derwriter has a different idea of
prices. Some of them are refusing
to include war risk at any rate what-
ever, but' most of them are thowing
it in for 1s. per cent. 4 month or 2s.
