This last or cap piece
is taken off and ancther .drop is put
on the corn daily for eight or ten
days. The greatest care is required
in this treatment, as the solution
burns tender flesh badly.

To-day we publish a number of cut-
tings from the latest Canadian and
American newspapers, which arrived
by the S. S. Rosalind. Many of the
incidents are most thrilling and not
a few show that much manliness was
shown. in the midst of disaster. It
would appear that the passengers on-
1y gradually came to realize the pos-
sibility of the Titanic sinking. Fitted
with water tight compartments.
equipped with wireless, to many of
the passengers it ‘appeared at first
that there was greater danger in en-
tering the boats than in remaining on
the ship. Ashore and afloat, the im-
pression prevailed among many as
well as in the mind of Bruce Ismay
that the Titanic was uasinkable.

That confidence was misplaced and
the misplaced confidence has cost
heavily in human life. One of the
results of over-confidence was the
shortage in life-boats, which were
apparently carried more in compli-
ance with the Board of Trade require-
ment, rather than with the feeling of
the necessity of carriyng them.
Moreover, the requirements of the
Board of Trade are based on vessels
up to 10,000 tons. In other words,

Who Sent ?

False Messages?

LONDON, April 17. — The London
Standard prints to-day the following
under the head: “A Mystery of the
News—Who Sent the Wireless False-
hoods ?”

“One of the mysteries in connection
with the Titanic disaster, which at
present is unsolved, is the extraor-
dinary seri€es of false messages ‘with
which the world was lulled ‘into fan-
cied security on Monday.

“For sixteen hours, until 1 o'clock
vesterday morning, right through
the editions of the evening papers and
€arlier editions of the mornings, a
flood of alleged wireless messages
was received. They reported that all
the  passengers had been saved; that
the Titanic was proceeding upon her
own steam to - Halifax; that she
could not possibly sink; that twenty
boatloads of passengers had been
transhipped to the Parisian and Car-
pathia were both in attendance; that
the Virgianian was towing the Ti-
tanic toward Cape Race to beach her;
that all passengers had been taken
off.

“And then the truth when the
dire news came that the\Titanic had
sunk at 2.30 am.  This put the pos-
sibility of a greater disaster forward
for the first time. News agencics
and correspondents who sent false
news merely transmitted information
given out to them as received at
various points.

“All praise is due them for
exceptional promptitude. But
sent these wireless messages?
why were they sent?”

The London Times says: “Stories
about the ship heading for shore un-
der her own steam. or being towed by
other-steamers, either to a harbor or
shoal water. cannot possibly have
come from the ships concerned. They
must have been pure inventions—in-
ventions of a cruel, heartless kind.”

THE LAST MAN SAVED.

Col. Graceie told of how he was
driven to the topmast deck when the
ship settled and was the sole sur-
vivor after the wave that swept her
just before her final plunge had pass-
ed.

“I jumped with the wave,” said he,
“when the ship plunged I was swirl-
ed around for what seemed to be an
interminable time. Eventually 1
came to the surface, to find the sea
a mass of tangled wreckage.

“When I recovered my breath I dis-
covered a large canvas and cork life
raft which had floated up. A man
whose name I did not learn was
struggting toward it from some
wreckage to which he had clung. 1
“1elped him to get on to the raft and
we then began the work of rescuing
those who had jumped inta the sea
ind were floundering in the water.

When dawn broke there were 30 of
us on the raft, standing knee deep in
the icy water and afraid to move lest
the creaky craft be overturned. Scv-
ral upfortunates, benumbed and half
dead, besought us to 8ave them, and
one or two made an effort to reach
us, but we had to warn them away.
lad we made any effart to save them
we all might have perished.

LIKE A GIANT CAN-OPENER.

Of the many accounts given by the
nassengers most of them agreed that
the sheck when the Titanie struck
the iceberg although ripping her
great sides like a giant can-opener,
did not greatly jar the entire vessel,
for the blow was a glancing one along
aer sides.

As to the berg, Major Penchen
said: .“I had just reached my berth,
when I heard a dull thud. It was not
like a collision and I didn’t think it
serious. That's extraordinary 1
thought and went up to see. I ran
upstairs and on the way met a friend
who laughingly said that we had
struck an iceberg and we went upon
deck. There we found that we had
struck aft of the bow about 75 feet
from the point, and had scraped along
the starboard side. It must have
shifted the keel or ripped her side, for
we began to take in water along the
whole length of theivboat.

The Ameri-
cans, says the Times, cannot fail to
appreciate the feeling in England
that the Titanic was a British ship,
flying the British flag, and that the
accident happened on the high seas,
and not in American waters. Finally
the investigation, its personal con-
duct, and the responsibility ' therefor,
belongs to the duly consituted Brit-
ish courts. Parliament will natural-
ly object when the enquiry tends to
enter a sphere which is British. The
Legislature ought to be supreme.

LONDON, April 25.
Admiral Bridge has offered a pos-
sible  explanation regarding a mys-
terious ship whose lights were seen
by the officers and passengers of the
Titanic shortly after the accident oc-
curred. He is convinced in his own
mind that the lights seen were mere-
ly reflections of the Titanc’'s own
lights from an iceberg in the vicin-
ity.

TORONTO, April 25.

Dr. Quitzrua, a medical graduate of
Berlin University, formerly a resident
of Hanover, Germany, who arrived
bere yesterday, was a passenger
aboard the Mount Temple, a C. P. R.
vessel, which arrived at St. John, N.
B., from Antwerp on Friday last. He
said that the wireless operator on the
Mount Temple informed him that
they were the first to get the Titan-
ic's C.Q.D., and that they were only
40 miles from her at the time. The
Mount Temple makes ordinarily about
11 knots. Capt. Moore, of the Mount
Temple, wired from St. John to the
Toronto Star, denying Dr. Quitzrua’s
story. “I only know from hearsay
what transpired previous to my being
awakened, but I prefer to say noth-
ing until I testify before the Senate
Committee at Washington,” was Dr.
Quitzrua’s reply this morning, "when
questioned as to his opimnion of Capt.
Moore's . statement regarding the
steamer’s position when the Titanic
sank. I am going to Washington to-
night.” In answer to further ques-
tions, Fe said, “I retired about 9 p.m.
Sunday. and was awakened by the
stopping of the -Mount Temple’s ma-
chinery. I arose, opened the cabin
door, and looked about. I saw a cou-
nle of passengers -and - several stew-
ards, and asked what was wrong.
They told me the Titanic had struck

i an iceberg and was sinking, and that

they had seen lights and distress sig-
nals. I went back to the cabin,
dressed, and coming on deck shortly
before daybreak, saw a tramp steam-
er about half a mile north in a field
of ice. She was cruising around, evi-
dently in an attempt to get out of the
ice. A Russian boat came alongside
of us, but did not give us any word.
She made a circle where the Titanic
was said to have sunk, as well as
around us. A little later, at 6 o'clock.
we sighted the Carpathia southedast
of us. We made a circle around
what seemed to be the scene of the
wreck. We did not see any kind of
wreckage or bodies. At 8 am. we got
a general message from the Carpathia
that the Titanic had struck an ice-
berg and was at the bottom of the
sea; that 700 had been saved, and all
others on board lost, and that there
wculd be no need to stand by, We
then continued on our cowse. I re-
ceived the following message “rom
Senator Alden Smith this morning, it
having been sent me last night:—
“Come at once as we desire your tes-
timony. Expenses paid. Answer.” 1
have just wired him that I will take
to-night's train.”
