Regardless of remonstrances of Greek
officials, a continuous fusilade was
kept up, November 10th and 11th. by
soldiers of Bulgarian and Greek Arm-
ies. and among the Christian popula-
tion may casualties occurred A stox-
er of the steamer Mado was killed by
a hail of bullets, which according it
reports of ship's officers also fell on
the decks of foreign warships. Foaou
serveral nights soldiers, guarded b
roughs, entered whatever house ap-
peared to offer prospects of hooty, andd
cleaned out everything worth taking
The terror stricken owners offered no
resistance, as’ it would be useleps<ii
view of fixed bayvonets over/ thei:
breasts and revolvers thrust againsi
their temples. Hundreds of cases oi
this kind have been reported. The
viectims made complaints into the eai:
of foreign consuls, who made indign-
ant protests to the Greek authorities
but with little éffect. The arrival o
a body of Greek gendarmes, Nov. 12th,
improved the ‘situation.- In the mean-
time a violent anti-Jewish outbreak
occurred, apparently because the
Jews abstained from decorating then
houses with Greek flags, and did not
join in shouting welcome to the Green
soldiers. The difference between ik
Bulgarians and Greeks regarding the
ultimate destiny of Saloniki has reacl-
ed an acute stage. There is no fru
ternizing. King Ferdinand is expecred
to reach here soon for the purpose of
reminding King George by his pre-
sence that he is not the only potentate
in Saloniki. The Bulgarians have
firmly resolved that their occupation
of Saloniki will be permanent, an:i
there are many incidents to prove th.t
the relation between the Bulgarians
and Grecks at this moment is really
prenounced enmity. They are held
from flying at each others throats on-
ly by a frail temorary truce. The peo-
ple of ‘Saloniki who lately feared th:!

al Church, closed his ministry of fif- )
teen years, in'August last, amongst his

closing words'he gave expression to

the following wish, namely: “That in

due time the right pastor would be

selected, and and he felt sure that

such would be'the case.” During the

three months that have intervened

since Mr. Thackeray's departure the

church has been supplied by different

ministers until yesterday when the

Rev. W. H. Thomas began his pastor-

ate.

It was but natural that the interest

in Mr. Thomas should be very keen,
and the congregation, as well as the
community in- general, hoped for a
worthy successor to Mr. Thackeray.
In this they have not been disappoint-
ed, as the impressions made by Mr.
Thomas yesterday were most favour-
able in every way, and at the close of
the morning service there was that
feeling amongst the congregation
which bespoke of satisfaction, and
encouragement and spiritual edifica-
tion.

In appearance Mr. Thomas is some
what like Mr. Hunter, the evangelist,
who visited here in the winter of 1899,
but he is really like Sir Wilfrid Laur®
ier, the great Canadian statesman, and
without doubt, comparatively speak-
ing, when he shall have reached Sir
Wilfrid [.aurier's vears, he will
have made as great an impression in
the Church, as Laurier has done in
the State.

His ministrations carry with them
the mark of the student as well as
the scholar, and his deportment car-
ries dignity. His style of preaching
is clear and concise, and while not de-
monstrative or sensational, is none
the less impressive and convineing,
and such as is remembered béyond the
church doors.

We hear it sometimes said that the
pulpit is losing its power, and we must
acknowledge that there is some truth
in the assertion, but if Mr. Thomas’s
ministrations yesterday can be taken
as a criterion of his future career.
then we are safe in saying, and proud
to be able to say, that the pulpits of
the city will be stronger by his
presence, and not only will his own
pebple be built up and edified, but the
different Nonconformist churches in
which he will occasionally preach will
be benefitted by his serviees and
strengthened by his help.

We feel sure that Mr. Thomas will
find warm hearts in Newfoundland.
and that both he and his good wife
and children, will receive the right
hand of fellowship from all classes of
thc community. Amongst his pre-
decessors in the Congregational
Church he has had such men as Hall,
Beaton, Hodgkinson. _Sildall and
Thackeray, all of whom have left their
inipress upon the people, and most of
whom have filled a large place upon
the lecture platform in the literar)
dayvs of the Athanacum lectures, when
we had less entertainment and sport
than we have now, but when we had
maore time devbted to true learning and
research. We fell sure that Mr.
Thomas will prove a .worthy succes-
sor to these gentlemen whom we have
known for the last half century; and
though not of his fold, we at the same
time bid him welcome, and assure him
of the co-eperation of the Press, and
ali that stands for the moral good of
the community and the welfare of the
people.
