FRENCH OFFICIAL REPORT.
PARIS, Nov. 20.

The French official communication 
issued this afternotin says: “The day 
of Nov. 19, was marked by an almost 
total absence of infantry attacks on 
the part of the enemy, and their ar­
tillery Are was much less violent than 
on the afternoon of November 18. To 
the north the weather has been very 
bad and snow storms have raged in 
all the region of the Yser Canal, to 
the east of Dixmude. In front of 
Ramacapelle we have withdrawn from 
the water two 16.5 centimetre mortars 
abandoned by the Germans. There 
has been a very fairly intense artil­
lery fire to the south of Ypres. On 
the centre there have been no im­
portant actions to report. In the Ar- 
gonne three vigorous attacks on the 
part of the enemy have been repulsed. 
On our right wing the Germans have 
occupied the destroyed section of 
Chauvincourt. Further to the East 
we have made some progress.

A STRATEGICAL MOTE.
LONDON, Nov. 20.

The Daily Telegraph’s correspond­
ent at Petrograd, says: A certain 
amount of apprehension was felt here 
with regard to the situation in North 
west Russian Poland, hut it was ob­
literated by the latest General Staff 
announcement, taken in conjunction 
with other authoritative information 
regarding the fighting of the last few 
days. The mere fact of the Com- 
mander-in-Chief admitting that the 
Russian troops are falling back on 
the River Bisura, suggests that this 
step is being taken deliberately forjr 
strategic reasons. It is to their ad­
vantage to entice the enemy as far as 
possible into the region of the torn 
up roads, wrecked bridges and devas­
tated railways, which he left behind 
on his retreat from the Vistula, for 
he can be beaten with much more 
ease and comfort when he is separa­
ted from the well-organized systems 
of communication in his own coun­
try."

FROM SALISBURY PLAINS.

'14.Nov. 18th,
Editor Evening Telegram, City.

Dear Sir,—I received this letter 
from my son, and would like to have 
it published. It Is as follows:

Salisbury Plains, Eng., 
Nov. 1st, 1914.

Dear Father and Mother,—I write 
you hoping to find you as well in 
health and spirits as I am. Wei are 
expecting to go In huts to-morrow. 
We will find ft much better. The 
Turks have declared war on Russia. 
We may be going to Egypt, the Turks 
will try to get through there and we 
have to help to stop them. That Is 
the talk that is going around here. 
Last night we went over to the Y.M. 
C.A. It belongs to the Canadians. It 
Is a place for singing and dancing; 
you can buy what you like there, so I 
bought a book of writing paper with 
envelopes. I hope you will soon 
write to me. I suppose before you 
receive jny letter, I will have received
yours dear mother, and M----- . I wish
that we were at the front. We are
going to get our guns tomorrow; we 
have the whole fit out now.

Capt. O’Brien is a great man now,
so are all of them. It takes a letter 

long time to come from here, so 
don’t worry at not getting- letters 
from me every week. I will make it 

practice to write every Sunday 
evening, and post It Monday, and yon 
do the same, father. You must have 
received a Shock when you heard we 
were gone down, I mean the time the 
news spread down there that we Were 
lost at sea, but We are not; the Ger­
mans won’t put us down, either. 
There are better- times coming. All 
the boys are well and happy. Just 
now we received our guns and bayo­
nets, some class to the Regiment now. 
Father and mother, now don’t be 
downhearted, I am all right and hope 
you are the same. We had mass this 
morning on the green by Father O’­
Leary, belonging to the Canadian 
Regiment; we are going to confession 
next Saturday and we will receive 
Holy Communion on Sunday morning. 
When we get leave we have to get a 
pass to go to the village; must be in 
camp by nine o’clock; we don’t mind 
coming in at that time now. "We were 
on public duty in town last night; 
had a good time there.

So good-bye, and remember me to 
all. I hope that grandmother R-
is well and R----- . So I close now
with love. „,

spection was made of certain build­
ings in-London district owned by 
foreign firm ostensibly as a factory.

Crepe de chine in pastel shades
he sees it, and white are
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j to Harbor Grace about 150 years ago, 
and employed many fishermen. The 
Thistle family held a very important 
position there at one time. They own­
ed all the land facing the harbor 
where the marine railway is now 
built, up to the new Post Office. 
There is a little private or family 
graveyard just back of the Anglo 
Telegraph Offlee that belonged to this 
family. One tombstone dates 1762, 
and is the oldest record of its kind 
in Harbor Grace. They were promin­
ent people, and the records on sever­
al of the tombstones show the inter­
marriage with the most influential 
families in Conception Bay.

