WITH THE FRENCH ARMY IN 
FRANCE, Sept 22. (By the A.P.)— 
General Debeny’s troops continued to 
advance toward the- LeFere Road, 
south of St.- Quentin to-day. They 
reached Lanbay, the Cappope and Le- 
moulin farms and the Venduill forest 
which is only one thousand yards 
from the road and about a mile from 
the Oise River. As the French draw 
nearer the Hindenburg line around 
St Quentin, thé Germans multiply 
their efforts to keep them from it 
North of the Somme they appear to be 
organizing a defensive system on the 
line of heights which runs parallel to 
the Hindenburg positions from east 
of Savoy Wood to Dalton Height, on 
the road from Ham to St Quentin. 
This line is being feverishly fortified 
against tanks with mine fields. All 
the eastern slopes of these heights 
are used to shelter troops which ap­
pear to be quite dense there. A sys­
tem of communication trenches has 
been dug to permit their circulation 
of reinforcements and the bringing up 
of supplies. General Debeny’s men 
are now in contact with this line of 
resistance and they continue to ad­
vance notwithstanding the formidable 
fortifications and the energetic re­
sistance of the enemy’s infantry. Ger­
man forces in this region, according 
to evidence worthy of credit cannot 
hesitate to commit acts of desecration 
in preparing traps for French sol­
diers. A statute in a Christina ceme­
tery was thrown to the ground and 
connected by wire to a detonating 
device that caused the explosion, of 
a grenade when a soldier tried to lift 
it These practices cause great irri­
tation among the French troops and 
merely fortify their determination to 
break through the enemy lines.

An Incident of the Anglican General 
Synod which may become historic In 
the Church in British North 'America, 
was the visit* of Rev. Canon Smart, 
of the diocese of Newfoundland. Can­
on Smart came as a delegate of the 
Church in the Dominion of; Newfound­
land- It was the first time In the his­
tory of the Anglican Church that an 
official delegate from that island do­
minion had visited the General Synod 
of Canada. Canon Smart is the Rec­
tor of Heart's Content. Newfoundland. 
He sal*, that, although he was not a 
Newfoundlander by birth, he had only 
been outside of that island once in 
thirty years. He had never been in 
Canada until last week. He express­
ed the hope that he would go dowp to 
history as the only Newfoundland 
delegate ever eedt to the General 
Synod. “It is not that I am ambitious 
for special distinction," said Canon 
Smart, "but I hope the next clergyman 
who comes to . the General Synod of 
Caiiada, will come with his Bishop as 
part of the great Canadian Church.

JEWS WILL CELEBRATE.
NEW YORK, Sept. 23:

( The liberation of Palestine by the 
British forces will be celebrated here 
by a demonstration at Carnegie Ha'l 
next Sunday night, at which Secretary 
of the Navy Daniels is expected to 
speak, it was announced to-day by the 
Zionist Council of greater New York. 
Significance is added to the celebra­
tion, the Council says, by the. fact 
that the Jewish legion probably in­
cluding the American contingent is 
actively participating in the Palestine 
drive which so far has -liberated all 
of Samaria and parts of lower Galilee. 
The capture of Kfar Saba has brought 
relief to 3,000 starving Jewish re­
fugees who fled before the advancing 
Turks to that place. It is stated that 
British gains of fifteen miles further 
north will result in the liberation of 
all the Jewish colonies in Palestine, 
with the exception of a few fi-ms lo­
cated east of Lake Kinnereth.

The late King Oscar, of Sweden, 
about the time of the coronation of 
the Kaiser, spoke of the German Em­
peror as another Nero. This seemed 
a harsh judgment at the time, but the 
developments of the past five years 
have shown that the shrewd old King 
was wiser than hie generation. The 
Roman Emperor has come down 
through the ages as the very acme of 
bestiality and wickedness, largely 
probably because of his connection 
with the first persecution of Chris­
tians. Ernest Renan claims that Ne­
ro was not the maddest or most wick­
ed but the vainest and most ridicu­
lous sovereign whom ever the hazard 
Of events has put into the foreground 
of history. He was a small poet, a 
poor actor and an amateur artist in 
all he undertook, and if all these at­
tributes do not neatly fit the Kaiser, 
then there is no resemblance in the 
world. Renan says further concern­
ing Nero:

In Nero there was something at 
once terrifying and grotesque, grandi­
ose and absurd, . . . The. fantas­
ies of all centuries . . . were 
Jostled chaotically together in his 
brain, the feeble brain of a mediocre 
but self-sufficient artist to whom 
chance had granted the power to rea­
lize all his wildest dreams. Imagine 
a man with almost as much Intelli­
gence as one of the heroes of M. Victor 
Hugo, a . Shrove Tuesday .merry- 
Andrew, a. mixture of lunatic, lackey 
and actor, invested with universal 
power, and charged with the task of 
governing the world.

He had not the black wtrfcedness of 
Domitlan, love of evil for the sake of 
evil; nor was he an extravagant prod­
igal of Caligula’s type; he was'a con­
scientious romanticist, an Emperor of 
comm opera, a melomaniac trembling 
forche applause of the gallery and 
making the * gallery tremble . . .
