BATTLE WITH SINN FEINEBS.
DUBLIN, Sept. 20.

A pitched battle was fought between 
the military and police on the one 
hand, and Sinn Feiners on the other 
in the mountains near Enniskerrv, 
North Wicklow, yesterday afternoon. 
Reconnafeance of the field reported 
to be a training ground of "Republi­
can Volunteers” less than fifteen 
miles from Dublin, revealed a band of 
armed men drilling.

DEFYING BRITISH ADMIRALTY.
NEW YORK, Sept 20.

In defiance of the order of the Brit­
ish Admiralty to keep away from 
Queenstown, the Panhandle State 
sailed Thursday for the Irish port on 
her maiden voyage. The ship is the 
first trans-Atlantic liner built here in 
generations.

From the previous articles it 
be seen that

1. There are about 1,000 Protestant 
children in St. John’s without school 
accommodation.

2. The Elementary School Build­
ings in the majority of cases, are 
quite unsuitable for use in the teach­
ing of children, while some of them 
have for years been condemned by 
ourselves.

3. Even the best of our school 
buildings lack very many essentials 
to make them suitable for the work

! of teaching young people.
4. There is a lack of even the or­

dinary educational equipment in the 
lower schools, while in the higher 
branches of education, there is not 
adequate equipment for chemistry, 
physics, commercial training, manu­
al training, music, art, etc.

| 5. Because of the present divisions
l and the consequent multiplication of 
: schools, it is impossible to carry out 
a satisfactory programme for classi­
fication and grading.

6. The majority of our children 
leave school at twelve years of age 
and it is necessary that steps be tak­
en so that our young people may be 
encouraged to remain longer at 
school.

7. We must first lay the founda­
tions, beginning at the Kindergar­
ten. and passing through the various 
grades up to the Associate classes. 
Upon this firm basis then can be de­
veloped an Institution of University 
rank.

The program outlined by the Edu­
cational experts is framed to meet 
the above situation. While it con 
corns St. John’s only, yet in a sec­
ondary degree it affects the outlying 
towns and settlements of Newfound­
land. At the present time there are 
perhaps 150 young men and women 
from the outports attending the col­
leges and schools in St. John’s. We 
welcome them in spite of the fact 
that to some extent, they are taking 
the places of the St. John’s children. 
The proposed educational policy in 
St John’s will, therefore, benefit 
these pupils from the outports by 
giving them greater educational faci­
lities than they can obtain at pres­
ent.

The cost of the prt posed expert 
scheme will be considerable, but not 
greater than has been assumed by 
cities of like size and wealth as St. 
John’s. What is worth while will al­
ways cost something, and surely the 
offering of better educational advan­
tages to our own children is some­
thing for which we will be delighted 
to pay. The cost of the program is 
a matter for the St. John’s people, 
and from the enthusiasm shown last 
year it can safely be predicted that 
they will find means to carry out an 
adequate scheme.

As the system of education in New­
foundland is denominational, no 
steps can be taken until the approval 
of the various Church bodies is se­
cured. The Methodist Conference 
has already agreed to the principle 
of amalgamation, and an approach 
will be made to the Anglican Synod 
at its present session, and to the 
other religious bodies concerned se­
curing their concurrence in the gen­
eral principle. Pending this, the 
Interdenominational Committee sim­
ply affirmed the general principle of 
an amalgamation of Protestant Edu- 
ational interests in St. John’s, as 
after full consideration of the ques­
tion it was felt that in no other man­
ner was it possible to meet the 
situation and to deal honestly with 
the question of the education of our 
children. The Committee has adopt­
ed no detailed program for the car­
rying out of this general principle, 
feeling that such a large matter re­
quired the fullest consideration by 
all the bodies concerned. It can 
hardly be thought that after review­
ing the actual facts as they exist in 
St. John’s, any objection can be 
logically made by fair-minded men 
to the proposals which offer the best 
solution of this problem.—COM.

