Morine in the Legislative Coun-
cil yesterday on the Bill respect-
ing Alcoholic Liquors is deserv-
ing of the closest study by all,
whether they are advocates of
the Prohibition Act or whether
they support the proposed meas-
ure. If it is perused with an open
mind, certain facts must im-|

press themselves on the reader | was spent.
| West Coast to-day,

namely, that those who drafted |
the bill are prompted by the |
same desires as were the orig-
inators of the Prohibition Act,
and that the underlying prin-
ciple, the promotion of tem-
perance, is the same in both
cases.

It will be observed that in
many respects the terms of the
measure are far more drastic
and far more enforceable than
those of the Act which it super-
cedes, and that it removes the
necessity for the practice of de-
ception in order to obtain liquor
as a beverage.

Throughout the whole of the
debate the sincerity of the
speakers, whether they were for
or against the measure, was ob-
vious, and their comments or
suggestions were based on ethi-
cal grounds-and were in no sense
tinged with politics.

The speaker laid stress on a
featurc of the bill which has
hitherto not been given any M
prominence. He stated that it
was the intention of the Govern-
ment after the close of the ses-
sion to appoint a Commission
with authority to take evidence
in order if possible to suggest
amendments whereby the Act
could be improved. Such sugges-
tions would be based on experi-
ence of the act in operation, and

turned to a system of govern-
ment control, because it was
discovered that the evils which
arose under the new system far
outweighed the vieious - prac-
tices which obtained under the
old.

By means of the new regula-
tions, based on experiences
gained under both systems, it is
hoped that a measure will even-
tually be found which will elim-
inate most of these defects and
give us an act British in spirit,
enforceable in operation, and in

principle acceptable to the coun-

tryasa whole.

Why should boys know how to cook?

Meal preparatton has been made
easy for us by the food manufactur-
ers. If our emergency shelf is well
stocked, a balanced meal can  be
achieved with a can opener and some
saucepans,

For breakfast, prunes from the can,
corn flakes from the package, codfish
balls from the can, toast, and coffee
will form a satisfying meal; for lunch.
canned vegetable soup, canned welsh
rarebit on crackeérs, tea, and crisp
cookies from a tin box. For dinner,
open a can of assorted hors d’ oeuvres
if you wish to stimulate the appetite.
The main course may be creamed
chicken, macaroni with cheese, baked
beans, kippered herring, or cold
tongue—all of which comes canned.

Improved Roadways

FACILITATE AUTOISTS CROSSING |
OONTINENT.

CHICAGA—(A.P.)—Oklahoma and
Bouth Dakota, two states noted in the
cast by automobile tourists for their
bad roads, are mending their high-
ways with the result that in the fut-
ure driving through them will be bet-
ter and easier.

Oklahoma announces that 350 miles
of hard surfaced roads are being built
and the cost of the programme, to-
gether with bridges, will reach $9,-
959,00, Twenty-four federal aid pro-
jects embracing 127 miles of concrete
highway at a cost of $5,455,000 are
now being completed by the state
highway commission. Twenty-nine
stretches of gravel highway totalling
223 miles, also receiving the aid of
the federal government and costing
$4,014,000, are being laid.

The commission contemplates
spending between $8,000,000 and $10,-
000,000 annually for six years. Three
countries will vote within the next
month on road bonds, totalling more
than $2,000,000.

Financed by 70 percent. of a motor
vehicle license tax and the entire pro-
ceeds from a two cent tax on gaso-
line, the 6,000 mile trunk highway
system of South Dakota, begun in
1919, will be approximately one-fourth
~ompleted and gravel surfaced at the
close of 1924, under supervision of
:he state highway commission.

The system comprises six direct
sast and west routes through the
staté and an equal number running
north and south. The construction
programme of this season is the mosi
significant yet undertaken, as it will
complete a number of the through
routes in the east half of the state.

No such cowardly and éx-
pensive expedient shall ‘be restorted to
by any Govérnment I‘shall lead.” If
smpowered by your votes at’this elec-.
tion to act in this matter, a megsure
embodying the repeal 'of the Pro-
hibition Act, and the principles of an
alternative measure, shall be intro-
duced into the Legislature, and be re-
ferred to a joint Commiftee of both
Houses, betore which Representative
':eoﬁle shall have the opportunity to
éxpress . their views fully and freely;
and T sl\ull hope to thus be erabled‘to
procuré the- enactment of a satisfac-
tory law upon this important matter.”

