Eprrors CoroNist & CaRONICLE :(—A
gentleman who resided upon this Island a
dozen years ago, and who is now returned
for a short visit, informs me that the 3500
acres of land at Cowichan called the Indian
Reserve is set aside for, and belongs to at
least five hundred Indians, or at the rate of
about seven acres per head | 'One of those
Indians has four cows and a garden contain~
ing vegetablés, a little grain and potatoes.
A second has two cows, a third one cow.
Several expressed their decided intention of
working and saving their wages uctil they
had sufficient to buy cows also. Such being
the case, will the allotted area be too much
for them ? It indeed appears that one or
two people covet the land in question and
that is the main reason of the agitation.
Sarely it will be as well so utilise 500 In-
dians a8 a few white men, who indeed may
even do less, judging from . others in the
same district, than the aborigines. The
-Indians possess too a considerable amount of
poultry, ducks, &c, which they will turn to
practical account. Some of the aborigines
are building superior houses more or less
after the fashion of the English, and, taken
altogether, my informant considers that dus
ring the time that he has been absent from
the Colony there has been a very marked
improvement in the younger Indians or ris-
ing generation. That the indians are anxious
to know the boundaries of the land in order
that.they may puta-good fence around it,
for; at preseat it would appear that the white
man’s cattle destroy their fences first and
potatoes afterwards—a . very good way of
encouainging them) to prodace.

On the 27th of June, one army corps of
the Crown Prince—the Fifth, or Posen Corps,
commanded by Gen. Von Steinmetz—fell in
with the Austrians at Nachod, on the Sile:
gian frontier, 25 miles west of Glatz. Like
some others which followed in its wake, thig
corps had entered Bobemia both by way of
Brannan, and Reinerz, with-orders to move
on to- the fortress of Josephstadt by the fa~
mous pass of Nachod. The lossesin this
first encounter were not inconsiderable on
either side, and it seems that both succeeded
in taking some guns. At the close of the day

maintained their previous positions, & portion
only-of the latter “retiring to Josephstadt,
being replaced by fresh troops. On the day
following, Gen Steinmetz ordered a second
attack. Fortunately, he had been reinforced
in the night by a divisien of the first or Eaat
Prussian Corps, being this time confronted
by the Austrian corps of the full' comple-
ment of 60,000 men.:' The battle lasted
several hours, terminating with the retreat
of the Austrians, and the ecoupation by the
Prusgians of Skaliez, the next station on the
road to Josephstadt. 'About 3000 Austrians
were taken prisoners, and nearly as many
lay dead or wounded on the : battle~field.
On each side some 90 guns had.been at work,
The Austrian cavalry was repeatedly routed
by the Prussian Lancers, losing all their
standards, and eventually abandoning the
field to the victor. As to the Prussian ins
fantry, it relied as. usnal upon the rapidity
of its fire, the three ranks discharged at once,
the first kneeling down. The Anstrians, on
the other hand, with the impatient temper
of Sclavonian-races, and wishing to make up
for the inferiority of their guns, had recourse
to baygnet charges. But long before they
could attain the Prussian ranks their number,
under the volley from the needle gun, was so
thinned as to canse  the remnant to turn
about and fall to the rear. With true Aus-
trian perseverence they came on again and
again. The result was terribly identical in
each case. In one instance only did they
succeed in crossing arms with the inaccess~
ible enemy.

