TYPHOID IN KENT.

Its Increased Prevalence Causing a Panic—

Seal Herds Migrate From the Old
Rookeries to Otfer and
Walrus Islands.

Two more of the home-coming sealing
fleet anchored in James bay last night,
having been towed in after trying in
vain to make port under sail during the
early part of the day. The schooners
are the Vera and Carlotta G. Cox, the
latter being the vessel that passed the
Casco on her way home and which it
was supposed and even wagered would
be home long in advance of her. She
comes from the Copper island -coast,
which she left on the 8th of last
month. Some three or four days before
her sailing, the Mermaid and Geneva

were fallen in with and it was learned
that both were intending to remain
away for a considerable time yet, as
they are well provisioned. An arrange-
ment had been made between the two
that the Mermaid should take home the
Geneva’s catch while the latter stayed
on the Coast to make up for a deficiency
in her catch on the Japanese coast. It
would seem from the luck she was
meeting when the Cox sailed that this
object would be accomplished for she
was then highliner for the coast with
340 ekins. The Mermaid had mnot done
nearly so well in the same pgealing
grounds but bad received a total of 1,100
skins, of which 950 were obtained off the
Japanese coast. The Cox got 250 off the
Copper islands, bringing her total up to
1,400. She reports the Pioneer as hav-
ing 150 a few days before she
left for home, and the St.
Lawrence, of the American side, with
200 and doing well, her record for one
day being 50 skins. No late news in ad-
dition to that brought by the Casco,
which beat her home, is brought by the
Cox. She had seen nothing of any Rus-
sian men-of-war, and though having met
several of the Japanese vessels had seen
none with larger catches than Victoria
vessels, notwithstanding their alleged
privilege of going farther inshore than
Canadian or American sealers.

Through the Vera’e return further par-
ticulars of the accident in which two “of
her crew lost their lives were received.
On the 12thof last month the schooner’s
boats were out hunting. A breeze was
blowing, and this increased in force as
the day advanced. On returning to the
schooner a boat manned by Harry
Brown, A. Bellet, and & Finn known as
Alex. got broadside on to a
sea and capsized, throwing all
three = into 'the icy sea. The
accident occurred when the boat was
about four miles distant from the
schooner. All the men were heavily
clad and wore waterproofs, gum boots,
efc., which must have weighed them
terribly, and when the boat upset only
Bellet appeared to retain possession of
the craft, the others sinking without a
strugele. Bellet hung to the keel
of the boat and in this perilous
position . was picked up by the
mate, Locke,
happened along immediately afterwards,
none of the bodies could be found but
the boat and her gear was a few hours
later recovered. Harry Brown, who
with the unfortunate Finn, who seems
to have been little known by some of his
shipmates, met his death, has been for
years in the sealing business, having
last vear béen first or second mate on
the Marvin. -The Vera’s regretable mis-
fortune is the only fatality fo
any of the Behring Sea fleets this
year. The Marvin, when the Vera left
Ounalaska on September 17, it was
thought would be receiving her repairs
in port until the following day at least.

OMINECA TRAIL.

The Distance Has Been Shortened by About
fis Forty Miles this Year.

Charles B. Jones, a civil engineer, sent
up to Hazelton last spring by the pro-
vincial government to build a trail into
the Omineca country returned last night
by the Tees. The old trail of 176 was
shortened 40 miles as a result of MMr.
Jones’ work and in coming out his pack
horse came over the trail easily in seven
days. This new trail avoids what is
known to Omineca minersas Frying Pan
mountain and enables the miners to stay
in the Omineca a short time longer, as
the new trail being on a lower level than
the old, the snow does not imped it so
soon.

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Canada’s Authority on the Yukon
Country Is Again in
Victoria.

He Will Likely Accompany the Min-
ister of the Interior to
Dyea.

“ William Ogilvie, Ottawa,”” was the
modest signature on the Driard hotel
register yesterday. It might escape the
attention of an unobservant person
glancing over the book, as it had not
been expected that the man who is to-
day the greatest authority on Canada’s
Northern gold fields of the Yukon was
on his way here.

Mr. Ogilvie was last in Victoria two
years ago, for in July, 1895, he left for
the Yukon, whither he was sent by the
Dominion government in connection

with the laying down of the 141st paral-
lel, which marks the boundary in the iar
North between Alaska. and Canada.
How well he has fulfilled his duties and
the great intelligence and gkill with
which he has acted in many other diffi-
cult tasks since raised by the Klondyke
rush began, is well known.

The greatest proof of Mr. Ogilvie’s val-
uable services to Oanada in dealing with
mining disputes and other kindred trou-
bles is the unquestioning way in which
the miners—Canadians as well as for-
eigners—have accepted his decisions as
just and honest. The benefits of this
cannot well be overestimated, when one
remembers how far the Yukon is from
settled civilization and the great difficul-
ties that might easily arise with a sud-
den influx of gold seekers, the majority
of whom are foreigners unacquainted
with Canadian laws,

Mr. Ogilvie, however, is not the sort
of man to sing his own praises, and
while quite willing to talk pleasantly
about the Yukon country yesterday and
to give all the information in his power,
be kept his own personality modestly in
the background.

Mr. Ogilvie left Dawson City on July

15, and making his way on a river

steamer to St. Michael’s sailed thence
on the Excelsior to San Francisco on
her last trip, a short time ago. Having
rested in San Francisco a few days, he
was called North by a telegram, and
reached Victoria yesterday morning on
his way to meet Hon. Clifford Sifton,
minister of the interior, at Vancouver.

Asked as to the reports about an an-
ticipated shortage of provisions in Daw-
son Oity this winter, Mr. Ogilvie stated
that at the time he left, in July, there
were provisions enough to last 4,000
people through the winter. Since then,
however, many were said to have made
their way out again to the coast, so it
might be that after all the provision
shortage would not be as bad as ex-
pected.

‘‘ The idea of trying to get relief in by
dog train is quite out of the question,’”
remarked Mr. Ogilvie, “ for it is utterly
impossible for dog trains to carry, on
such a long trip, more than enough to
feed themselves. I fact, on & long jour-
ney a man generally takestwo dog trains,
calculating that a good many of his dogs
will give out on the trip, as the animals
have to be pushed ahead as rapidly as
possible, and that there will probably be
only enough of the stronger dogs left to
get to the journey’s end.’”’

Mr. Ogilyie estimates that altogether
from two to two and a half millions in
gold was taken out of the
Klondyke this year. In ' the
creeks already being worked—Bonanza
and Eldorado, there are, he . calculates,
some $60,000,000 or $70,000,000 in gold,
8o that for next year and several years
to come they will yield perhaps $60,000,-
000 to $70,000,000. This, of course, re-
fers only to thediscoveries already made,
and there is an. enormous stretch of
country that has not been touched at all
yet.

Even when the placer mines are ex-
hausted the quartz discoveries will make
the mining business a permanent one.
In fact mining is only beginning there.

Talking of the reports of wonderful
amounts of gold taken out in a single
pan, Mr. Ogilvie gave some of his own
experiences. In one of the mines
owned by Olarence Berry, whose
fortune was told in one of the
papers several months ago, Mr. Ogilvie
went into one of Berry’s claims and for
curiosity’s sake agked to be allowed to
panout a panful of gold. The pay
streak then was very rich, but standing
at the bottom of the shalt, looking at it
by the light of a candle, all that could be
seen of the pay streak was a yellowish
looking dirt, with here and there the
sparkle of a little gold. Mr. Ogilvie
took out a big panful, took it to the sur-
face and started to wash it out, while sev-
eral miners stood about guessing as to
the result.

‘“ More dirt than gold,” joked Mr.
Ogilvie a8 he sluiced off the top dirt by
a dip in the water. Then as the dirt
went out the gold began to glisten in the
pan he reversed his decision to * More
gold than dirt.”’

Five hundred dollars was the
top guess of the miners, but when
the gold was washed, dried and weighed,
it came to a little over $590.

