The choice of Wash­
ington tts the location of the peace con­
ference marks another forward step in 
the negotiations towards peace in the 
Far East. The selection of Washington 
was made public by Secretary Loeb at 
the White House at 1:23 p. m. today. 
It was as follows: When the two gov­
ernments failed to agree upon either Che- 
foo or Paris, the President suggested The 
Hague, but both governments have now 
requested that Washington be chosen 
as the place of meeting, and the Presi­
dent has accordingly formally notified 
both governments that Washington will

shortly afterwards by a semi-official an­
nouncement that “after meeting and 
organizing, the plenipotentiaries of the 
-two government, if it should be found 
to be uncomfortably hot in Washington, 
may adjourn the meeting to some sum­
mer resort in the north, and there con­
tinue their sittings until such time 
the weather in Washington shall be 
more comforable.” ,

Now that some of the details of the 
negotiations which have been pending for 
more than two weeks are known, the 
selection of Washington is regarded 
the only logical solution of the problem 
presented to the belligerents. After the 
acceptance by Russia and Japan of 
'President Roosevelt’s proposition that 
they consent to consider the question of 
peace, Russia indicated Paris as the 
most desirable place for the meeting to 
negotiate a treaty, and Japan indicated 
iQhefoo. There the subject rested for 
forty-eight hours. Finally Japan declin­
ed to consider Paris for obvious reasons 
and Russia objected to the holding of 
the conference in any Oriental city. 
Washington then was suggested as the 
"place at which the belligerents

Could Meet on Common Grounds 
undisturbed by either political or person­
al influences. As a means of facilitat­
ing the negotiations, the President sug­
gested that the conference be held at 
The Hague. Japan objected particularly 
to The Hague, believing that it was 
far yithin the sphere of Russian influ­
ence; and, for a similar reason, declined 
to consider Geneva.

At a conference which Kogoro Taka- 
Tiira, the Japanese minister, had with 
President Roosevelt today, he conveyed 
to the President the Japanese govern­
ment’s final refusal to consent to the 
holding of the conference in Europe. 
Minister Takahira reached the executive 
offices at 10:45 a. m. and was ushered at 
once into President Roosevelt’s private 
office. They remained in conference for 

hour and twenty-hve minutes. The 
unusual length of the interview, held at 
«I time when scores of people, many of 
them having important previous engage­
ments with the President, were waiting 
an opportunity to see President Roose­
velt, indicated clearly that it was of 
notable importance.

As he left the White House, the Jap­
anese painister declined to discuss the 
situation in any way, except to indicate 
that the negoiations were proceeding lav- 
ora bly. He added that negotations of 
this character constituted “a long jour- 
aey.” The refusal of Japan to agree to 
*he holding of the conference in Europe 
was communicated by President Roose­
velt to the Russian ambassador and like­
wise cabled to St. Petersburg. While 

*the President did not act in the capacity 
-of arbiter between Russia and Japan, 
ihe was in a position, after the cooler- 
tence with Minister Takahira. in his com­
munication with Ambassador Cassini to 
formally announce the selection of 
Washington as the seat of the confer­
ence.

■' Shortly before 3 oreloek this afternoon, 
Ambassador Cassini called at the White 
House by appointment and was received 
by the President. The President ex­
plained to the ambassador the nature of 
his interview with Minister Takahira 
and conveyed to him the personal assur­
ance that the American government 
would do all in its power which it prop­
erly might do to afford the plenipoten­
tiaries facilities for the transaction of 
their supremely important duties. Other 
details of the conference, which lasted 
half an hour, were withheld. Neither 
the President nor Ambassador Cassini 
after the interview cared to discuss for 
publication the nature of their confer­
ence.

Vancouver, June 14.—“Those who are 
looking for a harvest of gold on the 
Fraser river at low water will be dis­
appointed.”

Thomas Earle, a “forty-niner,” and 
one of the first to reach the Fraser river 
in ’58, made this statement.

Mr. Earle said In effect that the 
Fraser river did not yield gold at low 
water. The gold got into the river from 
the benches above, but the mighty tor­
rent pouring through the narrow chan­
nel ground it to powder. For this rea­
son he thought dredges would
make a great success __
Fraser. Mr. Earle said: “To explain 
matters fully I will go back to July 1st, 
1849, that is a long time ago, but It Is 
the day I struck California and cast in 
my lot with those hunting for gold. 11 
was sick for two years there, and per­
haps the wonderful sights I saw did 
not Impress me as they would now. I 
remember as a youth In the Nevada 
City dry diggings standing ten feet 
away from a claim and seeing the 
coarse gold speckled all over the gravel 
before It went Into the pan. I have seen 
as high as twenty-three ounces of gold 
to the pan taken out of these diggings.”

Windsor, June 15.—Windsor, the scene of many historic events, par­
ticularly during the reign of the late Queen Victoria, was In holiday attire 
today for the wedding of Princess Margaret of Connaught, the eldest daugh­
ter of the Duke of Connaught, to Prince Gustavus Adolphus, eldest son 
of Crown Prince Gustavus of Sweden, all of the arrangements for which 
were made under the personal direction of King Edward.

