In another column will be found a com-
minication entitled ‘‘Rev. Dr. Carry's re-
ply to ourselves,” Our readers will re-
member the circumstances. .On Saturday
was & week there appeared in The World
an editorial under the heading *‘Religion
in the Schools.” Three or four days after
the Mail printed a letter, now before us,
signed “John Carry,” in which our article
is characterized, among other things, 28
“gricked,” *‘most wicked,” *if deliber-
fte misrepresentation of the acts and aims
of others be wicked.” Whether “misrepre-
sentation” be made by a newspaper, & lay-
man or a clergyman it is, to our minds
owicked,” may be “most wicked.” We
are mnot sure but the sin of ‘‘deliberate
misrepresentation” is the more heinous in a
clergymsn who is & doctor of the church or
of the law, for he, ex hypothesi is not in
the pumber of those «destroyed for lack of
knowledge.” Under this impression we in-
serted an editorial note in ovr edition of
Friday last denying the misrepresentation
alleged, and offering the rev. gentleman, a8
our article seemed ‘‘tohave given umbrage”
to him, space in our columns if he hed
“aught to say on the subject in reply” to
the much maligoed article. Hence the
“Reply to ourselves.”

Now, the doctor is nothing if not sritical;
sometimes, he is hypercrilical. He finds
fanlt with us for saying that our article on
Religion in Schools bad given him umbrage.
He may be right, for it need mot, and, if
rightly understood, would not have given
offence to any one, From the strength of
his language above quoted, our readers,also,
may be pardoned for thinking that he felt
umbrage had been given; and, 10 matter of
expression, may be correct, tor that form of
words has the authority of Evelyn, of Sir
Walter Scott, quoted and approved by
Webster, What purists they are in Port
Perry?

But as to the “iicked” misrepresentation,
which was to be shown, and ss tothe um-
brage which, we imagine, was given but
which, the doctor 8ays, he ‘‘took,” let us
consider, first, the reverend gentleman’s
ofirst of all,” Here the emphatic word is
¢gilly,” as used:by us a very harmless word,
a word by no means emphatic, 1f Doctor
Carry by his strictures means, as the order

of his language would lead one to believe,
hat we had applied the word “silly” to
religion in any sense, We say em-
phatically that We did not. We
made no category and put religion
neither in the forefront nor in the hind-
back of *silly things.” Our first referenee
to religion in the off -nding article is two
paragraphs away from the obnoxious word,
and the hrst sentence of that reference
closes with the. words: * reli f
highest interest of man,” Thing
come to a pretty pa 8 if words such as these
gfve insult to clergymen. Again, it Dr.
Carry means—and his meaning is not very
clearly expressed except in denunciation—
that we applied the term not 8o much to
religion as to the discussion on religious
teaching now going on in the newspapers,
or beld lately 1o the Teachers' convention,
he is wrong again, Some might think it no
great harm to use the word in that connec-
tiop; but peither in the article from which
Dr. Carry took umbrage, nor, to our know-
ledge, elsewhere, bave we so applied it. We
do not think it obligatory, to clear our-
selves from this *‘ most wicked misrepre-
gentation,” to goso far as show that, under
no cireumstances, has & discassion on reli-
gious matters, even by clergymen, been, or
can be, “silly.” We are afraid the history
of that beautiful Gothic on the corner of
Church and King streets would stand in our
way. But in what sense did we use the
word? The Dector will see on reperusing
the now famous srticle that the word oc-
curs there once and once only, and in
the first line; that it is coupled with another
word, and that both are put under commas
to denote them a quotation. Now, if he
our suthor he puzzles us;

The whole foundation of our
argument, the ides that runs from erd to
end of it, is the fact, that at least from the
separation of the ohristian church into east
and west until recent years,such education
as there was was mainly “'religious,” and
the further fact that ¢religious educatin”
is seotarian. Historicslly that is the mean-
ing of the term. But not content with this,
the Dooctor in the thirdly «f his next seetion,
sggain, will force us into what he calis*‘self
contradiction” because weuse theword “old”
as applied to sectarian teaching, and the
word “‘experiment” as above quoted.
“The way-faring though a fool” would not
stumble at our words: they are so plain.
But grant the charge. Loast winter is not
old”; yet, if Dr. Carry had been in the
university college class-rooms during the
session, he would have seen experiments
performed which are as old as Roger Bacon.
Had he stepped into the residence, his taste
for antiquity might have been equally
gratified; the same old way#, the same old
tricks, doctor, as when you were an under-
grad, ‘‘There is nothing new under
the sun.” Maybe, the doctor forgets his
phyeics, and is more pat in logic o8
nearer akin to theology. Can we not
get a logical instance for him ¢ What says
he to ignoratio elenchi? That experiment
was performed before the haruspices were
classical, before Aristotle was born, is in
all books before and since Whateley, vet
is as young as Dr. Carry’s “‘Reply” which
sees sun-light, first, to-day. We rank the
doctor’s scholarship much too high to
imsgine that he does not know the meaning
of that experiment. How it is dome?
Easily enough, doctor : first, mistake your
oppouent’s argument, his meaning; theo,
refate your Own misapprehension, . 8o
much for “furthermore.”
“Again” has three limbs one of which,
thirdly, we lopped oft in furthermore, The
rock of offense under this head consists of
the following mords: “resuming the old
clothes of sectarian teaching " as applied
to “‘religious education,” 1t may not be
