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BAILEY HARRISON'S BANK |

THE CAREER OF A MAN WHOSE
GREAT HOBBY WAS DOGS.

——

How He Falsified His Books and Got
Away With Thirty Thousand Dollars
—His Father's Linbility.

LoxmoN, Ont., April] 5.—To-day was
brought to light a defaleation by a young
banker, which will shake public faith in
private bank enterprises, and which will
likely impoverish the father and friends of
the defaulter. Six years ago Bailey Har-
rison occupied the position of accountant
in the Federal bank here and was implicit-

ly trusted by bank authorities and won
the confidence of the community by his
obliging manner. He was the only son of
John ﬁarrison, a wealthy retired mill-
owner of Park Hill,and the pet of the fam-
ily. While in the bank here he formed the
acquaintance of Miss Tillson, the daughter
of E. D. Tillson ot Tillsonburg, one of the
wealthiest men in western Canada. The
acquaintance ripened into strong friend-
ship and the couple married, the nuptials
being the talk for weeks afterwards. They
came to live in this city and mixed with
the best society. Six years since he opened
a private bank at Tillsonburg and associated
with him Dr. McTaggart of Park Hill,
The business flourished, and the transac-
tions averaged fre(i;lently over $100,000
per month. The Federal bank was the
principal source of supply and it honored
their paper to an unlimited extent. It is
now claimed that Bailey Harrison was
all the time ' manipulating the books by
making false entries. The sums thus
claimed to have been abstracted by Har-
rison from time to time were alleged to
have been squandered. The Bailey Har-
rison kennel of Gordon setters was known
throughout the United States and Canada
as the most valuable on the continent. No
dog show was complete without them, and
at %\Yew York, Cleveland, Detroit, Cincin-
nati, Ottawa, Toronto and St. Louis, Har-
rison ‘‘Laveracks” generally secured
highest awards. In ﬁefd trials, too, Har-
rison’s thoroughbreds distinguished them-
selves. His bank account was examined
during his absence in New York recently,
and was found largely overdrawn. While
the audit was ing made large
defalcations were discovered in busi-
ness transactions in which he was
was interested, and he shortly afterwards
skipped out, stating that he was going to
the bench show at Cincinnati. His con-
tinued absence occasioned alarm to his
friends who were unacquainted with his
acts, but to his wife and relatives the cause
was not far to seek. Mr. Harrison, senior,
was informed of his son’s prolonged ab-
sence and of the reports concerning him,
but he had the utmost confidence in him,
and declared he was prepared to assume
all liabilities:. He gave his personal bond
to that effect. He moved to Tilsonburg
and assisted in earrying on the bank, but
the longer he remained the more the rot-
tenness became apparent. At last he re-
pudiated all his son’s transactions. As

ANARCHY IN EGYPT.

What England’s Vacillating Policy has
Brought the Country to,

Loxpox, April 6.—At Cairo, according
%o the Standard’s despatch this morning,
the inactivity of the English government
is not understood. The correspondents cite
as Instancys of the government’s failure,
that Gordon’s request for six Egyptian of-
ficers was met by sending two, who never
got any nearer Khartoum than Assoun,
while the pressing requests for British
troops are comparatively ignored.

Kassala is now most seriously threatened
by the remnant of Osman Digma’s army
who succeded in escaping after the battle
or massacre. At Tamai Wells, in Upper
Egypt, the tribes are all ready to join the
rebellion. In fact the condition of Egypt
proper, as well as the disaffected provinces
could not be worse.

Nubar Pasha has resigned the presidency
of the couricil of ministers on account of
discord with the English officials, and the
absence of a distinct declaration on the
part of the English government of its
future policy in regard to Egypt. The
«officials and heads of every department in
Egypt threaten to resign. . Discontent
with the European residents in Cairo and
Alexandria is intense. The uncertainty of
the English policy in regard to Egyptain
financial affairs and the Soudan question is
paralyzing commerce. The official bureaus
are in & state of anarchy. The Erglish and
Egyptian officers are'quarreling. The Eng-
lish are referring every dispute to London
for settlement. It is doubtful whether a
successor to Nubar Pasha can be found.

