The Tombs of the Wes'eys.

The chapel in which John Wesley, used
to preach—Wesley, the father of that
methodism whose centenary in America has
just been celebrated in Baltimore—is on
the south side of City road, in the old part
of London. Itis an unpretentious brick
steucture, without a steeple. About four
years ago a Sunday-school room was ad-
ded on the east, but the main auditorium
is u8 it was when John and Charles Wes-
ley preached their famous sermons there.
The pulpit is at the south end, six feet or
thereabouts in height, and is discon-
nected from the chapel wall. The bible
which the Wesleys used is preserved,
and is now in Baltimore, having been tem
porarily loaned from the chapel. John
Wesley is interred immediately in the rear
of the chancel and within thirty feet of the
pulpit in which he won bis fame. His
grave is surmounted with a small marble
monument, that i§ now moss grown and
weather stained, and surrounded by a low
wooden fence, some of the pickets of which
aregone. Charles Wesley’s grave, within
a dozen feet of his brother’s is marked only
by a modest slab, and Susannah Wesley,
the mother, is interred immediately across
the street in historic Bunhill fields, and
pone of her immediate family lie near her.
John Banyan and Isaac Watt, however,
are interred in the same cemetery, 8o she
is in good methodist company.

Judge Rose, Chas. Moes, Q C, and A B.
Aylesworth (deceased’s late partners), The
remains were encased in a plain red ‘spruce
casket, with silver mountings. The floral
offerings were numerous and beautiful, On
the lid were laid across and two large
wreaths of immortelles, The inscription
plate said : :

Now, as this is
going on all the time it cannot bhe other
than injurious to the public health, and
considering that the cholera is expected
here next summer it would be well if the
city could without going to too much ‘ex-
pense, prevent this wholesale distribution
of poison. A Yankee engineer has rug-
gested a simple remedy which is briefly as
follows : *“ All sewers have or should have
aregular fall from one end to the other,
then at the higher end of . the main sewer
erect a ventilating pipe or tower 100 or 150
feet high, The gas when it accumulates
will naturally seek the higher end of the
gewer, especially as there is an ontlet, and
will rise up the shaft away above the town
without pollnting the lower atmosphere.

Strong alkalies
wiil destroy the fibre of mny animal or
vegetable matter, and this action is
much accelerated by the aid of hot
water. Never allow flannels to freeze
on the line.

I is idle to claim that any woolens
may not be further shrunken inde-
finitely by continued and repeated
abuse. But every woollen fabric will
not shrink the same under equal treat-
ment. - Much depends on the quality--of
the wool ; still more in the spinning and
twisting of the yarn in manufacture.
This can be done to forestall in a large
mweasure the future shrinkage. It is
scarcely necessary to say thuat it is not

done in cheap goods, which are pro--

duced for sale with the sole object of
rendering them sightly at' the least
possible price. It is the very poorest
of poor economy to buy cheup woollen
underclothing. If the wool is twisted
and woven loosely, carded and combed
adroitly to apparently fill out the fabric
to requisite quality to the touch and
sight'it is bound to close up and assume
at least its normal position in the pro-
cess of washing. While it may not be
necessary to go to extreme expense,
except so far as it lics in/the beauty
and durable finish of the garment, it i3
safe to advise that it is not economy to
purchase an all-wool undergarment at
a less price than $2. In fhis country a
quality of wool and the labor requisite
to prodnce a garment reasonably well-
made to insure against further fulling,
aad afford suflicient strength of yarn for
durability, eannot bo combined at’n

less retail price than from this upward. |

By far the most general cause of
shrinkage is hjpabuse in washing. Per-
spiration will shrink when nothing else
may. It is a strange fact that perspira-
tion from some persons will shrink when
that equally profuse frem others will
not. This is owing to the differgnce in
the acid properties of the excretions of
Gifferent bodies. It is apparent that
this is a cause which ¢an ueither be
foreseen or provided agaiust. It is a
condition the responsibility of which
must be assumed and borne by each
individual according to his own judg-
ment and experience. No dealer can
be expected to be accountat
able to avert such cause of s
At the risk of fastidiou?
ventnre our opinion that
washed oitener than ig actually neces-
sary. Except in cases of profuse and
offensive perspiration, or very dirty
worlk, it is sullicjent. for strict cleanli
ness that they should be laundered but
oncain two weeks. If ehanged weeklv
and the discarded garments are tu
wrong side out, whipped, and hung to
air out of doors, and thus worn cvery
alterna'e week before going to the wash
tnb, it lessens the repetition of laundry,
and is entirely adequate for heziti: and
cleanliness.—@.
