Another Rascally German Banker—Bis-

Loxpox, Nov. 15.—Intense anxiety pre
vails among the relatives and friende of the
crew of the Bright line sea fishing fleet, all
the vessels of which were at sea when the
recent storm burst upon the English
Channel. Not one vessel of the fleet has
returned to port since the gale began, and
it is feared the whole fleet may have been
overwhelmed by the terrible force of the
hurricane.

BANDITS AFTRER BULLION,

Brigands Raid a Village But Secure Little
Booty.

CoNSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 15.—Advices re-
ceived in this city state that a party of bri-
gands recently made a raid upon Samsoun,
a village of Trebizonde, and lundered the
house of Arnaud, a director of the tobacco
regie. M. Arnaud and his wife and son
were brutally treated by the robbers, who
secured a small amount of booty and then
departed into the country. The object of
the bandits was to secute a considerable
amount of bullion which had 'been sent to
Samsoun for the purpose of establishing
there a branch of the Ottoman Bank. This
treasure was consigned to an agent of the
bank whose name als¢ was Arnaud, and the
gang mistook the house of the director of
the regie for the one occupied by the agent
of the bank.

ANOYHER RASCALLY BANKER.

Coufessing to the Embezzlement of a Large
i Sam.

BegrLIN, Nov. 15.—Herr Mass, the head
~of a banking and exchange firm at Charlot-
tenburg, a saburb of Berlin, surrendered
himself this morning to the police of this
city and confessed that: he had misappro-
priated a quantity of securities deposited
with him by various customers. The total
amount of his embezzlements will be ex-
ceedingly lar| The members of the aris-
tocracy lost E:avily by the failure last Sat-
urday of the bmkmg’ house of Friedlander
& Sommerfeld. ass’ embezzlements,
though not positively known to affect the
aristdcracy to such an extent as Wolff’s
affected them, are certain to attract the
attention of the Emperor. The mouney ap-
propriated by Mass to his own use includes
the sum of 20,000 marks which had been
subscribéd toward the fund for the erection
of a church in memory of Empress Augusta,
grandmother of the present limperor. Ten
thousand marks which were to have been
devoted to the Prince Frederick Charles In-
stitute have also disappeared. In addition
to these 30,000 marks Mass has succeeded
in making away with 400,000 marks de-
posited inhis bank by 150 artisans andsmall
traders.
.~ Mass gave as his reason for surrendering
himself to the Berlin police, instead of to
the Charlottenburg authorities, that he
held a high place in society and was
ashamed to tell the, police of the latter
lgce of his crimes.  His sense of shame,
owever, may have been quickened by the
knowledge that his poor depositors would
not have taken their losses with calmness.

Foreign Money Markets.

Loxpox, Nov. 15.—During the past week
discount was quoted at 3 for three months
and 2} forshort. There was no demand.
Money is plentiful. The condition of the
money market here in the immediate future
depends chiefly on financial situation in
Paris. Financial houses there are overload-
ed with stocks, upon which it is impossible
to realize. The Stock Exchange during the
week had an experience of severe depres-
sion, chiefly due to the situation in Paris.

A Panic in Austria.

Viexya, Nov. 15.—There wasa wild
panic on the boerse on Saturday in conse-
quence of a report printed in The Tageblatt
to the effect that Emperor Francis
Joseph had stated that the European
situation wae critical. Owing to
this rumor”  rentes fell 3 per
cent. within an hour,’ while Austrian
credit shares dropped 10 and Nordbalin 70
florins. Other stocks shared in the fall and
altogether the general decline was such as
might occur ‘on the eve of war. Finally
the Abendpost, acting under the instruc-
tions of Prime Minister Von Taafe, issued
a statement denying there was any truth
whatever in the report concerning the Em-
peror’s alleged utterances. Upon this de-
nial being made the market recovered
rapidly and public confidence was in a
measure restored.

May Have Been Massacred.

