Loxvox, July 8.—Hodge bas been heard
from and the result is a severe blow to
those Liberals who antipated .a sweeping
Gladstonian reactiom.

Figures have been received this morning
which show the return of- 344 members to
the new House of Commans. Of this num-

ber 191 ‘are supporters of the Government |

and 153 followers of Mr. Gladstone.

Among the latter are* 19 Nationalists,
composed of 15 McCarthyites and 4 Par-
nellites. ;

The Liberal-Unionists number 24.

A balanciug of gains and losses is in
favor of the Gladstonians by 24.

The same proportion of gains must be
maintained to the end for Mr. Gladstone to
have a majority of 12 in the new House.

The Liberal pains yosterday were 6, as
;against 1 Liberal-Unionist and 3 Conserva-
Kives. i

Of the 344 known results, being over one-
half of the whole House, the Unionists
unived have 191 against a united opposition
of 153. The Liberals therefore would re-
quire to capture a number of county Con-
servative districts in order to obtain a
‘working majority. This even sauguine
Gladstonians hardly reckon on.

The sarprise of the day was in Irish
constituencies and the greatest surprise
was the capture of St. Stephen’s Green by
a Liberal-Unionist. The very heart of

~ 7 Home Rale Dublin has been seized by the
opponents of the measure. The Parnellites
also slaughtered the antis in the other dis-
tricts of Dublin.

Justin McCarthy was defeated in Lon-
donderry, but this was anticipated.

The Liberals lost a t ih Wales to a
Conservative, but al gained a seat
from a Liberal-Unionist. ;

Out of the 24 county constituencies con-
tested yesterday the Liberals lost two and
won two. These results dispose of the last
possibility that Mr. Gladstone will obtain
a reliable working majority. “‘Thoungh
disappointed in the burgs,” said the Liberal
chiefs, *““when the counties wheel into line
we will sweep the country.” As the elec-
tions held yesterday are fairly representa-
tive, no great Liberal triumph can be ex-
pected from the county votes when com-
pleted. The Liberal executive relied upon
capturing 10 counties in the voting yester-
day. They admitted that their calcula-
tions must be realized in order to fulfil
their expectation that the agricultural
labor vote was theirs.

With theirprediction falsified thelast hope
fades that the Gladstone Government will
be butiressed by a strong coherent party.
On the contrary the ' Liberal majority must
now depend on the Irish party. Even with
the support of bothithe Irish sections it is
improbable that Mr. Gladstone will have
much of a majority.” At the Couservative
headquarters a majority of more than 20 is
held to be improbable.

Captain Middleton, who occupies in the
Conservative party a position.similar to
that held by Mr. Schnadhorst in the Liberal
party, can point to his estimate made prior
to the elections as now being verified.

Among - the certainties of the future
nothing is so certain as that a ‘long period
of political turmoil is before the country.
A Conservative Government with a small
minority readily controlled and acengtomed
to obey would be secure against .Mr.
Gladstone with a small majerity composed
of motley groups of Liberals, Radicals,
Laborists, McCarthyites and Parnellites
would be unable to effect any serious legis-
lation.

Home Rule Remniote,

Liberals are beginning to admit that ‘the
chances of Home %{ule passing the House of
Commons are becoming remote. If ever it
does pass no strain will be put upon the
House of Lords in rejecting it. The peril
to the House of Lords lay in vetoeing Home
Rule as backed by the declared will of the
country. All danger of that is now past.
They can reject it with a light heart.

The Labor Element,

Other difficulties awaiting a Liberal
Government is the formation of a labor
party, not caring a rap for Home Rule and
ready to coalesce with any side. Already
Burns and Hardie, the strongest personal
forces among the laborists, declare their
intention to organize a party in Parliament
and make terms for their support when a
majority is doubtful. Even 10 laborists
following Burns might decide the fate of
the Government. %esidel, along with the
pure laborists the new London members
will form a manicipal Socialist group
equally regardless of Home Rule and de-
termined not to allow Irish questions to
block the progress of social reforms,

With these and other factions operating
igainst him Mr. Gladstone’s cherished
icheme. to give Ireland a ‘separate legisla-
ture even should he be elected seems a
aopeless achievement.

HWORKMEN REFUSE 10 WORK FOR
FEAR OF THE DEBAD DISEASE,

An Attempt to Compel Them to Remain
Riotously Resisted—Many of the Rioters
Killed or Wounded by the Military—
The Malady Causes Alarm Owing to
its Presence at Saratoff. @

§r. PETERSBURG, July 8.—The prevalence
panic in
that city. | A large number of workingmen,
after receiving an advance of their wages to
induce them to remain in the city, made
preparations to desert their employers and
leave the place.

