8ax Francisco, Nov.-24,—If the nows
received here to-day by the steamship Ala-
meda be eorrezt, it seems possible that
there will be a change in the controiling in-
terest in the Samoan Islands within a short
time and that the English will succeed the
Germans in supremacy there, The Samoan
Herald states that a syndicate has been
organized in Australia, with Sir Robeft
Stout at its head, whose ntention it is to
‘purchase plantations and other property of
the Deutsche Handels und’ Plantagen Ge-
sellschaft in Samoa. This company is com-
monly known in Samoéa as ‘‘the German
firm.”

WANT STEEL RAILS MADE FREE.

Eleotric Railway Meun Urge the Govern-
ment to Put Kails on the Free List,

Orrawa, Nov. 24.—A big electric rail-
Wway delegation representing Torouto,
Hamilton, London, ‘Montreal, Peterboro
and Ottaws waited on the Government

on steel rails used for electric street rail-
ways.

Montreal was represented by William
McKenzie, C.
Gironard, M.P. Toronto was represented
by Nicol. Kingsmill, Robert Jaffray and
Mr. Coatsworth, M.P. Hamilton was re-
presented by J. B. Griffith, Edward Mar-
vin, F. W. Fearman, J. Tuckett and Alex
McKay, M.P. London by F. W. Hell nuth.
Ottawa by Sir-James Grant, J. W. McRae
and W. Y, Soper.

The interview took place in the Premier’s
office, tliere being present besides Sir John
Thompson, Sir Adolphe Caron, Hon. George
Foster, Mr. Daly -and Contro}ler Wallace.
The delegation asked that steel rails used
for electric street railways, over 25 pounds,
be admitted free of duty, the same as rails
for steam railways. In-the meantime §6
per ton duty is charged for rails for street
railways. When the tariff was arranged
there was no such thing as electric railways
in cities and no provisions made for them.
Now, electric street railways are charged
duty for the same kind of rails, which
are used in the same city by other
railroads, or  which ‘are run:- by
steam and which are admitted freo.
This, the electric companies hold, is discrim-
ination, and they want to be placed on_the
game footing a8 the C.P.R., G.T.R. and
other railway companies. Mr. Kingsmill
spoke for Toronto, Mr. Girouard, Mr> Cun-
ningham and Mr, McKenzie for Montreal,
d. Martin for Hamilton, Mr. Hellmuth
for London, Mr. Marks for Port Arthur,
Mr. Jaffray for Peterboro, Mr. McRue for
Ottawa and Dr. Coventry for Windsor.
The Ministers, after they heard what dele-
gates had to say, #aid that they would take
the whole matter into consideration.
