Iii the State cf Mainîe also, flic birth-pla-ce of Prohibition, it
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has received in thec estimation of its enemies a heavy blow and
great disco uragemien t. To the imp)ortant office of Governor of'
the State, an opponent of the Mainec Law bas been elected, ini
opposition to one of its sup)porters. In our flouse e1 Assýernbly,
ivhen the Prollibitory Law aga1ili becomnes the slb*ject of' debate,
this, cireunistance wvill uet 1h11l to bc brought f'orward wvith al
the exaggerations and distori ions w'hieh characteriscd the state-
moents of its opponients diuring the last Seassion.

To these, fltcts your Coiiiuittce ailtIde noV as grounds of dis-
couracgenient, but ns ineentives to incerea.scd exertien. In this
Iighit our- fellow Jabourers in Nainie viewv their reverses. liepel-
led and thrown into confusion for a moment likc the liroes of
Aima. they are dressing their ranks and drawing thecir breathi
l'or the final rush which is to swcep away everything that
obstruets their progress. From thecir very reverses they are,
draming the sure presages of fuûture triumphi, an(l we niay share
their hiopes if wve but emulate thecir deterinination. We have
reason to conclude that ini the 1leuse of Assemibly, what we
have lost in numibers, wc have gainced lu mioral power, as more
than one able advocate of temnperanice is inceluded- artong the
ncw inembers. WVe have good grouinds for belicving also, that
the great principle of Prohibition, înstead of losing its populari-
ty, is gradually wvînning its way anmong the thoughtful minds
and fèeling, hearts or our land. To prouiote its progress by
evcry ieans that wisdonî eau suggest, or diligence exeute, is
the honorable and niost promnising (uty of' this Grand Division.

The great question of Prohibition stili remains before us.
Last year's exertions seenîed iîearly crowned with legisiative
succss,-wicn the riglît whieh vie elaimncd vas dashed froni
Our extended hiand. Pcrlhaps vie were not quite prepared for
thc boon. Slhal vie again arise to tlîe rescue of our common
counîtry, or shrink, ingloriously frora the eontest ? The question
adniits of but one honorable reply. iRcereants and cravens
would vie be, if vie hiesitated until the cnenîy loaded lis seourge
and rivetted his chain. iReereants to the Cause vie have
espouscd, to the suceour of the oppressed, to the redenîption
of one national disgraee, to the viiîdieation of a great natural
,and moral riglit. Cravezi also, belbre a foc whlonî to oppose
righitcously is to conqcuer,-becausc of the innate vieakness and
wrongy of ilis (luarrel.

The period cf Newi B3runswick,'s trial cf Prohibition, ap-
proaches ;-let us as rapidly as possible, reniove the danîiagingf
contrast, tlîe facility for injuring, the temptation to cvii, vihich
a border country, caused by tlîe Traffie, viould present.

The question still agitates the neighbouring liepublie. It
lias mnade vionderfal advanccs there, but it is cruclly beset.

If ever thlere, was a' Cauise wlîichî intiludcd riglît, and illcrcy,imre ccouioîy, ani cxtendcd prospcrity, ihiis docs. We seekcnot to coorce opinlion, but to put (lowI aul active virulent insuit,aud evil,-a tellpiation as cruel as iL is, influential.Not ýa ilaîî w~lîo opposes us, but Cadauts the existence of theourse whiehl ie depreeate, alld the Oppressionî %re deîîoluacc ;-but ilany of Our Oppoleats rcsort tb Sophiistry and sehfishnlessand Obstinlacy, ini (Ieir battie ivithi the ilt.Lot uis pot be d1ccived. Trth is truth ;-the Alinig.hfy isnot mocked( by mîan's devices,-ileîther is His car heavy, or lusceye, dui ini re1brence to any grecat striigle of Mis rationaiCcatures. If' ire deserve Bis id, and see~k it arigyht, ive wilhave if.
1rtn'n eoînnend this great, question to your mnost lerious-consideration. llow to advise flic Teînperance r-anks,-ivhatexanîpie to, set, what traiun of evenits to p'at in motion, romainsfor you to deteruuine. iMay thc spirit of' wisdoia crown yourdeliberations, and at nanly progress marîk every succeding stop.WVere I differcntfly eireunîistancced, I wvouid spcalz more frceiyof the paper whii mobre particularly represents flic TeinperancePress o? tlic Province. i3eset by difliculties, strugglîng fbr adaily existence, resting opprcssiveîy on One or two Who felpeculiaiiy unable to sustain its Position ;-it lias been wadingd-bruough zwXietics and perpiexities, whien it shouid have been
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free and buoyant, to aid ail intellectual and moral progrcss.
Notwithstauding tiie cîuibarrassncnts-consequcent on the first
year of' publication, without duc rncans-the paper is on a good
basis ;-it lias a sound Iist of 1300 suhscribers,-and rcceivcs
vcry cncouraging countcnance froin înost parts of' the Province.

The public nmcetings of' the ycar havc bccn alludcd to. In
.Halifaix, they havc clîicfly bccn bcld in thc Division ltooin, and
by nmeans of iDivisional cffort. Thus niany plcusing and profit-
able occasions have bccn rcalizcd ; and a, spirit of' mutual aid,
and friendly rivalry, and brothicrly harmony, has beca promoted
and expericnccd. May not some systcmatic exertions of this

>kind bc arrangcd, for thc Province gencrally ? The mceans
might be productive of' reviving the ardour of the brethren, and
tule extensive sprcad of Temperance principles. A committee,
appointcd by a special meeting of the Ordcr, intend, J.under-
stand, to present this and other topics for your consideration.
To your bcst thouglits I comnennd their suggestions.

In conclusion, brcthren, I chccrfully, by anticipation of a
fcw hours, bid thc Chair I occupy farewell. I arn well awarp
of my numerous short-comings,-but I arn as conscious of
disinterestcd regard for the Cause in which we arcecngagèd,
and of an abiding and growing desire for the consummnation
cf its triumph.

Let us neyer rest satisfied until that consunimation is accom-
plished ;-het us resolve that, withi the bhcssing cf fleaven, the
earth shaHl hc the better for our rcsidirg on it,-and the pious
deterniination will include the germs cf great rewards and
conqucsts. Finally, brethrcn, inay wisdomn crown your deliber-
ations, and perseverance characterise ahi your benevolcut plans
and proceedings.
