(Reing a short study on Keats

" n T, Neton, A,

L.—\Vere [ disposed to differ from any of the conclu-
sions of that wisest, gentlest, most lovable of critics, the
Autocrat of the Breakfast ‘I'able, it should be in his csti-
mate of Keats.  He places him among that “numcrous
class of pocts who have a certain kind of moon-light
genius given them to compensate for their imperlection of
nature,  Their want of mental colouring matter makes
them sensitive to those impressions which stronger minds,
neglect or never feel at all. Many of them die young,
and all of them are tinged with melancholy.” Softly,
softly, Daoctor! Keats, a moon-light poct! To me heis
far better described in those lines of his own i—

* Inpumerable of stains and splendid dyes,
An are the tiger-moth's deep-damasked wings,”
None richer i all lovely colour—a very opal in their com-
plexity—a prison-house of lightemings, the heart of fire
burning cver restlessly withm.  Fragile he was, 1t is true
and * died young™: indescent as the peacock's neck, hke
it too casily ruffled by too rude a breath, and its beauty
marred.  And  “ mdlancholy”—certainly.  His  genius
could not otherwise have had that richness of cclour which
I claim forit. “\Ve speak rashly,” says Mr. Ruskm, “cf gay
colour, and sad colour, for colour cannot at once be good
and gay. All good colour is in some degree pensive, e
loveliest melancholy. and the purest and most thoughtful
minds are those which love colour the most.” But the
mclancholy is not the black unholy Griefe of Spenser—
“ oo . all in sable sorrowfully clad,
Downe hanging his dull head with heavy cliere,”
but Milton’s Penscroso, loving to pace quict cloisters, and
draw sweet inspiration from—
 Storied windows richly dight
Casting a dim religious light.”
And in fact it is to the pervading presence of this holy
ennobling mclancholy that the three odes which T have
selected largely owe their loveliness.  And I have chosen
these, because 1 think they display the evident beautics
of Keats's genius at their highest, uniting exquisite sub-
tlety of perception with utter perfectness of form.

I should take them in the following order, that “ To a
Nightingale,” - -*T'o Autumn,"—*To a Grecian Urn.”

It is instructive to compare with the first a poem often
assigned as companion to it, Shelley’s * Skylark™; and
from the comparizon to learn the genius of cither poet.
The chief charicteristic of Shelley's is, 1 think, its exulta-
tion--joy of aspiration become a pain from its intensity—
a yearning of the spirit to burst all bounds, and renew the
attempt of Icarus however vain—a personal aim sill.
Keats' is rather a renunciation of seif—an emptying of it
lo be ableto contain the more of the enviud sweetness.
The one active, the other passive—the one, the cestasy of
a 5. Stephen. painful only because momentarily incom-
plete 5 the other,that of a S, Catharine, intense in its utter
scl-abnegation.  Listen to this Nune Dimittis —

=* Now snorg than ever seems it rich to die,
Tu cese upen the midnight with ne jain,
While thou art pouring forth thy aoul alimal
In such an costasy !
Still wouldet thou aing, and 1 have cars in vain—
To thy high roquicm became a s

The pathos of the next stanza cannot casily be excelled.
The attribute of immortality establishes a sympathy be-
tweenall souls in the brotherhood of gricf i —

— ———

¢ Perhaps the «elf>zime «ony that found a path
Through the sad heart of Ruth,when sick for howe
Sho atennd in team amid the alien corn,”
Yes, for all time the same angel voice charming to tears
all sick hearts, and rescuing ther from that
woo. < gradual furnr ce of the world
In whose hot air our spirits are upcurled,
Until they crumble, or else grow like ateel—
Which kills in us the bloom, the youth, the spring,
Which leaves the tieree necessity to feel,
But takes away the power.”®
What strikes one most after the wealth of ideas in this
ode istheir warmth, their spontaneity, their absolute necess-
ity.  HMe furnishes us with what he prays for himself—
e« albkaker full of the warm south,
full of the true the blushinl Hippocrene,™
We feel itinall our being—a draught of the Gods’ nectar
which lifts the material veil, and enables us to contemplate
the true.

