How many ‘‘unborn generations™ will risc up and
call blessed the givers {a 18877 Thero are several
ways in which endowments might be fituugls
made in this jubileo year in New Brunswick.
First, the cstablishient of o technical school or
college, by which students would receive training
10 industnal pursuits without going alroad fur it,
sccond, tho endowment of an agricultural col-
lego, cither by itsclf or in connection with our
agricultural farm, whero tho young men of this
Prurince would reccive scientific and practical in-
struction in onrmost importantindustry; third, the
foundation of additional chnirsin the institutiors of
icarning at Fredericton or Backville Whatan in-
ceative would any ono or all of these give to edu-
cation in this Province! YLet us hope that some
wealthy men among us may rear for themsclves
such enduring monuments as will lead posterity to
revere their names.

Tur annual report of Mr. Draper, Superinten-
dent of Public ‘Instruction for the atate of New
York, is intercsting and instructive to the fricnds
of cducation gencrally, In referenco to the law
compelling attendance at school, Mr. Draper finds
that it is incffectual, and in its prescot form con
vot be mado to opcruto successfully.  8chool
truatees serving without compceasation object to
tho dutics of apprehending delinquent parenta and
childien; morcover, the school accommodations
aro taxed to the utmost, and any effectual exceu-
tion of tho law would at onco create the necessity
for addittonal school buildings in nearly every city
of the stato.

Thoe Nurmal School wurk of tho state is regard
ed gs 1nadequate, for as now operated these schools
do aot fill oac ia ten of the racancics in the ranks
of the thirty thousand cunmon echool teachers of
tho state. The superintcodent urges that the
nine Normal Schools might accomplish larger re-
sults if they would spend less time in foundation
work and conflae thomaclves more to special train-
ing and practice. .

Io his report, 2r. Drager puts some apt and
living questions which arc of interest to educators
the world over; and to answer them intelligently
ho recommouds that a council of crinent and
practical men Lo summoned. In New Jersey
tho first movo has been made toward this end
by tho proposed organization of a state council
(unofficial) to mako recommendations and sugges-
tions to the powers that be.  3Mr. Draper inguires:

The different branches of the Christisa anum;,

all the profession., and all important guilds and
socictics, have their organs, in which matters pe-
culiar to these bodies are dfscussed, and through
which members speak to the public and to each
other. These journals must nccessarily look for
support to thosc whose vicws they represent, and
whote 1atercsts they afm to scrve.  Each s limited
to its own constituency, and it is the duty of tho
mcmbers of that constitucncy to support its parti-
cular journal. Medical journals rely upon medical
men for their support, law journals upon Jawyers,
and school juuinais must be supported by teachers
oT cease to viet. This support should not be
regurded as condescending patronage, but sather
a3 a professivna daty, and shuuld be freely given.
This duty bruotns the more appareat to every
teacher when we cunsider that the copstituency
from which L schivui guurnals oust Jerive their
support 13 a cumparatively small one.  We live in
an age of strong mental activity, and the teacher
must constantly bring his mind in contact with
the best and freshest professional thoughts of tho
day. If he woull risc he must read; stagoaticn
can bo avoided only by mental growth., Our
school joumnals furnish the requisite food for pro-
fessional development.  The teacher who is not a
constant reader soon ceases to grow, and goes to
secd. Ho censes to be an edneator, and becomes
a fungus on the walls of our cducational zion. Our
school journals not only bring the teacher in con-
tact with the best thoughts of others, but they
serve as his natumal nllics.  They aim to lighten
his burdens, to defend his rights, to redress his
wrongy, acd to bronden and to liberalize public
opioion in the geaeral interest of ceducation,
Their alms and his are one; their interests aro
identical, Somc American pubtishers are making
vigorous cfforts to supply our Cauadiao teachers
with periodicals.

It sonds forth its tiny groen stom, draws its life
from tho holpleas caterpillar, and not only sends up
its littl, shoot with the buleush-stem capped witha
tiny cat-tail, bnt fills with its root the entiro body
of its victim, changiog it into a white pith-like
vegotable subatance. This, howevsr, pretervestho
exoct shape of tho caterpillar, It is nut-like in
subatanco, and is eaten by tho natives with great
relish.—Jula P. Ballurd, in March S2.

