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The Coming Convention.

Tug recent issue of a circular to the
druggists of the Province, by & committee
appointed by the council, calling a con-
vention: of the various District Associa-
tions, to be held in Toronto at the time of
the council meeting in August next, is a
step in a direction likely to produce very
gratifying results if, as the circular inti-
mates, it 1s probable a Provineial Pharma-
ceutical Association will be formed.

It will readily be conceded that the
various Associations by collective discus
sions and resolutions have brought ahout
individual benefit to their members, and
have been of very great assistance to the
Council of the College by advising their
representatives of the anveds they felt to
be most pressing.  The combined effort
thus fie put forth in this manner has re
sulted’in the procuring of legislation, the
securing of afliliation with the University,
the addition to the College building of
laboratories such as place it on a planc
with the best of any country, the intro
duction of a College stafl’ eminently quali
fied to give thorough theoretical and prac
tical instruction in every domain of the
pharmacist’s art, the lengthening of the
term of apprenticeship and College course,
and the harmonizing of the entire trade to
such an extent that a convention, called
by the Council as representatives of the
various Associations, is likely to be so
successful as to bring to a fitting finale
the accomplishments of that body, as
above enumerated.

‘The organizing of a.Provincial Associn-
-tion cannot be accomplished withont some
Iabor, and:the committee baving the mat

tur in chargo have wisely, wo thiak, dis
tribated the prcdinina y part of it to the
exceutive officers of the Associations now
in existence. The reports thus seat to
the Registrar will cuable the counnitte
to arrange a suitable programme aud will
utdoubtedly forin the basis of the activn
taken by the cunveution, as such reports
will be accepted as thedeliberative desives
of the districts thus 1epresented,

‘That the formation of 1 Provincial Phar-
maceutical Associnuion, as a head to the
various district associations, can accom-
plish results far move reaching in their
benefits than can any loeal association is
clearly apparent.  The combined power
and influence of all these bodies merged
one for the accomplishment of special
purposes, such as sccuring amendments to
to the Pharmacy Act which will meet the
requirements of all parts of the Provinee,
and  the treatment of trade questions,
Ly united action in such a manner as will
make them subservieat to our benefit, is
bound to succeea on nccount of the wide-
spread and organized influence which it
exerts.  Tf the business of the pharmacist
is going to attain to the standing which
the professional training required to con-
duct it is entitled to, it will have to be by
such concerted and uniform method of
business conduct as will establish in the
public mind the fact that druggists are
not mere business touls subject to cvary
caprice of trade method adopted by othe
tradesien, who may seek to encroach on
the legitimate domain of the dreag tiade.
Unity of action is the druggists hope. We
are not engaged in business as business
competitors of une anvther.  Qur trade iy
a restticted oney sabyject only to demand,
buing but slightly alfected by the Jusan
vus dusttes of a variable public. Cuatting
it busitiess tu cutnpete against au outsider
will of course limit the sale of the vatsider,
but, as they are necessarily few in numbes,
and are nut at all dependent ou the sile
af such articles other than fur the beuetit
secured from the adsertisenent thus gain
ed, the deaggist is bound to be the tinal
loser, as a cut on the other means a cut
upun unw anvther, indirectly, of conese, but
none the less ingurious from a finaucial
point of view on that accounc. Under
present tiade  wrcumstances the  time
of calling the comvention is very oppor
tune, the neeessity of a large attendance
and thorough representation of cach divi
sion caunot be tyu finmly impressed on
cach Proviocal diuggist, and the tiane fu
preparation is noew 50 liwited that promgt

amd unergetic active is absoiately neces
saty uis the patt of thuse upon whoue the
success of the mecting will so largely do
pend.

islative measures ns will be mutually de
sitable, and to endeavor to bring about
reaprocal relations botween the druggists
of cach Provinee, which will conduceo to a
coufederation, such as will raise tho
standing of the drug trade to a uuiform
level in this portion of her Majesty'’s do-
minions.

Chloroform.

————

The questions which has e recently been
raised as to the relative purity of diftevent
kinds of chloroform and their applieability
fur anesthetic purpuses have received con
siderable attention in Germany. At a
meeting of the Derhn Pharmaceutieal So
ciety last Februarvy the subject was dealt
with by Drs. Schacht and Bilte (see e
Mornthy h, 601).  Siace that tie o mono.
graph has been published by e, Bilts in
which he reviews the work that has been
doue o add to the hnowledge of chloro.
furin since the tume 1t was it canpluyed
for producing amesthesia, Do Biltz at.
taches great nnportance to the decompo-
siiun effected 1 chiloroform by the infla-
ence of highty, as bewng one of the chief
circtmstances which contribute to make
clorofurm dangerous, and wi taks from a
German contempotary a sumnary of his
remarks on this part of the subject. Tt
may here be mentoned that while the
Gerwan Arzucibuch vrders dhloroforin to
Le kept protected from hght there s no
direction o that effect 1 the British
Pharmacopuia,

De. Baltz reganrds b as an ostablished
fact that the decomposition to which
chloroforin 1s liable dues not result from
the presence of certain impurities as has
been assumed , but that it s o nataral
charactenstic of chloroform. Consequent.-
ly whatever wy be the source fromn which
Jilurvlonin s vbtaaed, by whatescs icth
wl 1t s preparal, wnd howoia purfectly
1t s putsticdy 1t s s i cases ulun.ny 1
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dispensable to ndopt fitting preenutions
against the decomposition of which it is
maturally susceptible.

The purer chlovoform is, and the greater
its freedom from aleohol, the more veadily
and the more rapidly does it undergo de-
composition when exposed to light in ves.
sels of white glass containing air, 1t is
to this decomposition that is to be ascrib-
ed the danger attending the uso of chlovo.
form for mediciual purposes.  The decom-
position is brought about by atmespheric
oxygen Jlisplacing, under the influence of
light, a portion of chlorine while at the
same time there is a formation of phosgene
gas and water.

Ttis to tho presence of free chlorine
and phosgene gas in chloroform that Biltz
attributes the danger attending the use of
chloroform, and on that account he con-
siders that it should be protected from
light, and the decomposition prevented by
a suflicient addition of alcohol.

Tho protection aflorded by the presence
of aleohol, however, is but limited. The
Jjoiut action of air and light still causes
decomposition, but while alcohol is present
it takes up the prejudicial products of de.
composition, forming with them products
which are hunless and even suitable for
producing amusthesia,  When the alcobol
has been exhausted in this way the liber-
ation of chlorine and the formation of
phosgene gas are no longer counteracted.
The time that may clapse before this de-
composition commences is  dependent
upon the intensity of the light to which
the chloroforin is exposed, also to some
extent upon the quantity of air with
which itis in contact. Consequently in
diffused daylight the alteration is more
rapid in summer than in winter, and it is
still more rapid in direct sunlight. Tn the
latter case chloroform absolutely free from
alcohol will be decomposed within one or
two hours in summer time, and in diffased
daylight within one day, while in winter
it may take ten days, according to the
clearness of the atmosphere.

In regard to the protection oftered by
alcohol Biltz finds that with one part of
alcohol in four hundred decomposition is
prevented only for a few weeks or months,
With double that proportion the preven-
tive effect lasts for cleven months, and
with one per cent. it continues much more
than a year. e is of opinion that all
the statemeants wmmde as to the keep-
ing quality of certain kinds of chloroform
point only to the circumstance of failure
to deteet the presence of alcohol to which
the permanence of the chloroform was
due,

The method recommended by Biltz for
that purpose is treatment with the
chromic acid solution preprred by dissol -
iny potassium dichromate in 2000 parts of
water containing once cighth its volume of
sulphuric acid.  The chloroform to be
tested for aléohol is well shitken with lalf
its volume of this solution and then ul-
lowed to vest.  With one per cent. of
alcohol the chromic solution soon hecomes
paler in color and at last appears quite
volorlews; since thy green color of the

chrome salt produced by the aleoliol is not
perceptible in that degree of dilution.
With less than a quarter of one per cent.
tho reduction takes place much more
slowly, and with a tenth of one per cent.
an entive day is requisite.  In such cases
the reduction of the yellow tint must be
determined by comparison with a portion
of the test solution in n second tube of the
same dimensions. When the chloroform is
absolutely free from nleohol the tint of the
solution is not altered after several days,
Licben s ivdoform test may also beapplied
by shaking the chloroform with water and
adding to the separated water a colovless
solution of iodine in caustic potash.

As the result of & grent number of ob-
servations made by Schacht and  Diltz
with ditlerent kinds of c¢hloroform, as to
the action of concentrated sulphuric acid
upon them the following conclusions have
been arvived ab 1 —

1. That cliloveferm prepared from aleo-
hol and chlovide of Hwe, when perfectly
purified by concentrated sulphuric acid
suid completely freed from aleohol by cop-
jous washing with water, does not com-
municate any colour to concentrated sul-
phuric acid either before or after its de-
composition by air and light.

2. When chloroform that does not col-
our sulphuric acid gives, after undergoing
decomposition, = colour Lo sulphuric ncid,
that result can only be due to the action
of « product of the decomposition—espe-
cinlly free chlovine upon some foreign
substance, 7. e, cither cthyl chloride or
aleohol. T therefore, in  decomposing
chloroform free from alcohol and in con-
taet with a layer of sulphuric acid, a drop
of aleohol be added, the free chlorine and
the phosgene gas disappear imwediately
and the sulplinic acid is colonred brown
owing to the alcohol having been convert-
ed into cthy] chloride.

3. When chloroform that is absolutely
frev from aleohol wnd that does not colour
sulphuvric acid is left to undergo decompo-
sitivn and the acid aftet that becomes
brown, this coloration indicates the pre-
sence of ethyl chlovide that has been con-
verted by the free chlorine into o Ingher
chlorinated produet.

Applying these results to Pictet's chlor-
oform Biltz comes to ithe conclusion that
it is in regard to purity one of the best,
if not the best, to be met with.  He
thinks this should have been the lunit of
its recommendation, and that it was a
nustake to have attempted, on the basis
of the antiquated bolief that the suscepti-
Lility of chloroform to decomposition is
simply due to its containing those impuri-
ties which ave vemoved by Pictets pro-
cess, to vecommend it still further as hav-
ing been less suseeptible of decomposition
than ordinavy chloroform.  The demon-
stration by Schlucht and DBiltz, at the
February aceting of the Berdin Pharma.
ceutical Society, that the Pictet chloro-
furm andergoes decomposition precisely in
the same way and at the same vate as or-
dinary Jdaeofur, slewed that du this re
speit Cheve wis no ditference, and that shio

precaution of adding alcohol and keeping
in the dark are as indispensable in the
one caso as in tho other.

The Filtration of Syrups.

‘This is a class of preparations that aro
vory troublesome to filter, and T believo
they are more so than any other c¢lass in
the Pharmacopwia unless it is the Mucil~
ages, and it is very seidom wo havo to fil-
ter them, T have for the pust few years
tried several ways; but thoy were nearly
all too slow indeed, sometimes requiring
twenty or thirty howrs to filter ono pint
of syrup, :

For instanco syrup Tpecac when first
prepared is a nice clear syrup, but on
standing a few duys it precipitates and
looks badly. Syrup Tolu should also bo
filtered, as made by .the Pharmacopwin it
does not look clear as a crystal,

Nearly all our syrups woiuld look much
nicer if they were filtered, but asit re-
quires so much time we very often neglect
to do so.

I think onc of the best and guickest
witys to filter them is as follows: ‘Tnko a
conical percolitor, and put i small layer
of clean excelsior in it so as to entirely
cover all the percolator, then fold your
filtering paper, and place it inside the ex-
culsior, by doing this the syrup will pass
through the paper on the sides as well as
it will at the bottom, tho excelsior pre-
venting the paper from touching the pers
colator. Tn this way one can filter syrups,
say a pint iy anthour.—Lacific Drug Re~

This Aect |
requires nong other things that only
cigars and one or two other articles be
sold in the sume place as the liquors are,
henee it is evident that druggists miny not
sell liquors unless when they are prescrib-
ed by doctors for medicines. A a result
of this the Charlottetown druggists are
wondering  whether or not it is worth
while to open their places of business on
Sundays, when, even if they sell medicines
only or such articles as plasters and inva.

certed netion such diflicultics could be met
and a remedy applied, and it isto be
hoped that the present unsatisfactory
condition of afluirs may ulthnately and
speedily lead to this desirnble result. At
present it is only for the convenience of
the medieal profession that the Charlotte-
town drug stores are open, and it is not
at all improbable that & compromise may
be affected and the drug stores open solely
for dispensing of physicians’ prescriptions
during shorter hours.