The Martins are another family 1 
would mention. They are a well • 
known Jersey family. The name was 
originally Saint Martin an historic 
old family of the Channel Islands. 
This family has dropped the saintly 
characteristic since settling at Har­
bor Grace.

The Normans, of Brigus, who were 
pioneers in our sealflshery and took a 
porminent and worthy part in. build­
ing up our Labrador industry, were 
from Jersey. It is said that when 
they settled at the Battery Head ih 
Brigus, it was because of its great 
resemblance to their old home in the 
Channel Islands.

Now on the South Side of Harbor 
Grace about 100 yards west of the 
Public Wharf, the foundation is still 
pointed out of the “Stone House” 
which tradition says belonged to the 
De Quettevilles, another very old Jer­
sey family, that had important fishing 
establishments in the Straits of Belle 
Isle. The Noels and other descend­
ants of Jersey families are still liv­
ing in this vicinity.

I have no. doubt whatever that it 
was the Jerseymen who christened 
Harbor Grace from its resemblance 
to Havre-de-Grace. The three islands' 
Bell Island, Little Bell Island and 
Kelley’s' island of Conception Bay in 
the near distance would correspond 
to Jersey, Guernsey and Alderney.

Port-de-Grave is one of the very 
oldest fishery settlements in the bay 
christened by Jerseymen as there was 
never any Frenchmen here. The Bat­
ten family came from Jersey, and 
still own property in the central part 
of the harbor." There is a tradition in 
the family, that when their fore­
fathers first built their fishing stages 
that there was an encampment of Red 
Indians just where their kitchen gar­
den is now. This is one of the most 
interesting traditions that I know of, 
as the mention of Red Indians must 
take that original settlement batik 
four hundred years or more. John 
Guy arrived at Port-de-Grave in 1610, 
before erecting his Castle at Cupids. 
We know from his records that there 
were no Red Indians in Conception 
Bay at that time, and hs had to go 
right up to the bottom oL Trinity Bay 
before he met them. It shows how 
long these Jersey families have been 
continuous residents in that one spot, 
and they may well lay claim to be the 
oldest inhabitants of our island, and 
the Plymouth Rock aristocracy of 
the United States are not in it with 
the Jersey Batten family in New­
foundland.

There are many other families of 
Jersey descent in Port-de-Grave, Bay 
Roberts, Brigus and Harbor Main, 
some of which I will take up later on 
in this article.

Now Ifet us take another view of 
this, and I have no doubt that it will 
throw further light on this matter.

We all admit that the Basque fish­
ermen were here at the very earliest 
date, and there is no doubt that 
Spaniard’s Bay was one of the har­
bors that they frequented, and it 
would, not surprise me at all to find 
that both Carbonear and Brigus as 
well as many other places that I can 
mention in our country derived their 
names from these Spanish sailors. I 
have never yet felt that the proper 
derivation of Carbonear and Brigus 
had been deciphered.

When we compare these harbors 
with those occupied by the Jersey- 
men, it even makes one think that the 
Normans or Channel Islanders were 
here first as they certainly selected 
the very best harboors in the bay. ,

But now let us consider the Head 
Lands, where the best fishing grounds 
are found, and which the fishermen 
frequent during the summer. I think

By H. F. SHORTIS. that the Basques called it Baccaloa or 
Codfish Island. In fact the earliest 
maps that we have give this name for 
the whole of Newfoundland. Now 
Baccalieu is a Frenchified corruption 
of the Spanish word Baccaloa, and 
must have received this pronuncia­
tion from the jerseymen who had 
given the name to Bay-de-Verde, 
which is the best landing place near 
this important headland.

Baccalieu Island is a great precipi­
tous mass of rock rising from the 
ocean and it is so difficult to land 
there that even now during winter 
the Lighthouse keeper and family are 
the only inhabitants.

In my historical researches I have 

devoted myself particularly to Con­
ception Bay, and I don’t think there 
are many things about Harbor Grace, 
where I was born, that has escaped 
my attention.