But so far as analysis goes, 
scientists say that the composition of 
early morning air is not different 
from that of air at any other time.

During the passing ot night to day 
and of day to night several physical 
changes occur. There is a tall in tem­
perature at sunset and a rise again 
at dawn, and consequently moisture 
is alternatively being thrown out and 
taken up agaim, and it is well known 
that change of state is accompanied 
by electrical phenomena and certain 
chemical manifestations also.

The formation of dew has prob­
ably therefore far more profound 
effects than merely the moistening of

objects with water. Dew is vitalizing, 
not entirely because it is water but 
because it possesses an invigorating 
action due partly at any rate to the 
fact that it is saturated with oxygen, 
and it has been stated that during its 
formation peroxide of hydrogen and 
some ozene are developed. It Is not 
importable that the peculiarly at­
tractive and refreshing quality that 
marks the early morning air has its 
origin in this way. The difficulty of 
inducing grass to flourish under a 
tree in full leaf is well known and 
is generally explained by saying that 
the tree absorbs the nourishing con­
stituents of the soil or that it keeps 
the sunlight away from the grams and 
protects it from rain.

It is doubtful whether any of these 
explanations is true, the real reason 
most probably being that the vitaliz­
ing dew cannot form upon the grass 
under a tree, whereas as a rule both 
rain and light can reach it

Tile House resuihed at 7.30 when 

prayers were read by the President. 
The roll was then called and the House 
proceeded to business.

On the introduction of Canon Bolt, 
the Rev. Dr. Mullins, of London, Sec­
retary of the Colonial and Continental 
Church Society, who is on his way to 
the Canadian North West on an ex­
tended visit was received by the Bis­
hop and Synod and accorded a seat in 
the House during the session His 
Lordship also intimated that he would 
at a later session ask Rev. Dr. Mullins 
to kindly address the Synod. Dr. Mul­
lins consented.

Mr. J. W. Withers read the report 
of the managers of the Sustentation 
Fund of the Diocese. The report noted 
with great regret a large mortality in 
the Board of Managers of this fund, 
and paid a tribute to the great and 
valued services of the Hon. John Har­
vey, Hon. Fred Goodridge and George 
Davey, not only as managers of this 
fund, but also as churchmen who were 
foremost in all church work, and 
whose places cannot easily be filled. 
The fund is indebted to Mr. Harvey 
and Mr. Davey for very handsome be­
quests. The managers report that the 
investments of the Fund show a sub­
stantial increase during the Biennial 
period, principally through a judicious 
investmept in British War Bonds. On 
motion of Mr. J. W. Withers, duly sec­
onded, the report was received and 
adopted.

Mr. J. W. Withers read the report of

The Secretary Treasurer of the 
Synod read a communication from the 
Inter-denominational Board asking it 
to receive a delegation from their 
Board. On motion of Mr. R. B. Job, 
seconded by Canon Bayly it was 
agreed that this delegation be receiv­
ed, it being expressly stated that In 
doing so it be recorded that the Church 
of England members on the Inter* 
denominational Board have been act-
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ing thereon without the authority of 
any governing body of the Church of 
England, as admitted by themselves, 
and that the Synod is not to be held 
responsible for anything that those 
members have done.

His Lordship the Bishop announced 
that the delegation from the Inter­
denominational Board would be receiv­
ed at 9 o’clock to-morrow evening.

His Lordship the Bishop invited the 
members of the Synod, both clerical 
and lay, and their lady friends, to an 
“At Home" at Queen’s College on Wed­
nesday afternoon from 4.30 to 6, and 
that with the consent of the Synod 
there would be no afternoon session 
on that day. Consent was given.

The Bishop also intimated that Wed­
nesday was being observed as a day 
of continuous Intercession for Mis­
sions, and asked that as many people 
as possible endeavour to take part in 
the chain of Intercession on that day.