A mandate to repeal the Prohibition
Act was, therefore, one clear result
of the last general election. Fairly
construed, that mandate was that the
Prohibition upon the sale of alcoholic
liquors as a bevegage. was to .be
ecnacted some measure which should
permit legal sale for beverage as well
as for medicinal purposes. It is the
aim of the Government ‘o implement
that mandate according to its under-
standing of its true intent and mean-
ing of the Bill now before you.

Attention may be drawn to the fact
that - the Manifesto promised that
when the alternative measure was in-
troduced and referred to a joint Sel-
ect Committee of both Houses, which
has been done, an opportunity to fully
and freely discuss it would be offer-
ed, and that the progress of this Bill
is more hasty than was indicated or
expected, or than is desirable. The
appointment of a Commission of In-
quiry, soon after the close of this ses-
sion, is still intended, and it is hoped
that its proceedings will be of value
in framing amendments and additions
to. this.measure; ‘but upon earnest
consideration of existing conditions,
it was felt that no day should be un-
necessarily lost in seeking the enact-
ment of a reasonably enforceable law,
and so end the carnival of law-break-
ing in connection with the traffic in
alcoholic liquors which commenced
with the adoption of the Prohibition
Act and has steadily continped and
swollen to the present moment, to the
knowledge of everybody, and with the
aid or acquiscence of authorities who
should have enforced the law to the
best of their ability. Law-breaking
is in ltseit pernicious, fraught with
dire consequences to the morale of
the country, aside altogether from the
immediate effect of the breach of the
broken law, and it is not too much to
say that in this Colony more harm is
being done by disrespect for all law
caused by flagrant breaches of the
Prohibition Act than by all the al-
coholic liguor co\nsumed in conse-
quences of such breaches. And so the
Government has felt compelled to in-
troduce this Bill at this session, prom-
ising to consider sympathetically
all that a Commission may report
hereafter, and to seek at subsequent
sessions of the Legislature all amend-
ments that may seem desirable. This,
I submit, Sir, is a much hetter method
of proceeding than 'delay to hear re-
presentations to a Committee would
be, for the latter is not usually a very
satistactory- tribunal, and’'a Commis-
sion will have povﬁr to summon and
swear witnesses who would not care
to come before a joint' Select Com-

mittee.

lawmakers. But whatever may be said
in favour of referring to the  people
themselves a measure so coercive of
personal liberty and destructive of in-
dividual habits as strict Prohibition
threatened to be, nothing so cogent
and logical can be said about a meas-
ure aimed to restore mnormaley, to
confer liberty of action, and to end
a reign of lawlessness after the high
endeavor of Prohibition is universally
admitted to have largely failed. A
referendum would cost a very large
sum’ of money (perhaps $100,000), and
in any event would cause grave delay.
The Government have, therefore, felt
compelled to proceed with this meas-
ure. —

F am not' sure that a referendum
would not result in a majority for
“Prohibition.” It would be supported
by “all 3till unconvinced enthusiasts,
by all moonshiners and smugglers;
and not be opposed by those of the
“wets,” who get now all the alcoholic
liquor they want, and very naturally
ask why they should change a law
which does not distress them. Many
people would be too unconcerned to
go to“the polls. The only voters
against Frohibition would- be .those
good citizens who deplore the lawless-
ness they think it has caused, and
who would hope for better conditions
under a reasonably good law regnla-
ting the drink traffic.

But, Sin, suppose a referendum re-
sulted in a majority opposing the re-
peal of the Prohibition_Act. No Gov-
ernment has enforced it. No Govern-
ment which rigidly enforced it could
be kept in power. Effective enforce-
ment along out great coastline, bor-
dered by St. Pierre, Cape Breton and
Quebec, and with their harbors visit-
ed by the ships of many nations—ef-
fective anforcement, I say, is physicaly
impossible. Better enforcément than
heretofore is possible. A stronger
Act, with “teeth in it,” as T have been
quoted as saying, is possible, but in
my considered opinion, an opinion I
did not hold when the Prohibition Act
was passed, but is based on obser-
vation of the experience of British
North America since that time, en-
forcement of a reasonably satisfactory
kind cannot take place, in the very
nature of things, and it'is better to
recognize the fact, and act according-
Iy. . ¢
m PROHIBITION ACT A FATLURE