Our Prussian regiment agreed to cease
fighting to give the Austrians a chance of
measuring their strength in cold' steel. = It
was one of those cool and habitaally tacitarn
regiments [rom the far north, who during the
last few weeks had been a wonder and an
ever recurring grievance to the loguacious
race inhabiting the pleasant and fertile valleys
of Silesia, Felix. Uttering savage yells the
Sclavonians rushed forward, The Germans
presented their bayonets, and in a moment,
when the first shock had been encountered,
cast away their muskets drew their swords,
and fought man to man in the good old fashs
ion. I remember having: read in German
history of the strategical art, that so long as
the sword was the principal weapon used in
war, no Continental tribe dould: match the
Teutons on the battle field. However, when
the Germans, unluckily. for themselves,
stumbled upon Zthe invention of ‘gunpowder,
other nations, more adroit in handling the
musket and executing the manceavre its use
involves, were enabled to dispute the glory 'of
military prestige with its former monopolists.
Whatever the atom of truth in this self com-
placect assertion may be, there are few cases
on record where the Germans bave really
warmed ' to their work on the battle field
while confined to shooting and stabbing.
Shooting leaves them indifferent; the
bayonet they positively hate; having an in-
definite feeling that itis not a legitimate
weapon of warfare; but a sort of long stiletto,
while, if you give them a sword, the heavier
the better, they are in their own elément and
need no instruction as to how to lay it on
effectually.” T'o indulge in their battering ins
clination, the Prussian soldiery formerly
used to-reverse muskets, and belabor the foe
with the but end, a process factoo ecergetic
to employ with so delicate and instrament as
the needle gun, which wonld fall to pieces on
the secand blow.

I returned to Nachod about 6 o’clock, after
I had seen almost all the troops . that had
been engaged upon the field, and had thanked
them in your Majesty’s name.

The battle :to~day is an: honor to General
Von Steinmetz . and the Fifth Army Corps.
I cannot sofficiently praise the extraordinary
coolness of the young troops. All arms have
vied most gloriously in the discharge of their
duty. The needle-gun effected considerable
slaughter, and caused the failure of all the
enemy’s attacks, which were undertaken
with great iIntrepidity. The artillery dis~
played ‘rare powers of endurance in face of

the eavalry showed itself more than a match
for the much vaunted Austrian horse. Upon
the Austrian side twenty-eight battalions
were under fire, from all of which prisoners
have fallen into our bands. The Ffth Corps,
on the other hand, had only twenty~two bat-
talions to. oppose to this. force, and of these
the troops kept in reserve only came under
the fire of grenades. The brilliant success of
the day has been purchased with compara-
tively slight loss. From all I bave seen, I
estimate it .from 500 to 600 men, among
whom are a very considerable number of our
brave officers. In addition to those already
mentioned among the superior grades, 1 have
to mention Major Von Netzmer; of the
Eighth Dragoons, killed. Major General
Yon Ollech and Colonel Von Walther, com-
mander of the Forty-sixth Regiment, wound-
ed. The enemy’s loss is, on the other hand,
very large. Over 2000 prisoners are in our
bunds. His dead lay in many places in heaps,
so that I estimate his total loss at 4000 men.
The trophies taken, were the above mea=
tioned five guns, one flag and two standards,
I shall not fail to forward to your Majesty, as
soon as possible, farther details and a special
list of losses, together with the names of
those who had the opportunity of especially
distinguishing themselves.

It appears from the tes~
timony of arecent witness that when the
Indians found that the whites were about to
make war upon them, Jo, in order to get out
of the country and save his neck, repres-
ented to the Cayuses that the Mormons, who
were then just coming to Salt Lake, were
disaffected Americans who wounld help the
Indians in the fight, The Cayuses called a
Council, and sent three messengers with Jo,
to the Mormons. When they arrived in the
Snake copuntry near to Salt Lake, east of
Fort Hall, the Indians were poisoned, probs~
ably by "Jo, their bodies'and horses being
found in that vicinity, Jo was never traced
further, but he probably arrived safe in Mors
mondom.—Oregonan.

The back of ‘the specimen was of rough
quartz, while the face shone with the splen-
dor of burnished gold. It weighed $253, but
Mr K. said $500 would not buy it.

FAVORABLE REPORTS—CHARACTER OF THE MINES

The ‘report from ‘the mines is favorable,
and this notwithstanding the miners have
had to contend. against a late season and un:
usually high water. The water had subsided
and the miners were getting fairly to work.
The mines are what is known as “deep dig~
gings.”” In some instances the miners had
to go down 50 ‘and 60 feet before reaching
the pay dirt. In this respect, as also in the
appearance of the gold, the mines greatly re-
semble those of Cariboo.