Speaking of the gnartz to be found in
the Yukon Mr. Ogilvie stated that he
had made a number of tests roughly for
several men. One man brought in a
sample from a quartz ledge he had dis-
covered. Mr. ggilvie weighed out sev-
eral samples, crugshed them, washed out
the gold, and found that the ore went
$1,000 to the ton even by that crude
method. Other samples he tried went
$100 or more. If the ore had been
properly crushed and quicksilver used
to amalgamate, the results would have
been very much higher no doubt.

Mr. Ogilyie denies the highly colored
reports of lawlessness at Dawson City.
In spite of the number of foreigners, the
miners show a disposition to abide by
the Canadian laws. At the same time it
is to the mounted police that the people
look to maintain order, and the talk in
United States newspapers about the
miners running things their own way by
means of miners’ meetings is all non-
gense. Mr. Ogilvie has a few comical
incidents to relate in connection with
the uncertainty that formerly existed as
to the boundary line. He has marked
out the boundary along the  14lst

n that that will bel

quite sufficient to prevent any disputes
a8 to the mines, The line shows that

Miller and Glacier “creeks;, formerly be-
lieved to be in Alaska, are well on the
Canadian side of the line; and as to the
rest of the ground where gold has been
struck that is so far east in Canada as to
set at rest the least doubt about it.

One man, a French Canadian, com-
monly known ag French Joe, who had a
claim on Miller creek, was very anxious
to find out, when Mr. Ogilvie first went
to the Yukon, whether the mine was in
Canada or Alaska. When he discovered
he was in Canada Joe was quite con-
tented, for, as he said: I got all I want
of dem miners’ meetings.’’

¢*I tell you pooty quick w’y too my-
gelf,”” continued Joe.

** Mabbe you know Josh Brown down
de crick. Well! one day a feller ’bout
two mile hup to de nord, he say as I pass
de mine,

‘Hello Joe! spose yvou tak des two
hounce gold down to Josh.’

‘ Bien,’ I say, ‘I tak im.” .

“ Well, Itak de dust to Josh, but ba-
teme! hinsted of say merci, he yell, ¢ By
gar! dat feller howe me tree hounce,
w’ere’s de hodder?’

‘Bacre! I gotno hodder, de manhonly
gif me two,” Isay.

‘“Josh, he git mad cause I honly got
two hounce to gif him and hecall a min-
ers’ meeting.

‘‘ Maudit wot you spose dem feller do.
I tell dem I honly get two hounce to take
to Josh, but dey mak me pay de hodder
hounce and all the expense of the meet-
in. Dere was 80 men in hall and honly
five vote for me, but de hodder feller
have six on his side. De res dey say
*We don’ give a dam nohow.’

*No,’ said Joe, in concluding his un-
bappy experience, ‘I don’ want no more
miners meetin.

‘‘ Thinge are not run by miners’ meet-
ings on the Canadian side of the line,”
went on Mr. Ogilvie, *“ and Joe’s exper-
ience does not make them very desirable
at any rate.”

As to the people composing the
population at the mines Mr. Ogilvie
states that the native born Americans
are in the minority. The Canadians
outnumber them and the others are
Scandinavian and European born. The
Swedes and Norwegians make a partic-
ularly desirable class of immigrants.
They are pleased with their treatment
in Canada and like our laws.

““A great many of these will take the
gold they make back to Europe with
them,’” said Mr. Ogilvie, ‘‘for though
they came from the United States they
are not going back there to live. Some
of them said to me that if they did not
care to live back in their old homes
again they would come out to Canada to
settle. Certainly they will give their
friends a good account of the Dominion.”’

Mr. Ogilvie, in speaking of the trials
of a miner in the North, advised that
only men who were able to take a year’s
supplies with them and could endure
hardships and disappointment should
make the attempt. A man who could
stand these hardships, poor food, bad
water, and could put up with all the
disadvantages of cold and hard work be-
sides, would, he believed, succeed in
making mouvey. But there were plenty
of men who, though able to stand the
toil, would succamb to the other diffi-
culties. As an instance, Mr. Ogilvie
spoke of two young Swedes who had
made fortunes in the mines, about $60,-
000 in all, and started for home. How-
ever, they were taken ill with typhoid at
Dawson City and both died.

There was & good, deal of sickness at
Dawson, due to want of esnitary pre-
cautions and bad water, resulting in an
outbreak of typhoid.

The water of the creek had become
foul by reason of the drainage from the
place running into it and the tearing up
of the banks in mining and the conse-

uent decomposed vegetable matter

alling into the water had added to the
trouble.

Mr. Ogilvie had one little amusing in-
cident to tell of how a very fervid
American from  away back east drank
the Queen’s health. The man who is a
sort of charaeter among the miners goes
by the name of Jim. He has a little
pface on Forty Mile, and instead of min-
ing runs & truek garden in which
he grows potatoes at two bits a pound.
The potatoes do not grow very well
for they are somewhat watery and sour;
yet fresh vegetables are a rare com-
modity in the Yukon. Jim’s ranch is
right on the line, and it was with great
relief that he found after the boundary
had been run that he was still in the
United States with the exception of a
corner of his potato field.

When Mr. Ogilvie was coming away
he had a small quantity of good Cana-
dian ryve whiskey which Jim regarded
with longing eves. ¢ You’ll get it om
one condition,” said Mr. Ogilvie, ‘“and
that is that vou drink the Queen’s
health”” .

¢ I’ll do that,” replied Jim, and tip-
ping up the bottle heswallowed hisdrink
after a fervid ‘“ God Bless Queen Vie-
toria and all her subjects.”

Mr. Ogilvie goes over to Vancouver
this morning by the Islander to meet
Hon. Mr. Sifton, and it is possible that
he may form one of the party North in
the Quadra to Dyea.

OVERLAND TO KLONDYKE,

The Route via Ashcroft and Quesnelle Very
Well Spoken Of,

Mr. 8. T. Eichelberger, who has been
out since May 1 in the interest of Mar-
cus Daley, James Hamilton and J. F.
Karby, of Anaconda, Montana, lookin
out a praetical route for a large party o
prospectors which the above named
gentlemen intends sending into the
Peace river country early next season,
came down the Cariboo road to Ashcroft
this week, having left his outfit, horses,
etc., at Quesnelle. To the Ashcroft
Mining Journal Mr. Eichelberger said:
‘‘ 1 shall strongly advocate the Ashcroft-
Quesnelle route for any parties wishing
to reach Peace river or the Klondyke
overland. It istkrough a country easy
to travel, good trails, good water and
the best feed I ever saw, so far as I
went, and from conversation I have had
while in that country with those who
have been clear through to Telegraph

 Creek I am satisfied that the route can

be covered easily with pack animals
from Asheroft clear through to Teslin
lake in 40 or 50 days. I was at Ques-
nelle when Mr. Devereau and companion
left on their trip overland in the interest
of the Mining Journal, to secure a map
and farnish all information of the pres-
ent condition of the trail through to
Teslin lake. He stated to me that he
would be able to make Telegraph Creek
in 25 days frem the time of leaving
Quesnelle. He went with a light outfit,
intending to renew his snpglies at Hazel-
ton and at Telegraph Creek. His report
will be of great interest to all contem-

plating the trip in the early spring.

WHAT Go_Rp_ﬁN SAYS,

The Suspeet From the Skeena Tells
How His Partner Passed
From Life.

He Also Gives Reasons For His
Hazleton Story—A Most
Peculiar Case.

William A. Gordon, the mining man
from the North, suspected of the murder
of his partner, Isaac Jone, will probably
be brought before the police magistrate
within the next few days and formally
arrainged, to enable the Crown officers
to make application for a continuation
until such time as reports can be re-
ceived from the parties already afield to
search for the missing man, dead or
alive,

It is a most remarkable fact that as
yet no charge has been entered, al-
though the suspected man has been for
several weeks deprived of his liberty.
Under ordinary circumstances this
would be regarded as a gross violation
of the fundamental prineciple of British
liberty. It is notan ordinary case, how-
ever, and herein the procedmre is be-
lieved to be justifiable.