During the morning a procession of royal trains proceeded from London to 
Windsor, carrying representatives of most of the royal families of Europe 
and forming one of the most imposing gatherings since the King’s corona­
tion. St. George’s chapel was a blaze of uniform and decorations, and ladles 
in full court dress with coronets or tiaras and wearing many jewels.

Shortly after the guests were seated the bridegroom made his appear­
ance, accompanied by his supporters, Princes Eugene and William of Swe­
den, with the gentlemen in attendance.

The bridegroom was followed by the royal party, including King Ed­
ward, Queen Alexandra, Princess Victoria and the Crown Princess of Swe­
den, the Duchess of Connaught, the Prince of Wales, the Landgrave of 
Hesse, the Grand Duke and Grand Duchess of Baden and the Khedive of 
Egypt, all accompanied by brilliant suites. ^

As the Imperial march was played on the organ, the bride, on the arm 
of her father, passed from the castle to the chapel. She was met at the 
entrance by the lord chamberlain and the bridesmaids, Princess Patricia of 
Connaught (her sister), Princess Victoria of Battenburg, Princess Mary of 
Wales and Princess Beatrice of Saxe-Coburg. The bridal party passed up 
the aisle, preceded by the choir, to the chancel, where a quarter of a century 
ago the bride’s mother and father went through the same ceremony.

The Archbishop of Canterbury, assisted by the Bishop of Oxford and 
others, read the simple service of the Church of England.

After the ceremony the members of the royal families returned to the 
castle, where luncheon was served.

The wedding cake, which formed the centrepiece of the table, was five 
feet ln height, consisting of three tiers, the loweir tier being three feet in 
diameter.

and co-operation to, such bodies of a sim­
ilar nature as already exist, or shall 
hereafter be formed throughout the Em­
pire.

The Victoria League, which is estab­
lished “to support and assist any scheme 
leading to more intimate understanding 
between ourselves and our fellow-sub- 
jects-in our great colonies and dependen­
cies,” has appointed an agricultural com­
mittee with the especial object of pro­
moting mutual intercourse between farm­
ers in all parts of the Empire.

In pursuance of this end, the commit­
tee will be glad to be introduced to those 
agriculturists from the colonies visiting 
Great Britain who may wish to avail 
themselves of opportunities for seeing 
British agriculture in its varied aspects, 
and under the most favorable conditions.

In co-operation with the agricultural 
societies of Great Britain, and with land- 
owners, farmers and othérs, arrange­
ments will be made whereby visitors in­
troduced to the Victoria League can in 
their turn be introduced to some of the 
leading agriculturists in Great Britain, 
who will arrange for.them to see the agri­
cultural life of different districts. Inter­
course thus provided should be the means 
of stimulating a true mutual understand­
ing between agriculturists of the British 
Empire, and of bringing the several 
countries into closer contact with one 
another.

It is desirable that those who intro­
duce a visitor should specify his particu­
lar interests upon the form provided for 
that purpose, as well as the names of 
those traveling with him, his probable 
length of visit, and any other informa­
tion which may be of use to the com­
mittee in arranging for his entertain­
ment.

A moderate charge will be arranged 
for in respect of the cost of board and 
lodging.

At the Victoria League office a list of 
the principal agricultural shows will be 
on view, and information can be obtained 
on matters bearing upon the agricultural 
life of Great Britain.

In accordance with the above the dep­
uty minister of agriculture, Victoria, B. 
C., will be pleased to furnish letters of 
introduction to intending visitors to Eng­
land.

THE YUKON AND THE MINING 

CONVENTION.
Sir—The annual convention of The Am­

erican Institute of Mining Engineers will 
be held at Victoria. B. C., in June. 1905.
The institute comprises some 600 members, 
many of whom have signified their inten­
tion of visiting the Yukon at the close of 
the convention.

This is a most important organization of 
mining men, and a visit by them to the 
mining camps of the Yukon is very desir­
able. Many people have most erroneous Im­
pressions of the conditions prevailing in the 
Yukon. These can best be dispelled by a 
personal visit. To get a correct Idea of 
the vast possibilities for the future of this 
country, both in quartz and placer, one 
has bnt to look the country over.

The visit of the American Institute of 
Mining Engineers to the Klondike mining 
district and intermediate Yukon mining 
camps is considered so important an oppor­
tunité of affording the public reliable in­
formation in regard to the country that 
the citizens are making special prepara­
tions for their entertainment while here, 
and a grant for that purpose has been 
made by the local government, and special 
rates to the Yukon have been arranged 
with all transportation companies.