The roads beyond Berber are blocked,
being occupied by rebels. It is impossible
to forward telegrams to Khartoum, The
tribes between Shandy and Khartoum
are in  open - rebellion, -and in
in constant communization with the Bich-
ariehs, who are momentarily expected to
revolt. It is feared Berber and Dongola
will be invested in ashort time. Nothing
has been” heard from Gen. Gordon for a
fortnight.

It is believed the retirement ot Nubar
Pasis will hasten an English protectorate
over Egvpt.

DAVITT AND PARNELL,

An Interesting @uarrel Between the Two
; Irish Leaders.

Loxpow, April 5.—A quarrel which
threatens to disrupt the Parnell party, or
at least to destroy their prestige in Ire-
land; is in progress. The Parnellite plan
of the present supporters choosing national
candidates for the coming election, and
creating a national fund to pay them for
their services, is strongly opposed by
Davitt. - Out of the quarrel the enemies
of the Irish autonomy are picking much
consolation. Parnell declared that his

> plan was opposed only by snall politicians

and wire-pullers, which was a ditect slap
at Michael Davitt, from whom, it is said,
Parnell has desired for some time to be
apart. He has no sympathy for the ex-
treme socialism of Davitt, whose schemes
he congiders juite impracticable. In re-
turn for Parnell’s slap Davitt replies that
‘‘measures are more important than men.”
Davitt will have a large following, and if
he cannot be induced to subside will un-
doubtedly greatly reduce the represent-
ation of nationalists, if the party is not al-
together broken up,

Bismareck Can Laugh.

THE BISHOP'S DISPUTE

D

DID NOT HAVE ITS ORIGIN IN
TEMPERANCE

P

But Rather in a Misreport of the Globe—
A Lively Correspondence Between Mr,
Blake and Bishop Sweatman.

Mz. Eprror: So many stories are afloat
in regard to the origin of the difficulty
which culminated in the letter of Bishop
Sweatman to the secretary of the C. E. T.
society, stating that if Mr. S. H. Blake
appeared on the platform he (the bishop)
would not preside, that I trust you will
allow me space for a few words, especially
as one reputed cause which appeared orig-
inally in a letter in The World is in every-
body’s mouth, showing pretty conclusively
that one Toronto paper at least has a large
circulation. . I refer to that concerning
Senator Macpherson’s dinner party, and
am sure your correspondent will pardon
my stating that he was misinformed. Mr,
Blake is not a ‘‘diner-out,” and has not

dined at Chestnut park for many years,
and never in company with the bishop.

Another story is that at St. James’
cathedral when Mr. Blake found that the
bishop was to preach he put on his coat
and walked out. This is also untrue. A
third cause given is that he wrote an ar-
ticle reflecting upon the bishop and a tea
company reprinted it in one of their cir-
culars. This can only refer to the time of
the clerical conference four years ago,
when the bishop advised his clergy to
maintain a ‘‘cordial street acquaintance”
with ministers of other denominations.
Mr. Blake then stated that such were not
his views, but this did not interrupt their
intercourse, which was only discontinued
about two years ago.

The fourth reason given, and equally un-
true, is that Mr. Blake wrote an abusive
letter. There was, it is true, a very in-
temperate letter written, but it was not
Mr. Blake'w.!

In January, 1882, a meeting of the
Protestant episcopal divinity school was
held, which was reported in the (Globe of
Jan. 13,and the same day Bishop Sweatman
wrote to Mr: Blake, and without asking
whether the newspaper account was cor-
rect, told him that he must publish a re-
traction or denial in the Globe and Mail,
over his own signature, accompanied by a
threat if Mr. Blake neglected to do so
within one week.