Paris, Nov. 14.—A startling rumor ran
through Paris yesterday. It was to the ef-
fect that M. De Brazza, who left secretly
for Africa at the head of the new expedi’
tion, had been massacred. The Minister
for the Colonies on being asked in regard to
the report, said: ““We have heard nothing.”
Wishing to see for himself what was going
on jn the unknown regions Wwhich lie be-
tween the seventh and tenth degrees north
latitude and the eleventh and sixteenth de-
grees longitude, M. De Bruzza left Banghi
gome time ago with 350 men intending to
push as far as Lake Tchad. He was con-
vinced he would find the murdered body of
Lieut. Cranpt on his route. He took the
initiative of his expedition himself, and if
anybody living could attain the object
aimed at it is certainly De Brazza.
«The district is inhabited by murderous
Arabs, fanatic foes of civilization. On
leaving this region he meant to visit
Baegama, where a great deal is going on,
of which we knew nothing. Another ex-
plorer, Lieut. Meising, is now at Yulow,
near Lake Tchad, ready to brave all risks.
In his letter he writes: This is an affair of
honor - to me. I will die or I wil
raise the French flag on the shores
of Lake Tchad. A  third French
expedition, led by Chef De Battaillon
Monteil of the Marines, is alsomarching to-
wards the lake. The starting point of this
force was Senegal. By last reports to hand
two-thirds of the journey had been accom-
plished.” ;
“Have you any news of the German ex-
pedition?”’ enquired the correspondent.
* “Yes,” replied the minister, ‘‘we know
that one German force is crossing the Cam-
eroon country and making direct for Lake
Tchad. It will probably meet with insup-
erable difficulties in the mountains. An-
other  expedition has taken the
same route’ as De Brazza, the Bu-

ami  route. The (Germans have

yought 500 slaves in Dabomey to act as
escorts.” “And what of Touat?”

«There is no news for the moment,” said
the minister. ‘“We have confined ourselves
to fortifying our Algerian outposts, and de-
spite all contrary reports we have no inten-
tion of sending an expedition to Touat.”

It will be
the central decoration of the exhibition

An Italian Wreck.

Rome, Nov. 14.—A fast train bound
from Rome for Turin collided to-day with
an ordinary nger train from Genoa for
this city. The scene of the accident was at
the Galera station. The trains crashed to-
gether with terrific violence, causing a
wreck that blocked the line for hours.
Three persons were killed and seven in-
jured. Among the injured are five persons
who are severely hurt and little hope is
entertained for their recovery. The
accident was due to the fact that the
signals for the running of the trpins were
disregarded.

A Military Sensation.

Paris, Nov. 14 —A sensation has been
caused in military circles at Chalon-sur-
Saone by disclosures affecting the charac-
ters of & number of officers and men be-
longing to the corps of the army stationed
there. The disclosures were made public
by the arrest of two officers and six men
belonging to the Chasseur regiment in camp
at Chalon-sur-Saone, who were taken into
custody on charges of conduct unbecoming
officers and soldiers, and subversive of the
discipline of the army. These are the
technical charges, but the offences of which
the prisoners are accused are mostly im-
moral.

Bismarck Will Not Attend.
BerriN, Nov. 15.—In connection with
the approaching opening of the Reichstag,
which assembles on Tuesday next, Prince
Bismarck said to a friend who met him at
Waurtemburg: “Tell my electors I cannot
attend the Reichstag yet ; moreover, there
is no urgent necessity for my presence in

the Reichstag at the present time.”

An Historic Woman’s Death.

Paris, Nov. 14.—The Gaulois announces
the death of Baroness Von Waldersee, the
morganatic wife of Louis, Duke of Bavaria.
She was Fraulein Mendel, and until her
marriage in 1887 was one of the best known
artists of the Munich comic stage. To
marry her the Duke renounced his right
to succession to the duchy in favor of his
brother Charles.

Italy’s Royal Exhibition.

Rome, Nov. 15.—The National Exhibi-
tion was opened at Palermo to-day in the
presence of the royal family and an enor-
mous concourse of citizens, including many
persons of distinction.

Prince George of Wales is seriously ill
with enteric fever. . According to the latest
bulletin the Prince’s condition is favorable.

Attem;.qd Train Robbery.

St. Louss, Nov. 15.—An attempt to rob
the Missouri, Kansas and Texas south-
bound train, No. 3, at South Canadian,
1.1., was frustrated by the officials of the
railroad company last night. A telegram
was sent to Muskogee notifying the officers
that the Dalton gang were seen in the
vicinity of South Canadian hiding in the
river bottom. An extra was run ahead of
the regular train, and guards laced in the
postal and express cars. It is lieved that
one or two of the gang got on the train at
Muskogee and signalled the robbers not to
attempt the robgbery as the train was
guarded. Officers have been put on the
trail of the outlaws.