'The authorities tried to compel the work-
men to fulfil their engagements, and the re-
sult was a serious riot. The police could
not handle the mob and the military were
summoned to assist them. The rioters
were not dispersed until a number of .them
had been killed or woun&ed.

Quarantinehas been established at Batoum
against arvivals from cholera infected dis-
triets. General alarm prevails owing to the
official recognition of the presence of cholera
in Saratoff, which from its position on the
Volga and between Astrakhan and Moscow
and Nijnii-Novgorod iA the seat of an ex-
tensive trade. ? :

Twenty-nine cases of cholefa and six
deaths from the disease have already oc-
curred there.

It is feared that the epidemic has really

netrated much further into the interior of

ussia than the officials admit.

The whole town of Nijnii-Novgorod,
where the largest fair in the world is held
every year for several weeks during the
month of July, will be thoroughly cleansed
and disinfected, so as to prevent as far as
possible the scourge from making its ap-

rance there.

All the inhabitants have been warmed of
the danger of infection, and those who re-
fuse to conform to the sanitary regulations
will be summawily expelled from the. town.

It is reported that the municipal authori-
ties of Astrakbhan have not sufficient funds
to execute necessary sanitary measures.

Astrakhan is irregularly built, with
crooked streegs, monfy unpaved and dirty.
In the fishing season from 20,000 to 30,
persons connected with the fisheries resort
to the city.

The official information which is being re-
ceived in St. Petersburg in regard to the
progress of the epidemic is always of an
optimistic character.

The offi¢cials of Baku, one of the most fre-
quented ports on the Caspian Sea,. where
100 deaths from the disease on an average
are occurring every day, denied the ex-

At a meeting of the Cabinet to-day it
was resolved to elaborate a general plan to
cope with the cholera epidemic. Among

Leaving in Droves.

Hameure, July 8.—The Boersenhalle
says that half the inhabitants of the north-
ern portion of Baku have already left, and
that numbers of others are following d’aily.

Owing to the great increase’in the nusm-
ber “of passengers the transportation of]

merchandise has been guspended.

Many factories have been closed owing to
the fact that the workmen have left, and
others will be compelled shortly to stop
work for the same reason.

Loxpox, July 7.—The Lancet recently
sent a special correspondent to Paris to
make an independent investigation of the
health of the city as affected by the water
lugply.
' The newspaper was inclined to believe
that the facts in regard to the existence of
a type of cholera were being concealed by
the Parisian authorities. It declared that
an expert, Dr. Proust, had prepared a re-
port, giving a faithful picture of the situa-
tion, which the prefect of the Seine had
suppressed, fearing that its publication
would have a disastrous effect.

The special man sent by The Lancet now
writes that the fears expressed by that
newspaper are borne out by the facts, and
that it will be impossiblg to much longer
disguise the existence of an epidemic. ’J.ghe
area covered is large and diverse and the
deaths of the sufferers rapid.

The situation is alarming, but the Pari-
sians do not seem to have any fears for
their own satety, and their chief concern
appears to be to avoid making any admis-,
sions or taking any steps which will tend to
frighten away foreigners, and especially
Americans, from whom a rich harvest of
gold is being looked forward to this season.

Paris, July 7.—The Mayor of Neuilly
has been stricken with cholera.

Three deaths from the disease have oc-
curred in St. OQuen and Asnieres, suburbs
of this city.

Cholerine in France.

Loxpox, July 8.°~The Times’ Paris cor-
respondent says: “‘Cholerine has affected
24 villages. It causes deaths with appall-
ing suddenness. In some cases death has
ensued in two hours. 'The authorities are
reticent on the subject. They deny that
the disease is genuine cholera, yet I have
been privately informed that the microbe
of cholera has been found here a trifle
shorter than that of Indian cholera but
exactly similar to that of Saigon cholera.

“But whether it is like the Indian or the
Indo-Chinese microbe matters little. In
1884 the epidemic began in a similar
manner and had disappeared from the sub-
burbs before it entered the city itself.”