11. The scecond wde is a striking and admirable picce
of natural description, gliding without constraint in the
second stanza into cxquisite allegory.  The pleasant Kent-
ish landscape— 1ts glad rural w calth and quict—its bending
hazcl bushes- and, on the edge of the stanza, a fringe of
late bloeming flowers, over which the drowsy murmur of
the bees lulls us to accept without surprise the charming
impersonations which follow—can any thing be more
perfect ?

Here 1 must again insist on the noble clement of colour
—deep in all the full glow of the half-rcaped cornand its
mingling poppies, and passing into the matchless cvan-
escent hues of an Autumn evening—

** While harrid clowds Lloom the soft-dying day,
And touch the stublile plains with resy hue.’

111.—The third, I think, sums up the conclusion of all
poetry— :

¢ Reauty is truth, truth beauty “—that is all
Yo know on carth, and all ye need to know.”

1t is the philosophy: of Plato—that the beautiful is nothing
clse than the visible form of the good.  Itis the true dual-
ism which sces in the Jdea/ the ouly true reality—the
world as it is in the mind of God— and whosc truth is
proved by the sympathy it provokes between all pure
minds in all time.  The perfection of the art of the for-
gotten sculptor who has arrested action at its height of
enjoyment—the very golden mean, before palling or re-
grct or decay has entered—is only equalled by the exquis-
ite appre<iation of the poet who has interpreted it for us.
And the rapport of these two souls, so many many ages
apart what docs it not prove to us of the absolute cternity
and uncl...ngcableness of good ?

Now I have trespassed too long on the Editors' space.
Yet these odes arc not ncarly exhausted. How should
they be? for like the glories of a sunsct they defy—rather
escape—illustration—unless indecd one be a Turner. 1t
would nced truly the poct’s own art of—

** titting aptest wonds to things,”
to do them justice.

Kecats has left comparatively little work, yet such is its
perfection that it warrantis us in according him a place
among the noblest bards.  As some one has said I do not
now remcmber who, *if Shakspeare himsclf had dicd as
young he would have left nothing comparable to his.”

That clement of colour to which I have so often and
strongly alluded as once of his most admirable character-

* Matthew Arnold's ¢ Tristram and lsenlt” pt. 111,
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istics is only one.  Of the others we should assuredly find
no better enumeration than in a stanza of that perfectest
of clegies—1 do not except Lycidas, and In Memoriam—
Shelley's ddonats.  He is telling of those who came to bid
farewell to the shattered home of the poet’s soul, and to
s * . . mourn their lot

Round the cold hent, where after their aweet pain,

They ne'er will gather strength nor find a home again™ ;
and how amongst them

Desires and Adurations,

Wing'ed Persuasions and veiled Destinies,

Splendours and Glooms, aml glimniering lncarnations
of hiopes and fears, amd twilight Fantasiea,

And Sorrow with her family nIPSighs.
And Pleasure, blind with tears, led by the gleam

Of hier own dying smile instead of cyes,
Came in slow pomp--the meving pomp might xeem

Like pageantry of mist on an aututnal stream,”

Then there is that pervading *“ union of the imaginative
and the real” which Leigh Hunt notices particularly in
“ La belle Dame sans mercy,” but which is equally to be
remarked in all.  Finally there is the passionate, deep, sub-
tle sympathy with nature, which he shares indeed with
Shelley and Wordswoith, but to which he imparts a char-
acteristic all his own. Even while living he seer to have
had the two souls which he attributes to the dead poets;
and now assuredly, speaking by that which he has left on
carth, to those who love and sympathize with “:im, he
docs indeed enable them to apprchend something of the
real world, which only pocts see, and to

With the spheres of sun and moon,
With the noise of fountaing womdrous,
And the patle of voices thund'rous :
With the whisper of heaven's trees
And one another, in soft case
Seated on Elysian lawns
Browsed by none but Dian's fawns 3