Tho soldice's
opinion of his legs is modified acconding to the
temperament of tho individual and the position of
the encruy.  Somo peoplo employ their legs in con-
tinually mounting tho samc stairs, and nover
f;etting any higher; while others usoe thuse limbs
n continually pacing the same path, aud uever
golag any facther.

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CHILDREN'S FIRST YEAR'S WORK.

Imagive Yeforo us & class of Little pooplo just en
tenng tipon a new oxporionce,—their first yoar of
school. Tho first day tinda beforo us & class of
twonty new pupils, sll on the alort to tco every
movement of teacher aud pupils  Now what ahall
wedo! Tho first thing after forming our class is
to got acquainted with the childron, and wo know
of no better vay to accomplish tlus than to hinld a
hittlo ** sccrablo”; talk frooly with tho childrun, and
get thom to do tho samo with you. Have the chil-
dren feel at onco that this is hotne to them.

Rigbt hero is alsc a gouu chance o introduco
your namo, if you de not waunt to be called * teach-
o duriug your stay with thom. Wo make this
ewmphatic, for wo find this error so prevalent jn
many of our echools. At thebeyinning of the year,
whilo talking with our class, wo ask how many
kaew our name. A number of hands raised. Wo
called on sevoral to tell us. The majority thought
it Teacher; somg did not know. Pereeverance
obviated this difticulty, and ** teacher” has become
ulmoat unknown in our school roor.

One recitation hour has closed. We eend the
clasy to .aeir acats, giving them somo busy work
which we have pryviously prepared. In the after-
noon wo haze another social talk in the form of
languago-work; for example, ' Nonie, what did you
sce on your way to school 1" What a benefit to
us, a3 teachors, if wo could all fcol a3 Supt. Raab
once sa1d, that education mesns ** tu lose time, not
to gain 1t.”

A day of new oxperieace passed. The little onoes,
vpon reaching home, are intorrogsted as 1o how
much they have learned to read and wrnite, Be-
causo cf the fact that the children can do acither,
we are set down in tho minds of a fow as nut being
coppotent to fill our place.  However, wo aro not
ducouraged, for somathing has been gained for vs
that is worth moroe than the reading and writing.
Wo will thus pled on, keoping in mivu tho the uzht
that *¢ trus prowth is slow growth.”

plural forma of nouns, and tho apostropho, should
havo a duc amount of attention.

Fur languago-lcssons, objcets with which ctuldren
aro already famliar furnish abundan. wmatorials,
Provido objects which willoxcito the intercst of tho
cless.

In introducing figuros, ivsist, as far as you
can, upon the making of good ones.

It wo aro able to teach all about number and
figure through ton, we think we have accomplished
a go.d year's work. A vast amount of practico is
noeded to securo correct and rapid work,

1t is difficult to conceive of .oy human accupa-
tion in which a knowledge of drawing would not be
beneficial. As a atudy it disciplines thomind; it
leads the children to obsorve objects more closely,
as to their size and shape; it also creates s loce for
tho beautiful,

A lovo for drawing is & marked characteristic of
almost every child. How often we soe children
spo” liog thoir time with alate and pencil, and tak-
ing great delight ia thoir rudo pictures. Whily
this is true, ought it not to bs an incentive for the
teacker to try to develop in her pupils alove for
something better 1

Should drawivy bo taught iv tho Srat year's work?
Without doubt 1t sbould. Just hew far this aubject
can be carried depends largely on the mzs of tho
school and the facilities fur work. The children
should be taught, at least, in form, ctuch as the

PRONUNCIATION.

A writer in the New Eogland Journal of Educa.
twn_gives the folloving directions for tesching
pupils pronunciation:—

1. Insist on deliberato counciation. Even in
rapid class-work there can be no need fe Lasteat
the expense of correctness. The best work is that
which is doae with the greatest care and slowly.

2. Do not reserve this work of correct evuncia.
tion for the reading lesson. This is too often the
case, and as the readiog is not oftener than once a
day, and then only for astated period of time, there
is little gained in the way of proper soundiog
of the commoner words of our labguage.