Wholesale Druggists’Association

per cent. will be allowed, a=d on poy-
nients bebween the 15th of the third
month and 15th of the fourth month, 1
per cent. may be credited.

These terms do not apply to sales made
for nett thirty days, or prompt cash,

The date of forwarding remittances to
constitute the date of payment under this
agreement,

On all overdue accounts and renewnls,
at least 8 per cent. per annum will bo
charged.

Tt was also decided not to allow mote
than three-quarters of the price charged
for empties roturned, outside the city
from: where sold.  Such containers to be
in good order, and all charges for carringo
to be paid Ly the person or firm retvrn-
ing them, Spirits, Acid and Ammonin
packages excepted.

A resolution was carried that this As.
sociation request proprietors and manufac-
turers of Patent Medicines to place all
goods on rebate,

The Sceretary was instructed to write
to the Quebee Pharmaceutical Associntion
and the Ontario College of Pharmacy,
urging upon them the advisability of tak-
ing steps to compel all manufacturers of
Patent Medicines, countaining poisons, to
stamp such medicines with « poison label
as is the custom in England.

“quictus” in that city.

Notes from England.

—

(From our own C orrespondent.)

A recent discussion on terebene in the
pazes of one of our trade journals has led
to the announcement by several of our
hest chemists that the optical inactivity
test should not be construed too literally,

A corvespondent has laid it down as an

axiom that pure terebene should not give
any rotation, whatever, whereupon Mr. D,
B. Dott, I'. IR, 8. I, and others proceeded

to show that teiebenes which rotated as
wuch as 3, might claim on the score of
therapeutic elliciency to be pure. At the
same timie the obvious fact was pointed
out. that mere optical inactivity alone
would not coustitute n test of purity, usa
judicions mixture of the so-called French
and English turpentines would yield an
inactive product without a trace of trre-
bene. 1t is quite certain that considerable
latitude must be allowed to such a com-
plex body as terebene. In fact the late
De. Tidy, who spent some time investigat-
ing the subject stated that the optically
inactive terebenes were less efficient than
the cruderones.  Unfortunately, terebene
has apparently scen its brightest days, for
the demand is steadily growing small by
degrees and beautifully less.  Like many
of the much vaunted class of newer reme-
dics it has lived its little day.

The ingenious products of the Upjohn
Manufacturing Company, of Kalamazoo,
Mich,, U. 8, A, have attracted consider-
able interest here.  Triable pills—pills
that are easily reduced to powder by
merely erushing with the thumb—are a
novelty which in 2 case of quinine bids
fair to be apprecinted.  One is very much
tempted to ask how on carth it is possible
to mass i pill and cont with a thin but
hawd sugar coating and yet leave it such
a friable condition. Anyhow, as T have
suid, the iden here has “caught on” and
they awe coming much Lo the front.  One
of the most serious objections hitherto
against sugareconted pills has been the
fact that it it appeared necessary to dry
the plls so much as to resemble miniature
bullets, before the coating could be ap-
plicd. - Another novelty of the Upjohn
Pill Ca,, is kaolin-coated pernnganate of
potash pills.  These pills ave not frinble,
like the quinine, but only require - fow
woments numersion in water when the
permangande colour indicates that solu.
tion is taking place.

Tt would be as well if the Dritish Phar-
maceutical Conference or the Americ n
Pharmaceatical Associntion wonld take
up the subject of conted pills and oflicially
declare tests for solubility, cte. T recent-
Iy cxauminad svme conted aperient pills
which according to the label should con-
tain oil of cloves, When dissolved in
water, which opertion took n consider-
able time, not the faintest siell of cloves
could be detected. T then made some u
from the same formula, #ith the addition
of a little powdered soap to retain the oil,
dricil and coated them, These, as would be
expected, were strongly aromatic, indeed
the odor was peresptible through varnish
and conling,  Itis evident thatin the first
case the pills had been dried at sech a
temperature and for so long that all the
cil had been driven off. 1 give this ver
sion instead of suggesting that the oil had
never been put in, because the reputation
of the makers was suflicient guarantee of
absenco of fraud. ANl pill coaters are
aware of the difliculty of coating pills that
contain wuch ail, as it gradually dries
oul, discoloring the pearl conting in the
process, henee the tawptation to dry the

Coated pills, in spite of
the faet of their being daily swallowed by
the hundred-weight, are not recognised in
the pharmacopain. A standard should
therefore he devised by the nuthorities
above mentioned. Tt should be stated
that coated pills should break np com-
pletely  within an hour when kept in
water at 100° I, It is often found that
the pearl conting falls off in a few minutes
nnless very thick, but that o long time
clapses before the pill disintegrates.

‘This is due to the varnish used hefore
tonting the pills with Freneh chalk:
Many attempts have been made to do
away with this insoluble varnish bitt
without avail: A pill containiny a con-
Sidernble amount, of volutile oil or uily ex-
tract—vermifuge pills of extract of male
fern are especially troublesome—requires
sometimis tvo or three conts of varnish,
or the oil will inevilably ooze out after a
time, and discolor the pearl coating. A
good idea is to coat pills which contain
otls, such as rhubarb, with a yellow tinted
conting. By this means if the oil comes
tlnou"h very little further discoloration
takes p] ee.

The green extracts of belladonna, hen-
bane, cte., are very much increased in
value owing o the severe winter having
destroyed a large portion of the crop.
The greatest sullevers ave stated to be the
elaterimm plants, next belladonn and then
henbane.  Some idea of the damage may
be understood from the fact that Messrs.
Ransom & Son, of Iitchin, 1Merts,, tell
me that their crop even of henbane is only
one-third of the usual. The demand for
Jjuices of the green herbs maintains a
steady level, but of recent years each of
the green extracts has been more enquived
after, except aconite. Perhaps when the
Research Laboratory of the Pharmaceuti-
cal Society have finished with their acon-
ite and aconitine investigation we may
have a standardised preparation which
will in all probability give more satisfac-
tion. The subject of standardisation of
pharinacopuweinl drugsand preparationsis a
burning one and the action of the com-
mittee engaged on the New American
Pharmacopeein is awaited with intérest.

FORMULZE,

Liucture of Podoplylling Soluble.—Po-
dophylin resin 160 grs., solution of potash
4 drachms, rectified spirit 10 fluid ozs.,
distilled water 10 fluid ozs. MMacerate
two days with frequent agitation and
filter. Is perfectly miscible with water
and alkalies, but not with acids.

Essente of Rennel, — Fresh  rennet,
minced small, 12 ozs.; common salt 3 ozs.;
mix together and allow to stand for 2 or
3 weeks in o cool place, then add water
18 fluid ozs, proof spirit 2 fluid ozs.
Dacerate for 1 day and filter.

Glycerine and Cucnmber.—~Cucumber
pomade 8§ ozs, powdered white Castile
soap 11 ozs., rub together in amortar and
add borax po“dcr 1 oz. dissolved in 4
pints of water, and glycerine 10 fluid ozs.
Perfume with otto and essential oils of
aliwond and lemon.  Should beallowed to

stand 24 hours and poured ofl any separ-
ating portion.

Pharmaceutical Notes from South
America.

——

A correspondent who has lately return.
ed from Buenos Ayres, after a residence
of over folr years, sends us the following
notes on pharmacy in Argentina :

In Buenos Ayres there dre no less than

182 boticas and furmacias, (themists—
druggists). Most of them are kept by
1tah.nm, Spaniards and Frenchmen ; there
are half a dozen Kepb by both English dnd
Uerman.  Most of them “ maké lm) while
the sun shines,” during the “siliy ” season,
which lasts hetween ])coembe ‘to \Iu.rch,
when fever is at its highest point in Bra-
zil, and it behooves hor uowhbors to bhe.
ware of “yellow Jack.”

The population of Argentina’s capital
and port does not amount to 400,000 ; the
second city, Rosario, has from )0 000 to
60,000 inhabitants. The whole Repubhc,
with its 14 proviices, cannot’ coun on five
million inhabitants,

The wages of pharmacists’ assistants
from 150 dols. to 230 dols. per-month,
according to ability. But it must be borho
in mind tlmt. it takes genemlly “17 dols. to
the sovereign, and sometimes more, accord-
ing to the state of c\ch'\n«e, which
cln.m«es twice a day, at 12 noon and 3 p.m.

Most forcigh drugs are imported from
France, Thly and Gu‘uum), and. other
parts of the Continent, or from: Africa
and Asia. Those mdwenous to the coun-
try necessitate cu]turc and development
“before much good ean be expected out of
them.

Medicinal plants in the South American
chubhcs arc abundnut, ‘especially in
Peru; they are as yet, it may bé said,
'\mctxcally unknown to any but the nborxb-
inal Indians.  Apropos on the suchct of
medicinal plants in Pera, & very interest-
ing work was handed to the writer’ by the
'\uthm Senor Federico Benehshc, of Cable
¥ londu, 163, Bucnos Ayres, Itis callcd
“Torty Anos de Observaciones Sobre lla
Naturaleza y ¢l Tombre ™ (horty Years
of Observations upon Man and' Nature);
and contains entertaining data upon the
medicinal herbs, &, to be found in the
interior of Peru and the cures they effect
in syphilitic diseases, formerly known to
and practiced by the Peruvian Indians,
and now for the first time by Mr. Benlishe,
who has also presented to your correspon-
dent his cure, which-he makes personally
for rhcumatism, and that he has cured
many of that malady entirely. Another
uscful volume has just appearcd, by the
same author, called « La minerin Actual
en Ia Republica, Argentina® (the actual
wining in the Ar"ontmc Republic), which
also is very mu,rcstm" not; only to iners
and others, but to thc naturalist and bot-
anist. This last named work containg
notes on the life of the aunthor, who is a
native of Gibraltar, though having spent
some 60 years of his lifo in South Ameri-
ca entitles him to be n Sud Americano.—
British and Colonial Druggist.

NOTES OF A VISIT BY MR, 8, M. BURROUGTS.

A pleasant odour, us of a gwrden of
flowers in June, greets one on entering
the perfuune lnboratovy of the Casino pro-
prictors of Monte Carlo.

1t is situated in the Condamine, oppos.
ito the old Casino, which is now used asn
bathing  establishment, where visitors
have o choice of a swim in the sea if they
prefer it to the hot baths inside.

The laboratory is arranged on two
sides of a wide hall.way., In a room on
the right arve large copper cylindrical
bins, marked Eaw de menth, Eaw de flenrs
dorange, Faw de Cologne, Eaw de roses.

In the opposite voom are lurge barrels
containing 600 litres each of the special
liqueurs invented by Madawme Blane, One
of them labelled Amara, is the liqueur
made of cinchona, bitter orangepeel, and
Duteh curacon ovange-peel dried.

Another is marked Cafe and is com-
posed of coffee, cinchonn, and spirit of
wine.

During the Franco Prussian avar Mad-
ame Blane sent two hogsheads of this li-
quor, called Gallin Cafe, to the ambulance
departient, where it was found very use-
ful as o restorative cordial,

The hall-way leads to a court yard pav-
ed with cement, beyond which is the dis.
tillery.  In one large copper still 4100 1bs.
of orange flowers are placed at one time
with 75 gallons of water. There is no
furnace in this voom, a little heat is fur-
nished by steam.

In an iron chamber like » lurge safeare
shelves composed of bars of iron where
trays of jujubes are placed to be dried by
the heat generated in stean pipes at the
bottom.

Another still is for rectifying wleohol
and increasing its strength.  Another
still is a large copper vat with a false per-
forated bottom, upon which the pepper-
mint leaves or orange blossoms are placed ;
the bottom can be removed easily by
handles on the rim.  When all is ready
the steam is let on, which comes up
through the mass of lenves or flowers, ab-
stracting the volatile priaciples and pass-
ing out at. the top through a pipe which
connects with a condenser of about the
same size as the still.

To show the steam pressure, the engin-
cer vaised to a boiling point an open juck-
etted pan full of cold water in three min-
utes.  The steam pressure is 4 1bs., but
for orange flowers the pressure is kept at
11 Kilos. A speaking tabe and a tele
graphic alavin bell communicates with the
Loiler house.  Another jacketted pan has
i capacity of 600 kilos, and is used for
boiling syrups.  ‘There is a little still for
experiments, which will hold aboul two
gallens,  Flannel bags are used for filter-
ing syrups ; paper filters for Eau de Co-
logne, the essential oils from which are
prepared entively on the premises.