The District of Harbor Grace is 
full of traditions about deeds of hero­
ism and valor and seamanship, loyal­
ty to the Crown, and contésts with 
all nationalities. Pirate treasures 
are numerous. According to the most 
authentic record it is the earliest set­
tled place in the whole country.

I have listened to these stories and 
traditions all my life, ever Since I 
could remember, and having retentive 
memory and a hobby for taking co­
pious notes of remarkable occurren­
ces, I have, since been able to verify 
many of these traditions fr.om very 
old manuscripts, but I pin my faith 
to the old family stories or “Tales of 
a Grandfather” as Sir Walter Scott 
calls them. I feel like him, as ex­
pressed in his words, “Sweet nurse 
for a poetic child.” My environment 
where I spent so many happy hours 
at home,.steeped in the congenial at­
mosphere of so many traditions will 
enable me to give some facts that .1 
believe are worth recording. My 
whole intention is to get to the actual 
truth of our earliest history.

There is no tradition or manuscript 
that I have ever seen or heard of that 
mentions Frenchmen frequenting Hr. 
Grace except for a fight as in the case 
of the French Expedition under 
D’ Iberville and his Indian allies in 
1696 and again a few years later, but 
we all know that Harbor Grace was 
one of the principal settlements for 
the. Jerseymen.

In. most of the harbors where they 
settled we find the old name, “Jersey 
Side or Jersey Room” in use designa­
ting that these Channel Islanders or 
Normans as they were often called, 
preferred to keep by themselves, and 
did not amalgamate readily with the 
English, although they were all under 
the same government.

Any person visiting Placentia or 
Harbor Breton will readily see even 
to-day how distinct these Jerseymen 
must have kept themselves, not alone 
here, but many other places as well, 
even in New York, Jersey City has 
the same meaning.

The Jerseymen must have had a 
very strong and numerous following 
at Harbor GraCe, as they owned both 
sides of the harbor. On the North 
Side or principal site of the harbor, 
in “The Dock” as the expression still 
goes (where the new Public Building 
has been erected) there was a large 
rock with itoti rL,’bolts, where tradi­
tion says the Jerseymen fastened 
their boats. I have never seen that 
rock as it was covered in, and “made 
land" for street widening long before 
my time, but the tradition is clear 
that it was a Jersey land-mark, and 
that names were carved on it.

The title deeds of the property here 
shows that Gushues and other Jersey 
families were the owners, although 
there is none of that name residing in 
Harbor Grace to-day.

-The Methodist records tell particu­
larly about Peter LeSueur, a convert 
of the Rev. Lawrence Goughian, who 
introduced this form of religion from 
Newfoundland t» Jersey and thence 
to France.

Peter LeSueur was an educated 
Jersey merchant, who came annually

Slain in One Hour.Stories of the bravery of privates 
in Irish regiments are being told by 
wounded soldiers home from the front. 
A private in the Leinster Regiment 
tells how his command and the Rifle 
Brigade, numbering about 2,000, were 
surrounded by about 10,000 Germans. 
And they had either to advance or be
annihilated. They charged and gained 
the trenches evacuated by the Ger­
mans, and managed to hold them un­
til reinforced. A number of the Lein­
ster’s who .were wounded on the field 
were fired on mercilessly all day, but 
at night Private Goggins of the same 
regiment crawled out under a heavy 
fire and dragged his wounded com­
rades across the field and through a 
drain to the trench.

London, Nov. 12.—The correspond­
ent of the Chronicle telegraphs from 
Paris: "A French soldier who was 
wounded Monday on the Yaer in Bel­
gium and has reached Paris, gives to­
day an account of his expriences which 
indicates the blind daring and almost
incredible determination of the Ger­
man assault. He says': <

“My brigade occupied a front of 
two and one-half miles to the north 
of the Ypres. Germans threw them­
selves upon it in considerable num­
bers on Wednesday of last week. Our 
troops resisted stubbornly, hut enorm­
ous losses did not stop the attack. 
Up to Thursday evening they came on 
repeatedly with reinforcements.