On Motion the House adjourned un­
til to-morrow, and the Blessing was 
pronounced by the President, -

The Day of Atonement.
To-morrow, September 22nd is ob­

served as Yom Kippur, the Day of 
Atonement, by the Jews throughout 
the wprld. This la the greatest fast of 
the Jewish year. From sunset of the 
21st till sunset of the 22nd the observ­
ant Jew neither eats nor drinks, but 
devotes the day to fervent worship 
Yom Kippur is distinctive among Jew­
ish holidays, for it is not associated 
with nature or with history. It is a 
day for the searching of the heart to 
find peace with God.

The fast originated in Biblical times, 
and is described in the sixteenth chap­
ter of the book of Leviticus. In those 
days the people fasted and afflicted 
themselves while the high priest made 
atonement for the entire house of 
Israel. This atonement was made in 
ancient fashion by sacrifices, and es­
pecially by the symbolic rite of driv­
ing the scapegoat into the wilderness 
to bear away the sins of the people.

Now prayers take the place of sac­
rifices. In modern Judaism prayer is 
the right form of approaching God 
Jews devote the Day of Atonement to 
prayers for the forgiving of their sin. 
They avoid all ordinary and sordid in­
terests on this Sabbath of Sabbaths. 
The fasting is abrogated, however, for 
children, old people and the sick, or 
in times of famine and pestilence, or 
such contingencies as the incident to 
the deprivations of war.

The aim of Yom Kippur is atone­
ment through prayer and repentance. 
These contain no element of media­
tion through either a redeemer or a 
sacrifice. The only true repentance 
comes through change of heart and an 
effort to do better. Each human being 
stands before his Maker seeking in 
honesty to make his record clean.

A feature of Yom Kippur is the 
Memorial service. ■ Men and women 
think of their dear departed and of the 
great and good who served mankind. 
Especially in times of stress, when 
many brave men are offering up their 
lives, fervor animates these prayers 
by which their memory is honored and 
their ideals are preserved.

Special continuous services will be 
held and observed by the Jewish com­
munity in St. John’s, from sunrise to 
sunset to-morrow, and after the obli­
gatory fast thus imposed by canonical 
law, livelier festivities will take 
place. Foods and viands of the high­
est and most costly quality will be 
served at family tables and general 
conviviality will become the order of 
the evening, thus marking the close 
of the national day of abstention.

To Compete in
Halifax Marathon.

Our city sports will be glad to 
learn that Mr. J. Bell, our marathon 
runner, has been enabled to compete 
in the 10 mile marathon race which 
takes place at Halifax, Nova Scotia, 
on October 6th. Accompanied by 
the veteran sport, James Vinnicombe, 
who goes as manager, he leaves here 
on Tuesday next The financial end 
of the undertaking is being backed 
by our local athletes. That Bell will 
give a good account of himself goes 
without saying.

C. L. B. Sports.
It is proposed that the C.L.B. 

Sports, which unfortunately had to 
be postponed on several occasions, 
owing to wet weather, will be run off 
on Thursday and Friday evenings 
next, starting at 5 o’clock. If the Im­
porters’ Association—ever generous 
in support of a good cause—could 
manage to have the stores closed an 
hour or half an hour earlier than 
usual, it would assure the success 
of the financial end of the programme.

The Gas Company’s
Position.

The question as to whether the Gas 
Campany will have to go out of busi­
ness at the #nd of this month, rests 
entirely on the immediate decision of 
the Government For the past six years 
(the war period and after) the Gas 
Company has paid no dividends, and, 
for the past three years has maintain 
ed the gas supply to the City under 
extraordinary difficulties at a very 
serious loss, principally owing to the 
lack of good coal in sufficient quanti­
ties. The Gas Company has placed the 
position fully before the City Commis­
sioners. They, whilst admitting the de­
sirability of maintaining the supply of 
gas to the City, and expressing a de­
sire to give all possible assistance in 
this direction, had no power to guaran­
tee the Company's bonds, or to take 
over and operate the Gas Works as a 
Municipal enterprise. The present fin­
ancial stringency under which the Gas 
Company is suffering has been brought 
about in no small degree by the fact 
that for many years past the Company 
has been paying a heavy tax on it’s 
raw material—COAL, which tax has 
gone into the treasury of the City 
Council. Since the fire of 1892 the Gas 
Company has paid in coal duties more 
than sufficient to liquidate its present 
liabilities. Repeated efforts had been 
made to have this coal tax removed or 
reduced but without avail.