As an advocate of 16ws to aid the
efiforcement of temperance, I never
had any sympathy with the argu-
ment, that intereference witi. person-
al liberty was unjustifiable if for the
good of thé community. And so I
was a Prohibitionist in principle, and
voted . for and supported the Prohib-
ition Act, both within  and ‘without
this Legislatuire. Its most ardeat sup-
porters in this Colony. have recogniz-
ed in me, I think, a strong and willing
co~-worker. It is as a temperance.man
convinced that the-attempt to-prohibit:
has ‘failed, that I support this Act;/
hoping that it will help to terminate
lawlessness, and believing that it will
not increase the consumption of spir-
its, but may cause the substitution of
light wines and beers, as beverages
instead of alcoholic liquors.

I desire in this
connection to pay a fribute of res
to the living and the dead who
advocated Prohibition. It is all too
common to hear them called “Fanat-
ics” and “Hypocrites,” but I wish to
say that the world has reason to thank
God for its fanatics, and that if there
are hypocrits in the ranks of Pro-
hibition, they are not confined to these
ranks. Good men and trus, self-
sacrificing patriots, sturdy Christians,
are also to be found in Prohibition
ranks, laboring for the common good,
and suffering obloquy and loss, breast
high, for their ideals. They may suf-
fer disappointment ove, the results
so far in this country, but if they will
have regard to the advance of tem-
perance in their day, they will thank
God and take“renewed courage.

DRAFTING THE BILL.

In drafting the measure before you,
regard has been had to the Liquor
License Act and the Local Option Act,
which were law before the Prohibition
Act, to the latter Act itself, and to the
Quebe Act TRespecting Alcoholic
Liquor.” Something has heen drawn
from- each of .them, and while "critic-
ism and time will reveal mistakes and
omissions, it is believed-that this Bill
fe fairly complete for its purpose. The
Alberta Act to provide for Govern-
ment control and sale of Alcoholic
Liquors has been considered also, but
has not been followed, in the respects
in which it differé from the Quebec
Act, for Government Control is a
principle of the Alberta Act, while
Board Control is a principle of the
Quebec Act, and the measure before
you is based on Board Control. Then,
in the Alberta Act, all regulations |.
have to be approved by the Governor-
in-Council, while under the Quebec
Act, and here, the Board can make
regulations regarding its own internal
economy without interference by the
Governor-in-Council. In other words,
we have done to the utmost con-
stitutionally permissable limit, as it
were, to make the Board non-partisan,
to free the Government from respon-
gibility for details, and to place the
Board in such a position that success
will be its own glory, and failure its
own shame, not that of some other
body.

In Alberta, permits to buy have to
be obtained, for a fee, but no limit is
placed on the Qquantity a person with
a permit may buy, while in Quebec,.
no permit is necessary, but-a limit of
a bottle is placed cn. each sale, in
which respect this Bill follows and
goes beyond Québec, for here a bottle
a day is the limit. I do not under-
stand why Alberta has adopted a
system of permits without limiting
Quantities unless it be that she has
whole classes of people to whom al-
coholic liquors should not be allowed,
and who could not be interdicted fomy
any safely assignable cause. Under
this Bill (as well as in both Alberta
and Quebec), persons may be inter-

liguors, upon complaint of their
guardians or dependents. The Alberta
permit system seems to us too much
like script system here, and we saw
no.good in adopting it.

is under control. The reason for not
putting the sale of beer with less than
%% of ‘alcohol under this Bill is this,
that there are many plaee, especially
in th’'s city, at which so-called “light
beer,” often including some mineral
water in the makeup, and supposed
not:to contain more than: two  per
cent. of -alcolol, by volume, is sold,
and it is contended that this sale has
tended to decrease the sale of spirits,
and that inasmuch ag it is not intended
to permit the opening here of ‘“tay-
erns,” as in Quebec, for the sale of
beer by the glass, it is desirable in
the interest of temperance that no in-
terference shall take place with the
sale of such light beers. Of course,
the vendors will continue to be sub-
ject as they are now to penalties for
selling over-strength beer. I cOnfgss
that personally I should have liked
that the sale of beer , should have
come under the control provided by
this Bill, and should have been sold
| under permit, even if it involved the
opening of- beer taverns, for this
would have Kelped the restrictions of
shebeens. It may be that later on
this principle will be adopted. It
would mean beer in better places. A
recent report of the Quebec Liguor
| Commission says that ‘“during the
| last two years, the sale of wine in
| Quebec has increased six hundred
| per cent., and the sale of sp'rits pro-
;portional‘ly decreased” We hope a
similar result will happen here.