PROSPECTS OF THE MINES

Those who have got to work in their
claims are taking out large sums and are
well satisfied with the prospect. It is now
reduced to a certainty that Big' Bend will be
a permanent mining camp, and that from
that quarter we-are to draw a goodly portion
of our gold crop.

the 14th July. Next to the European
war, the resignation of the Liberal
Ministry and the reconstruction ¢f the
Derby Cabinet occupied the greatest
share of public attention. The veteran
wasiorming his plalaux purely from the
Tory ranks, Earl Grosvenor, Lord
Klcho, Mr Lowe, Mr Horseman and
others having declined to array them-
selves against the late Ministry, whom
they had succeeded in ousting merely
for their extreme radical proclivities.
The list of names furnished by the
Scotsman, which we recently publish~
ed, was incorrect in some important
particulars. So far as could be ascer~
tained at latest dates from authentic
sources, the Earl of Carnarvon is the
new Secretary for the Colonies, Lord
Cranborne being Indian Sécretary,
Lord Stanley, the Premier’s son, be~
comes Foreign Secretary, in liea of
Mr Gathorne Hardy, who is appointed
President of the Poor Law Board.
The Duke of Montrose, and not Lord
Colchester, is Postmaster General.
Mr Walpole holds the keys of the
Home Office ; Sir Stafford Northcote
becomes President of the Board of
Trade; Mr Henley, Chanceller of the
Duchy of Lancaster. The Marquis of
Abercorn, and not Lord Malmesbury,
goes to Ireland as Lord Lieutenant,
the latter nobleman being Lord of the
Piivy Seal, and the Duke of Buckings
ham, Lord President of the Privy
Council. Mr Adderley’s name is not
mentioned, but may possibly be-
come one of the Under Secretaries.
Sir E. B. Lytton is to be Baron Lyttop
of Knebworth—and the last of the
Barons. The Postmaster General, it
is said,is not to havea seat in the
Cabinet. The selection is generally
approved by the country, and cons
sidered to exhibit on the whole a
strong personnel. It is a significant
fact that all who had gone to their
constituents, with the exception of
Mr Patton, Liord Advocate, and mex
ber for Bridgewater, had been re-
turned without opposition. We can
only afford space on the present
occasion to allude to the new Sec-
retary of State for the Colonies.
Speaking of this appointment, the
Spectator (Liberal) says “ Lord Carnarvon
will be a better Colonial Secretary than Mr
Cardwell, All we know of him is that he
has shown great industry and uniform good
sense with signs, of what when combined
with industry and good sense is the best ot
all qualities in & Parlimentary statesman, a
decided will of his own: There is nothing
of Mr ,Cardwell’s hollow formalism about
him. He is notlikely to be the Mr Legality
of the new administration. In Lord Carpar-
von, if we have what we expect, we shall
find a Colonial Secretary far less showy and
stagey, far more industrious and useful than
his late Conservative predecessor Sir Bul~
wer Lytton, and less of a formalist, more
real than his immediate liberal predecessor
Mr Cardwell. The marriage of the Princess
Helena to Prince Christian of Schleswig-
Holstein took place at Windsor Castle on the
5th July, the only noteworthy incident in
the ceremony being that Her Majesty her~
self gave the bride away. The Marquis
of Lansdowne who was expected to join the
new ministry, died on the 5th July, of a
paralytic stroke. We see no mention made
of the second reading of the Union Bill, and
presume it was fortunately shelved for the

Victoria merchants have
many privileges, and inducements are
sufficient, one would suppose, to enable
them tokeep constantly onhand stocks

| from which selections can be made by

the trader not only of California, but
Oregon.. Yet in several cases orders
which have gone from this city have
been returned without being filled If
there ever was a time when the people
of Victoriashould take a deep interest
n all matters connected with the trade
of Oregon, it is now, while they enjoy
with us theabundant facilitiesfor speedy
transportation offered by the Fideli—
ter, and the merchant there should be
prepared to fill the orders he receives,
of whatever amount, with despatch.
There is nothing now in the way of
preventing a traffic of econsiderable
magnitude from springing into a per«
manent existence between the two
places, in case the efforts to obtain it
are unitcd and based wupon liberal
grounds, While the press of Victoria
is busily engaged in turning public at:
tention to the lands, mines, coal fields
and other resources of the Colony, as
well as to put in an occasional objec-
tion to the farmers of Puget Sound
furnishing the people of Victoria with
productions, by aid of open BcOWS,
they should not neglect to urge an im-
provement in the mercantile pursuits.
Unless something of the kind is done,
and a better policy adopted, it will be
useless to our people to attempt to
favor them with patronage.— Portland
Oregonian. g