Like the ‘unfortunate Jones, Gordon
was for a considerable time a resident of
Nanaimo and a working coal miner. His
condnct there did not at any time excite
suspicions of him as a sanguinary
character—in fact Nanaimoites regarded
him rather as a weak-minded character
than a desperate one.

The police officer, Mr. Chapman, who
brought the prisoner from the North,
absolutely declines to enter into partica-
lars of the case other than have already
been published. Gordon himself is not
80 secretive, however; in fact he israther
pleased when opportunity is afforded
him to air his side of the strange
story. In the first place he admits
having deliberately lied at Haazleton
when called upon to account for the
absence of his partner. He saw that he
wag suspected, he explains, and gave
the first excuse that entered his head—
that Jones had started for home via
Quesnelle, having first turned over his
goods to him to dispose of.

The trutb, he now maintains, is that
Jones was drowned on the Omineca on
the 12th of last July, while testing a raft
they bad built with the intention of de-
scending the Omineca. They had reach-
ed the river several days before, and
finding the trail bad had decided to
adopt the water route to reach mining
ground.

The raft was built, outfits being left in
the tent, of course, until it was com-
pleted. Then on the 12th of July both
took the little craft ont to see if it worked
properly, the intention being “to start
out the following day. It had hardly
been floated into the current when the
timbers parted, and Jones lost his foot-
ing. He was wearing but his trousers
and undershirt at the time, and this is
how it came that his money was not
lost with the body.

Gordon himselfy had difficulty, accord-
ing to his story, in reaching the shore,
whence he swam out several times in
the ineffectual attempt to save his part-
ner. When he realized that it was hope-
less, that Jones was gone, he picked up
everything belonging to both and re-
turned to Hazleton, intending at the
time to report the circumstances to the
authorities.

Why he did not do so, or why he took
the trouble to carefully conceal the
money found sewn in the lining of his
coat, he has nothing to say.

Several city lawyers havealready taken
the trouble to look into the case, and
hazard the opiuion that no parallel for it
will be found in British Columbia jaris-
prudence. Their opinion as to the na-
tural procedure to be adopted, is'in favor
of habeas corpus application in behalf of |
the prisoner, which would enable the
anthorities to ask for an adjournment if
it is necessary, and probably meet their
desires as well as any other proceedings.
As yet no charge has been formulated.

No business was transacted at the Josie
Gold Mining Company’s stockholders”
meeting, held in Spokane, for the reason
that only 466,000 shares were represent-
ed, being about 40,000 short of the two-
thirds necessary to act on a proposition
to sell the property. Informal discus-
sion brought to light an interesting
question which has complicated the pro-
ceedings of the contemplated sale of the
mine.

The recent decision of the British Co-
lumbia court ignored the laws which
govern an American corporatiom all of
whose interests are located on Cana-
dian territory, and ruled that no action
of such a company is valid unless 1t
conform to the laws of British Col-
umbia in such cases made and pro-
vided.

DAVID LYNCH’S QUEER WAYS.

Near the village in which my boyhood
was gpent lived a man who was at one time
the most intelligent and slackest of human
beings. Among the sorts and conditions
of men I have come across since, I never
saw any to match him. He was a farmer,
and his name was Lynch—David Lynch.

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COMPLAINTS OF CRUELTY.

A Seaman of the “Vera” Relates His
Grievances and Promises to Have
the Law.

Dauring the long cruise of the sealing
gchooner Vera just ended, things aboard
have not been of the pleasantest nature
and more than one of the crew accuses
Captain W. Bragg of cruel treatment.
No charges have yet been preferred in
the courts, but able seaman L. Martin
declares his intention of prosecuting the
captain for assault and general abuse,
with the supplementary charge of
negligence of navigation. He has a log
of thecruise that -contains a record of
.everything that passed between himself
and the captain, as also a memo. of some
of the incidents in which others of the
crew were implicated., Martin tells a
pitifalstory of the treatment he received,
and his log kept from day to day
tends to show much tyranny exercised
by the captain. Hesays he was a whaler
in the Arctic, and assuch on one occasion
became ice blind, The trouble between
himself and Captain Bragg he states be-

n one day when he was at the wheel.

e was keeping the course to the best of
his knowledge but under difficulty
caused by the effect of the light shining
brightly on the chronometer, hurting
his eyes.
vertently allowed the schooner to steer a
point out of her course, when the captain
pounced upon him and ordered him to
stand aside’ while another took his
place. This was very humiliating
to Martin, for he says he has
been at sea many years and
knew well how to manage a vessel
under the circumstance then pre-
vailing. From: that time he did not
touch the wheel, and for refusing to
work he was kept in close confinement
for 35 days. He took sick on the trip,
and on one occasion the captain in ad-
ministering a dose of medicine accord-
ing to his story took hold of him and
endeavored to pour a quantity of castor
oil down his throat. He struggled
against taking the disagreeable dose
and the captain finally had to abandon
his prescription. On another oceca-
sion Martin claims to have had his nose
broken by the captain, while at still an-
other time he was, he says; thrown
forcibly against the side of the schooner,
having his shirt partially torn off his back
in the scuffle. His term of confinement
he served while the vessel was on her
way from the Japanese coast to Ouna-
laska, and he says had he not had a
doctor’s certificate for sickness he would
doubtless have been in irons aswasa ship-
mate named T. Doughty. Neither, he
says, ate anything but bread and water
during the whole of their inearceration,
which for Doughty meant thirty-seven
days. Another of the many grievances
which Martin has to make “against the
captain is that of travelling for about
three weeks without side lights on
the schooner,

What truth there is in these state-
ments remains to be seen if Martin takes
his case to court. A CorLoNisT man
called on Captain Bragg last night to
hear his side of the story, but instead of
receiving any explanation was treated
to a pictureeque flow of language.
“1f you are fool emough to pay any
attention to those —— —— hoodlums,”’
he eaid, “ you will have to stand the
consequences.”

THE NEW POST OFFICE.

Inexcusable Neglect to Provide at the Right
Time for Lighting and Heating.

The massive stone building which is
to be Victoria’s custom house and post
office is now rapidly approaching com-
pletion and will in a couple of weeks be
finished in so far as Messrs. Elford &
Smith’s contract for the building itself
is concerned. Mason work, plastering
and woodwork have been carried out in
a first class manner by the contractors
from the solid arched stone and cement
work of the examining warehouse to the
handsome heavy ornamental wooden
ceilings of the main post office. The
work looks solid and substantial and is
very vpleasing to the eye, the
bold details of the interior corri-
dors being especially gcod. After
the completion of the present contract,
however, there isstiil mach to be done
before the building will be in use, and
certainly the departments will hardly
be able to take up their quarters before
next spring. It been originally in-
tended to puf in heating apparatus, and
indeed the heaters themselvesare stand-
ing in the basement. In fact the de-

oi mine, the rumor that a deal was on
first gained credence. The Senator and
Colonel, however, vigorously protested
that they did not go to Rossland to meet
the experts, knew nothing about the
business which called those gentlemen to
Rossland, and had no offer from them
for the Le Roi. Within the last few
days the rumors of an impending sale
have again L2en heard, and yesterday it
leaked out that a deal is 'really on, and
that Colonel I. N, Peyton and Senator
George Turner will leave for London this
week for the express purpose of closing
the sale. It is stated that the amount
involved is little short of £1,000,000.

Color is lent to the report by the pres-
ence in the city of a number of the east-
ern holders of large block of stocks. V.
Peyton, brother of Colonel I. N, Peyton,
is here with his family, and will proba-
bly occupy Senator Turner’s residence
while the latter and Mrs, Turner are in
London. Mr. Peyton and Colonel Pey-
ton are the largest individual holders of
Le Roi stock. Joseph G.English and
John T. English, of Danville, Ill., are
also in the city. They have large hold-
ings of stock. C. L. Peyton, of shicago,
is also here, but he is not a stockholder
in the Le Roi.