Radisson Paddling Past Hostiles.I
By the Editor of “Onward.” while hunting near the settlement of 

Three Rivers, one of the oldest in Can­
ada, was captured by Iroquois and car­
ried off to the Mohawk Valley. For his 
courage he escaped massacre, and was 
adopted into the tribe. But his heart 
longed for his distant home on the St. 
Lawrence. He escaped with a fellow- 
eaptive, traveling by night and hiding 
by day, was overtaken within a mile of 
his home, and was dragged back into 
captivity. He was savagely tortured 
after the inhuman manner by which 
Pere Jognes had recently suffered but 
was re-adopted by the tribe. The filthy 
food, the smoky lodges, the cruelty of 
the Mohawks filled him with loathing. 
He determined to recover his freedom if 
it cost him his life.

He visited with a plundering party the 
Dutch settlement at Orange (Albany), 
escaped, took refnge as Jognes had done 
among the Dutch, and, like him, got

Miss Laut has told many stories of 
adventure in the Northwest, but noue of 
so thrilling a character as those con­
tained in this. book. Her heroes of 
romance pale into insignificance com­
pared with the heroes of history. Sober 
facts are far more wonderful than tin- 
dreams of fiction. Miss Laut tells us 
that the honored names of Marquette, 
Loliet and La 'Salle must be deposed 
from the pedestal on which thev have 
been so long enthroned.

League after league the adventurers 
traveled through what is now New On­
tario back to Green Bay, and the follow­
ing season returned to Quebec, passing 
the scene of Dolarti's heroic defence

But why have these discoveries teen 
so long ignored ? Radisson, not yet 20 
years ot age, had won both fame and 
fortune, and had found new sources of 
wealth in the furs of the Far North.

After an Odyssey of adventure and an 
Iliad of disaster, which we have not 
Sp. ee to recount, lie went back to Eng­
land and came to want in his old age. 
He was allowed £50 a year from the 
Hudson s Bay Company till the year 
lilO, when the payment stopped.

The Twentieth Century’s 
Battle of Trafalgar

Horrible Scenes
Hundreds of bodies were .«till being 

washed ashore on the western shores of 
Japan when the Athenian left. Some 
-of them are shockingly mangled and shot 
ridden, indicating that the Japanese 
must have got close enough to the fleeing 
■enemy to use their small machine guns 
to -clear the decks while shells were 
crashing through the steel hulls and 
converting them into riddled hulks. A 
large percentage of the bodies bore no 
wounds, however, and would appear to 
indicate that many of the enemy met 
death hy drowning. One body so found 
had an ikon strapped round its throat 
to which was tied a piece of paper 
scrawled with Russian chaarcters. The 
message has been taken in charge by 
the authorities. Four bodies thrown up 
by the waves had the hair singed to the 
scaip. The hands, breasts and faces were 
discernable and it is thought that the 
men were probably stokers who fought 
their way through flames only to meet 
death by drowning. The most shocking 
of the bodies washed ashore was head­
less and without limbs, being a 
scorched and mangled torso.

Japanese Losaea
The Jiji reports that the casualties 

among .the officers of the Japanese fleet 
are less than 2t). The whole of the 
Casualties, both among officers and men, 
occurred on the deck, and none in the in­
terior of the vessels. This shows that 
the Russian shots mostly flew over the 
deck, testifying to the ineptitude of the 
Russian gunners. It seems that Ad­
miral Togo’s flagship the Mikasa bore 
the bnuit of the Russian gun-fire. But 
■the casualties on board that ship were 
only 67 out of a complement of 8d0. On 
board the Nisshin which was Vice- Ad­
miral Misu’s flagship, Admiral Misn 
was wounded and commander Matsui 
was killed. The latter participated in 
the battle of Ulsan of August 14, 1904 
and subsequently one of Admiral Misu’s 
staff officers on board the Iwate.

The Detailed Liât 
Admiral Togo’s report of casualties in 

the fleet under his command, a report 
compiled on information received up to 
the 1st lust., is as follows: killed 113; 
severly wounded, 104; slightly wounded, 
27S; hurt, 42; total, 537.

Survivor's Tele
A petty officer—a boatswain—of the 

Navarin gave a graphic account of the 
torpedoing of that vessel. According to 
this Russian boatswain’s account, at the

As soon as it was seen that 
she had steam up and was shipping 
her anchor, signals were exchanged 
between the various vessels of neu­
trals and active preparations to stop 
the cruiser,- even by force, were made.

The Schooner Carmenclta 
was formerly the Jennie Thelin. a taut 
wooden two-masted craft, built at Daven­
port Landing, Cal., back in 1869, when 
speed and not carrying capacity was de­
sired. She la ninety-one feet long, twenty- 
nine-foot beam and eight feet depth of 
hold. What she was and what she did for 
the thirty-five years prior to 1904 has noth­
ing to do with this story. In the early 
nart of that year she was owned by H. C. 
Groeper of the Shipowners and Merchants’ 
Tugboat Company of this city. He sold 
her to Henry Smith of 9 California street, 
but who owns her now is the main ques­
tion. Some say the owner Is W. J. Wood; 
others say she Is owned by E. F. Scott of 
137 Montgomery street, and that Wood 
and the others under Indictment comprise 
the charter party.

A correspondant of the Toronto News 
wants to know ^whether it is “Hudson” 
or “Hudson’s” Bay.