Mr. Blake, in reply, reminded the bishop
that he himself had but recently in the
p lgit of St. James’ denounced those who
made and those who credited the state-
ments to be found in the newspapers, and
that he should have thought therefore
that he (the bishop) was the last person
who should bring an accusation based upon
such reports. That at the meeting ‘ne
spoke for nearly an hour; the reporter
sought to put in a quarter of a column
what would have filled three or four
columns, but did not succeed well. That
he had not used certain words which the
bishop referred to in particular, and denied
sundry slanderous accusations that had
been made against himself, and stated
certain plain facts concerning the two col-
leges in a calm and moderate tone.

Mr. Blake gave the bishop liberty to
publish the correspondence if he desired,
but he has never done so, nor has he, I be-
lieve, ever had the politeness to acknowl-
edge receipt of Mr. Blake’s note. I feel
perfectly confident that Mr. Blake would
not object to have his letter published and
hope his friends will ask him to do so, but
I do not think that Bishop Sweatman
would like to see his own letter in print.

THE OLD WORLD IN BRIEF.

Cholera has ap}'eared—in Cochin China.

The supreme court at Madrid has sen-
tenced to death fifteen members of Black
Hand society, found guilty of murder in
1882.

The German government are sending the
gunboat Molve to the West African coast
to support the operations of the interna-
tional association in the Congo region.

It is reported that there has been an
agrarian rising at Oofa, Russia. Many
conflicts are said to have taken place, in
which several gendarmes were killed or
wonnded.

The Expedition to Hung Hoa.
Paris, April 6.—The expedition to Hung
Hoa has started. The troops massed at
Sontay. It is reported for the defence of
Hung Hoa there are assembled 3000 black
flags and 12,000 Chinese troops. Serious
resistence is expected there,

Mining Riots in Franceé.

DeNARN, France, April 5.—The riot of
striking coal miners has assumed serious
proportions. The cavalry charged the
crowd and wounded several. The rioters
fired back, crying ‘“Long live the social re-
public.” A number of the strikers were
taken into custody and were sentenced to
imprisonment for terms varying from
fifteen days to three months.

China Must Pay.

Paris, April 6.—The Republique Fran-
caise insists that no satisfaction is possible
for France without payment by China of a
war indemnity. It says: “Unless China
is compelled to pay, French prestige will
be injured in eastern Asia. Peace would
never have been gravely compromised in
Tonquin but for the presumptuous fancies
of Chinese agents.”

Opposed to Centralization.

BerLiN, April 6.—The bundesrath has
unanimously rejected the proposal that a
responsible ministry be instituted for the
empire. A Bavarian delegate said during
the discussion, while Bavaria would always
be ready to co-operate actively to promote
national development on a federative basis,
she would firmly oppose any further ad-
vance in the direction of centralization.

Raussia will now give England very
great trouble—that of compelling her to
stay where England has allowed- her to ad-
vance. A new triple alliance forbodes
another trouble, but when a strain comes
upon it Prussia will prove true to Eng-
land. Another league, which will include
France, is predicted, having in view the
breaking down of England’s insular su-

premacy.

action of the board of appraisers at Ottawa
in raising the duty on dyed and stained
cottons from 20 to 274 per cent brought the
‘meeting together. The course of the ap-
praisers was severely denounced as being
most unjust. It was stated that their ob-
ject was to protect the Valleyficld and
Magog:mills, which was all'right and just
8o far as it went. But these mills manu-
facture only two kinds of cottons, linings
and prints for dresses. The appraisement,
however, covered a large nuniber of articles
not made in Canada,which it was necessary
'to raise-the duty upon, such as book and
other muslins, handkerchiefs, winceys and
on many other classes of goods known to
the trade by technical names. It was con-
sidered that the government never intend-
ed that these goods should be covered by
the new tariff, and on motion of Mr. Bar-
ton and Capt. McMaster, a deputation
composed of Messrs. Caldecott, Brock,
John Macdonald, 'W. J. McMaster and
Bernard Hughes, was appointed to wait
on the government and ask them to define
exactly’ what stained and dyed cotton
goods were meant to be covered by the
new tariff. | ,

The board blamed Mr. Fraser, the secre-
tdry of “the board of appraisers, for the
recent action-of ‘the government, and all
joined in denouncing him, = They said his
actions during the day were regulated by
the state of his stomach, resulting from
what he had had for breakfast or had taken
over night. . As Hon. Mr. Bowell, minister
of customs, was' known to be in California
the deputation was instructed to present
themselves before Sir Leonard Tilley.