In proposing the bealth of the Earl of
Aberdeen, the chairman said: “On bebalf of
the club I give you a hearty welcome, Let me
say, sir, that you find yourself amoug
men who are all thorough Canadians.
This club, in the words of no less & writer
than Goldwin Smith, was formed by men
who are partakers of the common sentiment
tuat there should be framed 1 Canada &
anity tbat did not believe in beivg absor bed
by the United States.”

He Was Well Received.

The Earl of Aberdeen, in rising to re-
spond, was greeted with loud and prolonged
applause. He said he appreciated the gene. -
ons manner in which his health bad been
drunk.. “And no wonder,” he continuea,
‘for such a greeting from so representative
a body of Canadians is certainly something
which any man may remember with pride.
1 only wish that I could return & worthy ac-
knowledgment in response. I can only say
that if anything would stimulate anyone to
endeavor to speak uson such topics as would
interest you it would be the indulgent re-
marks of your president.”

Continning, he referred to his recent trip
across the continent by the Canadian Pacific
Railway, and said that a persob must be
dull indeed who could not offer something in
the way of a description of the country
through which he had passed. . “*Of course,
gentlemen, I appear in one respect simply as
an ordinary traveler and not asa glove-trot-
ter.”

He Spoke as a Farmer.
; Hespokeasa specialist from an agricul-
tural point of view. “Icanspeakasa Cana-
dian farmer,” he continued, amid cheers,
“having inv to some extent in
Canadian lands. Laust year I bought
a small piece; this year a large. Iam not a
capitalist nor the son of a capitalist. Of
course in passing over the continental high-
ways, tois being my second visit, I appre-
ciated what Isaw more than at the first.
1t was impossible not to be stimulated by the
unlimited flelds of waving golden grain
which stretch across the prairie. I was im-
pressed on my return trip with the army of
teams enge.ged in the fall plowing. I may
say without any hesitation;that was cer-
tainiy struck with the signs of increased de-
velopment and stability and the growing
confidence on the part of those lividg in the
Northwest.” [Hear, hear.]
Mixed Furming Advocated.

Proceeding he entered into an advocacy of
mixed farming, holding that it was not wise
to depend wholly on the grain crops, bounti-
ful as they may be. ‘*‘Ihe farmers should go
more into cattie-raising and dairy products,”
he added. He spoke in flattering terms of
British - Columbia’s capabilities for fruit
growing, “I have left some money behind
me,” he continued. *‘This shows 1 have faith
in the country.” He said that in order to
encourage small fruit tarming he was cut-
ting up bis land in British Columbia into
small lots, and he held that & good living
could be made off a 50-acre fruit farm.

He anipadverted on the dairying industry
and pointed out that whiie 42 per cent, of
the cheese imported into Great britain was
Canauian, of the butter only two per cent.
was Cauadian. He held that there was no
£00d reason why this disparagewent should
continue. To secure the desideratum as well
as larger profits tor the Canadian tarmer be
advocated co-operation to secure not ouly an
excelleut article of butter but a uaiform
make as well.

Not the Time to Despond.
Referring to the Dominion he was con
fident it had a great future, ‘I know there
are difficulties in the way,” he continued,
“but I hold vhat they are of a sort that can be
overcome. [Cheers.] The tree which survives
the storm is all the stronger. This is not the
time for despondency or faint-neartedness.
[Prolonged ap 2.] What I say is the
plain, unvaruish atement of one who has

a firm belief in tnis country. [Applause.]

Referring to trade matters he said he
could not belp thinking that the aim should
be to secure as great freedom of intercourse
as possible, not only with the United States
put with the Mother Country as well. [Hear,
near.] ‘I dounot see,” he aaded, ““why such
a thing sbould be regarded as utopian. I
jook for tue time wnen there shall be closer
relations between all the great Euglish-
speaking people.” [Hear, hear.] He looked
upon Canada as the link that was to bring
about the desideratum.

Canada the Link of Peace,

Concluding, he said: *‘Canada is thegreat-
est of British colonies. But she is more. She
is a growing pation. [Loud applause.] it
is her destiny, and not only will she be a
great nation, but one of the mnost potent fac-
tors in promoting the peace of the world.”
[Prolonged applause.]