The London Times of June 28 has the
following from its Paris correspondent:

““There is ground for anxiety, and though
the sudden deaths which have occurred can-
not as yet be attributed to Asiatic eholera,
nevertheless they point the same moral—
pamely, the urgent necessity of improving
the Paris water supply, and more especially
that of the neighborhood of Paris,

“For the greater part of the year the in-
habitants of Paris are supplied with the ex-
cellent waters of the Vanne and another
stream, but outside Paris, throughout the
charming districts that lie between Mont
Valerien, Argenteuil and St. Germain, noth-
ing bnt the S¢ine water is provided. Thein-
take for the water given to the inmates of
the asylum of Nanterre is at Suresnes. At
this point the river has already received the
contents of 52 different sewers, and it was at
Nanterre that the first so-called cases of
cholera, which resulted in 20 deaths, oc-

1 curred.

«“Unfortunately the first of these cases was
not carefully investigated,and doubts are en-
tertained as to its trae character. A man,
apparently a confirmed drunkard, has just
been admitted to the asylum of Nanterre,
when he was taken ill and died, apparently
from cholera. The authorities were not able,
or in any case failed, to obtain any informa-
tion as to his antecedents,

*8oon other cases occurred in the neigh-
boring districts of Suresnes,Puteaux and St.
Denis. Cultures have been made with the
faecal microbes found in these cases so as to
establish the similitude or che difference be-
tween them and the well-known specific
germ of Asiatic cholera. "

“The Reine water after filtration and
coming from the Suresnes intake has been
found to contain 87,000 bacteria to the cubic
centimetre, but the specific bacilli of cholera
and of typhoid fever were not found in the
water examined, Though the filtering pro-
cess failed to exclude the bacteria it reduced

the organic matter contained in the water to

an insi Mntgl;oporﬂu
“If w?(oﬂow course of the Seine to

the water intake at Marly, which is close to
St Germain, we find that the river bas re-
ceived at this point the contents of 108
sewers, iucluding the main drains and two-
whirds of the Paris o‘ﬂng. It is not, there-
fore, surprising that in hot and dry weather
suspicious cases of illness should occur among
the outlying population of Paris.”

The plotters also stated that Russia gave
them 18,000 roubles to execute the plot.

THE WORK OF THE COMMONS AND
SBLNATE OVER, .

A rsioniios

Important mlcnr;- Which Have Deen
Passed—Length of the Session—The
L] s K le Feat—1 sing
the Punishment to Grave Robbers—
Ohit-Chat of the Capital,

OrrAwa, July 8.—The work of both
House and Senate -is practically ever and
prorogation is fixed for 3 o’clock to-morrow
afternoon. The session ranks as one of the
longest on record, having lasted 139 days,
but the liolidays have been rafher more
numerous than usual and there have been
only 87 working days. Although the ses-
sion has not been as long or as sensational
as last year it will still rank as one above
the average in interest on account of some
of the important measures which have be-
come, law such as the Redistribution Bill,
the Consolidation and amendment of the
Criminal law, and last, but by no jmeans
least, the alteration of the customs laws so
as to give Canada the power to discrfminate
against those countries which discriminate
against us in trade matters.

In the Senate,

The Senators worked well to-day. The
morning session found them a little rufty
and tired after sitting until within & few
minutes of midnight and the clauses of the
Criminal Code did not slip along so easily
as they did last night. Refreshed by din-
ner, however, the Senatorsbuckled down to
their work like men and polished off the
remaining 475 clauses of the bill before 6
o’clock, and to-night it has passed its third
reading and the amendments made go to
the Commons to-morrow morning at 11
o’clock.

The only important amendment made to-
day was increasing the penalty for grave-
robbery from one year to five. In this con-
nection reference was made to the .mys-
terious disappearance of the body of the
late Pat Purce]l, ex-M.P., which has never
been recovered.

A distinguished visitor arrived at the
Central Experimental Farm yesterday from
Washington, Prof. B. C. Fernow, chief of
the Forestry Department of the United
States. Prof. Fernow spent some time in
looking over the work which has been
carried on in connection with tree plantin,
at the farm. He expressed his gratification
at the progress which has been -made in
testing the different sorts of trees in this
climate, and in the planting of windbreaks
and other experiment with forest trees. In
an interview with the Minister of Agricul-
ture this morning Prot. Fernow expressed
his high appreciation of the work which
was being done under Mr. Carling’s direc-
tion at the Central Experimental Farm, and
stated that he regarded the tree planting
as one of the most practical and instructive
examples of this class of work to be found
anywhere in this country.