Whatever hannts the sedgo and ready fen 3
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and Divinity, appearing in our Calendar, and the practice
of allowing men to squeeze these two courses of study into
a period of time but barely sufficient for tiie mastery of
one. There is, no doubt, a tendency among students to
regard Theology as a study so simple that it can be
ignored until the last moment, then hastily taken up and
crammed through; and we must acknowledge that the
youny Theologian, as a rule, is none teo anxious to enter
into the depths of that confused vecan of terms and doe-
trines, created by the discussion of Theology from cevery
point of view for fifteen centuries, and that text books in
any branch of study are not very entertaining : and we
find he is apt, unless deeply convinced of thie sacredness
of the calling he is attaining to, to regard works on Divin-
ity in the same general light as other class-books.  But
beyond all this lies one great defect, which in a manner
tends to lead the student into such o course of study as 1
have just described, viz, the permission givein to study
Arts and Divinity simultancously.  Divinity we all know,
scems a dry study to the majority of men; and thus
suffers from this competition ; and the attention, we may
say the great attention, which it demands, is but sdddom
given. There are many projects put forward as panaceas
for the acknowledged deficiency in the means for the edu-
cation of our clergy compared with the strides made by
the varivus denonminations i this matter ; for they seem
alive tu the situation, but the church asis daily asserted.is
gradually dropping behind in the race. Some would com-
pletely separate Arts and Divinity.  They would establish
Theological schools where a moderate course of arts would
be completely overshadowed by an exhaustive Divinity
course  Others would have Arts studied at a colleze -
Divinity at a separate school. However wise these
schemes may be, in the desire to place Theology in a
better position by giving it the preference over all the
other studics taken up by those mtending to enter the
ministry,and in seperating such studentsfromthe distracting
interests which naturally surround them when Theology
is studicd in a college where there is a resident art class,
they losc sight of a most important factor in the after life
of a clergyman, one which such a course would not in the
least prepare him for, which is his daily intercourse with
and battle against the world.  In these days, when woildly
ideas and worldly philosophies have a great hold overa
mass of intclligent and well meaning men, it i~ the very
worst poli~y to send out clergy, who have not had tiwe
benefit of a college life spent among those who go to form
this very class, and, thiough to sensitive natures some rude
shocks may now and then be given, yet it is better that it
should be so. There is also another advantage arising
from having these two courses takern at the same college,
onc which is beneficial to the college as a whole. At
Trinity the senior man must be a B.AA. Divinity student
and thus this important position is held by one whose
counscls will be on the side of moderation in matters
concerning college life, and no doubt Trinity’s reputation
for gentlemanly treatment of freshmen and refincment in
other matters is duc in a great measure to the continued
influence of her semor men—indeed m any college, where
Divimty and Arts are taken together, the same conditions
would aaturally arise. The ordmary Divimty student

however docs not as a rule attempt to make hic =fuence
for gord fcit by his fellow collegians ; he is inclined to
shirk difficult questions in morals, and takes the back seat
accorded to lnm by the arts men without a word of pro-
test ; and thus hc misses some advantages which would
be of great value to himself as well as to the college
generally