3. Have a care for the colloquial words, tha
words of cvery-day conversation  The more pre-
tentious words will probably secure for themselves
their proper sounding, while the *“whiles,” “‘ands,”
terminals in ¢*ing,™ cte., etc., will pass uonoticed,

4. Cultivate the habit of correct spelling, and
take the timo to correct all errors as thoy occur.
If a scholar is feciting and pronounces s word in-
correctly, immediately sound it and require its
correct sound in return.  The time it takes to do
this is inapprecisble, and the gain is much,

5 Hare n daily cxercise in pronouscing. Place
scvernl words on tho blackboard cach mornjsg, to
be looked up by the children and pronounced
by them some time duriog the day.

6. Finally, and above all, be corrcet yourself.
Sct an example of dcliberateness and plain, clear
counciation of words that shall Le worthy of
cmulation.

I havo taugic that subject with somo consider-
able success, I can give two or threo illustrations
from other books, and as there is somet'iing clse
which now claims mjy attention, for once I shall
omit giving any timoto special preparation.

You yicld to temptation aud the book is cast
asido to bo opencd no moro until recitation hour
arnves.  Whea at lnst the class is called you find
that the topic does uot present itself in clear light.

You bave often gono over the mere dotaily of the
lesson, and, weary with the repetition, you loce
that enthusiasm which is so accessary in imparting
instruction of any kind.

You are not full of your subject; you lack col-
Iateral matter with which to interest and impress
the pupils and illustmto the different points as they
ariso. The recitation bas not proved a success
aod all for the want of a fow moments spent in
camest, thoughtful, careful and direct preparation,
Education is a roatter of life, activity and growth,
and the moment you cease advancing you loso the
secret of your greatest puwer.  Carlyle somewhere
says, ‘‘How shall he give kindling in whose in-
ward man thero is no live coal bu all is burot out
toadcad grammatical cinder."

The following story may serve to ilustrate our
point: A gentleman called upon one ‘of the most
cammest, conscerated and successfu! teachers that
England has ever produced and found him engaged
in reading the pages of a small geography. “Why,
I thought that you bad taught geography for
years,” zaid tho visitor, * and that you knew every
word in that old book." ¢ All you ssy is true,”
responded tho teacher, ‘‘butl must not stand
still. Look at tho water of that little stream how
pure and fresh and sweet it is a8 it govs lesping,
and bounding, and dashing down *ho hillside. G
tho otber hand seo how murky and impure are the
quiet waters accumulated in that marsh,  You will
admit there is a striking contrast, and I _m deter-
mined that my pupils shall not dnok from a
stagnant pool.®

Thbiok of this for a moment and whether you
teach the first steps or the Jast stops mako it a rule
nevers to go before your class without having given
a little time at least to apecinl preparation of the
lesson.  From what kinds of pools are your pupls
drinking?— Schoolteacker.

THE SCHOOL PRGGRAMUE.

A part of the cast-iron discipline of many athnving
school i8 the teacher’s programme.  Sometimes the
teacher imposes it upon herself, and sometimos it is
imposed upun her, a law as incxorable gs those of
the Medes and Persians. Tbhe questlon whether the
teacher or the programiac should have theupper band
r« myins open, cven after we bave all agreed that the
} rogramme is & good thivg. Iiisa good thing in its
wiay.  Like fite, it is & good servant but a bad
master.  The fiftcen minutes a day for this, and the
hnlf-hour twice a week for that, sounds business-
tike, bus it is far better io theory than when reduced
to stern practice. Teachers differ, and cach can
ncconplish more in less time with ber favorite
bror h of work than with that for which shic 1s less
spt.  Classes differ and can afford to 8)ight the work
in wlnch they excel for that fn which they fall below
the standand.  Accidents oceur by which certain ex
reises, usually the most necdful, nre omitied from
cday's work A strict adhicrence to the programme
veats the lovellog of these frr sularitics, and sn
he progmmme is pronout.cod by many a hindrance to
good work—a frustration of system by over-systcm.

carcfully planned, and ro-planned as often as neces.

Now copy from your several lists one item from
cacl, upon another list, which Is to be your pro-
gramme.  Begin agatn, taking the studics- ia the
same order a3 before.  Vary this rule in favor of
the moroe diflicult branchics.  For instance, {f twice
us many lessons arc to Lo given in geograply as fa
ccmposition, take from the longer list twwice as often
as from the shorf®r.  Copy cnough of these items
to furnish you with about two weeks’ work, aud
cover as much ground as possible cach day.  Atthe
cod of the two wecks, adjustments can be made in
favor of studies that scem to prosper less than others
under the programme.

mended for classes to whom but little home work is