Their oil or essence of Lucalyptus glp-
bules 1s of an wwber colour ; it was dintil-

led last year, The colour is acquired by
age, and is about the same as of the ama-
i cordinl.

In the store room, about two drachms
of the active principle of musk is shown
in a small cut glass Lottle. Tt cost to
prepave 1300 franes. The musk bags,
with their hairy covering would, to a no-
vice, hardly be thought worth 30 francs
cach ; nor would the little block of am-
hergris if scen among the stones of the
gatter, or cven smelt of by itself, be
thought to be worth 200 francs, though
it is little more than one and a half
inches square.

An clegantly cut and gilded bottle con-
tains otto of rose made here, which re-
quired 25,000 kilos of rose leaves for the
preparation of one kilo of otto.

The Zatty matters extracted from or-
ange tlowers, and also from orris have »
light brown colour, and ave most fragrant
of their souree.

The oil of bigarade neroli has . most ve-
freshing fragrance, and is the predominat-
ing odour of the company’s ean de Co-
logne.

At the pharmacy of Cruzel they distil
a very fine can de mentha viedis.  They
also prepare all of the orange-flower wat.
er used i the phavmacey, but are so occu-
pied with o large dispensing business that
they bhave no time to prepare for the
wholesale trade, though a finer water it
would be impossible to make,

Myr. Cruzel is now engaged in prepaving
an aromatic antiseptic lquid of salol, thy-
mol, napthol, and saponitied by means of
quillain.  This will be useful as an anti-
septic dressing for wounds; also as a
mouth wash, A\ few drops in waler
makes o wilky liquid, which leaves an
agreeable and cleanly taste in the wmouth,
while at the same tune it will, of course,
annibilate all germns.

For » bath about two ounces should be
used.  An antiseptic dressing for wounds
can quickly be prepared by adding one or
two teaspoonfuls to a quart of distilled
water.

Oxygen gas is kept on tap for ready
use from the gasometer holding 200 litres.

Greanular eflfervescing salts are very
popular in Feaunce. The newer prepara-
tions as of antipyrin, phenacetin, catlein,
have alveady taken their place with the
staple citrate of maguesin and Bishop’s
bicarbonate of potash.

During the season there is usually a
rush of business day and night, so by
spring time Mr. Cruzel and all the assist-
ants are glad enongl: to have time to take
a long breath, enjoying . good slecp un-
disturbed by the bell; and also to refresh
themselves by walks in the gardens oppo-
site.

When in this Kttle Eden, where Mr
Coulson is showing me round this after-
noon, 1 am lost in admirvation of the won-
derful creations of Nature in plantlife,
which, transplanted from the semi-tropic
corners of the carth, find here a congenial
home. llere, before ug, is a splendid
spacimen of Britchardia fil{fera, o splen-
did fwn palm from Califoriiny with o

trunk four feet in diameter ; and dato
palms, natives of Africa, by the hundred,
which grow from twenty to forty feet
high, their plume-like branches stirring
with the slightest breeze.

The Brachyehiton populnewm,from Aus-
tralin, hns & smooth, green strinted bark,
with bright green leaves to mateh.

The Cocrlus lanrifolia, from Nepaul,
has smooth grey bark aund dark green
waxy leaves. The areca palm, from Tu.
din, is one of the most graceful of its
species, for the stem is perfectly straight
and smooth, with circles where the
branches have fallen.  The Eucalyptus
flourishes as elsewhere along the Riviera,
uplifting its evergreen foilage high above
all other trees.

Che nerops huwmilis, from Africa, has
great spiked leaves and a yellow blossow.
The Lagunea Patersoni, is a graceful tree,
with smooth, striated bark and small ob-
long leaf, from the Norfolk Tsland.

The Zlaie gigantea has a most aromat-
ic odour, and is valuable for inhalations,
The AAbies pinsapo, of Spain, is a small
pine.  The bamboos of China grow thick-
ly, as in their native jungle,

The Vibwraum japonica is so covered
with large, pale green leaves that the
trunk and branches ave quite hidden
from view. The condamine, which is in
the valley between Monte Carlo and Mon-
aco, and lincs the havrbour, was not many
years ago the garden whenee My Rimmel
got the flowers for his perfumes. The
land is much too expensive for that pur.
puse now, and is mostly covered with
buildings.  There are no taxes on build-
ings, incomes, or anything clse in the
principality, therefore most handsome and
substantial structures are crected.  There
ts uo tax on the value of land either, so
the selling price is very high, 35 or moro
per square meter,

The pharmacy is kept open all the sum-
mer, for there is morve or less business all
the time.  That is the season for making
up stocks of medicines, packages of drugs,
tooth powders, bottles of glycerine, &c.,in
handy sizes for vetail in the busy season,
The Casino is open &l summer, and the
splendid band play every afternoon on the
terrace overlooking the sea. M. Cruzel
and his assistants can have the enjoyment
of this when off duty with their friends.

The U. 8. Department of Agriculture
has recently issued a circular in which
particulars are given of the preparation
and use of insecticides for the treatment
of insect pests in gavden and ficld. The
Chemist and Drugyist gives the more im-
portant formule, with such descriptions
of their properties and divections for use
as may be made into o label.

REROSENE EMULSION.

KEroSene cvecvivvnvaeneaeeas 2 gals,
Common Soap ....... P 3 Y.
Water coeene b gall

Heat the solution of soap and add it boiling
hot to the kerosene.  Churn the misture by
means of o force-pnmp and spray-nozzle for §
or 10 minutes.  Vhe emulSion, if perfect, forms
wcream which thickens upofi cooling and should
udhere without oiliness to the surface of glass.

This insceticide acts by contact, and is
applicable to all non-masticating mseets
(sucking insccts, such as the true bugs,
and especially plant lice and scale insects)
and also to many of the mandibulate in-
sects, when the use of arsenites is not ad-
visable. For use against scale insccts
dilute 1 part of tho emalsion with 9 parts
of water. Tor most other insccts dilute
1 part of the emulsion with 15 parts of
water.  For soft insccts, like plant lice,
the dilution may he cavried to from 20 to
25 parls of water.

THE RESIN WASH.

Resin washes vary in eflicacy according
to the insect treated. Lxperience has
shown that the best formula for the red
seale (donidia avrantii, Maskell) and its
yellow variety (4, citrinits, Coquillet) is
as follows :—

Resin in powder ooooev. oo, 18 1bs,
Caustic sodn (70 % strength.. 6 1bs,
Fishoil oeiovass seineenes 24 pts,
Water to make ....oa0000. 100 gals,

The necessary ingredients ave placed in a ket-
tlo and a suflicient quantity of cold \\'ugor.nddcd
to cover them ; they ave then boiled until dis.
solved, being ccasionally stirred in the mean-
time, and afcer the materials ave dissolved
boiling should be continued briskly forubontun
hour, cold water (not too much) being udded in
smndl quantities whenever there are indications
of the preparation boiling over.  When boiled
sufliciently the wash will” assimilate })crfcctly
with water, and should then be bottled,

"I'bis insccticide acts by contact, and
also; in the case of seale insects, by form-
ing an impervious coating which effectunl-
ly smothers the insects treated. Before
being sprayed on the trees the wash is to
be mixed with its own volume of boiling
water and strained through n fino wite
sieve or through n picce of Swiss muslin,
This is usually accomplished when pouring
the liquid into” the spraying-tank, by
means of a strainer placed over the open-
ing through which the preparation is in-
troduced into the tank.

A very fine spray is not cssentinl ; as
the object is not simply to wet the tree,
but to thoroughly coat it over with the
compound ; and this cun be best accom-
plished by the use of a rather coarse
spray, which cun be thrown upon the tree
with considerable force.

FOR SUBTERRANEAN INSECTS.

Recent experiments have shown the
practical value of resin compounds against |
the grape phylloxers, and they are also
applicable to the apple-root louse and
other underground insects. The cheapest
and, at the same time, onc of the most
sutisfnctory compounds experimented with
is the following :—

Caustic soda (77 per cent) ....5 lbs.
Resin ..., ceennaee teeraans .40 lbs.
Water to make ..... eeennaes50 guls.

Dissolve the soda over the fire in 4 gallons of
water, add the resin, and after it is dissolved,
wnd while boiling, add water slowly to make 50
gallons of compound.

For use dilute to 500 gallons. Excavate
basins about the vines 6 inches deep and
about two feet in diameter, and apply to
each vine 5 gallons. The results will bo
more satisfactory if the treatment is made
carly in the spring, so that the rain of-the
season will assist in disseminating the
wash about thé roots.

The kerosene emulsion is also applicable
to certain underground insects in cases
where it will not prove too expensive, as,
for instance, the grape phylloxers, or
where white-grubs are infesting a valu-
able lawn. 1t may then be used in the
proportion of 1 gallon of the emulsion to
15 gallons of water, applicd liberally to.
the soil, and afterwards washed down at
frequent intervals with large quantities
of water for several days. This can be
done only when there is plenty of water
at hand, but will be found of great value
in special cases,

In some cases bisulphide of carbon may
be used for specitic and local underground
forms. Nests of ants, for instance, may
be destroyed by pouring an ounco of. this
substance into soveral holes, covering

THE ARSENITES.

Tondon purple, Paris green and white
arsenic arve of the greatest service against
all mandibulate insects, such as larvaeand
beetles ; and they furnish the most satis-
factory means of controlling most leaf-
feeders, and the best wholesale remedy
against the codling moth.  Caution must
be used in appling them on acsount of the
linbility of burning orscalding the foliage.

The poisons should be thoroughly mixed
with water at the rate of from 1 b, to
100 250 gallons of water, and applied
with a force pum or haund-spray unozzle.
Tirst make a thick paste with & small
quantity of water, and then dilute. When
freshly-mixed, either Loudon purple or

daris green may he applied toapple, plum,
and other fruit-trees, except the peach, at
the rateof 1 1b.to 150-200 wood gallons, the
Intter amount heing reconmended for the
plum, which is somewhat more susceptible
to scalding than the apple. White avsen.
ic does little; if any, injury at the rate of
1 1b. to 50 gallons of water. TLime with
the mixture of London purple and Paris
green may be safely applied at the vate of
1 1. to 125-150 gallons of water, but it
sannot be added to white arsenic, as it
makes that poison too active.

Elecampane and its Therapeutic
use.

—

The antiguity of elecampance root in
wedicine is very great, it having been
employed in the treatment of disease from
even remote times.  Although latterly al-
wost obsolete as a remedial agent, it has
Jately been brought into prominence by
the recommendation of one of its active
principles, helenin, in the treatment of
phthisis and tubereulous disease. Ancient
writers in the time of the Romans were
acquainted with its medicinal uses.  Ac-
cerding to Hanbury, Vegetins Renatus
about the beginning of the fifth century
calls it inula campana, and St. lsidore,
in the beginning of the seventh century,
names it as inulda.

1t is frequently mentioned in the Anglo-
Saxon writings on medicine current in
England prior to the Norman conquest,
and it has also been identified as the mar-
chalan of the Welsh physicians of the
thirteenth century, it being bLoth well
known and largely used throughout
Turope during the Middle Ages. Tn
France it was known as Aunee commune,
iii Geriany as Alant Alantwurzel or
Heleniit Krapt, and in Spain as Enula
Campane. Atonc time it was included
i‘n' nearly all the pharmacopeias of Ju ropey
and enjoyed « considerable reputation as

a vemedial agent, but it las gradoally
died out of use in medicine in this coun:
try, except in veterinuy practice.

The plant JTeule heleniwae is o pecennial
which is found in alnost every country
of the world, and grows wild in the South
of Englund and Ireland. It was at one
time commonly cultivated in gardens for
medicinal and culinary purposes, for which
it was largely employed during the last
century, 1t was prescribed by the physi-
cians of the time for its great henling
virtnes, and its properties as w tonic,
dinretie, sudorific, expectorant, anthal-
mintic, and emmenagogue. Tt always
seems to huve had o reputation in treat-
ing asthnn and pulmonary complaints,
The forms in which the drug was exhibit-
ed were many and vavied.  Thus we find
conserves, aromatic powders, syrup, aque-
ous extract, decoction, wine and tincture,
bestdes entering as an ingredient into a
Javge number of wunoflicial preparations.
Two favorite formulas much used in the
last century will serve as examples.