“I saw a single trench lost and re­
taken several times in one day. Af­
ter that there was a short interval, 
but Saturday morning they attacked 
more violently than ever to the north 
of Dixmude. For forty hours we 
fought foot by foot without a mo­
ment’s respite. It is impossible to 
describe such a hell, but I witnessed 
the following incident:

“A German regiment advanced with 
flags flying. At three hundred yards 
from our trenches it waia met by fire 
so deadly that it fell back. After being 
reformed in the rear it returned in 
remarkedly diminished numbers and 
got within one hundred yards of out­
lines. Our guns poured a torrent of 
fire upon it and again it retreated. 4 
third time it attempted the assault.

“This time the order was given to 
hold our fire until they had come up. 
At twenty yards every gun and rifle 
blazed out. Ten minutes later the 
German regiment was wiped out. In 
less than one hour 3,000 men had been 
slain.”

At last night’s meeting of the Civic 
Commission, Hon. John Anderson 
called the attention of the other mem­

As a matter of fact, the dinner was 
purely a complimentary one, subscrib­
ed for by the members of the Com­
mission, and tendered to Mr. Long- 
ley as a public appreciation of the 
excellent manner with which he work­
ed with the Council during his en­
gagement.

During his stay here his associa­
tions ■with the Commission in the dis­
charge of his duties were most pleas­
ant, and as a mark of courtesy on 
their part, the dinner was quite m 
order, and the matter of giving the 
same was nobody’s business but 
theirs. The city paid Mr. Longley for 
bis services which were well and 
faithfully performed, and the mem­
bers of the Civic Commission enter­
tained him as a mark of their per­
sonal appreciation of the manner 
with which his work was done.

STORM DELAYS EXPRESS. —The 
southeast storm of yesterday delayed 
the Llntrose express at Port aux Bas­
ques, with the result that she did not 
get away from there until 9.45 p.m.

FIGHTING COMPLETELY STOPPED 
ON YSER FRONT.

BRUGES. To-Day.
According to the best information 

reaching here, fighting on the Y-ser 
front has completely stopped. At Bru­
ges it is reported that 57 empty trains 
of forty cars each are moving through 
Northern Belgium in the direction of 
West Flanders. It is assumed there 
that these trains are for transporta­
tion of additonal German regiments 
to the Eastern arena of hostilities. ✓

SCHR. TOTAL WRECK.—The schr. 
Gertie, John P. Hiscock, master, went 
ashore on Burnt Point this morning, 
caused by an accident to the wheel 
chains, and became a total wreck. 
The crew were 'saved. The foregoing 
was received tri-day from B. Penny of 
Catalina, by the Deputy Minister of 
Customs.

The war has now progressed for 
over three months and its most amaz­
ing feature has been the success with 
which the hostile countries have 
guarded their battleships.

Thus far, not a single battleship 
has been damaged though a few 
cruisers which persisted in running 
around nights and getting in oeep 
water have been sunk. Every bat­
tleship owned by France, Germany 
and England at (the beginning of the 
war is still perfect, though in some 
instances hostile spies may live 
kicked a little paint off their sides 
while they lay at dock.

This shows the marvelous advance 
of naval science. Thirty years ago, 
battleships received as hard: treat­
ment as half-backs in a de-brutalized 
football game. They were abused 
and even shot at by the enemy. Many 
battleships were riddled and blown 
up in the Russo-Japanese war and for 
many decades the shocking cruelties 
perpetrated against them have gone 
unprotested.

That a hundred battleships could 
spend three months within a few 
bunded miles of each other without so 
much cs tossing a brick is an evi­
dence of the relentless sweep of sci­
ence.

The new methods used to insure the 
longevity of the battleships are partly 
but not entirely known. The vessel 
Is first anchored securely in a capa­
cious harbour. It is then protected 
by mines, barbed wire fences and 
policemen. In order to minimize the 
danger of leaks, the bottom of the 
harbor is built up around the ship 
and in some cases it is quite likely 
that the latter is fitted with wheels. 
This enables it to escape more rapid­
ly from mysterious strangers and ob­
viates the danger of seasickness on 
the part of the crew.

There is still much nervousness in 
Europe over the protection of these 
delicate crafts and new safeguards 
are being continually thought oat. 
Later on they may be hidden in the 
cathedrals or taken apart and sent 
to neutral counties by Parcel Post. 
But for the present they are quite 
safe and If kept well painted and pro­

tected from rain by canvas they
should last through the war—provid­
ed swordfish and other terrors of the 
deep are not allowed to stab them In 
the thorax after bedtime.