To understand the difficulties under 
which the Gas Company was operat­
ing we may state the following fig­
ures:
Tthe Manufacturing ex­

penses for 1916 amount­
ed to................................$ 60,542.05

The Manufacturing ex­
penses for 1919-1920
amounted to................... 116,287.82

An increase in manufactur­
ing expenses of .. .. 55,745.00
Much the greater part of this in­

crease was caused by the extra cost 
of coal and oil, and also by the in­
ferior quality of the coal received.

It has become impossible for the 
Shareholders or the management to 
carry on under the same conditions as 
prevailing for the past three years, 
and, it is only because of the fact that 
good local coal is really available, if 
the Government carries out its impli­

ed intentions, that the Company is 
encouraged to try and continue the gas 
supply to the City.

To liquidate its liabilities and to 
provide for the Company’s present and 
future operations, a bond issue of 
$100,000 is imperative, and, to secure 
the successful and rapid flotation of 
the bonds the Government has been 
requested to guarantee same, both by 
the City Council and by the Gas Com­
pany. A largely signed petition from 
the Gas Consumers of St. John's has 
also been sent to the Government, 
urging that the Gas Company be given 
all help required in the circumstances.

There is a well established prece­
dent for such a Government guaran­
tee, because in recent years the stocks 
or bonds of the Newfoundland Woollen 
Mills, the Harbor Grace Dry Dock, the 
Bell Island Transportation Co., etc., 
have been so guaranteed.

The Gas Company has been serving 
St. John's for the past 76 years, and 
is a utility of much grfeater public in­
terest than any of the above mention­
ed industries. The failure of the gas 
supply in St. John’s would be little 
short of a disaster, and, nothing should 
be left undone to secure the continu­
ance of its operations.

guaranteeing the Gas Compayn’s 
bonds. The responsibility now rests 
with the Government as to whether 
the Gas Company is able to carry on 
or otherwise.

As to the security which the Gas 
Company has to offer, we understand 
that therç are 16% miles of mains 
and nine miles of service pipes, sup­
plying 945 customers. The greater 
part of these pipes has been laid 
down from 1892 to 1915, and would 
cost to-day $130,000 to replace. The 
total paid-up capital of the Company 
is only $160,000 and it would probab­
ly take close on $400,000 to replace i 
mains and Gas Works at the present 
time. There are a very large num­
ber of essential industries using gas 
in St. John’s, and the loss and incon­
venience would be extremely great if 
the Company is compelled to shut 
down.

Let the City Commissioners, the I 
Board of Trade, and the Gas consum­
ers get together and take such steps 
as shall assure the continuance of 
the gas supply to the city, and thus 
prevent serious loss.

During the recent session of the 
Legislature a grant for $500,000 was 
passed for the purchase and develop­
ment of local coal deposits. Surely 
the time is opportune for such de­
velopment, and our energetic Acting 
Prime Minister should see that the 
necessary arrangements are made 
without further delay.

Coal from outside sources is not 
available. Sydney coal is quite un 
suitable. Heretofore the Gas Com­
pany, we are informed, obtained Its 
supplies of gas coal from Pennsyl­
vania and Virginia, U.S.A., but after 
1916 this market became more and 
more difficult, and for the past year 
and at the present time it is almost 
impossible to get good gas coal, and 
only at ruinous prices. Recent ad­