BOARD OF CONTROL.

| This Bill provides for a Board of
| Control of the importation, manufac-
iture and sale of alcoholic liquor. In
| this respect, it follows and improves
\'upon the Prohibition Act, which pro-
| vided for a Controller, and later, for
| an Advisory Board, which failed to
ifunction. The best Act ever passed
| would fail if its administration were
‘ | placed in unworthy or inefficient hands
| and the weakest Act would not whol-
lly fail were its administrators worthy
land efficient. The failure of our Pro-
| hibit'on Act was due more to Con-
:trollers than to the defects of the Act
| itself. And so the Government have
| determined to have a Board composed
| of three experienced men of high repu-
| tation, fitted to command the implicit
! confidence of the people, paid salaries
| large enough to place them above tem-
| ptation to graft, and prohib'ted from
iengaging in any other occupations.
| When you consider the onerous nature
| of their work, the immense detail! in-
| volved, the money invested, the pro-
| fits expected, and above all, the re-
| sponsibility upon them of. w'se and
| honest administration, you will not
| grudge them good pay. Their work
| will be more onerous and difficult than
that of Cabinet Ministers. The men
have not been finally chosen, but per-
sons have been discussed, and when
the names of the Board are published,
implicit confidence will be felt in

them.

SALE OF SPIRITS.

It is a principle of the Bill that all
sales of spirits, for beverage pur-
poses, shall be by the Board or its
Agents, in Board establishments,
where noth ng else may be sold. Wine
and beer in bottles may also be sold
in the same places, and in hotels and
Clubs, holding the Board’s permit.
Sale anywhere of wine or beer by the
glass is not permitted. It is provid-
ed that the chief establishment of the
Board, ‘and two branches, shall be at
St. John's, and that branches may be
opened by the Board in areas having
a population of five thousand or up-
wards, a majority of whose electors
petition for a branch, which may by
the petition be confined to the sale of
spirits alone or of wine and beer
alone. You will notice that in these
particulars, respect has been paid to
the principle of local option, and also
to the arguments of those who have
advocated the sale of wines and beers.
The Bill goes further than the old
Local Option Aect -‘im respecting the
will of the electorate, for it throws
upon those who desire a branch store
the onus of asking for it, and it gives
to a majority the right to say ne,
whereas, in Local Option days, it was
the friends of temperance who had to
do the uphill work of prohibiting or
closing licemsed saloons. No  more
branches may be opened in any elec-
toral district than the number of
members it may elect to the House of

They can
henceforth receive no permit to sell
alcoholic. liquors. . They can .obtain
alcohol or spirits 'from the 7 Board
only, for compounding with drugs,
and if the compound is drinkable as
a beverage, the Board may prohibit
itg sale. Henceforth, there need be
no trouble about the sale of Tanlac,
or similar preparations, for the Board
‘has ample authority dnder ‘this Bill
to put them out of sale, A druggist
caught selling prohibited articles can
be refused alcohol or spirits for his
trade, and be at the same time sub-
ject to the other penalties provided
for the sale of alcoholic liquors.

SCOPE OF BILL.

The Bill includes alcohol, spirits
(brandy, rum, whiskey -and gin),
wine and beer containing three per
cent. and over by volume of alcohol
under the general title of “alcoholic
liquor,” and provides that alcohol
and spirits (for beverage purposes)
can be sold in Board establishments
only, in which wine and beer will
also be for sale. No consumption on
Board premises is legal. No sale may
take place therein between six o’clock
in the evening or nine next morning,
or on Saturday afternoon, Sundays, or
holidays or election days.

HOTELS, TOURIST HOTELS AND
CLUBS.