- IMPORTANT T0 SH1PPERS.—The new
tariff law imposes a duty on charges
connected with shipments of merchan-
diseas well as on thearticles themselves
On many cheap but bulky articles the
package and transportion charges to
port shipment are very large and being
hitherto free of duty have been omitted
from invoices sent to this port. Under
the present tariff the penalty is 30 per
cent, on the appraised value here, in«
cluding both goodsand charges, which
is equal to double duties. In many
cases the penalty when inflicted entails
a heavy loss on shippers, and it be-
hooves them to see that charges are
made prior to the entry of goods at the
Customshouse. A case in point oc-
curred yesterday; where an invoice of
empty bottles from Victoria, V. I,
was entered at $42, on which the char-
ges $44 07, were added by the Ap-
praiser and 30 per cent, additional on
both inflicted as penalty.—S. F. Bul-
letin, 13th.

The ancient title of Earl of Mar, descends
to the soa ot Mr Goodeve, of Bristol England,
the gentleman being a curate in the Episcos
pal church.  Bat the title descends withont
any estate, the whole estates descending to
the beir male, Colonel W. O, Erskine, the
cousin of the late earl, The title of Mar de-
scending to the direct heirs, goes to Mr
Goodeve without an inch of ground to sup~
port the honor. So much for the separa-ion
of the estate and title in England.

It was generally believed that two or
three of the posts generally considered
political would be lett untouched, and
in this respect a,less rigorous policy
would be initiated, although the Con-
servative ranks abound with noble
Lords—Court peacocks only fit to
strut and flaunt their fine feathers in
the presence of Royalty.

and from younger supporters who had
in the interim made themselves prom-
inent, Lord Derby, it is conceded even
by the Liberal press, has formed a
very tolerable Ministry. “The new
Cabinet,” says the authority before
quoted, “may be, and we believe is,

~well fitted to discharge the ordinary

business of Government, but it is too
little in accord with the majority of
the House and with public opiaion to
afford much hope of a prolonged ex~
istence. Several of its members pos-
sess great constructive ability, bat
there can be little scope for its exer~
cise. We accept Lord Derby’s Minis-
try as an interregnum, affording the
best opportunity of reconstructing a
Liberal Cabinet, and we are thankful
that while it serves this purpose, and
cannot eagily exceed it, it also pre~
sents an appearance in itself so thor-
oughly respectable.”

The Agriculturai Committee’s Inter-
view with the Gevermor.

The Committee appointed at the
agricultural meeting, held on the 15th
August, waited on the Governor on
Thursday, August 23d, in_ persuance
of theiresolution passed to that effect.

The deputation having been, cour-
teously received by His Hxcellency,
Mr Garrett read the resolutions which
had been adopted by the public meet~
ing. ' :

His Excellency replied ;

1. That the public welfare was
much retarded by the unhappy posi-
tion of the Crown Lands. The House
of Assembly had declined to accede to
the terms proposed by Her Majesty’s
Government, but had failed to suggest
any better plan for dealing with the
Crown Lands of the Coluny. Matters
were therefore stationary, and he had
not the power to put them in motion.
So far therefore as the Indian Reser—
ves and other Crown property are
concerned; he regretted being unable
to meel the views of the deputation.

2. So far back as 1864, he had a re-
turn made of all the lands which bad
besn sold or preempted. This return
showed the startling fact that 118,000
acres were held under the various
~Land Acts of the Colony for which
no payment whatever had been made,
of which only 23,000 acres were pro~
fessedly = occupied! Thus in round
nnmbers, about 100,000 acres were
held- without being utilized or improv~
ed in any way, yielding no revenue of
any kind. Let this large territory be
cultivated and we could afford to wait
patiently the correct settlement of the
Crown Lands question.

But how was this desirable object
to be obtained? In his opinion there
was but one way of reaching the evil.
Let a tax belevied on every acre by
whomsoever held in lieu of the Real
Hstate Tax. The industrious farmer
would not feel it, because he had a re-
turn from his land; the speculator
would speedily give way to some
one who was inclined to work. Land
had its duties as well as its rights, and
if one man did not fulfil those daties
he should either pay for the luxury of
neglecting them, or allow somebody
else to come in who was willing to un-
dertake their discharge.