The identity of the prospective pur-
chaser is not made known. If the ex-
perts, Rathbourne and Merritt, repre-
sented the Englishmen who seek to pur-
chase Rossland’s greatest mine, they
were discreet enough to remain silent re-
garding the matter. Mr. Rathbourne
was formerly employed in South Africa
as engineer for the Witwaters, and he
declined to say for whom he was atting,
and Mr. Merritt, who is known in this
country as an expert of ability, stated
that he was assisting Mr. Rathbourne in
exumining the Le Roi at that gentle-
man’s request, and knew nothing of Mr.
Rathbourne’s employers,

The Le Roi officials were not inclined
to discuss the question yesterday. While
some flatly denied that a deal was pend-
ing, it was quite apparent that they
wished to evade the question.

There cannot and there is not any valid
reason why women, who have at least
as much, if not more vital interests at
stake, should not also have an equal part
to exercise, a8 to who should or should
not make laws under which they are to
live and have their wellbeing.

- This feeling of right is the foundation
of the many branches of the Woman’s
Suffrage Society; we may not get our
desire for many years, until we educate
the masses on this subject, but we will
eventually. The largest wings eannot
lift a bird one inch upward unlessthey
are used; teach us to use our power.
When we consider the great drink prob-
lem, which we are obliged to understand,
which, if not checked, men and women’s
intellectual power will fail; when we
also think of those having this veritable
disease legislating for us, how can they
act as friends of temperance etc.? We
believe women ‘can do more than men
in the cause, had they the privilege to
vote for parliament, and this should be
pressed home to the conscience of every
man and woman. A great deal has been
urged against our claims—that we de-
sire to be politicians, and thus ne-
glect our families, and that an
indescribable something would dis-
agpear if we gave our votes. These
objections are advanced for opposing
woman’s suffrage, how many men,
merely record their votes, take no fur-
ther interest in their votes, and as at
the municipal elections it does not make
a woman ‘‘ manish,’” at least I hope it
has not had that effect on myself, and I
can speak as I feel, I have no other
object in view but to have a voice in the
return of men who will be pure and of
good report and zealous in the temper-
ance cause.

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WRECK OF THE ALRTTE

Particulars of the Destruction of

the Lumber Vessel Which Sail-
ed From Hastings.

Ounly Six of the Crew of Fifteen
Were Saved From the
Sea.

Particulars were received yesterday
by the Northern Pacific liner Victoria
concerning the_ already reported wreck
of the Norwegian bark Alette last month,
in which ten of the crew lost their lives.
Special interest in the disaster will be
taken in British Columbia from the fact
that, the vessel sailed from Vancouver
on July 3 with over a million feet of
lumber shipped by the Hastings mill,
and the crew were all shipped from the
Terminal City. The Alette went ashore
at Awagori, Japan, during the tremend-
ous gale that swept the islands
on September 8 and 9. Of the crew of
the vessel ten out of sixteen met with a
watery grave. Word of the catastrophe
was received at Yokohama on the 11th,
and a special steamer was at once sent
to the rescue by the Norwegian consul.
Arriving at the scene of the wreck it
was found that Captain P. Lorentsen,
G. Tellefsen, second mate; P. Johan-
nesen, eteward; A. Burg, sailmaker;
and P. Hermanos and . Lin-
strom, seamen, ‘had succeeded in
getting aghore, all the rest of the crew
having perished. The Japanese news-
papers do not give the names of the lost.
In the tremendous gale it appears all the
sails were carried away with the excep-
tion of the lower foretopsail, when the
vessel struck the rocks at about 5:30
a.m. on the morning of September 9.
The ship beganto break up at once and
all on board were speedily swept from
the deck. 'Exactly how they got ashore

A GOOD SUGGESTION.

Our request yesterday, that Coronist
readers would suggest any point that
we had overlooked in our summary of
what Hon. Mr. Sifton can do to help the
Coast cities, has resulted in our being
‘asked once more to draw attention to
the great desirability of providing a
place in Victoria, and another in Van-
couver, where persons going into the
Yukon can obtain mining licenses. At
present they must go down to Dawson
City, which means a great loss of time
and considerable expense to those who
intend to prospect upon the upper
waters of the Yukon. Already inquries
have come as to whether licenses can be
obtained here.

‘We think that such licenses should be
obtainable both in Victoria and Vancou~
ver, 8o that both cities would be on the
same footing. If it is made known that
licenses can be obtained in these cities,
thousands of outfitters will eome and
get them there, and being there will buy
large amounts of supplies. We think it
will hardly be necessary to do more than
mention this matter to Mr. Sifton to
convince him of the great convenience
gsuch an arrangement would be to
miners, and the great advantage our
British Columbia cities would derive
irom it.

A BRITISH COLUMBIA POLICY.

When the Hon. Mr. Turner was asked
at Vanconver as to his views in regard
to the proposal to run provincial politics
on Dominion lines, he expressed his in-
difference, but declared that for him
British Columbia lines were sufficient.
In this Mr, Turner has shown an excel-
lent appreciation of the needs of the
hour. It is a matter of supreme indiffer-
ence whether the Templeman wing of
the Liberal party succeeds in getting a
convention to declare in favor of run-
ning the next election on Dominion
lines or whether the good sense of the
party prevails and local politics are al-
lowed to shape themselves upon local
issues, for in any event there are suffi-
cient Liberal voters who will support
the present administration to counter-
balance the Conservatives who-are in
opposition and make the efforts of what
the Rossland Miner calls ‘the pie bri-
gade ”’ barren of results.

But the more important part of
Mr. Turner’s statement is his de-
claration - to the effect that he
helieves British Columbia questiong
ghould be paramount in  British
Columbia politics, for when his admin-
istration appeals to the people it will not
doso because the ministers composing it
are of one political faith or another, so
far as Dominion issues go, but because
its record shows it to have the desire
and ability to formulate such lines of
policy as will contribute to the develop-
mentof the resources of our matchless
province. This is an issue worthy of
the hour and its tendency will be to lift
local politics out of the narrow and mis-
erable rut into which they have fallen.
There is nothing quite as picayunish as
the role which the local opposition have
seen fit to assume. As exhibited in the
legislature, it consisted of a lot of inane
debates over empty resolutions; as ex-
hibited in the press, it consists of vague
assertions and the reiteration of adjec-
tives, the very violence of which shows
that the people whe use them do not be-
lieve they are appropriate.  The motive
of the opposition appears to be jealousy,
except so far as its esteemed leader in
the house is concerned, and he seems to
be inspired chiefly by a desire to do the
best he can to justify his choice for his
nominal position. It is impossible not
to respect Mr, Semlin, but he has had a
sort of & political erazy quilt for a party
and no very well-defined views himself
as to just what he wants. He would
be fair-minded if it were not that, in
order to keep his colleagues from sus-
pecting him of disloyalty, he must affect
to regard every act of the government as
tinged with dishonesty. From the
standpoint of the opposition everything
the government favors is presumed to
be designed for a double purpose, one
of them being: dishonorable and the
other injurious to the interests of the
country. Is a railway company to be
chartered? Forthwith we are told that
this is legislation for boodlers and cor-
ruptionists and that the object of the
government is to surrender the province

into the hands of monopolists. Is the
question one of taxation? Straightway
we hear again the same story of corrup-
tion and are told that the government
has deliberstely resolved to render the
condition of the farmers intolerable.
And so on; charges of duplicity, cor-
ruption and deliberate wrong are hurled
around on every poesible occasion, and
the people are told that this is politics.