The ‘deputation ‘was also instructed to
have the tariff on geods made equal at all
ports  of entry.. Several instances were
given where merchantsin soms of the west-
ern towns had got goods out for 20 per
cént-when ‘theyv'shélﬁd have paid 27} per
cent, -simply because the custom officers
at these ports. of entry were not experts
and did not know the value of the goods
they were passing. The deputation will
probably. leave for Ottawa to-night.

The
yacht club bridge is all right but the
bridge across the lagoon to the lake
has been badly smashed up. On the lake
side they discovered a phenomenon. The
water had receded some forty feet, and the
action of the waves had built a beautiful
new beach from three to four feet high.
The houses on the island were found to be
in fairly good order; but most of the gar-
dens and flower beds and nearly all the
fences had been either washed away or
badly damaged. The party then re-em-
barked and steamed to the new break-
water, where they found that the action
of the water and ice had wrought zonsider-
able ruin. Over a mile of the beach was
thickly strewn with all kinds of wreckage,
The boat returned to the city about 6 p.m.

SHOOTING AFFRAY.

says that A 's Shot him-—No Hope

People were beginning - to forget all
about the Hackett-Allkins shooting affray
of last Tharsday in Lavin's lane, off Jarvis
street. But the fact that Hackett, the
man who was wounded, is slowly dying,
will once more revive interestin the affair.

All day yesterday he was pal 3

and as the hospital physicians were of tiie
opinion that he could not possibly recover,
ex-Ald. Baxter was sent for, who took his

ante-mortem statement. The man was
very weak and low, and suffered terrible
agony from his wound. In answer to the
usual question he expressed the belief that
he was going to die. He said that he was
in Mys. Rowell’s room on the day of the
shooting. He was in a room with Mrs,
Allkins when her husband entered, bid
him the time of day and sat down. He
(Hackett) rose and went out, but was
shortly afterwards called back by Mrs.
Allkins. As he entered the door Mrs.
Allkins said that Allkins had been charging
her with having improper relations with
him. Mus. Allkins at the time was close
Suddenly he heard

a shot and Mrs. Allkins fell ecry-
ing, “Oh, Horace, Horace, how oo:{;l
you be so cruel as to shoot me.” He
(Hackett) made a rush at Allkins to take
the revolver from him, when Allkins 3
fired several shots at him, one of which
entered his groin. Hestruck him with his
open hand, but feeling himself growing
weak very fast, he picked up a stove-lifter
and beat Allkins over the head with it.
This is about all tha%he said bearing
directly on the case, e wanted to den;

eral times, but Mr. Baxter stop him,
saying that he had nothing todo with that.

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European Anarchists in Ameriea.

“Uneasy lies the head that wears a
crown,” so wrote Shakespeare a few cen-
turies ago, and the saying seems to have
even more force now than it had then. The
ved revolutionists or anarchists of Europe,
smarting under several failures, are now
making war against kings in a new way.
They remember how the great blaze of the
first French revolution was extinguished
under the military despotism of Napoleon,
which again led to the rule of the holy
alliance in ‘continental Europe. The
“glorious three days” of 1830 did not
mend the matter much for French
revolutionists, for it left the country as
much under military government as before.
Next after that came the outburst of 1848,
which quickly ended in smoke, and led up
to Louis Napoleon’s mischievous coup
detat of December 2, and left the
rule of the sword stronger thian before.
The event of Sedan gave French revolu-
tionists another opportunity, but they
achieved only the merest transitory gleam
of success. Doubtless the lessons of thote
repeated faflures have sunk deep into the
hearts of communists, socialists, nihil-
ists, fenians, invincibles, reds, and
revolutionists of every grade; and as
a result the war against kings and