The U.S. Consul's Views,

The .moment the Earl had taken his seat
there were cries of ‘“Pope! Pope!” which
would mnot down unmtil Col. C. Pope,
U.S. coosul, rose to his feet. Then
the cries turned to  cheers. The
Colonel was. in one of  his dry,
bumorous modes.

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New Constitution to Be Adopted and
Printed in Several Languages.

ToLepo, Nov. 15.—Yesterday the K. of
L. convention was in closed session some
hours considering changes in the formula
by which new members are instructed in
the work of the different assemblies. Among
theimportant matterssettled have been those
covered by the adoption of the following
resolutions:

That any member of the order opposing
or denouncing outside the assembly room
any of the principles of the order 11 be
charged with violation of his obligation and
on being found guilty shall be expelled.

That a committee of three shall be ap-
pointed by the general master workman to
consolidate and codify the constitution, the
general master workman to be ex-offici®
chairman of the committee; the constitution
to be approved by the general executive
board, printed and submitted to all locals
in the order at least two months before the
next general assembly, for their adoption or
rejection.

The convention has acted -favorably upon
applications for printing the constitution in
the Italian, Swedish, Slavonic, Bohemian
and other tongues.

THE CI1Y'S POPULATION.

The Dominion Statistician and Chiet Gra-
sett on the Recent Census,

Subjoined are two letters which have refer-
ence to a recent World gditorial on the result
of the police census-taking in Toronto. With
reference to Chief Grasett’s request it may
be said that the cases will be furnished him:

The D i Speaks,

Editor World: I think you wrong in your
conclusion that the police census of Toronto
shows the Dominion census of your city to
have been short by over 7000 persons. You
must remember that seven months inter-
veued between the two census-takinge, and
that the natural increase of the city of To-
ronto is at least 8500 per annum, which
would give aa adlitional population for
the seven months of 5000 persons. To
arrive at the 8500 I have taken the
actual increase during the past ten years.
But as everybody knows, this plan gives the
extreme minimum, because Toronto in-
creased from 1855 to 1890 much faster than
from 1850 to 1885. The average annual iu-
crease of the 1885-90 period was much more
than 8500, It is plain, therefore, that in
giving the figures for the sevea months at
5000 1 am giving the lowest possible increase.
Probably 6000 of an increase for the seven
months would be nearer the mark. Add to
this natural increase the flonting popu-
lation taken in the lice, but not
in the Dominion census, and you have pretty
good proof that the Domiunion census of
April last was an accurate census, if judged
by tue results of the recent ‘‘take.” If the
police census is accurate, then the Dominion
census erred by giving 'foronto too large a
population, If the Dowinion census is ace
curate, tuen the police census errs by unot
giving the city as large a population as under
wue de tacto system there really is.

Editer World: I have read your article in
to-day’s World headed, “Only Half a Suc-
cess,” commenting on the census and tbe
manner in which it was taken. The infer-
ence to be drawn from your remarks so far
as the police are concerned is somewhat am-

biguous, *

In one paragraph you say that because the
police did not leave a card at one_house and
fail 10 tuke it up at another the work was
won: “in a slipshod manner and is practical-
ly worthless.” In the next paragraph you
say “‘the miscount is not to be found in the
incompetence or carelessuess of the police.”
How do you reconcile these two statements?
It would seem that you are under the im-
pression that cards were essential to a
true count. In this, however, you are mis-
taken. While the police delivered a card at
every house and endeavored to collect it
again by repeatedly calling back several
times when necessary, the cards in some few
instances were not forthcoming, baving been
either mislaid or wilfully destroyed. In
such cases the information sought for was
obtained verbally, either from a iuember of
the family, a servant, an employe or aneigh-
bor.