Those of our contemporaries throughout

the Dominion who have alluded to the pro-
posal to establish a maximum railwey
passenger rate of two cents a mile have done
so approvingly, but thLe greater part of the
press of the country have shown painful
discretion by leaving so thorny a subject
alone, There is fevertheless every indica-
tion that for the public in general the
matter possesses particular interest, and
there can be mno doubt that  the
twenty members who voted for the
resolution were more truly representabive of
public opinion than the one hundred and
twenty-eight who voted against it, Not
that it is intended to reflect severely on the
majority. The question is anew one, and it
would have been beyond reason to have ex-
pected it to have met with general accept-
ance on its first presentation. 1t will have
torun the gauntiet of criticism like every
other new proposal. AMany who, vated
against it are ‘doubtless not opposed to the
principle. ‘They simply desire . more
light on the subject Mr. Mills of
Bothwell, who suggested the appointment
of a special committee, is probably one of
the members who is in this position. The
fear that a reduction of the passenger rates
would mean a-large annual loss to the rail-
ways and that this would be an injustice no
doubt influenced others to vote nay. Tge
mere assertion that the reduction of the
rates would correspondingly increase the
volume of travel does not convince them.

GLADSTONE ON RECIPROCITY.

He Says It Will [Not Improve the Condi-
tion of Trade in Great Britain.

Loxpox, July 8.—The Daily News Edin-
burgh:despatch rays:

«Xessrs, Gladstone and Wauchope were
nominated to-day (Thursday) and the elec-
tion will take place on Tuesday next.

tAfter the election Mr.Gladstone will go
to Hawarden for a well-earned rest prior
to the opening of Parliament. He started
for West Calder to-day in excellent health
and spirits.

At West Calder :esublic hall hdd been
formed out of a disu uarry. The plat-
form was reached through a vista of tortu-
ous subterranean passages, with. an occa-
sional tumble down a flight of steps. The
hall was packed and the audience, on Bee-
ing Mr, Gladstone issue from the final tun-
nel, rose to its feet and gave & vociferous
cheer.

«Mr Gladstone spoke an hour and 20
minutes with unabated vigor. . Referring
to the elections, he described the losses in
Glasgow, Perth and Southport through
Laborites splitting the Liberal votes, a8
fosses involving on the Liberal party dis-
credit and dishonor. ‘A loss we can bear,’
he said, ‘may be repaired, but dishonor and
diseredis cannot be effaced from the re-
cord.” It wassad and sorrowful, he said,
to think that three-fourths of the mischief
had been done in Scotland, the ‘home and
fortress of Liberaliem.” He heartily trust-
ed that there would be 10 repetition of
these crack-brained proceedings.

something.Some motions, however, regularly
set on foot, being®of an urgeunt nature,jhad to
be disposed of and His Lordship spent allday
at the hall. I

The motion to commit President Codd of
the GreatN. W. Central Railway Company
for refusing to answer questions on his ex-
aminations came up, but was enlarged until
‘Wednesday next.

Tbe motion in the action of Baldwin v.
the Balt Line Railway Co. for an injunction
to restrain the defendants from running over
the plaintiff’s land, they having served o
notice of desistent, came up, but was’enlarged
till after vacation, the company withdraw-
ing the notice.

lord and his bailiff and for sale of the good-«
seized. The action is dismissed with costs
and judgment directed to be entered for the
defendants both in respect of the action and
counter claim.

The first zun fired in the Behring Sea by one
of her war vessels against one of our war vessels
would be war as much as_the first gun fired at
Fort Sumter, or as the ‘battle of Gettysburg.
War abrogates all treaties of amity and com-
merce. :

War permits the confiscation of all property
of one belligerent found on the fshores or within
the jurisdiction of the other.

Every debt, demand, certificate.of stock due
trom an American would’be at once forfeited and
eonfiscated. .

Every rood of our land owned by English syn-
ficates or subjects would be lost to her.

It would seem as if we could find the means
lo carry on the war by selling her property in
open market and using the proceeds, and when
we hear the shells from her fleet, if we should do
30, breaking the plate glass in Broadway, we
should be comfortably remembering that a great
deal of it belongs to English people,

In view of the fact that a Free Coinage
Bill has within the last faw days passed the
United States Senate it will be surprising if
British and Continental capitalists, after
duiy considering the facts above referred to,
still continue toinvest in the United States
s in the past, overlooking many better op-
portunities offered in anada and other
portions of the British Empire, where at any
rate there is no E::ible danger of such
depreciation, much confiscation.