But we know what hard work it is fur a youny

fcllow surrounded by worldly influences to muster sufficient
courage to stand to his convictions. Still were the
Divines more united in their ciforts, and were they to try
to organize a living society, they would occupy a position
of greater influence and one which could not but be felt
for the good of the college. There is hoveever one cle-
ment of weakness, which will always more or less prevent
any cfforts in the direction alluded to above viz, that of
allowimg hterates to enter the Theological course.  Itis
to say the least an injustice to place in class work a B.A.
on . par with a man of but few acquirements; and the gulf
between a freshman and a senior, whicl is necessary to the
well-being of college life, only puts the matter in a worse
shape.  But this is not the only fault to be found with the
present system. Men have been  admitted into  the
Divinity class who would hardly Ye called literates—the
word needs two letters prefixed to express the state of
some of those who have been associated with B.AUs in the
study of Theology; and can we wonder that there is but
little esprit du corps in the Divinity class when cducated
men are placed in their studies on a level with some, who
Ly their oxhibition of agnurance in the simplest matters,
comvalse the attendants at chapel or then fellow students
in thelibrary.  Tosay that these men are unable to pay for
a full college course, and that as they carnestly wish to enter
the mimstry, some regard to these causes must be had
and the rules relaxed accordmgly, may be the trath, butit
is not wisdom. The constitution sadly needs amending
in this particular.  As the Divinity school now stands, for
reasons pointed out it can never hold its proper puosition in
the college: andtheresultswhichmust arisefrom sendingout
men bat half prepared will be prejudicial to the well being
of the church we love so welll  1iiough as compared
with other institutions Trinity’s Theological school makes
@ good shewing, it is from her BLA. Divinity students that
the merit comes; and it will be well to note here as a sign
of the times that the P. K. Diwvinity School through its
managenment have expressed the wish that the -present
system would soon be stopped. and none but graduates of
some University received.  In the Diocese of Huron the
Wester.s University is being established for a similar
rcason. It is to be hoped that the Corporation will sce
their way clearly to the removal of this weak spot. Some
of Trimty's best friends are in favour of allowing nonc but
graduates to study Divimity and, were the matter agitated,
no doubt the point would soon be settled and Trimty be
in posscssion of a Divinity class, a credit both to hersclf
and the church whose doctrines she was cstabliskied to
maintain. G. B.

His LonrnsHIP OF N1aGaRa, ina kind note received by
us lately, after paying our paper a flattering compliment,
adds that our articles ave more worthy of Episcopal approval
than our name.  Our reasun for chuusing and adhering to,
the title is simply Lecause itenactly expresses our pusition.
Red and black— rouge el auuir- ave the colours chosen in
time past for the College ribhon—that which distinguishes
the students of Trinity from thuse of other Colleges, quite
irrespective of the authorities in which respect we and our
ribbon are cuincident.  Auy other name must be meaning-
less, or must cuntain Tiinity College ” which would involve

thuse who doubtless would not like to be so included
Wherefore we overlook the unfortunate coincidence, that
our heading is associated with gamblling, in view of its
otherwise great appropriateness.

Apart from the fact that we are merely following the
example set us by all like institutions. in our endeavouring
to establisl a College Paper  initself no possible excuse-—
we st of course, in submitting our claim on the sympathy
and support of Trinity men, allege onr veason for an and-
ienee.  Trinity is strangely cirenmstaneed.  Her position
is somewhat unique.  Not that she is the only College
whose Curricalum is characterized by theologieal teachings,
—the Church of England is not alone in that respect,—
but while her contemporaries have realized their severnl
positions, Trinity does not appear to have done so. - She ix
yet in herinfancey, though the public naturally think other-
wise. It will be our endeavour not only to show this, but
also to deferentially suggest the tomedy. We hope. that
through our humble efforts her existence aud her worth
may be, to some extent, more widely recognized.  Her
graduates have a very small voice in her administration,
and this, among other thiugs, must I our apology for a
voice from within.

The Institute is beginning to avouse itselt from a prolong-
ed nap.  The debates have inmensely improved of late, a
fact which shews that there is plenty of ability in the Col-
legge, which can be turned to goud account if there is in-
ducement enough. A system of public debates has been
established, in which both graduates and undergraduates:
take part.  The Institute may doa very good work for the’
College in this way by bringing its members before the no-
tice of the public, or at least more forcibly before the
notice of its friends, and hy inciting the men to cultivate
an ability, which we have every reason to believe they are
not at all deficient in. It iy also bhave the good effect
in time of bringing some of the graduates and under-
graduates together v oceasions, the result of which could
not but be beneficial. - The fist of these public debates has
come amd gone, and was a decuded suceess. We zompliment
the gentlemen, who undertook the task of carrying it
through, on the success of their efforts. It has already
shewn a marked intluence in infusing more spirit into the
ordinary weckly debates.

TRINITY COLLEGE SCHOOL.