Tnfuse without heat several days, and
strain ; then add caumphor, one part. This
compound was much valued as a remedy
for asthma.

With regard {o the chemical composi-
tion of clecampane root, it was observed
as carly as 1660, ihat when o small por-
tion was subjected to distillation with
water, a erystallisable substance collected
in the head of the receiver, but which
soon passed over. Crystals can also be
extracted from the root by exhausting it
with alecohol and precipitating it with
water., Kallin showed in 1874, that
these crystals chiefly consisted of the an-
hydride of alantic acid. The anhydride

"
ssesaveatd

is accompanied with a little helenin and-

alant cuuphor, the crystals of the former
having a bitter taste but no odor, and
melt at 110°, [t is a diflicult matter to
obtain helenin in a pure state, as it is
nearly always mixed with a proportion of
alant, camphor, both substances being sol-
uble to the same extent in alcohol or
cther.  When reduaced to powder the root
has an odor resembling a mixture of ovris
and eamphor.  Alantic anhydride may be
obtained on distilling it with water, but
it is impregnated with alantol.  Blecam-
pane contains a large quantity of inulin,
at some periods of the year to the amount
of 4 per cent.

Vadenzuila in 1883 scems to have been
the first to call attention to the therapeu-
tic properties of ‘helenin, ind its value in
treating tuberculosis, carly phihsis, pet-

tussis, &e.  Tn 1880 Korab observed that
hielenin possessed o powerful antagonism
to the bacillus tubereulosis, and that it
also exercised grent antiseptic and  deod-
orant properties, one part being suflicient,
to nrrest putrefaction in 10,000 parts of
urine. Also that larger proportions of
carbolie, borie and salicylic acids were ro.
quired to produce the snme result, A fow
drops of the solution of helenin wero
found to kill organisms in ordinary infus.
ions, and also in cultivations of the tuber-
cle bacillus immediately. Internally ho
had given it in malarial fevers,tubercular,
infantile and catacrhal diarrhaa with suc.
cess,  Balzn, about the sane time, report-
ed he found the drug cxtromely useful in
diminishing the secretions, especially in
the trachea and laryny, and he corrobora.
ted the otservations of Worab as to its
antiseptic properties. In the same year
helenine was extensively used in the gen-
cral hospital of Madrid for treating tuber-
culosis, chronic broncho-pneumonia and
whooping cough. It is stated to have been
found excedingly useful in the treatment
of these diseases, especially whooping.
cough, where it was observed (o diminish
the attacks of the cough, relieve the
dyspnee and pains in the chest ; without
causing any symptoms of narcotism ; the
expectoration at the same time diminish-
ing and becoming almost gelatinous. It
is further said to exert a decided tonie ne-
tion on the digestive organs, and improve
the appetite in phthisis. In 188G, Obiol
recommended helenine as a loeal applicas
tion in diphtheria, to be used in the fol-
lowing manner: Camphor in fine powder
having tirst been applied with the end of
the finger to the diphtheritic spots, the
surface afterwards should be painted with
a solution of helenine in almond oil. This
application repeated every four hours is
said to quickly destroy the membrane.
Helenins is described by Obiol as a per-
fectly white substance, ilocculent like sul-
phate of quinine when pure, with an ar-
omatic odor and bitter aromalic taste;
insoluble in water, to which it should im-
part no opalescence.  Very soluble’in al-
cohol, also in ether, the solution being
clear, colorless, and without sediment. It
is soluble in oil of sweet almonds to the
extent of 2 per cent. A year afterwards
Marpmann made a further investigation
into the chem®cal compos't'on of helenine,
and stated he found it to consist of two
bodies, alantin and alantic acid, both of
which were useful in medicine. They act-
ed us expectorants and caused death of
the bacilli in tubercle nodules. Accord-
ing to still later and more complete inves-
tigation, the root contains the following
distinet  bodies, though some are only
isolated with great ditliculty :

Helenine, CgH 0, in white crystalline
needles.

Alant, camphor, G, H,,0, a white
crystalline mass,

Alantic anhydride, a crystalline bedy.
Alantol, a yellow liquid.

Bokenha, in the course of a series of
experiments on thie therapeutic activity of
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those hodies lust year, found that any of
the crystalline budies will prevent tne
growth of the tuberele bacillus, if present
even in the proportion of 1 in 10,000, and
concluded the drag was fatal even in that
strength to the bacillus, thus confirming
Koral’s observations.

He further earried out experiments on
animals with the alantsaure anhydride of
Schuchardt, and a mixture of helenine
with alantic anhydride, with the object of
finding out the influence of the drug on
the tuberculous process. The investiga
tor was unable o procure pure helenine
in suflicient quantities to test it alone.
The results tended to prove that the ad-
winistration of the bodies used exercised
a real protective nction against the disease.
It is said anyone, or a mixture of clecam-
pane derivatives, will answer the purpose
of clinical experiment on the subject,

The investigations of recent years go to
show the ancients did not altogether over-
estimnte the medicinal value of this drug,
and which has gradually almost dropped
out of use.

With greater facilities for research, and
the discovery of better and more econom-
ical processes for isolating its active prin-
ciples, we shall probably find in the deriv-
atives of clecampane root medicinal ngents
of the greatest value in treating tuber
culous disease.— British and  Colonial
Drugyist,

Note on a New Class of Liquid
Extracts of One-Half the
Strength of the Fres-
ent Fluid Extracts.

One of the many subjeets veceiving the
carcful attention of the Phurmacopwial
Revision Committec is the question of the
introduction of a class of liquid extracts
of precisely one-half the strength of our
present fluid extracts. This class of pre-
parations has, for want of a vecognized ti-
tle, been spoken of as 50 per cent. tine-
tures,” althougl, if these preparations are
adopted into the Pharmacopwia, they will,
of course, be so prepaved that 100 C. <.
(and not 100 Gm.) will represent 50 G,
of drug. This class of preparations has
also been, unfortunately and ervoneously,
spoken of as “half strength fluid extracts,”
although nobody has proposed to disturb
the standard strength of the fluid ex-
tracts, for the very suflicient reason that
the title ““fluid extract” carries with it
the idea of the already established strength,
so that the title cannot be used for any
class of preparations varying materially
from that standard. A new and appro-
priate title for the new class of prepara-
tions will, of course, be adopted by the
Pharmacopeial Revision Committee, if
these preparations are made official.

The whole proposition, if the writer has
Judged correctly, is vecciving more favor-
able attention than when first broached.
This is easily understood from the fact
that wany opposed it beeause they assum-
ed that it was intended to reduce the
strength of the fluid extracts one-half,

while still giving the preparations the ti-
tle of *“fud extracts”; while others
again assumed that the new preparations
would be called * tinctures,” so that con-
fusion would arise as between the new
preparations and the now ofticinal tine-
tures of the same drugs.  Both assump-
tions are crroncous,

Very few combnt the statement that
the new class of preparations would be
preferable to both fluid extraets and tine-
tures, for two reasons. One important
reason in favor of the new class of pre.
parations is that the Pharmacists can
readily prepare them, whilst they would
find it impractable, or at least they think,
they find it impracticable, to make the
fluid extracts of the same drug. The
other reason is that many of the tinctures
are much too weak, while the fluid ex-
tracts of the same drugs are necessarily
strong, and it is hoped that the new pre-
parations, being of onehalf the strength
of the fluid extracts, will take the place
of both fluid extracts and tinctures in
many cases, although this result can come
only gradually.

1t will hardly be disputed that such
concentrated preparations as the fluid ex-
tracts of aconite, belladonna, capsicum
and gelsemium are undesirable, and that
such weak tinctures as thuse of bryouia,
calumba, conium, cubeb matico and many
others that might be named, are much too
weak,  Again, the want of uniformity in
in the percentage strength of tinctures is
an ever present theme of discussion and
yet has never been materially diminished.

I Huid extracts can be made to proper-
ly represent the drug in accordance with
the ofticial standard, then, certainly, pre-
parations of one-half that strength can be
far more easily made.

The writer proposed that whenever any
liquid extract of a new drug is to be in-
troduced into the Pharmacopwin, that
liquid extract shall be onc of one-half the
strength of our fluid extracts, and that no
fluid oxtract or tincture of such a drug
should be made ofticial. 1t will be con-
ceded that this proposition is a very mod-
erate one, and it Wwag made only because
he felt that - majdeity might be found
favorable to his plan, while a wajority
might opposc a greater inndvation ; and
yet there can be no doubt that many of
our fluid extracts might, with advantage,
be dropped from the Pharmacopeia, and
preparations of half their strength, with a
new title, introduced in their place.

There is no danger that any onc would
propose such a change in the case of luid
extracts of great importance—such as are
in constant use and have decided medicin-
al potency, but it is diflicult to sce how
any serious inconvenience would result
from abolishing, for instance, luid extract
and tincture of Bitter Orange Peel, and
substituting for both another liquid pre-
puration of mean strength,

As to the present tinctures, it would
seem to bo Dbest to leave their strength
undisturbed, as ail eflorts heretofore made
to Dbring about any degree of uniformity
havo failed. It is tho writer’s belief that

after a new elnss of liquid preparations,
between the tinctures and fluid extracts,
shall have been introduced, the flaid ex-
tracts and tinctures of the snme drugs will
fall into “innocuous desuetude,” and may
finally bedropped from the Pharmacopwin
if it should be thought too vash to drop
them now.

To drop any fluid extract or tincture
from the Pharmucopuia of course does not
preclude its use, and with rveference to
Huid extiacts, it is of course understood
what their strength is whether they nre
officinl or not.

A complete list of the new liquid ex-
tracts (it is not likely that the new pre-
parations will be called liquid extracts,
ofticially), should be introduced, including
such preparations of the following named
drugs: Aconite, Arnien, Aromatic Pow-
der, Aspidosperma, Bitter Orange Peel,
Brayera, Buchu, Calamus, Calumba, Can-
nabis  Tndiea, Capsicom, Chimaphila,
Chirata, Cimicifuga, Cinchonr, Colchicum,
Conium, Cubeb, Cypripedium, Digitalis,
Tirgot, Erythroxylon, Ilucalyptus, Luon-
ymus, Bupatorium, Frangula, Gelsemium,
Glyeyrrhiza, Cotton Root Bark, Grindelia,

Cocaine in India.

Some time ago an inquiry was institu-
ted through the Sceretary of State, by Dr.
Macnamara of Madras, as to whether the
hydrochlorate of cocaine could not be eco-
nomically manufactured cither by the
Government opium agencies, or at one of
the sulphate of quiniue factories in India.
According to a recent article in an Alla-
habad paper, it appears that the matter
has been submitted to a eareful considera-
tion, and it was found that there should
be no difliculty in extracting the alkaloid
cocaine in a laboralory such as that pos-
sessed by the Medical Stores Department
at Madras, with which Dr. Macnamara is
connected. On reference, however, to the
Surgeon-General, it was found that the
total annual consumption of the drug
amounted to only 4} lbs. avoirdupois,and
so0 it was decided that for the present it
would not be worth while making it. The
Erythroxylon coca has now been cultivat-
ed for several years in many parts of the
Presidency of Madras. It grows like a
weed, we are told, and the yicld of cocaine
from the leaves is fully equal to that ob-
tained from the South American shrub.
Should there happen to be at any future
time a larger demand for this alkaloid,
there would be no diflicalty whatever in
obtaining a very large snpply of the leaves,

QU.ANTITIES,
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Something on Resins,

Professor A, H. Church contributes the
following in Chemistry of" Painls and
Lainting :