Hotels, tourist hotels * and _clubs
may be permitted by, the Board: to
sell bottled wine and beer, at-dining
tables, during meals, to travellers
and members. No permit -may be
given to a hotel in any town, village
or settlement not included in an area
a majority of whose electors have
asked for a branch establishment of
the Board to be opened therein. In
other words, there is to be local op-
tion as to sale of wine and beers in
a hotel. But as regards Tourist Ho-
tels, so-called, they may be permitted
anywhere, provided that they may neot
sell to any person ordinarily resident
within ten miles. The idea is that
they shall sell only to those who are
travellers from abroad, for sport or
health. This is the definition:—

“The words Tourist Hotel mean a
building ‘provided with special ac-
commodation to provide food and
lodging: for travellers, and where such
accomomdation is habitually furnish-
ed, and which is specially and main-
ly for the accommadation of travel-
lers from places outside the Colony,
visiting it for{ sport or for health, and
which the Board is satisfied is desir-
able for the promotion of tourist
traffic.”

PERSONS UNDER DISABILITY.

¢ Except for medicinal purposes, no

kind of alcoholic liquor may be sold:

(a) To any person who has not
reached the age of twenty-one
years.

(b) To auy keeper or inmate of a dis-
orderly house.

(¢c) To any person. already convicted

of drunkenness or of - any of-
fense caused by drunkenness.
To any person who habitually
drinks alcoholic liquor to excess,
and to whom the Board has, after
investigation, decided to prohibit
the sale of such liquor upon ap-
plication to the Board by the
husband, wife, father, mother,
brother, sister, guardian, employ-
er or other person depending up-
on or in charge of such person.
The prohibition of any person by
the Board may be removed by the
Board.

(e) To any Esquimaux or Indian.

(f) To any Constable on duty, except
by authority of his superior of-
ficer.

(g) To any inmate of a Lunatic Asy-
lum, Poor House or Hospital.

Besides the “power of the Board,
quoted abeve, to “blacklist” a person
for excessive  drinking, there has
been re-enacted the power which the
old License Act gave a . Stipendiary

Magistrate to  blacklist. Sales of

spirits or wine, but not of beer, may

be made for medicinal
any of the aforementioned interdicted
or prohibited persons. {he sale of
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cially authorized, may be permitted by
the Board, to travellers, at meals,
but not otherwise. There are ex-
ception to the Bill providing for sale
of alcohol or brandy and rum to den-
tists, and alcoholic liquor to druggists
for use in their work, but they must
buy from the Board, and may not sell
itl except - when compounded with
drugs. There are stringent provis-
ions against adulteration of liquors,
which are to be used as beverages.

Only the Board may import alcoholic
liquor. By permission of the .Board,
wine and beer may be manufactured, |
but such wine and beer can ‘only be

sold to the Board, or to a. person

holding a permit from the Board

‘(such as a hotel-keeper). The Board

may appoint its own agent at the

manufactory, and delivery may be

made directly to the purchaser, the

price being collected by or for the

Board. The manufacturer must pay

a duty of five per cent. to the Board.

All sales by a manufacturer must be

accounted for to the Board.

PRIMARY CAUSE OF FOREST FIRE
PERIL.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 13.—(A.P.)

~2The. great forests. of - firs, pines,
Spruces, hemlocks, redwoods and se-
quoias that stretch over. the states of
the - Pacific. Coast have been menaced
more seriously by fires this summer
than at.any time in recent years. Cali-
fornia, in the grip of a protracted
drought, was the worst sufferer.

Despite the tinder-like comndition of
the California national forests, where
the. most -disastrous: of the fires have
burned, Paul G. Redington, United
States district forester here, is of the
opinion that there would have been
virtually wo fire l;uanl, and would
not be at any time, if human careless-
ness could. be eliminafed.

In a recent statement, Mr.- Reding-
ton attributed to neg,u;enca 667 of
839 fires in the state this year.

\. “About 80 per.cent.,” he said, “are
cgused by careless campers, motorists,
fishermen . and others who frequent
the forests. It is true that every sum-
mer a certain number of fires are
ptarted* by lightning; but we do mnot
fear the  lightning fires, Gencnlly

Hon. Prdme Minister in reply
said:  “Most of the teachers have
been paid their Augmentation in ac-
cordance with requisitions of Super-
intendents, but others have not been
paid to date, owing to the present
grant not being sufficient to meet all
demands in full.