The present Lani Proclamation
Act he considered a failure; the
figures already referred to proved that
with the most convincing clearness.
It allowed a class of men toobtain
land who immediately evaded its spirit
and object, and without ever putting
in a plough sat down and wondered
why they were not rich, Zax them
and they will work or_sell.

3. The Real Estate Tax being a
penalty upon improvement he con-
sidered to be wrong in principle. It
pressed upon the.man of industry, and
favored the indolent. This should be
amended without delay.

4. As for the extension of the per-
mit system, he could not see his way
to recommend that. As the enlight-
ened principles of Free Trade be~
came better understood, the value of
direct over indirect taxation was be=
coming more and more apparent. The
heavy expense, the fraud, and the
vice which import duties led to, were
rapidly convincing the world of
the 'Auperiority of Free Trade. He
could not make out the justice and
wisdom of taxing the poor man’s loaf
while the rich man’s champagne en-
tered free. He thought the only pros
tection required by the farmers of this
Colony was, that as great facility as
possible for getting their produce to
market should ' be afforded :' them.
With a tax upon land, sufficient to in~
duce'improvement or sale, good roads
and regular steam communication
along the coast, an amended real es-
tate tax act, and Free Trade, he
would still be confident of the fature,
success.of the Colony. . ~ .+ -,

. The deputation thanked His Excel-
lency for his courteous reception.and
withdrew. :

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The Gubernatorial Visit.

One of the first duties inommbent
upon Her Majesty’s representative
upon -assuming the governmént of any
of Her Colonies, unquestionably is'
to make himeelf thoroughly acquaint-
ed with the country and the subjects
over whom he has to rule. During the
three yoars of his administration,
Governor Kennedy has not proceeded
farther than Nanaimo to the North,
and Leech River to the West, and the
rest of the Island was therefore so far
as his personal knowledge -was con-
cerned, a blank, a terra incognita.
The .settlements of both aborigines |
and white men, are necessarily either
cloe to the gea shore or approachiable
by, water, and with two or three ships
of 'war lying in Hsquimalt harbor,]
alyays available, the task ‘of pro-
ceeding round the Island on an official
visis, could be neither perilous, diffl-
cult, nor disagreeable during the sum<
mer months. His Excellency has
now accomplished the feat, and must
feol how limited was his previous
knowledge of the island and those who
inhabit it. The treatment of the
native tribes, talls especially within
the sphere ot his jurisdiction, and to
understand the wisest mode of dealing
with them, requires personal contact
with them and some insight into their
habits, customs and ideas. More fre-
quent intercourse with the Indians on
the West Coast especially, would lead
to a much _better understanding, and
p;fevent the necessity of saummary
punishment being inflicted for wrongs
committed by the untutored savages.
We find the poor creatures themselves
anxious for a better understanding,
and asking His Kxcellency to appoint
Indian agents to reside among them.
In the present condition of the coun~
try, the appointment of paid agents,
is ont of the question, but we wouald

press upon the Executive, the advisa-|

bility of more frequent friendly visits
being paid by a man of war, having a
répresontative of the Government en
board, to the more distant In-
dian settlements on the Coast. It
would be the means of quieting
the natives, repelling depredations, and
ensuring greater security to life,
without which the remote portions of
the Island will neither be developed nor
settled. At Cowichan, we notice that
the compensation and Indian Reserve
question was again brought to His
Excellency’s notice. This is a grave
matter, deserving the earnest atten~
tion of Gwvernment, for there is every
reason to apprehend serious trouble
if faith be much longer broken with
the original Lords of the manor. At
the white settlements of Comex and
Cowichan Valley, His Excellency will
have had ample opportunity of judg-
ing for himself whether the Island, as
some peeple still maintain, contains
no arable land, and whether our ag-
ricultural interests are worthy of en-
couragement or not. In every point|
of view the visit of the Governor was
mécessary and politie. The Indian
will feel that a great barrier no lon~
ger lies between him and the white
man’s ‘“hyas tyhee,” and that ho has
only to behave himself to be his friend,
while the honest and deserving settler,
struggling for his livelihood in the]
distant woodland, will infuse fresh
vigor into his wearisome toil, under
the assurance that his interests and
wants are known where they can best
find a helping friend.