In declaring that, so far as he is con-
cerned, provincial politics shall be placed
upon a higher level, and that what is

best for British Columbia shall continue
to be the keynote of his policy, the Pre-
mier has appealed to the good sense of
the people. As the CoLoxisT has said on
more than one occasion, it is a matter of
secondary importance who fill the offices
go that the policy of the government is
in the best interests of the province. If
ever there was & time when *‘ measures,
not men,” should be the watchword of
British Columbia voters, it is now. The
next few years are pregnant with tre-

mendous possibilities. Shall we fritter
them away in squabbles as to whether
John Doe or Richard Roe shall draw a
salary? Can we not, as a people, rise
above the paltriness of personal alterca-
tion—for as yet that is all our politics
amounts to—and deal with the great
subjects at hand in & manner worthy of
them? Would it not be well for the op-
position to try the experiment of admit-
ting that possibly the ministers may be
honorable men, and that they may be
striving to do as best they can to pro-
mote what they believe to be the best
interests of the province? If the oppo-
sition believe that the government does
not understand in what direction those
interests lie, or, understanding it, has
failed to appreciate the means of pro-
moting them, it is their bounden duty
to show it. There may be legitimate
differences of opinion as to what consti-
tutes the best policy for British Colum-
bia. Burely here is a wide enough scope
for the ability of our real and would-be
leaders of public opinion. Surely here
they can find a standing ground above
the mire of personalities. Let British
Columbia politics be run on British
Columbia lines.

A BOSTONESE DISCOVERY.

Mr. Thomas 8. Nowell, president of a
couple of quartz mill companies in
Alaska, was in Seattle’the other day and
gave away the whole policy of the British
government. This was very unkind of
Mr. Nowell, and may be a casus belli
or something of that sort. Just where
Mr. Nowell discovered this policy he has
not yet disclosed, but here the article is
just as he found it:

England’s plain purpose in thus seck-
ing to control the new}))?discovered gold
regions is that she may be able, when it
should become necessary, to restrict the

production of gold without a concert of
nations.

This is certainly a remarkable dis-
covery on the part of Mr. Nowell, and
we wait with some interest to know
whether he discovered it at Berner’s Bay
or at Boston. It deserves under any
circumstances to be ranked with the dis-
covery of the planet Neptune. Mr.
Nowell has put this and that together
and proved his discovery to his own
gatisfaction. There is a flaw or two in
the indictment, but a few flaws cut no
figure with the average American, who
is afflicted with Anglo-phobia. Fur ex-
ample: Atthe presenttime Great Britain
is not seeking to control any newly dis-
covered gold region. This would be a
sufficient flaw to spoil an otherwise ex-
cellent theory in any other case; and
there is the additional one that when
Great Britain does owi a gold region,
she permits every one to come and carry
away what they want. Bat trifles like
these are as nothing to gentlemen like
Mr. Nowell. If the facts do not fit his
theory so much the worse for the facts.
Why should the thought of a free-born
American citizen from Boston be ham-
pered by such things as-facts? Was
it to be compelled to respect
the facts of history, law and
geography, that is of British history,
law and geography, that Mr. Nowell’s
ancestors ** fit, bled, died, drawed a pen-
gion, or made money out of an army
contract,”’ as the case may be? Is Am-
erican patriotism so ignoble a thing
that it must yield to such a paltry con-
sideration as the truth? Do not the
facts bear Mr. Nowell out? Then the
facts should bear him out; then it*be-
comes the duty of the United States
Senate to resolve forthwith that the facts
shall bear him out, or Senator Morgan of
Alabama shall know the reason why.
Shade of Jim Blaine! Shall it be said
that the mere fact that the British gov-
ernment is not doing what Mr. Nowell
says it is can be cited to prove that it is
not? Never in a thousand years.

THE FARMING INTEREST.

The holding of the Fall exhibitions is
calculated to attract public attention of
British Columbia agriculture, which has
been somewhat lost sight of in the in-
terest attaching to the gold discoveries.
Yet unless farming keeps pace with the
other industries we will lose the greater
part of the advantage to be derived from
them. Itisan old saying that it costs
a dollar to produce a dollar’s worth of
gold, and perhaps if account is taken of
the vast sums that are spent by persons,
who do not take out an ounce of the
metal, the estimate is not extravagant.
Mr. Ogilvie has said that in his opin-
ion Klondyke will yield from $60,000,000
to $75,000,000. How much the rest of
the Yukon country will yield we can
only surmise, and the same is true of
Cassiar, Omineca, Cariboo, Kootenay
and the other go]ld-bearing regions. Are
we extravagant when we say that in
the next ten years British Columbia and
the Yukon will yield $250,000,000 of
gold, silver and copper? We do not
think so, nor do we think it extravagant
to say, counting what is spent in failures,
that it will cost $200,000,000 to produce
this, What proportion of the cost will
be paid out for food products that can be
grown in British Columbia is of course
only a guess, but when it is remembered
that this includes beef, bacon, beans,
butter, pork, mutton, milk, eggs, fruit
and vegetables, as well as hay and grain
for horses, it will be seen that the
amoun} will be enermous. Is it ex-
trsvsg!nt to say $100,000,000? We do
not think so. In this calculation no
account is taken of the increasing de-
mand for farm produce from the cities,

added, the magnitude of the market
for British Columbia farm pro-
duce during the . next decade will
be cseen to be /astonishing. 8o

suppose that any effort, which onr farm-
ers can make, will enable them to over-
take it. This being the case, or even if
this estimate is far in excess of the facts,
it will be seen of what immense import-
ance it is to every line of business and to
every interest that everything shall be
done that can be done to give a stimulus
to agriculture.

We.submit that the greatest question
of the hour in British Columbia is as
to what can be done for the above pur-
pose. We submit that if -the farmers
will formulate their requests they must,
if reasonable and practical, receive con-
sideration at the hands of the govern-
ment and the legislature, for if any
disposition is shown .to turn a deaf
ear to them, public opinion will demand
that they shall be complied with. We
do not say this to encourage dema-
goguery and economic quackery. There
never yet was found a universal panacea
for the ills of agriculture. Farmingisa
practical business; if it can be assisted
at all the assistance must be of practical
value. There is no sense in wasting
time in trying experiments with fanciful
theories. Let the farmers themselves,
as practical men, discuss their affairs in
a practical way and if they can discover
some practical manner in which the
government can assist them to produce
better articles, or more of them, or to
market them more advantageously, they
may feel very sure that their wishes will
be acceded to if it is within the power of
the legislature to do so. The columns of
the CorLonisT are at the disposal of the
farmers to state their case asthey under-
stand it. They have the advantage of
an open field. No one is committed to
anything and a well-devised plan for the
promotion of agriculture is almost cer-
tain to be taken up with avidity.

WHAT IS LIBERALISM?

The appeal is made for the imtroduc-
tion of Liberalism into provincial poli-
tics. This issimply the introduction of
a catchword for the opposition. As was
stated in these columns a few days ago,
the word Liberalism has no meaning in
connection with Canadian politics. The
Liberals are a party, but they do not
represent any special principle and
hardly as yet represent a policy. This
iseaid, not in any spirit of contempt,
but as a simple statement of a fact,
which is not necessarily discreditable to
the Liberal party. In a country like
Canada it is, indeed, almost impossible
that political parties can be formed
along hard and fastlines. Thetimes are
constantly changing and the personnel
and policy of parties necessarily change
with them, . This has been the history
of Canadian politics since the inaugura-
tion of confederation thirty years ago.