" their instruments of government is
to be carried out on a new plan.
Of course, assassination is not new,
being in fact something of old date in the
world’s history. But the use of dynamite
against governments goes only a few years
back, and now another change in the strat-
egy of European anarchists looms up.
Formerly they used to make their base of
operations in London, Paris, Brussels, or
Geneva as circumstances suggested; but
now,owing- to, a better understanding be-
tween the powérs, these places are no longer
considered safe, and New York is now the
place whence selected desperados are des-
patched to do deeds of murder in Europe
with pistol, dagger and dynamite. For
some time back indications of this change
of base have been multiplying, and they
are getting stronger every week that passes.
A diplomatic note has just been received
by Earl Granville from Count Kalnoky the
Austrian foreign minister, in which the
latter declares that the police of Vienna
have become convinced of the American
origin of the recent murders and outrages
in that capital, the most startling of which
have beenthe murder of police commissary
Klubeek on December 17, of Detective Block
on January 25, and of the broker, Herr
Eisert on Jaruary 10, the robbery from the
latter of 3000 florins, and the robbery from
the postoffice on February 1 of 240,000
florins.

Count Kalnoky points out that this out§
break of terrorism began immediately after
the publication in the seditious papers of
Vienna of the proceedings of the socialistic
congress, which was held at Pittsburg last
November, which was controlled and di-

" rected by John Most, and which distinctly
advocated assassination and the destruction
of public and private property to avenge
the so-called wrongs of the people; that
among the papers found in the possession
of the anarchists Kennel, Schultz, Falk,
and Lissa, lately expelled from Switzer-
land, were letters and instructions from
Most ; that the money stolen from Herr
Eisert had been forwarded to Most, and
that Penkert, the socialist editor of the]
recently suppressed paper Zukunft (the
Future), was about to sail from London to
join Most in New York. These and other
facts in possession of the Austrian govern-
ment, Count Kalnoky says, furnish incon}
testible proofs that the murderous opera-
tions in Vienna are instigated and directed
by the central anarchist committee, which
has its meetings in New York city, and cf
which the leading officers are the socialists,
Most and Karl,

Austria’s proposal is that England
should join her in a complaint to the gov-
ernment of Washington on the subject;
and a cable despatch of Saturday’s date
says that the eabinet will consider it on
Wednesday. Apparently England has
good and substantial reasons for acceding
to the request, but no indication of the
government’s intentions has yet been given.

We should say that the American gov-
ernment could scarcely afford to treat
such an appeal with indifference were it
made. New York, Pittsburg and Cin-
cinnati have had their warning experiences;
and it is well known that Chicago and
other cities, having a large foreign-born
population are slumbering “volcanoes that
may break out any day. The anarchists
find that they can do openly in America
what they dare hardly attempt n the
nost secret manner in Europe; and New
York is made the headquarters
of their central committee.  Not
only so, but they can at pleasure
hold meetings at which assassination aud
the destruction of property are openly ad- |

vocated, Even the freedom of the great

i

republic is little esteemed by them; except
for the opportunity it affords for con-
spir acy and agitation unmolested. Politi-
coi freedom, as we understand it, is not
vvhat these men want. They have no
more liking for constitutional government
| than a tiger would have for a feed of hay
| and oats. Blood is what they want,
| nothing else will satisfy them. We have
arrived at this point, that the amal-
gamated bodies of anarchists have become
a terror to Amherica as well as to Europe.