The police returns are in such & shape that
they can be referred 10 in 8 moment to find
the pumbers recorded opposite any house in
the city, so if you will have the goodness to
let me know the numnbers of the houses re-
ferred to in your article I can tell you what
report the police have made of them.

reason to believe that the constables acting
as enumerators made a personal canvass of
every house througbout the entire city, and
obtained the number of ﬁople who slept in
each on Sunday night, November the lsc,
either by means of the cards or in the mau-
ner dreacg referred to.

of Toronto. The site is Deer Park, one of
the most healthful districts and easily acces-
sible. The scenery is delightful and all the
surroundings are of the kind likely to prove
most beneficial. The sanatorium is situated
in ample grounds and the institution bas
been thoroughly equipped and admirably
furnished. The board of management be-
lieve that the sufferer from the insatiable
craving for aleoholand other narcotics is the
victim of disease. Hence it has been their
aim to make the institution a place where
every means known to medical science shall
be employed, a place where not only physical
health may be restored but a home where
moral character and Christian principles
will Ue established and instilled. 1n order to
effectively carry -out these objects a pro-
longed residence is deemed necessary, the
minimum, except in special cases,being three
mouths, A

It is nonsensical to compare Switzerland
and Canada because of an equality in
population and assume that the reve-
nue-producing powers of the two are similar.
Qur outlay] for public works would bank-
rupt Bwitzerland, for its cultivated area is
stationary, while ours widens at the magic
touch of every dollar expended in railways
and canals. Where once explorers but rarely
penetrated we have now the rich territories
of Assiniboia and Saskatchewan, and a con-
stantly growing settlement firmly links the
old provinces to the Pacific slopes. The
paying power of every old nation in Europe
has been ascertained and is dimin-
ishing  rather than  increasing as
the population becomes larger to
the square mile, for the total wealth
is divided in smaller quantities, and
scattered about is more difficult to tax. But
in Canada every addition to the population
does not make a new claimant on a fixed
total of wealth, but every man draws ac-
cording to his needs on nature’s mighty
mint,develops the ready resources of the coun-
try and increases its power to pay now and
hereatter.

The construction of the Canadian Pacific
Railway was an unparalleled stroke of enter-
prise for a people nimbering atits incipiency
about four millions. However, one-third
of a million more have come in to share
that burden, and the aggregate wealth of
the country has so enlarged that the burden
—aven though population stood still—is com-
paratively growing lighter with our greaver
ability to bear it. 8o it goes. Canada can
well afford to carry a big per; capita debt.
That debt is incurred in rhaking avail-
able the untold riches of the country and
clearing the way for greater population. If
this population is secured the debt becomes
divided among a greater number of wealth
developers—if not secured, thea the in-

sreased wealth enables ths stationary popu-
lation to meet all demands upon it. But the
population is sure to come. There may be

~periods when the increase will not be so
marked as we could wish, but with an im-
mense country of surpassing resources,
furnished with convenient railroads, canals
and natural waterways, though emigration
may temporarily languishh, it is bound to
show responkive periods of rapid influx that
will producean encouraging average. This
country is bound to grow, and it is the course
of prudence to assume debts in promoting

EVOLUTAON OF THE IROITEZR,

From the Old Celonial Days—Sunol’s Mile
in 2.08Y.

In equine history the American can read no
more interesting chapter than the story of
the evolution of the trotting breed of horses,
says Frank Leslie. The trotter is peculiarly
the American horse—the only important
variety indigenous to the American soil.
The breed is much less than a century old,
and its progress in speed, 1n value and pro-
duction during the last 30 years has been

marvelous.

Racing at various gaits became prevalent
“the old colonial days.” The earliest pro-
‘minent patron of horse-racing in colonial
history was Gov. Nicholls, who, after his
arrival in the colonies in 1663, established a
racecourse on Hampstead Heath, Long
Island, where it was ordered that a plate

should be run for annually. For over 60
years after this period we have no light on
the history{ ofj American racing. In 1735

a plate was run for on the Church farm (de-
fined us being ground that now is west of
Broadway and south of Canal-street ,in New

York City), and thereafter racing of all
kinds seems to have flourished and increased

to such an extent that the Continental Con-

gress in 1774 deemed its suppression neces-

sary to the preservation of public morals.

Previous to this, however, in 1748, the New
Jersey Legislature enacted & law to restrain
*‘all running, pacing and trotting races.” Al-
though theregis not, so far as 15 can learn,
specific mention in colonial  history of trot-
ting races, the fact that New Jersey authori-
ties found their suppression advisable leaves’
no doubt thatracing at the trotting gait was
very prevalent at that early day.