In welcoming to our columns the customary letter from
the Trinity College School, Port Hope, w - wounld like to
say a very fow wonds with respect to the sciwol itself. Tts
flourishing condition which is, for the wost pat, owing to
the energy and ability of its governing body, and, above
all, of its hiead master, vught to be an instructive lesson to
those who eacrcise authority over the wovements of its
venernble mother. The school was founded as late as 1865,
and yet, by dint of guol managemont and judicious enter-
Prisy, it now nunbers about 120 boys un its lists, and s
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rapidly becoming one of the best known and most popular
schools in the country. It has been for several years ¢ .
principal feeder ; indeed, our mainstay 5 and is eminently
worthy of the contideree which, judging from its menoers
nas been so fully extended toit. Yet we venture to make
one criticism.  The mathematical training so necessary to
those who propose to take a University course, might be
improved.  The mathemntics ocenpy as important a plaes
with usas the elassies, and while the Trinity College Schoul
boys shew o decided superiority in the study of classies and
divinity, their deficieney in mathematies is noticeable.
This may perhaps be to a great extent owing to the general

tendencey of ambition in the school, and not to any lack of

instruction in the class room: so that if the marking for
examinations in mathematics were made even with that
given for classies, and a greater premivm set upon the ac-
quisition of knowledge in this branch, this, together with
the inducement atlorded by the Lorne Medal, might entire-
ly remedy the deficiency which, even as it is, is slight com-
pared with the superiovity of the instruction in other
beanches.  The rollicking condition of such of the hoys s
we have seen speaks exceedingly well for the healthiness
of the sitnation, and the excellence of the indoor accomo-
dation, the board, lodging, e, The school has always heen
renowned for ericket and foot-ball, especially the ericket,
and we hope to hear of many of their victories during the
coming season.  We lovk foiward fo the Upper Canada,
mateh with enthusiasin.

DIVINITY HONOURS.

It is a strangely unfortunate thing that our College
Fathers—if we may so term tne gentlemen of the Corpo-
ration—appear to so have lost sight of the great original
intention of the founders of our University, that at the
very time when most action isneeded we are to all appear-
ance in a state of dignified repose.  We took occasion in
our last issue to point at this lamentable fact. 1t cannot
be too often repeated. 1t should be in the hands and as
frontlets between the eyes of every Trinity man—yes of
every Chuwrchman—that we were at owr foundation an
active protest agaiust the iniquity of purely seeular educa-
tion—that we still live for that reason —and that there is
now much greater need for some positive religious teach-
ing than there ever has been.  Imcaleulably greater need
—for the lapse of years has given the tree of secular edu-

tive of our Divinity comrse for Holy Orders-—with a
Professor and compulsory examinations. It is, to repeat
ourdistinetive hadge, yet strange and sad to relate it alone
has no honor course! Why should this be? It is not a
fault one would look for, sinee a great ervor hias nlways
heen, we think, the prominence given to our Divinity Class.
We would like to hear some reasons against this addition.
Such a trining would be of great use to many a layman
who canmaot give much time to religions study after takmg
his degree and of’ vastly greater use to those who purpose
entering the Divinity Class.

OUR MUSICAL DEGREE.

The fact that the University of Trinity College has the
power of eanting a degree in musie, the only genuine
degree indeed to be had in the country. seems to be one of
those strange half’ forgotten legends which descend to us
from that Ultimate dim Thule, when the College was first
set upon its infant legs by its energetic founders, and
taught the youthful art of creeping, from which unas-
sunting mode of progress "t appears never to have ventuved
tostray : legendswhich are known only to those faithiul and
steadfast souls who have the energy to burrow into the
secrets of that most mysterious of things—the College
Council. Nevertheless, be it known to you,readers, we Jave
a chair and & degree in music.  But where are the names
of our graduates on the lists?  There is not one!  And
yet. if our opportunities in this branch had been made the
most of, if we had had from the beginning an enterprising
faculty, an able and energetic professor, and a wide-spread
and careful advertisement of our degree-granting power
we might, by this time, have had a body of graduates
who would have exercised a marked influence in the
musical history of our country.  But, instead of that, the
whole matter is veiled in profound obscurity ; while we
have gone on majestically dreaming, looking neither to the
right hand nor to the lefs, we have neglected a grand
opportunity. No measures appear ever to have been taken
to make any practical use of our power. We have no
lectures—no examination—no degree—no one knows any-
thing about it.  We are destitute even of the slight pre-
tense of activity in this divection which was recoguized as