In commercial parlance vesins are in-
correctly termed gums.  The true gums
arecither soluble in water or swell up in
that liquid, but resins are not acted upon
by water.  The term resin s used
throughout the present volume in its pro-
per sense, 5o that “copal resin,” *“mustic
rvesin,” are spoken of, not “gum copal,”
“gum mastic.”  All the resing used for
muking vehicles and varnishes are of veg-
ctable origin, and are probably oxidation
products of certain hydrocarbons in essen-
tinl oils.  Some resins, such as gamboge,
contain gum and are ealled gum vesins;
others contain a hydrocarhbon of an aro-
matic sicid, and are called balsans; others
are true resing, but even these ravely, if
ever, consist of a single delinite compound,
but are mixtures of at least two, often of
three, “ four, or five diflerent, bodices.
Generally these constituents of true vesing
diftfer us to theiv degree of solubility in
carious liguids, such as aleohol, ether,
spirit of turpentine, benzene, petroleum
spirit, and heated fixed oils. They contain
carbon, hydrogen, and oxygen, with ocea.
sionally & little sulphuy, and are usually
of acid character, and are capable of form-
ing soaps, called resinates, with the alka-
lies. Resins difler much from one another
not only in solubility but also in hardness
and in the temperature at which they
melt.  Those which are least soluble are
generally those wineh are hardest and
which requive the bighest degree of heat
to bring them into fusion. Most true
resins contain, besides their proper resin.
ous constituents, smull quantities of color-
ing matter, of water, of crystalline aroma-
tic acids, and of n volatile hydrocarbon or
terpenc.  All these impuritics, save the
first, tay be removed generally with ad-
-antage by the following treatment.  The
powdered resin is thoroughly mixed with
a little water and placed in a large glass
retort. A current of steam is then passed
into the mixture until the terpene and
volatile acids present have  distilled
over. To the contents of the retort car
bonate of soda is added (1 part for each
100 of resin.) The mixture after agita-
tion is allowed to cool and then filtered
through a fine cotton cloth. The purified
resin is then washed on the filter with
distilled water, then dried in the air and
finally in the water oven; the air bHath
and a temperature of 1107 to 120° C. may
be used for the desiceation of the harder
resins,

Copal is a name given to a number of
hard vesins which vary not_only in theiv
degree of hardness, but also in theiv de.
gree of solubility ; they are the produce of
many different species and even genera of
trees, while the origin of several of the
kinds still remain unknown,  One of the
liardest, whitest, and best of all is known
as Sierra Taeone copal, from the port of
collection and shipment. 1t has been
identificd as the resin produced by o tree,

Copaifera Guibvurtivea, which belongs to
the sub-order Cuwsulpinee of the order
Legemimnose, 1t is probable that the
hard West African pebble copal is the
vesin of the same tree, but it occurs
in rolled pebbles with an abraded surfuce,
and is at least semi-fossil ; it is collected
from the beds of streams,  Pebble copal
has more color than the the Sierra Leone
copal, but yields as strong a varnish.
The latter resin oceurs in irvegular round-
o Tumps or masses, generally varying in
size from that of a hazel nut to that of n
waloul. Tt is hard and clastic. Tt con-
sists of at least two resins, one of which,
present to the extent of thirty-three per
is soluble in absolute aleohol and in spirits
of turpentine.  The other vesin constitutes
nearly the whole of the remaining part of
the copal and becomes soluble in most of
the usual solvents, as well asin hot linseed
oil, when it has been previously heated to
its melting point or to n temperature of
180° to 221° C. (360° to 430° F.) An.
other process for rendering this and other
kinds of copal soluble is a reduction to a
fine powder in the presence of water and
the subsequent exposure of this powder to
the air for several mouths or even a whole
year. The time requisite for this change
my be shortened by keeping the powder-
ed copal at a temperature higher than
that of the ordinary atmosphere,

Other species of the genus Copaifera
yield similar but inferior resing to that
produced by C. Guibourtiana, but C.
Gorskiana is the source of Inhnmbane
copal s Benguela copal, Angola capal, and
Gaboon copal are other sorts, varying from
straw color to a dull reddish orange, pro-
duced in all probability by dilterent
speeies of Copaifera,

Zanzibar copul is another hard and vai.
uable resin of African origin; it is often
called anime. Tt is produced by another
leguminous  tree, Yrachylobiune Horne.
mannianwm, which belongs to the same
sub-order Ciesalpine, as Copaifera. Most
of this Zanzibar copal occurs in a fossil
ov semi-fossil state in the carth near the
vools of the trees, or in places where the
trees have formerly stood.  This fossilized
resin is covered when dug up with asemi-
spaque, rough and dull brown crust,
when this powdery cout is removed the
remainder of the mass appears of a trans.
parent yetlow color, with a surface cover-
ed with small rounded elevations like
those on the rind of an orange; this is
spoken of as “ goose skin.” Many of the
picees are flat and tabular, with ln thick-
ness of a quarter of an inch or more. The
same resin when ocenrring on the bark of

‘the living trees of the same species of

Trachylobium, presents a smooth and
glossy surface ; it is not so hard as the
fossil varicty, Zanzibar copal melts at a
higher temperature than Sierra Leone
copal, and is very havd.  Tn ovder to ren-
der it soluble it may be treated in the
same manner as the Sierra Leone copal.
Tts chemical nature vequires further
study.

A third cegin, sometimes designated ag
copul, #oe +. 908 ny aninsg, i proeduced by

another leguminous tree, Hymenwa cour-
baril, n native of Brazil and other coun-
tries of South Awmeriea. Tt is rather soft-
er and more soluble than Zanzibar copul
The copal of Madagascar comes from an-
other species of the same genvs, /7. verru.
cosa. A\ Mexiean copal is probably the
resin of an allied species,  The resin from
I, corrbaril is generally known as West
Indian copal; fine specimens havo been
received from Demerava,

The bungo tree of Sierra Twone, Dan-.
iellia thurifera, aflords a resin of inferior
quality. It is probable that the same
leguminous tree is the source of some of
the Niger and Soudan copals.

A rather hard resin of comparatively
recent introduction is kauri or cowdi
copal, produced by the cowdi pine of New
Ziealand, Dammara australis. This is a
coniferous tree belonging to the tribe
Avaucaviewe.  The largest masses, sone of
them oceasionally over 100 pounds in
weight, are found in the earth in many
places far from thoso in which the trees
now grow, IKauri resin usually becomes
more transparent and yellower by keep-
ing. 1t is generally somewhat whitish or
streaked with opaque bands, when first
found. Tt is cleaned and scraped and
then sorted into several qualities. Tts
use has greatly extended of recent years,
16 is now largely employed as the basis of
most of the so-called copal varnishes on
account of its abundance, its low price
and its ewsy manipulation.  Dut the var-
nish which it yicldsis inferior in hardness,
taughuess, and duvability to that made
from Siera Leone copal or Zanzibar
copal.

Kauri resin is sometimes spoken of as
dammar, but this name properly helongs
to the resins produced by other trees, not
by Dammara australis.  'White or Singa-
pore dammar is the resin of Dammare
orientalis. Tt is soft and may be seratch-
ed even by mica.  “Sal-dammar” is pro-
duced by Sworca robusta, the sal tree,
widely distributed in India. This resin,
though soft, yields a good Hexible paper
varnish. The tree belongs to the Dipter-
ocarpeie.  Valeria indica, another Dipter-
ocarp, yields piney vesin or white dam.
mar, a similar resin is produced by an-
other species V. acuminata, a Ceylon tree.
Several kinds of fopea (H. micrantha If.
odorata, cte.), which belongs to the same
natural order, yield pale, transparent
resins which are a trifle harder than that
of the sal tree.  Black dammar or Tinne-
velly rvesin is produced by Canarinm
strictum ; it is of a very inferior quality:
This tree belongs to the Burseracew:
Several kinds of clemi resin are also fur-
nished by plants belonging to the same
natural order. These clemis are soft,
sticky wresins, occasionally employed in
varnishes to prevent them from becoming
brittle and  cracking.  They contain
cssentinl oils and other aromatic bodies,
and vary very much in composition and
properties, although they resemble oné
another in theiv solubility iu boiling aleo-
hol and in theiv easy alterability, They
wre wuxsstisfactory resing,

Convention to be held in Toronto on
August 4th  Let there be a large repre-
sentation from all parts of the Lrovince.

Tur.semi-avnual meeting of the Coun-
cil of the Ontario College of Phavmacy
will be held in the College building, Ger-
rard Street, Toronto, commencing August
2nd.

Brrrisn Inpia has revolutionized the
world’s trade in cinchona bark and tea by
beginning the cultivation of these two
products until the Indian yicld has nemrly
doubled the world’s supply. The govern.
ment of Caylon has now begun the culti-
vation of the Indiax rubber tree, and this
will probably end in doubling the supply
and considerably more than halving the
price of this article of general consump-
tion.

Tue Annual Announcement of the On-
tario College of Pharmacy appears again
this year, sandwiched with coloved adver-
tising sheets of various Toronto firms.
To say nothing of the undesirableness of
such a method, we would ask, is it fair to
thus come in competition with their own
Pharmaceutical Journal 2 If not break-
ing the letter of the contract between the
Council and the publisher, it certainly
does break the spirit of it, for it was
never intended that advertising schemes
should be adopted, such as the one men-
tioned.

Druccists of Chicago are having an
interesting time “fighting the cutter”
This matter of cutting has there become
so established that there can be no hope
of abating the evil, and the only hope of
the drug trade seems to be in the pushing
of their own preparations and the confin-
ing themselves to drugs proper and the
dispensing of prescriptions.  The Soda
Water trade, which iz & very large fea-
ture with the drag trade in the United
States, has also become the object of an
attack from the departnent stores, which
renders it very wnprofitable for many
druggists.

Sales of Tobacco to Minors.

The Act passed at the last session of
the Ontario Iegislature to prevent the
sale of tobacco in any form to minors, be-
camo law on the first of the present
month. We present the text of the Act
in order that all druggists may make them-
selves acquainted with it and govern
themselves accordingly.

1. Any person who cither directly or indi.
rectly aclis or gives or furnishes to aminor un.
der cighteen years of age cigareties, cigars or
tobaceo in any form, shall on sununary convic-
tion thereof before a justice of tho peace be sub.
jeet to a penalty of not less than $10, or more
than §50, with or without costs of prosecution,

or to imprisonment, with vt without hard labor,
for.auy term tot exceeding 30 days, or to both
fine with or without costs and imprisonment to
the said amonnt and for the said amonnt and
for the saud tetm, in the diserection of the cone.
victing magistrate.  And in case of o five, or o
tine and costs being nwarded, and of the same
not heing upon convietion fortlwwith paid, the
justice may commit the offender to the commen
goal, there to be imprisoned for any term not
exceeding thirty. duys, unless the fine and costs
ire sooner paid,

3. A person who shall np!pc:n' to the magis-
trate to be under 18 years of age, shall be pre.

The traders who hold licenses to sell
tobacco in towns and cities where such
sal¢ is subject to municipal regulation, ave
permitted by those licenses to sell to nll
minors over 14 years of age. The muni-
cipal act gives to towns and cities the
power to regulate the tobacco trade for
minors up to that age. Tt will therefore
seem that there is o collision of authority
between the provincial and municipal Jaw,
the former prohibited sale to minors be-
tween fourteen and eighteen, and the lat-
ter permittingit. In theissue of Toronto
licenses it is intended that a stamp shall
be placed on each license stating the pro-
vincial law on the subject, which it will
be advisable for thelicensed trader to give
the preference to.  In places where licen-
ses are not issued to tobacco dealers there
is but one course open, and that is not to
sell to anybody below ecighteen years of
age.

Examination Statistics.

The Board of Exaininers as a body,
and individually, do their work conscienti-
ously and fairly to the best of their
ability ; carcful alike of the intevests of
the students, of the College =nd of the
public. They therefore do not fear, but
rather invite a just criticism of their
methods, but the Journal, iu its criticism,
is very unjust, in that its aunalysis of the
constitution of the class is incomplete, its
inferences, therefore, are very incorrect.
This T shall endeavor to show. 1 assume
the figures there given to be correct, as T
have no means of knowing who were and
who were not members of the recent senior
term class. Al candidatescome to the Tix-
aminers undera pscudonym, and until the
work of examining the papers is done, we
know practically nothing of cach candi-
date beyond what his paper tells us, nor
do we wish to know,

The constitution of the class that offer-

«

ed for examination was as follows : 114
candidates in all, of which 97 enter for
all subjects, and 17 for one or more, thus
§ enters for one subject only, 7 for two
only, and 2 for three only. “The results
as published are : 56 of the 97 pass in all
subjects, und 15 out of 17 pass on those
subjects for which they entered, having
passed the remuinder at some previous ex-
amination.  In all 71, or 62.2'per cent.
receive the diploma of the College.,  Ac-

A New Acid.