We afterwards vis-
ited the farm up the river, there is some ex~
cellent land farmed by a man named Tayler,
a Scotchman, who pays a nominal rent of $1
a year. He has some very fine looking
stock.

* Fripay, 10th—Woeighed from Stamp har=-
‘bor;at 4 p. m. and anchored by 10 o’clock in
Ouchucklesit, about 20 miles from Alberni.
Landed and visited the Indians and gave
them a present of some biscuit and a few

promised 1ok to molest the whites. They all
asked eagerly for some while man. to live
among them in the capacity of Indian Agent.
This indeed appears to be much needed
everywhere, for the Indians want some one
who they can respect and look up to and who
will proteet them and represent their griev~
ances in a proper maoner. We left Ouchu-
cklesit about-2 p. m. and shortly afterwards
anchored in Island harbor, not more than 12
miles off. 'We were dnable to proceed owing
to the fog and thick disagreeable weather.

SaturDAY, 11th.—Weighed early this
morning; at 6 o’clock His Excellency landed
at Village Island and visited the fishing es-
tablishment of Messrs. Sproat & Co. They
bave a quantity of most excellent Cod, which
they salt down. They obtain these fish (which
are called by the natives “Tush-koor”) in
very large quantities and their little schoener
Oodfish takes them to Victoria. Entered
Olayoquot Sound by noon and anchored off
the village of the Ahousat Indians. This
i ‘the tribe of Indians who were so severely
punished by the Sutlej. We landed and had
a“wah~wah” with them. Gave a few blan-
kets to the Chief and distributed some tobac-
co and biscuit among the tribe. We saw
Cupcha, the Chief, he was severely wounded
at the time the Sutlej made the attack on
his village and he pointed out the scars on
his le and shoulder, which had evidently
'been caused by some very severe wounds.
Anchored the same evening in Hashquiat
harbor.

Sunpay 12th.—Left Hashquiat at 4 in the
morning, and steered for Nootka Sound.
'Stopped for an hour at Friendly Cove,” (the
entrance to Nootka.) The Governor landed
and visited the Indians, spoke to them, and
distributed some small presents among them.
They showed us various documents from cap~
tains of merchant ships and others, saying
they were friendly disposed towards the
whites. These people also asked for some
white man to be sent to live among them.
We then steamed round Nootka Island, and
anchored the same evening in Queen’s Cove
Esperanza Inlet.

Moxpay 13th—Left Queen’s Cove by 10
a. m., very thick foggy weather, drizzling
rain, surf breaking heavily over the rocks at
the entrance to Esperanza ; however, we got
safely outside, and shaped a course for Quat-
sino Sound, where we anchored by 6 p. m.
Found the schooner Kate, Capt. Waller, here.
They were trading for salmon.

Turspay 14th—Weighed from Quatsino at
daylight ; rounded Cape Scott, with splen-
did weather ; passed into the Galetas Chan-
nel,” and anchored at Fort Rapert by 2 p. m.
Found the Otter lying here, The Governor
landed and visited the Fort and the Indian
village.

WEDNESDAY 15th—Weighed at 4 a. m.,
and anchored the same night in Tribune
Bay, Hornby Island.

Taurepay 16th—Weighed at daylight,
and anchored off Comox by 8 o’clock.. The
Governor landed, and rode round the settle~
ment ; called at all the settlers houses, and
enquired most kindly into their wants, and
evinced great interest in their farms, stock,
&c. Nearly all the settlers spoke cheerfully
of their prospects, and appeared contented.

also complained of the difficulty of getting
rid of their produce, except at a reat loss.
One settler showed two magnificent bogs fate
tened on milk and corn, weighing 300 pounds
each, The same man has 150 other hogs.