The union of the provinces found poli-
tical parties in a very disorganized con-
dition as the result of the events which
terminated in the passage of the British
North America Act, 1867. In Quebec and
Ontario the old parties agreed on a sort
of truce. In New Brunswick the old
divisions were lost sight of entirely, the
large majority of the people following
Sir Leonard Tilley and being known as
Confederationiste, the minority being the
Anti’s, made up of those who did not be-
lieve in the union at all, most of these
being old school tories, the others being
opposed to the terms of union. In Nova
Scotia the division was the same, but
the parties were more evenly balanced,
and this for two reasons—one being that
the Anti-Confederates had a powerful
leader in Joseph Howe; the other being
that they had a real constitutional griev-
ance in the fact that the province was

- | legislated into the union without an ap-

peal to the people. During the fizst par-
lament there was no substantial differ-
ence between the parties, although one
bezan to develop itself in connecticn
with the Canadian Pacific railway ard
the New Brunswick school question,
The overthrow of the Macdonald minis-
try and the incoming of Mackenzie as
premier served to draw party lines more
distinctly, but the first really radical
divergence in principle between the two
parties was over the question of protec-
tion. There were differences over minor
matters, such as to how the Canadian
Pacific ought to be built, whether the
franchise should be regulated by a fed-
eral act or left to the provinces and
others, and at one time there seemed
likely to be a broad line of cleavage over
provincial rights, but in the end the par-
ties settled down to a fight over the tar-
iff with incidental skirmishes about mat-
ters of administration. The supporters
of Sir John Macdonald called themselves
Liberal-Conservatives, a title which sig-
nified that the party was made up of
men from both the old pre-confedera-
tion parties, but which has absolutely
no significance, and never had, as &
definition of principles. The others call-
ed themselves Reformers in Ontario,
Rouges in Quebec, and, Liberals in the
Maritime Provinces, the name Liberal
being afterward adopted by them, for
convenience of description and not be-
cause it meant that they were more
liberal or progressive than their oppon-
ents.

The eighteen years’ experience of
what was very cleverly named the

National Policy so engrafted the pro-
tectionist idea on the Canadian mind,

that it may be fairly said that neither in
1896 nor yet in the preceding general
election was the tariff an issue. It was
ostensibly the bone of contention, but
in point of fact the struggle was on other
questions, many of them local and per-
sonal. So it came about that when the
Laurier ministry took office its treat-
ment of the tariff was on very different
lines from. those along which the party
had fought in the 80’s. 'The principle of
protection was not abandoned, and it
may be said with perfect truth  that
there was not a single line of policy
advocated by the Liberal leadera, which
might not have been adopted by the
Conservatives, if they had remained in
power, without the sacrifice of a single
principle. We are speaking now of
principles not of details. To all intents
and purposes it is true that the Liberal
perty in Dominion politics has not yet
developed a policy, although one ap-
pears to be in process of development in
connection with trade with the Mother
Country.

Liberalism in federal politics does not
mean progress, but on the contrary it
meant the reverse, while the Liberals
were in opposition. It does not mean
lower taxation, smaller expenditure, re-
duction of debt or administrative re-
forms, any more than Conservatism
means those things. It simply means
the harmony existing between those
voters who  believe the admin-
istration of public affairs ought
to be entrusted to Sir Wilfred
Laurier and his associates rather than
to Sir Charles Tupper and his associates.
A certain set of leaders who have been
accustomed to work together and be
supported by certain voters constitute
the Liberal party, and what these lead-
ers think expedient constitutes the Lib-
eral policy, as far as it has been evolved.
We say these things without disrespect
to the Liberals as a party, but simply
because it is well to make political
sketches from the nude occasionally.

In view of the above considerations,
which we believe truly set out the sal-
ient facts of party history in Can-
ada, to talk of Liberalism as something
that can be applied to provincial politics
in any other than a strict party sense is
in the last degree absurd. If a man,
who gives his support to the party led
by 8ir Wilfrid Laurier, should take the
position that his party ought to control
the provincial governments as well as
the Dominion, he would be quite intelli-
ble and possibly, speaking ag a strict
party man, he mizhit be able to make
out a plausible case, If this is what is
meant by Liberalism, it is very easy to
understand it and very easy to show
how erroneous it would be, from a pro-
vineial standpoint, to adopt such a
course. But if something else is meant,
if there is some principle which it is de-
sirably to introduce into provincial poli-
tics and of which the Liberal party of
Canada is the exponent, surely the pub-
lic ought to be told what it is, and what
is more they should be shown when the
Liberal party proved itself to be its ex-
ponent. If we ought to have Liberalism,
let us know what it is. The men who
clamor for it are not such as inspire
faith in it.

In order
that there may be no mistake as to what
the law in regard to registration of
voters is the section of the statute may
be quoted :

Every male of the full age of twenty-
one years, not being disqualified by this
act or any other law in forcein the prov-
ince, being entitled within this province
to the privileges of a natural-born Brit-
ish subject, having resided in this prov-
ince for twelve months and in the elec-
toral district in which he claims to vote
for two months of that period immedi-
ately previous to sending in his claim to
vote as hereinafter mentioned, and being
duly registered as 'an elector under the
provisions of this act, shall be entitled
to vote at any election.

A PERMANENT GOLD FIELD.

The statement of Mr, William Ogilvie,
printed in the CoLoNisT to-day, in re-
gard to the quartz deposits gf the Yukon
is of extreme interest. The existence of
rich auriferous quartz ledges means that
the Yukon will be a permanent gold
producing country.

The New Ministry Defeated on the
Question of the Peace With
Turkey.

premier Ralli Attributes to Ger-
many the Present Misfortunes
of His Country.

Loxpox, Sept. 30.—The Athens cor-
respondent of the Times says: M. Ralli,
when presenting to the chamberthe pre-
liminary treaty of peace, took strong ex-
ception to its terms, attributing to Ger-
many all that had been done against
Greece. He declared that he would not
submit a resolution approving the treaty
hecause it was executory, and therefore
did not require approval, and also be-

cause such a step would be contrary to| do

the soveseign rights of the state and the
crown.

M. Delyannis expressed his approval
of this position, but blamed the govern-
ment for again asking a vote of confi-
dence, as this had aiready been accord-
ed. Terefore, presuming that the gov-
ernment was actuated by other reasons,
M. Delyannis said that he would with-
hold his support. The vote was then
taken.

Atnexs, Oct. 1.—The Boule (legisla-
tive assembly) met to-day to consider
the peace treaty with Turkey and the
political situation in general. The gal-
leries were crowded and the proceed-
ings were followed with intense interest.

M. Ralli, the premier, mounted the
tribune and after reviewing the events
leading up to the signing of the peace
conditions, invited the chamber to vote
confidence in the government. He pro-
posed a resolution to that effect. Amid
great excitement the chamber defeated
the resolution by ®8 vote of 92 to 30.

This defeat precipitates a crisis. It is
deemed impracticable for M. Ralli to
continue in office with the cabinet as
now constituted. The Delyannists are in
a large majority in the chamber and no
cabinet could conduct public business
without their approval.

CHINA’S NEXT LOAN.

English, German and American Syndicates
in Competition for It.

Loxpox, Sept. 30,—The Times this
morning publishes a long letter on the
financial situation in China. Among
other things the writer says the fresh
fall of silver has wiped out the margin
for hypothecations which remained out
of the customs revenues. Continuing,
the letter says: * But China is raising a
new loan to pay the balance of the Jap-
anese indemnity before 1898, as thereby
the treasury profits to the extent of
234,000,000 taels, aside from the Japan-
ese evacuation of Wei-Hai-Wei. China
is not only negotiating with"the English
and German banks, but with the United
States consul-general, who represents a
powerful American syndicate, and is
playing off one against the other. The
fact that a syndicate has signed a pre-
liminary contract need not be taken as
conclusive of any intention to raise six-
teen millions in that quarter. As a mat-
ter of fact, at the date of writing Sheng
is still receiving overtures from Ameri-
cans, and has been receiving them ever
since the signing of the preliminary con-
tract.

YELLOW FEVER RIOTS.

Health Officers Mobbed While Attempting to
Raise the Embargo on Freight.

‘WasHINGTON, Sept. 30.—A summary of
the progress of the yellow fever epidemic
up to the close of yesterday, made at the
office of the Surgeon-General of the ma-
rine hospital service, gives a total of 682

:aaes, and 60 deaths in the entire coun-
ry.