Mr. Biake and the Catholics.
That Mr. Blake will do anything so
daring as to suddenly make terms with
the Quebec bleus is more than improbable;
but that before long we shall see a prac-
tical, though not ostensible, alliance be-
tween the reform leader and the great ma-
jority of the catholics of the dominion is
about as certain as anything political can
be. Mr. Blake’s speeches in favor of Irish
home rule and against orange incorpora-
tion have left English speaking conserv-.
ative advocates of the Roman catholic per-
suasion without & standing ground from
‘which to appeal to their co-religionists.
Mr. Costigan’s ministerial days are num-
bered, and neither Senator Smith nor
Senator 0'Donohoe have the capacity or
the influence to stem the movement Blake-
wards of the catholic conservatives of On-
tario. Mr. Fraser has long been the leader
of the catholic majority in this province.
Henceforth he will have a practically un-
divided following,
Doubtless, Mr. Blake’s anti - orange
speech will be translated into French,
and will have a powerful effect
upon the French Canadian mind.
An Irish catholic dislikes orangeism
for 'reasons that are at least intelligible,
and is therefore often able to discriminate
between the individual and the system.
Hence we often see Irish catholics voting
for members of the order. The French
Canadian peasant regards it with that fear
and detestation which the dark unknownal-
ways inspires in childish or ignorantminds.
His gratitude to Mr. Blake for slaying the
monster will therefore be more intense
than the English speaking catholics.
Should Sir John have a dispute with the
Quebec leaders the bleus would go over to
Mr. Blake in a mass. As it is they regard
him with some such fccling as they regarded
Baldwin.

Sir John has long needed a powerful and
capable Irish catholic lieutenant but never
so badly as now. Should he lose Langevin
nothing but the protestant horse will re-
main to him.

either in their conscience or in their utter-
ances, the actions of the conspirators, and
disown the defence of the bribers offered
by the Mail, and discredit the attacks
made by that paper on those who were in-
strumental in unearthing the plot.

{History informs us that Mahommedans
have been total abstainers for overathousand
years, and there, if anywhere, we should
expect to see the beneficial effects of a pro-
hibitory liquor law; yet, according to the
most reliable accounts, all descriptions
of ‘crime are just as prevalent
ag amongst christians.  Moslems, under a
thousand years of total abstinence regime,
have degenerated physically, morally and
intellectually; while on the other hand,
during the same period, the European con-
sumers of alcoholhave become thedominant
races of ,the world ; and the stronger the
drink used? as in England, Ireland, Scot-
land and Germany, the more sturdy the
race.

The North American Indians enjoyed
perfect prohibition. They were certainly
not industrious ; their morality was ques-
tionable ; their treachery and inhumanity
proverbial. The Chinese are not drinkers.
Instead of a glass of spirits in a bar-room,
they take a cup of tes in a tea-shop.
Some of the virtues prohibition promises—
industry, economy, perseverance in the
pursuit of wealth—are theirs. Yet their
prisons are crowded, their punishments
atrocious, their general character not de-
sirable of imitation.

Crime, neither wholly nor principally
confined to | the intoxicated, will neither
wholly nor\ principally cease with lack
of intoxication. Thedrunkard may brawl,
his famished wife may steal, but it is the
evil deeds of sober people which degrade
nations. Forgeries, burglaries, bank and
express robberies,incendiarisms, fraudulant
bankruptcies, emulation—a desire to out-
do their neighbors, no matter how the
means_may be obtained—are seldom the
work of the drunken. The slave of avar-
ice, devouring widows’ and orphans’ pos-
sessions, adding house to house, field to
field, covetously doubling law costs, etec.,
are the domgs of the sober; unnatural
crimes, societies for the enconragement of
crime, such as prevention of child-bearing,
shakers, mormonism,free love organizations,
and so forth are largely chargeable to the
sobher.

But why continue? Without wishing to
reproach it may also be remarked that
s rength of mind, self respect, and self
control can hardly be increasing when it
is gravely proposed to passa law to pro-
tect the population from their owninability
to restrain their appetites. X.

Whither Ar¢ We Drifting ?