The revival in trotting did not begin to
gather force until about 1830, and since then
improvement in speed has been continual
and rapid. It was not until 1844 that a
trotter went a mile in harness in 2.30 or bet-
ter, Lady Suffolk achieving that honor, her
record being 2.26%4. Then, as now, the
pacing gait was faster than the trotting gait,
for Drover had paced a mile in 2.28 in 1839,
and in the same year that Lady Suffolk
trotted in 2.26% Unknown paced to wagon a
mile in 2.23. The next greatepochal year in
trouing history was in 1859, when the little
mare, Flora Temple, astonished the world by
beating 2.20, doing the mile in 2.19%{; and it
was not until 1884 that the 2.10 mark was
passed by Maud 8, and now Sunol tops them
all.

Discoursing on the Basis and Develop-
ment of Morality—What Is the Stand-
ard of Goodj and Bad Conduct t= DT,
Wild Defends the Work of Secret So-
cieties.

T'he Metropolitan Church was crowded at
its two services yesterday. Chancellor SBims
of Syracuse University, who has been heard
in Torouto several times and who has
always created a favorable impression,
preached on both occasions. He chose as his
text in the moruing Joshua xxiv., 15, the
last clause of the verse: *'Butas for me and
my house we will serve the Lord.”

The main jthought running through the
sermon was the influence of the family on its
youthful members—moral, intellec-
tual. The subject was one in which a large
amount of personal experiemce could be in-
troduced very appropriately; and, becom
somewhat retrospective, the chancellor made
the best.of the admirablé opportunity offered.

At several junctures the handkerchiets of
a large number of his auditors were called
into requisition, aud when he would pause
between the various heads an obvious rustle
would indicate a relaxation from the tension
under which they had been placed.

Very seldom has a city audience listemed
to & discourse in which such elememts of
power, eloguence, impressiveness, lear:
and force have been combined, and the large
assemblages which greeted Chancellor Sims
on both occasions  yesterday testify to the
deseryed popularity which he has secured.

Chancellor Sims is the most attractive ser-
monizer that has occupied a city pulpit for
some time. His presemce is prepossessing,
and when be gets well warmed up to his sub-
ject one cannot help admiring his rugged,
manly features, and his ﬂéure slightly con-
veﬁzing to embonpoint. His voiceis musical
and natural, with a flexibility that makes
his slightest whisper audible throughout the
building and & power which gives a touch
and fiuish to his discourse that would other-
wise be entirely wautin%.

The musical portion of the services yester-
day, under the diractorship of ¥, H. Torring-
ton, were up to their usual
of excellence, A quartet entitled, ‘‘Let
the Words of My Mouth,” participated in by
Mr. Shaw, Mr. Curren, Miss Flint and Miss
Mortimer, as well as the’anthem, ‘‘Praise the
vord, O Jerusalem,” in ‘which the solo part
was taken by the last-named lady, were ex-
ceptionally well rendered. Mr. Robert Shaw,
the leading tenor, although suffering from a
cold, sang “The Star o¥ Bethlebhem” in a
manner that showed to advantage the sweet
and harmonious qualities of his voice.

DEVELOPMENT OF MORALITY.

Rev. T. C. Jackson Speaks of Man’s Ethi:
cal Nature, o

Rev. T. C. Jackson preached last evening
in the First Unitarian Church, Jaryis-street,
on “The Development of Morality.” In
ogning his discourse -he asked the question,
“How are we to account for our present
finely developed system of moralsf” Con-
tinuing, he spoke in substance as follows:
Theology replies that all the moral
light we have to-day proceeds from
the verbally revealed will of God,
and all acceptable deportment mpst be
based upon that will, 1t is asserted by those
of this school of thought tnat the Infinite
selected certain men to reveal to them and
tlirough them to the worlid His pleasure as
related to the adjustment of human conduct.
To be sure we have never been brought into
contact with anyone who had been drawn
into such relation with the Moral Governor
of the universe as would endue him with su-
perior light of a moral nature. Many believed,
however, that more than one had enjoyed this
distinetion, but modern thought is gradually
rejecting the idea as unfounded upon truth.

' certainly are not satisflied with it asa
solution of the problem in hand, and so turn
our ears to the answer that comes from an-
other quarter—that of transcendentalism.

Thé members of this school teach that
morality should be based upon the intuition
of what they designate the moral faculty.
This faculty is supposed to have a definite
location in the human mind. ‘An insuper-
able objection may at once be offered
to this theory: That all men are not agreed
upon the morality or immorality of this or
that act. In Sparta theft was a virtue, and
was rewarded as such if conducted with
such dexterity as rendered him who com-
amitted it incapable of detection, but our
civilization contemplates with unmitigated
reprobation such a practice. A single
instance of disagreement among men con-
demns the reliability of the intuitiohal ex-
planation.