cation time to blossom and bear profusely its fruits of having an existence last year.  Everybody knows whatan

indifference aud intidelity. Since this then is our position,
since this is our main point of distinction. surely no mem-
ber of the Council—no friend of Trinity can clear his
conscience of a heavy load if he is not siriving in every
way to enlarge and improve Bishop Strachan’s bequest to
his country.  But it will very natwally be asked, is the

Church teaching in the Arts comse suflicient I—Quite
cnough we believe for those who have honour work to
attend to in other departinents, but very insuflicient in
anothor way.

Divinity is one of our vranches—irrespec-

mestinable benefit, leaving the degree out of the question,
a thorough practical training in the rudimentary branches
of music would be to our Divinity Class. "Tis never toc
late to mend, especially in our case.  Even now if active
measures were taken towards making this degree a reality,
instead of a scarce remenbered fable, a great power might
be raised to our assistance in an entirely new—and, we
think  entirely promising branch, an attraction which
would surely bring many tv us, and, in course of time,
enable Trinity men to take their place in the foremest

-
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ranks of the musical societies of Canada.  Indeed, our
musical faculty would perhaps become our principal stand-
by. Instead of the slight and very questionable fame
whiceh, however undeserved it may o, we possess through-
out the country ab present our musieal graduates by filling
organist’s positions, and spreading far and wide an able and
thovough system of teaching, might carry the name and
good reputation of their University into places where it has
never even been heard of. What a benetit it would be to
the country at lavge to be provided with a bone fide degree,
granted for a certain proficiency in music which should be
tested by regular and uniform examinations, instead of
being exposed, as it s to a lamentable extent, to the
quackery of ignorant impostors who, in the absence of
such a degree, usirp the places which should be filled by
able and cavefully instructed men.  Trinity has missed an
opportunity, such i one as she will probably never have
again, but even yet, though vur chances ave small compared
with what they were,an active move in this divection might
accomplish a great dear.  Why is this move net made ? It
is surely high time.  We have w »ominal faculty; we
have a professor.  Yet we have seen nothing of him this
year. Is it that he is not sufficiently backed up Ly the
authorities, or that his age «and health incapacitate him for
the astive fulfilment of his office 7 It is a vesponsible
position—one that might be made much of.  There are
many of the best musicians in the country who, we magine,
would jrmp at the chance of obtaining such a position ag
the professorship of music in Trinity College, & position,
the need, the necessity, of which is so urgently and
wiaely recognized among musical cireles in Canada,
and which for this reason they could turn to such exeel-
lent account both for their own fame and that of the
institution with which they might be connected.  The
remedying of this want would gain for us a univemsal
esteem and respect which we have never yet won, and
which seztus to be as fir away from us now asever.  This
is a matter which should vecommend itself to the careful
consideration of the active friends of the College,»

of the prevaling spfrits among our residents ever since the
time, some twenty-three years ago, when Trinity men in-
voked the jovial spectre to their aid, in driving out dull

terrestrial matters, to write out under his  mysterious

vuidance the results of his merry inspiration working i the
fertile brains of the humourously ‘nclined ; which scribe
wis and is assisted by the counsels of three editors un-
known, who, being appointed by the sceret rite of
Episkoponical succession, are to this day the subject of
endless speculation and unwearying vescarch s insomuch
that cvery student within these walls, relying upon certain
indisputable evidences which have brought themselves
;ontact with his ocular and auricular senses, has his own
particular list incontestably proven of tlus mysterious
council of three, and which he is ready to defendfsurely
to the satisfaction of every one, even against the scribe
Limself, who doubtless often laughs iu his sleeve at the in-
genious but mistaken speculations of the Episkopon’s
followers,  Now this jolly male muse, unprepossessing
though he certainly be in his ungainly representation as
a skeleton, portrayed in ink on the title pages of his volumes
—rather rudimentary skeletons too sometimes, according
to the proficiency or deficiency in anatomic knowledge of
the designer—this masculine muse, we say, has from what
is with us time immemorial fulfilled a twofold function as
amuser and instructor.