A xR acid chromosulphuric, possessing
the composition H,Cry(S0,),, is describe
cd, says Nature, by M. Recoura in the
current number of the Comptes Readus.
A short time ago the same chemist obtain.
ed a remarkable isomeric form of chromic
sulphate, Cra(SO,),, which exhihited
neither the reactions of a sulphate ror of
# salt of chromium. For instancs, its
solution yiclded no precipitate of berium
sulphate with bavium chloride.  This

isomeric form of chromie sulphate is found
to combine directly with one equivalent. of
sulphuric acid or of a metallic sulphate to
produce the new acid, or a saltof it.
Thus, when o solution of zine sulphate is
mixed with n solution of the isomeric sul-
phateof chirominm in equivalent molecular
proportion; zine chromosulphate is formed,
ZnCry(80,),.

The solution of this zine salt so obtain-
ed gives none of the reactions of sulphuric
actd, nor docs it yield those of chromic
acid, but it exhibits the usual reactions of
zine silts 5 henee it must be a zine salt of
a specific acid, chromosulphuric.  When
the solutions of the new acid and its salts
are allowed to stand, they gradually de-
compose, and barium chloride commences
to precipitate bavium sulphate; hence
they appear not to be very stable, but to
decompose slowly into a mixture of ordin-
ary chromic sulphate and sulphuric acid
or the metallic sulphate.  Boiling brings
about the decomposition at once. The
acid atself has been obtained in the solid
state, combined with eleven molecules of
water; it is a green powder, which is very
hygroscopie, and rapidly deliquesces in
moist air, butis quite permanent in a dry
atmosphere.  1ts solution posscsses a bril-
liant green color when freshly preparved,
but, upon standing, changes to blue, and,
after a few days, passes completely into a
violet colored solution of ordinary chromic
sulphate mixed with free sulphuric acid.
The potassium salt has also been obtained
in the solid state, combined with four
molecules of water, as a green powder
whose dilute solution yields no precipitate
with barium chloride, but at once gives
the usual potassium precipitates with
platinic chloride and picric acid.

This salt also appears to be formed
when chrome alum is dehydrated first for
some time at 90°, and finally at 110°
The sodium and ammonium salts have
likewise been obtained, and are found to
resemble the potassium salt closely in
their nature and properties.

Coco, Ao Coorixe Drixk.— Dorvault
states that coco, a popular drink sold in
the Paris streets, is made by macerating
liquorice and a little coriander-seed in
water. A kind of coco is also sold in the
form of a paste, packed in tin boxes.
This varicty is described as a mixture of
extract of liquorice with Vichy salts, to
which essentinl oils of lemon, orange,
anise, and pepperming, as well asabsinthe
and oil of cherry-kernels have been ad-
ded. The compound is easily soluble in
water, to which it imparts 2 red-brown
colour. The presence of the carbonate
(Vichy salts) causes an alkaline reaction,
which assists the solution of the gly-
cyrchizin,  Tu this form coco is recom-
mended as a cheap, agreeable, and thirst-
quenching beverage.

How a_Doctor who Has Tried it
Regards Physiclans’
Dispensing.

Druggists will be interested in the fol-
lowing from a contribution to the Philu-
delphin Medical World by Dr. R. H. Kil-
patrick, in view of the strong plea that
has recently been wande that doctors do
their own dispensing :

“f am engaged, and have heen for the
past tive years, in doing my own dispens-
ing, and I have to condemn it on many

grounds,  Wirst, great cxpense to physi-
cians. My drug bills amount to about

two hundred dollars per month, and re-
ceipts are not in proportion. Second, in-
creased amount of labor. Third, o patient
expecets to puy nothing for advice and but
a very small dreuggist’s profits on medi-
cines furnished.  In fact, it would tuko a
good-sized book to explain all the torment
and objections that could be laid against
physicians dispensing their own medicines.
From a general standpoint I will say that
there is no condition in life with as many
cares as that of a physician who does his
own dispensing. If he happens to haven
latge practice he has the more worry.
After & hard day’s work one does not feel
like coming to an oflice to work all night.
The plan I would suggest would be as
follows: Iat every physician have his
favored drug store, and keep posted on
the stock of his druggist, and there will
be but very little substituting and counter
dispensing, and no vefilling of prescrip-
tions without an order from the physician.”

A Timely Hint.

The wmanager, the bookkeeper, the
cashier, the entry cletk, the shipping
clerk, the salesman, the oftice boy, the
porter—everyone, in fact, who is in any
way conneccted with a business establigh-
ment should bear in mind that there is
such a thing as cultivating trade, and
that they, as well as the proprietors, are
responsible for a share of the firm’s suc-
cess.

Some months ago the writer was ap-
pualed to Ly n physician residing in the
northern part of the State, to prepare for
him & quantity of Tartate of Lithinm and
Potussium, and also of Succinate of Tvon,
both of the nrticles being at that time not
obtainable in this market.

They had been vecommended through
medical journals as excellent agents in
the treatment of biliary hithiasis.

As, in the present ease, prompt treat-
nient was desirable, it was concluded to
proceed with the preparation on a small
scale at once, and as it was really unne.
cessary to  crystallize the double Tar
tate of Lithiuw and Potassium, the ingre-
dients were adjusted in solution so that
each fluid ounce contzined 120 grains of
the salt.

The formuli of the Crystalized Salt
being K LiC, H, Oy + 1,0 = 213,
it becomes an casy miatter to determine
how much Potassium Bitartrate, K 1L C,
H 04 =376, and how much Lithium Car-
bonate, Liy, CO, =7, are required to
produce the article desired. 2 equivalents
of the former (188 x 2) = 376 parts and 1
equivalent of the latter=74 parts result
in the formation of 424 parts double salt.

1f the quantitics be taken in grains it
becomes possible to veadily adjust ihe
strength of an agueous solution of above
named strength which is permancnt ow-
ing Lo its concentration,

The quantities taken in practice were:

Potassium Bitartrate ...... 600 wrains,
Lithium Carbonate........ 120 grains.
Waterq. s, for.. ..., 53 ld. ozs.

The combination is brought about with
the aid of heat and the cooled liquor nd.
justed to the proper measure, In the
present case 650 grains double salt repre-
sent the amount of the end product.

Tn order to prepare the Succinate of
Iron the following method was observed,
the intention buing to secuve 480 grains
of the hydrated Ferric Succinate. 1t
should be remembered that the method of
the originator was to administer this salt
in the form of a magma or precipitate
suspended in water, and many physicians
still adhere to this method of presentation,
although it is possible to furnish a clear
solution by the addition of citrates or
tartrates.

A working formula for the quantity
above indicated 430 grain (which is made
up to 16 fluid ounces of shake mixture)
reads as follows :

is slightly in excess, this provision having
been found prudent to insure entirve de-
composition of the Ammonium Succinate,
It follows that each fluid ounce of the
thoroughly agitated mixture contains in
suspension 30 grains of the Ferric Sue-
cinate, which is quito readily soluble in
the lluids of the stomach under usual con-
ditions.—’ucific Druyyist.

Gare OiL. A volatile oil obtained by
distilling the leaves of Myrica Gale, brown-
ish yellow , density at 129,0.876, thickish
and of a pecliarly pleasant, balsamic odor.

Java coca leaves have been examined by
I, Giesel, (Pharm. Zeit.), who found about
two per cent. of total alkaloids, the great-
cr proportion of which were, however,cin.
namyl compounds, cinnamylcocaine and
traxilline.  The cinnamyl-cocaine is an
isomer or homologue of coenine, greatly
resembling it in chemical and physiologi-
cal propertics.

Azoimid or Imidazoic Acid, N 1T, no-
ticed in these columns on severil ocea-
sions, has now been obtained by the dis-
coverers, Curtiss and Rabenhausen, (Jour.
Prakt. Chem ) in its anhydrous condition.
It vepresents n clear, colorless, mobile li-
quid of penetrating odor, the melting
point of which lies ut 37°C.  The hody is
extremely explosive.

Laboratory Notes.

A Lanonratory Drvick.—Most practi-
cal chemists are painfully aware of the
unsightly appearance of reagent bottles,
cnused by the drops of the solutions run-
ning down the outside and crystallizing
thereon.  This may bo prevented by sim-
ply painting the rim with melted paraflin,
Care should be taken to cover only the
side of the lip~none should Le put on the
upper surface.  This can be accomplished
most casily by using a small hog-hnir
brush and o wix of low melting point,
such as is used for embedding sections. It
will be found that besides preventing the
solution trickling down the outside, it en-
ables one to deliver the reagent easily in
single drops without vesorting to the plan
of only partly withdeawing the stopper.—
Monthly Journal of Popular Science.

Drovorizariox or TonororM.—D>Mr, O,
IR. Symmes, druggist, of Oswego, Kan.,
writes us as follows :—For the benefit of
the cvaft T will say that I find that oil of
coriander will completely deodorizo iodo-
form, when used in an ointment to the
extent of 1 minum to the grain of iodo-
form. Tho smell may also be removed
from the hands by putting a drop or two
of oil of coriander on the hands and then
washing them thoroughly.

Drovomzaxe Ong.—A process for de-
colorizing vegetable oils has been patented
in BEngland. The specific claims being
made wro :—

1. The process of decolourizing vege-
table oils by mixing an oi! with a sqit._.'_\glc
proportion of a manginese soap or a fatty
acid sult of manganese and blowing a cac-
rent of air or oxygen into the mixture,
substantially as described.

3. The process of decolourizing vege-
table oils by mixing an oil with a suitable
proportion of manganese soap or i fatty
acid salt of manganese mixed with a suit-
able solvent and blowing a current of air
or oxygen into the mixture, substantially
as described.

3. The process. of decolourizing vege-
table oils by mixingan oil with a suitable
proportion of & manganese soap or a fatty
adid salt of manganese mixed with linsced
oil and blowing a current of air or oxygen
into the mixture, substantially as de
cribed.

Extracrun  DicestrE  FLuipuym. —
Chas. . Hammerquist made a number of
comparative experiments with the view of
determing the best menstruwmin for fluid
extract of Tutkey coin. The one dirested
by the “National Formulary,” viz.: 3 vols.
of alcohol and 1 of watef, yiclds a good
floid extract in which, however, some
precipitation lakes place.  If prepared
with alcohol the fluid extract was lighter
in color, and less bittér, but remained
clear. Made with a menstruum of 4 vols.
of aleohol and one of water, a clear fluid
extract was also obtained, and proved to
be satisfactory in all respects. Other men-
strua gave less satisfactory results than
the above.

Evoryday Tosting of Drugs and
Chemicals.

Darnard Proctor, in the preface to his
“Manual of  Plunmaceatical Testing,”
says:  “Lvery pharmacist should test
his chemicals oceasivnally to see that their
gquality is up to the rvequired standard.”
But 1 think that with us in Australia,
with the sources fromm swhich vur whole-
sale dealers deaw their supplies constant-
ly changing, somcthing more is necessiuy,
and that it is desivable to form a habit of
subjeeting to examination cvery parcel of
(ll‘llg.s atud dicinivals Lefoie it s rcceived
into stock. T do not mean that ench
chemical should be yuantitativdy, o1 even
in sone cases qualitatively an-dysed, as
that would be quite untiecessary for the
purpose of ascertaining what we want to
know as practical pharmiadists  nawely,
Is the article that which was ordered, and
is it fit for use at the dispensing counter ?
And having given an answer (o this, it is
in many cases better and simpler to re-
Jeet that which is faulty than to make an
exact analysis and allow for deficiencies.
My experience is that, with the exceeption
of a few articles, such as a poreelain cru-
cible, separating funnel and the like,
everything necessary can, as a rale, be
found ab or near the dispensing counter,
and 1 do not think the little time neces-
sary can be better spent than wn ascer-
taining that we are really it to hold our
positions as in part guardians of the pub.
lic health and suppliers of better and pur-
er articles than it is possible for the gen-
eral public to oblain at a grocer’s store.
T believe that if the examination of ma-
terials in daily use at the dispensing coun-
ter became more genceal, and care was
taken to impress upon the  public that
such a course was adopted, the reputation
of the chemist and drugzist would bLe
greatly enhanced. e also will have the
satisfaction of knowing thut he is doing
everything possible to guard against mis-
takes in the supply of materials to him
and by him, as to my own knowledge
there have been such made as that of
sending P. Amwonit Nitrat. for P. Sodii
Nitrat.,, Sodit Sulph. Easicent for Mag.
Sulph, Lxsiceat, &e.