Some very magnifi-
cent oats were.seen at the farm of Mr Alex~
ander, he expected they would yield at least
80 bushels to the acre, Mr Alexander has a
wife and family, and appears a thriving pros-
perous man, He has travelled a great deal,
has farméd ‘both in the 'old country’ and Aus-
tralia, but be says he infinitely prefers this,
and is perfectly contented with the spot he
bas chosen. He awns about 20 head of fine
cattle. All the crops at the various farms,
looked as if they would yield an abundant
harvest. The lndians were peaceable, they
complained about their lands, and were
anxious to know when the question of what
land they were to have, would be deffnitely
settled.

[BEFORE CHIEF JUSTICE NEEDHAM.]

Walker v. Lowenberg—Argument in this
case was resumed yesterday.

GoLp.—The imports of gold into the Unitw
ed Kingdom amounted in April to £719,760
against £1,024,684 in April, 1865, and £1,-
424,654 in April, 1864. The exports of gold
from the United Kingdom in April amounted
to £481,099 against £639,022 in April, 1865,
and £1,876,411 in April 1864. In the four
months ending April 30, the value of the
gold imported was £3,145,749 against £3,«
675,930 in the corresponding period of 1865,
and £5,532,504 in the corresponding period
of 1864. In the four months ending April 30,
the value of the gold exported was £1,877,~
463 against £2,163,536 in the corresponding
period of 1865, and £5,988,217 in the corres-
pondent period of 1864, There has thus
been a considerable contraction in the moves
ment of gold this year.— Eng., Paper.

_ping place—Hope (or Hopeless as it should

be called —which was reached at 2 o’clock
in the morning. After the delay of an hoar
or 80, to enable the worst riffles in the river
between Hope and Yale to be crossed by day-
light, the Lillooet again started, and about
44 o'clock, as the first rays ot Old Sol be-
gan to gild the mountain~peaks, Capt.
Fleming called the company from their
berths to inform them that Emory’s Bar
rifle was in sight,and that the steamer
would shortly be in the midst of that danger=
ous whirl. No second summons was neces~
sary, and the excursionjsts soon had the
gratification of se¢ing the vessel—under the
skillful management of the celebrated pilot,
* Delaware "—safely over the dangerous spot
and speeding rapidly towards the ‘dreaded
Hellgate—so~called from the impetuosity
with which the current rushes through a
narrow gorge or canyon. In this riffle, which
is not more than the length of the steamer, the
channel is narrowed by the presence of two
large rocks on either side of the river, and the
descending water, striking first the rock on
the west side of the stream, shoots diagonally
across and strikes the rock on the east side.
Through this gorge, the great body of water
rushes at a rate of speed that renders naviga-
tion at high water almost impossible, but at
the stage at which we entered the
“gate,” the Lillooet speedily forced her
way throngh and was soon “stemming
the less troublous current beyond. The
next point of interest. reached : was the fa«
mous Hill’s Bar, from which, early in 1858,
and for months afterwards, rich deposits of
gold were raised. It was the extraordinary
yield.of gold from this bar; which, in that
memotable year caused thc great Fraser
river excitement, and drew ' 20,000 people
from California to British Columbia and Van.
couver Island. 'But its_ richness has long
since departed—*“it hath taken unto itself
wings”’ and “hath gone forth on its mission”
to increase the commerce of the world, and

“toadd (let us hope) to the material prosperity

of the toiling masses. At 6} o’clock, ao
abrupt tarn brought us in sight of the town of
Yale, the head of steam navigation, nestled at
the base of huge mountains, which rear them-
selves heavenward on every side. It is‘here
that the great forwarding  business of the
interior is conducted, and it is here that the
trunk road—that splendid monument to the
greatness of Sir James Douglas—commences.
It was Sabbath morning, but the shrill whis
tle of the Lillooet roused the dreamy sleepers,
and by the time the steamer had *“tied up”
at the townsite, a goodly collection of pera
sons had assembled to welcome the excur~
sionists. The company were most hospita~
bly received and ertertained by the towns~
people, who really appear to enjoy a degree
of prosperity elsewhere unknown in these
Colonies. There are no bankruptcies here—
no grumbling at dull times. Buildings are in
course of erection and real estate is steadily
rising in value. The business transacted
here must be enormous. Large pack trains
and wagons laden with freight, leave the
town daily for. the North. There are two
fireproof storehouses here—owned by Oppén=
heimer & Co., and Alway & Bailey—and
three Churches, viz: Oatholic, Episcopal and
Methodist. . The Episcopal Church, (over
which Rev. Mr Good -presides) was the only
one at which divine service. was, held on
Sunday last, and Oapt. Franklin and staff
attended. The Indians, under the spiritual

Epirors CoroNisT & CHRONICLE :— Gen-

Our Indian Poiicy.