New Omreaxns, Sept. 30.—President
Oliphant, Dr. Oarter and Dr. Gaiters
reached this city early this morning.
The left yesterday to meet Dr. Swearig
and other health officers with a view to
raising the quarantine embargo against
freight, and had a very rough experience
at Raine. A mob with shotguns pre-
vented further progress and they were
ordered to turn back, which, under the
circumstances, they were compelled to
do. During the trip they had gathered
up twenty-four representatives of the
health boards and had a meeting at Cade
at which they fully discussed the situa-
tion here and elsewhere and adopted a
resolution tending to relieve the conges-
tion of freight, A committee was ap-
pointed to communicate with the auth-
orities of the lines with a view to secur-
ing an amelioration of the present op-
pressive conditions.

ONLY WHITE LYNCHERS.

‘Virginia Citizens Will Not Allow That Pas-
time to Negroes.

Burraro, N.Y., Sept. 30.—A special
to the Evening News from Cowan’s De-
pot, Va., says: ‘‘Peb?”’ Falls, the worst
Wwoman in the Virginia mountains, has
been found lynched. The body was
found yesterday dangling from a rope
hitched to a sycamore limb, It had been
hanging there several days. The-lynch-
‘€rs were probably negroes, as  Peb
Falls had not associated with her own
race for years. The lynching was done
at Maseamitten mouutain, six miles
east of here. ‘‘Peb’’ Falls was as vile a
woman as could be imagined, but bad as
she was, the citizens and governor will
not put up with the lynching of a white
woman by negroes.

JAPAN’S REPRESENTATIVE.

Her Foreign Minister Will Visit Washing-
ton on Sealing and Other Business.

W ASHINGTGN, Sept. 30.—The Manches-
ter Guardian says that Count Okuma,
she Japanese foreign minister, is likely
to represent Japan in the Behring Sea
conference at Washington, not on ac-
count of the importance of the Behring
sea controversy, but because of other im-
portant matters between Japan and the
United States in the settlement of 4 L.cu
he is desirous of assisting.

THE SPANISH CRISIS.

Speculation as to What the Change of
Ministry Will Result In.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 29. — Secretary
Sherman does not believe that the change
of ministry in Spain will materially
affect the relations of Spain either to the
United States or Cuba, which seems to
indicate an expectation on his part that
when thé cabinet is reorganized it will
be found to be still of a Conservative
tendency. On the other hand,
high officials in the administra-
tion expect that a liberal cabinet
under the leadership of the veteran
Sagasta will be erected on the
ruins of the Azcarraga cabinet. If this
should be the case the future is said to
be full of promise for Cuba, for it is re-
called that the Liberals have not hesi-
tated to express their opposition to the
great expenditure of human life and
vast treaspre in the effort to carry out
the repressive Conservative programme
for the conduct of the war, It is be-
lieved that the Liberals are not pre-
pared to go the length of promising free-
m to Cuba, but from the expressions
of the leaders of the party it is hoped
that they are willing to grant a liberal
measure of home rule to the island.

SPANISH POLITICS.

The Cabinet Has Resigned and a Change in
Cuba is Looked For.

Maprip, Sept. 29.—The Spanish cab-
inet has resigned. The Queen has ac-
cepted the resignation but has asked
General Azcarraga to continue in office
until a solution of the crisis is found.
Her Majesty will summon the leaders of

the various parties and the presidents of
the chambers to-morrow to consult as to
the situation. Senor Sagasta has been
telegraphed for and it is believed that
the Liberal leader will be asked to form
a cabinet.

The Heraldo de Madrid, an independ-
ent paper, published last night a sensa-
tional article saying it had cause to know
that Sagasta and other prominent Liber-
als were negotiating for the pacification
of Caba with the Cuban Senator Gob-
erga, now almost an exile in Cuba on
aceount of his ultra-autonomist opinions
and with other well-known Cuban
autonomists, and with a Spanish person-
age-now residing in Washington,

INDIAN REBELS PUNISHED.

Success of the British Troops Has Cowed
Those Not Yet Dealt With.

Simra, Sept. 20.—The campaign
againsy the Mohmands is successfully
concluded, and nothing now remains but
to collect the fines. The upper Moh-

mands have been geverely punished, and
the lower Mohmands, cowed by the suc-
cess of the British troops, are accepting
terme from the British commanders.
Raiders are looting in the vicinity of
Hangu, and a force of insurgent tribes-
men attacked Sudda yesterday but were
easily repulsed. All the Englishwomen
have been removed to places of safety in
Kurrum valley.

A FATAL RIDE.

Sad Ending of the Trial of a Horseless
Carriage.

Prrrssure, Pa., aapt. 29.—Eight per-
sons left the home of William McCarthy
at Hazelwood yesterday in a steam horse-
less carriage, the invention of W. Harles
of Pittsburg. While passing an embank-
ment the wheels elipped and the carriage
went over. City Detective Patrick Fitz-
gerald, his wife, Mrs. McCarthy and her
sister and four children were in the car-
riage when it fell. As the carriage rolled
over the second time the steam cylinder
under the second seat exploded. A large
section struck Mrs. McCarthy in the
chest, Kkilling her. The other three
adults and the four children were seri-
ously hurt.

NECKAR ISLAND,

Hawaii Ready to Cede It to Great Britain
% for Cable Purposes.

" Sax  Francisco, Sept. 30.—Advices
from Honolulu show that both the
United States and the Hawaiian gov-
ernments object to annexation of the

islands. But she must have a cable
landing gear Honolulu and the landing
must be on British soil. Neckar island
is practically worthless to Hawaii, and
it is believed that this government will
readily cede the barren rock to pleace
England.

One miner, however, had his
skull crushed and numerous others
were cut and bruised.

SCHOONER BRYANT ADRIFT.

Parted from Her Towboat While on the Way
to St. Michael’s.

Port TownsexnD, Sept. 30.—The tug
Holyoke arrived last night from 8t.
Michael’s, having left on September 11
with the schooner J. Bryant in tow. On
the 21st of the month, while off Kadik
island, a heavy storm prevailed, and the
tug was forced to heave to for twenty-
four hours. During the storm the haw-
ser which connected the steamer to- the
tug parted and the schooner went adrift.
While it is not thought that the Bryant
has been lost, grave fears for her safety
are entertained. She carried a crew of
seven men and two passengers.

ANOTHER LITTLE WAR.

Chile Arranging to Have Trouble With Her
Neighbors.

New York, Sept. 30.—A dispatch to
the Herald from Valparaiso, Chile,says:

Despite denials, the rumor is persis-
tently circulated in Valparaiso, on the
authority of those who are presumably
in a position to know, that Chile is on
the eve of serious international troubles
with Argentina and Peru. i

DEEP WATERWAYS.

President McKinley’s {Commission Organiz-
ing for the Work.

ALBANY, Sept. 30.—President McKin-
ley’s deep waterways commission, head-
ed by chief engineer Harrison, has én-
gaged the services of Albert J. Hines, at
the present time a resident engineer of
the eastern division of the New York
state canals, to take effect October 10,
at which time he will begin a more care-
ful survey of the proposed route. The
survey of this route will be exhaustive,
and will be divided into two parts, one
to bein charge of Mr. Hines and the
other of D. J. Howell, of Washington.
Fifty men will be employed on the
work. The national commission has at
its dieposal $150,000 which it is expect-
ed will last one year, but it is not
thought that it will be sufficient to com-
plete the survey. The route properly is
the same one which Mr. Hines surveyed
in a preliminary way under the direc-
tion of state engineer Adams in 1895.

THE SAMOAN TREATY.

Prospect of a New Agreement Between the
United States and Germany.

LonpoN, Oct. 1.—A- despatch frum
Berlin to the Daily Chronicle says: Ac-
cording to a well informed Hamburg
correspondent, President McKinley has

instructed the United States consul at
Berlin to give an opinion as to an altera-
tion of the S8amoan treaty. It is believ-
ed that the United States intends to in-
vite a new conference.