Differing from both these is the solution

iven by the school of experience.
The members of this school do "not take our
morality and consider it in its present state,
They go back to the primitive condition of
man, and their conclusion is that the first
impulse of the members of our race was ego-
tistic. Man acted from selfish comsidera-
tions. His dominating thought was self-
preservation. This had reference to the sup-
ply of the wants of his physical nature.,.With
experience those wants multiplied, and so
he was tempted to settle down
into a life of exclusive self-gratifi-
cation. Then universal anarchy reigned.
The conflict between man and man was
fierce, bloody, fearful. This state of affairs
was destined to bring about arevolt. Iiwas
seen that a different adjustment of things
was necessitated. Combinations were there-
fore entered into. Itis agreed by sociolo-
gists that the institution of the family ante-
dated all others, After the family came the
tribe.. Within the family and within the
tribe thete was developed the feeling of sym-
pathy towards the individual members con-
stitating these organizations respeciively.
Toward those outside the family and
the  tribe a spirit of  antipathy
was exercised. Here another readjustment
was rendered imperative. Family entered
into compact with family and tribe with
tribe. Rude laws were enacted to enforce
the observance of the various agreements
that were made, and so ultimately a general
sentiment was formed. Habit was estab-

lished and the arrangement came to be

agreeable. _Agreeableness developed into
plepsure.  Pleasure induces] desire. The
most perfect barmony naturally resulted.
‘Whenever that jharmony was broken men
felt that things had gone wrong and so
solf-censure set in, This was the birth of the
moral conscience, The sense of honor and
public opinion were potent factors of this
work. ittle by little morality became
spontaneous, and from this it was buta
short step to what has been styled altruism,
or disinterested service. What had been
begun under the operation of a lower motive
was carried on more effectively when a
migher motive set in,

This I believe to be a brief though accu-
rate statement of the moral philosophy
of the experiential school. This the-
ory is offensive to some who seem
to think that any explanation of morals dis-
credits those morals. No mistake could be
greater. Jealousy here is upreasonable, for
by whatever method our ethical conceptions
and sentiments were developed they are
destined to remain with us and a rational
apprehension of them cannot derogate from
their dignity. As a matter of fact we are
able to trace the evolution of the most ab-
stract ideas of morality. Here we rely upon
phlology. _ According to it “right” meant
« gtreight,” and * streight” meant
vigtretched.”  Virtue comes from the
Latin word ‘‘vir,” that originally meant,
among the Romans, a man of the higher
sort. All that it required was a sufiix to
render it an abstraction. ‘‘Holiness” meant
“wholeness.” The word “square” to-day
may pass through the same process of de-
velopment. We speak of a “square” man.
Again, we can also trace the development of
the moral nature of man. In this instance
history serves us. It teaches us that we
have traveled ali the way' from the bloodiest
militancy of aboriginal times to the senti-
ment of arbitration that obtains vo-day.

Compare the three theoriesand then de-
termine which speaks best for us—the theo-
logical, the transcendental and the exper-
fential. The theoloﬂcal gives to morality a
supernatural origin; the transcendental
makes it a matter of the mind; the experi-
ential teaches that it is the mnatural flower
and fruitage of our humanity.

J. W. Cooke of Imgersoll, representative ifi
Western _Ontario of the Warringtons of Liver
pool, London, Belleville and Montreal, is credited
with having bought something like 40,000 boxes
of cheese Tuesday last. Price paid was 10c. The
news got abroad only Wednesday morning and a
hustle ensued awong the other buyers who,
although seeing wothing Lo warrant payment of
the high price, were desirous to offer as high as
16 1-16¢ iu order to get their sbare of the goods.
Cheese they had to have to fill orders expected
later in the season aud the result wasa hustle
such as was never before witnessed in that
aistrict. All Wednesday and Thursday the
buyers were scouring the country, the welephone
and the telegraph lines were kept busy and last
night broughv the news that all the cheese of the
Listowel and Ingersoll districts were in the
buyers’ hands—tully 85,000 boxes having been
purchased in two days. It is estimated tLat
there are still about 15,000 boxes unsold, but these
are in small factories mostly west of London.