Lpiskopon, as they fall from the fond lips of the scribe,
are greeted with  shouts of hearty laughter from
audience, of whowm the unassailed laugh because there is a
good joke, the lampooned because it is the best thing they
can do under the circumstances, on these occasions he
certainiy fills the place of the amuser.  His office as in-
structor is ¢asily seen in the manifest improvement in the
subscquent conduct of those unfortunates whose failings
have been sternly but wisely reproved by the witty tongue
of the obscrvant, a.d omuipresent old invisible censor.
There arc several stock subjects which call forth the gen-
ius of the Episkopon in almost every volume—such asthe
St. Simon, and St Jude's steeple-chasc—an old theme—
as old as the Episkapon_himsclf—when the strong and

The Episkopon has
gencerally something to say too about St. Patrick’s day, from
time immemorial a special holiday among us—though
what St. Patrick has to do with Trinity men we know not ¢
—still the casc stands that scine caprice in olden time
has made him one of the students patron saints; and
on hisday some onc is sure, by too carnestly devoting him-
sclf to its celebration, to lay himself open to the pointed
rhymesofthepoct.  Thereis a finc pen and inksketch inan
old volume of Episkopon—some of nur graduatc rcaders
will doubtless recollect it—representing St. Patrick, a gen-
uine stumpy, ugly, comical-looking little Irishman, inimit-
ably drawn, sweeping from the porch with a broom the
obstructing Dons in the form of several disagrecable little
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reptiles , vhich sketch is followed by a ‘Laic of Sainte
Patrick’  a very good thing  showing how
Upon the eve of Enn's Fatron Sainte
There met of hinghta and hanlic squires 2 soore
Whose sentehcons shewed no mark of staim or tamt
For iy 1o seutchicuns bor,
and describing the Iestivities that followed. But good
old Epishupon, like other satirical people, has laid him
self open 1o censure sumctimes by his own compromising
language, and hus more than once sulicred from the fingers
of thosc. whom his tonguc has rather roughly handled.
Episkopon, as those who were i college four or five years
¢ ago well remuember, onee had a mvad, and a successful nive!
. 2t00, in the notorious Kritikos, the advacate of the momen-
ltous and crer-recurring principle of freshmen's rights, a
volume wntten and cdited mudh m the same manner as
Episkopon. Tt was started in the face of a large majority
for Lpishopon, and supported for some time by the sheer
shility of its founders.  Of the tweaty articles which com-
noscd the first numbers wehave heard that one gentlunan
wrotc sixteen.  This discouraged the followers of the old
paper. aud it was dropped and neglected for two or three
vears.  Kritikos was clever, but his wit was too acrid. and
got him into disrepute, until at length his supporters
gave him up and returned to their old allegiance.  Dis-
agreement among the editors and scribes prevented the
bringing out of any number until Michaclmas term 1879,
when the Episkopon returned to light once more :ﬁm.g-
sumed his lony neglected censorship,  Krittkos, which
might have remained to us a lasting monument of onc of
the most intercsting periods in the mternal history of the
college, has been stolen or lost, probably the former, a fact
particularly 10 be deplored on account of the ability dis-
played in the pages of its single volume, and he interest-
ing assvciations connected wath it. 1t was the tme whea,
dunng the ag.tation of freohmen's rights, the college was
dividedmto twoncarly wqual hostiic partics whoscanimosity
towards cach other tumed the Iastitute mectings into a
weekly battle of words—pretty strong words too—and
sometimes rosce o such a putch that the two parties could
scarcely refrain from assault and battery in the comridors.
But old Episkopon has again long reigned in peace; and
old scribes and editors will be glad to feamn that his pen is
as sharp and active as ever. The Iast number, which was
rcada week or two ago, was tlic longest cver brought out.