Some months ago 1 began a systematic
investigation of every parcel of drugs and
chemicals that enteved my shop.,  tn the
case of organic materidls, such as voots,
barks, leaves, and the like, to sce that
their physical characters were what they
ought to be, and in that of organic and
inorganic chemical salts the application of
a few generally simple tests was enough
to declare whether the sawmple under ex-
amination was sufliciently pure to be ad-
mitted juto a retail establishment for
general use. T have found that this can
be easily and readily done without inter-
ference with my usual business.  The ad-
vantages of such a course are obvious,
The eye is traincd to habits of correct ob-
servation, manipulative dexterity is ac-

quired in the use of appuratus, und if, ns T
would suggest, n vecord is kept of the
work done, in time a very valuable synop-
sis of practical chemistry is obtained, and
possibly a way opened for an original re-
search which may be found of universal
benefit,  Tn most works on pharmaceuti-
cal chemistry a table will-be found of the
oflicinl chemicals with their probable im-
purities, and tests for the same; but 1
have found it most useful to make n con-
uensed table for one's self, with additional
columns for the date of examination of
the smmple, the source from which it was
obtained, the result of eaperiments there-
on, and the inference drawn.,

I hope that hefore many years are ovet
wo shall huve o B P standard, fixing the
percentage of extractive mntter obtainable
from all our liguid pharmaceutical pro-
ducts , and this will, I' believe, be one
more step in the direction of uniformity
in dispensing, and to a certain extent do
away with the well worn complaint—*“The
mixture you made up is so different from
that obtained at Mr. Jones’s.” Such
work, as 1 have endeavored to point out,
carefully and conscientiously performed,
will enable us tosay with our usual vegard
for truthfulness, “Preseriptionsaceurately
dispensed with the purest drugs only."—
Chemist and Drugyist.

Notes on New Antiseptics.

BY S. A. WALTON,

1f we trace back the list of antisepties
and disinfectants to an early date we find
that those mostly in use were sulpbur, the
halogen compound, mercury, coal tar pro-
ducts, and some essential oil. If we
again follow up the development of anti-
septics we find that these materials form
the basis of most of our new antiseptics
in a more defined and definite composition.
Thus, in place of the old method of burn-
ing sulphuv, sulphurous acid in many
cases veplaces it, and compounds of sul-
pbur, as sulphonates, are used in combin-
ation, as in the case of ichthyol (ammon-
iumichthyol sulphonate), soziodol (di-
iodoparaphenol sulphonic acid), and many
others. The same may be said of the
halogens, iodoform, iodo and diiodo-sali-
ceylic acids and jodol being iodine deriva-
tives, while the other elements forming
this group have corresponding compounds
in a greater or less variety.

The mercurial preparations ave well
known to us, the mercurozine cyanide
being one of the-developinents of chemis-
try with regard to antiscptics,

The coal tar products are both numer-
ous and varied, and many varicties of new
combinations are continually being found
that promises to be of use as antiseptics.

Essential oils have been combined with
other elements to form valuable antisep-
tics, avistol (dithymuoliodide) being one of
these, while oxidized pine oil with cam-
phoric acid forms one of the most popular
disinfectants of the present day.

Amongst new antiseptics from coal tar
derivatives mny be wmentioned pyoktanin,
methyl-violet, the most nuntiseptic of the
auiline colors. A solution of 1in 1000 is
used in various eye discases, phthisis,
ulcers, ete, There is n yellow variety
commonly known as auramine, also used
antiseptically.

Lysol is a saponified phenol derived from
cresols,and contains the higher homologues
of carbolic ncid, 1t is said to possess
higher antymycotic power than carbolic
acid; and to be less poisonous.,  This pre-
paiation is much used m Germany at
the present time.

Retinol, a distillation product of pine
resin, is a viscid fluid hydrocarbon. Itis
a non-irritating and stable antiseptic.

Europhen, iso-butyl-ortho-cresyl-iodide,
contains 23 per cent. of iodine, and is non-
poisonous.

Dermatol, & basic gnllate of bismuth,
forms a powerful antiseptic and dessicant.

Sulphaminol, thicoxydiphenylamine,the
antiseptic action of which is due to itsde-
composition in contact with the fluids of
the body into sulphur and phenol.

Monochlorphenol is prepared by the
action of chlorine on cooled phenol. 1t is
a powerful antiseptic and less ivritating
than trichlorophenol.

Campiioid, though only a mild antisep-
tic in itself, is a valuable adjunct to this
class of bodies, as it forms a veady method
of applying antiseptics to the surface of
the skin, and owing to its composition (of
spirit, camphor and pyroxylin) it forms a
valuable solvent for substances such as
salicylic acid, resorcin, hydro-naphthol
and many others,

EriQuertk is an artificial flower, polite-
ness a natural one.

FrsNenL Oin.—A volatile oil obtained
by distillation from the fruits of Fanicnl-
um  vulgare, Gart., which are rich in
oil, yielding 3 to 3} per cent.; sweetish
and aromatie, containing much anethol ;
density, 0.963 to 0.990.

Gooseroor OiL.—A volatile American
oil distilled from the sceds of Chenopodinm
anthelninticum, a perennial variety of C.
ambrosioides, Lin.; used medicinally as a
vermifuge, since it is also ealled worm-
seed oil.  Itis of a pungent and bittter
taste. 1t is largely prepared at Balti-
more to the extent of several thousand
pounds yearly. The yield is from 11 to
2 per cent. from the fruits ; specific grave.

GiNGer Om..—An oil distilled in Ger-
many from the rhizomes of Zanziber offi-
cinale. Tt is yellowish, very thin ; densi-
ty, 0.893.

Microcipiy is o new antiseptie, vecom-
wmended by Professor Beiloiz of Grenuoble,
Lixtreme solubility, harmlessness  and
apidity of action mie claimed for it. Tt
is a compound of naphthol and soda, is
neither poisonous nor irritant, and has
the form of a greyish-white powder. Its
solution of three grammes perliter is very
slightly coloved, and does not stain either
the hands or bandage.—Scignee.

Cannorare or Caventor.—This prepac-
ation is made by adding 1 part by weight
of carbolic acid to 3 parts of camplior, and
straining through gauze after standing for
twenty-four hours. A permanent hquul
results, having a specific gravity of 990,
Tt is said Lo be thoroughly antiseptic an:l
possessed of considerable germicidal pow-
ers, DBy mixing the liquid with oil its
tendency to produce an cruption when
kept in contact with the skin is prevent.
ed.—ZLheraputic Gazette.

Coxprousn Brixin or lomixe is the
name suggested- by W, Pepper, M. D,
(University Med. Magaz., Veb, 1892, p.
376), for a pu,par.ntion made by dissolving
phosphorus, TUO‘ grain, and jodine and
bromine, each } grain, in one drachm of
simple exilir. Tt hias been used with con-
siderible satisfaction in cases of torpid
civculntion with subacute gastric catarrh,
and of subacute bronchitis with a relaxed
and atounie state of the system.  An elixir
of Lalsam or of white pine may be used
as the solvent, to which the name of Com-
pound Llixir of Pine might be appropri-
ate.

ANTIDOTE FOR P10spilorous 1o1soxN-
ING.—Arpad DPokai recommend, in the
Revue de Therapentiqne, a 33-per cent
solution of potassium permang: anate as an
satidote in phosphorus peisoning. Brought
into contact with phosphoras the perman-
ganate converts it into orthophosphorie
acid, manganese peroxide being formed
simultancously. 'The same reactions oc.
cur in the stomach, with this ditference,
that in the presence of the hydvochloric
acid of the gastric juice the peronide of
manganese becomes the chloride, thus
libera ating more oxygen and rendering the
transformation of the phoephorus into

orthoplivsphorie ncid more certain,  Bx-
periments upon dogs show that solutions
of the permanganate us strong ns 1 per
cent. do not produce any ill efivet upon
the conts of the stewmach,

SoLusiLTy oF SULPHUR IN ALCOHOL.—
One Jooks in vain for particulars in any
pharmacentieal text-books regarding the
bubinviour of aleohol towards sulphur, yet
it iz a woll- known fact that homwopathie
tineture of sulphur is & veality, D C,
Schicvholz, of Vienna, comumunicates a
note Lo the Pharmacentische Post in which
he shows that abt 17.5° G, practieally the
vormal tensperature, 3,300 parts by weight
of absolute alcohol dissolve only 1 part of
sulphur.  The solubility increases very
rapidly and steadily with the rise of tem-
perature until one part of sulphur dissol-
ves in 265 parts of aleahol at the hoiling.
point.

Test or Hyproeky Prroxing . When
a drop of a 10 per cent. solution of meta.
phenylene-dinmine chloride is boiled with
a few drops of water and a drop of hydro-
gen peroxide solution, n carmine ved col

ation is produced.  This reaction will
dott ¢t 0.005 my. of hydrogen peroxide in
a drop of wi :.u‘r but is aficcted by the
presence of nitrites. The test is thus
wodified to be independent of the presence
of the latter compounds: One or two
drops of nwtaphenylene-diamine chlonde
are added to 1 e cm. of atnmonia solution
containing a fow drops of hydrogen per-
oxide solution.  The mixture is boiled for
some minutes, when the previously colo-
less solution becomes blue, of intensity
corresponding with the peroxide present,
Addition of alkali hydroxide solution
changes the eolor to ved. &, Dreniges in
Bull.

Exanixanox or Bssexces ron "Tunrpes-
TINE, &C.--.\ solution is preparved as fol-
lows: Twenty grammes of acid tartrate
of potassium s nentralised with mangan.
ous carbonate (about o or G g umnus)
and dissolved in 1 litw of water. Into w
test tube is placed 3 co. of this solution
with 3 cc of the essence to Le tested, and
5 cc. of mmmonita solution (specilic gravi-
ty 0.925), well shaken together, and placed
in a water-bath for 30 seconds, and a cur-
rent of air passed through. Tho tube is
then removed, aind its contents well-shaken
and allowed to separate. Most of the
essential oils are only faintly tinged with
yellow by this treatmeat (except the oil of
lemons and Lergamot which are colored
darle brown) but if any turpentine Le
present, o colovation varying from brown
to very deep brown-black, ozeurs in the
upper layer.

Russian Sunflower Oil.

The sunflower has been known in Russin
for many years, but only in certain dis-
tricts has it been caltivated on o large
scale.  The first cultivation of sunflower-
seed for mercantile purposes in Russin be-
g in 1812, in the village of Alexeievka,
district of Berutchinsk, government of
Voronezh.  That provinee is even now

the chief districk in Buropeaw Russin for
the growing of the sunflower.  From
there the cultivation of suntiowers spread
to the adjncent governments of Tumbov
and Saratov, where there are extensive
cultures owned by the town of Saratov
itself.  The people of the governments of
the Don, Simbirsk, aud Sawmara, aro more
or less engaged in this trade.  Two kinds
of suntlower are known, one with small
seeds used for the production of oil, and
the other with large seeds consumed by
the common people in cnormous quanti-
ties as w dainty.  Tn a district where the
seed is cultivated on o lnrge scale, and tho
plant has been continually grown on the
same soil for many years in succession,
the suntlower has become subject to a dis-
ease ealled Puecinia diocoidearim. Ow-
ing to this discase, the sunflower-crops
have been rather poor in the government
of Voronezh for the last ten years, and
the cultivation has, therefore, abated
somewhat in this locality. The sunilower-
seed is used principally for obtaining an
oil, which has superseded.all other vege-
table oils in many parts of Russia. Tn
general, the cultivation of the sunflower
in Russia is considered to; be very profit-
able. At the average yield of 1,350 lbs.
per acre, and at the average price of d.
per 1o, the farmer receives an income of
L1 per acre.  This income can be increas-
ed in districts where the grower himself
is engaged in producing the oil from the
seed.  However, oil-mills are very rare in
the villages, the farmers selling their seed
to the oil producers. Iun thesced-growing
district of Saratov there are only thirty-
four village oil-mills producing oil werth
£8,000 annually, whereas in the town of
Saratov £90,000 worth of oil is manufac-
tured annually.  Thoe substance remaining
from the oil-manufacture, or the sunflow-
ercakes, being used as cattle-food, is also
a valuable product. ‘These cakes, how-
ever, have a comparatively small demand
in Russix, and ave largely exported to for-
cign countrics, principally to Germany
and Eugland.  The sunfiower shells, being
used for heating purposes, form an m't\clo
of trade in several distvicts. Tho seed-
cups are used as feed for sheep, Of the
different kinds of sunflowerseed in Rus-
sin, some white or grey, some brown with
white or grey stripes, some quite black,
dycing the ceils a durk violet colour—the
grey and white sceds are preferred, as
they appear to be much cleaner and hand-
somer, and therefore command a higher
price, especially for -the purposes of raw
consumption by the common people. The
black seed, owing to its dark colouring
matter, is "(,nemlly avoided. Al these
sceds appear in the market divided into
two sorts. The lurger kind, containing
less oil, is the cheaper ; the smaller, pro-
ducing more oil, is sold to the oflmanu.
facturers, and is much more expensive,
The latter seeds nve flat and oval, like
coffee-beans, and are considered the best
for this industry. —Chemist and Drugyist.