Eprrors CoLoNist & CaronIcLE —A letter
appeared in your issue of Friday headed
¢ Qur Indian Policy,” which, seems to me to
have been written either, hy one who wishes
to do all he can to make trouble and dispute
arise out of a hearty endeavor on the part of
our farmers to” better their condition aud the
Coloay’s, or else by one who for some private
ipterest of his own is unwilling that the land
now held by the Iudians shou!d be disposed
of for gome purpose more useful and ‘benefi-
cial. He commences by saying that the meet«
ing of Thursday last was got up by some of
Governor Kennedy’s friends, whereas [ think
most of your readers will agree with me that
it was a hearty and well intentioned effort to
revive the drooping condition of the Colony,
and improve the prospects of ‘Agriculturists.
As to the injustice of depriving the Indians
of their land, as far as I can make out from
the account of the meeting, it was intepded
that some return should be made to the Ins
dian for the loss of his land, and that if he
was unwilling to part with it, it sbould npt be
taken from him by foree. Wounld it not be
better for an agricultural town' to spring up
with a market, where the Indian could obtain
a good price for hi§ produce and which con-
sequently would be ‘an inducement for him
to cultivate his land, than for the land to be
unimpaoved and the Indian unnable to obtain
acything for his labor ? Surely. it would be
far better for 500 or 1000 dcres t6 be left for a
reserve and the remainder thrown open for
general cultivation. 1 am glad to see that at
least ang. “ Priest of the -Most High. God ”
takes ap interest in the welfare of his copntry
and his fellow Colonists.  May * he “always
continue ‘to do ‘so,” We do not wish 16 see
the Indians transformed into *Gorillas” (one
or two might be of some use to send home to
the Zoological Gardens). Yet I believe most
of us are anxious to see their condition imw
prove, which it very certainly is not doing
under the" present distribution ' of land.
only hope that this meeting may be followed
up by some hearty attempt to open ap. the
country, improve the condition of the agri-
culturist, and turn thé’Indian Reserves to
some more beneficial nse than 'at present,
although opposed by the evil-wishers of the
Colony.

The Ascent of Mount Baker,

Sehome, August 24 —The party consisting
of Messrs Coleman, Tennant and Bennes
have just returned from an exploration of
Mount Baker, having been absent sixteen
days. They report having had fine weather,
and a pleasant trip. They reached the base
of the mountain on the evening of the 16th
and made the ascent the next day, spending
two days and one night on the mountain.
The first day they reached a point  about
balf way up the mountain and passed the
night, and next morning made an early start
and reached a point within some fifty feet
of the summit, where they were stopped by a
perpendicular wall of ice and snow, which
threatened to fall atany instant and dash
them to atoms and stopped their further pro-
gress in that direction, They are fully satis-
fied, had they diverged a little to their left
band a short distance below the point reached,
they would have made the ascent. The as«
cent of the mountain is difficult, but by no
means impassable, and they have established
the fact that the ascent can be made by the
route they pursued. The crater of the moun-
%ain was passed by the party at the distance
of some four hundred yards, and it was dis-
charging smoke plentifully with a strong
sulphurous smell. The mountains around
the base of Mount Baker, are open and cov«

and flowers, all blooming and fresh as in
spring.. The party collected quite a number
of new and rare  plants, the ptarmigan or
white partridge was also seen. Elk, deer,
bear and wolves are plentiful. The Stars and
Stripes were left floating at the. highest point
reached, and the party are determined, in
another season, to put them on the summit.
They were unable to determine the altitude,
on account of the defective apparatus, whieh
proved to be utterly worthless. - Water boiled
at the camp at the base of the Mount, at
192 degrees.: The want of time and the diss
tance from their camp, prevented them from
making another ascent, and in view of the
difficulties which the party had to contend
with, they have done all that could be ex-
pected and more.