Germany is certain to object strenu-
ously to any weakening of her hold up-
on Samoa. The complete cession of the
group of islands to England would meet
with far more support here than an
American occupation.

THE GRAIN TRAFFIC.

Buffalo Simply Astonished at Its Increased
Extent This Year.

Burraro, Sept. 30.—The eastward
movement of flour and grain from the
West through Buffalo is assuming pro-
portions that are astonishing. During
the month of September there were re-
ceived at this -port 1,659,900 barrels of
flour and 31,061,221 bushels of grain.
This ie an increase of 26 per cent. over
the corresponding wmonth last year. From
the opening of navigation to the close of
the present month the receints have
been as follows: Flour, 7,715,788 bar-
rels; grain, 128,166,616 buaflels. This is
by far the largest amount of grain and
flour ever received here during a similar
period.

THE DUEL FORGIVEN:

The Pope Extends Absolution to thé Atis-
trian Prime Minister.

VieNNa, Sept. 30.—The Pope on the
intercession of Cardinal Gruscha, Arch-
bishop of Vienna, has telegraphed
to Prime Minister Badeni giving
him absolution for having fought a
duel with Dr. Wolff, the leader of the
German nationalists 1n the Reichsrath.
The Count Badeni was wounded in the
arm. According to the rules of the
Catholic church C unt Badeni, if he did
not receive absolution, would have to be
excommunicated.

GREENBACKS SCARCE

And Gold Used in Substitution at the Clear-
ing Housc.

NEew Yorxk, Oct. 1.—Tne nlethora of
gold in the banks and th~ tr..-ury and
gearcity of greenbacks is causing the
banks difficulty in making thenr pay-
ments at the clearing house in bili¢, and

may cause most of them in a short while
to return to the practice ot vears agoand
settle their daily debit balance in gold.
The first movement in this direction was
made yesterday, when the National Park
bank paid ite entire debit balance of
$658,600 in gold. Two other banks also
paid gold into the clearing house in set-
tlement of their debit %mlance. It is
likely that other banks will have to fol-
low suit. The gold paid being in the
shape of clearing house gold is the most
convenient for payment, and it does not
involve any counting or an actual count-
ing of gold coin.

That Armed Lake Vessel.

ToronTo, Sept. 30.—Speaking of the
despatch of the steamer Yantic to Lake
Erie, the Globe says: *‘ The Yantic is a
saperannuated vessel, whish has just
been discarded by the United States
nayy, and ite presence in Lake Erie need
not keep the people of the north shore
awake at night. It is altogether unlike-
ly that it is a breach of the treaty ; for if
the United States desired its abolition,
there is nothing to prevent them bring-
ing it to a termination by giving the re-
quisite notice.”’

“VHBLL UPOY BARTE

Cuba Furnishes a Hideous Seandal
Which the United States
Should Suppress.

In Like Cirecumstances Any British
Government Must Long Ago
Have Acted.

Loxpon, Sept. 30.—The October num-
ber of the National Review contains an
article on Cuba, which says: *‘The
great mass of the people of the United
States have long wished to intervene in
Cuba at all costs. The British people
would if in their place, and long before
this @ British government would have
been compelled to act or would have
perished. '

¢ In America, however, there appears
frequently to be a complete divorce on
foreign questions between public opinion
and the quadrennially-elected despot.
The last despot declared that Cuba lay
within'the American sphere of action,
and warned the other powers against in-
terference. They acquiesced. The
policy of the present despot has not yet
been revealed. We do not much believe
in his alleged ultimatum, though possi-
bly he may take some step which will
cause the Spanish to boil over.

‘“ Every European must sympathize

with the courageous and deservedly re-
spected Queen regent of Spain in her
political affliction. This does not affect
the fact, however, that Cuba under
Spanish auspices has become a hell upon
earth, and it would be a graye reproach
upon the American people if they did
not desire to supprees such a hideous
scandal at their very doors.
““The administration on the other
hand is desperately anxious to avoid a
crisis, which will probably come in some
shape and may be precipitated by
Spain.””

CULTIVATING RUSSIA.

A Publication to Promote Commercial Rela
tions Between That Country and
Great Britain,

Loxpon, Oct. 1.—The correspondent of
the Times at St. Petersburg says: A
pew Anglo-Russian newspaper, printed
in the Ruseian language, is about to be
published at Moscow, as part of the
scheme of promotion of commercial re-
lations between England and Russia.
The paper will also serve as the organ of
the Imperial Russian agriculture society
of Moscow, which will use its influence
to increase the sale of Russian and Eng-
lish manufactures, especially machinery
and agricultural implements. The paper
will point out that the present moment
is specially favorable to an increased de-
velopment of the interest between the
two countries.

The Dingley tariff may result ina con-
siderable decline of British exports to
America and a diminution of American
exports of raw material and food-stuffs
to England, which will be calculated to
facilitate Russian exports to England.

LIFE IN GUATEMALA.

Cruelty of a Ruffian in Authority and His
Death in the Revolution,

8aN Francisco, Oct. 1.—The steamer
San Blas arrived from Central American
ports yesterday with the following de-
tails of the revolution in Guatemala:
The revolution broke out on September
6, and was participated in by seven de-
partments, viz.,, San Marios, Quezal-
tenango, Huehatango, Tatonicopan,
Mazakenango, Ouchie and Salonla. The
revolt began with an attack upon the
outposts of Quezaltenango and other dis-
tricts which proved successful. The
revolutionists, however, withdrew to
gather “reinforcements from the sur-
rounding country, and three days after
the firet shot was fired the government
sent into the field General Leon with
1,600 men; General Toledo, with 42
pieces of artillery and 2,000 men. One
battery deserted to the enemy after
leaving the city. On Sept. 9, J. L. Cas-
tillo, aide to Morales, arrived with an
immense force of malcontents from the
neighboring provinces, and after a sharp
engagement took the city of Quezalenan-
g0.

Meantime Barrios was carrying mat-
ters with a high hand among the rebels
within the citadel. Needing money he
applied to Don Juan Apricio, the well
known capitalist, through the medium
of General Roque Morales, who is noted
for his cruelty. Knowing that the loan
meant financial ruin to him, Apricio
hesitated and was promptly taken to the
castle and struog up by the thumbs.
Upon refusal to accede to the demands
made upon him, Apricio was lashed un-
til he fainted from torture, and still be-
ing obdurate when he recovered his
senses, Morales.cursed him and shot him
dead. His many friends, however, had
revenge shortly after, for when the city
of Quezalenango was taken, Roque Mor-
ales was shot without a trial. Grave ac-
cusations of cruelty to women, wivesand
daughters of men who joined the revolu-
tionists, are made against ¢ Dictator ”’
Barrios.

The suggestion of a thing,
that is dntrinsically imsprobable, is
not strengthened by euppesing it to have
occurred very many years -ago, and yet
time was the essential prerequisite to
the advecates of the ean myths as it is
‘to-day te'the advoeates of the natural
phenomena theory.

No one need be afraid #rankly to ac-
knowledge that he does mot know and
cannot offer a tenable explanation. The
fact that no one can accownt for placer
gold will'mot keep a single individual
from going to the Klondyke. The spir-
itual discernment of hamanity is just as
<lear to-day as it ever was, and if, on the
study of ousselves and our eavironment,
we find it impossible to eseapé from the
conclusion that there is a Divine Ruler
of the Universe and that it is the duty
.of man to love his neighbor se himself,
we have just as.solid a basis fer our re-
ligion as though an unseen veice spoke
to us out of the thunders of Sinai. His-
tory, tradition, saered books, preaching
and teaching may help the mind to con-
clugions, and the ehurches, by present-
ing creeds for acceptance, do materially
assist those who have neither ability nor
opportunity to investigate and reason
for themselves; but let us not forget
that the fountain of everlasting truth is
as open to-day ag it was in the days of
Simeen, *‘ the just and devouat,” or of
Enoch, who * walked with God.”