CUNDURAXNGO WINE,

IToftmann’s process, according to the
Repertoirve de Phurmacie, is ns follows :

Mix, and let macerate in a stonewnre
vessel for two days. Pour the liquid of,
and put aside. Add another charge of
the snme amount of water to the residue,
and boil for half an hour. Pour off the
liquid, and mix it with the first liquid.
Macerate the residue with 10 pounds of
aleohol of 95° for a few hours, strain”and
press out, and add the solution to the
aqueous liquids, The mixed liquid is now
filtered, the filtrate heated in & waler-bath
to drive ofl the aleohol, and the heat con-
tinued until an extractis produced. This
extrant is dissolved in 25 pounds of Malagn
wine, filtered and bottled.

Buisson’s formula is as follows: Macer-
ate 20 gm. coarsely powdered cundurango
in 1 liter of Malaga wine for eight days,
press oftf and filter the colature.

The most uscful and active preparation
of cundurango is, without doubt, the tinc-
ture, as that contains most of the active
principle. It is usually prepared with S0°
alcohol, 1 part of cundurango to 5 parts
of the liquid. This can easily be made
into a liqueur.—Nat. Drugyist.

Sponge Trade Developments.

The developments of the sponge trade
during the last two weeks have been
rather interesting. That the recent eatch
is a very light one is no longer an uncer-
tainty, reports from all sides strongly con-
firming the first news from the fishing
grounds. But the fact of hght stocks ut
Key West is made doubly interusting by
the claim on the part of a large independ-
ent house that they.have bought up the
entire stock of new sheep’s wool sponges,
or at least that they havesecured 25,000
worth of sponges and intend to buy up
any more which may come to light. At
first this report was flatly denied by

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members of the trust, who claimed that
the fishermen, although professedly so an.
tagonistic to the trust, were nevertheless
holding off to see what oflers the trust's
agent would make when he got well
enough to be about in the intercsts of that
concern.  Now, however, it is generally
conceded that the independent fiem in
question has made the purchases claim.
ed by it, or at any =ale a large proportion
of them, and it is a fact beyoud dispute
that they have the wmoney aleeady placed
at Key West for the purpose of buying
the entire crop, and if the independent
company do not steceed in getting it all,
it will be through no fault of their own,
for to use n colloquial expression, they are
“hustling ” in the most approved wan-
ner. They mean to capture the whole
catch, and there scems little doubt of
their ability of doing so, espeeially as the
trust is greatly handicapped by the ill
ness of its ngent at Key West. Know-
ing the sworn antipathy of the fishermen
for the trust, it may not be apparent at
fivsy sight how greatly at a disadvantage
the Intter are on account of the illness of
their agent, who they claim might have
been able to make some deal with the
fishermen had he not been confined to his
room.

Naturally one fivst wonders what effect
the action of the independent cencern will
have upon the sponge Lrade generally.
The friends of the formar are inclined to
think that the trust will now tind itself in
a rather embarrassing position, so far as
Flovida goods are concerned.  On  the
other haud the members of the combina
tion declare that they ave in a position to
look after their own interests to their en-
tire satisfaction.  Besides the hundied
and fifteen vessels owned by the Sponge
Gatherers’ Protective Assodiation, it will
be remembered that there were sixteen
sent out in the interests of the trust, and
as these vessels, it is claimed, are larger
than those of the opposing fleet, and man-
ned by better fishermen, they estimate
that they have seeured about a quarter of
the whole cateh.  This, with what stock
the trust holds in New York, will, they
claim be suflicient to enable the combina-
tion to carry on the war.  Disinterested
parties, however, elaim that theindepend-
enb company must have at least two or
threo tinmes as much of the better grades
in stock as the trust, and will consequent-
ly have the combination at a great disad-
antage for a few months or until the
next catch comes in.

The prices paid the fishermen were
about fifteen per cent. higher than those
paid last year, and this will inevitably
mean an advance over the price at pre-
sent raling in the local market, unless a
lively cutting of prices on the part of the
trust shonld ensue.  But the meagerness
of the combination’s stock renders this
course improbable.

There is also another important phase
which is likely to develope and which
should be most carefully guarded against,
cspecially by out of town buyers. We
vefer to the substitution of inferior kiuds

of sponges for Florida sheep’s wool, which
trickery is likely to be practiced by un-
principled dealers on account of the scar-
city of the genuine avticle.  'This dastard.
ly piece of rougery has been frequently
practised in tho past, when Nassau
sheep’s wool and even Nassau velvet have
bren palued oft” on the unsuspecting buy-
er, as the rveal Flovida sheep’s wool. o
an expert on sponges it wny scem absurd
that the ditlerence between the genuine
article and the bogus sponge should not
be readily  deteeted, but although the
Flovida sheep’s wool diflers materinlly
from bLoth kinds of Nassau sponges used
as substitutes, enough similavity exists to
be exceedingly deceptive.  The Florida
sheep’s wool is « spunge of muelr closer
texture than cither the Nassau sheep’s
wool or velvet, and is decidedly tougher
and more durable than cither.  The gen-
cial appearauce of vach is also distinetive,
and although diflicult to describe, the dif-
ference is apparent when the three kinds
are compared. Tt would be well, there-
fore, for bayers to bo un their  guared
against any frands which may be practic-
ed in consequener of the menger supplies
of the popular Florida  sheep’s  wool
sponge,

The Low Opium Prices.

———

Opium, which is, next to cinchona, the
principad diug of connmeree, has, hike ity
suffered a depreciation which would have
been thought mpossible not. many  yeurs
ago. The cause of the fall in value is the
same in either ease, viz, extension of enl-
tivation, resulting from high profits in
former years; but the eficet has made it-
self felt wueh less vapidly in the opium
than in the cinchon market, and, opium
being an annual crop, the market may
possibly recover its halinee more quickly.
The opium trade also, is in far fewer
hands than the cinchona business,although,
nevertheless, the newsof the progress of
the crop in Turkey, and to an increasing
degree in Persin also, is scanneil every
scason with anxious care by merchants,
manufacturers and speculators in Smyrna
and Coustantinople, as well as in Greal
Dritain, the United States, France and
Germany.

The fiest avrivals of the new season’s
drug generally reach the Smyrna and
Constantinople markets early in June,
after which tlic bulk of the crop takes
some months to lilter slowly from the
hands of the cultivator through those of
the numerous middlemen futo the pusses-
sion of the manufacturer. At this mo-
ment the harvest in noost of the low-lying
districts is alveady safe, though in the
northern highlands the juice will not have
ceased to flow from the poppies uutil the
end of the present month.

“ All’s well” has been  the watchword
from the growing districts ever since the
winter sced was entrusted to the carth
last winter; and there is every reason to
expeet a good, if not an abundant crop
throughout Asia Minoy, as well as in
Suropean Turkey. Early in the year,

indeed, wo were told that not enough rain
had fallen to assist in the gormivution of
the sced, but the deficiency appenars to
have been amply repaived beforo the close
of the rainy scason at the end of April,

The total erop in Turkey this year is
vstimated to yield from 6,600 to 8,000
cases-—that is to say, from an “average”
to a * very good ” result,  But in conse-
quence of the unprecedentedly low prico
of all deseriptions of opium during the
Inst two or threo seasons, the area placed
under poppy cultivation this year has
been from 20 per cent. to 30 per cent.
sutller than in 1891, when the total crop
was about us large as it is expected to bo
this scason.  And if there should be no
serious advance in price this season, -and
grain crops keep at a pretty remunerative
tigure, it is exceedingly probable that the
cultivation of the poppy will be much re-
stricted in future.  The Persinns appear
to be able to grow the drug much more
cheaply than the Turks, for within the
Iast fifteen or twenty years the opium
industry has made o great advance in
Persin, and according to the reports, con-
sulwr and other, which veach us from that
country, everything points to a still morve
rapid extension in the future of the poppy
cultivation in the Shah’s dominions.

At present good druggists’ opium may
be bought in London at 7s. per lb.—a
price which ean hardly pay the cultivator
for his tiouble, if one will consider the
number of intermediate persons whose
1 rolits must be deducted off that amount,
Until the year 1875, the nverige value of
the same kind of opinm was from 20s. to
225, per 1L, and when, in 1863, it fell for
a moment as low as 12s, 6d. per 1b.,
that was considered nn utterly impossible
price, and, in fact, only lasted for a short
period.  Since 1876 the 20s. limit has
ravely been veached, and has only been
exceeded, we believe, apon one occasion—
viz., in 1880, when special civcuinstances,
such as the existence of a strong syndicate
of buyers in America, temporvarily coin-
cided with a bad huarvest. I'rom that
year, however, the depreciation of opium
has been almost unchecked.  Whether it
will proceed any further is a question
which is agitating many minds in the
drug trade.  The opium trade, however,
has beconie so complicated of late yeirs
owing to the increased number of dealers
and speculators in the article, the vise of
Constantinople as a rival market to Smyr-
na,.and the growth of Persia as a produe- -
ing country, that it has become wore dif-
ficult than ever to give a satisfuctory
answer to this question. The highest
price, by the way, ever known for the
drug was in February, 1869, when 9s.
per T, was paid for good druggists' opium.

Medlcmnents,

A new departure in therapeutical posol-
ogy marks arecent enterprise of Parke,
Davis & Co., which is in the interests of
progress, economy and exactness,

‘The increased knowledgé resulting from
research in the ficlds of botany, chemistry,
physiology, pharmacy, and materia medica
has created a demand on the part of the
medical profession for the essential or nc-
tive principles of drugs in preference to
the more cuinbersome, less definite phar-
maceutical preparations which custom and
authority have so long saiiclioned,

Not a few alkaloidal principles of drugs
have been isdlated, and are now frequent-
ly prescribed.  ‘The conservative element
of the profession have, however, in view
of the toxicity of certain isolated medicin-
al principles, and the ackiowledged var-

iety of strength and activity of products
of this character of dillerent manufacture,
heen loath to émploy thent when indicated.

The doses sometimes being fractions of
a thousandth or a hundreth, it is not pos-
sible for the physician to always bear
them in mind, and in presribing he is oft-
en in duubt as to what constitutes the
proper therapeutical dose, and what the
dangerous toxic one.

Dr. . Trouette, in a paper read before
the Paris Academy of Medicing, and pub-
lished in the Revne dn Therapeutique, en-
titled “ Duodecimal Doses of Toxic Med-
ieaments,” proposes a method of obrint-
ing the difliculties hitherto preventing the
genernl use of many valuable medicinal
principles.  The plan he proposes is a new
method of posology based on the rationul
division into twelve parts of the maxi-
wmum dose which may be given toan adult
in twenty-four hours.

The advantages claimed for this meth-
od are, first, accidental poisoning need no
longer be feared.  Second, dangerous
wedicaments mny from the outset be
given in eflicient dose without the least
risk.

Park, Davis & Co. have prepared diurn-
ules and Diurnal Tablet Triturates of a
large number of Toxic Medicaments, and
wiil afford the profession full information
concerning this new method of posology
with reprint of Dr. Trouetty’s article.

The sodium st
of sulphonic thicphenic acid is a sulphon-
ic derivative of thiophenes Tt appears'asa
white,crystalline powder coutaining 33 per
cent. <f sulphur.  Thiophene-sulphouate of
sodium is, therefore, mich prized- as a
remedy in skin diseases, being found pro-
ferable to beta-naphthol, (specially in pra-
rigo complicated with eczéma. Biniodat-
ed theophene, an jedine derivative of
thiophene, analogous-to iodol, is a cry-
stalline powder, of a peculinr aromatic
odor, not at. all disagrecable, which con-
tains 751 per ceat. of iodine and 91 per
cent. of sulphur. Tt is insoluble in water,
but seluble in warm aleohol, cther, and
celoroform.  Hock reconmmends it as a
succedancum of fodoform.  Ile cmploysit
in powder or under the form of an im-
pregnated gauze.—Nationad Druggist..
